extensive couerage of the fair on shortwave was li:nited. Perhaps some of you older 
DXers .remember the Brus3els fair of 1958 end ·otherQ before that" But JEipan!s Expo 
70 1.11as a unique e~~position . - it. marked the first time , tnat a world's fair ""a·s h.eld 
fn As.la and the first tir.:e that one was held in a non-wh:ite nation.

With. "Progress and Har-many for Mankind" ·as the main theme, the Japan World °Exposition 
1970 held a gala op8ni;ig on March 15th, ~olorfully supported by 77 countries; "which 
was the groatest number of participants in the history of the World Exp1Jsition. The 
opening ceremony was held on March 14 at the Festival . Plaza in the prss8nce of the 
Emperor end Emprees, Crown Prince Akihito and Princess .Michiko and was relayed to all 
parts of Vie tuorld via satel iteo The . ceremoni.es cor.~i_sted of the p!a.ying of the Expo 
march m1d a procession of . countrie~ · who were participating jn the fair, as well as 
speeches. 

Radio Japan (N.HoK,) brought newa a·nd scenes of this ·11Festi\ial of . the Century 11 to its 
overseas lister1srs th:i:-oug"1 programs "related to the e;{posit5.on:1 such as _Tu.g_~~ £!.!i9.2. 
and 1£1~..££!£ P:-cg;:~ an£ H~~an1 .. , Radio Japan also· sponsored an essay contest 
pertaining to the fair and 6 persons were selected as winners from over 1700 
entrants and invited fa? visit the expo!3itlon at the expense of N.H.K. and Japan Air 
Lines. Radio Japan also . issuad two QSL cards in caQ~srat;on of the fair and cne of 
the cards fe.atured a drawing of the Tower of ths .Sun, symbol of the exposU5.on. 

The exposition was constructed on Senri Hills, some 15 kilometer-s northeast of Osaka, 
Japan's second largest cityo Rising out of the great roof of the Festival Plaza was 
the Towar of the Sun w'.Uh its golden head x:-eflecting the sun 1 s rays. To the west of 
this great tower rose the Tower of IYlothe:a:- and the Tower of Youtho The area surround­
ing these thr'ee tower.s .. was known .as the Theme .Hal.! where the -theme .. 11.P!'flgress and 
He:r.mony fc.r 1Ylanki:id11 t:Jas eXpl'eDsed in va:t-ious cbncre~;e fo7.'ms. The To!J:er of the Sun 
exp~essed the dignity and infinite development of mankind. O~ this tower were 
mounted the three faces of the sun which rep~esanted man•s past, present and future. 
Inside the tower rose the · Tree of Life, t~e· wo~k of saulptor To~o Okamoto. Here was 
heard the "Hymn to Life·"· written by Tashiro li'layuzumio · ·Japanas·9: anthropologists and 
ethnologists vislted 89 i::-ountries of the world and collected some ·2,000 items includ­
ing statues and carvings-~ of:: gods, Buddhas;· masks and il!lplements ancient' peopl~s used. 
These were exhibited in: ·tHe ·Hall. · ;;. !.. ... ~ 

The plaza south of the symbol zone was called the Ini;e:;:-r1ati~mal 8EJzaar. Fo:.ind here 
were 1.1mllaoknmun m<:::rkets of various countries, including the flea ma7.'ket of Paris as 
well as the £arden plent mar.ket and Daruma market of Japan. Radio Japan often 
presented bustling programs from these mcrkets., 

Expo g:::-ounds were open till 10 p.m. and cor.trary to the bustle of the day, the 
grounds bscame serene and romantic in the evening. The Swiss Pavilion turned on a 
gigan'!;ic hge chandslie:c- of 30,000 electric lights; ths r-otat.i.:ig ~F.lnar:l.i.en pe.vilion 
beamed multi-colorsd lights from a parasoleshaped ball, and various other pavilions 
beceme brightly illuminated. Night .dancing at the festival Pl.az.a was popular. 

Comp.uters were extensively used at Expo to provide information on. Exµ·o· sites and to 
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direct traffic and enhance exhibits. Many pavilions used special sounds and images 
to develop their individual themes. .Using the interior of pavilions as huge screens, 
stereophonic sounds and images were used to lure visitors into a dynamic world of 
phantasy. 

