After that famous arduous ~ummer ·of the Battle of Britain, German air attack switched 
to night bombing. In the w_int .er I commenced my medical stµdies, away from home an.d ..

the next year radio propaganda had become more varied and widespread, and 1941 gave 
several interes ting stations: Radio Brazzaville "The Voice of Free France", and on 
the opposite side TPZ' Radio Alger with it's signature tune march "Turkish Patrol" and 
call "Avec le Marechal, famille, travail, Patrie", in support of the Vichy government 
and Marshall Pet~in. Indonesia was still Dutch in those days, and PIYJA at Bandoeng 
was well received most days on the 18 mhx ba~d, with the call ''Hier !st der NIROIYI de 
Batavia" and English language programs.

More political loggings were non-Communist China XGOY at Chungking, XGRS Shanghai with 
pro-German broadcasts, the Deutsche-Freiheit Sender (Free German Station), Radio 
Azad-Hind (The Voice of Free India) and Radio Metropole, supposed to be in France. A 
tragic note was added by the Singapore station "Radio Shanan", and Saigon, both operat­
ing under capture by the "Broadcasting Corporation of Japan". 

By 1943, Allied war correspondehts were to be heard over ''AFHQ North Africa" on 9040 
khz, and FXE Beirut was announcing as the "Fighting French Station Radio Levant". 
Despite night bombings regular entertainment came our way most evenings in English from 
PRLB · Rio~ Radio Nacfonal; in Engliel:t. Later that· year. and ·folloll.!:lng seasons came 
unbe;l.ievably powerful signals from the Argentine "trio" on 9 mhz ba~d, LRX El Mundo, 
LRY Sple~did and LRS Belgrano, which set the dial pulsating to the throb of tango . 
rhythms from Buenos Aires, This was indeed the 11Golden Age ·of the Tango". · · 

The logbook reflects the changes in military fortune, as Algiers became "United Nations 
Radio", and a new one was heard "Radio ·n.beri, the Voic·e of Liberated Rome" on 8600 
khz. By 1-944 Allied Expeditionary s·tations were heard from Jerusalem, and other places, 
with the "British Mediteranean station" on 9666 khz. Almost as a harbinger ef peace, 
Christmas Day 1944 brought a riew voice to the dial - Canada's powerful Sackville 
station CH.TA, Radio Canada~.• .relaying the l<ings Speech~ On 4800 khz the same day 
YVlRX Maracaibo announced as "Ondas del Laga ••• por la destruccion de! totalarismo y 
la Victoria de la democracia". 

Some unu_sual stations VJere operating from the West Coast u.s.A. in those days --'. KROJ 
Los Angeles, l<WID San Francisco, etc,,, and the Voice of America lYas heard frqm KRHOi 
Honolulu on 17800 khz. The war in Europe finish~d, and the emph~sis switched to the 

·Pacific. P.OoW• messages were heard over VLI3 Sydney, VLG7 · Melbourne, etc. Finally 
on August 15th the announcement of Japan's surrender was logged from Canada, · uruguay, 
Chile, Delhi, and Mexico Cityl Tr.a world was once more "at p~ace 11 uoth~ cha!'lged world 
of Aldous Huxley!

One of the pioneering short wave radio clubs was the World Radio Reception Club of 
7318 Woodlawn Ave,, Swissdale Station~ Pittsburgh, Pa. which operated in 1932. from 
the year of 1936 we have such clubs as the International DXers Alliance, Society of 
Wireless Pioneers, u.s~ Radio DX Club, Radio Club Venezolano, The World Wide Dial Club, 
(get this one) International 6000 to 12,500 Mile Short Wave Cl~b (what about the 
stations only 5998 mil.es away?), Globe Circler's DX Club and Radio fellowship Short 
Wave Club of New York. 

On the bands in 1936 were SPW, Poland, 13635 kHz; ZEK, Hong Kong, 8750 & 5410; VPB, 
Ceylon~ 6050 (500 watts); ETA, Ethiopia, 7620, 16180, 18270; CR6AA, Labita, 7177 (500 
watts); and KIO, Hawaii, 11630. 

