Be~ides spanning the ~cean~ by twiuting dials• your~ truly ~!sited J~pan in the flesh 
last summer. After a week ~t the spectacle of Expo 70, it was on to Tokyo where a 
visit to Radio Japan was on the agenda. 

I was lucky enough to be in Tokyo when most .of the smog was somewhere else. But it 
was surprisingly damp and cool for June, in contrast to sunny Os::ika. After a long but 
swift "Bullet" tra.in ride and a short taxi hop, I ·arrived at the old NHK building riot 
far from the Ginza. . . 

Radio Japan was in the midst ,of its 35.th ann·iversary c'elebration.- But I soon found 
out tha.t my visit too waa a bit of an occasion. Although Radio Japan reaches millions 
of people around t~s world, and has contact. with many of them through the mail, only 
abou·t three· Ame~icans drop in during a year's time for a personal visit. 

On the ninth floor I was met by Miss Kimi Kawanaka, who warmly w'elcomed me on behalf 
of the North American correspondence section. In fact, she took the day off to guide 
me around NHK's extensive offices and studios. As one might expect, the correspondence 
section had several long tables overflowing with letters from all over the world. I 
envy philatelists working for NHK: The tables were also full in another part of the 
large room, but of newspapers instead of letters. Most of them were domestic, 
destined for translation and quotation on Radio Japan's press reviews. Various 
pr9ducere also· work cin their assignments ifl this a.raa. · Among those I meit was the man , 
responsible for •.•Let'a Learn Japanese".

Studios filled. the ~ther end of this floor, behind the thickest soundr.roof doors I've 
ever eeen--outside a bank~ Live ·newscaats in various languages were on the air from 
some of the studios, while in othera fsature programs war~ being recorded.

Most programs, . except news; are recorded on banks of Sony multittack tape machines. 
The- control room is a~tomateda a punched tape pontrols exactly when ·each tape star~s 
and stops. , This way ~he task of programming several shows simultaneously goes 
sm~oth~y, whlle a ·couple .of engineers keep an eye on thing~. 

On another floor I met an American who works part ·t.ime as a proofreader. A.lthough 
English .is a standard subject . .ir:i school, Radio Japan .wants to be f;lure no errors of 
grammar_. or ue,age -slip ·through • . And a .goad idea, too. Those Japanese who have 
completely mastered colloquial English are n~ doubt as rare ~s those Americana who 
have mae!tered Japanese.. Even my 9uide and I had trouble communicating, although 
she's ,quite fluertt in wri-tin·g. The proofreader . reveah:id that while ·working for NHK 
means a lot of .prestige, the ,pay is poor .and the chances for an American to advance in 
the organization are ntl. 1 

As I toured .the l;luild~ng, I was, bubbling with questions, but no one I met had k"nowledge 
~f the overall operation. Everyone ·was very much involved in his own iittle niche. 

Elsewhere in the building is the master control center for domestic NHK radio and TV. 
Most impressive was the fact that all the complex switching, color videq and audio 
equipment was Japa[\eae made--except an lBIVI aut.omat:I:c loggor which di.dn't work.

On a cold February day in 1931, Guglielmo IYlar coni, the father of r a dio, motioned Pope 
Pius XI to a microphone standing in the Vatican g~rdens. 

Quoting the Old Testament, Pius XI exclaimed: "Hear O heavens, what I am about to say; 
hear 0 ear th the wor ds of my mouth. Hear &11 neo~les.,." Then he r ead the res t of the 
f i r s t discourse broadcast over Vatican Radio, built by Marconi. 

