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ANARC CON1/ENTION REPORT - The 1972 Association of North Amerioan Radio Clubs conven­
tion is h:lstory! And by any measure, it t1as the best yeti For that >1e O\IO a great 
measure of thanks to the four hosts and convention planners, Jerry Berg, Steve 
d 'Adolf, c:hris Lobdell and Mike Macken, 

With some attending for the full period, 4 pn Friday to ll am Sunday, others 
for onl,y 11 portion of the time, the attendance varied . But at its peak, Saturday 
night, JuJ.y 15, there uere 87 persons at the Colonial Hilton Inn oomplex at Wakefield, 
Mass,, ju" t outside Boston, 

The 87 persons attending 111Sde this the largest convention ever staged by ANARC, 
Unoffioia.1. tallies shou that sCllnB 25 NASWA members uere present, A number of other 
clubs uerc, represented . A partial list uould include ASWLC, NNRC, NRC, SPKEDX, WTFilA, 
CIOXC and others. They came from as far uest as California, as far north as Northern 
Ontario, 118 far south as North Carolina , Other states and provinces represented 
included :Ulinois, Indiana, Wisconsin, Michigan, Ohio, Pennsylvania, Nell York , Maine, 
Net1 Hampshire, Massaobusetts , Maryland , Virginia, West Virginia, Tennessee , Quebec 
and undoubtedl,y others. Some flell into Boston's Logan airport from such places as San 
Francisco, Los Angeles, Chicago, Memphis and Raleigh. Others drove up to tllo days, 

The c!onvantion site , the Colonial Bilton, uas an elaborate oanplex including a 
large motul , uith domed pool, a golf course, and up a hill, a ten minute 11alk or a 
t>10 minutu ride by motel buss allay, llas an attractive restaurant building, Friday 
and Sund417' s convention sessions uere held in the motel area1 Saturday's events, 
including the banquet, >1ere in the restaurant area, The site, except for some air 
condition:lng breakdmms, >1as delightful, and since the actual convention activities 
uere held in areas llhere the air conditioning 11as operating fully , discomfort t1as 
minimal, In faot, there t10re those tiho facetiously suggested it 11as planned by the 
conwntio1~ hosts to guarantee the group 11ould stick close to the comfortable conven­
tion room:!, 

With DXors arriving at different times Friday afternoon and ewning, the start 
of tbs ' 72 convention t1as rather informal, Steve d 'Adolf opened 11ith some introduc­
tory rema:rks, After supper there t1as an impressive equipment displa,Yi that kept DXe'\'s 
busy, actuall.y trying out such elaborate and expensive receivers as the National 
HRO's 500 and 600, and a British-made Eddystone, other gear on display, and for the 
most part uorldng, \18re the Allied- Radio Shack SX-190, the Barlou-Wadley portable, 
various p:reselactors, frequency meters, and antennas, courtesy of National Radio, 
Gilfer Associates and various individuals, 

niring the late hours, tho usual happened. Many conventioneers broke off for 
informa1 club get togethers and eyeball QSOs in various motel rOOIDll, For man,y veteran 
convention goers, these are a h1ghlightJ the chance to see others QSL collections and 
talk abou't DX conditions and catches, past and present, the memorable loggings and 
the might.-have-beens, Ho11 long these sessions lasted varied greatly, Some hit the 
sack as e 1arly as 10 pn, it uas rumoredr others didn' t stumble off to bed till about 
5 am, An 1sduoated guess is that the typical bedtime might have been around l or 
1130 am, 

But :it 11as early to rise on Saturday, After breakfast, ue gat hered in the Neu 
England R1oom in tho restaurant area. The first order of business at 9 am uas a 
presentat:ion by an ANARC committee of a proposed unified country list for ANARC, The 
pros and icons 11ere discussed, It uas intended merely as an introduction to the list, 
It may be submitted to ANARC representatives for possible action later . At 9145 am, 
therr uas the shouing of the Army t raining film , "The Effects of the Ionosphere on 
Radio Wavis Propagation," a basic introduction to a subject studied and presented 
more fully by NRC expert Gordon P. Nelson , uho spoke and del ivered a slide shelling 
of one phase of propagation , "Auroral Disturbances," 

Tbs •1rrap-up of the morning session t10re talks by Max Fuchs , National Radio Co,, 
uho discussed manufacturers problems in designing and marketing products suitable 
for the llXer, and by Olivar "Perry" Ferrell, Giller Associates, Inc,, t1ho revieued 
neu DXing products of the past year, gave a glimpse of his predictions for the 
future , and concluded that, overall, there t10re some significant gains and some 
losses in tho SWL equipnent picture . 

