But \Ii.th al1 the changes that ha·v'll taken puce 1n the club 1n the put year, more 
are still. to come, .As mentioned last month, we will be publishing information

This wasn't so surprising since as a 
high school s tudent in Bridgeport, Conn. I had been a medium wave 
DXer way back in the 30'a with over 300 atationa to my credit, alth­
ough unfortunately all the records hav£ long since vanished, 

The DX-150,although a fine beginner ' s set, even~lly was traded 
in on a second hand Hammarlund 180A for $225 . When the on-off switch 
broke on this a year ago I found myself the victim of impulse buy­
ing and came home one day from a radio store with a second hand 
SPR-4. This rx, although frequently bad-mouthed in the hobby, has 
brought my countries heard total to 192 and I am very happy with it . 
However, although I ful ly intended to sell the HQ-180, I've never 
been able to part with it either and at present have both receivers 
in oper ation although I've found direct f r equency readout has spoil­
ed me and the Hammarlund doesn't see much use any more .

back yard for this one and it 
is the finest antenna I've 
ever used.

M'.ERRY CHRISTMAS AND A HAPPY NEW YEAR OF DXING1 
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RADI O'S UNSUNG HERO 

A few years ago the old familiar meg­
acycl es per eecond and kilocycles per 
&econd took a backseat in much of the 
DX world to the terms megahertz an1 
kilohertz. The reasons given are two: 
to accord recognition to the p:loneer 
work of Heinrich Hertz in the field 
of electro-1J1agnetic wave nropagation 
and to be consistent ·:;i th the policy 
of naming unit s of measurement after 
notable pPrsons in the scientific 
world ..

NO CREDIT AND IT HERTZ 

Hertz was not alone. James Clerk Ma.xwellt Sir Oliver Lodge and 
Guglielmo Marconi have all achieved fame and recognition in the 
study of electro-magnetic waves. Not so well known is /DaY:id Hughes, 
the American who first deliberately propagated r8dio waves. But 
the wisu.ng hero of the hobby, heretofore unknown and unrecogn.:ized, 
was Jaroetlav. GoatzaviliJ 

Goatzavili was of South East European parentage, his father be­
ing a seaman, and was born about 1830. About 1850 the family sett­
led in South Wales and Goatzavili pursued his studies at a number 
of schools and colleges in the Principality, amongst them the long­
defWlct Institute of Rhysical Sciences located at the North W~lee 
center of learning at Pentrefoelaa. There the whole of the tuition 
waa conducted 1n the Welsh l anguage, which soon Goe.tzavili learned, 
his mother-tongue beinfi unknown to any of his contemporaries at the 
small North Wales college. 

Recently discovered notebooks detailing Goatzavili's work show 
beyond doubt that his work pre-dated that of Hertz by several 
years and the honor of giving his IlB.llle to the international um!.t 
of frequency has been denied him by the difficulties inherent in 
tra.nsleting from his native tongue--no longer spoken at all--1nto 
English. 

I-t would seem that in hie Croatian dialec t the word "billi" was 
the equivalent of "million" and "he" the equivalent of "thousand". 
Correctly~ therefore, the nElllle of Goa;zavili, or Goatz as he was 
generally called, should now take its place in the international 
standard as meaning "cycle per second". 

This would give us "billiGoatz" as the latest replacement of 
"megacyclesn_and "megahertz" and "hegoatz" would replace "kilacy­
cles" and the later "kilohertz". 

While some may smell a plot to deprive this poor peasant~he 
died penniless sometime about 1880 and his place of burial is not 
known--of true international recognition, the truth is simply that 
Servatzi,, his native dialect and the Welsh language are virtually 
unknown to the world at large. Therefore, the work of Goetz has 
been totally overlooked by researchers in this field . 

I am deeply indebted to Tony Jones, himself a nati ve of Penitr e­
f oelas and a member of the British Associatiom of Diers, for r e­
v.eal 1ng this wor k of his fellow-cit i zen and, thereby, giving us a 
~hanoe to a ccord pra ise to Goatz 1lF that evocati ve term, "bil li­
Goatz• !

