Now, thanks to a 
visa from t.'1~ Y.wanmx> foreign oinistry and the reportorial skills of Loudenboomer, 
t.>ist curiousity can be satisfied. 

Strange as it may seem for a total itarian regime, Kwangpo has never discouraged 
its people from listening to broadcasts from the outside world. For the country• s 
ngi.r.g nnd revered lender, Chairman Di Po'l has said, "Radio i s like the song of the 
cuekoo , pleasant to listen to, but lacking i n wisdom! " 

Having taken this maxim to heart, Kwangpo listene r s are fanatic DXers, but 
rarely do Western propaganda broadcasts make much impression on them. DXing, as a 
result , ls no threat to the regime. 

'T'houl)h not known outside Kwangpo until now, about five years ago, in what must 
be nonRidPred one of hi9 l esser moments, Di Po'l issued a pronouncement which 
ch11nqed thA course of his country's history. 

"I.et onions and leeks also grow in the garlic patch!" he proclaimed. Well, to 
the eicperienoed and progressive DXer s of Kwangpo, this liberal-sounding statement 
meant that they had official sanction to broaden their listening horizons, to bring 
scientific thought to bear on DX efforts. 

Openly , these elite DXers began expressing doubts concerning some of the 
rhai nnan ' s hasic , best known and most respected sayings: "Radio is a magic box whose 
mysteries remain hidden l i ke the dragon sutmer ged in the ride paddy," and "The road 
to knowledge is not trod by the true believer." Yes, the era of scientific DXing had 
dawned . Or had it? 

The DXing masses of Kwangpo were shocked and horrified! Clearly these heretics 
wer e counter- revolutionaries of the worst sort. 

It was very disturbing to ponder the thought that there might be more to DXing 
than turning on the receiver's switch , spinning the dial and trusting the thoughts 
of Chairman Di to inspire the radio to produce rare and distant signals! 

So , amon& the inexperienced l istener" a neo- revolutionary movement cropped up 
to stiffle the new thoughts. 

Tt' s s logan: " Do not c ontus e us with knowledge , do not bother us to l earn!" 
Leading the way was a cadre of militants known es the "Dead-heed Guard", They 

plunged into the fray, seeking to restore the blissfUl ignorance of the past. 
A l P.ader of the Guard , one Go Bae Wurds issued an order, instructing the 

progressive minority to cease i nvestigating the mystical subject of propagation, 
to expunge articles of a technical nature from publications, and return to their 
former lethar gic state. 

When I interviewed Go, he told me, "We knew we must halt the cancer, silence 
the running dogs of imperiali9!11 who cl everly prattle that knowledge is progress.

As I was boarding rrsy pl ane for 
home, a little man approached me , t'urtively s lipped a scrap of paper in l!G' hand, and 
scurried away unnoticed. Safely aboard the aircraft, I read what was obviously a 
message from one of the unfortunates exiled in a comnune somewhere in Kwangpo's 
interior. At greet per sonal risk, he managed to slip this message to the foreign DX 
j ournalist. On it were scrawled just five words. 

"Oh what might have been!"

climate is like Ceylon's, hot and humid. Maldivians embrace the Is­
lamic religion, speak a l anguage called "Dihevi "', al though English is 
taught in the schools as offering the widest scope for Maldivian yo­
uth to proceed> to higher studies or training. Fishing is the main 
industry although coconuts and copra, coir yarn weaving and collect­
ing cowries and other sea shells occupy some of the islanders •. 

The history of the Maldives is shrouded in somewhat of a mystery 
although it is theorized the original inhabitants were of Aryan st­
ock who migrated ·from northern India in the B.C. area. The Maldives· 
have fiercely resisted foreign occupation during centuries when they 
were ruled by suJ.tans and sultanas but in 1887 felt compelled to si­
gn an agreement to become a protectorate of Great Britain. 

This came to an end with an independence treaty in 1965 and even­
tually the Maldives gained full sovere~gnty and political independ­
ence in 1968.

With a fairly strong signal, Radio Maldives covers Ceylon. south 
and central-southwes t India and Pakistan through the station 's cle­
ar ni ghttime channel (4740 kHz 1500-1730 GMT),specifically chosen 
by internationa l engineers who supervised the operation. Most of 
the components of the equipment for this transmission were constr­
ucted and assembled by the chief engineer, Q.A. Wickramasinghe , in 
the Maldives •. N.T. Hassan Didi is t he station director. 

