>lhich arise >lbenever thia subject ia diacussed. art no one has had even the fainteat 
idea ot the real ware that rage in the subterranean deptha or bobby activity. 

An obscure reference here, a hint there, a look between the 11nea there, and 
soon I was on the track! Discreet inquiries, good fortune in getting a couple or 
people to talk and I have now been able to put at least a set o'! skeleton !aote 
together. 

And the tact 111, your co\Ultry list viewpoints, no matter 'Nhat they may be, are 
being controlled! You are at the mercy ot a highly etticient group ot super-secret 
organizations, each vying to have you accept ita own country list philosopb.y. 'nle 
organizations are so secret that 99% ot DXing is not even aware or their existence . 
In tact, members ot the organizations usually don't even know each other exists! 

First there is the Society tor the Preservation o! Existing Country Lists 
(SPECL). This group is totally comntted to the maintenance ot the status quo, 
and whenever a new liot or new approach is put forth, you can be sure that SPECL 
will do e verything in its power to eouttle the idea. They carry things so tar that 
name changes in countries are 'Verbotten.

South Sea i sl and of "llibi iii bi " mn.y h::>.vc blO\m it out of ell rcc.lin­
tic proportion , taken on its own merits . An examina tion of the h is­
tory of t he Nibi llibi "hoax " leads to the conclusion tru~t i f e.r>_yone 

A NASW A Exclus.ive 
else t han the actual author of the i!ib i t:ibi 
"tip" ha d been involved, it mey very well ho.ve 
been brushed off as c lev er satire . Because the 

DXer involved had engaged in other, f a r - more devious DX activities r 
ther e was no hesi tation on the part of the "DX Establishr.icnt " t o 
"drum h i m out of the lodge " f or the PROVABLE offense . 

I played a centra l role in this enforced DX- i l e , an<l r;hi le I do 
not take t he hobby quite as all- important seriously as I did t hen , I 
probably would act the same way now , g iven the same set of circum­
stances . 

Befor e we examine "Nibi Nibi" itself, a couple of bockeround no­
tes---In 1958, shortwave editor Kenneth R. Boord was publishing a 
circular l etter (five copies , or circuits, of three to s ix DXers 
mailing Boord ' s compi l ation of r eports chain- l etter fashion . ) One of 
the key contributors »1as a long- time DXer ·•;ho was »1orkin.c- cor t he 
Foreign Br oadcast Information Service,. an arm .'.)f the CIA , s taioned 
on Cyprus •. Because he was in top- secret duty , he r eoue!"tcd t hat h is 
name and location bo kopt secret---so he l'las kno"m -publicly as "~'id­
dle Eas t Correspondent" . A fe·;; people in the DX establi:·hoent ::new 
the name he ' d DXed under in "civilian" life--- even fewor knew his 
full , Greek name from r1hich his :;horter DX name derived . 

In the swmner of 1958 I r eturned t o t he State s from Ar.n.y duty in 
Germany, became one of the editors of the Universal Radio DX Club 
bulletin and took off one da y for a six- week tour of t!to Woct tha t 
included many vinits with DXers. 

Another UTIDXC editor, Rolan Kunkel of Redlands , Cel if. ,hr>d receiv­
ed, shortly before my visit, a page- long r eport from "Southern Cal­
ifornia DX Corres pondent" , otherwise unidentified, postmar ked San 
Diego •. The renort consisted of about 8 or 10 "tips " of a satirical 
nature, exotic ca tches, urov-am descrintions s imila r to nliddl e East • 
Correspondent ' s material .. I could not recall l a ter if reference to 
Nibi Tiibi was made. . .. . (Please Tllrn to !!EXT PAGE) 
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NIB I N l·B I- (COHTi l!Oi':D) •• •• in t his particular r epor t , but the 
' "tips" were "Ni bi Nib i -like" •. Kunkel recoenized 

the type1·1Ti tor :ond the general style of presente.tion---the excessive

:C. King ". I compared "Southern California DX Correspondent ' s " r epor t 
r1i th tho ono r eceived from King l ast and came to the same conclusion.

