Ir you don• t you will never be given 
another chance, Ve hatr vays ur dealing vith troblemalters! 

First, effective :!Jllnediately , we are putting into effect a comprehen sive 
and new language abbreviation list. In the past we havo persistently stuck to 
the old, tried and true- bluo abbreviations , such ao ENGLISH for English, 
POR'l'tlGUESE for Portuguese. You will recall that we ropoatodly stated that if 
anyone could show us an accepted, standardized abbroviations list already in 
exiatance, we would readil y accept it. 

Someone baa recently informed me that AMAR:, whatever that is , has such a 
list, published and distributed by ASWLC , whatever that is, which is widely used 
by DXera , whomever they may be . This individual even sent me a Xeroxed copy or 
that list. This certain individual , Who shall remain nameless for hi.o own 
protection - but ho knows who h e is! -- also will never be given another chance! 

Needless to say, we could not accept the so- called AllAR: list, as it 
differed markedly from lllY own. However, ...., do recognizo some limitations with 
lllY own 7 to 10-letter abbreviations, so, not wishing to bo hard-headedly 
unreasonabl e, wo have created a new, improved foUI'- l etter list of language 
abbreviations.

4, No carbon copies of reports acceptable . Crayon , however, is ok for our 
yoW'lger members. 

5, Exact format used in tho bulletin must be followed by reporters. 
Reports no so sul:llli tted will be inmediately burned and a burly, unemployed 
ex-longshoreman will be oent to your home forthwith to punch you out! 

6 . You muot identity your repor ts with your IWCOXA callsign. If you 
don' t have one, you can easily get one and we'd be delighted to toll you how!

There I was 
very pleased, after a f ew minutes 
to meet one of the English Depar­
tment members, Maureen, and two 
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other announcers. KIEV: Radio Kiev is located 
We eat talking i n one of the behind the blaok arrow. 

offices for awhile. They were ***** 
very curious t o know how Radio Kiev ' s signal is in Pennsylvania and 
whether the English Service announcers are intelligibl e enoU8}1. 

After a nice talk I was shown to the studios. They were surpris­
ingly small (although I ' m not sure that they were the only ones in 
the building} and contained two control consoles and several old 
tape recorders. Unfortunately the day was Saturday and no taping was 
being done but they did cordially invite me to tape an interview 
which would eventually be aired on Radio Kiev on April 30. 

All this finished,. I said my farewells to my new found f riends 
and loaded do.,m with some very informative books I l eft the build­
ing. One of the announcers kindly escorted me to the bus stop and 
generously gave me four kopecks for bus fare. 

The second DX stop on my trip was made at the studios of Radio 
Moscow. I was met on the bottom floor of the building by Mre . E1J8enia

Stepanova whose name I'm sure many DXera will recognize from eignat- • 
urea on letters and QSLs.

••• very friendly and they even bought me some drinks. As told to me 
by my guide (who was just an announcer) it was payday and there was 
quite an atmosphere of conviviality in the studios. 

I asked Mrs. Stspanova about the poor QSL situation from moat re­
gional Russian stations, but also bringing to her attention the re­
cent varies from Riga and Alma Ata. She stressed the fact that lack 
of personnel at ll!8I1Y of these stations prevented them from verifying 
reports from DXsrs. I got the impression that they would verify rep­
orts if they had better staffs or if the reports were sent in Russ­
ian. 

We discussed many things, among them how the Radio Moscow progr­
amming was dons. All Radio Mosco1¥ programs are taped in the studi o . 
The building itself (and it is not the one they show on their prog­
ram s chedules) is rather old but it is incredibly bi~. It must have 
at least 20 different studios for programs {my guess) and I onJ.y saw 
about four when I was there. The outside of the building is not very 
attractive , really and the entrance is on a side street . 

Everyone there spoke excellent English. As for the correspondence 
they reoeive, I did not aotually see how much they get but I did get 
a tour of the typing and editing offices for North American and Eur­
opean Services. Each offioe has a map of the target area on the wall. 

