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DRAKE R-48-How To Make A First-Rate 

Receiver Better By LARRY MAGNE 

There are a number of misunderstandings concerning the c l assic Drake 
R- 4 B receiver that scare people away f:om purchasing it-- or once they have 
purchaaed i t -- from fully exploiting ita pot ential. 

The R-'~B , whlich has recently been superseded by the lesn- flexible R-4C , 
is a top-notch SJBC DX receiver capable of perfol'!llance equal to that of re­
ceivers costing hundreds of dollars more. Even though new R-~Bs are now 
pretty well sold out , used ones abound-- enpecially in ham radio circles--
3nd are usually priced between S275-375· However , the receiver was designed 
by Drake mainly for ham and utility purposes, so it behooves S\IBC DXers to 
fill in the gaps left by Drake • s engineers and manual writers. 

WHAT BANDS DOES IT COVER? 
The R-'rn , when properly aligned and functioning , operates very we ll from 

3-16 mHz (save for the famous IF "ho le" between 5-6 ml!z) . Additionally, it 
operates well , but with slightly reduced sensitivitJ , from 1. 5-3. 0 and 16-
30 mHz . In practice , the receiver operates in the IF "hole" fairly well 
from about 5.0-5. 5 and 5. 8-6. 0 mliz , with only the 5.5-5 . 8 mHz range being 
poor-to-useless. · 

The reduced sensitivity below 3 tlllz and above 16 mHz mukes ~he new Gilfer 
/Hamgear preaelector-- at least t hose aamples capable of operating es low as 
2 . 2 mHz (specs indicate a lower limit of 2.8 mHz but we ere informed name 
samples go lower)-- an obvious mate fo r the R-48 . find a presolector helps 
r oducEl IF "hole" and "birdie" pip problems. ( It is also worth noting t hat 
the powerful "birdie" pip on 4978 kHz appears only ·~ith the u.5 mHz xta l, 
not with the 5.0 mHz xtal.) 

IMPROVING THE R-4B IJiliTORTI::D AUDIO 
The R- 4B, as it comes from the factory, suffers from distorted audio when 

the receiver is used in the AM mode , es the AM detector- -unlike tho SSB pro­
duct detector-- is of the oimple half-wave variety . As the IF bandwidth is 
narrowed from the "wide" 4.8 kHz psoition to either the 2 .4 kHz or 1.2 kHz 
position, this distor tion-- a nuisance to begin with-- becomes a serious 
handicap . Additionally, the audio is weak and has no "punch", which--when 
combined with the distortion-- ~akes r eadabili t y of many DX signals diffic­
ult . 

The result is not only an annoyance , but is also an ac tua l loss of 
useable sensitivity as compared with similar r eceivers us i ng full-wave AM 
detection. 

Thanks to the research of St eve Bohac and ~lementary ~lectronics (May­
June 1973, pg. 69) , this can be largely cured for one dollar and about an 
hour's time. 'J.'he solution has been field- tested here for four months a nd hes 
been found to work well. 

The tools needed are a screwdriver to remove t he bottom cover; a pair of 
small needle-nosed pliers to maneuver parts and crimp leads ; a wire cutter 
(scissors will do) to cut leads; a low-wnttnge solderi ng iron (R high- watt­
age i .ron or gun will damage the c ircuit-board foil); and a small length of 
rosin- core solder. 

The perts needed are: 
1) one 1N270 diode from Drake's Parts Department (55¢ plus postage); 

1N270s from Drake are matched, which is important for proper results . 
2) one . 02 uf ceramic capacitor, obtained locally or through Dr ake for 

10 - 25¢ . 
Vhen you have the parts , remove the bottom of the R-48 cabinet . Locate 

t he circuit board labeled "BFO", which can be found roughly in the middle 
towards the front of the set 3" away from the headphone jack and just to the 
side of transformer Tll (Tll is pictured on Pg . 37 of your instruction manual 
from Drake) • 

Locate capacitor Cl60, which is the first . 005 uf capacitor f rom the end 
of the circuit board pointing to t he front of the set . warm up your solder­
ing iron and remove Cl60 by heating both l eads. 

Take your new . 02 ceramic capacitor and cut either lead to 1/4" and the 
other lead to 3/4". PLEASE TURN TO NEXT PAGE 
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Modifying The R-48 (CONT.) Making sure your hands have been r re s-
hly scrubbed c l ean or any gr ease or dirt , t ake a small knire or similar de­
vice and scr ape the leads clean until they are silvery and shiny. 

I nsert the . 02 uf capacitor , wi th t he "long lead" nearer you• , in to the 
same holes Cl60 was in berore you r emoved it. If t he holes are bl ocked by 
excess solder , heat that solder while gent ly pushing through the leads. With 
the capacitor bot tom now r esting against the ci rcuit board (as all the other 
ceramic capacitors do ) , so l der both leads by resting your soldering iron 
against the l ead and circui t board foil for sever al seconds and t hen apply­
ing a modest amount of ro sin- cor e solder to t he tip of t he i r on and the l ead 
simul t aneously. Af ter 3 seconds or so , r emove your iron and let t he solder 
cool na tura lly. 

Find your new 1N270 diode ; note the location of t he red s tripe . 
Locate transf ormer Tl l (see Pg. 37 of t he manual); locate t he midd le l ug 

of Tll in t he gr oup or 3 l ugs f ar t hest r rom t he BFO circuit board (see the 
drawin~ below) , With t he r ed-striped end of tpe

and cut the 1N270 leads so the di­
ode wil l run f rom the . 02 uf capac­
itor " long lead" now sticking out 
f rom the bottom of the c i rcuit bo­
ard to the Tll far-middle lug. Be 
sure to leave enough lead to wrap 
around the lug and capacitor "long 
lead. " 

Clean the diode leads with a kn­
ife . Wrap the d iode leads ar ound 
the "long lead" and the Tll lug , 
being sure the red stripe faces 
the "long lead" and the c i rcuit 
board. I r t his done bacltWards ,your 
pol arity will be r eversed! 

