Substituting cr;ystale in a SW-4 aer ies receiver is either an 1rksOC118 or a cl"""'7 opera­
tion; whether :you vork blindl.:y vithout removing the receiver•s co\'er, or whether you do 
remove the cover aid have to unhook any external equipmant. Gregg Calkin first describ­
ed thia COllP"Ct J - ooit oeveral years ngo. He used three crys tal sockets ><hich came as 
one unit vith a J -pos1Uon svitch. The unit bolted neatly into place and fitted into a 
space on the r ear of the sw-4 receiver. I deci ded to make such a unit using Gregg's de­
scription, but round that International Cr;ystal Compan:y of OOahcma City no longer had 
these cryst.al sockets on the market . I tried lll&ny othor aources in and out or Philadel ­
phia, but t o no avail - so, I decided to aialce 1113 own . 

All that is needed:

UNDERSTANDING YOUR S-llETER, AND EVALUATING TRANSMISSION STRENGTH 

by Edward C. Shaw 

Without a doubt , the S-meter is perhaps one of the most m.lounderstood pieces of 
equipment associated with our hobby. This articl e is an attempt t o explai n just 
what the S- meter is and does . 

To begin with, it may be beat to explain briefly that tho S- mctor is a simple 
voltage met er which measures the output strength of the first I F transformer in 
a receiver . Tho stronger the signal , the higher the IF output voltage resulting 
in a greater needle deflection on the S- meter. The S-mcter a.eaauresatrength in 
decibels for a given signal input. Each S-unit is nominally double the value of 
the preceding unit. That is to say that an S-6 is twice as much as S- 5, etc. 
The typical S-meter is usual ly marked off from S-1 to S-9 with graduations after 
that for 10, 20, 30 o r more decibels above S- 9 . An S-meter gives only relative 
gtrangth of a tationa hoard. A reading of S-9 on ono rocoivor may not ba S-9 on 
another receiver- even using the same antenna . However, moot S-meters can be 
adjusted, and it does seem feasible that all S-meters could be adjusted to the 
amn~ standard. One prevalent standard among many profe.ssjonal manufacturers of 
communications equipments is to adjus t the S-meter for a 60 microvolt signnl 
coming out of the fi r st IF stage . This would mean that an S-meter reading of 
S-8 would be 30 microvolts, an S-7 would be 15 microvolts, on down to S-1 which 
would indicate something less than 1/4 cicrovolt. Depending on the sophiatlcation 
of the receiver concerned nnd its ability to give an appreciable signal-to-noise 
ratio, the s-~ter needle may or may not ever register belov S- 3 or so due to 
the noise level itself keeping the needle deflected up that far. Only under con­
trolled ideal conditions can the best receivers realize tho manufacturer's claims 
of •.• i.e. 1/4 microvolt sensitivity. If 1/4 microvolt sensitivity were ever to 
be intelligible to you fr..am the receiver spf"aker or headphones, the S-cne.ter needle 
would not be deflected even to S-1, and the ooise level would hav<: to be very lO'w 
indeed if not absolutely nil. A receiver's S-r;:eter, adjusted as described above, 
would be doing very sati sfactory to indicate 2 cicrovolts of signal with devia­
tion• of about S-3. Tho graduations bet:veen S- 1 to S-9 and above may vary in 
accuracy from meter to ceter. 

In practical use of your S-meter to aid in adjudging a fairly reasonable SINPO 
Strength evaluation, the following guidelines are offered . Th~y may or may not 
be accepted by radio station engineers and other DXer s . Only the S in SU!PO is 
considered here and one should not confuse it with QRM or QRN noise le~els . 

s S
The best possible local quality strength . 
The carrier wave alone. of such a signal 

Swill do much to suppress QRM or QRN. The 
S-meter reading is in excess of 20 db over S-9.

Antenna tuning units cause randc:m length antennas to 
resonate by •eJ.ectrical.lJ'" yaeying the l ecgth of the antenna. In practical sense this aJ.­
vaye means making a short antenna resonate for trequencies l owr than it u:iuaJ.ly vould. 
Gllter•s unit d oes just this , and then amplifies the signal before the receiver gets it . 

The author had expected a true pr eselect.or, perhaps like the A-20 vhich Gllfer had aold 
previouslJ-, or the old D&-22 found only in surplus e&l.es now, I had intended to use tile 
unit with 11\Y existing longwire antennas. At first I we di1111ayed at gaining only subtle 
rasulte - about 1 or 2 S-unite at beet. However, this is fino when one roaliuo that a 
gain ot 2 S-units is about quadruple the microvolt input to the recei ver. The best ef­
fect was noted on real.lJ' weal< catches, vhile stronger catches showed little improvement, 
This was using the ooit vith 111;1 longwire antenna as you ehould remember.

' tennas slightly better than the indoor wir8/unit by about 10 db 
or so. In every other caao th8 indoor wire and preamp unit pro­
duced an equal or superior gain level - at ti.mes as much os 3 

GnnR PM-IICI S-units. A bonus noted wss the conaidorably lover noise level 
'--------------' "'1llu using the indoor antenna, Thia vas due prllllllrily to its 
removal trom closer proximity to outdoor noise sources such as utility lines, e t c . 

Gllter claims a gain of at least 3 to 8 db, and thio is technically co1·rect; however, one 
should realize that the h4!hcr gain figures are arrived ot by comparing the unit and prop­
e r short. antenna againat the ~ antenna used aJ.ong. A. lOflg outdoor antunna will yield 
great.er gain alone than will a short antenna , but the Gili'er PKilCl unit vill certainly 
cause the sbort7 to equal the l onger antenna and perhaps out.-perfonn U. And remember the 
lover noise level bonus. I tested the unit vitb tho SX-l<;K> , SP-600, S-38C and Star RoaDer.
