Next I hooked up my PA 1y1tem, polnted the speaker toward the 
curtain. cranked up the ampllfler'a volume and began talking non­
stop Into th• ~lka. The hl&h volume of sound Crom the •peaker caused 
visible vibrations In the 1tretched curta in a• the starch dried. 
Af ter an hour or so of exposure to the ampt 1 rled Loudenboomer volce, 
the curtain had dried.
