I ' d thought thls whole balony about "courtesy broadcasts" cut'led- 1n its 

toes and died years ago! Apparently not. I scanned one of my favorite DX 
bulletins the other day , and just Uke the 17- year locusts, the doggone thing 
has surfaced again. These recent efforts will no doubt learn what IWWCDXA 
learned years ago .•• 

Back in ' 52, even I was infected with the appea ling prospect of 
arranging for a rare station to aim a broadcast right at me -- what could be 
better? And so, it was your old buddy CL writing to the most unhearable of 
the unhearables : Hale Chef Radio . 

It was surprising that I had the gumption to write Hale Chef in the first 
place. But even more as tounding, the station replied a month later! 

As I recall, it was a QSL- postcard, marked " specimen only" with a 
scrawled message from the Ct, a Hr. Gallapono GouTami . My mouth hung opan , 
my jaw wiping the dust off the top of my Halil!l8grub Super-Prop, as I read the 
'Clll.gic words : "Okey doke, yankee , you on de alr. 11 Cad! 

Then it registered: Gallapono obiviously expected me to provide a taped 
program for them to air. He. Loudenboomer. A listener, pure and simple, 
used to the other end of the radio game. To put it simp ly, I didn ' t know my 
coax from a hole in the ground wire. 

Undaunted, and for the greater glor y of the International Worldwide 
Continental DX Association, ol' CL went to it . 

It took a few weeks I admit to master some of the niceties of 
producting a shortwave broadcast (like mumblln ' ln the funny English I'd heard 
on the bands, and simultaneously cranking down the gain on the tape recorder 
any time I said something icportant for DX log- taking purposes. You know, 
brand names of products and the like.) 

But I finally mastered it, and it sounded great! ("Dh um Radio Haleee 
Chevs burdcastin ' fuc t.he lnt- nashall 'Woo-Wy Contentall Dee-Eks ln ' Assosh .. 11 

Then fade out of DH and into Turkey in the Straw at 16rpm.) It was simply 
lovely. 

A.a an afterthought, I included a short announcement that a ll accurate 
reports would (in addition to theQSL) get a "specia l prize souvenir," 
appropriate to the broadcast. 

I wrapped the treasured program in old copies of the New York News bulletin , 
20 feet of bell wire, and the bundle was on its way to Hale Chef. 

March 11, 1952 at 0940 , or 1120 or 2300, the broadcast was supposed to be 
on 5047 kHz//3331 kllz. I put on the phones and there it was, c lear as a bell ! 
Gad, oy XYL'• voice crackled out of the set . Somehow, I'd sent my general-use 
tape !!! 1 

"CllARRR-LEEEI I Get out from under_ those headphones and get the garbage 
out. NO\/ ! I 

And then another voice followed, a whimpering, soft voice that I 
recoS;!iz.ed as m~ own ! 

11 Yes, turti.edove . . . 
The sound of a squeaking chair followed, and then, enter the voice of one of 

the kiddies •• 
"Testin' ... doot ... doot .•. doot ... doot .. " went the brat's song. 
Irving Berlin need have no fear about the competition. I slumped in the chair 

and turned off the set. 
And so , that•s why I think these courtesy programs a-re for the bi't'ds . No, 

it wasn't just because of the embarassment to myself or IWWCDXA. Heck, my image 
was none too good to begin with . 

It vas j ust that silly promise I made about an .. appropriate souvenir" for 
listeners. I didn't have enough tape to wrap up the XYL, and the truck had 
already hauled away the trash .

NASWA got first wind of this receiver via a Japanese me:nber of MASWA visiting friends in 
Indonesia who had such a receiver . With little trouble, a local dealer ;>ro•1ided a lllllllU­
facturer 1s handbook and schematic. The receiver costs about SJ5.00 U.S. equivalent - and 
the dealer said that he could deliver these receivers for that price plus SS.CO air 
frei_~ht charge to America. One could expect to also pay a duty of about iil0.00 more be­
for ~he U. S . Postal. Service would deliver. !)a, for a price of lees than $55.00, t..'1is 
exce'.Uent receiver could be cwde availal>le to American DXers. 

