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BINDING BULLETINS IN A BOOK 
by Edward Shaw 

FRENDX has been coming to us in neat hand size over two years, We once 
had the question asked, was there someway to bind PRBNDXs in a notebook for 
easier storage? The thought of punching )-ring holes aloll8 the narrow mar­
gin of my bull etins didn't appeal to me, It seems I had heard mention of 
a binder - very expensive mind you - which had removable spines in it which 
allowed mounting 6 FRBNDX-size magazines at a time by folding one of the 
spines into the middl e of each bulletin and fastening them all into a com­
mon binder, I was not very successful in locating s uch a binder - at least 
for the size I desired. 

Then one day while watching dear spouse attempt to place a patch on my 
son ' s blue jeans it came to me . , ,. , I could attempt to bind my own bulletins , 
Having an old issue of FRBNDX, a spare to play with, I examined the thickness 
of the bulletin when opened to the middle and eyed my wife's sewing machine, 
So , r emovill8 the staples from my FRBNDX and squaring the sides straight, I 
i nserted my PRENDX to the sewing machine, goosed the foot pedal, and guided 
the center line of t he bulletin under the needle's foot. At the end I beamed 
with delight at the near perfect stitch I had put right in the middl e of my 
bulletin. I marveled at the savings in cost of staples the club could real­
ize. Somehow, though, I couldn't imagine Reta Ferguson pushing nearly Boo 
bulletirsthrough her sewing machine every month and resolved that I would 
probably have to do my own. 

At least the process is simple, It should not be damaging to any good 
machine with a sharp needle and a running start, I nervously decided to 
go ahead with my personal copies in this bindill8 method , At t he end of s ix 
bulletins, January through June 1974, I wondered why I had not gone into the 
bookbinding business, They wore all per feet, ·-l<ft 
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The next step is not so difficult , r equiring onl y that you choose some 
covers for the front and back of your "book" of six PRENDXes. I chose some 
stil:'t' paper I had on hand which was about the rigidity of a l aundry shirt 
board . Cutting it to size so that it woul d cover the front, bend across 
the edge of the book, and cover the back - taking care to make the cardpap­
er fold sharply, The finished and folded cardpaper shoul d resemble figure A. 
Next step was also simple, Merely purchase, mix and evenly coat cpoY.y elue 
or other good glue to tho approximately 3/4" center where the folded edges 
of the bulletins are to be placed, Third step le not difficult, but requires 
some attention, One should carefully place the January bulletin face down 
on yourleft and February face up on the right, Touch the two fold ends to­
gether as in figure B, then apply a narrow strip of bookbinding tape, paper 
tape, or even Scotch magic mending tape , Proceed with each following month1 
securing back pages to next bulletin front pages, etc. 

The final and easiest step is to t horoughly square the bulletins as 
best you can, coat with glue, insert into you:-paper cover, Make sure of a 
good glue contact, then let dry in a warm dry place, The paper cover may 
later be covered with cloth bookbinding tape , especially wher e the folds 
open and shut often, Artistic members might like to try their hands at 
decor ations, Certainly, silver or gold inks look attractive for penning 
in the book title or contents on the outer edge as with any book, 

The only other hints that I could s uggest are that perhaps nylon 
threads may give better results, and maybe one of the new super glues would 
shorten the waiting period. In any case , please don't write He d u t 
with requests for cuetom~stitched PRENDX orders,

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THE AVOIDED 41 METER BAND 
by Edward shaw 

•cursed is he that allocated 411'! to both SWBC and to ARO • s" 

• ••. or so I have always felt about the situation. The 41 meter S'llBC 
band al~o means the 40 meter amateur band. It was the first band of 
frequencies allocated for amateur use in the western hemisphere , and 
for that reason mainly , we have no SWBC stations broadcasting trom the 
western hemisphere in that band , However , nearly every other conti­
nP.nt can be found there - in abundance ! 

