A perfect recei•er, to cover all 
tbe requirements of tbe SWL/DX-er, for 
under SJOO, will probably nner appear 
on the m&rket. 'Ibe 2-C ie not tbat 
perfect re4ei•er, but o(fers aore f ea­
tures for the aoney than any other rx, 
which can be bought new , with which l 
&tit familiar. 

As it collll!s f r oa the factory, i t 
is s t rictly a 10 thru 80 11eter Hanband 
rig , but witb e>etra crystals it beco""s a general-coverase rx capable of tunins any 500 
kHz segment of the 3 - 30 affz r ange . AU that is necessary to t une any aepent ia to plug 
tbe appropriate crystal into the convenient aide-of-th~rx socket and aet the bandwidth 
and prcsol<!ctor according to the chart in the aanual. This chart 1bows the proper settings 
for every frequency range in the 3-30 portion of the spectrua. 

Suuested retail price is $295, but aost ham- suppliers give a ten percent discount 
for cash/no-trade-in. I was offered $150 for ay SW-4" provided it was ln excellent condi­
tion, I declined that offer , and am glad I did as the old ris caae in very bandy for ca­
libratinlf ancl checlcin1< frequ<!ncies on the 2-C. lbe aoing price for a uAed, checked out , 
and guaranteed 2.C is about S189 - a good deal if you don ' t aind taking a chance. Nost 
reputable bu-traders offer a ten day -ev- bact trial period. After t hat, it ' a youra ! : 
Drake no longer atoeu thia recently discontinued aodel. I hesitate to rec01111end a dealer, 
but the addresses of several of thea can be found in any aonthly bu aaga.zine. I dealt 
witb Aaateur Electronics Supply in Milwaukee and was satisfied witb the service. I bad 
the rig in the shaclc six days after sendi ng a bank aoney order. A personal check will a low 
thins• up considerably. 

After auch discussion with Ed Shaw (who put aeon to this rig) , Dan Ferguson, and Dan 
Henderson, who baa a fri end with a 2.C, and now several weeks of testing the unit and com­
paring it with the Sll4..A, it appears to ae that this may be one of the aoat overlooked and 
under- estimated rigs in our bobby, possibly because of i ta' baa designation. llbeo consi ­
dering t he price , one must add the cost of crystals for the coverage desired . I bought 8 
crystals and have the following coverage , including that afforded by the crystals supplied 
with the rig: 3.0-3.5, 3.5-4.0, 4.5-5 .0, 5 .0-5.5, 6.0-6.5, 7 .0-7 . S , 9.S-10.0, 11 . 5-12,0, 
14 . 0-14.5 , lS.~15,5, 17. 5-18. 0 21 .0-21. s , and 28.5-29.0 aHz.

It is , of course, n ice 
to be able to take your choice on this. filter specs are: 4.8 at 6db down , 16.8 at 60db 
down - a 3.5 to l shape factor , 2.4 at 6db down , 9 . 0 a t 60db down - 3. 75 to 1, .4 at 6db 
down, 2 . 8 at 60db down for a wboppi.n1r 7-to-1 1hape factor. However , the extre•ely broad 
sklrta of this CW filter d o aomet llies permit decent reception of otherwise unu1eable AM 
transmi ssions, uainl[ the exalted-carrier aetbod, with only s l.ight dis tortion - althougb 
there is soae signa.l lou. 

Front Panel ContgoM: The veraatillt·y afforded by tbe r ig is apparent here, and was 
one of the main considerations when I decided to buy it. Main Tuning - in 10 kHz dial 
markings , visual readout to about 1 lcllz, if calibrated accurately as deecdbed later in 
this review. Banclswltch, Preselector, Mode Switch (AM , USO, LSB), Selectivity ( 4.8 , 2.4, 
,4), Function Switch (Off, Stby, On, Ext Mute, Noise Blanker, Calibrate>, and AVC (slow, 
fast , off) , and separate AF and RP gain controls.

Moderate peaks in activity occured on l February and again 10 to 16 February (peaklng 
on 12 February). Moderntely active geomagnetic conditions might be expected a few days 
before and a few dnys nftor the next peaks in solar activity. Predicted dates are 
25 February and 8 March and again on 24 March and 3 April.
