MEMBERSHIP CERTIFICATES: In t he July issue of FRENDX , we ask for member­
s hip comment on the matter of reinstating the practice of i s suing member­
s hip certificates. While the response was not overwhelming, a good num­
ber of comments were in favor were received and it could be assumed that 
there are many in favor who did not actually make their preference known. 
We do have the membership certificates on order and will have them avail­
a bl e by the time this appears in print. 
The new certificates are approximately Bi • x 11" and are on white bond 
with a green engraved border and gold toned background within the border . 
The words "North American Short Wave Association" in old English letter­
ing are arched across the top. A gold embossed seal will be sf.fixed in 
the lower left hand corner indicating the year of membership , and pro­
vision has been made for two additional seals to be affixed for renewal 
of membership in successive years . 
The certificates will be issued in the following manner . New fembers 
joining , and present members renewing membership during October 1975 and 
thereafter will receive a membership certificate properly executed upon 
receipt of dues without additional cost. Anyone wishing a membership 
certificate without waiting until his/her renewal is due can obtain it at 
any time by requesting same from HDQ and enclosing fifty cents to cover 
cost of postage and handling . Anyone wishing seals for membership during 
years prior to 1975/76 should so state and mention what years are to be 
covered . If the prior years of membership would include 197'. , include an 
additional fifty centq for an additional certificate . All certificates 
will be mailed flat in a large envelope with a cardboard liner.

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MONTREAL ' 75, A REPORT ON THE 1975 ANARC CONVENTION 

Bilingual Montreal provided an excellent and intriguing 
location for the 1975 ANARC convention . The international flavor 
of Montreal gave people plenty to do between the close schedule 
at Maison du Radio Canada. 

The convention began for most when they registered in the 
main lobby of the \'/indsor Hotel. The convention officially began 
with a tour of Maison du Radio CarAda , later that evening. We 
first saw a video taped history ar.d tour of M du RC on eight dif­
ferent coordinated TV screens and earphones (EE and FF output). 
After this, Monsieur Philip Leduc gave us an informative tour of 
the lower two floors of M du RC , which enclose the studios, con­
trol rooms and "dubbing" facilities of the CBC. \'le then returned 
to the meeting hall at M du RC for a "snack" of different cheeses , 
breads and red of white wine (the University fo Manitoba group 
took care of this in no time). 

Saturday morning ·started off on the right foot with a talk 
by Perry Ferrell about receivers , DX equipment and DXers mis­
conconceptions about the above. Perry told us about most of the 
receivers that have been and are on the world market and also let 
us in on some advance information. Perry brought along: the 6th 
ever made Drake SSR- 1 general coverage receiver, soon to be com­
mercially released for about $J25, Gilfer pre-selector covering 
2- 6mhz , antenna impedance matcher and a crystal calibrator. There 
was also a Barlow-Wadley XCR-JO on display. 

After a brief break , Ian McFarland, Producer of Radio Canada 
Short \'lave Club, conducted a question and answer period, nobly 
assisted by George Jackson, Head of Engineering Services and Elaine 
McMaster, Frequency Maruiger. During this program two major "bomb­
shell" aruiouncments were clarified: The discontinuance of Radio 
Canada SW Club and The discontinuance of DX cards altogethee until 
Spring •76. These two actions were done only after great forthought, 
expansive budgetary controls and ;;he feeling that, "rapid and soph­
isticated communications and computer sy.stems, together with close 
cooperation wnich now exists between all major broadcast organiza­
tions are the main tools in coming to technical transmission deci­
sions .", Axel Thorgersen, Asst. Prgm . Dir. RCI. 

After learning of all this , and more, we had a DX quiz on 
IS ' s and languages, administered by Ian McFarland, which all but 
a few did embarassingly poor on. ~ewt came a preview of Ian's 
new career; auctioneering as the HAP-CHAP aaction was a booming 
success, collectill€l over $97. This was folmowed up by a video taped 
talk on propagation by Dr. David ~eisel. Meanwhile, back at the 
Windsor Hotel, preparations were being made for our seven course 
banquet dinner . After dinner Dave Browne , ANARC Executive 
Secretary announced the 1975 International Man of the Year recipient 
as Ian McFarland, a most deserving choice. Our after dinner speaker 
was John Ramsey , Distribution Manager of RCI , who gave a pleasingly 
short talk about the history and future of RCI . 

