To Coax Or Not To Coax 

The following article appeared in the February 1975 i ssue of the English ISWC MCtllTCJ! 
and was eubmitted by Ed Pyatt, Philadel phia, PA. Too article is here retyped for clarity. 

AN'IENllA HOTES by D. C. Honey 

Over the years of dealing with S.ll .L. enquiries it is amazing the number of people 
operating quite good receivers on what .a.mounts to a :fairly uselese antenna, more or less 
expecting the receiver to perform airacles . Of course many people do not have the spe.ce 
ar perllission to do 1111ch in the anteMa line 1 in fact 4-0/60 odd :feet of wire seems about 
the beet that aost can achieve. 

A 00111:1on pitfall that people seea to f~ll into is what we call the "co-ax trap", that 
is to p.it up the beet bit of wire they can and then either centre or and feed it with 
co-ax, plugged into an anteMa tuning uni t or straight into the :ceceiver1 this is then 
ex-pected to work all ~. Of course it will give results on other than its resonant 
frequency, but they forget that the top length of such an anteMa deterlOines absolutely 
the resooant ar oprating frequency . Becau"" of the co-ax reeder no uount of •knob­
twid.dling' in the ehaok will change th1s1 1n one go trey -have transformed what could have 
been a good all round anterma int.a a one-band device. 

A horizootal or vertical anteMa :fed 1n the cont:ro with co-ax i s very efficient when 
the 'top' length approaches a half wave length at the :f'requency used1 it will a l so perform 
at 1te third harmooic . A vertical antenna f ed at the end with co-ax is effective when its 
' top' is a quarter wave long a t the fl:equency ussd1 again lt le aleo effective at its third 
ha.rllonic. A,11 of thi e means that after struggling to get up the longest antenna that 
ciroU11stances will allow , its thrMt is cut Cl'I all bands except one or possible two by 
feeding it with co-ax. 

Forget co-ax wiless yoo. s pecialize in single band operation, get up the best 'top' 
you can and end feed the wire straignt into an A'ru , either a ho.., brew type or one of our 
preaelectar4r you could be amazed . 

S<11111 people fall into the co-ax trap because of noise, thinking it will cut man- made 
noiee and of course a co-ax fed antenna can do th1e l.:f 1 t is ~t up high enough and the 
noiee is airbonlo and not ooaing down the rains. But it aust be better to su:ffer noise 
Jmowing th.11.t at loaat the antenna is efficient on nll bands with its single wire end feed 
to an A'nJ. Anyway one can live with 1111n--.de noise, e ither by operating during the times 
when it is lON (if this 19 poes ibl&) or selecting a band where i t is not so bad . 

Funnily onouth i t se11as to be s.v .L.a rather than traneaitting types that get muddled 
up by this co-a.x things possibly the reasoo 1a that l.:f a tranaaitting anteMa were treated 
in tbia faahlon, then no R.F. would get up the spout, Cl'I fl:equencies other than the me 
the antenna is cut for , whereas in the caee of tbe receiver, there are always some signals 
receivable no matter hON t he anteMa is abuaed. So oo the aw hand something ia done about 
the problem etrei41ht away and ai the other one is not easily aware the problem exists . 
com..Bnte-by 'JAI: - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - -

This bringe up Ii good point . Horgan Kooroe, in last llCl'lths SVC recomended the use of 
coax- lead-in to guard against picking up poverline noise , This is necessary at times, but 
attaching an anteMa to coax does seriously reduce the bandwidth of some anteMa systems. 

