Dire 
predictions of hobby doom due to lack of equ ipment are heard at every turn. 

So, l decided to check fnto things and c.-n hnppt l y report that the picture Is 
not near l y as dark as some would have you be: l ieve. Here's a look at some or the 
f tems soon to be on the market. 

The Altrul.tlc AllP (All \lave Portable) Is a 12 transistor unll opernllng off 
two dozen penlight cells . The cabinet Is of genuine Imitation mapl e and cOYhide . 
All dial scal es and push-button band ~elector buttons are color-coded. The receiver 
covers 50 to 500 khz, 522 to 16ll kHz, 2 to 4 mHz, 5 to 8.5 mHz, 10 to 12 and IQ 
to 20 mHz, as well as the 30 to 50 mHz band. A pocket at the back of tho receiver 
holds a 48 x 60 Inch co l or map of the world. And there Is a s p ring action l ongwlrc 
antenna rol lcd up ln•ldc. Press a button and a self-propel led, 10 Inch arrow s hoots 
out at 11 76 degree angle. trailing 130 feet of wi r e. A 0-10 log scale makes It a 
almple matter to re l ocate a station. Economically priced at just $249 , It makes a 
g reat second receiver or bas le unit for the begi nner. 

In the i n termediate price range you .should consider the nev Ha.rmerhead OX King 
at $649 . 50, plus speaker and AC line cord. An Ingen ious tuning system moves a dial 
pointer acros.s a spec lel dial scale as you select the band or f requencles you desire. 
The receiver Is one of the crysta l based type vlth provl5loos for 114, 100 kHz bands. 
(4.5 to 5.0 mHz t1ot UCom\ended). The ID&ln t uning scale runs from 0 to 100 ond you

on t he band selector pointer dl&I, subtracting or adding 5kllz per hour of use for 
drift compensation and a factor of 0.398 'When the shack temperature rJses above 85. 
ln checking this one out l found sensltl•l ty t o be excellent vlth llCJB easl l y heard 
over BED60 on q)'(<5. Other features Include a built-In 200kHz crystal calibrator. 
~one c.ontrol and e.rnbossed warranty card. 

For the discriminating listener. l recoarnend the Roder-Schwatzle Ul timo One 
Thousand. This has got to be the last vord ln receivers and I c•n • t begin to 
comp letely describe It he r e. Coverage Is from lkHz to l OOmHz In either lOO or 
1,000 kHt bands depending upon how you set the controls. A c hoice of 25 di ff e r ent 
selectl•lty settings is available. The unit has a built-In visual band disp lay. 
motorized tuning, aligns itse lf automatically for whatever frequency is tuned--and 
does It so fast that by the time you fini s h adjusting the main t uning to the 
desired frequency, the receiver has peaked lts el!. An "audio ex·pander" takes the 
audio from a station needing heavy filtering a nd pro•ldes the elfect of expanding 
It back to near nonul aud io by re-Inserting t he hi gher frequencies . A special 
switch controls a s li de-back panel at the top of the receiver which exposes a 
hotplate for keeping your coffee ready on those a ll n ight s essions. Su ffice It t o 
say that If you want thi s one you'll probabl y hav e to sell your Rolls ! 

An interestin& piec e o! 4saociated gear is the HClO l monitoring console 
manufactured by Ripoff DX Products at $219."5. The un it contain s a pre-selector, 
audio fi lter. noi se blanker, digital clock, cassette recorder, airmail Hamp 
d i.spenser , antenna switch ing unit, crystal calibra tor and a 4 x 6 area covered by 
clur p l astic underwlch you can Insert cards (availabl e at slight addltonal cost) 
wl th Important dMa you wish to keep close by, such as the latest Ma l d ives 
schedule, club expiration dates or whatever. 

I hope the above will serve to di spel any doubts you might have had about 
the so-ca l led 1 'sorry state of equipment" because , 1u you can see , quite to the 
contrary, things are very rosy Indeed !