National Days were held at the ;festival Plaza ~nd at the Wacoal-Riccar Pavilions, 
many weddings were performed and internatianail: Expo couples were born. Children 
enjoyed themselves at the fair by playing a Japanese game of "janken" with robots 
or listening to orchestra performances by the robots which were controlled by a 
computer. They also had fun shaking hands with stuffed animals playing the role of 
fairy tale characters. · 

Electronic compute~s were put to wide and effective u~.ei. They served as guides to · 
various functions~ · as a means of automatically tabula.ting the numbor of visitors, as 
information sources on missing children and lost articles. The entire system was 
called the World Exposition Date Communications System, and the main computer at the 
comput.er center was· li.nked with various terminal units to provide instantaneous 
service. · 

The largest pavilion at Expo was the Japanese Government Pavilion which consisted of 
five cylindr'ical structures simulating the Expo mark and depicting a cherry blossom. 
Exhibits in ·tfie· pavilion were divided into three sections representing the past, 
present~ .and future, .under the theme of "Japan and the Japanese .. " Economic, social 
and cultural aspects of these three different stages were delineated in a comprehen• 
sive manner •. 

Novel tr·ansportation facilities at the fair included "the moving footway" consisting 
of two lines ·of conveyors running .inside a transparent tube at 40 meters per minute; 
a monorail tra-in .. tf.aat -did not require a driver; a ropeway that carried passengers in 
rotary gondolas ,,far abo\/e the grounds and eleetric automobiles that produced ne·ither 
noise nor exhau~t · gas~ · 

Shopping was o'ne of · the big thriils of Expo 70. There were some 290 shops both 
within and outside the ·pavilions. Shops within pavilions sold stamps, ·pictures, 
picture post cards, records, ·books and slides. In addition, special products of the 
country were sold. In shops located outside pavilions, there was no limit to the 
articles sold. World famous products were available and these included Scotch 
whiskey, dried seaweed (Ssuth Korea), Dutch cheese, vodka, cigars from Cuba, French 
perfume, carpets (Iran) and cameos (Italy)a The articles were sold 10 to 20 per 
cent cheaper than market prices since there was no markup for middlemen. Among th~ 
more unique and expensive products were emeralds from Colombia and crocadileskin 
liandbags from Nigeria • 

. These were just. ~ome of the interesting and woDderfui things that took place at the 
1970 J apan World .Exposition •. Thanks to N.H.Ko and Radio Japan for erabling many 
people in many lands to visit the ·exposition ._ if not ·in bo~y then through their 
minds and imagination.

exist, and hospital and medical services are similarly separatedo french predominates 
over English as the main language spoken in the V Ha town business cent ar, but 
furt.her out11 and in the other islands, Pidgin is widely spoken, with a multitude of 
local dialects. · · J .: . : • 

Postage stamps are issued jointly in English and Fr.ench; they are issued in denomina­
tions of French centimes and French Gold Francs (100 c~ ~ 1 Gold F~anc); this 
complicates postage transactions tremendously, as a conversi~n ~a: trie local currency 
has to be made be~ore eny postage stamp purchase can be carrio9 out. Cu~rency is 
mixed - Austral~an dollars and New Hebr5-d~s .. francs being freely intermingled, i:;og~ther 
with a sprinkling of French Polynesian, New Caledonian, and American coinage. Prices 
are relatively high, but visitors can obtain considerable savings due to the tax-free 
situation. There is no duty-free shopping available, such as in Fiji, Hong Kong, or 
Singapore, 

Turning now to radio broadcasting in t:1e New Hebrides, Radio Vila _is regarded by many 
as a rare catch on shortwave; using only a relat:i.voly low powerp 'the station is on the 
air twi ce daily, with no operations on mediumnwave at all. 

At present, broadcasting is conf ineq· to the midd~y and early evening periods, from 
11 ;30 a.m~-12:15 pomo (0030-0115 GMT) on 7260 .kHz, · and from 5'15-~~30 p.m. (0615-

" ••• When ' Charles II, -King of England, was informed of these facts, he said the work 
must be carried out in royal fashion. He certainly did not want his ship-owners and 
sailors to be deprived of any help that the Heavens could supply, wh8reby Navigation 
could be made safer~ Therefore, his most Serene Majes ty wus pleased to decree that 
an Observatory should be built •••• " 

So wrote John Flam~teed (1646 - 1719)1 England's first Astronomer Royal, describing 
the founding nearly three centuries ago of the Royal Observatory at Greenwich. 
According to the royal warrant of June 22nd, 16751 it was "in or.der to the finding 
out of the longitt.:de of Places for perfecti~g Navigation and As.tronomy. 11 

In view of these nautical beginnings, it was entirely appropriate that some years 
after Worl_d War II the National Maritime Museum should take over the historic 
o?servatory .l:!u5.ldings in GreenuJ.ich .Parko · By then the Astrono.mer Royal and his staff 
had been forced to move from the smoke and streetlights of metropolitan London to the 
clearer air .of .Her~tmonceux . ~n the Sussex countryside, at which time the name of the 
Royal Obs.er"!atory, Gre!'!nwich, was changed to Royal G:i.' eenwich Observatox-y.