There were also some stations in the Phillippines with U4S• call letters, such as 
KZRB, KZEG, l<ZRH, l<ZHS, and KZRMe1 The Phillippines were not independent in 1936 and 
the "KZ" prefix was for the commonwealth. 

A station, KRHO, in Honolulu, which was later v.o.A. connected and it operated on 
17800, 9650, and 6120 kHz. 

Vet the "elusive" DX stations could also be heard in the 1950s. Israel was using that 
9009 kHz frequency from 15e115 to 15.45 GMT, with English. Station DUH5 in Manila was

The second Soviet-American radio war, now more than two years old, has reached a new 
high in static between " Moscow and Washing·ton· as transmitters of both count~ies jam 
each other's broadcasts. 

The first radio war bagan after World War II, when the u.s. created the Voice of 
· America as its official radio voice overseaso Stalin did not approve, and the Soviet 

Union built immense t~ansmitters that broadcast shrill noises on American frequencies 
to prevent the Soviet people from hearing VJashington's side of the news. · 

The United States rete).iated by putting one VOA broadcast on the same frequency used 
by Radio Moscow, jamming it o~t of Communist Eastern European states. 

On June 19, 1963~ the Sov!et- Uflion abruptly halted ~ts - jamming cperatiOns~fo~ no 
apparent ·reason~ In Augus-t, 19681 when Sovie t t.:-00pe le:j .an invasion of Czechoslo­
vakia, the Russians resumed their jamming of VOA frequencies. u.s. officials believed 
this was only a temporary expedient. But a year later it was still going on, so the 
A·mericans counterattacl<ed -'by resuming -VOA transmissions on a frequency cf 173 khz. to 
interfere with Radio Moscow.. Ar;d there the situation remains... · 

The million-~ilowat.t VOA transmitter in Munic.;h, West Germany, overrides Radio Moscotu 
broadcasts in Eastern Et.il'ope but not i:i the Soviet Union itself, where Radio M:::scov.1•s 
half-million-kilowatt t!'ansm!ssion still holds svJay... The State Department. has 
declared Us willingness to take VOA off Radio Moscow 0 s frequency if the Soviets would 
end their jamming, and has offered repeatedly to discuss the issua with the Russians. 
The latest such off er was made in July, but the Souiets replied that jamming was an 
internal matter. The Communist party newspaper Pravd_a recently attacked u.s. Informa­
tion Agency Director Fr~nk Shakespeare, who oversees VOA, charging him with peddling 
anti-Soviet propaganda. . . . 

, .Whil~ the A~er'i~an.s .interfere .. wi.th only one Soviet frequency, the Russians have been 
jamming all 36 frequencies on which the Americans beam Ukrainian, Armenian, Georgian 
and Russian -la11guage;:broadoasts eastward. The United States claims the Soviet jamming 
is illegal under the postwar Copenhagen Convention, which the Sov!et Union signed. 
But it says its counter-b~oadcasts _are not illegal b~cause neither West Germany, where 
tf'!e: transmitter. is situated, nor the United States '. is a s.igna.tory. 

Th~ Soviet Unlo~ contends that as:·a sover~ign .stat~ it has a right to control use of 
its air waves. It also maintains that. western b~oadca8ts, if they went unjammed, would 
give the Soviet people a distor.ted view of we~tern ideas.

A newspaper in the Volga region~ for 
instance11 reported a case where pirate broadcasts interfered with an airstrip's con­
trol tower wavelength and prevented the talking down of a crippled plane. Another 
paper declared, "The wanton sons of the ether are stifling the State's radio 
communication lines.-" 

Some stations are criticized for their political commentary. Radio Camomile, run by 
a young girl, is said ·co have peddled "full blooded reactionary rumors" in the area 
of Kuibishevo But Izvestia reports that it received a number of dissenting letters 
when it ran an article attacking the pirates.

Specially-trained Liberian university students polled a random audi-Snce of 1·200 
listeners to Liberiats English broadcasts. A total of 10,000 coincidental time-unit 
checks was also made. Completed questionnaires and time-check data are being 
processed by computer to give ELWA "accurate information aoout .the attitudes of radio 
listeners, and the effectiveness of the. programs aired. · ·