Since that day, three ·more Popes-- Pius XII, John XXIII and Paul VI --have beamed . to 
the ~~ld their missionary messages about the Roma n Catholic faith, pleas for peace and 
f or social justice. Forty years l a ter , Vatican Radio has developed short or medium­
wave brcadcas t s in 32 languages--16 of them languages of the Soviet Union and Communist 
Eastern Europe. I t also br oadcas ts in Chinese, No11J the J es\Jits--who have always run 
the r adio ststion--are looking toward the day when the Votican can beam television 
prGgrams to many countries, What's needed tc j usti fy the expense of a TV sta~ion, the 
radi o's dir ectors boli eve, is satel lite tra~sminsion that would not depend on ground 
relays but could project program~ dir~ctly to recai ving sets on Earth as did TV 
camsr as used by aotronaut~ on the Moon. 

In the nearer future, Vatican Radio probably will begin pr oducing vide·otepes t o ba . 
offered for broadc:rnt to the television st>:i tions ar ou;id the world. Oils source sa id a 
studio alr e~dy has been reservod for this project. Efforts to i mprovs radio broadcast­
ing, meanwhile, are being stepped up.

There fo now .. more 
general news on the air and it 0 s pretiented more au information than as religious " 
inutruction: 9r propaganda. There alob are interview tihow9 and_round-table discussions, 
which get away from the tradition of pr.euenting a single line of thought on any one 
topic. Still, Fr. Blajot admito, the latitude for di9cu~wion isn't so great that "we 
would bring a Communist in to discuss polit~ca.•• Although the topics of last year 
include divorce and pr:obl_ems· of youth, Fr. 'e1a'jot said the radio "does not favor 
things that do not have Vatican a ppr ov_al. ".

The special 
9tamp i9sue will coincide with the opening of the CBC ~s 250 kW transmitters a t Sackville, 
New Brunswick. Early in July 1971 the. 50 kW transmitteru, which have been in oper~tion 
since the CBC Internat iona l Service began regular transmissions to Europe in Febr ~ary 
1945, will be uupplerncnted by the first two of five 250 kW transmitters. These tr~ns­
mitteru ar e schoduled to carry our European Service tranumiusi ons. The transmitters, 
desi gned for the comput er age by the Collins Radio Company, have many new f ea tur es 
including 12-9econd tuning, computer-controlled s cheduling and unique protective 
devices. The new tranumi tter system will be controlled by a comp uter as directed by 
th e application/executive program loaded into the memory of the computer from a 
magnetic t ape. Our transmitter oper a tor will use a t eletypewriter to communicat e with 
the computor for the pur'poue of advancod scheduling, performing of diognoutic a nd 
monitoring routines, and to accomplish other on-line status changes as r equir od. With 
Direct Digital Control (ope) all five transmitters can be controlled from a centra l 
teletypewriter pos iti on. Au many a9 100 programming conditions can be r escheduled for 
the new transmitter s up to 24-hours before the actual r equirement . 

Radio Canada Internationa~•s QSl card commemorating the installation of the new tranu­
mitter system will be i s9ued in July on the day r egular programming is inaugurated.

Radio Difusora Popular is the name of a station that formerly operated in San 
Cristobal, Dominican Ropublic. The first time I hear d t hem was in 1966 on the 
fr equency of 9960 kcs. but announcing as 4980 kcs. After they identified and mentioned 
an address, I visited t hem and. gave them some information as to 11;hat DXing was; they 
were very kind, showed me the small place and th e transmitter which was giving them 
fJome troubl~ , which was the reason why th.ey were hear d on 9960 kcs. instead of on 4980, 
the frequency assigned by Telecomunicaciones. Later on, the station was closed down 
as they could not comp~to with a loca l medium wave station: Radio San Cristoba l on 
1450 kcs . long before in operation. 

Some time later I heard that they had moved to . another town: Sabana Grande de Boya, 
and name became"Radio Boye". Even though they still announced their fr equency a!.! 4980 
kcs. when they r e l ayed s ome sport or news progr am, as advertis ed in newspapers, I could 
not hear them. But the s tation was always mentioned in special events when r el a ying on 
a network. I came to the c onclusion that they were pr obably oper at ing on medium waves 
on a fr equency covered by a Santo Domingo sta tion as they were not heard either in 
medium waves or in short waves~ Nob~dy cou: d give me th e information needed, so I 
decided to investigate by my9elf, and the date wa9 set on Sunday, April 4. 