After Saturd8.1f' S lunch break, tlO regrouped at 1130 pn, to hear Steve (!!'Adolf 
speak en "Everything You Al11ays Wanted to Knou About Utility DX.ing, but Were Afraid 
to Ask," Steve outlined various aspects of ute DXing and explained techniques for 
hearinlt ~nd vor1.fying these stations, 

A panel discussion, "What-If Anything-- Is Wrong With DX c:tubs", 11ith six 
panelists from varirus clubs, including NASWA members Dan Ferguson and Don Jenson, 
foll0110d .at about J p11, .After tho panelists touched on some points, a lively fioor 
discussion fol.1.m10d 11ith many vieupoints expressed , Soma of the topics raised and 



debated uere not ne11, others had not been covered in previous conventions, In over all 
i t 11as cl ear that there are nearly as many vie11s of DXing and cl ub rol es as there are 
l i s tener s, But the satisfaotion and effectiveness of person- to-person contacts tri th 
ot her l isteners and 11ould- be listeners 11as a oormnon ground of agreement , 

At 4 pn, there \1&re several. contests, involving the identification of interval 
signals, It 11as broken into tllo parts, for beginners and for more experienced DXers, 
Tuo young members of the hitherto unknoun club, the Realistic DX Club, made up of 
some 15 cnmers of Realistic model receivers, tied for first place in the novice 
section, North Carolina's Woody Seymour of ASWLC, topped the pro category by correct­
ly identifying all 15 IS' s, The trio tron prizes, There also l1ere dra11ings for other 
prizes throughout the convention, Prizes included Giller' s A-20 preselector, antennas 
by Hi- Gain and Mosley, mint stamps and various books and magazine subscriptions, 

Just before 5 pn, Saturday, the afternoon program ended , DXers \ient back to 
their rooms to rest and dress for the banquet, Others adjourned .to the nearest bar or 
coffee shop for refreshment and some hit the Colonial Hilton' s pool for a refreshing 
suim, 

The fUl1 87 attending 1iere on hand back in the Neu England Room at 7 pn for tbs 
big event, the banquet, The menu included Ne11 England clam c bouder, sal.ad and roast 
turkey ltith all the trimmings, Dan Ferguson, chairman of the ANARC A11ards Canmittee, 
announced the a11arding of ANARC ' s 1972 Man of the Year plaque to the dean of North 
American DXing, August Balbi, Unfortunately, August 11as not in attendance and the 
plaque 11as mailed to him. Jerry Ber g then introduced the keynote speaker, Eddy Startz, 
the 73 year old former host of Radio Nederland• s "Happy Station Program~ Startz, trho 
recently began his visit to North Al'IElrica, hosted the very popu.lar shm1 for some 41 
years, 

His talk on the "Future of Short11ave Broadcasting" 11as colorful, dramatic and 
inspiring, Decrying the ohaos on the bands today, lar11:9ly because of jamming, he 
urged a p;reater dep;ree of friendship and brotherhood, 

After the address , Startz ans\lered man,y questions and stayed around most of 
the ovenin&t displaying his collection of broadcasting memorabilia and recalling 
stories of his past broadcasting activities, Many DXers snapped photos of Eddy and 
ca.ma auay uith autographs of tho pop.ilar "Holland Z:Utchman" who made the phraso "a 
nice auppa tea" his trademark, 

Again the later hours 1tere filled 11ith the informal sorts of get togethers that 
are so popu.lar at conventions, One group gathered for a rather informal but highly 
technical disaussion of propap;ation, Others used the time for shouing ~Ls, talking 
about DX in "8neral. Again it 11as about 5 am Sunday before the last uent to bed. 