NASWA member~ do not under­
stand how countries are 
counted and how the count­
ry i s lis t i s made up. So 
we asked to wr-

Country counting has been part o:f 
the DXing scene for decades. I t has 
beell' criticized by some over the yea­
r s .. And to the extent that DXers may 
l ook upon country totals--heard and 
verified--as the complete measure o:f 
listening skill and ability the crit­
icism seems justified. But country 
counting undoubtedly will be with us 

years to come, s o we might as well all un­
derstand the s t andardized ~ountry counting proced­
ures used by NASWA members. 

Cresting and administering a country list may 
seem simple. It is nott It involves attempting to 
resolve essentially incompatible :factors. Hence, all 
c ountry listsp regardless of claims, are arbitrary 
in nature. Since creaing a country list is complex, 
1i t s t ands to reason that newer members of NASWA Jlla.Y 

find our ~lub's list a bit har d t o understand at fir st, Hopefully ,, 
the fol lowing will help you to understand how--and wh;r~it works. 

Pirst, you mus t understand, there are a number of r adio country 
lists in e~istence. Most major clubs have their own• and they differ 
to varying extents from other existing lists . Why, you may ask, 
can't we all agree on a single list? Well, for one thing, DXers 
are interested in different phases of the hobby. Am­
ateur radio risteners, for example, are interested in 
counting all so»ts o:f out-of-the-w~y islands visited 
by ham DXpeditions; SWBC Diers couldn't care less 
about these nRocks in the ocean" and, though undoub­
tedly biased, are agreed in arguing against counting 
them as "countries• . And since the decision to count, 
or not to count, a certain territory as a country for 
r adio listening purposes is an arbitrary one, there 
are honest differences of opinions even among those 
interested in some phase of DXing that is the same or simil ar. A 
atandardized,hobby- wide c0untry l ist may be something for the fut­
ure butp I'm afraid, it is unlikely now. 

Some years ago NAS»A, not satisfied with existing country lists 
in that theydid not seem to really :fill the bill for an all-SWBC 
club made up of both r elativ.ely experienced and inexperienced mem­
bers, broke new ground with the creaion of a viery different sort 
of country llist. 

It was, and is, fel t that the major flaw in most country lists 
is that they attempt in cietermining what shall be and what shall 
not be counted as a radio country, to set certain fixed criteria. 
Such criteria must t ake into account a t least three factors: pol­
itics, geography and certain hobby traditions. BUt, in practice, 
these faC'tqre result in unresolved conflicts in establi~hing rat­
ional and coneistent criteria. 

For ex:ampre, political s ituations change r apidl;w, geopolitical 
horder s often shift; the result being that mos t other clubs' ~ists

Or consider the station at Accra, Should the fellow who has been 
around a few years and l ogged it when the station was in Gold Coast 
no1·1 have the ooportuni ty to hear the same station and count i t as 
an additional country, Ghana? In this case , a political change puts 
the newer listener at a disadvantage , So, then, merely delete the 
former country, or place it on a retired list , a lesser status, 
right? Tha t mBkes it fair f or the less experienced who weren't

These developments, and others, in our hobby deserve some sor t 
of recognition from us to our outside friends. Unfortunately, how­
ever, at present there is no official way that we in NASWA can ex­
press our gratitude to peop]e throughout the world who have done 
our hobby a good turn. 

(Edi tor's note: Other appropr iate names and stations will sugg­
est themselves to our readers. One that occurs to us is the man 
who made QSLs po~sible f r om Radio B&ngladesh, M.HB.bibull ah,inst al­
l ation engineer . ) 

I t is for this reason , therefore , that I propose NASWA institute 
a program to award a token of our appreciation to people outside 
the hobby who contribute in a large way to it. Perhaps we could 
have a certificate printed up, appropriately worded, framed and 
presented to the person deserving the award either in the mail or 
personallY7bY station~visiting DXers like Richard Wood, Gregg 
Calkin or Glenn Hauser. This program could either be instituted 
through the present NASWA headquarters or through a new committee. 