Radio IJl.aldives now O\ms 5 transmitters, operates at various houre 
from 0100 to 1745 GM'lf on the SW frequenc ies of 3331, 4740, 6150, 
7225 and 9538 and MW 1507 in the Dihevi and English languages •. ~] 
technical personnel are Maldivian nationals and all announcers. 

Radio Maldives broadcasts numerous commercial programs on a con­
tract basis and has 10 newscasts a day in both languages,. including 
relays from the BBC , Radio Peking and Radio Australia. Entertainment 
programs include Hindi and Engl ish music, music from the latest Hi­
ndi movies and Divehi songs; among worlwide programs to which time 
is sold are "World Tomorrow"'• "Hour of Decision"' and "Church of the 
Lord Jesus Christ of the Apostolic Faith"'• "U.N. Perspective"' is 
another program heard daily.

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Some Considerations For frequency Measurements For Dxers 
BY DAN HENDERSON 

One of the requirements that a pereon must meet before he r ates 
himself as a top DXer is the requirement of always reporting the co­
rrect frequency a stat ion operates on. One method that has been per­
fected in the past few years is that of using a frequency standard 
and zero- beating the standard against the received signal, using 
the narrowest bandwith available in the r eceiver. Obviously, the 
narrower the bandwith of the receiver's IF filter s, the better the 
frequency readout will be. Of course, with theadvtlnt of the di rect 
r eadout r eceiver, this method can be used without the use of a fre­
quency standard euch ae a BC~221 . However, no matter what t ype rx 
you use, t here are a number of things about the measurement tech­
nique described ab ove that the DXer should be aware of and shoul~ 
bewar e of. 
--,,rrst of all, the tone or het erodyne produced when the BFO is 
switched into the circuit may b e oharaoterietic of the BFO itself: 
if the BFO is not "zero- beat "' in a "no- signal " ca se , whenever a si­
gnal is mixed wi th the BPO s i gnal , the result will be a "fal se"' he­
terodyne, which can mislead the DXer in frequency measurements~ 

For example, if the tone of the BFO is set at 1500 HZ when not 
zero-beat against another signal, the re sulting tone when the BFO 
is properly zero-beat against a signal will be 1500 Hz •. Normal pro­
cedure is to null out the audiOJ tone, thereby providing a frequency 
accuracy of leas than 20 Hz •. Since the null point in this case wou­
ld be 1500 Hz, the filter characteristics of the ear cannot be used 
efficiently in the f r equency measurement procedure. 

Therefore, ALWAYS ZERO-BEAT the BFO to "zero"' before heterodyn­
ing is attempted. 

Another major item that affects the frequency measurement is the 
fact that not all SWBe stations have perfect transmissions or per ­
fect RP Spectra emitting from the antenna. '.!!hie will definitely aff­
ect the frequency r eadout as provided by the heterodyning technique .

s pectrum data shows that most of the energy is found in the upper 
sideband, with little or no energy in the lower sideband. When the 
heterodyning technique (zero- beating)· is u sed on this signal, tests 
showed that the signal was zero-beated with the carrier on 15273 
kHz (z20 Hz) . Generally, the advertised and reported frequency for 
this station is 15273 kHz-~ However, tests indicated that the frequen· 
cy that provided the very best listening quality and, therefore. the 
frequency that t he receiver should be tuned to is actually 15273.9 
kHz-, which is considerably (aJJmost two f11 ter bandwi the-) higher than 
the advertised frequency. 

In general DXing circles this frequency differenoe is not enough 
to amount to much, but it was noted that a tone of about 900 Hz was 
noted between the "zero-beat"' point and the point of beat listening 
quality~ Therefore,. a lthough the signal is reported at 15273 kHz , 
the receiver should really be tuned to 15274 kHz to get best listen­
ing quality from SODRE. Incidentally, there is some indication that 
the engineers at SODRE are aware of the shape of their spectrum. Ra­
dio Havana,Cuba, which had a fairly decent spectrum on both sides of 
the null point of 15270 kHz on 2 August, does not seem to interfere 
with SODRE, even though the last of the RHC spectral lines occur ab­
out 15272 kHz. The odd shape of the SODRE spectra allows its signal 
to be heard and discriminated with receivers which have 2.5-3 kHz 
bandwith filters. If the signals were even 500 Hz closer together, 
the interference would be too much from RHC to the SODRE signal to 
allow the SODRE signal to be heard regularly. A check of two carrier 
signals from RH~ and SODRE over a period of 6-8 months has shown the 
variance in their spacing to be no more than 100 Hz.