National Anthems As An Aid To Identification 
By JOHN CAMPBELL 

Often reports of unidentified stations in log sections 
of DX bulletins so.y such things as "sie;ns off with unknown 
anthem . " One way to identify at least the country of stat­
ions which oblige with patriotic music i s to have a lib­
rary of national anthems . Two records which I have found 
particularly useful are : 1) a coll ection of o.11 Latin Am­
erican anthems pluyed by the Spanish Air Force Band on 
Montilla (a label which originates in the U.S.A.) ,Fm 94 
and 2) the anthems of Communist countries ( unfortunately 
the USSR is assumed to be only one country on this record 
because the !'roducers haven't seen the NAi:ii~A c ountry list 
but there are also some exotic ones like Mongolia) played 
by the "Repre seut ative Orchestra of t he Poli sh Army" on a 
Muza (Polskie Nagranie) record which may be uvailable in 
the U. S.A. via distributors of Polish imported records. 
(I don ' t quote the number because it may be different in 
Europe and the U.S.A.). Another source of information on 
records of anthems, including the more conventional ones 
of ~estern Zurope, is the monthly Schwann 
catalogue, obtainable at your friendly lo­
cal record dealer for 85¢ . 

It seems the most important collections 
01' anthems not yet covered are those of 
Africa and the 14 other republics of the 
USSR with the same legal status as the 
Russian SFSR. However, maybe someone else 
can write in l'lith information in case I 
have missed any records for these areas .

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DXpedition To Ottawa sy GEORGE scHNABEL

Gregg Calkin stopped by a red- letter ed s i gnboard which had suddenly 
materialized on the white expanse of the snow covered plain and t he 
three o f us, Gr egg , Ottawa DXer Alan Hamilton and ~yself, pi led out. 
We had arrived at 45 degreesl7' 47" North Latitude, 75 degrees 45 ' 
22" West Longitude, Greenbank Road on the northwestern outskirts of 
Ottawa , the site of CHU , Canada's Time Service Station . From t he road 
a driveway led between five foot s now drifts to the small white tran­
smitter building . We stomped about in the 5 degree F chill and inves­
tigated the three antenna towers but the building itself was closed. 

Luckily we did possess a press release from the s tation which gave 
the following information: 

"Continuous transmission is made on three f requencies, 3330,7335 
a nd 14670 kHz. Transmitter power output is 3 kw on 3330 and 14670 and 
and on 7335 it is 10 kw . Vertical antenna systems are employed. 

The three transmitter f requencies and time signals are derived from 
a cesium frequency standard which is referred daily to the Canadian 
cesium primary standard. (Cesium atomic clock). 

The seconds pulses consist of 200 cycles of a 1000 Hz tone. The 
beginning of the pulse marks the exact second. The zero pulse marks 
the exact minute. The zero pulse of each minute is one half second 
long and the zero pulse of the hour is one second long. The pulses 
occur at the rate of one each second with the following exceptions. 

l. The 29th pulse of each minute js omitted. 
2 . The Slst to the 59th pulses inclus ive of each minute are omit­

ted . During this interval station identification and time are annou­
nced by voice. 

3 . The lst to 10th pulses inclusive are omitted on t he first min­
ute of each hour. 

A voice announcement of the time occurs each minute in the ten 
second gap between the 50th and 60th second. It refers to the begin­
ning of the minute o r hour pulse that follows. The announcement is 
on the 24 hopr system alternating in French and English: 

' CHU, CANADA, EASTFRN STANDARD TIME .. . HOURS ... MINUTES • .. HEURES ... 
MINUTES . ' (Even minutes). 

'CHU CANADA, HEURE NORMALE DE L'EST .. . HEURF.S .. • MINUTES ... HOURS •. . 
MINUTES . I (Odd minutes) . 

' CHU CANADA, EASTERN STANDARD TIME . . . HOURS EXAC'l'LY ... HEURES PRE­
CIES. ' (On the hour) . " 

Minutes away from CHU, we rounded a corner, sped down a flat str­
etch between isolated farms and the famed 105 ft tower with the 63 
f t Log Periodic rotatable boom riding on top hove into view . Next 
to the driveway leading towards a neat brick building was a sign wh­
ich proclaimed :

MONITORING STATION 
POSTE DE RECEPTION 

RADIO- CANADA 
We drove up to the building, parked and walked in. The structure 

is a split l evel. The basement contains store rooms for outdoor work 
equipment. On t he main level are t hree studios, offices and a main-
tenance s hop .