Something very interesting did happen. About five minutes after I 
entered the building, almost everyone knew my nnms. 

I think the people at Radio Moscow were a bit embarrassed because 
they couldn't show me more of the buildi ng or tape an interview with 
ms, but as it was I saw a lot~ After being presented a book and some 
souvenir pins, one of the announcers, Paul, was kind enough to walk 
ms back to the hotel which was several blocks away. 

These two visits mads a profound impression on ms. They treated 
ms like royalty at Kiev and Moscow and would gladly do it again for 
anyone who might drop in the :future . The •Iron Curtain" is only as 
hard as people want to make it and tbs people behind it are really 
very friendly.

DX Tips Verification Techniques By Richard A.Schwartz 
Empirically, I have noted that the fol l owing basic QSL-request 

format appears to be effective : use PROM/TO/SUBJECT format and inc­
lude pertinent details of frequency, time, date, station,. language 
in the SUBJEC!r entry •. Address the QSL letter to whatever appears to 
be the highsst-ra.nking station official noted in \ffiTH (bureaucracies 
are el!IBentially the same; he will either reply himself or ask a sub­
ordinate to reply). Exude compliments re program content, organizat­
ion, veracity; make positive compliments about the aocuraoy of stat­
ed frsquonoy,, sits/station, power, time/date oon:fi:rmation in QSL re­
quest. If in doubt about an official title, extrapolate one of appr­
opriate magnitude for addressing purposes. 

Por technical details, include frequency in meters/kHz, S-meter 
reading, SINPO reporting format and other dssariptivs information~ 
Be accurate about times, sign off and sign in; incorporate the lat­
itude and longitude of rsoeiver; mention atmoepherio conditions (E­
laysr, sun- spot count, if available). 

Describe your antenna and auxiliary equipment: Q mul tiplisr,. pre­
selector, antenna, frequency meter, re~eivsr, etc. Request frequency 
and eits,power, t ime/date confirmation in QSL request .

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Tape Recording-An Aid To DX_ing . By EDVIARD C-, SHAW 

When Al Sizer asked me about the possibility of drafting this ar­
ticle about tape recording, I had already finished an article about 
the techniques of recording DX for reporting purposes. I was pleased 
with the prospect of presenting such a useful article,. and I have 
found ~ earlier work incDrporates easily into this presentation . I 
hope it is usef'Ul to you. From the beginning I will explain that t he 
article treats of recorders only for DX purposes, and no considerat­
ion has been given to expensive equipment for music or other uses. 

A tape recorder is an absolute essentia l to the more experienced 
DX!lr, but the newcomer to the hobby will soon find this piece of 
equipment to be an invaluable tool in numerous ways. Some of these 
will be disa:ussed later but first let me explain that there are many 
varied kinda of recorders, and although all can be applied to the 
better enjoyment of your hobby, some attention should be given to 
what you want the recorder for before buying one. 

WHAT AJJV ANTAGE? 
Most hobbyists use recorders for taking programs off the air for 

later playback. Thie is especially nice when one wants to share his 
hobby with others since it is a simple matter to tape an hour of va­
rious English broadcasts in one evening. Many of J1JY friends have ex­
pressed pleasant amazement at the entertainment they knew nothing of 
previously. Our section editor, Al Sizer, introduced this idea to me 
years ago. 

Recorders make it easy to start a collection of different inter­
val signals and station IDs •. The author has assembled over 200 dif­
ferent interval signals over the past three years. Recordings are so 
much more personal between regular correspondents. Music, SW logg­
ings and even family conversations greatly enhance these relation­
ships. But perhaps many will use the recorder for the same purpose I 
do~to report foreign DX for QSLs. 