Solder both diode connections, 
using the so l der ing techniques out-
lined earlier. 

That ' s i t. Realignment is not 
really necessary, although it may improve performance above 16 mRz in some 
cases. You will now find distortion r educed, audio strength increased and 
intelligibility improved. 

R- 4B M/.I.NTENANCE TIPS 
Every year or two , depending on how much you listen to your set , it is 

worthwhile to replace all your t ubes at once , •• or at least those critical to 
the DX function. 

There are only 9 tubes in all, 6 of which are important in the r eception 
of signals : 6BZ6 (RF) , 6HS6 (1st mixer) , 6HS6 (pre-mixer) , 12BE6 (2nd mixer 
and xtal oscillator ) , 12BA6 (1st IF) and another 12BA6 (2nd IF) , Except for 
the IF amps (a pair of 12BA6s- - V4 & V5), you will find a slight improvement 
in the signal- to- noi se ratio and stability if the replacements are either 
Amperex (i. e. ,Philips of North America) , Telefunken or Mullard, Un.fortunat­
ely , it seems only Amper ex, of the three, makes 6HS6s; but if you can't ob­
tain these , Syl vanias will suffice . For the IF amps , Sylvanias have been 
found best- suited for both performance and S-meter alignment . 

~hould you make much use 0 of your noise blanker, you will eventually not­
ice a 60 Hz hum while using it during certain fade conditions. l 'he cure is 
to replace the 12AX7A noise blanker tube with one produced by any of the 3 
aforementioned ~uropean manufacturers. 

Realignment after tube replacement is not really necessary, but sometimes 
helps , especially if your set has never been previously realigned. If you 
choose to do this , age the new tubes for at least 72 hours before aligning. 
Dr ake will realign your set f or 510 plus shipping (or you can do it your­
self . ) 

'./bile you have the set apart , clean out the dust with a soft brush. Re­
move the 'IFO cover "can" and check to see that the 4 screws holding the 'IFO 
to the chassis are secure (these tend to work loose over time and cause in­
stability). Using a reputable brand of contact spray ( not TV tuner spray, 
which is different) that won't damage plastic (read the label to see) , spray 
a light film onto a l l wafer-switch contacts and inside each potent i ometer, 
Many of these spray points are inside the bottom of the set .

To double- check, t he " short l ead" (l/4" ) should be in the hole which has 
a l ug on it , to which a white wi r e is connected .

lo/hen I first began SJL activities as a high school s tu­
dent in Austr alia, local br oadcasting was very respectabl e 
and dull. Several of t he records now valued by cla s sica l 
r ock freaks were t hen banned fo r I ndec ency, whi ch our e l ­
ders believed would lead to Corruption of t he Young, 

Theref or e , I was surprised one day t o find a s tation 
among the ABC r egionals putti ng out a , concert of indecent 
music , with modulation sounding l ike a sausage grinder. 
"Rare DX" , thought I , but "This is 5XYZ, Folks, the Voice 
of Gilberton, ca lling t he wor ld wit h t wo watts" was the 
ID. (An illegal call s i gn , but IJR'l'H will show you that al l 
~ustralian 11\1 and TV calls are just as illegal by I .T. U, 
st andards . ) Moreover , the announcer sounded familiar. I 
backed up my guess with a qui ck sprint on my bicycl e , and 
found the management of 5XI Z horrif ied t hat the signal 
could be beard anywhere beyond the back fence , let al one 
l~ mi l es away. (Pirate broadcasting comes somewher e c l ose 
to murder in Australian criminal law.) However , they were 
grateful for an accurate report of frequency (595 + or -
100 kH~), especially a s they had t hought they were on the 
80 meter ham band , so a QSL map d rawn by the manager ' s 
was the result, Since then, I have been a st rong fan of 

There ere hobby pirates like 5XYZ, but then there are political operat­
ions. In 1955 a 75-watt statio~ on 7850 kHz provided do- it-yourself enter­
tainment for the Australian Ari:iy at Puckapunyal training camp, about 70 
miles north of Melbourne, Apparently it ran with government approval but was 
closed down shortly aft er it became political through broadcasting a r evue 
produced by military service trainees. As this was in the days when polit­
icians were assuoed to possess all known virtues, I suppose that one song 
about a famous incident of earlier times iovolviDg the Speaker of the House 
o f Representatives in Victoria, the parliamentary wi.ce, and the most luxur­
ious of a chain of brothels under the protection of a police chief who was 
not unconnected with the Army, probably caused slight offense in some quar­
ters.

~SL letter which I have is unfortunately not for this broadcast but the lack 
of a~ answer to my r eport of the revue may be explained if all the peopl e

.ork GUbmerged ;ny SWLing after 1956 but I took it u~ again in Texas last 
year as ~ distraction from the hostile Indians there. (Another way of stat­
ing whot must regrettabl y be a private j oke is that we bad the traditional 
trouble of too many chiefs and not enough Indians, complicated by the fact 
that even our chiefs were Indians) , 

1.ith this background , it i :i perhaps no t surprising that my first meeting 
with Unofficial Radio last year was in Ireland. Most Irish clandestines 
:itick to M'J , but I was able to give some encouragement to Gnomes of Ulster , 
an anarchist station on both 11\J and 49 meters. Although I was unable to be 
pr esent at the first broadcast in Belfast, because of an engagement in 
Derry , I had the consolation of being able t o oend the Gnouies a report . 
Sinc e that time they have distinguished themselvc& by retransmitting Britisr 
.. rmy communications duri:ig raids , with added com.mentariea in the style of 
football broadcasts. 