The ::ollowing is a conoun:er• s report from Sessue Mikkomishi of Saoebo, Japan: ''The •Sau­
dara' radio is in "ooden cabinetry measuring approximately 40 cm wide, 20 cm tall, and 
JO cn from front to back. The controls include on/off switch, volume control, tone con­
trol, mllz dinl from 0-18, kH>1 dial f'rOill 0-995, !inc tWline (tri.mner), antenna tuner, 
noise limiter switch , DFO with selectable Upper/Lower Side Band ana pitch control, cry­
stall filtering of .5, 1, 2 . 5, and 5 kHz with cryst.al phasing control, S-meter, combina­
tion AF/RF gain control, separate IF gain control, dial lieht switch, crystal caliorator 
!or 5, 10, 25, 50, 100, 500, and 1,000 kHz, battery/house current switch, and J-position 
antenna selector switch . 

"!he manufacturer's specifications give a sensitivity readine of one- quarter microvolt 
!or 6 db signal/noise . Images are non- existent. The noise limiter really worke t o 
knock off annoying lichtning crackle and street ignition. There are provisions in the 
rear of the chassis to attached a noise blanker a s well as soae other provisions in case 
the receiver should be used with a transmitter . The •Saudara • receiver perfonns best on 
Jl m"'ters and below. 

''Out•·tanding reception was noted during initial use in Indonesia. There are many small 
low frequency stations below 4,000 kHz. Other prized catches from Japan include C?VP 
on 6,0JO in Calgary, J\loerta; Radio Tanzania Zanzibar on J,JJ9, Austrian Arll1/f Radio on 
9,150; and Radio L'lan Bator, Mongolia on 6,J8J . It compares favorably with 0$ HQ-180 · 
and Drake SPR-4 - and, this astounds ""'!"

The Barlow-Wadley ICR- JO is an interesting 
attempt to build a non- traditional SI( port.­
able that really works. It ie 1118de in South 
Africa of all places. The receiver provides 
continuoun coverage !ra::i 500 kHz to 30 mllz 
uning the hannonica o! a l mllz quartz xtal 
to control a VFO tuner. Tunina is accOllP­
lished as a composite o! two diale; the mllz 
dial is calibrated !ro11 0 to JO 111117. and it 
nlecta the 1000 kHz wide band which is in 
turn tuned by a second di.al within 10 kHz 
viaual accuracy . Tho r eceiver bao an S­

eater, antenna triJllmer, AF gain, and choice or A.'! or SSB with clarifier control. Other 
features are ext.emnl antenna and ground sockets, earphone socket, and external power 
socket. All this is packed into a conventionnl sized, but heavy, nine pound portable. 
In use, tuning is ea,., . The dial can be read to within 5 k!fz. Selectivity is 6 kHz on 
AM which iJs adequate, and J kHz on SSB. Drift is not detectable. Sensitivity with the 
whip antenna is good, but !or good DX you viU need an external antenna. I have c01Dpared 
the XCR with ~ SPR-4 . Tho use o! the outdoor antenna tends to overload the XCR-JO, but 
a few feet or insulated wire thrown on tho noor gives signal st~ngths nearly as good as 
the Sl'R-4 with an outdoor antenna. ~fortunately, there are so.me serious drawbacks. One 
look inside the cabinet will make you sick. I! they had sent parts in a sack, I llieht 
have coMtructed a better circuit board. Blobs o! solder on the circuit board and loose 
in the cabinet do not givo you a good feeling. I understand llWI)' XCRs never worked well 
or gave up. "Mte new series being sold by GILFER pres..ably has corrected the problems 
of the earlier wx!ela. Undoubtedly, there vill be a residue o! prejudice from a bad be­
ginning. One problem I !ound include& the zero-set control on the kHz dial ••• poorly done 
and sensitive to touch. Tho SCR i.a also prone to shov spurs like the SPR-4, and care­
ful tuning is required to attenU:tte them. one 111&y not vant the XCR- 30 as his primary 
receiver, but it 11akea a great portable, a second receiver !or general coveraae, or for 
use on DXpeditions . cost is currently about $255.00. We are givon to under1>tand that 
the XCR deoign is one which may show up in other receivers befor e long.

The New York Times, in a dispatch fr00t Beirut on March 14, reports that the on-ap;ain, 

off-a~ain 1) - year var between Kurdish nationalis t s, led by General Mustafa al-Ber.:ani, 
ard the Baghdad authorities had narod up a11;ain into ser ious fightinit. 

The General's party, the Kurdish Democratic Party, which claims to speak f or Iraq's 
l t - 2 million Kurds, has once •R•in taken to the airwaves via a clandestine radio trans­
mitter t o air its point of view ard claims to military successes at Dahuk and Zakho, near 
the Turkish border. As the Pa rty ' s daily newspaper in Ba11hdad, Al- Taakhi, had been shut 
down March 12, the clardestine radio, "Voice of Kurdis tan", has bec <>111e the principal 
source of news of the conflict. 