To listeners in North America , the most frequently hear<1 broa<1cast­
ers on tn meters (in Reemi.ne; order of prominence) are 1 USSR , Albania , 
BBC ancl vo~ . and perhans RFE . These broadcasters tend to saturate the 
banrl more th~n nl.l others combined, Other broadcastors with big s i gnals 
but who ar e not so much a nuio:ance (from a DXing stan<1point) include 1 
r. ?.er.hoslova l{ia , JRre'll , several Ar1tbs , and an occas ional Deutsche Welle 
from rial ta or Rwanda, 

The bi~ thine about 41 meters is that just about every country is 
:iva i l.l'lhlo on the band , And , because of the rel atively higher frequency 
of the band , DXln~ haA been accomplished during the entire day in mid­
winter DX seaAon, 

Thero is a technl~ue to learn about DXlne 41 meters - thP. same as 
for any other band . Jt must be remembered that 41 meters i s nominnlly 
uRecl hy hro<1clr.•rnterR aA a local home s ervice dayl isht frequency , or it 
""flY be used for ne11rby rezions if the station is considered internation­
al , The hi~-time broadcaAters normally use 41 meters for short haul 
hroadca5ts i nto neiehborine reeions , but notable departures from nominal 
u"e include lladio '..'oscol'I , R. PekinB, and R. Pyone;yane•e broadc1tats into 
L.<1tin America. Those are truly long- haul distances , ~~

Also , tho number of amateurs 
f'T'Ows, but the room to operate on the bands does not, What's more , the 
amateura are s eparated by putting CW amateur radio (code) on the lower 
half and the phone talkinc amateurs on the upper half, It isn ' t really 
half , but nearly so . Anyway, the phone talkers are often i n and among 
t~e international broadcasters to the chagrin of both, In this editor' s 
ooinion, some relief could be realized immediatel y by reversing these 
positions~ amateur works seemingly would be far more tolerable to both 
amateur and foreign broadcaster alike if it were in the upper section of 
the band instead of the phone mode users.

Like other stations , more so government than the com­
mercial ones , a nu:nber of the Christian broadcast er s 
now use more than one frequency. This is especially 
true Of the mor e powerful stations, such as ~lffi, 
F.TLP, PEBC, and HCJB , but it is also true of some of 
thP lP.ss powerful ones , TGNA in Guatemal a , to i llus­
trAte , u~es frequencies in the Jl , 49 , and 90 meter 
bands . A station with even less power , TIFE, San 
.rose , Costa R lea , operates in both the 49 and 31 MB . 

The n•JMber of Christian s tations is a l so increasing. 
5oon, Trans-World Radio will be broadcasting from 
Swa~i lAnrt , and they have plans for a transmitter on 
tl\c i~land of Gu'l!TI in the far wes t Pacific Ocean. 

~it'll +.he liftin~ by t he PCC of its ban o~ licenses for private shortwave 
station-. , tl\P. numher on United States• soi l ts more feasible today than 
it was in thP nast , because with the powerful transmitters which are now 
av11ilable s tPtions can reach audiences which formerly could be reached 
only by nearby broadcastin,,. stations . 

There still is another reason for broadcasting from within the ter­
ritorial juri s diction Of the United States - to avoid what has alr eady 
happened in some countries o the property of foreigners . Some mission­
ary projecto , such as hospitals and schools , have been nationalized by 
the foreien host governments , but so far no Christian station has s uf­
fered such a fate . The stations , t hough , have been affected by t he 
nat ionalistic fee l ing pr eval ent now i n count ries at one time domina ted by 
outsiders . A number of stations ar e hi r ing nationals f or posit ions once 
hel d pr imarily by Americans . One , TIFC, has been turned over completely 
to the l ocal i nhabi tants , and t he Lat i n Amer ican Miss ion, whi ch once had 
dir ect responsibili t y f or t he oper ation of the station , no longer has an 
office i n Central Amer ica.