As usual , Sunaay came too soon upon the ANARC convention. Our 
final day in Montreal saw Dave Browne and Steve d ' Adolf reporting 
on ANARC and its commitees , Searches were made for replacments 
on some commitees and a few were actually found . Some things from 
conventions past were rehashed , such as the need for a commitee for 
liason with receiver manufacturers , etc , Next we heard about a 
couple of regional DX clubs with real "success stories". First , we 
had a very interesting report from the University of Manitoba DX 
Club , which must be one of the most progressive clubs in the world. 
This club has a budget set aside for its use by the University o:f 
Manitoba (which was called "adaquet") , a manned monitoring post, 
many projeets underway and close rapor with the students . All at 
the convention then learned that these Manitobians were not the cave 
kids t h!: some thought. Next Tom Gavaras told of the activities of 
the Mi nnesota DX Blub. After this there was more t alK of ANARC and 
the hall closed at about lPM. 

All in all , this was indeed another ANARC-success story and 
a convention to be remembered. Ne matter what the club affiliati on, 
sector of DX interest or place of origin, all 54 attendees , no 
doubt, went home with fond memories of ANARC-Montreal •75,

KEEP IT QUIET Chapter 1 

NOISE IS EVERYllHERE 

By Morgan Monroe 

Noise is the enemy of all shortwave receiver owners. The enemy is everywhere , always 
advancing, rarely retreating. 

Sources of noise that interfere with Sii reception are virtually unlinited. Natural 
and man-made noise reaches our receivers from the depths of space, from the earth ' s 
atmosphere , from power facilities , motor vehicles , industrial, scientific and medical 
equipment and from the electrical tools , appliances and gadgets that are components of 
modern living. This constantly growing noise burden is in addition to noise inherent in 
our receivers, antenna systecis, and po><er supplies . In combination , those cultiple forms 
of noise are boosting h~h frequency radio reception noise levels to all-tine highs every­
where. Even Sii receiver o>iners in rural areas are experiencing ciore reception noise than 
ever bofore • 

What ca..,' we do about this hobby-hacp&ring condition? Those who try can do considerably 
more than you may believe possible . Much of t he nndoi:i electrical noise encountered in 
Sii reception can be eliminated and a sizable pereentage of the retiainder can be substantc-
1ally reduced in intensity. To accoi:iplish this desirable objective at your listening 
location , you oust launoh and ciaintain a comprehensive noise- reduction progran - a co­
ordinated campaign to "keep it quiet" . 

The place to begin is where much of the noise that plagues us gains entry to our 
receivers - the antenna system. Whether you use a 400-foot longwixe or the whip atop a 
portable , noi se reduction can benefit your SV listening . Outdoor antennas require "ore 
attention than indoor or portable signal-catchers, but all need peri odic checking and 
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i:dnor maintenance to assure that they aren ' t contributing excessively to the increasing 
noise burden. Many receiver oll!lers don' t appear to recognize this necessity. Regardless 
of type , any outdoor antenna should be inspected careflllly at least twi ce annually, If 
you live in an industrial area, near a buey :f'reeway or airport, or in a coastal region, 
check your outdoor antenna three or four times each year , 

Why? Atl&zing things happen to antennas in such areas within very short periods of 
t1.me. For example, wire corrodse and insulators collect coatings of o1ly or salt-laden 
grime. Unlsoe made with care and protected properly, connections lllll.Y loosen, permitting 
moisture and grime to enter and corrode wire joints. Deposits on insulators with short 
lea~ paths (distance between wire holes) can, within a few conths transfon:i them into 
leaky semi-conductors, 

Any insulator less than six or seven inches long is particularly suscepti ble to air­
borne deposits of carbon , oils , acids, and salts, some of which are conductors . The 
short, .. train-typo insulators used by moot receiver owners to support antennas are almost 
certain to become leaky noise sources after brief use in most locations. Antenna insulat­
ors should always be as long as possible and made of glazed porcelain or one of the 
plastics approved for electronic use, The best way to clean dirty insulators is with warm 
water, soap or non-caustic detergent, and a stiff bristle brush. Sure, it's a nuisance, 
but noisy reception is a greater nuisance, 

\/hen cleaning insulators, take a look at the connection between antenna and feedline, 
Is the joint linking the two tightly soldered and :f'ree of corrosion? le it protected 
from the weather by a covering of electrical tape or electronic epr&y sealer? If you 
haven't soldered end wraps where the antenna wire is looped through insulators, do so 
after cleaning1 it helps reduce noise. Does your antenna swing with every breeze, perhaps 
making contact with trees or structures when strong winds blow? If so, it ' s a potential 
noise- cakor. To keep it tau.t , place a tension spring between one insulator and the 
anterma support, The spring expends and contracts with teoperatu.re changes, keeping the 
antenna taut and :f'ree of its su.rroundings regardless of season or temperature, 