Moat llASVA 1111abere probably find 1nforaation about anteMas confUsing . First of all, 
aost antenna infarmatian iR prepared far tr&neaitting antehnas. However , the properties 
of a receiving anteM& are very sillilar to the use of that anteMa :for transmitting. These 
include directiooaJ. oharncteristics, current dlstrubution, ef:fective height , iJllpedance, 
etc. The pttpose of a receiving anteMa is to abstract energy f'rom pe.ssing radiowaves . 
The rsdiowave cauaes variations in the rcagnetic flux and these variattlns induce electri cal 
energy in conductors placed in their i;ath. 'n18 voltages are distributed aloog the length 
of the antenna and their strength, for any pi.rticular antenna, is affected by the strength 
of the ra.diowave reaching the vicinity of the antenna, the angle between the plane of 
polarizatioo of the signal and antenna, and too angle between the wavefi"oot and the antenna . 
So. of the energy iB re- radiated and some is available for the receiver. 

All antonnaa, even the classic loogwire , have resaiant i'rtlquenc.l.ea where they provide 
the greatest signal gain. End feeding a lcngwire with coax l ocks that anteMa into its 
rsecnant eiode. The 1m1ltiband u"" of a s imple antenna fed with coax 1e generally not 
satisfactory. Coax can and ebould be used v1th lGUltiband antennae and with single band 
antennae . - Ky own experience indicates that a langwire anteMa with ocax will provide 
brcedband eignal noception to a senaitive receiver . lour editar'11 ayste• ·p!rfOI'11!5 ae well 
as a U.p dipole , Jlenr- the-1.eea, the Jt>enoamcm of resonant hequency noeds to be 
ccmaid.ered far end-fed loogwire a11teMa11 as well as for dipoles , Coax •Y not be tbe be~t 
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answer to your noise problen if 1t restricts the usab111ty of your anteru1a . Your ed itor 
did not intend to get into an involved discussion of this as I am not an e xpert in the 
de1>ign and conetruction of antoru1a sy::;tems. lie would be interested in hearing more from 
the antenna experts amon~ tho r.iembership on the <J.Uestion of coax and the sin~le anteru1a .

Until four or five years past, the service had been 
operated by one Sax Ringler, primarily as a service for amateur r adio operator s . Later , 
it was taken over by Ceorge N. Robertson and the serv lee goes on . 

Most of us have been used to us ing International Reply Coupons (IRCs) to enclose 
with our reception reports for return postage . At 26¢ each, it nearly breaks my heart to 
enclose no less than three in every reception report I mail out. The· recipi ent can 
receive approxilllately 15¢ worth of postage at his local post office , and 1t will require 
at least three IRCs to get a letter from even as close as Mexico . It seems to me that it 
i s far less expensive and far more effective to obtain mint postage stamps of the country 
conderned. Mint stamps are , of course , unused postage stamps of the country you are 
sending a report to. The recipient at t he station can place then directly on your QSL and 
drop 1t in the outgoing rail . The DX Stamp Service offers postage stamps sufficient for 
an air r.iail letter. This rethod of providing return postage is superior to IRCs because 
1t avoids the r.assle your correspondent may have at his pest office exchanging the IRCs 
{Try 1t at yours :>ometime) . If you zend too many oW.mps , the station can use them on 
their mail and everybody feels good . Several DXers feel the use of mint stamps increases 
QSL returns , especially from small or rural s t ations in Latin America or Africa . The cost 
of three IRCs is 78¢ (at present) and the stanp prices range from J5¢ to 75¢, a considerable 
savings when you consider that 5 IRCs nay be needed to guarantee return by air from some 
countries .

As SWLs/DXer s , we have no need for the column 11st1ng prefixes , which mearly indicates 
letters used by those countrios 1n assignment of ai:iateur call-letters. 

Try it this way , , , Drop George a letter and enclose your order far countries you 
know are bound to come your way or that you know you will want to send reports to in the 
next few months . I1' you don ' t have the stamps on hand when you need them, his return 
mail service is fast, but think of the few days you will save if you already have the 
stamps on hand . 

Please note that stamp 
prices in other countries will change 1n the future too. We appreciate having heard 
f'rom George Robertson who gave us his ld.nd pera.1ssion to reprint his price lists.

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A VISIT TO: WINB 
by John McDonald with Roger McKelvey, Dallastown , PA . 