The price is $2. 50 plus . 50¢ postage and handling mailed anywhere in North 
America. The mailing cost is an additional $1.00 for airmail outside North 
America . We expect a lot of orders at the beginning , so g ive some extra 
time t o get your copy mai l ed. 
MEMBERSHIP DUES TO INCREASE1 In anticipation of the new postal rates whic h 
are scheduled t o go in effect at the end of December, we have no c hoice but 
to increase membership dues accordingly. From the mailing cover, you will 
note t he cost of member ship is increased $1.00 per year . Overseas air mail 
charges are likewise i ncreased since the cost of sending printed matter by 
airmail will increase substantial. The cost of "DX Hotline" ( formerly 
Fl ashSheet) i s incr eased to $J . OO per year. Part of t his increase i s be­
cause we have found that publishing costs are higher in Park Forest than 
they were when Dan Ferguson was publi shing this on the club ' s printing 
machine in Charleston . These increases a.re effective immediately, however 
thuse checks that are now in thr nail at the old rates will be honored 
throui.;1. llov~mber only. 
We are so:·r'· to have to increase the cost of membership , and if we sent 
just a re~ bulletins each month the increase might not be necessary , but 
in mai~ing over 10 , 000 copies of FRENDX in a years time, even a sli ght in­
crease in postal rates is substantial in tot al.

s·uMMER RECEPTION IN EUROPE 
by Richard E . Wood - Canlen C 1ty NY 

Thi s swwner I returned Lo fey native Scotland and also traveled Lo Holland . I n both 
countries I hadi access lo shortwave receiver s - in Scotland, a sir.all portable , the Jai:anese 
Decca PR-209, and in Holland, a very good Philips dol!l8nt1c receiver . The experience , cover­
ing the 11onths of July and Augus t , was sufficient to refaillllari ze myself w1Lh typical 
su""""r rece ption in the northwe11t coastal nglon of Europe , the area whore I began Dlting 
1n 195? . and ~ cominre i t w1lh c onditions on EX:NA using sil>ple rece iver s . 

Hy main observation wao lhe general dollinance of transmissi ons froci tho Eurasian land­
ma83 and Mediterranean b'.l.sln during the daylight and early evening hours . Howe ver a few 
Lat i n Amorlcan stations were heard , pi.rticularly in tho i nternational bands . The best and 
mont consistent was sol1Ylthlng of a surprise - R Naci onnl do Brasilia , 152115 . Its European 
service in English at 2100 , f ollowed by A Voz do Bras il at 2200 , provided excellent listen­
ing . Second best was Trans-world Radio, Bonaire , with E:uropean service (French 2200-2215) 
on 152?5 . HCJB was the firnt SllllC which l verified from England in 195?. It was on 15115 
t hon , juat as it 1:; now and juat as good . Tho Swodi sh ecrvice was also heard on 15J05. 
However , Quito was not heard nightly, in contrast to the more easterly stations, RHB and 
'!'olR/B . Havana's European :;ervi ces , being costly in the early evening, were not good , but 
by 2200 Havana was becom1ng dominant on several 19 mb channel s in Spanish . Radi o Nederland 
Bona1re was heard on 19 and 25 caters . Finally , RAE Buenos A1re s was reasonably heard in 
its European service around 2200 on ll?lO , but had spl ash frolll Sweden 11705 and others . 
The 60 mb opened up to Bra?.11 around 2200 and to Venezuela, etc ., about 2)00 . Latin 
American DX-ing in Europe l s definitely a midni ght to dawn jllrsuit . 

RC! was the most consistent s i gnal fron North America. 15325 genei-ally faded i n 
around 1800 or 1900 and rose to be the loudest signal on t he band on good nigh ts by late 
evening . 11865 was less c onsi:itent but often good . The Northern Service , t hough Europe 
l s surely not on t he beam, was very food on 11720 and 9625 around 2)00 . VoA Greenville was 
often good by min-evening on vari ous 16, 19, and 25 mb channel s , AFRTS Greenville 15")0 
and ll?90 were fair to good . \IYFR , KCEI , aml \IDIB were not heard a t all . Ho west coast 
VoA outlets were heard . The impression gathered was that eight time zones west, over t he 
pole , i s a ll:UCh core challenging i:ath than e i ght time zones east . 