Today the old buildings which bestride the world's pri me meridian have been restored 
as far as possi.b.le to their state during the· 17th, 18th~ and 19th centuries, with 
many· instruments and 9locks restored to their· working positlons"G Three of .the 
b~1~ding_s _are·_ ~p,7n ~~,· ~he public· as a museum illul:!tt·ating the t'listory of astronomy 
and time, with pa~tic~lar emphasis on maritime aspects· and the work of. the 
Astronomers Roy~1. · These three are Flamsteed House, his observatory, and the 
Meridi~n 13uiltlinge · 

In the courtya~d the visitor will see the GREENWICH TIME BALL. The world's first 
visual time signal is this ~ime bal11 erected so that ships in the Port of London 
could· check the errors of their chronometers before sailing. Except during World War 
II'; the time ball has dropped at 1:00 P.M. daily almost without a break since 1833. 

The GATE CLOCK. To the right. of the entrance to the observatory courtyard is a 24-
hour _slave dial that was originally driven by a very early electric master clock by 
Shepherd, which is still in opera tion in the Dyson Gallery. Though Great Britein . now 
keeps time one hour ahead of Greenwich Mean Time throughout the year, the gate clock 
(dating from 1852) continues to show GMT, which is also the astronomer's Universal 
tim~~ · 

GREENWICH MERIDIAN. This is the world's prime meridian and the basis of the inter­
national time-zone system. It is morked on the ground by a brass strip running north 
and south across the courtyeard. If you straddle it while facing "south, with one 
foot . in each hemis'phere, you can see the line leading· :through the glass do :.:irs of the 
Meridian Building to the Airy transit circle,· whose telescope has defined the 
meridian since 1851. 

When the International Meridian Conference met in Wash'in.gton· in 18B4, any meridian of 
the world could have been chosen as longitude o0 

• The· ·bne" at Greenwich was chosen 
chiefly .becaus e 72% of the world' s shipping already ·had"charts based on it (thanks to · 
over 100 years of publi cation of the Na~tical Almanac) and because the ~~st North 
American railroad network already was us ing a time- zone sys t em based on ·Gr eenwich.

Of 975 RFE people in Munich, only 209 are Americans, and of the 369 technicians 
working at the main transmitter station at Gloria, Portugal, only six are. Other 
transmitters are at Hol~kirchen, Biblis and Schleissheim in Ge~many. 

Information and news put -out by RFE comes from Western news agencies and from the 
widest possible variety of communist sources, There is 24-hour-a-day monitoring of 
every radio station in the western part of the Soviet Union as well as in Eas t 
Germany; Poland, Czsohnslovakia, Hungar.yg Romania~ Albania and Bulgaria. Radio 
teletype reports are pirated from 11 communist news agencies, including TASS of the 
Soviet Union, Hsinhua of Communist China, CETEKA of Czechoslovakia, PAP of Poland, 
MTI of Hungary,· Agerpres of Romania, BTA of Bulgaria, Tanjug of Yugoslavia, AON of 
East Germany, ATA of Albania and VNA of North Viet Nam. 

To enrich the information input, fiFE gets 1, 600 publicat5.ons (900 of which come fr.om 
behind the Iran Curtain). As the flood pours into the Munich newsroom around the 
clock, 365 days a year, it is studied by new~men and by experts--many of them 
refugees from behind the Iron Curtain--in mos t any subject that can be t hought of. 
To the flow~ these experts add analyses and background and balancing information from 
RFE files. .

Such demands only add to RFE 's prestige with American 
businessmen, who donate, on their own or their companies • behalf, anything from $100 
on up-. RfE. will· not divulge precise amounts but it is known that several contributions 
each '.year top . $50,000 apiece. Largest donations come from the auto, steel and oil 
industries. Wills also benefit RFE.,