Sabana Grande de Soya is a town with a popul at ion of 7526 inhabits nts , not s o far away 
f rom Santo Domingo, about 35 miles north-north-eas t on a stra ight line, but some 55 or 
60 miles on the road. Two houru were spent to r each the place through a narrow and 
partly dirt road in a suga~ cane plant~~ion district. As s oon au I arrived the 
frequgncy was noted to be about 1310 kco. on a transistor set , with wide splashing to 
both uides . 

A visit to the sta tion gave me the satis fact ion of meeting again the same person I had 
t a ll<ad t o in San Criutobal. .5 years ago, Mr. Juan Aquiles Gonzalez, owner of the 
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RADIO OIFUSGqA POPULAR 
1c;;fi~edf-

s~ation. The house was quite small and made of cement blocks. A living room was 
about 5 x 7 feet with two seats and ·Some ·yaung lads were chatting inside. Hanging on 
the wa ll was a framed certificate from the Voice of America for their relaying the 
first moon walk . on July 1969. To the right; through a glass, a speaker could be seen 
announcing and playing ~acords, mostly 45 rpm, all piled up on a s~all table in the 
narrow oper ating roam, same 5 x 4 feet (no air-conditioning and te;:-t ibly hot). 
AnothE!r room in thei bac!~ vJas a litHe more spacious whEJre an old tr-amimitter wa5.ting 
for repairs could bo seen. The antenna was quite close to the houue in the back, 
a oms 50 or 60 f~et high. ·. 

Our talk wau m3inly about their working . condition,i, reigrettable indeed, au bu9iness 
was. not very good, ads were scarce and l .ow-priced in the town, and to make matters 

.. worse a lightning bolt had struck the antenna but'ning most of the transmitter, about 
one month befo!'e. But they wet'e not dis coura·ged and reipaired it quickly despite the 
difficulty of finding replacement parts in the country~ because Onda Musical owner 
gave them some help. Whein asked ~bout the frequency he insisted that they were 
operating ·on 4980 kcs., but that they were not heard on that spot, ccmpla in:i.ng that 
Ecos del Torbes in San CI!istoba l,· Venezuela, always covered the m. Optimisticly they 
intend to keep on fighting against hardships and even obtain a medium wave frequency 
from Telecomunicaciones in the future. In all they operate from 10.30 G.M.T. when 
they start relaying ne.tus from a Santo Domingo !Jta tion ao they have no facilities for 
newsreels, till 03.00 or 04.00 G.M.T. da ily. The t~anomitter is homemade with an 
output of no-t mo!'e tnan 500 11Jatt9 . There is no teleph"ne service in town and no 
addrese io necessary as " Radio Boye" iu enough . for a letter reaching the town. Some 
repo~ts have been received f~om the United' Statee a nd Europe, p!'obably f aked, ao the 
s tation has never been hear d outside the country on any frequency. He could not show 
them to me as he did not have them at hand.

conditions at your location than one repo~t could offer. And since you listen to a 
station on several occasions during the process of log reporting, you gain grea ter 
insight into their programming. Thip will c~rtainly beef up your reactions Bnd 
comments about their station -- an~ ~r. Crystal s tates that opinion ranks .high with 
SW otaticins wh? desire · feedback from an audience t~ey never pe rsonally meet. 

No one will argue the fact that log reporting requireu more effort on the part of the 
SL•JL 'er, but I think many uerious DX'eru collect a certain amount of satisfaction 
knowing they are providing a va luable servi ce to t he SL~ station and to the continued 
succe!Js of their hobby, I have also found that many SW statione re~ay the monitor by 
replying in exceus of what one would ._ normally expect .. from a single reeeption report. 

Monitor your favorite , SW station(~) with a log of reports . Tell them about your 
reactinns to the progtams you tuned in. I t will be ·appreciated!