Even so there uas a sizeable group that met for breakfast at 8 am in the 
Statler Room of tho motol secti on, This 11as a more ruts-and-bolts meetingf ANARC 
committeo reports, a report from the convention committee, and a oall for volunteers 
to host the '73 convention, It is hoped that before long various localized groups 
1dll respond 11ith offers to stage next. year's ANARC convention, A SPEEDX representa­
tive outlined that or ganization 's ne11 program to assist handicapped persons become 
SWLs.

Dear Ed: What is a pirate station? When may I hear one? What frequencies are used? 

Answer : Let's take the last question first. Lately, reports have been received of the 
reactivation of "Voice of the Purple Pumpkin" . There are others various calls these 
pirates use on both SW and AM - notably "Wonderful World of W- Y- N- 0", and"W-I-L-D " . 
Frequencies heard vary . The best times are early evening until way after darkness. If 
you stick to the 41 and 75 meter bands, you may be lucky to stumble across one some 
day . Most recently , this editor has heard hard rock and moody bl ues on 3 , 885 KHz, 
and according to the HAMs on the air commenting about it at the time, it undoubtedly 
originated from around the Bostonia area . Others have been reported from around the 
Chicago area. Now, as to who the se broadcaste r are - they are probably unlicensed, 
or formerly licensed HAMs, operating most often just above or just below the leg i tima te 
amateur bands . The reasons probably revolve around amateurish adventure rather than 
any bona fide desire to get i n to licensed broadcasting. These stations are not widely 
heard, and they probably employ small amateur rigs of the 25- 100 watt range . I would 
not be surprised to learn that one or more "Pirates" are quite familiar with NASWA.

Dear Uncl e Ed: I have sometimes come across the expression . . . "Prepared QSL". Just 
what is this, and could it be of any use to me? 

Answer: All too often, and particularly in Latin America and the Middle East, bonafide 
QSL cards are not print ed by the myriad of small , poorly- staffed radio stations. Many 
s tations do not even have letterhead stationery to use in correspondence . To make it 
as easy as possible to obtai n a QS L, many DXers have found it expedient to cons truct 
a ready- made , but blank, QSL card which the y enclose with t heir reception reports. 
All the bwadcaster has to do then is to fi ll in a few blanks and appl y his signature. 
You may or may not desire to fill i n the date, time a nd frequency yourself, leaving no­
thing fo r t he station to do except sign it and mail it. Even postage stamps of the cou n­
try involved may be sent with your report. A price list of these stamps may be obtained 
from DX STAMP SERVICE, 83 Roder Parkway, Ontario, N.Y. 14519 .

Dear Ed: I ordered some equipment from a SWL equipment dealer in New York, but have 
received neither equipment nor any answer s to my inquiries after several months. 

Dear Ed: Somebody ought to clue- in the NASWA members about what seems to be a big · 
swindle operation in a SWL equipment mail order business in Ne w York . 



Answer: Without mentioning names involved, this editor has personal knowledge of, 
and several letters on hand from NASWA members, about this business. The general 
complaints are: Non- delivery, accepting and cashing various checks without sending 
goods, and refusa l to give adequate account to the customer . Several months ago , 
NASWA advised the membership to be wary of such a dealership . Avoid the unknown. 
NASWA knows of ONE reputable source of business catering exclusively to the SWL 
hobby, and is happy to mention GILFER Associates. The persons owning GILFER are 
personally known - having met them, and knowing something of their business deal­
ings both past a nd present. GILFER is loca ted at Box 239, Park Ridge, N . J . 07656.

Dear Ed: A frequently discussed point questions the difference between SWL and DXer. 
What is your interpretation? 

Answer: Generally speaking, we all are, or at least were at one time, SWLers. These 
SWLers prefer to listen to the more powerful, well- heard stations for entertainment 
purposes, education, news , etc. All too often, however, the bug bites, and the SWL 
becomes aware of a gnawing desire to catch just one more country, and then just one 
more. In the end, many of the SWLers have taken their hobby very seriously, indeed, 
and prefers to seek out the rare, low-powered, distant, and difficult to hear stations , 
and to keep adding to his totals of countries and stations heard. No matter what your 
preference, it takes both categories to make up our hobby. Without one or the other, 
we could not exist as the top-notch, number #1 club. 