I do not believe , however, that this awar d should be strictly 
on a one-per-annum basis; some years may see two or three awar ds , 
whi le ot her years have non&.(Editor ' s Note : Let ' s hope not !) Also 
wi~h / some publicity t hrough the proper channels, we may even entice J 
some stati ons/ government s t o become mor e r esyonsi ve t o the DXer. ·

In the world DX press you can often read that the 

IVRTH is publishing wrong or incorrect information re­
garding radio st ations, especially those in Latin Am­
erica. As freelance editor of the L.A. section for some 
years now, I would very much like to bring to your att­
ention some facts we have t o fac e in this matter. 

First of all, most of the radio stations in Latin· 
America are commercial, not only in that they are transmitting com­
mercials but they are also sold and bought now and then. I don·'t 
thi nk it's too difficult to buy a station down there if you have 
the right connections end money. The fact that stations are chang­
ing owners now and then has an effect, f or instance and as you pro­
bably know, on the QSL policy of a s t ation. (A new owner could mean 
that a "bla ck" station becomes a "white" one). 17ell, th i s goes for 
the 'n:formation to be published as well. 

***WHO KNOWS THE l'IAYS OF THE LOCAL POSTMAN?**" 
Twice a year we send every station in L.A. a questionna ire r1hich 

the s t ation then fills out and returns to us if they ever receive 
the form from us (who knows the ways of a local pos tman in the 
Andes, for instance?). The reply percentage varies from country tv 
country, from year to year , but is around 2 to 40%~ The full t ext 
for each country is sent to the Mini s try of Communications in every 
L.A. country to be correcterl for the next issue of 'llRTH. Usually , 
and if we are ' luoky, we get an answer once a year. The same infor­
mation and help are reques ted of every r a dioassociation a nd cooper­
ations, usually with the same results as the Ministeries . Then we 
have our own renorters and collaborators in Latin America who sun­
ply us with informatio:oi~ They have a really hard t ask, believe! me, 
then finally we rea d the world DX-press and are also getting hints 
and info from jus t plain DXers. 

By means of the above mentioned possibilities, the gathered 
information i s published in WRTH once a year. But this task i s not 
as simple a s it looks. Jus t for example, we c2n get up to five dif­
ferent kinds of information regarding ONE station from the sources 
mentioned above. All about the very same station. So who should we 
believe? The station itself? (sometimes they do not even know the 
frequency themselves , change of frequency, power, etc.,depending ow 
who is answering the questionnaire). The minis try? A DXer? And so 
on •• 

The best t hing we can hope for i s to get the same "reuult" from 
two different sources s o that we could crosscheck the received data. 
Therefore, we welcome every nossible hel p we· can get from anyone . 

Now we come to a very important point lj.Ild.to which I would very 
much want to draw your attention. The RUblished information in the 
main text is a lmost always the official iiif'ormation received from 
L..A. ft has n-ot always been the cqrrect one but we have to publish 
it. Otherwise we might easily risk that we get no answer at all 
from the station.i or Ministry in questio~ in the future. The same 
situation. by the way, applies to all the stations or country mat­
er ial in the whole wor ld. 

An eager reader of t he book may have not iced or found that infor­
mati om in the main text compared with those on t he tabl e pages in

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"the back of the book lis more moderate and adjust t o "common sense" 
inf'ormation/stations etc. received :from various sources, DXers 
and the like. In this respect I want to point out that we cannot 
measure or rely on in:f'ormation giving, for. instance, variations of 
1 or 2kHz in the main text. The case is different in the table 
pages .. By doing this we hope we can give the readers the best pos­
sible service. 