Editor's Note: Don't go away non-Hammarlund owners. 

This could aid your receiver too •. 
Owners of the Hammarlund HQ- 180,jealous of the 1 

kHz readout of some of the newer DX machines, can 
make their receivers juet as accurate and possibly 

~re so with a simple addition to their shacks. 
Of course, the epitome of frequency measurement is the Bc-221, a 

1Rchine I've never owned, and one that sounds a bit compiicated •. \Ed. 
•.ote : It is). It'll measure to the nearest Hz, via interpolation in 

t he measurement tables that (hope.fully) accompany the surplue unit. 
How much closer, though, does a DXer need to be than a tenth of 

a kHz? 
Abumblefingere DXer such as !--afraid to tackle anything other 

t han the simplest construction- may be a bit wary of trying t o bu­
ild one of the frequency standards outlined in various electronics 
magazines. Instead, I succumbed to the tempting CQ maga7.ine ad and 
bought a frequency standard from Palomar Electronics,Escondido,Cal. 

Here is what I now have~a frequency standard that augments my 
built-in 100-kH~ lllRrker, with sel ectable markers at 50,25,10 and 5 
kHz. Even without tho HQ-180'e "vernier tuning" control, the markers 
--adjustable to zero beat with IYWV-- provide fast bandspread aalib­
r a tion points anywhere on the dial. Interpolating between each 5 kHs 
marker is obviously more accurate than interpolating between each 
100 kHz marker. 

The vernier tuning control, though, cover s a 6 kHz range,+3 kHz 
from the central frequency . It is marked each t kHz and has suffic­
ient space between marks so that an "eye estimation" t o the nearest 
.1 kHz is no problem. To me~sure an "off" frequency, I'll first zero 
in the nearest 5 kHz marker, with the vernier set at zero by adjuet­
ing the bal2dspread •. Them, I simply zero in the carrier of the stat­
ion in question with the vernier, and add or subtract the vernier 
reading from the checkpoint . 

For example, tuning Bangui on nominal 5038, I find the frequency 
standard' s marker coinciding to 5040 •. Because of the relative stren­
gth of the signals, I have t o disconnect the antenna to get my mark­
er in clear. Then, I turn off the standard and zero beat :S-angui's 
carrier with the vernier •. It r eads about a fifth of the way betweem 
minus 1 . 5 and minus 2 kHz- on the vernier scale. I have 5040 minus 
1.6 which equals 5038.4. 

Returning the vernier to zero and tuning the bandspread dial to 
the next highest 5 kHz-marker (or 5045), I zero beat Lome,Togo,at 
exactly "+2" on the vernier scale. Thus, I ' m assured that Lome'e• 
nominal 5047 frequency is its transmitted frequency to the nearest 
. 1 kHz. 

Since precisely -3 and +2 on the vernier scale will measure exac­
tly t he distance from one 5 kHz marker to t he next, and since whem 
I zero beat l'fWV with t he 100 kHz standard, the 50 , 25,10 and 5 kHz 
mar kers a r e also zero beat, I'm assured the very simple method of 
measurement is correct and accurate. 

The Palomar unit (or other commercially available standards, or 
those that can be built at home from parts and plans) certainly can 
also be of use to the DXer not so fortunate to have the fine-tuning 
vernier control of the HQ-180 •. Even with the DX-150 or the old Hal­
licrafter S-38, the standard will allow the DXer to: (1) retune his 
main tuning to the same fixad spot so that (2) he can Calibrate his 
band spread accurately to the nearest 5 kHz.