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OTTAWA DXPEDITION- - (Cont.) .•... . a short staircase and were met by 
Mr. Del McNamee, the t echnician on duty just then. He kindly answer­
ed our questions and showed us around the studios. A staff of seven, 
one supervisor and six technicians, operate the monitoring station 24 
hours a day, 5 days a week and 16 hours a day on the weekend. 

The three of us, eyes bulging, admired the banks of Ampex record­
ers, Racal receivers and stand- up consoles containing antenna switch­
i ng and adjustment controls . 

The Monitoring Station performs two prime missions. The first, 
known as technical monitoring, is the measurement of frequencies and 
preparation of technical data on reception conditions of the shortwave 
transmisions beamed to Canada by foreign broadcasters. This data is 
sent to the organization originating the broadcast, on an exchange 
basis, to insure that both they and the CBC International Service ob­
tain the best results possible from their overseas transmissions . 

The second mission consists of regular daily assignments and sp­
ecial requests . The former is made up of news, commentary and sports 
results, much picked up from BBC broadcasts . The special requests co­
me from various government offices wanting immediate news broadcasts 
from Moscow, Cuba, Peking, Latin America and Japan. While we were at 
the studio a call came in for the latest news from Cairo which had 
already been taped and was then transmitted directly via phone lines 
to the office requesting the information. 

Our question and answer period over, we meandered out the back to 
visit the unique APERIODIC Loop array . These arc set up in a system 
of thr ee arrays of 'eig~t loops each. TWO are set in space diversity 
for pickup of programs from Europe and the third is directional to 
Africa. Each of the loop elements is a welded assembly of aluminum 
alloy tubing weighing only 10 pounds, set on tripods. The assembly is 
s tr essed to withstand wind speeds of 200 miles per hour. The length 
o f each array is approximately 30 meters . There's a lso a Telefunken 
omnipole calibrated antenna system for use with Racal receivers . 

Returning to the studio building we thanked our host and drove 
back to Ottawa.

housewives across t he nation a r e usi ng "hamburger helper" to stretch 
their food dolla r . There i s a DX hel per too, pr obably overlooked,. 
even by the most serious listener. Namely , the National Anthems . 

T\·10 excellent oource books ar e "Nationa l Anthems of the World" 
by !olartin Shaw e nd Henry Coleman and "llational Anthems " by Paul 
Nettl . Either, or both, ar e pobably available in your loca l l ibr ary . 

The e:ctent to •:1hich the anthems may be utilized is limited only 
by your musical knowl edge or ingenuity. Those who can road music 
noed only copy the firs t or lest 8 bars of the anthem in which t hey 
a r e interested, for ready r efer ence . But , if you pr ef er the entire 
score most libraries will make Xerox copi es for 10 cents per page . 

Even if D Flat means t he second floor apartment t o you, you can 
still tane the i::nthems . They can be p leyed on a ny ins trUJ11ent . Your 
only interest i s to become f amiliar wi th the mflo;pr,not the instru­
menta tion •. Your music source can be a member o t e family,, home 
oreanist , church organis t, in brief, any mus ician of your a cquaint­
cnce. 

You can tape 20 to 40 anthems an hour, dependent on tile countries 
of yoitr choice . trow member s , who are totally unfamiliar wi t}l anthems 
co.n start their "anthem collection" by taping "off the air" with the 
anthems of the Domi nican Republic, Colombia, Venezuel a , etc. and 
after a few pl ayings you should know them a s well a s "Yankee Doodle~

You may mount the arresters a t the rx or on the antenna mast . If 
mast- mounted , be sure to use a water pr oofer and seal the device .