WHA'l' KIND OF REC.ORDER? 
Prom the shortwave listening hobby point of view, aninexpensive 

reel-to- reel or cassette recorder seems best. So much the better if 
you can afford both, or even two reel-to-reel recorders. If a choice 
must be made, I would serious!y-advise taking the reel-to-reel type 
for purpose of reception reports. Since shortwave is monauraJ!, it is

SHAW toy, rim- driven machine. Make sure it is a 
capstan driven maohine capable of playing either 3-3/4 or 1-7/8 in­
i?lohes per second. There is no problem with cassettes as they ere 
all the same in this regard. Cassettes are especially convenient to 
handle since a tape can be inserted or removed at any point to cont­
inue recording a tape at the e:cict spot. Reel-to-reel must be wound 
off and on and searched to accomplish the saue thing. (Editor's note: 
Be sure to get a recorder with a digital tape counter. H.~ving used 
both,. we know it makes a big difference). 

OTHER DESIRABLE FEATURES 
Your shortwave hobby reoorder shoUld be operable by either batt­

ery or house power. An external transformer for housepower will us­
ually cost a few extra dollars but is worth it in savings over spent 
batteries-- yet the battery option is desirable for portability. 

The recorder will probably have an external &e.rphone plug (for 
private listening) and the microphone will probably ilave a remote 
o:at-off s·.dtch built in. Try to determine if th.:i lilike on/off switch 
dieables the entire electrical circuit of tha recorder (both amplif­
ier <ind motor). Some recorders are designed so that the mike switch 
only cuts off the motor, leaving the amplifier circuit live (which 
continues to use up battery power). The recorder should also have an 
Auxiliary Input plug receptacle to enable recording from "high volt­
age" sources such as l oudspeaker terminals, etc. The mike input is a 
"low voltage" input and would seriously overload the recorder if a 
"high voltage" source were plugged into it. Lastly, try to find a 
recorder having a Monitor Switoh whioh enables us to listen in as a 
recording is being taped. 

HO\'/ MUCH AND WHERE? 
Anywhere between i2o and 1100 at Allied Radio Shack, La.fayette 

Radio, Olsen Electronic• or any number of diec-ount chain department 
stores. My two Craig Model 2108 reel-to-reel recorders cost about 
125 each" less external transformers (about 15) and they have all 
features except monitor switch. My GB cassette Model M8JOO hae all 
the desired features mentioned and costs about $50. 

TECHNIQUES OF RECORDING 
By and large the Dter comes to that level of experience when hle 

mailbox doesn't fill up as rapidly ae it once did. The reason is us­
ually his lack of understanding foreign languages~ Perhaps his rep­
orts have had to depend more on the amiability of the broadcaster to 
be verified than the details of hie report. What this DXer needs is 
to consider tape reporting. Thie technique permits the broadcaster 
to hear for himself how his transmission is received •. He probably 
will understand better the strange fade-ins and outs, flutters and 
interference noises than any of us. 

In tape reporting one must always make out his normal letter rep­
ort, except where details of the programminB are to be mentioned one 
needs only refer to the enclosed tape recordings. Of course, remarks 
as the context, interpretation and impact of the programming are of 
interest to the station producers too and will surely be welcomed. 
As a word of caution here, it may be well to determine in advanoe by 
a 15¢ air letter sheet whether a broadcaster would be willing to 
accept a recording for examinati on. The WRTH frequently makes •••

accept recordings. Many broadcasters will return your tape, if asked 
and often re- record it with some folk music of the country concerned. 
Normally, one can expect to chalk these small recordings off ae un-
returnable~ · 

As to the recording itself, we want to be sure that the best qua­
lity reproduction is made-free from outside street noises, and any 
other background noises such ea room conversations. Thie is accomp­
lished by direct hook-up to the receiver speaker terminals by means 
of a patch cord with alligator clips on one end and a p 1U8 on the 
other to fit the Auxil iary Input of the recorder--or, an easier met­
hod is to use a telephone induct~on pike-up coil purchased from any 
electronics ~tore for about $2. This is plU8ged into the recorder's 
mike input. The coil may be attached to one earphone and it works 
marvellously~ A last resort is to use direct microphone recording •. 