For this end other reasons, they have picked up some influential enemies 
and lost one transmitter, so they are now adopting a low profile. In Ul ster 
all the political pirates are irregular but the tourist with a portable re­
ceiver can usually find something interesting at nights on the BBC Radio 4 
frequency after the BBC closes down. Almost everywhere in the U. K. these 
frequencies attract low- power local hobby pirates like a light attracts 
ooths. In Belfast the traffic is heaVJ ruw. t oes are occasionally stepped on , 
e.g. "I.Jill you Or ange bastards get off me frequency? I was here first," 

The European open season for SW bobby pirates starts each Sunday at 0900 
and closes around 1500 , in a range between 6210 and 6325 kHz. Some of the 
s tations with 100 to 150 watts. (R. Gemini, 6235; IJorld Muaic R,, 6250; R. 
England Internati onal , 6260) may make it to the U. S. A. in winter for a few 
minutes--just long enough for a QSL but short enough to bide the low qua l­
ity of the programs . I have heard about 25 of these stations in 9 months 
but only the 3 Scottish stations and their t heme music of bagpipes are of 
any special listening value . Bagpipes are of course political and not just 
a hobby; Oxford Univer si t y stude nts have been forbidden since 1580 to play 
t he bagpipes withi n 3 miles of t he center of t own without formal permission 
in order to avoid 16th- Century t ype r acial r iot s , 

In :,,outh America the attitude t owards unlicensed stations is r ather ca s­
ual outside the major cit i es. In the bush nobody cares what goes on and pi-

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How can I Identify The Rare DX Stations? 
By DON JENSEN 

OK, you've followed the various tips 
suggested earlier in this series. You 've 
tuned a signal that may • • or may not •• be 
a real DX station. Now you've got to id­
entify it. 

This is where the going r eally gets 
t ough. It ' s the test t hat separates the 
men from the boys, the pl ace where DXing 
experience r eally counts. 

The first case to consi der , strange 
as it may seem, is just what constitutes 
an identification? 

Identifying a station should be a n 
easy thing, theoretically. Either yes or 
no, go or no- go ! Practical ly, though , 
stat ion identifiication comes in varying 
degrees of certainty. Although this cer­
tainty spectrum is a continuum from to­
tal certainty about a stationh i dentity 
to compl ete uncertainty, l et ' s divide it 
into four broad brackets. 

POSITIVE IDENTIFICATION-- You're 100 
per cent sure of the station's identity 
because you heard the ID announced .There 

are other ways to positively identify a station, of course. For instance, 
if you hear "Moscow Mailbag" you don ' t need an ID to know you 're t uned to 
Radio rlllscow. Now all this is a snap when you ' re dealing with strong signal 
stations broadcasting in English. ilut our topic is rare DX and identificat­
ion of these outlets is harder because they're usually weaker, plagued with 
QllM and broadcast in languages other than English. 

TENTATIVE (or Probable) Identification-- No definite ID is heard, or if 
heard, not !'ully understood. But various clues in the programm.ing , etc . 
lead you to believe strongly that you are hearing Station "X" . 

POSSIBLE IDENTIFICATION- Again , no station identificati on heard but 
some factors lead you to suspect you've logged Station "X" . However, those 
factors might also apply to other stations. In short, your degree of cert­
ainty a s t o identity is rather low. 

UNIDENTIFIED-- Here you either have no idea , from announcements or prog­
ram details, as to the identity , or you have a very low degree of certainty 
as to which of several--or many-- possible stations you may be hearing. 

Broadl y speaking, a reception report is always justified when a station 
is positively ID ' d. A report is never justified with an unidentified stat­
ion. In the mid-ranges of ID certainty, even experienced DXers differ as to 
when a reception report should be sent to a station. The following repres­
ents the author' s viewpoint. 

If you strongly believe, based on a number of f ac torh I ' ll discuss in a 
later article, that you' ve heard a certain station, coupled with some pret­
ty convincing progro.m details, a report may be sent to the station on the 
strength of tentative identification. But that report should spell out that 
you didn't positively ID it. It should mention the reasons why you believe 
it to have been the station reported. And you should ask that it be verif­
ied only if the station authority is convinced it is correct . 

Rare ly should you report a station on t he s trengtth of a possib l e iden­
tification. A report seeking a verification is j ustified only when you've 
noted some especially unique factor t hat could apply only to the station in 
question. Example: You think your station possibly could be Station "X" and 
during the course of your l ogging, a transmitter problem knocks the station 
off the air at 1413 Gl"lr. It is very likely that the station could determine 
the accuracy of your report on the strength of this detail . 

The sensible rule of thumb to follow in most cases is report those s t a t ­
ions which you know or strongl y believe you logged . The burden should be on 
you, t he DXer. When in doubt, don't rely on the s t ation ' s QSL to resolve 
those doubts.

Have as natural tame wildlife lizards, 1guena11, 11oarlet creba, albet­
roee,finch, eeale aiia"iortoisee in 15 species that are known to be 150 to 
200 years old; 

Have a terrain eo rough it is best described ea •moonscape•; 
Eave unpolluted i elends rigidly controlled by Ecuador, to the point 

wher e tourists must carry a plestio disposal bag over their shoulders; 
Hae no fresh water suppl~ on the islands (must be imported;residente­

cetoh riin water in beITeleJ; 
Hae one doctor for all its islands; 
Has no tourist hotels (boats they came in must serve ea visitors' hot­

els); 
Hes a Darwin Research Center eotively involved in uncovering the relat­

ionship between man and animal. (Charles .Derwi.u vieited the islands in 
1835.

The nearest thing to SW:SC in Surinam is the harmonic of Radhika on or 
near the 120 meter band, but its ex.act position depends on the state of 
the MW tranelllitter, Thie is not so strange; the company's :funds ma;r have 
been exhausted by the purchase of its mast, because the interior and erl­
erior of the station at ground level, complete with friendly pigs, have 
the appearance of a recent camp of the cavalry of Genghis .Khan. 

Por the record on Surinam, the description of R. Riokerie in the 1973 
WRTH is factual, while the story about 3240 kHz in previou.s editions is 
what the licensing authorities 1n Paramaribo may even continue to believe 
today, AB I said, radio in South America is a casual business. 