Although a similar Kurdish nationalist revolt in Iran led to the establishment of the 
now-defunct "l'ihabad Republic", a pro-Soviet socialist s tate, the revolt in Iraq is be­
lieved t.o be, for reasons of convenience, soaievhat pro-Western. One source even su~gests

Ear lier in February Radio Hoscaw, in its n"" DX Prottr&m to North America, spoke of 
coorplaints frOOI listeners Of amateur interference in the 41 meter band and SUl!f!eSting 
the Soviets shill their transmitters to a more .>uitable band. Radio Kosaov publicly re­
.f'used , 

Con.f'used7 So were we, as despite our close monitoring or that band throughout the 
2000-0530 period no such activity vas ever encountered. 

We checked with a n of!ic1al of the AIO&teur Radio Relay Leairue in Connecticut. Mr. Bob 
White ; he hadn' t heard or any such broadcasts personally or t'rca an;r or their tens or 
thousands or active ""mber s . 

We checked with other short-wave •onitoring sources . Again, nep:ative. 
Finally, ve checked vith an official source i .n an "influential" organization; he was

Since the expulsion or Alexandr Sohhenitsyn, Soviet propaganda , at home and abroad, 

has tended to point out circumstances 1n which the United States has supposedly been more 
anti- libertar ian than the Soviet government, e.g. the Kent State shootings, the Black 
Panth er raids, the Angela Davia aff air, a nd the supposed post-WW Il jailing ot: "thousands" 
of me .. bers of t he Coamnmist Party, U.S . A. This last charge vas checked out by sch olars , 
vho found that tvo - - not "t housands" -- Party members had been jailed around th&t time. 

All this reassu res the Faithful t hat while Sovi etiam i n thft U.S ,S , R. may have had i ts 
blemi shes , they a re no vorse than those of the U.S . - - at least the U. S . as descri bed by 
Hascov, 

Similarly, although s everal hams are known to have preferred rag- oh""ing on Radio 
Hoscaw' s 41 met er band channels , this pr&ctice pretty much disappeared by t he 19601 a , 
tha nks to pressure from the ma jor amat eur radio or ganications . By contrast , the Soviet 
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Union is known to have "several thousand" jam:dn11t transMitters on its soil. Despite 
attempts to disguise these as defective ''l'.ajak" transmissions. their actual aim is obvious 
•• • and probably embarassin11. 

We welcon:.e more data on Radio Moscow 's ch&rJZes. They are serious .ind suggest a basic 
shift in American values from freedom of the airwaves to the silencin11t of f oreun critics. 
But with the facts we can cone up with it appears this is sio:ply a phony "you , too" t:old 
War tactic. 

Australia's whirlwind physics professor. John Ca"'!'bell. has unearthed yot another sta­
tion with the rubric, "Radio Fl-ee Scotland". Whether this one is related to earlier OP­
era tions of the same name is not known. 

Noted first on Febru11r,y J, 1974, and again on !'.arch l and !'arch J. Radio Free Scotland 
broadc&sts nationalist messues and (sometimes nonstop) ba1rnipe music. It called for the 
cessation of Scottish petroleum exports - - particularly offshore -- and also opposed any 
legisl&tion which would implement the Kilbrandon Report, which recommends separate par­
liAments for Scotland and Wales.

• LAOS Shor twave broadcasting activity from 
the Kingdom of Laos is limited , assuming t hat 
the transmitter site of Voix de la Pathet Lao 
is in North Viet Nam. RDF National.e Lao operat­
ing from Vientiane has proven to be an extremely 
tough catch . The last know reception (to ye ed) 
of RDF Nat ionale Lao in the US was in 1972 by a 
Midwest DX ' er, and in fact , monitors in SEA have 