The programs on the Chris tian r adio voices are not , ~s some might 
th i nk, all relieious in nature . In addit i on to t he rel igious proerarns , 
some of wh i ch are entir el y music , stations br oadcast news, classical mu­
s ic, and DX information, Some of them oper ate r adio schools through pre­
tuned receivers located at various pl aces in their r eception arP.as . Radio 
Chortis in Guatemala and Escuelas Radiof onicas Populares in Ecuador do 
this in an attempt t o r e duce t he i lliteracy r ate amone t heir adult l is­
teners . La Vox de Nahual a carries on another activity, a rather unusual 
one , through its radio schools , It is called the "Seed Project ," Throueh 
its classes , adults r eceive instr uction in how and when to nlant cer tain 
garden seeds , which they obtain from the station , In additlon , the women 
a re taught different ways of preparing the vegetabl P.s they have e;rown. 
Probably, the most well known station, and also one of the oldest , with 
radio schools , is Radio Sut atenza in Boeota , Colombia . It has been esti­
mated that its broadcasts reach 12 million of that country ' s inhabitants 
plus residents of the adjoining countries . 

DXers are const antly reminded to send return postaee when requestine 
a veri f ication from a s tati on, for courtesy if for no other reason. Por 
the r elieious oriented station there is a far more important reason, anQ 
i t's all tied up in the financial support of the station, With the ex­
ception of one , Vatican Radio , none receive s monetary support from a· 
e overnment . 

Mos t of their incomes are in the form Of individu'!.l contributions 
that reach the station through various channels, It may be that individ­
uals contribute to their church and that money is then forwarded to the 
station , Or , individuals may make their contributions directly to the 
headquarters of the missionary group oper atine the s tation, Most of the 
headquarter s , for the larger and powerful transmitters , are located in 
the U,S, A, TWR , FEBC, HCJB , 4VEH , HRVC, TGNA , EVIA , and WYPR all fall 
i nto t his categor y. 

Occasionally the stations spell out their needs in the literature 
they send to DXers and other s on their mail ing l ists. It may be that 
the station needs money to repair a transmitter, or money to buy a new 
one or to pay f or increased operat ing costs, On one occasion, two DXers 
responded to the need of EU!IA by buying a tape recorder and sending it 
to Monrovia. One other source of income for the relieious oriented sta­
tion is the relieious or ganizations sponsoring pr ograms on the station, 
such a s the Pacific Garclen Mission, the Billy Graham Evaneelis tic Assn, 
and the Good News Broadcasting Association to mention but a few. 

Some financial support has a l so come from commercial advertiser s , 
Most of these have been on Cathol ic oriented stations , but at least one 
or t wo protestant stations have accepted such commercial advertisement1 
Radio del Pacifico in Lima , Peru does 1 and the Red Lion station, WINB , 
of Reverends J ohn Norris and Carl Mcintire fame have advertised H- L- H 
(H,L, Hunt) Pood Products, if not at present, then in the past,

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CHRISTIAN RADIO VOICES - Conclusion 

For me , DXing the Christian radio voices has been one of the more reward­
ing aspects of the hobby , It has been in part because it has brought in­
to my home visits fi'om station personnel (HCJB and ELWA)1 it has brou~ht 
me into contact with them through my church (visits from TWR and ELWAJ1 
and it has brought me into contact with them at work,,,,, one hot , muggy 
day in late August a few years ago I was pleaseu to have a visit from 
the program director of HRVC , On furlough from his position in Teguci­
galpa, Honduras, he and his wife and children were on their way to Iowa 
with a U-haul trailer behind their car, They would live ther e for one 
year before returning to Central America. Reminders of that occasion are 
on the walls of my living room and study - a large pennant and two pieces 
of Mayan art work.

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DO WE NEED A NAME? 
eyMorgan Monroe 