If you aren ' t presently using it, consider a coaxial cable foedl1no, Coax costs more 
than l ead-in wire, but in terms of its noise-killing capability alone, the price dif­
ferential is a rewarding·investment . By using the coax center conductor as the feedline 
and grounding the metal braid enclosing the conductor, the entire downlead can be shielded 
from noise pickup. In such applications , any low impedence coax may be used with single­
wire antennas . Results can be pleasantly surprising, particularly in high-noise areas. 

Antenna orientation is, of course, a significant factor in attaining low- noi se 
reception, Moat Sii receiver Ollllere know their antermae should be strung at right angles 
to nearby power l~ee , But eome forget that for minimu.m noi se pickup, antennae also 
should be well removed from phone and intercom wiring, metal roofs and fire escapee , and 
parking aree.e, If you are ue1ng a vertice.l antonn" for any ro"aon othor than "boolute 
necessity, consider changing to the horizontal form. There is nothing wrong with vertic­
als as such, The problem is that cost man-made noise and some of natural origin is 
vertically polarill8d• Vertical antenna users therefore receive core than their share of 
noise . 

Periodic antenna chscke should include care!Ul inspection of whatever you use for 
a lightning arrester. Are connections at the device tight and free of corrosion? le 
the device connected with a reliable ground by the shortest possible length of heavy-gage 
wire? le the wire securely connected with the ground by a clean, lOll resistance joint? 
How about the connection between the arrester and your receivor1 is it a well-insulated, 
low-loss conductor? Are connections tight and clean at both ende? Is the wire (unless 
coax is used) clear of all ceta.l objects? One of the multiplti advantages of coax feed.­
lines is that they oay be run on or in cetal objects without risking the chance of short­
ing or noise pickup, 

If you use an indoor antenna it too should be inspected periodically to assure 
efficient, low-noise operation. Grime buildup and corrosion usually are not as severe 
as with outdoor antermas , but any antenna can bocomo a noise generator under certain 
conditions. Thie is particularly true of telescoping whipe with which many portable 
receivers are equipped, Continued use causes wear in the tubing joints and this 
usually meano poor contact between the telescoping eootions, often resulting in noisy 
reception, To ohook for thi s condition, place the operat ing receiver on its rear panel 
atop a table with tho whip extendad and projecting over tho edge, Grasp the end of the 
whip and move with a rotary motion. If you can feel excessive play in tubing joints or 
produce noise in the speaker as you flex the whip, the antenna either needs repair or 
roplace11&nt , If the area of the receiver case in which tho antenna is seated can be 
inspected, chock the wire connecting the antenna base w1 th the receiver inJl1t, Any sign 
of fraying or a loose camoction should be referred to a competent repair shop. Such 
cond1Uans are certain t o generate noise, . 

An indoor wire strung in an attic or crawl apace is largely free of the weather and 
a.1rborno gri.- 1 but it 18 not free of noise-oak1ng poeeibilitiee . le the antenna well 
reaoved fro• interior power and phone wiring, aetal vent pipes , coiling fan motora, and 
such. It not, you cay find that reloe&ting 1t well any fro• such objects brings a marked 
reduction of noise, Bear in i:dnd that coax can be ae ueetul indoors as out. If the food­
Une h oa your indoor antenna rune ineida or ap.inet & partition conta1n1ng power or 
phone wiring , 1111t&l ducts or plumbing, coax is a neooaa1t71 as it i s between proeape and 
receiver inJl1t s ,