What is a shortwave station really like? We spend many hours listening to them, but 
a lot of us have never visited one . Recently Roger McKelvey and I rode our bikes to 
\IINB , a shortwave station east of Red Lion, PA. There we interviewed the Chief Engineer 
for the station , Timothy Burk. This article is based mainly on that interview . 

llINB is located in a residential and farming area J km east of Red Lion. The building 
b a throe story concrete block structure , with the studio ll.rtd transmitting equipment on 
the middle floor , The AnteMa is 1n a corn field across the road about JOO meters from 
the station • 

WINB was founded in October, 1962, by the late Rev. John M. Norris , broadcasting as 
a privately owned commercial shortwave station. It is currently owned by World Inter­
national Broadcasters, Inc . The station serves as an "evangelical outreach" . broadcast­
ing mostly religious programs. The programs are produced by various religious groups 
Md individual churches, who purchase time in which to broadcast the programs. WWB 
also broadcasts a few of its own programs. Music is played at various times throughout 
the day and the " Mail Call" is broadcast at 2230 on Sunday . Alghough most of the 
transmissions are in English, there are also programs in Ar abic , Russian, and Spanish . 

Since most of WINB ' s programs are on tape they have two Crown reel-to-reel tape decks 
and a cassette tape player for station IDs and other announcements . Record albums are 
used for the llllsic . The Continental transmitter has an outp.>t power of 50 kw , using a 
single triode tube in the final ar.>plifier. 

The Antenna is a three-wire curtain rhombic at a height of about 37 m, with the 
faces of the rhol:lbus 90 n long. The tar get area i s Western Europe and the Mediterranean 
area of Nor them Africa . 

The staff of WINB consists of Timothy Burk , Chief Engineer1 Fred Wise , Technical 
Consultant1 and a secretary, Sally Spyker. The station is loosely associated with WGCB, 
an AM-FM station "just up tho hill" from WINB . They uso tho same post office box and 
telephone number, and most of the technical work for WGCB is done at WINB . • 

On a typical day WINB gets five or six reception reports . Reports have been received 
from over 80 countries in all parts of the world, and are always appreciated , The 
address is1 World International Broadcasters, Inc, , P . O. Box 88, Red Lion, PA 17)56. 

Since its begiML'lg WIJIB has broadcast five to six hours each day towards 'ilestern 
Eur ope and Northern Africa. Plans are now underway to exrand this to ten hours esch 
day , the last four hours of which will be beaned towards South America. A new rhonbic 
antenna ls being constructed for this p.>rpose , and the new transnl ssions are expected to 
start J November . 

Currently the station operates from 1747-2245 GMT. From 1747 to 1945 it is on 17720 
kHz, and from 1947 to 2245 1t is on 15185 kHz . There may have been soire changes on 
7 September, but the next major change of schedule will be 3 November . 

Although WINB 1s nei ther a superpowered governmental station with a staff of hundreds 
nor a rare and e xotic DX station , it was still a mos t interesting and impressive visit . 
We encourage anyone who is 1n the neighborhood of a s hortwave station to stop in . It can 
be quite a fascinating and rewarding experience .

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HOW TO INCREASE '!HE CRYSTAL CAPACITY OF YOUR DRAKE s p R - 4

How would you like to double the crystal capncity of your SPR..l> and not have to touch 
a circuit in your I"!Ceiver? I call it a crystal extender , but in all honesty it is a 
direct steal frorn an article in January 1974 FRE!IDX by Ed Ricchezza and Greg Calkin for 
a crystal adapter for the Slll>A . 

You will need the following rarts from Drake • 1 , a crystal bank assy (which includes 
board , switch, mount, etc . ) r 2 , dial crystal selec torr J , selector knob; If, dial selector 
marker s decal strip; 5. crystal location dlabrnm ot1ckor . Cost io about $28 . 20 pluo 
shipping . The decal s and sticker aro free . You will also need a mini cabinet - I used 
one from Lafayette which was l>x5xJ" and cost $) . You can use any cabinet you wish or make 
one . I also used four rubber feot from the junk box . You will of course need tho 
additional crystals if you do not nlready have them . 