The Eurasian landmass provided the bas~c s tock of s tations heard at high level every 
day • Radio I\!k1ng to Europe i :i a very similar s ituation to Radio Moscow in Ea:it e rn North 
America . Coopa.re the two azimuths - EX:llA to European Russia i s a si:an of e ight tire zones , 
a sub-polar i:ath . Likewise , western Europe to Peking i s a stretch of e i ght tlme zones in 
a s i milar direction. During the surooer in Europe , Peking was therefore audible evenings 
on roughly the same gamut of frequencies as might be expected for European Soviet stations 
in North. Acerica . 19 m was marginal and only heard in the early evening; 25 and Jl m were 
str ong1 41 r.> fair; and weak or absent s ignals on 49 o . The only tices when Peking is in­
audible are between dawn in China {say 0100) and around dawn in Western europl {say 0700) .

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At t hat time those fami l iar channel:; of 15060, 15095, etc., begin to f<J.dc in .:igain, to peak 
around 0930. Ther e is another perio<l of poor Peking rccepLlon when day lig ht absor ption i s 
at t t s highest, a t locnl noon ( 1200 G IT). The main p~r iod of Peking audibility begin s as 
ear l y as lJOO with the Russian serv i ce, oft en jammed wl t h n dts t or ted Mayak signa l. R•­
cep tion from t h e Far East a n d Au stralia peaked around 1400-1600. Typica l of r ecep tion at 
this time wer e good s i gna l s from VoA Philippi n es on 11965 a nd t h e gradua l butld-up of 
potent s i gn:i l s from Radi o Aust r a lia, beamed to Asia on 9770 a nd 11825 . Many Soviet Far 
East s tations were heard, mostl y with Radio Moscow's Chinese service . 

Dy 6 p .m. l ocal (1700 QC:) Radio Peking was beginnio11 s erv i ces beamed to Europe and 
Africa on the fringes of the 41, Jl, 25, and (in early evening) 19 meter bands . Even 
taking it for granted chat some of: these come from transmitters in wester n China, r eception 
\Jas remark.able on n mu l titude o f frequencies and in many languages . I t is interes ting to 
note, for CX3Clplc, that Peking transmits direct to Albanla although Albani a's own internal 
broadcast ing reflec t s t h e Chinese tine. Reception of Pcklng 1 s Quechu.:i broadcas t at 2230--
2255 was s o local in qua l ity that I wondered \ol'cithcr it could have been sh i pped on tape 
for b roaden s t ln Tirana. 

One item I par t icula r l y want.cd to check on, but when~ ! met with disappoint men t , we r e 
Pckinc •s duytime broadcasts co Euro pe lis t ed in t..hc WR'rll, e.g. Italian (on frcqs . as low 
a s 5250) nt 110()....1200 and French '1L llJ0-1200. Although t he frequencies listed n r e typi cal 
Pektng t:hoiccs, most of them seem unsui table for r eaching southC'rn Europe in broad day 1 ight. 
HercP, I thought i t possible th.n t they might bt: Tirana rel ays , el l though Ti rana hns neve r 
ytt ccn identified as r c l a.ving Pc:ki.ng shortwav~ transr.iis~ions co Europe . Dis.3ppolntingl y, 
the t ? or.r-1.Dc tr:tnsmission~ ~~re trwudlb

le. but that inaudibl.lit y in itself is s igni.fi.cant 
sinc e l'irr:.u1 would be heard a t that t iLlC'. 

Turninb \.' the rest of As ia. , 1\ ll Jndla R-idio wa s a s tation which found i:nc lis tening 
regularl~ . "'~ Eurc•p can service at 174'.>-2230 on 72 15, 9525 , and 11620 , and from 1945 
addltion"lly on ~912 , 1<as superbly r~cclved . Politica l events in India at t h e time 
wer e o! unprccidtmt•·d interes t lti'lJ AIR is no t generally as good on ECNAi so lt was o 
pleasure to lis ten to tt at local strength . Othe r services of AIR wer e also hear d, in­
cluding the recently i n troduced Rusainn s ervice. Best frequencies f rom Radio Pa.klstnn we r e 
15 115 at ll0(}-ll15 for the i n!Jnitoblc dictatton-speed news , 15520 l n t h e afternoons fo r 
inter es t ing news on the Bangladesh r evolu tion , a n d i n the evening 9485 wi t h the Tur kish 
service At 1800-1900, n.nd the European service l a ter on 9465 . The European servi ce o! 
Radio Pyongyang was h e'1rd on 9415 rlght next t o one o f the BBC's ma in frequencies . Hanoi, 
too , was henrd o.t various tiJ:les on 10040 a nd 12035; the best reception being in the 1600-
1800 time segment. 