***************************************************** 
Dear Ed: How is one expected to submit an adequate reception report for QSL s when 
the program heard was broadcast in - say, Greek or Arabic? What kind of details does 
the broadcaster want from us? 

Answer: Very good questions. First of all, be reasonably certain the suspected sta­
tion is actually supposed to be on the air. Check WRTH and recent 101111in11s In l'RENDX. 
Be sure that propagation is possible between him and you (see the monthly propagation 
time charts in Short Wave Center). Third, take note of peculiarities around periods on 
the exact hour and half-hour. These may be gongs, time pips, change of announcers 
from ma le to female, change in programming from variety or music to news or comments . 
If you can manage It, try to stick with the station until sign- off to note any special 
announcements or anthems. Make some effort to identify the language heard. Give 
names of songs heard if you recognize them. If you can afford it, send a small tape 
recordi ng of the program heard (7-1/2 i. p. s . on one side only) . The engineer of the 
s tation is interested in strength of his signal, interference from other stations, elec­
trical noises, fading, etc . Unless the station is familiar with the SINPO system, I 
would stick to written descriptions. 

**************************************************** 
Dear Ed: What Is the advantage of having an expensive SWV- 7 (vertica l) over the 
less expensive SWL- 7 (horizontal) antenna - both made by Moseley? I have both . 

Answer: To begin with, you are lucky to have the horizontal space to string up the 
SWL- 7. The advantage lies in the SWV- 7's utility fc• i->ersons having small lots, or 
who live in apartments but have a porch or balcony. The vertical is certainly omni­
directional , but more susceptible to street noises. The horizontal is more direction­
al, but may pick up street noises or more power line noises. Th-:i vertical will not 
efficiently resonate for lower frequency stations, and the horizontal may have some 
null reception angles . The advantages or disadvantages are for you to examinlne. 
Keep in miml that there is no substitute for honest length to gather in low frequency . 
Short antennas, whether vertical or horizontal, and despite the coil traps to make them 
resonate more efficientl y, may not perform as well as a good long wire. They are fine 

'for higher frequencies - say, above 31 meters. 

And a big 73 and good DX to all. Keep the questions coming. Edward Shaw

I r ecently received an intere sting 
l etter of veri~ation from Jim Hedlund, s t ation director, in / 
which he said he thinks I hold t he record for distance between 
:xmtr and rx QTH among t he reception reports r eceived at HCGM . 
Thia puzzl ed me since it didn't seem thnt difficult a catch 
and I assumed listeners at farther distance nrust have caught 
this 2- kilowatter. However, it is pr obably accounted for by 
the fact that the station is usually bl ocked off by the Ven­
ezuelan, Radio Tropical, on t he same frequency and by the 
fact that the Ecuadorian signs off early--6.JO p .m. Ecuador-
i an time, to be exact .

It was soon disco.,,ered that 
a t this frequency signals were audible for only about lOmU.e s from t he station.

Often, when one mentions missionary 

stations, immediately visions come to 
mind of such powerhouses as ll:JC , FEOC , 
etc . Such is not the case with R.Cordac. 
Running 2. 5 Id-I's on 3985 and L900 kHz , 
Radio Cordac represents DX-supreme for 
the Afro-DX enthusiast . 

Radio Cordae uas awarded its fran­
chise to operate on September J, 1963 
through the goverrunent of Burundi. It 
was considered i.Jllperative that they 
occupy the allocated 60 rnb frequency 
by Christmas Day of that year , Cordac 
eventually wound up utilizing a used 
Navy transmitter with a potential of 
250 watts . 

In a very interesting article , 
Dr. Robert D. Kellum, the first dir-

ector of tho then newly-organized Centr al 
Africa Broadcasting Co . , notes that the 
use of a mere 250 watts , altho unchosen, 
turned out to be quite a break. !n fact, 
Kellum now encourages missionary p,roups to 
rnassive1y inau8urate new stations of low 
power, the time being oriportune , and their 
qualities desirable . 