Another factor is the stopdate. We have to stop s omewhere s o we 
can get out the edition. Despite that the information keeps roll­
ing in all the time. We don't throw away the news received after 
the stopdate; it i!'l used in the next edition if it's still up to 
date. WRTR's latest L • .A, news you can read from time to time in 
DXclusive and European DX buJ.letins. 

Finally I hope this article has given you some ideas on how the 
\VRTH is edited from the L.A. point of view at least .. Now that you 
know some of the difficulties we have to face, don ' t hesitate to 
write us. We READ all the letters •• • so please help us gather the 
L.A. information to the benefit of all DXers.

(listening To latin America J 

By Richard L. Dushane 
lllany novice SW lis-ceners, after having l ogged and verified the 

major English language broadcasts, are hesitant to test their DX 
ability on foreign l anguage transmiss~ons .. Faw of us are fortunate 
enough to command a knowledge of any l anguage other than our own~ 
so to keep those QSL cards rolline; in, we must inevitably tune to 
a station who!'le language is alien to our ea r s . Since Spanish seems 
as prevalent on the shortwave spectrum a s English and because our 
southern neighbors are the most prone to broadcasting exclusively 
in their native tongue, let's concentrate on them. 

Almost everyone knows a few phrases of Spanish and is capable 
of mastering a few more and this along with s. few tools are a l l 
that is needed to begin logging and verifying the Latins. Tune 
your receiver across the 60 meter band and you will hear a host of 
Central and South American countries,. broadcasting almost entirely 
in Spanish. Since we obviously cannot Iearn Espanol overnight we 
must employ a few tricks.~ The first problem. that confronts us is 
how to determine who we are listening to. Fortunately, most of 
these s t ations identify themselves clearly and concisely and, most 
importantly for our purposes, often.For example, Radio Capital in 
Cost Rica, on 4832 kHz, identifies after practically every s ong 
they play. Almoot all identify at least every 15 minutes. 

Now open your copy of V/RTH, or White 1 s Radio Log, to the section 
that lists stations by frequencies. Not your frequency and find it 
on the list you are using. Several s t a tions will be listed but you 
should be able to elimina te aJl but two or three possibles. Now 
listen carefully for the words, "La Vaz de" (The Voice of), "Esta 
Es" (This is) or simply "Radio" which precede the etation~s name. 
By scanning your eyes over your pre- selected possibles at the same 
time the announcer is identifying the statioil', it becomes quite 
easy to understand the source. (Editor's note: It i s also a great 
help to recor d the announcement on a plugged in tape recorder and 
play the announcement over and over until you "readn it.) Many 
times in the past I have listened to several identifications from 
the same statiom, but could not quite piq down what I was hearing.

Maybe ther e was a bit of static 
or the announcer was speaking a 
little rapi~ly. But by using the 
visual method I have outlined, I 
nab them every time. 

The aim of all SW listeners 
is ultimately to obtain verific­
ations from the countries ws 
hear. The beet method to use 
with theee stations is a per­
sonal letter. An excellent for­
eign l~nguage report form is 
available from our QSL repor+ 
editor for one IRC. The renort 
ie in the form of a letter and 
includes detailed inetructiona: 
aG to its use.

The Latins are a generous and 
appreciative pecple and respect these quallties in others. Many ti­
mes it becomes necessary to send a follow-up report. When you do, 
tell them this is your second report. Quite a number of these stat­
ions display a tendency to ignore the first report and yet they act 
on the second when they feel you are truly interEsted in them. Mint 
stamps are PJlferable to IRC's and when senainr reports to smaller 
countries registered mail is a good policy. 

The extra work and expense are worth it, considering the rewards. 
Many of these stations include beautiful pennants or other souvenirs 
with ~neir letters and cards, for example, Radio Progreso, Honduras, 
XERMX,Mexico, Radio Atlantid~, Peru ami Radio Nacional,Venezuela. 

Start tonight. Break out your WRTH,listen ror the key words used 
in identifica tion and send your reports in letter form. I think you 
will be pleased with the results.