---+++ RADIO SWEDEN JOINS THE BIG POWER RACE +++- - -

Radio Sweden is getting ready to put into operation for short17eve 
broadcasting three new 500-kilowatt transmitters . Two of them wilI 
transmit from Horby, the site of Radio Sweden's two 100- kw transmi­
tters, and the third from Karlsborg which will qualify for a new 
station under NASWA counting rules. You may already have heard the 
Karlsborg transmitter since the Swedish Telecommunications Commiss­
ion has been testing it on the following frequenciee--6175 , 7215,, 
9745, 11705 ,15295 , 17865, 21715 and 26020 kHz. Sweden ha d come to 
realize its older transmitters , brought into service early in 1952, 
were no longer doing the job for them and the new equipment was ne­
eded because of increasing power competition and longer program sc­
hedules~ The 500-kw transmitters each contain only seven valves 
(tubes), including two tetrodes in the final power stage ; the other 
stages of the transmitters and the associated rectifiers are equi p­
ped with semiconductors. In order to make possible additional dir­
ections of radiation, each transmitter will feed a rotatable 500-
kw log periodic antenna . (Data obtained by Brooks Morton Sweeney) .

If you're dying to phone the Poreign Broadcast ~~~tion Ser­
vice, try 1-202-351-2942. That will get you one of the PllIS officee, 
probably personnel, but who knows? The man who answers will say sim­
ply, "Thie is 351-2942", which is what you k:new when you started. 
The 351 exchange is listed for McLean, Virginia, just across the Po­
tomac from Washington. The same exchange is used by nearby Langley, 
Va., where CIA headquarters are located •. 

The FBIS headquarters are equally hard to locate. Some have sus­
pected they were in the huge, off- white monolith of a CIA build~ng 
at Langley. ,4..leo suggested have been nearby McLean or Arlington. 
The best information is that FBIS is located at 1200 Wilson Boule­
vard in Roselyn, Va •. , about 5 and one half miles from Langley and a 
simila rly easy commuting distance from 3175 Holms Run Road in Palls 
Church where director Paul Borel lives . 

Borel, by the way, has described the work of FBIS as that of ser­
ving "the entire U.S. government by collecting and disseminating in­
formation overtly available from foreign radio broadcasts, press· 
transmissions and publications, primarily newspapers and periodic­
als." One branch of the "entire U.S. government"' it serves espec­
ially is the CIA'e Intelligence Division, which draws from collect­
ed data to produce intelligence reports on the conomic, social, po­
litical and governmental ei tuation in any country of the world •. 

Every morning at 3 a.m •. , top ranking men begin poring over the 
overnight cables received from FBIS listaning posts around the wor­
ld. Their summary reaches t he White House basement's "Situation 
Room" before the President has his morning coffee •. 

The CIA covert intelligence agents usually get the jump on the 
FBis· when it comes to world crisis time. Really hot news doesn't 
break first on the SWB~ bands •. But the FBIS monitors scored a coup 
in June 1967 when they picked up the first word of the outbreak of 
historic hostilities between Israel and Egypt--the 7 Daya War. 

Where are the PllIS monitoring stati~ns? It is known that a good­
ly number are operated in embassies and diplomatic missions in many 
overseas countries •. It is clear that the PllIS attention to radio 
broadcasts is set up to coincide with our particular national inter­
ests at the time. In other words, special attention is now being 
paid to the Par and Midd!le East , with less importance placed on most 
European and Latin American countries . It is probably in these low­
er priority areas where minor monitoring operations from embassies 
take place. 

FBIS also draws on monitoring reports by the far lees secretive 
BBC Monitoring Service. An exchange of information with BBC MS is 
clear when available data from the British source sometimes has bo­
rne a partly oblitera ted FBIS reference. Presumably other monitor­
ing services also exchange data with PBIS and some , of course, co­
mes from official government frequency lists issued by foreign co­
untries concerning their Olm stations. 

As to the ma j or PllIS listening stations around the world, no list 
i s published, of course. But it is known that two key operations are 
located in Bangkok, Thailand and near the l ittle Okinawan town of 
Nagahamap 

Okinawa's Zampa-Misaki peninsula jabs out into the East China 
Sea. Across the water, 650 miles to the west, is Shanghai. On the 
Okinawan peninsula , near the large American Kadena Air Poree Base, 
is a FBIS listening station. It is the main center f or monitoring 
pr ograms from domestic Mainland China stations . Its antenna farm is 
set up to monitor Asian mainland signals ~ (Continued Next Pagel

In the communications receiving building professional lis teners, mo- • 
st of them for eign national s employed by the U.S. for their language 
skills, c omb the ba nds for signals from Chinese and other South East 
Asian domestic and foreign service stations and from the clandes tine 
operations broadcasting from the area. 