The most important thine; with an arrester is t o have a good gro­
und and this io not simply a piece of #18 wire ( like lamp cord) a t­
tached to e c~ter pipe. Use at least #14 or larger solid copper 
wire and, if possible , attach it to a ground rod driven 8 feet into 
the ground . Otherwis~ att a ch it to a cold water pipe (not a hot wa­
ter or gas pipe) . If you use a ground r odr do not attach to the 
telephone ground. A side benefit of the lightning a rrester, by the 
rJay , is that it will dr a in your antenna of static buildup. So with 
all the good things an a rrester can do f or you, don ' t you t hink you 
need one . (Edit or ' s note : You~d be tter believe it!)

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The Telep/wn,e Can Buost Your DX Total 
Sometime s DX news is so hot and short-lived that des­

pite eff orts of bulletin editors t o give you the latect 
scoop , the DX has gone by publication time . A good exam­
ple of this was given by the recent brief appearance of 
a-new Guatemalan, noted in the Midwest on 48)5 kh, imlil­
ediately listed in a weekly OX newsletter but vanished 
from Sri before members received the letter. 

Then , too, there is the case of unusual propagation, 
such as the solar storm o.f last August which made recep­
tion of Falkland Islands possible for one night in the 
northeast. Or there are very short, unscheduled appear-
ances made on IS.I by rare s tatio ns like Turks Island , 

broadcasting a hurricane warning, a spor ts event or on e specia lly for 
a special holiday. 

What ' s the answer? 
While there is no complete solution--for one thing someone ha s t o 

have a DX tip that i s worth passing on in the first place- - a te l e­
phone relay system is something DXers might co:isider on a geograph­
ica l basis. 

Here's how it works: 
You sel ect a number of DXers in your area , how many and the extent 

of the area is up t o you , who will agree to exchant;e tips and pay for 
the phone call s involved. You make a list of these DXers , the i r phone 
numbers, the times they are likely to be home and any special data 
such as the countries and stations they are ,or are not , interested in. 
Copi es of the list are then passed around to all participating DXers 
with a traffic routing plan. 

The routing plan arranges everyone in any order your please , alph­
abetically, etc . However , i f toll calls are involved, it should be 
possible to work out a system where each call involves the shortest 
distance possible. 

Now what happens? 
Joe Doakes of l'lanchester hears Turks Islll!ld on a special broadcast 

and looks at his list . He sees Ed Sparkley of Simsbury follows him. 
He calls Ed . Ed looks at his list and sees Bill Spike s of Hartford is 
next and calls him. And so the relay goes . 

Each call is made collect. If a person is not home the caller pas­
ses on to the next man on the list . Or if the phone i s busy for over 
5 minutes. 1'here must be an understa:iding that if you are unavailabl e 
it was your tough luck. ·.i.:he person ·at the bottom of the list moves to 
the top and so the r elay goes until all calls have been =de. now do 
you know this ? A person called the second time will refuse the call , 
thus signifying the circle has been completed. 

A variation in routing is to name a "ring leader" . Any tip receiv­
ed by any member will be phoned to the leader fi r st and he will det­
ermine its value and how it should be passed along. 

One possibility--if you have a group that works well together wi th 
no fear of arguments, you could el iminate collect calling by having 
each person accept the cost of calling the next person on the list 
station- to- station. This would be cheaper--and faster. 

Members can also "train" family members to take down tips for them 
when they are not home. 

Certainly there are pitfalls and chance s for foul-ups in a phone 
relay system but on the other hand there may be some rare DX to be 
had by this plan that can be had no other way. 

If you are interested in setting up a telephone relay in your area 
send us your name and address and the area you wish to cover (50 mile 
radius around Cleveland, for instance) and we'll publish it wit.ha 
request interested DXers in your ar ea contact you. The rest is up to 
you. But one other thing--if you have a hot tip on Tristan da Cunha, 
don ' t forget to call us too!

From other Russians I ' ve heard identii'y and fran stations beyond Russia t o the 
south(Cololllbo, Delhi, Teberan, etc,) I can alJnost drall a line do>1n through Soviet 
Asia >1here the polar flntter fading starts. It should run from Khatanga(72°N ,1039E) 
do\ltl through Russia to Urumchi , China . East of that line signal.s 111.ll nearly 
alua,ys be fairly steady. Stations \lest of that line 111.ll nearly alua,ys have our 
old friend, polar flutter fade . 