Tho next step is to make sure an absolutely blank, preferably new 
tape is used. Simply trying to record over old material does not 
work satisfactorily, as there is a chance the middle of the tape has 
some signal residue remaining. Besides , we want the tape to be re­
corded only on one side. Most broadcasting stations employ equipment 
which reads the full width of a tape, so SJJything on the reverse 
side would be heard backwards on those machines. Try thi s , when re­
cording a signal; position a small magnet on your t~pe deck eo that 
the entire surfao~ of the tape will run over the magnet as it feeds 
into the recording head area. This method completely erases the en­
tire tape at the same time you are recording. 

Lastly 1ve want to send the broadcaster a tape at 7-1/2 inches per

second. Chances are he may hdve abiJ.ity to play 3-3/4 inches per sec> 
ond but it may be some inconvenience to change capstans. Radio stat­
ions normally uae the faster speed for higher fidelity. If your re­
corder is small and has no fast speed, use the 3-3/4 inch speed and 
just hope. If you have two such recorders, you are in luck. Simply 
record the signal at 3-3/4 on one lll<.chine, change the capstan and 
play it back at 1-7/8 inches per second. That sounds pretty slow, 
doesn• t it? But, record that slow eow1d on y.~ur second recorder at 
3-3/4 incheeliiid the result wil l be a t ape which can be played tiack 
only at 7- 1/2 inches per second. Try to find the small reels of 2~ 
inch diameter at Radio Sheck or Lafayette stores. The smaller tapes 
weigh less for mailing purposes. 

Once one gets over the shock of paying Sl or more to mail these 
taped reports, there is still the chance the QSL totals may not rise 
and the reason i s simple . Foreign postal services, while lib most 
cases much more efficient than their U.S. counterparts, are not as 
honest as Uncle Sam's finest. ~articularly in Latilil countries and in 
Asia, a letter with a lump in it doesn ' t have a chance. Grit your 
teeth, wince and reach for your wallet again~to fork over another 
95¢ to register your tape letter. It helps tremendously. 1ee, it can 
c-oet a bundle, but I 0'811 point out more than one QSL in my albums 
whidh may be attributed to this method. 

Ae a final word about tapes in the mails, our poet office consid­
ers these reports as a personal letter instead of merchandise and 
they must go for the higher rate of postage. Don't worry about the 
old warning about postal X-ray procedures ruining your tape. X-ray 
frequencies are much to high to affect magnetic recording. However~ 
it may be well to indicate tapes are enolosed on the letter or pack­
age envelope just as a matter of policy.Good luck and good recording. 
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NASWA Reviews The Joystick Antenna

.lmong members of the DXing fraternity prob­

ably the quest ion most asked is: What antenna 
is best for general shortwave reception? 

For general shortwave listening the outdoor

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s ingle wire type antenna is considered a good performer. Oh, if you 
happen to be an oil millionaire you might have an "antenna farm" with 
rotary beams cut for various bands; a rhombic; and various and sundry 
types of dipoles. Well, one can dream! 

However, most DXers live within limitations as to listening equip­
ment and antenna installations. ~'he outdoor single wire type antenna 
gives problems when it comes to getting it into the air and keeping 
it in t he air. Apartment dwellers and others with such problems, seek­
ing to better their listening results, are always on the lookout for 
a good general high performance antenna . 

This is where the Partridge Joystick Antenna (it may be mounted 
inside; or, outside, as it is weatherproof) enters the picture . ~he 
Partidge Joystick V.F.A. Antenna and matching A.T .U. Antenna ~uner 
Combination are manufactured by Partridge Electronics Ltd. of Lngland . 

The Joystick V.F. A. Antenna incorporates the advantages of such 
standard types as Marconi, Zepp, Her tz, the Dipole, etc . in a reduced 
physical sir:e, being 7 feet, 6 inches in length. ~'his results in a low 
impedance unit with a high radiation resistance in compact form, with 
an omni- directional pattern when mounted vertically. when used with 
its associated tuner, the Joymatch 111 A,T.u. Tuning Unit (Sir:e: 6 
inches x 5J4 inches x 3 inches), it becomes a multiband, high "Q" ant­
enna with a very low SWR (standing wave ratio) of 1:1, even when used 
indoors. (Reviewer's Note: To put it simply, a short loaded antenna 
brought to resonance at whatever band or frequency the user wants), 

The Joystick and tuner combination is sturdily built, well put to­
gether and attractively finished. The Combination can be used with 
either tube type or solid state transistorized receivers, no problem 
there . Of course, it nearly goes without saying that a good ground 
should be used. 