What concrete results can political pirates achieve? Let me end with a 
word about Radio na Gaeltachta, whose memory I have just toasted at a par­
-t;y in Dublin. The first recorded promise of an Irish C'abinet Minister to 
give the Gaeltacht (or Gaelic-speaking area of Ireland) e radio network 
for its own language was 1n 1927. Since that time, there have been numer­
ous committees, study groups, investigations and so on, a family of polit­
ical chickens making egg-laying noiaee while not producing a single egg. 
Relatively recently Radio na Gaeltachta appeared: "If the government won't 
do it, we 'll do it ourselves.•(After all, "S'i.nn Pein•· means "Ourselves 
Alone•} , Pollowing s ome exposure to thie Gaelic pirate,. the government 
gave 1n and started a network with the owne name at last , at Easter 1972. 
Alas, I was too late on the s cene to hear the pirate, but I have passed 
tho information on to some friends in t he Welsh language Society .. Wi~ 
they see the moral?

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Antenna Switching Again 
By CHARLES A. IJOOTEN 

Ai'ter r eadi ng F. Earle Hall' s artic le (An­
t enna Switching Simplified) in t he June i ssue 
of FRENDX, I was suddenly aware t hat my own 
antenna switching system was compl etely in­
adequa t e . Since I do not have the room to use 
his idea, it was necessary to t ake t he same 
plan and put it in smaller f orm. (My ol d sy­
s t em was jus t a grounded rotary switch with 
all four of my antennas attached to it and 

O t he feedover was terrible. ) 
So , rummaging through my " junk- box" with 

Bl>J( .. .L the i dea of using his plan , I found that I 
had no switches or anything to make even a 
reasonable facsimile thereof. I did find t~at 
I had a large assortment of jacks, jack pl­
ugs and twin l ead coax wires. IJHA11! The idea 
hit me so suddenly I had to sit bnck in ast ­
onishment and wonder why I hadn' t uocd i t 
before ! I work with a more advanced system 
in my job as a Radioman in the U.S. Navy so 
there was no reason why I couldn ' t jury- rig 

a similar system. Several months ago I built a cabinet to house my three 
receivers , a surplus SRR- 13 and R- 390 plus a Zenith Transoceanic, a tape 
recorder, a workshelf and a file cabinet . 

This did not leave me much room to work in: namely about 2 square feet . 
Jo after figuring out where I wanted my antenna systec to remain permanently 
all ll" x 6" box was built and installed and enough holes drilled to permit 
entry of 4-antenna l ead-in wires , a groundwire :1Ild output wires to the re­
ceivers . In block diagram form it looks something like above sketch. 

The antennas, two 100-foot longwires , one 50-foot l ongwire and one 18-
foot vert i cal, are fed directly into the antenna patch panel and hooked 
(sol dered) t o one side of the jack plug. '1'he shielded mesh part of the coax 
cable is soldered to the ground side of the jack plug. (Note that the vert­
ical antenna is the only one with its own ground). ~'hen the same thing is 
done on the receiver patch panel and Boxes #1 and #2. Mainframe ground is 
at the tuner. 

Assembly is done exactly as shown in the block diagram. The antenna tun­
er and preselector are permanently wired to each other and Boxes l and 2. 
It was done in this fashion because the preselector, unfortunately, has 
only one putput and I have three receivers a.nd I needed to feed the pre::cl­
ector output to all three receivers (not at the Slll!le time) when needed. 

To use this setup, two double ended patchcords and a jumper cable are 
necessary. (The jumper cable is just a patchcord with an alligator clip at 
one end). One end of a patchcord is permently in Box #1 while the other ~nd 
plugs into whichever receiver I am using at the time. Normal tuning proced­
ures then apply. 

I found in this arrangement that neither 
frequency diversity nor space diversity 
could be used. (Frequency diversity is using 
two different freqs for the same station and 
space diversity is using ~o different ant­
ennas ~wavelength apart on the same freq). 
So it was necessary to construct the jumper 
cable. The plug end of the cable is used at 
the antenna patch panel and the alligator 
clip is attached to the input at the jack 
on the receiver patch panel . there is a 
alight l oss when this arrangement i s used 
but on fairl y strong stations the loss i s 
nelgigible . The jumper cable bypasses the 
tuner and preselector . 

The reason for the two double-ended 
patch cords is t~at if you wish to bypass 
the preselector and t uner and use 2 receive rs at the same time this can be 
done quite silllply by disconnecting the setup from Boxes # 1 and 2 and patch­
ing direc t from antenna to receiver. 

The s imple test t o see if t his working properly is that if you only hear 
receiver no i se in your speaker or headphones , ther e is an improper connec­
tion made soarcwhere . This whol e system works on the same principle as an 
on- off switch: when i t is on curr ent f l owes , and when it is off no-current 
! lows. 

J us t f or informat ional purposes : on my old system I used to receive the

Espec i a l ly if you are into utility DXing , you may have need for more than 
the 10 accessory crystal positions provided .

In 
practice, this give s you 3 or 4 additional sockets. Second, you can leave

.<1nother tip is that the R--4B can be used in the "exalted carrier" mode• 
very fruitfully to improve intelligibility, especially in the 2. 4 and 1.2 
kHz bandwidth settings. Here's bow • ••• 

Tune in a signal QRMed on the side. Se t the lower-middle switch to SSB/ 
CW Slow AVC; you will likely hear a howl. What you have done is to inject a 
local carrier (BFO) near the transmit ted carrier; the audio frequency of the 
howl repr esents the distance, in Hz, between these two carriers . 

'As you tune, the howl will get lower in pitch as you approach the center 
of the station ' s signal. Finally, you will reach--with very precise tuning-­
a point at which the two carriers (transmitted and BFO) will be "in phase", 
i . e., exactly on the same spot , and not onl!, the howl will be gone, but the 
voices will sound "normal" ;like the "normal' flesh tint on a color TV set. 

Now you can tune the passband control around for the best performance; 
select USB if the interference is on a lowe r frequency and LSB if the inter­
ference is on a higher frequency. Does it make a difference? Switch the 
lower- middle knob to "AM" and see! 

Finally, if you are into tape recording, you can use the " spare" RCA soc­
ket hole in the rear of the chassis to advantage . I nstall there an RCA fem­
ale socket , connecting to it a 17" length of co8:>e:ial cable . Solder the cen­
ter lead of the coax to the center lead of the RCA socket and solder the co­
ax braiding to the outer portion of t he RCA socket. 