had difficulty detecting the 6130 KHz outlet from Vientiane . It is always 
worth the effort to give 6130 a whirl around local sunrise and hope for a 
break in all the QRM. Our chances for logging Laos have i ncreased over the 
l ast few months since the appearance of a new quasi-clandestine voice 
possibly located in Laos, the Voice of Peaceful Laos. VPL has been noted 
by the BBCMS relaying RNL news occasionally . The new station is scheduled 
from 0500-1400, 2)00-0200 in Laotian , and from 1430-1500 in Vietnamese . 
Wa tch "Clandestine Bulletin" for more information on this station in 
the future. 
• BURMA mothered some of the world ' s oldest oil fields in the 19JO ' s . 
In 1970, the Burmese started driving on the right hand side of the road. 
But now Burma is heard not only on the high side of the 60 meter band and 
on the low side of 60 meters, but also in the middle of the tropical 60 
meter band . The Burma Broadcasting Service operates on 5040 KHz and may 
be heard durin.-; local morning hours with relatively good signals . Excellent 
recept ion often occurs during periods of favorable Asian reception. Burm­
ese is s lated from 0930-14)0 and English from 1430-1600 - all on 5040. 
Local lan~uages are carried on 4725 KHz from 1100-1245, but signals on 
this frequency do not seem as strong as 5040 , on the East Coast at least. 
Rrur.e Churchill , Calif., recently detected BBS o~erating on the new 
60 meter band freq of 4810. This new outlet is // to 5040, the same 
schedule is assumed to apply . 
• CAMBODIA International broadcasting activity from the Khmer Republic 
originates near the airport on the outskirts of refugee packed Phnom- Penh. 
Radiodiffusion Nationale Khmere has been well heard on medium wave as well 
as on shortwave throug hout South East Asia. RDF Nationa~ Khmere has in 
fact been well heard in various parts of the world, including the US, 
Recently, ECNA, NASWA members have reported hearing RDF Nationale Khmere 
at around 111 5, or so, on 4908. WCNA listeners have also noted reception 
at fair to g ood levels. Check 4908 KHz around local sunrise for best 
reception of Phnom-Penh . It is not entirely impossible to hear Phnom-Penh 
around sunset either. Several ECNA and Midwest DXers have noted the 
4908 outlet around 2300 •• , 2330 or so. You might g ive a listen on 6092 
duri ng local mornings near sunrise too . Phnom-Penh has used this freq in 
the past and it may bare some checking every now and then. Watch out for 
VLI-6, Sydney , Australia, on 6090 though. Both Asian and western program 
material is aired and a number of languages are used including English, 
French , Vietnamese, Chinese, and Khmer. English has been noted by some 
monitors at 1230. 
• LUXEMBOURG Radio Luxembourg is the international voice of the tiny 
industrialized European nation of Luxembourg. French is aired around the 
clock on 15350, This frequency may at times suffer from a broad band 
jammer which may be found in that neck of the woods, German is scheduled 
from 0515-0000 on 6090 KHz but is sometimes heard as early as 0400 sign on . 
English is slated from 0000-0230 also on 6090 which has proven to be a 
good frequency. Programming often consists of pop music and hard rock. 
• GRENADA (WINDWARD ISLANDS) The newly independent Caribbean country 
of Grenada broadcasts to her neig hbors and the world on a number of 
shortwave frequencies over Radio Grenada. Tune to 15105 around 2100 to 
hear Radio Grenada. Sign off time varies, and Radio Grenada has been 
noted running as late as 2230 on 15105. The frequency of 5015 may be 
heard around 2215 til sign off 0000 variable. After 5015 closes down , 
retune to 3JOO. This 90 meter band outlet runs as late as 0245, all with 
a variable sign off time . Signals are often S-9 plus and programming often 
contains pop music and, when in season, cricket matches may be heard, The 
announcers for Radio Grenada are British accented and in addition , the 
station relays the BBC news .

Some stations 
air only DX tips while other stations are more enterta ining and broadcas t 
not only tips but also interval signals of various other shortwave 
stations, discussions, interviews, technical courses , and musical 
selections. However, some stations have programs which they call a DX Pgm 
but proves to be merely a mailbag show or is ham radio oriented . Material 
for portions of some DX Programs comes from some club bulletins . Por 
instance, NASWA member Glenn Hauser aires the monthly North American -
Report on the Radio Nederl and DX Juke Box and often uses PRENDX and 
SPEEDX as references. Also NASWA member Gregg Calkin does the Asian Report 
over the Radio Nederland DX Juke Box. Radio Australia often aires tips 
provided by the Australian Radio DX Club which is headed by Bob Padula, 
who, by the way, is also a NASWA member, The aim of MListener's Notebook­
Special Project Number III" is t o help you easily find that DX progr am 
you want to hear. The frequencies have not been l isted due to t he constant­
ly changing schedules of various broadcasters . Por easy frequency 
reference, please refer to "English Language Programs to North America" , 
FRENDX - December, 197)1 "Log Report", "Listener's Notebook", t he WRTH , 
and of course - t o various DX Programs.