Are you a SWL? A DXer? A SWBC enthus iast? A high frequency radio reception 
hobbyist? Despite varying shades of connotation, all these terms essenti­
ally are synonymous. And all are imprecise , non-descriptive and c~~bersome. 
Consider, for example , the overlapping inadequacy of "SWL" and "DXer" . 
After hearing a program from one of the well-known stations, the so-call­
ed SWL often tunes casually across a high frequency band seeking other 
broadcast entertainment, Encountering signals from weaker, more distant 
stations, he may pause to l earn their identity and listen to what they of­
fe r . In s o doing , the SWL becomes a DXer of sorts , 
And the DXer who interrupts the s eatch for additional countries to hear a 
BBC program becomes a SWL of sorts. Obviously, the terms used presently to 
i dentify each lis tener overlap in fuzzy f ashion. And, as i s true of other 
labels applied to SW radio reception and those engaged in it , such terms 
are neither wholly accurate nor descriptive , 
Even "shortwave" has become a semantic volley ball, Once it was two words 
meaning any wavelength below 200 meters , Later it became a single word 
a~plying to the frequency range between J,000 and J0,000 kHz . But, Webster 
dictionary has for years defined it as any "radio wave of 60-meter wave­
length or less," 
Compounding the confusion is insistence by s ome t hat everything above 
l,600 kHz is shortwave, Others maintain that the term applies only from 
2,JOO kHz up, And scientific a nd technological publications now often re­
fer to the centimeter wavelengths used by radio astronomers as "short 
waves," So we have come ful l circle back to two words and more confusion, 
Another shortcoming inherent in all terms associated with high frequency 
broadcast reception and those engaging in it is l ack of emphasis on the 
international nature of the hobby , "SWBC reception" doeen•t bridge this 
gap. Ncr do "SWLing" , "DXing," or any of the others. A puzzl ing aspect of 
our hobby is that it never acquired a fitting, descriptive name , In all 
the years since pre- broadcast days when we oldtimers constructed crude 
receivers and listened avidly for the sheet-r ipping sounds of earl y 
spark transmitters , neither we nor our modern counterparts have at any 
time shared a descriptive identifying name for our hobby, 
Sporadic, often desultory, attempts to correct this peculiar condition 
have been unsuccessful; no name proposal of past years gained general ac­
ceptance , Many were as non- descriptive as the fragmented nomencl ature 
their proponents sought to replace , Some were too cumbersome for con­
venient usage; a few were ludicrous , Cl early, this unsolved old pr oblem 
demands imaginative new thinkin~, I s there any valid reason why NASWA 
should not become the first r adio-li stener organization to develop and 
introduce a descriptive, generally-acceptable name for the hobby we share 
•iri th others throughout the world? 
By way of sparking other ideas and stimulating discussion, I ' m tossine a 
nomination into the ring, It i s 1 International Radio Monitoring (!RM), 

The t erm denotes interest in r adio at the i nternational l evel; the word 
"monitoring" indica1jes the nature of this interes t ; a nd those en~aged in 
the hobby would be referred to as International Radio Monitors , (IRMs ) 
Despite the needed identifying words , the name is broad enough to en­
compass all forms of international broadcast r eception interest, whether 
low, medium, or high f requencies , SWL/DXers could at l ast share a univer­
sal identity, one t hat not only describes the hobby and their roles in it 
but al so one that would eliminate the inadequate terminology used today , 
The word "international" has long needed stressing in identifying our hob­
by, As few other avocations do, it cuts across national and regional 
boundaries , thereby offering participants better understanding of the 
world, its peoples , and their his torical and cultura l heritages, But, thi s 
understanding- the hobby's greates t asset- is not apparent , either direc­
tly or by suggestion , in any identifying term presently in use , We need 
to do something about this, And, we can if we will , Give it some thought. 
NASWA i s willing to hear your opinions and has asked that I correlate re­

(Part 2 of a ser ies) 

Last month you l eamed hov and when to hear -- and verify -- the two clandestine 
operations beamed to Spain -- Radio Independent Spain and Radio Ellzkadi. This month 
we will present something more exotic to exercise your new Christmas gear with: the 
Asian Communist "Voice of 1'.alayan Revolution". 

As you probably alroady know from experience or other article• in FRENDX , recep­
tion of Asian stations in North America - - particularly the east coast -- is usually 
difficult and frustrating. If you run a string on top a globe from an Asian s i te to 
your QTH you will find it invariably passes near the North Pole . And any radio signal 
that has to pass through the polar zones winds up being unreliable, weak and nuttery. 

Nevertheless , there are moments most days when you can do surpr isingly well try­
ing to 101! Asian DX catches. The most popular is in the local mom1n1<, such as about 
1000..1200 GI(! on the east coast, but ther e is another openin1< between rou~hly 2000-
0100 to the east coast and beyond. The openings to the west coast are , of course, 
far longer and signal strength is better, to boot. 