Brandon Lovett corrected a s t ate ­

nent in rin onrlie r article which noted that no religious shortwave station has ever bee n 
nationalized by a government . Lovett reported that t he Voice of Tangier , tho predecessor 
of the Trans World Radio stations , was nationalized by t he Moroccan government . The Voice 
of Tangier was one of severa l private stations in Tangier shut down on Dec . ) l , 19.59 
(under provisions of a Moroccan law dat ed May 19 , 1959) . Also closed were s hortwavers 
Radio Tang i er , Pan American Radio, and Radio Inter Africa (a commerci al Oplration which 
aired the programs of another religious organization , IBRA) , plus sever al medium wave 
operationo and Radio Oersa in Tet uan , formerly Spanisn Morocco . However , l can find no 
evidence that tho Voice of Tangi e r was actually taken over , nationalized by t he government 
of Morocco (as was the case with Radio Dersa) . There arc a number of other cases where 
governments shut down religious br oadcasters , either temporarily or )Xlrnanently, that 
were oporatlng on shortwave . There are cases of this that have occurred in Haiti and 
Bolivi a , for example . A true case of nationalization , actual gover nment takeover of a 
s tation, occurred recently in Port~gal when Radio Renescenca was nationalized , resulting 
1n a for r.ial protest by the Fortuguese Council of Bishops on or about July 5. Radio 
Renescenca was , of course , a Roman Catholic s tat ion . (The sltuntion in Fortugal i s still 
in a stat e of flux-ed)

He has a new building 
and excellent shop facilities and technicians. His experience in surplus includes 
gov~rnnent contracts to recondition ll111tary receivers . I wish l had kna.m 4 months ago 
what I now do and I pass this infornation along in the hope that others can benefit 
f r om ey experience .

Tangier. After French Morocco there i s a designation of station locations as "Rabat , 
etc . " After Tangier the station location i s des ignat ed "Tangiers". 

The catch i s this . Although the headquarte r s of Radiodiffus ion Tel evision Marocaine i s 
listed in llRTH as Rabat and although o:i va rious progracs you may hear t he ID '"Huna 
Rabat" or "lei Rabat" , the fac t is that there arc no s hortwave outlets at Rabat , nor 
have there been at least s ince I have been DX1ng which goes back to 1968. 

Although you will find many Moroccan t ransmitter sites on mediUJll"•ave, a close look at 
llR'IH indicates only two on shortwave , Tangiers and Sebaa-Aioun. Since the Tangiers site 
would qualify your logging a s the "Country" of Tangier , usually logged by hearing the 
powerful V oA relay station there , it would lea ve onl y one possible current way of l ogging 
French Morocco - by hearing Sema-aioun, and that i s not so easy. 

Sebaa-Aioun is loca ted in central Morocco (see map) and operates on three wavelengths , 
6190 and 7115 in the National (Arabic) Network, and 7225 in the International Network 
(French , English, and Spanish) . A look at pas t copies of FRENDX will reveal mighty fe w 
loggings by DXers of 7115 and 7225 (both 10 kw) , so your best bet is 6190 (50 kw) . 
6190 Sebaa-Aioun can s ometimes be heard in the late afternoons (ECNA) in // with tho much 
stronger 6170 (Tangiers ) . Because most DXers don ' t realize the importance of hearing 
Sebaa-Aioun, they don't even make the effort. (Continued)

Since the verliicaticns ..-e have seen from Morocco never have a.'ly data like transr.iitter 
site or wavelength, verUy1ng it is C!UCh more difficult than logging i t . If you do, 
let' s hear about 1t.

Oper a tion: when t he uni t is OFF , it is bypassed and what you hear 
i n t he phones i s what you would hear if they were ?l ucged into t he rx .

Thie me t hod is r espons ible for many of my better cat ches , and 
anyone who has the capa bi l i ty bu t duesn ' t use it shoul d e ive i t a t ry • 
.An;nray, with the r x i n the 2 . 4 hhz selectivity pos ition on USB or LSB, 
the filter is qui t e effecti ve . It a ppears t o be l ess e f f e ct ive but still 
quite helpful i n wider pos i tions of se l ectivity and/or the AL. mode .

The reason: Qatar l s pronounced " Gutter " as in the st reet s . 

A recent NE\ISDAY articl e detailed t he probl ems (would we had such problems! ) facing 
Qatar . 170, 000 people living in t he 4 ,000 square tdle country have too much mone y! Last 
year ' s oil production from t he otherwise sandy, barren wasteland was 189, 070,000 barrels. 
So t h is year production was cut back . 

The irony i s that Qatar needs l oads of t hings : Fact ories , housing, utilities . 
However, they can ' t build any of these without roads ILl'ld they co.n ' t build r oses without 
housing to shel ter t hs r oad worker s . Hence the country will have to start a t Doha and 
work out 1n t hs hinterlands gradually. · 

Loads of money has enabled Qatar to have a 100 kw transmitter on shortwave for 
somet11>B n ow . Transmi tting on 9570 ldlz wi t h a schedule of OJ00- 0705 and 09J0-20JO GMT , 
it remains a :i:uzzingl y difficult station to hear, mainly due to co-channel QRM fi<>m 
Bucharest and others. But if you hear Arabic there, remcnbor to listen for "GUTIER".