You mount the crystal bank assy through tho bottom of the box being SUI"! to loave 
enough clearance in back to cloar tho crystals . The $haft of the switch e xtends through 
the front and , by cutting off tho oho.ft , tho d1'11 can be positioned close to tre box. If 
you want to be fancy , you could install a light in the box for indexing the band in use ; 
I was lazy and used a piece of Dymo tape . 

!low take a short piece of two conductor wi.rc and connect it to the leads from the 
crystal bank and plug the other e nd!l into any blank crystal socket in the receiver and you 
are ready to add 2) new band<: . 

I had only one problem and that was that the wi.rc should be aa !lhort as possibl e , not 
over about 6 inches . I t r ied to use a long enough lead so that 1 could position the box 
next t o the rece iver, but found that every time I brought my hand near to it , the 
frequencies started moving all over the dial (perhaps one of our core technical ininded 
cembers can give !lOoe explanation of this) . I have the box sitting an top of the receiver 
with the le.ids running down through the hole in the lop. The hole is there for installat­
ion of the AL-4 H'J loop antenna . Even with the cannoctlon this short I found that I could 
not IUt ru:y crystal above 15 dlz in the extender or the above problem was still with me . 
Therefore I moved everything up t.o lJ CIHz lo tho box and installed the high bands in the 
recei ver . (A suggestion might be to use shielded conductor and to ground the cabinet 
to the receiver-JAL) 

All that is necessary now is to select tho band on the receiver that the extender 
is plugg•fd into and then select as usual with tho extender . SiDple and a lot chenJDr than 
a DSR- 2 .

MllJTARY SURl'LUS - 11lE ~ RECEIVER , a review by Ken Duke , Columbus , OH . 

The Dilitary surplus R-J90A receiver ls worth considering by DXors in the carkct for 
a t op notch receiver in the $500-800 range . It has a combination of desirable features 
not found in other receivers in this price range1 General coverage , sharp selectivity, 
flexible controls, stability, and accurate frequency calibration . New receiverc such as 
the Drake SPR-4 or R-4C offer some but not all of these features . 

The R-J90A was des igned by Collins Radio for the A~ in tho 1950 ' s and has boon 
J:l!lllui'actured by several compo.nles (Collins, Motorola, etc) . It 1s a 25 tube , 120 volt AC, 
tri ple and double conversion receiver tuning the 0 .5 to J2 cllz range in Jl one cllz bands 
and one 0 .5 cilz band . It has modular construction whore each section of the receiver, 
IF , RF , Pro , etc , i s located on a separate , removable subchassi s and coMected with the 
other secti ons by plug-in wiring harnesses . Tho R-J90A was widely used by the Armed Forces 
in the 50' s and 60's and is now a vailable on the surplus marl<Bt. 

Tuning is accomplished by a MHZ Change switch that selects one of the J2 bands and by 
a KHZ Change switch that selects, using a per.,.abllity tuned oscillator , any frequency rro1:1 
0- lr:Hz within the selected band. F'requency readout i a via a 5 digit ciechanical counter . 
Clail>ed accuracy is within JOO Hz when calibrated at the nearest 100 kHz point and a good 
unit will have no trouble meeting this s pecification . Although a tube-type set , tho 
R-J90A is quite stable and thermal dr1ft h not a problem . I have found drift to be 500 
H:;:: or less p.?r hour even during wa.rmup. 