When I was DXing in Brlt.a.Ln from l95i-1963 , I was .:a 'Cegula.r listener c.o the morning 
European service of Radio Australia which, chcn, enjoyed a popularity and coDtiistcncy of 
r eception i:quivnl eut t o thnt of the c.orr<-sponding ABC morning broadcast t o North America. 
But t h ls 8Wttncr , due to the combined factors of low sunspot activity a nd h igh European QRM, 
rcceptlon WaG puor to nil in th l! 31 and 19 mbs. 1 did cxper l cncc mid-evening reception of 
RA, though quite lncont:is t:cnt l y, n c. Aus tralian dawn. 1 1rounc.l 1900--2000 GO.', when the Pacific 
sr.rv.l r:e wns on 11840 . Th e aftl!rnoon {GMI') openb1g co Austra lia rem.l i ned t he mnin one. 

J apan to Sco tloC\nd ic a po lair azi.aiuch s nd it is not surpri sing that NHK l s by no mea ns 
as regularly he<> rd a s Peking. Th~ unly rerep tio:i t i:n< "''" o round 9 3 .:n . local (0800 QC:) 
~hen the European s~rvice v~a loudly hcn rd ln EngliEh •n 15430 and the General servic e more 
weakly on 15195 . On ttornlnga o! dlsturbcJ proca;;at l on both wen• lnaudible. I would, ho.,_ 
ever, sny th.at the s ignal on good mornings wa s be t ter th . .n I h..'Jvc heard from NHK on ECNA. 
The r e was no Clutter, which ls s eldom abstnt frm:.l the NHK !: igt'.al in Ne\ol York. The evening 
fu<opean service , l isted for th" 4l a nd :ll mbs '1t peak "v<-nlng listening time (180(}-1930) 
was o. wa.shouc, swamped by £ur opco.n oc..o.tions . Peking wisely operates outside the bands. 
Japan, though p ropagation.illy for less well located than Pe king, i s too Law-abidtng to do so . 

African s tations were not as ~vtdcnt as ls the case i n t he /\mcri cas . The rca.non i s 
that they are located due sou th nnd do not e njoy the va luoble advantages of da r kness into 
daylight transmission which bringa Moscow , AIR, Peki ng , etc., in a t such strength l o West­
ern J::uropc. During the sumncr monlhs, a t lease, the h inh- {rt?qucncy bands were never ob­
ta c rvcd t o be open only to c.he d eep south. Rather, 19 meters genera lly provided potent 
s l gnals from Iran l5084, Anl<Jlrn 1Sl65 , the RFE outlets i n Portugal, Radio Liberty in Spain, 
'1nd a t d ifferen t ti.mes n variety of short-skip stations from almos t any part o f Europe. 
Hence, Radio RSA' s European s ervices, chougb hea rd, wert: n-> t genera.lly interference-Cree. 
Bes t frequ.,ncics for R RSA were 15155 '1nd 11900. By the beginning of the North American 
service at 2225, t he HUF h:id dropped dras tically so th.>t only 5985 was heard. The only 
b l ack Africa n stntion hcarJ wua HM l.L o n 5995. Numerous North Afr ican stations we re ht!nrd 
a ll day, e .g . Algiers 9685, Morocco 11735 , Cairo ll 6JO . The entire Hldd l e E.'.lst wns very 
d0<ainant; Peyk--c,-tran stil 1 going strong in Farsi, Azerbaljan inn and l<urdis h, l ran itself 
always blaring on 15084 and l n d'1r knesu on 9022. I arnel was hea rd not only n n many fore ign 
s ervice fcequen<.. ies , but .:ilso with the home SPrvice relay a ll day on 15545 ond 11645 a nd 
nights on 9495. Kuwa it wns heard on 11940 over or under Bw.;.h.arc ti l. Afric.:a though was 
good on 60 and 90 meters from duok to d'1wn . 