Desirable qualit ies? It is easier to 
be awarded a transmitting franchise in a 
small country if the power is modest; the 
initial cost is 11'.odest; operational cost is 
low; and so forth.

Radio Antillas1 first signal went on the air on October 15, 1962 , from a homemade 
t r ansmitter constructed by Dominican electrical engineer Andres Infante , operating on 
the f r equency of ll20 kHz •. This was a happy day for Y.r . Manuel Zaglul, owner of the 
new station, which, after the killing of Dominican dictator Rafael Trujillo, was an­
other one on the list of stations emer ging in the new freedom in the country. Atthat 
time the s t ation was housed in an apartment of Edificio Jaar , at the corner of Calle 
El Conde (Santo Domingo ' s main street on the colonial and business district) and 
Calle Espai l lat, There was a moment in which four of these new stations were located 
in the same building: Radio Programas Quisquaya, Radio Mil, Radio Union, and Radio 
Antillas. I n •62 , Antillas ' power was 1000 watts, and schedule of operation was from 
UDO to 0500 GMI' , Sometime during the following year a 500 watt shortwave xmtr was 
put into operation on 4960 kHz i n the 60 m.b . , parallel to ll20 kHz , Both transmit­
ter s were on t he eastern outskirts of the city, across the Dzama rive r . 

Mr , Zaglul, the owner, is a man who 
can be included in the group of radio 
pioneer s in this country as he was an 
enthusiastic hel per to Hr . Fausto Don­
astorg, owner of the 1st radio station 

to operate at San Pedro de Hacorfs in 1935 : 
HilJ, on the frequency of 6025 kHz in the 
49 mb . Zaglul al so became a director of 
this tra ilblazinp, station, holding t~is pos­
i tion until about 19W... 

1965, a fatefUl year for all of Santo Domingan stations, for apart from the dam­
ages inflicted to equipment by the civil war, it was also an economic catastrophe . 
Because of this the shortwave t ransmitter ceased operation. 11.i ght after the civil 
war, Radio Antillas moved to a third floor just built at Calle Mercedes 102, where 
the station was more comfortable located. Later on they introduced news services, 
wit h UPI and EFE teletypes for "-orld news r e l eases, including national & local in­
formati on . At present, the press dept. is headed by Fr ancisco Alvarez Castellanos, 
a distinguished newsman, assisted by Rafael Soriano, Francisco Hontilla, Hector fula 
and Jlelson Valerio . Fernand.o Gonzalez Tirado and Luis liarinez are in char ge of the 
sports department. Valentin Gonzalez handles the race track news, Ne wsreels are pre­
sented from llOO to 1230, 1700 to 1730, and 2200 to 2)00 GI-IT , w1 th the most impor­
tant news of the moment being presented every )0 minutes till close/down at 0500 .

Freddy Hondesi, experienced 
sports speaker, both on tte 
Dominican and USA baseball 
season . During the latter, 
a grqup of them travel to 
the USA to broadcast big 

l eague games back to entiru.s­
iastic Dominican fans, e~er 
to hear about their countxy­
men• s exploits.

On March 15 , 1971, t he ~W powr was increased to 5 JG·! . Around October 1971 the 
shortwave t r ansmitter w..s again reactivated on the old frequency of 4960 kHz, but due 
to some malfunction it is being widely heard on 4960 kllz producing a shower of re­
ports from the United States, Europe and South America, including recorded tapes . But 
all DXer s seem to be wondering just what is the matter with those reports as nobody 
seems t o have received a reply. Only a l!ew York DXer can say that he is the happy 
owner of the sol e QSL given to him by the station during his recent trip to this 
country. The trouble is that they don' t have the personnel for this kind of work 
n2r time availabl e to reply to letters from listeners abroad. But this i s being 
alleviated via my constant talks with the owner who is now preparing QSLs with beau­
tiful Dominican landscapes and city street views for everybody, which I hope will 
haTTe been :-eceived by the time you are r eading this articl e . 

So far Radio Antillas oper ates with these two transmitters but the addition of 
an FM t r ansmitter is being pl anned to operate on 107.7 mllz with different programs, 
some instrumental music- -as is the actual t:i:end in this country. The address is 
still t he same: Call e Mercedes 102 1 )er.