The monitors listen around the clock, in three shifts, tuning, 
recording and translating the barrage of broqdcast words. It' s not 
exciting work. Usually, in fact, it's quite dull. Can you imagine 
actually listening to hours of political diatribe, exhortations and 
then that curious type of oriental politica l soap opera? But bits 
and pieces of da ta, analy~ed by intelligence experts, can provi de a 
picture of current events and policy shifts "on the other side"'• 

Their monitoring duties are dir ected by a handful of Americans. 
A few years ago , the FBIS bureau chief on Okinawa was one Col. Jos­
eph R.Couch. The s tation's address is simply, FBIS, APO San Prancis­
cor Calif. 96239. That APO ZIP, by the way, is ass igne d to the 
Kadena Air Base. 

In Thailand, the FBIS regional office is located in a drab green 
building with a red tiled roof on Soi 39, Bangkok, a small compound 
amidst a group of shabby buildings along a narrow alley. It is sur­
rounded by a high, corrugated metal fence and a clus ter of antennas 
sprout from the builting's roof and yard •. 

Perhaps 20 Asian listeners and a few American supervisors keep 
watch on broadcasts, in 14 languages and dialects , from stations in 
8 neighboring countries. Countries both friendly and un:friendly •. 
During the Indian-Pakistani war that ended with the crea tion of Ban­
gladesh, regular broadcasting and clandestine stations in the sub­
continent were added to the ros t er of outlets monitored in Bangkqk. 

Back home in the nation's capital, congressmen are generally ben 
eficiarie:!I of what the CIA calls its "courteey clipping service". 
Teletype transcripts of what foreign broadcasters,and in particular 
the communist nations, are saying about the various l awmaker s , as 
monitored by the FBIS, are delivered to selected senators and rep­
resentativee, with a little note saying the CIA t hought the t rane­
lation "might be of interest". 

Senate hawks like John Stennis of Mississippi and George McGov­
ern, a dove, have received this FBIS feedback •. 

More widely distributed is a daily bulletin, mimeographed in 
blue ink. It has a l a r ger, but still selected, list of readers who 
include certain segments of Washington officialdom, the diplomatic 
corps and the press , including,. perhaps surprisingly, the Soviet 
news agency TASS . It presents a summation of world events es monit­
ored by FBIS. 

There ' s a curious t ale about this da ily bulletin. As Washington 
Post writer A. D. Horne relates, one day about two years ago , the us­
ual warning on the bulletin prohibiting reporters from citing the 
FBIS as the source of the monitoring trans cripts was miss ing . It was 
replaced by a notation : "FBIS may be cited as the source ••• " 

"A call to the CTA, 11 Horne reported, "confirmed the change. A 
CIA spokesman said, "It' s no secret we monitor everything that falls 
freely in the air ." But when the FBIS itself was a sked, an official 
said there was no change in policy forbidding identification of the 
PBIS and that the ban would be re-imposed--as soon a s it was clear­
ed by the CIA:! 

Though not a classified documentr the PBIS daily summaries are 
seen by very few-~in this country, that is. Ironically, it' s said 
that str eet peddlers in Southeast Asia use the sheets, discarded by 
embassies and the like, to wrap fish! 

The only FBIS publication r eadi ly availabl e to the average DXer 
is the "Broadcasting Stations of the World." (continued next page) 
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*** INSIDE THE FBIS (Continued from the previous page) *** 

• This list of stations, in 4 volumes, two of which deal with SWBC 
outlets , supposedly contains all foreign broadcasting stations kno­
wn to the CIA. Actually it isn't quite that. Observant DXers have 
noted that there are some obvious omissions from the list of stat­
ions, notably those clandestine broadcasters suspected to be CIA:­
run or supported outlets. In fact, serious clandestine fans gener­
ally assume that if a clandestine station is l isted in FBIS, it is 
operated by "the other guys". 