From the signal strength and fading characteristics, I ' m quite certain that a.11 the

Othor exa..>nples - 9375 was listod ~or 
Kbabarov~k in 1965, not listed sinco , Yet they have been doing busi.'!eSS on 9375 3t 
least as far back as 3/ 5/66( 0659 "Govorit Khabarovsk") and carrying "Ma.yak" pro­
grams since 11/7/ 71 >1hen I f irst noted Mayak on them. 

Magadan on 12240 has onl,y been listed since 71, m,y first ID note on this f qy is 
0700, 9/24/66 "Govorit Magadan". 12040 has no Asian listing yot, and as far as I 
know hasn't had. Vladivostok has bean grinding out the !o1 hero since at least 1965, 
poss ibly longer.

I can 't i~e any of the few DXers who have actul\lly visited my shack making Buch a 
stateaent (by the way, I enjoy visitors here near San Anton101 plea.so write ahead for 
directions}• Yes, it certainly would be unethical, and an exercise in futility to mls­
adjust one's antenna or receiver so as to pick up the Kl/ band in the 2 MHz. area . I as­
sure you that the hanionics I report involve no such hanky-panky . True hamonics always 
'peak' at the same antenns trilllmer aett1n15 as nearby fUndnaental stations , while images 
and mixing products peek at other points l ' detuning') . Pextiaps my 'secret' is an out­
boo.nl 6BA6-ampllfied mochanical filtor which not only inorenses selectivity greatly hit 
booets all signals oevoral S-uni ts . Some other DX receivers I've trtod without this 
option see1:1 quite a bit less sensi tive , As for the proportion of domestic to foreign 
H11 harmonics I hear, I think it is about what one would expect , balancing America's much 
tighter technical standards with the huge number of domestic stations . It's s imple to 
tell whether a HI/ etation heard in the 2-J KHz area is a true harl:lonic or not. Check 
the corresponding MW fundS111ental frequency . Seldom is the s tation audible there at the 
Dllllle time as the harmonic, due to different propagation conditi ons . Even if you can 
hear the otation on both frequencies, interference conditions should differ . ll.'\naonics 
never suffer the jumble of QRH that plagues the MW band. 'lhe harmonic will have the 
same ' oound ' on both frequencies only if your receiver is at fau1t. At local range, Hlf 
stations may overload your receiver even if they actually are putting out a bit of har­
monic-..ald.ng it hard to tell whether the signal is pro]>88'lted or receiver generated. 
For this reason , local-area harmonic loggings should not be reportaci . 

''llhat's the difference between an overtone and a harmonic?" One. That io , ' ovortone', a · 
term found mostly in music co.lls twice the fundamental f'xvquency the first overtone. In 
radio, twice the fundamental i s the second harmonic--obviously a more convenient syetem .

The United States lodged a stiff protest with the Alger ian government April 11 
over a radio br oadcast emanating from Algiers which urged the Arabs to attack U.S . 
embassies and to "assassinate everyone who is American". 

The hi ghly inflammatory statement was made by the Voice of Palestine , a radio 
station located in Algeria and operated bY Palestinians, in a broadcast beamed at 
t he Middle East Tuesday night. 

It was under stood t hat the Administration has demanded that Algeria prevent re­
currances of such broadcasts by the Palestinian radio. 

Tho Palestinian broadcnct, which wns monitored here (by tha F . B. I . S . - Ed . ) , 
accused U. S. intelligence of complicity in the Isr aeli raid on !-alestinjan guer­
rilla camps and offices in the Beirut region Tuesday, 

"~:asses of our Arab Nation," the broadcast said , "the American- Zionist alliance 
is like a dog going for the Arab llation and planninr, to subjugate it to the Zionist 
will. For this reason, our Arab masses are required to strike everywhere at Aner­
ican inte1·ests and embassies and to kill and assassinate everyone who is American 
because all of them work in t he ser1rice of American intelli~ence and the world 
colonial movement . " 

Wall , p.:iven these sentiments , it is no wonder Voice of Palestine never verifies! 
F.owever , f or those who wi sh to hear t hese broadcasts firsthand i n Arabic -- and 
they arc easily audible via Algier s -- her e is t he schedule as of April , although 
it is due to change slightly in ear ly J>:ay :