The Combination can be used for transmitting as well as receiving. 
(Reviewer ' s Note: A low SWR is extremely important in transmitting as 
well as receiving). The Joystick will handle 2 kw P.B .P. (Peak Envel­
op Power). The A.T. U. will handle 300 watts P.E.P. (See footnote) 

The two units go together quickly; it is only necessary to term­
inate the coax that feeds the receiver from the A.T,u, (If your re­
ceiver has a coax fitting, solder the proper connector to the coax 
cable . ) 

In receiving, tune the receiver to the desired band of frequencies, 
select the switch position on the ft.T . U. that gives the best response 
and then rotate the capacitor knobs to obtain the highest peak, giving 
maximum selectivity and coinciding with receiver sensititivity (res­
ponse) , 

ALL BAND PERFORMANCE : (With the Joystick indoors, leaned against 
the wall, near a glassed-in window, with the upper section of the win­
dow unscreened), it was found that signal s were: 

(1) Omnidirectional (repeating what was said earlier) . (Subject, 
of course, to the screening effects of surrounding walls and metal . ) 

(2) Fairly uniform response over the tuning range of the A.~.U. 
(3) With a slight modification ( made by the operator) it is poss­

ible to sharpen the tuning and produce a the same time high, sharp 
tuning peaks, maki ng it necessary to "track" the A.T.U. with the re­
ceiver; i.e., for every station tuned on the receiver it is necessary 
to retune the A. T.u.

Propagation of DX signals depends on 
natural phenomena. The more you know about how and why distant short­
wave signals reach you, the bet t er you wil l be able to determine when 
to tune. 'fhere is plenty of material available for study if you only 
take the time and effort to seek it out .

ts This The Receiver To End All Receivers? 

By PERRY FERRELL 
Th• demand for extreme top-quality communications receivers is giving 

birth to a wholly new breed of equipment, Most of the new r eceivers 
are continuous tuning from 10, 50 , 100 or 500 kHz up to at least 30 
mHz . Like the Drake DSR- 1, they all have direct frequency readout aown 
to 10 Hz; but, unlike the mm-1 these new receivers incorporate a max­
imum in flexibility. 

Take the Watkins-Johnson l1odel WJ-8888 as an example • .ttll of the us­
ual rotary switches have been eliminated and push-buttons predominate . 
In fact, there 22 push-buttons and the most esoteric is "Memory". ,.nd, 
as the title implies , the receiver can be set up so that frequency , 
bandwidth, audio level, etc. are memorized as a serial 64- bit word 
with synchronous format. 

The bandwidths avail able to the user are 2,3,4,6 and 8 kHz wide 
(push-button selections) and the sensitivity is a nice little 1. 2 mi­
crovolts at 3 kHs wide. "'ut, for maximum in convenience, the single 
tuning knob---there are NO BANDS\JITCHES--- sweeps across the spectrum 
in a logarithmic fashion! If you tune slowly you can drop the tuning 
rate down to a single kHz per second per knob revoluti6n; as you speed 
up the rotation of this s ingle knob, the tuning rate increases so that 
at 2 knob revolutions per second you 're tuning 10 kHz, or at 3 revol­
utions you're tuning 100 kHz , and at 4 revolutions you're at 1 mHz 
frequency change. Just about unbelievable!

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A Lesson In Science-PHOTONS By JOHN CAMPBELL 
Radiation from broadcasting stations is not continuous; according to 

quantum mechanics it consists of small lumps of energy called photons 
which can be regarded as weightless particles. 