Connect the other end of the coax to the AF Gain potentiometer, solderi~ 
the center coax lead to tho lug nearest the copper chassis and the coax br­
aiding onto the lug farthest from the copper chassis. 

You may now connect you+ tape recorder directly to your set and get high 
quality recordings, especially when you use the "microphone" input of your 
recorder, i . e . the high- gain socket normally designed to be connected to 
your microphone . 

You can put this new connection to other uses, too. You can use it to run 
shortwave programs through your hi- fi system. You can run your tape deck ' s 
output into the new connection and use your R-4B ' s audio system to hear your 
tapes . There is even a way by which you can connect a wireless microphone to 
your new socket and transmit your favorite shortwave programs through your 
neighborhood on FM. Ah, but that's another matter!

The Association of North American Radio 
Clubs(ANARC) held its annual convention 
from July 27- 30 , 1973 at the Fabulous 

Fabulous Inns of America 

Inns of America in San Diego, California. 
Around 50 radio enthusiasts from all sec­
tions of the United States attended the 
convention. All the ANARC member clubs 
were repre sented at the meeting. The 
activities began on Friday, Jul y 27 with 
registration . A meeting of ANARC repre­
sentatives and club officers was held 
after the registration had been completed. 
Convention Chairman Father Jack Pejza 
then opened the convention officially. A 
round table seminar on "Various Aspects of DXing" was held, with Steve 
d'Adolf talking on Utility DXing, Father Jack talking on BCB DXing, 
and Woody Seymour talking on Shortwave DXing. Other forms of DXing were 
also touched upon briefly. At the conclusion of the seminar, the DXers 
conducted informal seminars of their own, some of which lasted into the 
wee hours of the night . The conventioneers assembled Saturday morning for 
a trip to two radio stations . They first toured the studios of KFHB AM­

SURVEY RESULTS - SPOTLIGHT. PART II I inadvertently omitted credits last 
month for the Survey Spotlight, Those credits as well as future credits go 
to "Numero Uno, SWBC Weekly", FRENDX, communications with DXers, and ye -
ed ' s observations. (DJ) And on now to the spotlight, 

• REUNION The ORTF station located on Reunion is scheduled from 02J0-
18JO ~and 4807, The 4KW outlet on 2446 is the most often reported 
frequency in NA from Reunion . Signals seem to be at their strongest around 
0230 a/on on 2446, Copy ranges from a few minutes to even 45 minutes to an 
hour. Signal strength, when noted, ranges from poor to even good at times 
on the East Coast and from poor to fair in the midwest , Of course copy and 
signal str ength will vary from season to season. Needless to say, favorable 
African conditions are a necessity for reception of ORTF-R , Unsettled cond­
i tions with a minor geomagnetic storm in progress and a low coded radio 
propagation forecast (broadcast over WWV at 14 and 18 min's past the hour) 
denote a good omen for favorable African conditions, ORTF-R signs on with 
"La Marsailles" and, as with most ORTF stations, most of the programmi ng is 
in the French language, There is slight QRM on the freq of 2446 but QRN 
(atmospheric noise) seems to be the greatest problem. When QRN is high, 
no ORTF-R, etc. 

• COOK ISLANDS So the rumor has it. Radio Cook Islands is no more, ••• 
fin i - on SW that is . RCI has probably joined the swelling ranks of Pacific 
broadcasters who have deleted shortwave broadcasts in favor of AM or FM. 

* GALAPAGOS ISLANDS LV de Galapagos, HCVG8, is often heard on J521, CW 
RTTY, and phone QRM may be heavy at times and a high noise level often robs 
the signal of much of its potency, Nonetheless, LVG is often heard at a gud 
level. The best time for listening seems to be from 0300 to 0400 and the 
east coast seems to be blessed with the most favorable reception in NA . This 
is not to say that LVG is not heard in other areas of NA, (I have drawn this 
conclusion from information at hand) Midwest listeners report good reception 
at OJOO. LVG has been also heard as early as OlJO, You may also catch the 
local morning transmission which has been noted from 1100 to paot 1128 fade 
out ECNA. Remember that fade out times vary from season to season, month to 
month, and are not the same in the next state. In concluding this tip, let 
us note that sign off time is usually around 0405 after an anthem; however, 
LVG has been noted til after 04J5. When reporting to the station, be advised 
that the station engineer, Jorge Navarez , is a stamp collector . 

• INDIA Many All India Radio outlets are easily heard throughout NA. 
The best reception from India has been consistently noted on frequencies in 
the 31 , 25 , and 19 meter bands. This is not to say that AIR frequencies in 
other meter bands are not copied well , The 60 and 90 meter band regional 
AIR atations seem to be heard best between the months of late November and 
late January. Reception of these stations seemingly occurs when the signal 
takes the polar route to NA. The following 31 ,25,& 19 meter band outlets 
are just~ few notable freq ' s on which AIR may be logged with minimal 
difficulty• 9525 as early as 2015 to after 22001 9535 around 1230 w/EE

• TRISTAN DA CUNHA This, probably could be termed the most difficult 
country of all to hear in North America , Indeed , to date, it has never been 
definitely reported as heard by any U.S . DXer. A former official of the 
station, quoted in t he bulletin of the British Association of DXers, states 
that reports •have not been confirmable in the main, although one Swedish 
listener gave enough programme content to make it likely that he did hear 
s omethi ng. The same applies to the South African expedition reports (of two 
DXers l istening jointly several years ago) . They could have heard us but 
the reports are all very indeterminate . " Tri stan Radio, ZOE, uses a 4o watt 
transmitter, an old British Navy •62• set, transmitting on 3290 kHz. Its 
schedul e.is believed to be, still, Wednesdays, Fridays, and Sundays, from 
1900 to 2200 GMT . It has been reported that a new 1 KW transmitter has 
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gone out to the isl and, but this supposedly was nearly two years ago and 
t her e has been no further dat a as to if it has been activated, I f so , it has 
not resulted i n recepti ons of Tristan Radio . Unl ess a higher power st ation 
is confirmed as being on t he air , until such t i me as a more suitabl e freque­
ncy and schedul e are effected , it seems unl ikely that North American DXers 
will be hearing the stati on, (Don Jensen, Wisc. • • • excellent Donl) 