Another way to log rare Asian catches is to try for them just before a geomagnetic 
disturbance. ~~ny DXers figure that since the Asian signals have to pass through the 
Nor th Pol e, they will be hit first by a magnetic "storm". This isn ' t always so. Some­
times the European signals will go first, leaving the bands clearer for Asian and other 
s i gnals, which are often "enhanced" in stren1<th just before getting wiped out themselves. 
This is an uncommon situation and of brief duration , but it results in both reduced 
QRl-1 (interference) and stronger Asian signals. 

Another advantage of listening to Asian signals is that they are not severely 
effected by ja~J11ing; the only serious attempts at ja111111ing in Asia are by the Chinese 
(usually a white "hissing" sound) and the Soviets. The Chinese jamming , in particular, 
is usually substantially weaker than the target station, at lsast as received in 
North America. 

Voice of Malayan Revolution 

The Voice of Malayan Revolution's transmitters are located in Hengyang, Hunan 
Province , China , where they beam programs of the Malayan Co1m1unist Party to non-Com­
munist Malaysia and Singapore. These prograMs , which are produced at the Party head­
quarters in Kunming, Yunnan Province , China , used to be shrill and dogmatic , but as 
of late (and as with Radio Peking) they have been delivered in a calmer and more effect­
ive manner. 

Ever since the station came on the air on November 15, 1969, it has been videly 
heard throughout the world, thanks in large part to its use of power M (likely 120 kw) 
t ransmitt ers . Indications are that 1t will continue to operate 1n the same manner 
after t he establishment or diplomatic relations between Mal aysia and China by the tiu:e 
you read this. Among other things , the Chinese deny aiding the MCP and the MCP stresses 
its independence from the Peking govemment, despite the MCP 1 s Maoist brand o! Marxist 
d octrine. 
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Because the Voice of Malayan Revolution 1a not all that dilficult to hear, and be­
cause one of its prograa languages is standard Chinese (Mandarin). it may be of interest 
to s tudents of Asian affairs. It nothing else, it can sel'"Ve as a unique reference 
source for a te:m paper or thesis. 

Although there have been indications the VoHR 1a deliberately janned by the Malaysian 
government , such jamming, if still in effect, has never been even 111oderately effective 
outside Asia. 

It's possible that along the wes t coast the station can be heard on either or both 
or its channels throughout nearly all its broadcast day. For the east coast listener, 
though, it's 111ore difficult, but the best chances are underlined in the schedule belaw.

First , there is nothing else operating on 15789 kHz. Socond, there are five-minute 
Mal ayan orchestral musical intorludos between language segments. Third , of course, 
you will ultimately know by the ID: i n Malay it' s 11Ini-lah Suara Revolusi Malaya"; 
in Chinese "Malaya Geming Chih Sheng Kwangpo Tientai"; and in Tamil "Malaya Puratch i ­
kural Vanoli Nalayam". Ir these are a bit hard to digest on first hearing, try taping 
them so you can go back and listen again to make sure. 

OK , who' s going to give mo 11\Y bamboo-bordered verification for this one, eh? 
Well, you ' ll have to tell us that, for no verilications are known to exist . DXers 
have tried Radio Peking , Pr-ince Sihanouk (remember this telegram, published i n last 
year ' s CB?) , t he MCP ' s headquarters, all to no avail . Although verification in the 
near future is unlikely, no matter what you try, the best chance probably includes 
some sort of face- saving way by which the MCP can make the verification appear as 
though it ca"'e from a "liberated zone" of Mal aysia.

CLANDESTINE N&IS 

Voice of the Thai People 

In the Oct ober, 1974, issue of CB it was reported that, according to the Thai press , 
the Voice of tho Thai People had been reactivated early August after being silent for 
r oughly two years . This didn't quite jibe with our awn recollection of events , nor, 
as i t turned out , did it jibe wi th the logs of at least three Asia watchers . 