RADICMAVES Ill THE ATMOSFl!ERE by Jerry A. Lineback Continued from May FRENDX 

This discussion of the effects of the at1>os phere on the transmission of radiowaves 
i s continued from the May FREtlDX where the causes of absorption were discussed. 

Scatterr The direction of the wavepa.th of a r adio signal can be changed by scatte r­
ing in t he i onosphere and at the points where a s ignal is reflected from the earth' s sur­
f ace . Thus the energy following the primary path from tho transmitter t o reco1ver l s 
reduced . 

Different Raymths : The s ignal froo a station broadcasting below J O rrJiz will be 
reflec ted by diffe rent i onos pheric layers with different inte ns ities . For example , inrt 
of the s ignal reaching a s poradic E layer from above may be reflected and pa.r t pas s 
through to be reflected a@in from the ground. Thus , the signals reaching a receive r may 
have travel ed by different paths . This can re sult in 
low audio quality of distant Sii stations . Multi-pa.th 
reception can cause echos . Long-pat~. echos results 
when there ls a time lag, particularly when the 
s i gnal ls following a great-circle path around the 
world in both directions . Phase distortion of the 
audio signal occurs because of slight differences in 
the time of arriving signals traveling different paths . 

Polari zationr This is a complex phenomenon. Whe n a s ignal leaves a trans r>itting 
antenna it has a certain polarization. In the ionosphere " ordinary" and"extr«ordlnary" 
waves are created with a resultant loss of pcr<er . Also, the wave leaving tho ionos phere 
will have a polarization different fron t he origina l and probably will not ootch exactly 
with the plane of polarization of the receiving antenna . 

FocusL'lg1 Signals can be focused or defocused by l onoopheric irregular1t1eo . The 
irregularities can cause originally p:u-allel raypaths to be reflected such that thsy are 
SUJlCrimposed (focused) at ths receiver site . This can obviously increase potential s i g­
nal strength. Ionoaphorio irregularities can als o def ocus by causing ray pa.tho to diverge , 
hence a loss of signal s trength reaching the receiv~er. ~ 

If the earth and ionosphere were p!rfectly ~ •@ 
smooth , radiowaves could reach the antipode of the 
transmitter s1 te by all possible great-circl e paths . 
However , natural irregularities and ~he geogra phic 
variation in ionospheric conditions at any t1llle a.re FOCUSED IEFOCUSED 
s o great that such focusing does not appear to be of great practical importance. 

Fading • Absorption , scatter, polarization , and defocusing all result in loss of 
averaau power received over the pa.th(s) of the radiowavo. In reality the strength of a 
signal at the receiving antenna varies greatly over a short period of Uoo. The se variat­
ions are call ed fadL'lg . Signal strength can vary as nuch as 10 to 1 in seconds . Fading 
i s caused by the compl ex interplay of several different ionos pheric and other phcnor.rena . 
Movenents in the ionosphere cause interference fading , rotation of the axis of polarization 
can result in fading , time variations in ionospheric absorption , in focusing , and i n 
signal s kipping due to MUF (maximum usable frequency) failure can all result in fad.l.ng. 

The length of t1nWl involved 1.~ t he fading cycle do pends on the cause , Fad.lng duo 
to ionospher ic interference or polarization may vary from a fraction of a second to several 
seconds . Fading f r om absorption ooy have a period of an hour or longer . Focus ing and de ­
focusing cycl es may take 15 t'O JO mi nute s . Fading is generally faster on high frequencies 
be co.use the ionosphere produces greater phase sh l.fts on the shorter wavelengths . Since 
fading is frequency dependent , the high and low s ide bands in a modulated wavo fade dif­
fenntly giving rise to distortion of the oodulatlon envo lopc . This i s called oclectivo 
fading and results again in poor audio quality. Hore next month-JAL

This decis­
ion has had the desired result, as there is a l ot of "new blood" in 
Scoreboard this time. That's fine! We did want to encoura&e relative 
newcomers to the hobby to submit their totals without being scared off 
by the Big Guys, many of whom have been DXing for 10 to 30 years or more . 
l If you ·ever see one of them, you'll recognize him immediately- I Hear 
that they all have ingrown ears frome wearing headphones all those years). 