Some eleven front panel controls contribute to too versitillity and flcxlb111ty of the 
R-J90A. There are controls for mode of operation , automatic gain control, antenna tune , 
noise licliter , RF and AF gain , d.1al reset, selectivity, audio responce , BFO pitch and a 
BFO on and off switch. Operation of the R-J90A i!I straight forward , cimilar to most other 
communications receivers . Soro notable feature<1 includo a 100 kH2 calibrator . The antenna 
i s grounded 11hen the calibrator ls on , eliminating interference. Tho diAl reset control 
13 used 1n conjunction w1 th the calibrator to accurately set thn tuning mechanism . The 
automatic gain control (Ace) owitch selects 010 of t hree ACC attack and release tlmos. In 
the slow po31t1on , the fluc tuations in signal typical of SW aro damp>d providing relatively 
unifoTI!I audio outp.it and improving intelligibility. The noise limiter switch io continuous­
ly variable offering control over tho degree of noise attenuation . Sore fidelity ls lost 
when the limiter is operating. This is bothersome only when tho llmlter i s providing 
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Tho R- J90A continued . , considerable a t tenuation . The noise limiter i s effective on 
many , but not all , t y pes of noise . 

Good selectivi ty is one of the bes t characteristics of the R- J90A . Unl ike t1a11y 
new :receiver s , filter selection is independent of the mode of operation and BFO. All 
f ilter s are available in each mode . The sel ectivi ty control selects the 16 , 8 , 4 , and 2 
kHz f ilters that are very sharp mechani cal filters with okirt width ratios of about 1 11.5 , 
Aleo availabl e are 1 and 0 .1 kHz crystal f ilters . Most DXing i s done with the 4 kHz filter. 
The:re is also a front panel selected audi o filter useful f or CW :reception , 

The s i gnal st:rength e11ter le i:iarked f or 0- 100 dB, Properly calibrated , a 2 microvolt. 
signal will :read O dB . Sens itivity of the R- J90A is rated at better t han 4 oicr ovolts 
from 0 . 5-16 i:i!z and better than 5 microvolts froc 16-J2 cllz for AM s i gnals . I have found 
2 micr ovolt (0 dB) s i gnal s to be quite readabl e on r:iy :receiver. 

Audio output l s ava.Uable from J polnts on t he receiver, all 600 ohms . The beck 
panel output provi des t watt and us usefUl for dri ving a speaker. I use an 8 ohr.i speaker 
coupl ed via a 600-8 ohm matching transformer, Proper llllltching l e a must for r eadabl e audi o . 
A front panel Ji>one jack pro:vidoe lower power output for headphones , There are al so t wo 
f r ont panel switches and a VU ..,ter cont r olling a bal anced 600 ohm audio output circuit . 
I havo not used t his feature , but it may be s uitable for taping . 

Sound like an excellent rece iver ? Yes , but no receiver ls perfect and there are some 
cautions a potenti al buyer should be aware of . The biggest problem i s locating a good , 
reas onably priced unit . The R-J90A is a mili tary surplus receiver up to 20 years old and 
they were often subjected to ha.rd, continuous usaee. It mu~t be fUlly checked and re­
conditioned before it can be e xpected to i:erform well . Prices va:cy , I have seen "e xcellent" 
R-J90A ' e quoted anywhere frOl:I $400- 900. lt'hi le i t is possibl e to find a good unit from a 
private or retell amateur radi o dealer, surpl us dealer s specializing in reconditioned re­
ceiver s are the ciost 11.l<Bly sources . I have contacted most of these and found Slep Elect­
ronics , P .O. Box 100, otto, NC 2876J to be an excellent source (See SllC for Septe1:1ber 19'75, 
for the story of Ken ' s trials -JAL.) 

Another problem concerns repairs . The R-J90A i s a very complex rcco1vor and too 
average local el ectr onics technician 1:1ay have trouble making repairs . Al so, 3ome parts 
MY not be readily available . Usually , sending it to a qualli1ed surplus dealer i s best , 
but it wei ghs 85 pounds, cnking crating and shipping difficult , The R- J90A i s a reliable 
recei ver and 1f you get a good one, the need f or service ray not develop for quite a while , 
Under any c ircumstance , i t l s wise to get a techni cal e>anual . If you cannot get one when 
you purchase the receiver , SSll Consalvo, 7218 Roanne Or. , Oxon Hill MD 20021 ~ .. new R-J90A 
ioanuals f or $ll. In sur.ima.ry , a R-J90A in excellent condition , costing $500-600 , i s a real 
bargain and a flexible and usefUl tool in the hands of an ardent Sit' DXer.