The closest c ontincnt3l country to Scot l.:Jnd is Norway, s o it ls no surprise. thnt 
Scandinavia was dominrutt on most bands. Dayt imcs, for exampl1: 0 Norway 6185, when on tlll· 
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nir, was the loudest o n the band . Likewise , Fin land 9550 w:is consistently louder , ln day­
light, than adjaccnL DW 9545 or SBC 9535 . Finland ll755, I S "'1, which I have yet to heur 
i n the U.S. , was equa lly sood. 6 120 was somctlmcG noted . Of two stat ii.ms with good noon­
time English br oadcasLs o n 31 m, Sweden 9630 was much louder than SBC 9535 . By comparison, 
southern Europe wns not as dominant as it is in the U.S. Spain wa u heard mostly on 7105 
(or Spaniards abroad . Po rtugal's ~ wa8 quite inconsistent, dt!ptmc.ling on even ing s kip 
distance for i rrcgul.:tr r ecLpti on on 15295, 153 15 o r 15340, so that for coverage o { c u rrent 
events i n Por tugal I hnd l o rely mainly on Lotc..--cvcning reception or a MW station there . 
Advent est World lbdlo via Sines , 9670, was however booming . The daytlmc lineup of the 
bands in Scotla nd was a s follows . 49m ; Norwny 6185 and France-Inter Issoudun 6175 l oudest , 
DW 6075 and o ther genMn s plus RNW 6045 nex t, weak s ignal s from Prague 6055 and o thers . 
41 m; Budapes t 7220 was notably l oud, plus othe r Centr'11 Europeans . 31 m; mainly northern 
and central Europe, Scandinavia , Germany, Prague, Budapest , Moscow' s British noontime 
s ervice on 9450 no L qulte a t strain-free l evel, Algier s 9685 s urprising l y good, RBI' s long 
Arabic broadcast at LLO~l400 on 9730. 25 m; All Europ e and Middle F..'5t, a very crowded 
bnnd nt all times . Although on numerous parallel channels , Radio Moscow ' s ll3~l 230 
British s ervice d id no t provide intcr!crcnc..-Crcc rcccpti.on on a e i.ng lc f requency. The 
s h otgun technique, i.f nll shots nrc rnisplaccd, docs no t work. RBI in Arabic on 11 7-00 was 
as out s tanding as 9730 . 19 m; this band, which migh t, had it been clearer , have provided 
reception of !: tllt4!oidc VoA outlets and oth er dls tnnt day l igh t to day l lght s tatione 1 wns 
domiruitcd by numerous Radi.o France channels, r l us R.lldio Liber t y and its ja[IUllcrs . Athcnu' 
Balk.an-language s ervice 160~l715 was good on l5345 . Nor thern Europe W'1S more variab l e 
from day to day , Lhough Flnl'1nd 15l85 was a l ways good . 

I would conclude by saying that, on the whole, F.a.st Coast North America seems to be 
n better location £or listening i.n the l n tcrnncionnl broadc.ast b.'.lnda, r a ther t hiln Europe. 
!uropc .:ind adj:tccnt developed pnrts of Asin contain so many powerful Ntations that one ls 
dominated by t h em. One reels qultc remote h:.:>m t he Americas . The U. S . Wes t Coast, eigh t 
t ime zones away, s eems infinitely mor e difficult to receive tha n Peking, eight tt.mc zones 
~tlst. Europe would be a good l ocat ion for a DXcr i.n tercsted in Far &is t e rn stations , 
that tend to be difficult on ECNA . But tho U. S . DXcr has a t least as good a shot at 
Africa, a bett er one, on t h e whole, at Latin Amer ica and the Pacific I slands (espcc i sl ly 
T11.h iti) . Evening short skip tends to be a n nnnoy1ng phenooenon, bringing unwanted stncions 
from a few hundred to one or two thousand mil es Ln on bands \oihlch ought more produc t ively 
to be dom:iru:atcd by tr.lnsocenn ic s~tlons. The locations which can provide short s kip for 
lhc U.S . are mercifully few, mostly Greenvill e and Havana, whcrC!as s hort skip evenings 
i n Wes tern £u,:opc on 19 and 25 meters will s how , at any g iven dat.e nnd time, a booming ™• 
or Sweden , or Buchnrcst, or perhaps Brussels.