The latest issue of "Broadcasting Stations of the World" is dated 
July 1, 1972. It was the 25th edition of the list issued since 1947. 
Quite a long delay between issues may simpily be due to a manpower 
problem_ The list is compiled by only two men and a computer. 

Of interest to DXers are Parts I and II, indexing short and medium 
wave stations by country and frequency. The price is S2 each and 
t hey can be ordered by publication number PrEX-7.972 and the approp­
r iate part number from the U. S. Government Printing Office, Washin­
gton, D-C •. 20402. (Don't expect fast delivery). 

Outside of this publication, FBIS is anything but helpful to DX­
ers, in contrast with the British Broadcasting Corp. •s Monitoring 
Service which permits listeners to subscribe--for a fee of about $60 
a year--to regularly issued and fantastically helpful bulletins. The 
sheets of information from BBC MS are said to total in the hundreds 
in a given year. NASWA subscribes to the service and , by permission 
and upon payment of an extra fee, i s allowed to reprint data from 
this source . 

While FBIS has no similar service for SIV listeners, it does draw 
on the collective observations of hobby DXers •. FBIS obtains, direc­
tly or indirectly, the bulletins of various DX clubs , which contain 
i nformation on what SWLs are hearing. Though FBIS doesn 't publicize 
its links with the hobby clubs, one European club boldly lists the 
FBIS in its annual membership tally. FBIS is not a member of NASWA,. 
a t least not in its own name . If it receives FRENDX it's not known 
to your club officials. 

Lest this be misinterpreted, FBI S serves a very useful purpose and 
as far as can be determined, does a very good job of providing the 
government with information on what is being broadcast around the 
world. But one can seriously question whether all the secrecy is ne­
cessary. Surely the BB~ MS, its monitoring counterpart in Great Bri­
tain, doesn't find it necessary to play cloak-and- dagger. 

In researching the original question, "What Is PBIS?" one soon le­
arns that the CIA, the real U.S. spy organization, seems to view 
with something akin to amusement the pseudo-spy role FBIS has adop­
ted for itself- The Horne story, previously cited, supports this. 

Why does PBIS try so hard to maintain thi s image? One can only 
guess . For one thing, the intelligence role is no doubt ego-build­
ine. Certainly it is more glamorous than that of just another gov­
ernmental agency, like HEW or the Agrciluture Dept. But possible 
more important is that in tho governmental hierarchy the intelligen­
ce organizations stand high and seldom have to undergo the more ri­
gid budget scrutiny of other, less sensitive departments. One might 
suspect that it is comfortable for PBIS to operate under t he C'IA' 
protective umbrella. 

The answer Sll8gested by all this is that PBIS, admittedly perfor­
~ an j~portant but non-oensitive monitoring service, should really 
be outside the intelligence community. Where? Possibly back within 
the FCC, but better yet,. under the wi:llg,of the U.S •. Information 
Agency which also is the parent of our Voice of America. The paral­
lel, then, would be very close to that our the BBC Monitoring Ser­
vice and Auntie BBC herself. 

That may never happen, of course. But we can only hope that some­
day FBIS:will be another spy that 081118 in from the cold .... -EN!}-**

I should blulll. that any oldtimer who logged JaJllaica as conventional SWS:: would 
ng,t. be so greedy as to hope it is never again heard on SW: Ob1ect1 yely compared , a 
reception today of , say, JOO on 22.50 llight well be a better DX catch than the old ZQI 
(on 4900?). To further the express aim of the country list , I think any requ1re111ent 
for ' intentional' broadcasting on SW must be scrapped. It is not for us to say whe­
ther a MW station intentionally lets its hari:>onics radiate.

COUNTRY LIST/STATION COONTm:; RULES 
There has been some confusion recently 
regarding the country list and the 
guidelines for counting stations. A 
fe>1 words here may be helpfUl, 

First , note that Trinidad bas been 
listed 'llith South Alllerica, This ia 
an error. Trinidad is counted as a 
North American SWBC country . 

It should alos be noted that it is the 
transmitter site that counts . Thus , the 
UN Radio, us ing t he transmitters of other 
broadcast or ganizations, does not count 
as a separate country. Multiple fqys 
from the same transmitter do not count 
separately. Different services from the 
same broadcast organization do not 
count separately. Harmonics or MW 
stns do not count as SWBC, according to 
the Station Counting Rules , OF