For AI1 stations, a measurement of the energy E of any of these phot­
ons tells us uniquely the frequency of the broadcast. In more detail, 
E=hf where h is the constant named after Mr. Planck in the the text­
books. Ordinary particles can break up into other particles, or "de­
cay", but it is usually assumed that photons can't decay because there 
is nothing else for them to decay into. 

This is the implicit basis for the science fiction stor ies and more 
sober speculation about other civilizations discovering the Earth by 
nearing our broadcasts once the photons have gotten out of the atmo­
sphere and ionosphere where abEorption is strong bedause there are a 
lot of particles around to do the absorbing, they have almost a vac­
uum to travel in , and can just keep on going. 

As part of my work in rather highbrow theoretical phyeica, I have 
lately been looking at howphotons behave in the presence of strong 
gravitational radiation, whi ch in quantum mechanics can be regarded as 
made up of weightless lumps called gravitons. It turns out there there 
is no reason why a photon cannot then decay into a graviton and anot­
her photon of a differ ent frequency (which means that, as far as an 
~VL with a receiver tuned to the first frequency is concerned, the or­
iginal photon has disappeared) . The consequence is that broadcasts 
have only a finite lifetime before all their photons have gone. 

This lifetime depends on the frequency. In patching up mathematical 
troubles elsewhere in my calculations, I find that I get one partic­
ular exact but complicated relation between lifetime and frequency. 
In the official NASIJA S\.IBC range, the frequency of photons with the 
largest lifetime (about 5 years) happens to be 6207 k:Hs. Thus all but 
the two or three near est stars may be out of range of our broadcasts 
and also out of range of the science fiction writere. But if there are 
some bug-eyed monsters on a planet of Alpha Centauri, say, it is not 
surprising that they have chosen not to visit us. After an accidental 
diet of Radio Nord.see International programming, who could blame them 
for staying home?

Geographical patterns can be broad or very selective. When you note 
the Peruvians coming in with exceptional strength, don't waste time 
with random tuning. Go after the specific unheard Peruvians you most 
want. Unusually powerful station signals from Togo? Hunt for other 
West hfricans you need!

The "ULTIMA" Antenna Tuning Unit 

by: Danny Richardson 

Description : The antenna tuning unit described in this article is basically 
nothlng new. Such units are well known among radio enthusiasts and many 
schematics are found in various texts . The innovation of the "ULTIMA" unit 
lies in its ability co be matched to your receiver in any one of eight differ­
ent ways to achieve maximum results. 

The -purpose of any antenna tuning unit i s to provide a nearly perfect match 
of impedence between antenna and receiver . Most antennas simply do not re­
qulre any such tuning unit because the impedencc of most antennas already 
falls within that designed into the receiver. For instance, a s imple longwire 
with simple insulated wire down-lead will usually be about 50- 75 ohms. Most 
receivers are designed with s uch an impedence nt the antenna terminal . 

f\n ant enna tuner does no t electrically "lengthen" an antenna - it electrically 
"shortens" an antenna.For example: one ant enna of half wave length for 
the 19 meter band may be used with the antenna tuning unit to effectively 
make that antenna resonate fo r quarter wave l engths of a lower frequency meter 
band. 

Do not expect fantastic results with this unit. At best you will realize a 
few precious db gain - al l important to the veteran DXer - less so to the 
remaining listeners who may not realize any advantages . The antenna tuning 
unit is not a preamplifier or a preselector.

As you surely know by now, the cl andestine radio station, "Voice of Peace" , op­
erated by Abie S. Nathan from the 570...ton "Peace Ship", be(!an official operation: ay 
19 on 1540 kHz at 1800 Gl'T. Publicity concerning this venture has been widespread, 
but our investigation has unearthed some points largely omitted frOC' lay writeups, 
as wel l as evidence thst one widely- circulated report ~~y not be correct. 

Sinai TragedY Helps Provide Needed Funds and Supplies 

Af'ter berthing the "Peace Ship" at West New York , llew Jersey , Nathan had to take 
care of a number of vital matters, most of which calleci for additional f'unds or do­
nations in kind. 