* AZAD KASHMIR Azad Kashmir Radio is l ocated in Azad (or Free) Kashmir . 
Kashmir has been the s ite of a continuing dispute between Pakistan and India 
since ol d India was partitioned at the time of the British departure about 
25 years ago . Azad Kashmir is consi dered by NASWA to be a seper ate radio 
~ountry , although politically Pakistan retains strong control of the area. 
The station reportedly operates with 100 KWs from Trarkel, although studios 
and offi ces are also maintained in Muzzafar abad. The station was rather wid­
ely hear d in North America last winter and a number of prepared card veries 
resulted , December and January seem to be the best months to tune . Last 
season the station was heard variously from about 1200 to after 1JJO Gr.IT on 
4?JOv. But AKR is notorious for changing frequencies and you should follow 
the LOG REPORT section duri ng the coming season for frequency data. Recent 
reports from Ceylon indicate it has been heard around 1410 on 49)4 KHz.

Iran - which a:ost ot us think ot priz:ai:-ily as tho ho:no of Per-sian Mlgs and a pleasant 
i:-adio station on 15084 kH~ - has quietly assumed the proporlions of a pivotal state in the 
Middle E:ast. 

Because of Iran's iMportanco, the wcrld 's !lllljor political powor-s have long engaged in 
various political inli:-iguas -- including radio - - in o?"doi:- to ;influence Iran's govonunant. 

Why Iran Is So Important 

Thero are two !'unda01ontal reasons Iran has assumed such i.mporlsnce in its region. 
First, the geography of Iran has made i t strategic. It is bo?"dered on tho north by the 

Soviet Union - tho U.S.' • chief r ival fo r intluenco in the Middle East -- and to the wast 
by Iraq, currently a thorn in the side of Israel and the U.S. Simultaneously, 1t serves as 
a stopping- stone batwoon NATO (Tur key) and tho pro-U.S. state of Pakistan. To top it off', 
by controllinit the Straight of l!ormu~. it has effective control over tho Persian Gulf, 
vhich the oil- producing countri es of Qatar. Ba.brain, and !wait must utiliu for oil tanker 
trans;>ort. 

Second, the Persian Gulf s tates are expected to provide the il.S . with 25i of its oil by 
19/lO. An anti- U.S. regime in Iran could withhold its awn oil supplies from the U. S. and 
restrict passage throup~ tho St raight of Hormuz, thus causing a sign:U'lcant oil shortage in 
this country - - enouRh to bring important sectors of the economy to a standstill. 

Fortunatel y for U.S. interests , Iran is firmly in the hands of the staunchly pro-West.­
om Shah Mohammed Ri14 Pahlavi. But it wasn 1 t always this way, and there is no law of na­
ture that says it will so remain. 

Corm:runists Seize Power in Iran 

Tho Shah tock power in 1941 at the age of 21, whereupon tile pro-Soviet 11Tudoh" 
("Masses") party was formed as part of the legitimate political s;>ect?'Ulll. However, as 
World War II closed, the Soviet Rod Army - - then occupying parts of Iran -- aided Tudah in 
its program to overthrow tho Shah and establish "People's Republics" in the Azerbaijan and 
Kurdistan regions of Iran . In November, 1945. Tudoh ooizod power in Azerbaijan and in De­

Shah of Iran 

cember declared Ku?"distan to be the 11Mahabad Republic" . Tho 1114tter 
was brought before the United Nations and eventually the Red Army re­
turned to tho U.S. S.R. In Octoboi:-, 1946, the Iranian Army marched in­
to tho two "People's Republics" and by mid-1947 reestablished tho au­
thority of the Shah. 

CIA Helps Overthrow Socialist Prime Minister 

The next coning to power by tho political left took place in Marci\ 
1951. when the pro-socialist Or . Mohammad lfossodegh was chosen Prima 
Minister of I ran. Mossedegh was given dictatorial powers and pro­
ceeded to nationalize the oil industry, heretofore owned by Western 
oil interosts. The Shah str ongly opposed this plan and, in August, 
19.53, dismissed Mossedegh. 

However , Mossedegh refused tC1 otep dawn, so the Shah secretly re­
quested the U.S. to come to his aid in replacing him. Tho Shah lof t 
the country for a week , whereupon a CIA-assisted action took place in 
Iran, resulting in the overthrow or Mossedegh and tho return or the 
Shah to the Peacock Throno. In practice, ho has ruled absolutely evei:-
since. 
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Of course, tho Shah vas indebted to tho Onited States for having helped pull his chest­
nuts out or tho ru.i. Ho is now unshakably pro-Wea torn and Iranian oil nows consistently 
and at reasonable prices to the O.S. and Europe. 

Tho U.S., for its part, has reciprocated by providing huge quantities or sophisticated 
arms to Iran, along With 1 ,500 military and civilian "advisors", Additionally, the CIA

continues to maintain a strong proaonce there, from low-level opera­
tives up to tho O.S . Ambassador himsel.r, llbo i s none other than for­
mer CIA chiof Richard Helms. 

Clandostino Radio Threatens Diplomatic Recognition 

During all this anti-Shah clandestine radio stations have • ­
bounded. 

"Radio Courier or Iran". operated by Tudeh, has been on th• air 
for years , and more recently several otbor clandostino stations have 
boon added to tho roster, sometimes being merely cosmetic rehashes 
ot tonllorly "inactivated" stations. 

"Radi o Courier of' Iran" deserves special attention, though; not 
only for its role •• tho voice or Tudeh, but also because or • re­
cant imbroglio concerning "Radio Courier or Iran" and the establish­
ment or diplomatic relations botveen Iran and tho GeMllAn Democratic 
Republic (GDR). 