Verbatim: "Thai eland off? Hell no , never! I check the BBC daily on 9410 and on 
the domestic set this powerful n.&i is my ..ar ker and every 111ornin11: at dawn that screaming 
revolutionary woman has greeted mel" (Victor Goonetilleke, Sri Lanka) 

"Regarding the info on ' Voice of t he Thai People ' in the October CB, I doubt that 
the station was ever off the air. Heard them almost daily here last winter." (Ernie 
Behr, Manitoba) 

"I was amazed to see the n'"'s or Voice of the Thai People's one- year absence (in 
the case of FRENDX two years). Though some n'"'spapers and even some in the DX press 
have reported the absence , I'm quite sure that tho n'"'s is i .ncorrect, f or I myself have 
been receiving the station since last year and even have tape recordings of the signal 
with its distinctive IS and ID. However, I can add that t ho station has been silent 
for some (not alll) local nights. So the station was on t ho air last yea.r with a very 
short inactive period (one month at most). Hiroyuki Nagase of Tokyo agreed with me on 
that matter." ( I sao Ugusa , Japan) 

Of course, the Thai ROVernment and t ho Thai press knew all this, and more, so the 
question looms as to why they chose to misrepresent the period of inactivity of the 
station? I could be sloppy reporting •• • a very unlikely possibility. It could al so be 
an exercise in the Thai government's trying to appear more powerful in Peking than it 
really is; however, most Tha'i citizens can readily hear this powerful station a.nd thus 
establish the truth for themselves. What the real reason was is yet to be s een , but 
if your DX talents a re g~od , you can hear the st& ti on for yourself. On the vest coast 
it is often heard on both channels. Best bets for the east coast a re underlined.

You can tell the station by its distinctive JS , as Isao Ugusa pointed out. It's a 
13-note tune played on soft chimes, very pleasant. The ID 1s are, in the various lang­
uages: Thai, "Thini, S&thani Vithayu Sieng Prachachon Haeng Prathet Thai"; Laotian , 
"Thini, Stani Withayu Sieng Prachachon Haiz Prathet Thai"; and White Meo, "Da-na, Fa tan 
tiao Fatu com Prethet Thai". That last one sounds as though it were read by Minnie and 
Mickey Mouse I 

As with the other widely- heard Chinese- based clandestine , the Voice of 1-'Alayan Revo­
lution, there are no known verifications , and none are likely forthcDl'ling. 

"Radio Free Portugal 11 Quits Airwaves 

In its broadcast at 2320 on 25th October, Radio Free Portugal, the Portuguese-lang­
uage, pro-communist clandestine radio, announced that its programs were to be suspended 
with immediate effect and that the station would close down. 

The station said its mission had been accomplished; due to the new conditions in 
Portugal there was freedom of the press and information now reached tho popular masses 
by other means. In a review of its work the station said that it went on the air on 
12th ~~rch 1962 and had broadcast without interruption since that time. 

The "final" broadcast was repeated at each transmission period until 2J20 on 27th 
October, inclusive. 

Radio Free Portu~al broadcast three times a day -- from 0700- 0800, 1800-1955 and 
2320-0020 - - with an additional transmission, from 1200-12JO, on Sundays, It employed 
four shortwave transmitters, believed to be located in Bucharest, which operated out­
side the official broadcasting bands. (BBC Monitorinf( Service, reproduced by permission) 

This may be a welcomo political development, but it also eliminates one of the most 
easily- heard clandestine• from the airwaves and renders moot the question of whether 
there was a second site for these transmissions in Rumania. Although a couple of claims 
have been made indicating this or that DXer had obtained a verification from RFP, it 
appears that , in fact, no verifications wore issued during the life of the station. It 
still may be possible , if you have written in your logbook a recent and sufficiontly ­
detailed logging of this station, to try for a verification through the legal offices 
of the Portu~ese Communist Party in Lisbon. If you are diplomatic, accurate, and write 
in Portuguese, you just may get an 11th- hour QSL yet ... perhaps the 2!!!.l'. one. 