I've had many suggestions as to how to improve Scoreboard. They are al­
ways welcome, but many times are impractical for me to carry out. I 
will reply to some of them now : 
DELETE BEST QSL/FREQ COLUJ.!!l- l am strongly opposed to this idea . Once 
a DXer starts getting a few rare ~SLs he is quite proud to list them in 
this column, , 'Anyway, with the alternating format , l have no need for 
this extra space . 
SCHEDULE SCOREBOARD BI- 1.:0llTHLY- first , pai;e - allocations for section­
edi tore are assigned a year or more ahead of time . Second, most members 
only update their totals once or twice a year and I don ' t feel that 
there would be· a significant number of changes to justify the extra work. 

Regarding the new format showing Years and Locations , please uee the 
following guidelines . Report Years DXing only in whole numbers and only 
update this figure when a new Whole number of years has been reached . 
Locations (within the U. S. ) are harder to determine . For now, this will 
have to be an arbitrary decisi on by this editor , and the decision is that 
if QTHe are 1000 miles or more apart then they count as 2 QTHs , Also , 
for overseas QT~s the same rule can apply- If you were in France and 
Spain but the towns were only 100 miles apart I would just call it one 
DXing location as reception conditions certainly would be about the same 
for all practical purposes at both QTHe . 
I never would have thought that YEARS DXIllG woi.:ld be an area of confusion 
but I'm having to try to decipher letters tellin& of 11 4 years S\'/Ling and 
2 years DXing"I Well, just let your conscience be your guide on this . 
I had a SW receiver from 1965 till 69 but never listened to it. I got 
INTERESTED Ill THE HOBBY in 1971 and started listening almost daily at 
that time, eo I'll claim 4 years in the hobby- not 10 , 

Note for Europe Spotlight- R. Nordsee International does !IOT count ae 
European reception and cannot be used as Best QSL. " International Waters" 
stations are in a class by themselves and the only place they can be 
counted is in the overall S/H S/V totals. 

ANTARTICA- If you ' ve heard and/or verified this one be sure to get it 
in to me by the next deadline . Some type of asterisk designator will 
probably be used in the Oceania Spotlii;ht to indicate reception and 
verification of AFAl; Mcl.lurdo. If a contributor wishes to show his best 
Oceania AND Antartica QSL , I guess we'll j ust have to give him 2 lines 
of space . 

Ae most of you know , I moved from Tennessee to this fantastic mountain­
top QTH in Al abama since the June Scoreboard . If any contributions go t 
lost in the shuffle, I apologize- but I think everything went smoothly .

SPECIAL BONUS- The Hel ical-Ver tical Antenna 

Due to many requests !or info on the helically- wound vertical antenna , 
the need to also get Scoreboard worked up this week, and the mass­
con!usion inherent with my move to the new mountai n- top QTH this months ' 
space wi l l be devoted to constr uction detai ls and performance evaluation 
of thi s i nteresting, simply built and inexpensi ve antenna. 

Length o! wire , number and spacing o! the windings , height , etc . is en­
tirely arbitrary, as is the singlewire lead- in. There is plenty of room 
for exper imentation in all these iu·eae . I would particularly recommend 
a switching arrangement in the shack to choose single~ire or 50 ohm coax 
lead- in . Results cay be considerably different on variouo bands when 
using one or the other. 

I do not claim to understand the technical reasons why the "helivert" 
does what it does. Comparison antenna was an 84 !t singlswire inverted­
L at 50 ft heieht , matched thru the Unique Wire Tuner. Observations o! 
performance of the helivert are ae follows : 
90 Meters- inferior to singlewire 
60 !Jeters- superior to singlewire on all stations !rom all directions. 
The helivert is the BEST 60 ~eter antenna I have ever used. 
49 Meters- about the same as the einglewire . 
31 and 25 r •. eters- some very interesting results were obtained on these 
bands . Although the helivert was generally inferior to the tuned single 
wire , in SO!o!E cases the station was stronger or more intelligible on the 
helivert and in the case of two stations being on the same frequency, 
one of them would sometimes drop out or drop down . The only solution 
that makes any sense to me is that of radiation- &ngle. I suspect that 
the helivert- as with any vertical antenna- is more sensitive to signals 
arriving at a low angle than is a horizontal antenna, although the in­
verted-L does reoeive both horizontal and vertical pola1ized signals . 
This antenna is a poor performer on freqs above 12 l . .hz . 

This article ia not intended as a finished , smooth revi ew- but rather to 
encourage experimentation and refinement with and to this basic model . 
A shorter one would probably perforn better on higher freqs and a longer 
one better on the lower !reqs . I hope some of you will try it out,