Hor e on UNDERSTANDING SHORTWAVE l'ROPAGATION by J erry A. Llneback 

In recent articl es appearing i n SWC and LR-C . I have discus sed the nonnal structure 
of t he l onoephere and whn t normally happens to radiowaves os t hey wend their devi ous ways 
f rom the t ransmi tter to your recei ver. There are many other aspects to radiowave t rane­
miosion tha t remain t o b e discussed , but I think i t ie time to turn our atte nt i on to the 
apccto.l events tho.t a ffect the 11norma l" SW reception conditions , that i s Solar and Geo­
magne tic Storms . 

The Geomagnetic Fleld 

Th• model of the " nonno l" geomagnetic field moat connonl y present ed ls that of a near­
ly geocentric jllpole fie l d wlth magnetic lines of force radiating out l n a spher i cal 
fuh i on f r om the north and south magnetic pol es . However, t h e magnetic Held la not unl fonn 
i n i n tensity over the earth ' s surface. Th ere a r e sli ght variations on a amall sca l e that 
are oft en associ a t ed with the presence of magnetic rock.a or mineral a near th e earth 1 a 
surface and large acale variati ons of unknown ortsin . In fact, there 11 yet no adequat e 
u planatlon for the exlo tence of the magneti c H e l d. It l a obviously a fundamental unl­
veraal principle , but ia yet poorly unders t ood. 

Satellite obaervatlono have oho"'" tha t the apherlca l dipole model l a modlfled by the 
solar wind. The sun Ull i ta charged particl es which move ou twar d at high velocity . llhen 
a magneti c fie l d 1o moved through the electr i cal H eld g enera ted by moving charged par t i c l es 
(or vice veraa) n.n ele c t romagnetic current i s gene rated ( thats how e l ectric mot ors and 
genera t ors wor.k) , The curr ents that a r e i nduced in the sol.Br wlnd as l t movee through 
earth ' a magn etic field glve r lae to additional fields whi ch odd to t h e geomagnetic fie l d 
and i ncreaae it at the earth ' s surface as though it had been compressed. Moreover, the 
fore• exer ted by t he e<irth' a field on t he i nduced curr ents causes the sol ar wl nd t o change 
l t 1 dlrectl on 10 that lt avoids a region surrounding the earth. A sharp boundary t hen 
divldee an ouc·er reg ion , Where th4:? wind continues to flow, from an i nner one tha t contain& 
the compreaaed geomagne tic field and from which the v lnd la excluded, The inner r egi on 
le call ed the magnetospher e and its outer bounda r y l o ca lled the magnetopauae.. The bound­
a ry la roughly apherl cal on t h• sunwar d side and ls roughly cylindrical in t he an t l- aun 
di rection. With t h is set-up we can see that condition s a t any l ocati on will vary wi th 
time of day, the sea son , and the lntenslty of the solar vlnd.

Geomagnetic Storms 

Quiet geomagnetic conditions are i nterrupted every few days by increases in intens ity 
of the sola r wind. i)Jring norma l times the increase 1.a due to particles ra diated by sun­
spot nctivity during the 27 dny solar cycle. Major flnros occur at irregular times and 
result in major geomagnetic sconns . There is no standard about what is major nnd minor, 
but a ball park figure is an A index of 40 or more is a major disturbance. Tho phenomenon 
associated with major storms probably applies t o tho minor monthly or bi--111onthly A index 
peaks.

About 36 hours later, sub-atomic par tic l ea (protons for one) roach the 
earth and tbo geomagnetic stor111 begins. The geomagnetic stoI1118 : 1) disturb e l ectrica l 
currents flowing in t he equitoria l a nd polar regions of the ionosphere, 2) there is a 
complicat ed chemical and dynami ca l process change ln the F r egion, 3) sporadic E layers 
appear in auroral reg i ons, 4) there is an increase in the i onization (hence greater 
absorption o f radiowavea) in the D and E regions , 5) auroral displays occur, 6) polar cap 
absorption events occur (radiowavee are absorbed in po lar regi ons). 