120 volt AC source or a l Z volt DC negative ground supply. Front panel cont ro l s lncludc 
.i var ia.bl e BFO~ AZ gain, a ntenna tri.mner, bAnd selector, RF gain , a slide s wi. tch oper a t ed 
lluta.nat ic noise limiter, AM-SSB/CW mode switch , fast- slow aut omntic volu::1e control, and 
n Sland-by switch . The receiver ls equipped with an 5-meter ( very generous to weak 
stations) and a headphone jack is l.ocnted conveniently on the front panel, well away f r om 
contr ols with which it coul d tnlcrfere. /\n ext ernal s peaker is needed however.

Tuning for S\IBC stations i s 
accol:lplished through three stages . First, one sets the oain tuning knob (located at the 
extreme right of the front panel) to any of several white dots on the oa1n tunl..'lg dial.

After having sat the main tuning , the opere.tor rotates the bandspread knob (on the extrene 
left of the front pe.nel) until he reaches the s i gnal which he wants to identify or listen 
to .

You have by now recognized the oajor downf'all of the DX- 160. The bandspread is cali­
brated for the hat.I bands , therefore it is necessary to resort to using the l og scal e and 
shortwave conversion data in the manual or graphs of your own oaking. This 1s tire 
consw:iing and limits aocuro.cy in frequency deterl:lination. It is difficult to line up the 
main dial pointer accurately and the receiver does not have a crystal calibrator that 
could serve to calibrate the main pointer a little better, 

You can construct your own graphs and use frequency mar ker stations (1111'1 , CHU) for 
allignment of the main tuning dial. Dan McCarthy reports the following accuracies .

Brian Levy reports that he i s a part time salesman for Radio Shack and has sold 
several DX- l60s , none of them to hacs . He hopes that they will mociify the bandspread 
to calibrate the shortwave broadcast bands and include a crystal calibrator . Apart fror.i 
the problem of tuning the radi o , it is a fine receiver . Brian has owned his for a year 
and has had no trouble with it . He has logged 55 cou.'ltries and Dan has logged 95, Some 
owner s have logged well over 100. The Sensitivity for the AH band 1s 100 nicrwolts for 
10 dB, but gets much better on the S\IBC bands (J..l> mi crovolts for 10 dB S+ 11/ll ratio). 
Selectivity i s 4 kHz at -6 dll and 18 kHz at -40 d.B. The receiver 1ncludes FET ' s 1n all 
cr;i tical stages . 

The receiver is ideal as a relatively low priced, good communications rig,4 priced 
at $159,95, It is widely used by begin.'11ng DXers and S\ILs . It is a much better buy than 
portables that cost almost as cuch and offer a lot less, and it is a darn si ght cheaper 
than a Drake SSR-1 or a Barlo-.< Wadley . The tuning problem is all that keeps it f r om being 
a good tool for serious DX . Conclusi on, for $160 you can enjoy yourself and hear over

IMl'ROVING YOUR HEATHKIT SW-717 by Bob Underdown, Siloam Springs AR 

I recently read in a receiver survey in the June edition of HCJB' s Andex J11Sgaz1ne that 
the Heathkit 511-717 was rated fourth among the r.iembership of Andsx Intornational (after 
the DX-150 AAcB , both firs t , the DX-160 second , and the SX- 190 third) . Since Heath probably 
eolls hundreds of their Sll-717s in kit :'orm, I thought I might be able to reach som 
of these fellow 511-717 owners with a hl.Jlt to 1.tlprove their receivers, 