The ship needed a transmitter; a crew; food; air conditioning; studio equipment; 
furniture; fuel. Funds dribbled in , but not enough to make the dream a reality. 

Then a woll-publicizod Middle-East tragedy brought the Voico of Peace widespr ead 
sympathy in North America: a Libyan civilian airliner was shot down by Israeli air­
craft over the occupied Sinai, killing most of those a:,oord. Apathy towards the 
Voice of Peace vanished, thus encouraging the inflow of money and material needed to 
get the ship oU to the Middle East . S001e examples : 

·A religious foundation donated two 25 kw medium- wave transmitters . 
•The Salvation A:rmy donated most of the furniture. 
•Campbell' s Soup donated 10, 000 cans of soup and spaghetti. 
The crew ma.terialized: a French captain; an American Roman Catholic priest (Fr. 

Charl es R. McTaguo, who provided the information for last month ' s "CB" story) ; two 
Filipinos; a Yugosl av; a Canadian and a British disc jockey from pirate Radio Caro­
line; and a "Chinese" radio engineer . 

Transmitter Probl ems "Resol ved" 

The nature of the operation and the t ransmitters pretty much dictated the out­
come of the basic operation as we now know it. 

The transmitters are limited to operation in the medium- wave band, so the antenna 
chosen was a 160...foot verti cal . 'n!e transmit ter s were adapted to run singly -- giv­
ing an RF output of 25 kw - - or in par allel on t he same frequency, for 50 kw. 

However, the choice of frequency was a litUo l ess orthodox. 
The Nati onal Radio Club ' s (NRC) helmsman, Gordon Nelson , in a series of phone 
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calls to Nathan, sugges­
ted the Voice of Peace 
would be best off using 
the fairly- free channel 
of 1.546 kHz , formerly 
occupied by the BBC's 
1'.alta Relay. Of course , 
1.546 kllz is a logi tima to 
ITO medium-wave channel 
outside the Americas, 
Asia, and the Pacific; 
but , it soems, the "Chi­
necse" en6ineer wa.s not. 
aware that while in Asia 
and the Americas channels 
are 10 kHz apart, they 
are only 8 or 9 kilz 
apart in the l~iddlo East 
and Europe. Hence, he 
apparently understood 
the 1.546 kHz recommenda­
tion to bo 1.54 0 kHz , an 
Amerasi an channel only 
2 kl!z away from the Eu­
ropcan-: .ideast channel 
of 15JB kllz . Among the 
s tations on 15)8 kHz is 
the 700 kw outlet of 
Germany ' s Deutschland­
funk; needless to say. 
the Gcl"Wln station has 
wound up greatly intor­
ferin« with the Voice of 
Peace. 

Voi ce of Peace Reported 
Trans11itting off U.S.

on 1.540 kHz from about 0100-0700 in order to raise funds . The timing seems reason­
cblo, and tho frequency fits; but the rub is that nobody seems to have heard the 
transmission. 

The tlRC had been trying for some time to get the Voice of Peace to fire up its 
t r an s1111tters off the coast of North America for the benefit of , among others, ll!ediU!ll­
l'ave DXers. ~:r . Nathan natly vetoed all such proposals -- even to turn on briefiy 
t ho noa- pawored exciter -- in order not to cause ill will among D.S . and Canadian 
Government authorities . The ~'RC idea had merit, but the risks offset the benefits 
of a little extra income and increased rapport with the DX fraternity. 

So, did the Voice of Peace actually broadcast off the coast of New York? Given 
the preceding, it doesn ' t seem very likely. 