For whatever reason, Iranians havo long considered "Radio Courier or Iran" to be lo­
cated in tho GDR. the rob is that Western intelligence sources long ago doter11ined that it 
was not located in tho GDR, but -- in part, at least - near Sofia, Bulgaria. Ginn tho 
considerable presonco of the CIA in Iran, the peraiatenco of the GDR thoais HRS punling. 

When, in 1972, the Giit and Iran signed a treaty extending to each other diplomatic re­
cognition, tho West Gonian News Agency (DPA) Mportod that tho GDR had "agreed to stop 
a nti-Iranian broadcasts Mdo by •anti.-Iranian groups '." DPA continued, "1'.hoso broadcaste 
havo boon suspended since Thur3day (7th December), tho day tho agreement vas reached be­
twoon East Borlin and Tehran." 

However, the BBC Monitoring Service, confirming information fran other sources, com­
mented , "As far as it can be established no Persian broadcasts emanato from East Ge...,,,..ny 
a nd recent observations shalt that there hao boon no change in the pattern of lrnown anti.­
Iranian clandestine stations. " 

The only plausible reason the GDR would agree to such a restriction is that the Iran­
ians insisted upon it and that the GDR, yearning Cor diplomatic recognition, finally deci­
ded to ceaoe arguing tho point and insert it in tho treaty, even if it 11111de little sense, 

HOW'ever, the Iranians thought it 11111do sonso and not long thereafter accused the GDR or 
not living up to tho spirit of the agreomont; tho Iranians charged that "Radio Courier of 
Iran" had simply baon dis11111ntled !rem ita "site" in tho GDR and reactivated at a new site 
somewhere in Iraq . 

Our own observations strongly suggest "Radio Courier or Iran" has not •oved Crom its 
former oite, regardless or where it vas, So why have tho Iranians persisted in this lino 
or reasoning? 

One theory suggests that tho s trong CIA presonco in Tehran is responsible. 
According to this line or reaooning, tho CIA deliberately provided erroneous intol"ID&­

tion on the ''Radio Courier of Iran" site to discourage improved rolations between Iran and 
the GDR, which the U.S . hao consistently ref'used to recognize as a legitilllllte govemmont. 

Another school or thought reels that tho Shah -- a shrewd !'ollw by &ll accounts -- is 
simply bluffing llbilo playing a very hard hand or unorthodax diplomatic poker against tho 
Soviet Onion. 

Either way, tho dispute is still sillllering, ready to boil over whenever tho Shah 
chooses to stoke tho Ciro . 

Ha11'-Dozon Clandestine Stations Operating Today 

All the anti-Shah clandestino station• appear to be located in Iraq , th" O.S.S,R., and 
Bulgaria ; 11s one would expect , they tako either a pro-Moscow or Islamic stance, None takes 
a pro-Peking stance, as the Chinese are very rriondly With the Shah (hOW'ever, one branch of 
Tudeh -- the 111'..aoist Revolutionary Organiution" -- is Maoist in principle , but doesn't 
follow tho Chinese foreign policy line). 

Although we don't know as yet which organiutions control which anti-Shah clandestine 
stations (except "Radio Courier of Iran"), vo do ha•e information on tho stations and most 
of the organir.ations . 

Tho anti.-Sbah organizations include: 
•Tudoh: Pro-Moscow Coolllunist (see story) ; largo , nOW' barm&d in Iran; operates "Radio 

Courier or Iran" . 
• Iran Liberation Organiution: Stresses Islacic tundamont.alisos and conservative poli.­

tics , although Tehran tries to picture it as 
Marx1st. 

•Maoi.st Revolutionary Organization: S111&ll, not nry active at preaont ; ideology is 
Marxist revolutionary or the Maoist genre. 

· (name n ot presently available): An offshoot of Tudeh with Marxist revolutionary lean­
ings, but lrnown to disapprove or terror tac­
tics; small, but active, it broadcasts eland- • 
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estinely fr00t a site near Baghdad. 
The six stations knawn to be broadcasting currently follow; any of them is liable to be 

ja"""ed (often by nonstop mu.sic) by "Savak11 , the Iranian secret police. Except for "Radio 
Courier of Iran" , those stations tend to c:M.nge frequencies from time- to-time. 

Although verifications from these stations are al,.ost unheard of', one !light succeed by 
contacting local Iranian students or student organizations. Although many of' them are 
tight-lipped, due to fear of tho U.S. in:migration authorities , some IO&Y be able t o provide 
use!Ul leads.

- Radyo") i s one such station • 
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Thanks to Rumen Pankov of Sofia, Bulgaria , we now have fresh and heretofore unrevealed 
details on this station , operated by the Turkish Communist Party (pro-~loscow ) . 

First traced by tho BBC Monitoring Service or an allied agency on March 21, 19.58 , "Our 
Radio" new broadcasts two sopa ra to Turkish-language progra01s several ti01es daily to Turkey . 

Recent monitoring suggests that PTograri l (6200 & 9.585v kHz) emaMtes frOOI Rocr.ania, 
while Pr ogram 2 (5915 & 9500v kHz) is broadcast troco a site in the German Democratic Repub­
lic (GDR). 

A powerful sister station, "Voice of the Turkish Communist Party" (see below). is also 
located in the GDR , but beams its progr ams to Turkish ex-patrJ.ato workers in the Federal Re­
public of Germany. 

The Turkish authorities use nonstop music and tho usual jammer hash to deliberately in-
tor ! ore with somo of tho transl!lissions of "Our Radio".

According to various report.a, the ''Voice of Peace", which w 
vaa oft the air !or 5 daya in late J\Ulo, is being enthusiastic­
ally accepted by a number of Turaelia, somo of vhoa havo raised 
funds !or it. Although tho response !roe the Arab audience has 
boon disappointing, Radio Cairo ' s "European Program" on 557 kHz 
from 0500-2200 may possibly havo reacted by broadcasting heavy 
rock and "underground" 01usic, complete with liToly jingles. 