Soviet-Based Fake "Radio Peking" Noted Again 

As reported in earlier editions of CB, the Soviet Union has ooerated a station which 
is in parallel with Radio Peking ' s Chinese Home Service (or, vari~usly, other domestic 
radio outlets) , but for a brief portion of commentary actually originating from the 
Soviet Union. This ultra- black propaganda station was noted from May 1 to May 10, 1974, 
on 7520 kHz with proFrams of from 7-2J minutes length at llOO, llJO, 12JO, lJJO and 
14JO, complete with a s/on anthem of "The East Is Red" (Radio Peking HS version) and 
s/off anthem of the "lnternationsle" {again, Radio Peking HS version). 

Now, Isao Uizusa tolls us that two well-known Japanese DXers , Hiroyuki Nagase and 
Hideharu Torii , have ur.earthed this station again on 6005 kHz between 1200..1220 and 
1J00..1J20 on October 6, 1974. According t o Isao, his later checks on that channel wore 
unsuccessful, and he opineo that the station is either once again inactive or that it 
operates with considerable irregularity so as to fool Chinese jam111ing efforts. 

11Radio Pathet Lao" Alters Schedule 

Accordinp: to Victor Goonetilleke, the 7055v kHz channel of the Radio Pathet Lao' s 
"Second Network" in Laotian, formerly 1157-14.58 on 4538, 7055v and 8660 (irr.) kHz, 
has vanished, thus putting the status of the Second Network into doubt. About the same 
time Isao U1<usa reports a new channel for the "First Network": 621Jv kHz //6200v et al. 
He finds the new channel stronger than the nearby 6200v parallel, which suggests it -
may be audible some momings on the NA east coast . Although the exact schedule may be 
changed from that in our files, it should not be far off: 

2227- 02JO, 0255-0710 and 0855-1600 on any or all of the following: 4660v, 6200v, 
621Jv, 7Jl0v (still active, or is 621Jv ox-
7'.llOv?), and 7480 kHz 

The station is located mainly i n North Vietnam (at leaot one of these transmitters io 
located in the Voice of Vietnam field near Hanoi), but Western press oources that have 
traveled to Sam Neua insist that at least part of the technical facilities are located 
there. This may account for the programs, which are otherwis e the same, being slightly 
out of phase on one transmitter. Regardless of tho site (except possibly !or the 621Jv 
transmitter, which has not yet been evaluated), each transmitter is unlikely to have 
an RF output exceeding 20 kw. The Pathet Lao claim each transmitter is 10 kw, 
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The ID' • are: French, "Ici la Voix de Pathet Lao" (French 010Q....Oll5 & 150Q....1515 
only); Laotian , "Thi ni vitayu kachai siang rai Pathet Lao"; Vietnamese, "Day la dai 
Pathet Lao". The IS is an Asian xylophone and strings . It signs on and off with a.n 
Asian anthem, but not the Laotian National Anthe01. 

Verifications are very rare , Hpecially naw, but have treditionally been by letter 
from Hr. Sisana Sisan, Director, Radio Pathet Lao, 40 Quang Trung Street, Hanoi, De010-

cratic Republic or Viet Nam; write a diplomatic report in French for best results . 

Unidentified Asian Clandestine• Heard in Japan 

Isao Ugusa reports that the Cambodian clandestine formerly heard, then believed off, 
on 6990v kHz is once a(l&in active from very roughly lOOQ....1?00. 

Our file notes, ?erived fr001 Messrs. Nagase, Ugusa, Hosono and Goonetilleke, shaw 
this to possibly be the black propaganda opera ti on or the Phno01-Penh government and 
beamed to the soldiers or the pro-Sihanouk "National United Front or Kampuchea". To 
that extent it is reminiscent of the CIA- run "Radio Pakse" operation or a few years 
back, which was exposed by a Western news.-.an. 

Isao Ugusa also notes the unidentified Korean on 4490v kHz is now a regular Crom 
120Q....1400. It has been traced since at least July 26, 19?4, with Korean-language talks 
lauding "General Kim Il-Sung". 