Changes in the F Region 

Radio r eception conditions furing a g eot111gnetic storm are \)ften spectacularly differ­
ent from noI1118l quiet times. Station s usually heard are inaudible and sometimes stations 
not noI1118lly heard (often rare DX) may be h eard . Enhanced reception t o cer tain a re49 
of the world occur during certain stages of the storm. 

Theories regarding F l ayer changes presently are Controversial, but it appears thac 
the increase in solar v ind warms the F region. This in tum cause s more e l ectrons co 
r ecomb ine with ions to reduce the electron density in the F region. Ther e arc also changes 
in the movement of electrons aa the various electric.al curr ents are disturbed . The 
maximum nod minimum frequencies usea.ble for SW propagation a re forced closer together , 
nnrrowing the useful s pectrum. 

The increase in absorption in the polar regions• the changes in the F region electron 
density, and i:he appearance of auroral s poradic E (which i s predominantly a nigh t time 
ph enomenon), probably account for most changes in SW propagation and reception during 
geomagnetic s tor111s.

If the typical cyc le 
means anything, active conditions will occur a few days before and a fter the solar peak 
and a l so sometime during the mini.mum. Hore on that later. Below is a graph showing the 
sol ar a.nd geomagnetic cycles for the past few months. Note the irregularity of the monthly 
sola.r cycle. The high sol ar flux during August was not reflected in i ncreased occurcnce 
of magnetic s t orms .

MlNT STAMPS: I thought I would have to do some research and work on this 
subject but Tom Overcamp of Seneca , SC did it all for me. Here's his letter 
on 'mint stamps '. 

Deer Bill, 

Tht1nks for the letter, Despite Loudenboomer 1 e article lest month on 
"Making It" and my feeling thRt I am not one of the "pr os" , I'll try to 
answer your question on mint stamps . 

The main advantage of enclosing mint stamps in recepti"n reoorts is 
courtesy, The station is given a convenient way to respond to your report. 
Return postage need not be required by ell stations . As Scott Reeves 
oointed out !"Cutting Coste on Verification'', FR"NDl, 2/75) , moat inter­
national brosdcastere will reeoond without return ooetage . 'rhie ie almost 
always true for governmental stations with Englieh programs directed to 
North America. On the other hand, many non-English, regional, or religious 
broadcaetere prefer or require return poetaP,e. WRTH, "OSL RtSport", and the 
SWL Address Book can be guides for this. When return postagtS is required or 
when it may give an airmail reply instead of seamail , mint 15tampa are much 
more attractive than IRC •a which may not be understood in mt>re isolated 
re11:ions. 

For many countries, another advantage to mint stamps il5 cost. ~Y 
latest (April, 1975) price liat from the DX Stamp Service! a3 Rodar Park­
way, Ontario, New York 14159 haa prices for mostly airmai 15tampa ranging 
from 30t to 75t not including Canada at 15¢. T)lis is leaa than three IRC 111 
and in the majority of the countries roughly equal to or leea than the coat 
of two IRC•a, 

Although I believe that they do improve responee, they are not magic. 
Probably moat of ue have sent off good reports with details of the pro­
gramming with mint stamps or a few IRC 1 s 1 got no response, and then aee in 
"CSL Report" that someone elee got an instant reply for no retur n postage, 
At timea obtaining verifications ia an art or just plain lu1:k. 

I sometimes use mint stamps as an incentive for better Dling. If I 
don ' t have ti. verification for a particular country or static>n, I order the 
stamo , then make up a list of unused stamps and use that as s reminder of 
which stations to search for so that I can cash in on my in•restment. It 
also eliminates the delay of e few days to a week in getting the stamp from 
the DX Stami;> Service throui:h the US Postel Service .