First, as any owner can tell you , the orJ.ainal bandspread of the Sll-717 is thoroughly 
inadequate for serious DXing1 sines 1t doesn't allow the listener to ce.lculate the frequency 
accurately . There 1s practically no way to add a nw:i'ber die.l knob so you ca.'! uae graphs 
for frequency interpolat1m with any kind of accuracy because of the ) to l turning ratio 
of the tuner capacitor used in the band.spread itself , The only thing I can sugasst is to 
replace the tuner capacitor with a similar size capacitor with a regular ty~ l to l turning 
ratio shaft, This new tuner should have the B8J:lB value or elightly higher (the h1gher the 
value the wider the range the bandspread will cover . I ' ve had excellent results wi t h a 
single gang 0-12 pf (mmfd) t hough Heath.~it used a 0- 5 ,9 pf capacitor) . 

Removing the old tuner capacitor was easy as ~tting it in was, rofering back to page 
18 of the r:ianual , I re1:1oved the two )/6th inch screws holding t he capaci tor ' s body and the 
single )/8th screw holding the ground solder lug. After desoldering the yellow wire lead­
ing from the bandswitoh and loosening the setscrew on the "string" tuning system' s J;lll.ley, 
I sUd the old capacitor out and replacsd it with the new stra1ght ehaft capacitor. After 
you have changed the old tuner , you should now add a vernier dial to be used with graphs 
for frequency interpolation . The s haft of the new tuning capacitor ehould be s hortened , 
1f necessary, to allow the vernier dial to be 1nste.lled. A good vernier 1s the 8 to l rati o 
precision vernier dial, Lafayette 99-F-60)11 , shown on pe.ge 1)7 of the 1975 Lafayette 
catalog . Thi s dial has markings of 0- 100 which i e perfect for frequency interpolation 
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graphs . With a crystal calibrator and carsMly r""1de graphs ynu r•n get arcuracy cf.: 5 
kHz on so:oe bands . The ujor problec with graphs i s that the SW - ?17 tends '" dr1:"1. 
s lightly and this can throw your graphs off' as muoh a s 15 ldlz at times . This can be over­
cor.1<1 by using Ken Duks ' s i'orr.iula featured in the June FRENDX article Frequency Interpolation 
without Graphs . Using his i'orcula you can get as close as 1 kHz! Not bad for a $60 short­
wave radi o . 

A word of warning in closing . Heath takes a dim view of nodifying your H t and it will 
probably vo1.d any guarantee . I cazi ' t see hall this modification would har n your receiver . 
\11th the 0-12 pi' tuner capac i tor, tuning SSB s18nals on the hi.,hest band is nore difficult 
than before , so 1f you are interested L'l Hae listening on the 20, 15 and ll'l .icter band3 , 
I would suggest further e xpirimenting 111th a capacitor with a range of les• tha.'l 0-12 pf . 
For normal SWBC use the 0- 12 pf capacitor is )J!rfect .

SPECIAL BONUS- A Multiband Wire Antenna 

This is a re- run of an article by this editor which appeared in Peb.'73 
FRENDX. On the bands covered , thie antenna ie comparable with the SWV- 7 . 
Thie is.not too surprising , since the latter uses L/C traps and the home 
brew model described here usee the quarter-wave ground-plane principle 
which is superi or since there are no losses involved . Thie ie a GOOD 
limited- apace antenna for the bands covered , and shouldn ' t coat more 
than 15- 6 if you can come up with some used poles or use a tree for t he 
vertical mast. While it is designed for the six bands listed, it is not 
to be considered useless for other freqs. It does not require a tuner . 
Additional bands may be covered by adding wires using the formula: 234 
dtvided by the mid- band freq in Mhz. Third- harmonic relationships are 
used to advantage , as in the case of wires A and B. Thie is the only in­
stance in electronics that I know of where you get something for nothing. 

Construction notes: the easiest way to connect the bared coax braid to 
t he ground- rod ( should be six feet or more down) ie to use a hose clamp. 
Semivertical wires should be enameled, or at least insulated. When trimm 
ing coax, be sure to cut off excess braid eo that it cannot short against 
the center - conductor . If two trees are available , a horizontal wire can 
be s trung between them and be used as the support in place of the mast . 
If meet of your listening is on t he bands covered , this is a PB antenna .