Dream Comes True 

After a voyage filled with gales , leaks, mechanical failures, and the rr,ysterious 
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disappearance of Nathan (cf. June CB-5), the Voice of Pea.co officio.Uy took to the 
air eight miles• off tho Israeli coast at 1800 on May 19 (although UFI indicates the 
first transmission -- possibly unofficio.l -- took place May 18). According to the 
BBC l·conitoring Service, the inaugural broadcast " comprised an address by Abe Nathan, 
founder of the project, telling the history of the ' Peace Ship', the difficulties in 
raising fUnds and troubles on the journey. Ho ~ont on to state his at~s in bringing 
peace to tho llrea and appealing to people from both sides to join the project. 11 

And so it happened; the mouse roared. 
The station signs on with .;or.n Lennon's "Give Peace a Chance", then ~oes into 

transmissions in Arabic, Hebrew, French, Italian and English . The Enp,lish-language 
ID is, "This is tho Voice of Peace , broadcasting on 1.540 kilocycles frOffl somewhere 
in the Mediterranean. This is the Voice of Love." Programming consists mainly of 
light pop music , interspersed with IDs, nmis , and "upbeat patter about peace pros­
pects in the Middle East" . 
"Prayerliko" pleas for 
peace {e.g. , ''We call on 
you to .. . 11 , ''We appeal to 
all in Israel llnd the Ar­
ab countries to •.• 11 ) have 
been noted in Madrid by 
our old friend and former 
QSL Report editor, Gregg 
Calki.~, between 2100-
2115, preceded and fol­
lowed by pop music. In 
the future, there should 
also be 10 minutes or so 
a day of commercials to 
cover the $10,000-a-month 
operating costs. 

For now, only one 
25 kw transmitter is be­
ing used, but 50 kw will 
be used if need bo for 
better reception or to overcome ja~ming, which has not yet materialized. 

The schedule, per BBC ~lS, was, as of l'.ay 20, 1500-2400 on 1.540 kl!z , although the 
June 18 issue of Time reports the frequency as being 1.542 kHz. The si~al is strom• 
in l'.adrid, but is heavily heterodyning Deutschl.Andfunk on 15)8 kHz (see earlier COl'>­

ment.. ). Hopefully, the Voice of Peace will order crystals fo:: 1546 kHz, wheroarter 
the signal should be more clearly audible . 

The verification policy isn't known as yet, but reports ll'AY be sent to P. O. Box 
1010, Nicosia, Cyprus ; or, for listeners in Israel, "Voice of Peace", P.C. Sox 
28028, Tel Aviv, Israol. The former should be a good addross, as the Peace Ship in­
tends to periodically refuel and replenish supplies in Cyprus, so mail sent there 
will likely reach the station's engineer.

VOICE OF Al~CA SENDS ~:ESSAGES TO CIA SP:r&S 

In a revealing article on U.S. spy operations in Southeast Asia, Jeff Stein of 
the Pacific News Service -- as reproduced in the ~.ay 22 issue of the Chicago Sun­
~ -- indicated that tho Voice of America routinely sends espionage messages to 
U.S . intelligence operatives in the field. 

Concerninf' espionage broadcasts, !oir. Stein points out: "The .f'ull arsenal of 
classic espi ona p,o paraphernalia , formerly restricted to tho European theater, is a­
vailable to Tndochinese agents . It began with the issuance of Delco Shortwave 
' speed burst ' radios to tho agents . These radios can transmit a scrambled Morse 
code message in a f r action of a second. The message is first recorded onto a ta.pe 
casette at normal speed , and thon inserted into the radio. Whon broadcast, the ra­
dio ~ransfers the ~essage at lightning speed to a receiver similarly equipped to re­

cord it. Detection and interception of the broadcast by a 
hostile party i s nearly impossible . 

"The agents ar e alerted to send or receive a message 
whon they hear a key phrase on a normal Voice of America 
pr ogram, or a commercial radio program that has a working 
relationship with the CIA or a military intelligence unit . 
That phrase instructs the agent t o eta.nd by his Delco set 
a t a time that was prearranged. " 

Fron time- to-tilne, spies have to meet with othor spios . 
M;ain, the Voice of America c001es into pl ay: 11A signal is 
flashed to the agent that a personal meeting will be held . 

Perhaps the Voice of America will again be the conduit . The Amer ican and the Viet­
namese meet in a seedy, cockroach- infested hotel in downtown Bangkok or Saigon. The 
agent is debriefed, problems aro discussed, and large amounts of money pass hands."