Recent reports suggest both 25 kw t,..nsmittors (soe July 
"Clandestine Bulletin") aro now operating in parallel on 1540 
kHz , Which has resulted in tho "Voice or Peace" being heard 
more clearly. Tho schedule is apparently 1100-2400 Sunday- Fri­
day and 0800-2400 Saturday, including Arabio !roei 1900-2000 and 
Hebrew from 2000-2100, probably followed by English and French­
anno\Ulcod pop music. 

Duo to incroasod uso of 1546 kHz by European private and 
public broadcasters, Gregg Calkin has suggostod 1542 or 154 J 
lcHr: vould be prefonble to either tho onco- proposod 1546 kHz or 
the currently- used 1540 kHz. 

Finally, as "Clandestine Bulletin" first reported in tho 
J\Ule, 197), issue of FREllDX, the "Peace Ship" contains on board 
a ham SW t ransmit tor. --ni1S transmitter vas finally put into 
regulAr operation on Juno JO in tho 40 01oter band (7,000-7 ,150 
lcHr:) with the call HPlPAX. According to the BBC Monitoring 
Sorvico, the station "vould encourage operators in tho Lebanon 
and Jordan, in particular, to tune-in and extended an invita-
tion to King Hussein t o participate . 11 Incidentally, amateur 
radio friends of King Hussein in!orm us ho still uses his Dnke 
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R-UB receiver during tho rare moments he has tb>e to DX.

"RADIO FREE AMERICA": TIU.TWAS TllE SHIP THAT WASN'T 

As has beon widely reported in tho lay and brMdcaat industry press, Dr. Garl Ho!ntire's • 
radio station, WJCUR..AM/FM in Modi&, Pennsylvania, vas taken of! the a ir by tho Fodoral Com­
munications Commission -- nominally !or failure to koop proper logs , but actU4lly for fail­
ure to adhere to tho "Fairness Doctrine", which requires competing sides of a controversial 
iaauo to be aired. 

Rav. Mcintire, a highly- determined political and religious consorvativo fundamentalist, 
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operated WXUR ! or years basically as a vehicle !or his unorthodox views, thr""1ng in only 
ror a time the oqually-lertist "Harvin Burak Show" as a ''balancing" technique. Various re­
ligious, rolitical and civil-rights groups protested to the FCC, tho matter was ad judicated 
up to tho Supreme Court, and WXUR was finally !orcod off the air at midnight, local time, 
J uly 5. 

However , Mcintire insisted he would not be silenced and that he would in&ugurate a 
"refugee station" -- "Radio Froe America" - about July 19, 197J. Since then the curious 
have tuned about, only to !ind nothing. 

What happened? We launched our own local investigation to s ee. 
As it turned out, Dr. Mcintir8 1s organization appears to have 11111de no Hrious effort so 

far to locate a suitable ship or br oadcasting equipment, mainly because of financial dir­
ficulties and pending litigation. 

Ther e is an outstanding $450, 000 mortgage on his seminary property for WXUR. Also , h i s 
small band of largoly-unprosperous followers ha• just been drained of $JOO,OOO in legd and 
related expenses to try to keep WXUR on the air. 

Additionally, WXUR..related litigation is still taking place and so long as such l itiga­
tion is active, the FCC is pr ohibit ed frOOI a ssigning WXUR to another owner. 

With no monoy, few available funds , a large debt, and the hope WXUR may be r eactivated, 
it is hardly a uondor tho "refugee ship" never appeared . Based on our own calculations, it 
ought to be well into 1974 before such a s cheme could get underway, even 1! Dr. Mcintire 
leases -- rather than buys -- the ship, which he now claims he can do. 

Although there have been suggestions that "Radio Froe America" will broadcast on AM, Fl!, 
or whatever, his organ ization seems to have no !1.xed feelings on this subject as yet . How­
ever, Mcinti.ro has expressed interest in reaching large number s of listeners, so shortwave 
is not entirely out of the question.

Despite published reports to tho contrary, Tokyo DX ace Lars RydO'n finds "Radio Rod 
Flag" still active and using tho same Chinese identification on 995 kHz . although with a 
new schedule. 

This powerful anti-Maoist "black" clandestine -- pretending to represent insurgent 
!'orces within China, but actually operated by tho Soviet KGB frOOl a site probably in tho 
Khabarovsk- Vladivostok region - - has been noted in Chinese for several years .. • heavily 
jammed , of course . It signs on a nd signs off suddenly, with no musical fanfare, and ID' •· 
"Che- ben shi Hung Chi Kwangpo Tientai" ("This is Red Flag Broadcasting Station"). As is 
the case "ith virtually all "black" clandestines, verifications are not given out or ac­
knowlodged.

INSURGENTS SEIZE RADIO STATIONS '!1iROUGHOl11' SOU'Ml AMERICA 

Recent coa:manderings of once-legitimate radio stations in Chile , Uruguay, and Argentina 
have turned this volatile region into one of the most active for hearing history-in-the­
aiaking via clandestine radio. 

Although tho Uruguaya.n unrest was quickly settled, by mid-June of this year 10 Argentine 
stations• had been seized by anti-Peronist groups and the only active station in Rancagua, 
Chilo , had been taken over by tho wives of striking copper miners. 

Now, fresh information indicates the striking Chilean truck ownors have joined in, too , 
with their militant wives and daughters having recently "seized" 6 radio stations in one 
week, including "Radio Nuevo Mundo" in Santiago••, which is listed as having an active MW 
outlet on 9'.lO kHz {10 kw) and inactive shortwave transciitters on 5955 kHz {l kw) & ll740 
kHz {5 kw) -- either of which could presllClAbly have been reactivated, except that the Gov­
ermient cut the power supply. Informed sources suggest, however, that the recent Ctilean 
"seizures" were actually done in collusion with tho stations, which are anti- Allende af1YW&y. 

The Chilean clandestine• can bo identified by the nearly-exclusive use of female ann­
ouncers reading statements such as {monit ored last woek) , ''What we are fighting for is 
freed°"' -- tho freedOOI of truckers and all private enterprise which is threatened by 
Allende 1 s Marxist GoveM1J11ent. 11