The pro-Kim Il-Sung orientation suggests it emanates rr°'" North Koroa; hovover, 
the North Korean propaganda o?"l(ans traditionally refer to him as anything but the heavy­
sounding rubric, 11General 0

• For example , he is the 11Leader11 • "Great Leader", "Fatherly 
Leader", and so on, plus, or course, "Comrade", and the unusual tem "General" may 
suggest the operation is black and actually based in South Korea. The South Korean 
CIA is known, and privately has admitted in recent years, to have run stations of this 
type beamed pri""' rily to North Korea . 

The Far Eastern EconOlllic Review, via Lars R;yd~n . indicates in its October 4 issue 
that a clandestine redio station has been operating out or Hu,, broadcasting accusations 
&[!&inst President Thieu Ol&de by Catholic priest Father Tran Huu Thanh . No turther data 
is given, but it is certainly unrelated to the Hue- based "Radio !'other of Vietnam", a 
pro-Thieu operation. 

Bolivian Rebels Capture Stations in Santa Crur. 

Accordinit to reports by AP and UPI, via Myron Reall\Y, a nlllllber or radio broadcasting 
stations in Santa Crur. were captured November 7. The rebels. vho reportedly were put 
down in short order, appear to have been nationalistically-oriented rightists concerned 
wi th poor administration, rather than leftists or Marxists.

They were sent in by Will iam Oliver, ef Levittewn, Pa., and 
Mitch Rudman, ef Cherry Hill, New Jersey. They reperted the fellewing . 
"FRENDX " , the menthly publicatien ef the Nerth American Shertwave Asse­
ciatien reprinted an article frem the September issue ef "Sweden Calling -
DX ' ers•. The articl e said that ene ef the Russian DX-ers had been in 
treuble with the autherities after his name was mentiened in "Sweden -
Calling DX ' ers". The article went en te allege that DX-i~ weuld be 
prehibited here and in the future DX-ere weuld be persecuted. That was 
the jist ef the letters. The enly difference between them was that while 
William Oliver wrete the abeve cemment was impessible te believe because 
such things are usually printed witheut any basis, Mitch Rudman swallewed 
the bait. He even ch•se net t• extend his ?J's te us. Well, first ef 
all I am n•t aware •f the reasen why the name ef that peer DX - er was net 
mentiened, Meat prebably, because aneni~ity is very cenductive te making 
sweeping generalizatlens. And then I was very surprised that s uch a 
nensense like alleged prehibitien ef DX-ing here, ceuld be published at 
all, If it deesn ' t blew credibility ef these publicatiens, then it 
ce.tainly puts their geed taste and judgment up fer eerutiny. Many Seviet 
DX-ere are knewn te have pen-pals abread. They net enly cerreapend with 
their ceunterparts, but quite eften their names appear in DX pregrams 
and publicatiene. But why th.is fuss this time? There is enly ene way I 
can figure it eut. In the Seviet Unien, as elsewhere , there exist certll.in 
regulatiens that are aimed at cembatting leese behavier by hams. They alse 
apply te DX-era, especially these whe pessess pewerful SW receivers. Yeu 
knew that high pewer, badly tuned antennas and blaring receivers create 
i nc•nveniencea te public1 they interfere with TV receptlen er give plain 
headaches te neighbers . And ef ceurse, they ferbid any activity te these 
whe eperat• illegally, that is witheut a license. Accerding te these 
regulatiens, first-time effenders usually get away with a reprimand er a 
small fine . But it they persist in their wreng delng, their equipment 
can be cenfiecated . Se, I thi nk that it was ene ef these "radie 
heeligans", as we refer te them here, whe passed a letter te "Sweden -
Calling DX-ere". It can't be etherwi~e because , I repeat, eur radi• 
eperaters and DX-ere de cerrespend with peeple abread. There is a let 
ef talk i n the West abeut preserving the spirit ef 1973 - the year ef 
DX friendship - this year tee. Publicatien ef dubieus letters, unchecked 
cemplaints and sheer cencectiens abeut the state ef affairs here gees 
against that spirit . Well, and that's all fer teday. Tune in te eur DX 
pregram next Thursday at the same heur. Geed- bye and geed listening."

There 
may be good DX conditions developing by Thanksgiving weekend . Another peak will be due 
just be£ore Christmas, with geomagnetic storms possible shortly thereafter.
