VNG STAflDARD FREQUEllCY AND TIME SIGNAL SERVICE FROM AUSTRALIA

The first s t andard frequency and til:le s i gnal service stations usually heard by DXers 
are t he familiar "pips" of \lllV, llllVH , or CHU in Canada . There are , however , a good many 
other of thece ota.tions on the bands , providing similar service for other nations around 
t ho world . Just one of the others 1G the VllG in Australia . 

The Australian Post Office 1n1tlated the time s ignal servi ce froc the VNG on 21 Septem­
ber 1964. Tr.uls111tters are located in Lyndhurs t which ls approximate ly )7 kr.i from 
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Melbourne, in the state of Victoria . 

The "ra1Gon d ' etre" behind the VllG, was to establish an accurate Lime signal and st.rutd­
ard frequency for those groups in Australia that were conducting seismic and othor 
scientific oenourerents , as well as for surveying and el<l'loration tear:is, engaging in 
experU:ients throughout the country . 

Two trnnoa1tters, modulated by the saoe time signals , feed half-wave dipole antennns 
for the tratlomicsions which take place on 4500 , 7500 and 12000 1-Jlz . The U me of t r mo-
l'li ssion vario~ for Gach frequency . On 4500 one CM try for t ht signal~ fro::i 09/15-:<lJO Gl''r . 
On 7500 the scoouulo runs f rom 2245-22JO . Finv.lly , t he b!:"oadcaot on 12000 encompa"'"'e 
tho t iF.a reri<'<i between 2145 and 09JO GMT . All of tha f:requent'lcs •.1se ~o kl.' of pow~r.

Israel Broo1:ke:;ting Serv1"e (IBS) , as it was then c .. llcd, had O!"'::ated as a govc:::ni:t;~t 
depa.ri.mnt , fir~~ W1der the Kinistery of tho lnter ior and then tuider the Prb" Miniot r r ' s 
offlce , He ti:aditions , yoW>g as they were, were those of a ser:ico rend•rred by t ho 
Government to t ho peopl.a , rather than tho3e of a mouthpiece of t ho Go~ernnent . Th~rc wu~ 
little in the hist ory of broadcasting in the country that was conducivo to s uch a dev~lo;i­
ment and the fact that it did take place was in no small ~.easuro due to the "niquo ["rsort­
ality and otrcngth of I srael's first Prire Minister, David Ben-Gurion. 

Broadcnating 1n Israel had its origins in the Pal.astine Broadcas ting Service ( PB:;) , a 
goveome!ll. d~po.rt..,nt under the British ~3lldalo, Md l'I t he cla:idectin~ broadcasting 
:;talion:; run cur in;: various periods !:y the Jewish national pu-a-l>ilitar1 underground . ! t 
i s -:o ti"' Erabh Gv·•e!'!IJl£nt. 'llr<><'.dcastinz Set""ice that br0'3.dcas~ing b Israel oweo c~:;t rf 
its J>Y'Of'-'saior.nl t.ril'!itir.11s . 

1'bese l.rrui!tior.s were largely deri ve<'. from t i" BBC , the Al....a Nnt e r uf most of the t\•i..no­
ing 5taff . Later on Iarale i broadcasters ware t o hnve opportuni ties to acquir9 ooro prc­
fessional i;chooling at the source. But as far as the concevt of an 'ndependent broadcast ­
ing organization i s conce med , this particular tradition has not been an umn1.xed blesolng . 
In additicn lo 1ts proud independence , tha Briti sh broadcasting tradition had a s t reak of 
Reith1a.t1 l".'terr.nllsm , s uperiJDposed on the wayo of a colonial administration . This meant 
that such phraoes as " lie do not go into that kind of matter" were col'Ullon currency in the 
PBS , and that political needs of the administration t ook precedence over journalism. 
No more could t he clandestine Haganah stat1on:1 be cons idered a useful correct ivo. TilOy 
were patiently ootabl1s hed to carry a political messaae rather than merely inform, l ot 
alone entertain . That broadcasting in t he State of Israel has sprung from these t wo di­
vergent l ines of deve l op1D9nt does not mean that it was established by a llixed staff , with 
antecedents in either one or the other 1 quite a nWDber of the veterans had a foot in both 
camps, my self included . Before the Stat e was established, we used to refer to oursel ves 
as Dr . J ekyll and !Ir. Hyde , w1.thout ever doubting who Dr. Jekyll was. 

The transition of power f'ro• the l!andatory Government to the Jewish State , though 
s orely lacking in the attributes ot an order ly transfer, d i d not interrupt broadcasting 
far one day. With some hast U y recruited nln!orcements , the Jewish staff of the PBS 
continued operations in Hebrew, d i spens ing with the services of Hi s Majes ty ' s censor, bofore 
t hey !mew where their salari es vere going to co.., from . In a catter of days they were 
1nf'ormed that they now cons tituted part of tho 1ntormat1on services run by the Kinist" ry of 
the I nterior . The 1nf'ormat1on services were later transferred bodily to the PriJDe Minister ' s 
office , which acted as a catch-all for those govornment de partments for which 1t was not 
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ee.sy to assign defini}e ministerial responsibility elsewhere . A painful process of C1utual 
education was thus begun; casing broadcasters into thel:r role within a democratic society 
and telling political leaders what broadcasting was all about . 

Froa tho start, it was clear to everybody concerned that, though the size of the country 
more or less dictated a state !IO!lOpoly of broadcasting , this situation should not be mis­
used far party political ends. Indeed, an exaggerated cmcept of proprie ty ::et in , to de­
fine very narrow limits within which a stale broadcasting service could operate. One re­
sult was that erlernal broadcasting services were placed out"ide the competence of state 
radio. It wao considered sociehow iaproper that one state should address itself to the 
ci tizenn of other sovorign states, bY1"'ssing thel:r Covemcen ls , as 1t were. A parallel 
station , "The Voice of Zim for the Diaspora", was established under the aegis of the 
Jewish Agency , which, as a sellll-prive.te organization , the argument ran , need not concern 
itself with protocol. It took complete disregard ror this r1ne distinction by the foreign 
monitoring services , as well as a certain amount of adC1inistrat1vo waste and r.tutual toe 
treading, to come to the conclusion that the existence of two record libraries had no 
political significance , and the external services becace part of the IBS in tho fifties . 

By tho early sixties , a legal definition of the role of broadcasting in democracy was 
long overdue. Vhon the Broadcasting Authority Law ( 1965, was enacted tho basic approach 
was to .a.ks the Israel Broadcasting Authority (IBAJ dependent on the body politic , but 
independent of party politics, The law envisaged the establishlllent of two public bodies, 
a plenllJI and a mnaging couittee to run the Authority (now with Jl and 7 ""'mbers roepect­
ivly). The mabers or both bodies are in effect goverruoent appointed. Political cm­
vention has establi shed two practices effectively safeguarding independence of broadcasting 
rro• the Covern•nt of the day1 .,•bers of t he public bodies are selected eo ns to re­
preaent a wide party political spectru<i , covering all 1aportant parties 1n Parlie.Jlent, and 
they are not aubject to government instruct1oos in tha exercise of thal:r duties. The LaN 
itself specU'ioo that c:nly a limited ntlllber of .,•bers (not more than 4 ln lhe pl enum and 
not more than 2 in the Board of Governors) aay be otate employees. Every Director-<:eneral 
has ude it his rosiness to guard jealously the independence of the Authority, 

lladio had a hard tillle redefining its role in a television oriented society (TV intro­
duced in 1968) . Listening patterns radically changed, with once-preot1g1ous peak tiM 
relegated t o the liabo of llinimu• audience. It was not until the 19'7J war that radio really 
came, into its own as an unrivalled source of l.Jlediste news for a new6-hungry population 
(more than two-thirds of the civilian population listened to more than 10 news bulletins 
1n one day). There is still a die-hard tendency to place prestigious radio prograues at 
an hour when their audience ls severely reduced by televisic:n. 

Now our radio broadcasts go out oo !our channels and a fledgling flfth1 Ch, 1-natiooal; 
Ch, ~-llght 1 Ch.. J-external services1 Ch . 4-Arabic; Ch . 5- operates for two hours in the 
evening when Ch . 2 is ta.ken up by forign language broadcasts for now iuigrants, offering 
a light prngrallftl in Hebrew. 

Whatever the merits of financing broadcasting through licence foes in a big country may 
be, it is a shak;y basis for a small country's broadcasting operation . There are simply not 
enough licence-fee-paying households to go round . The Isralei public would llkn to have a 
service that. docs not fall far below the highest standards abroad . Cultural diversity 
within tho country makes it imperative that an all but infinite variety of tastes and 
interosto ohould be catered for . To do this out of a budget which i e the equivalent of 
sone $25 million l s plainly impossible e ven wi t h relatively low labour cost3 . Licence fees , 
on the other hand , cannot be raised out of the reach of families with modoat incomes . A 
supplementary source of income has to be found , The obvious altorne.tlves are a government 
subsidy or advertising. 

As for government subsidy, this is probably the least desirable source , both in principle 
and in practice . On principle, 1t was the intention of the Broadcasting Authority Law to 
divorce broadcasting from the ephemeral desires of a current adllinlstration. Dependence 
on treasury grants, aak:ing the Covern10ent pay the piper, is hardly a way t.o restrain it 
fro• calling the tune . In practice, taking the realities of Israel ' s fiscal problems into 
account, depending oo a Treasury grant =eans taking up a place in the Quouo along with vital 
1te11S of ailllary expenditure , essential social serv lees , and the like . It is hardly 
practical t.o assume that the needs of coeunications will core high on the list of 
priorities . 

Thero romains :idvertising. A limited precedent for it exi sts on radio - the light 
programme dooe carry :idvertioing and the revenuo dorived fron 1t nccounl:i for about one­
tenth of our budget , The amount of advertising on the light progral!llllC has alcost reached 
the saturaUon point and there seems little to be gained from introducing advertising into 
other prograllll>Cs catering to minority tastes . A radical change could only be achieved by 
carrying advertiseClents en television. Though the Authority itself han gone on record as 
favouring such a step, it ls prevented fro" laking 1t because 1t would need a legal sanction 
by way of an amendment to the Broadcasting Authority Law. The Covcmoent and Parliament 
have been reluctant . The press has been hostile, and it is a very brave politician who 
dares to defy 1t, 

Even now the Authority o:perates on the assunption that oodest mee.ns nocd not necessarily 
imply stagnation . We have an obligation , written into the Law , " lo promo le lie brew and 
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Israeli creative endeavour". One cannot discharge that duty by importing films from 
abroad . To d1schar1>9 it in any proper sense would imply a 1>ultltude of extre..,ly costl y 
operations, which we cann ot afford . The solution , adm.l.ttedly an unsatisfactory one , i s 
to use ingenuity to eke out the pauci ty of mans . An i~inat1ve "host s how" could be 
the equivalent of an expensive vari ety show. An inti.Elate play , studio recorded , could be 
the equivalent to fUlly-fledged drama. It costs little to fiddle around with the fon:iat 
of a news show . Offering all the people a service that ls professional and credible and 
good is the aweso.., task we are trying t o perfor1> .

INTRODUCTION

The frequencies of all signals broadcast by shortwave stations display s ome degree of 
dri!t r some more , others loss . Neverthel ess , the dri!t centers upon nn average f requency 
whi ch i s usually quit e conotant. Rarely (if ever) will t wo sto.t1ono on any frequency 
display exactly tho same dri!t propensities or the same exact average f requency . Knowing 
tho degree of drift and the average frequency of SVllC stations , one hao a powerful tool to 
aid 1n identification of unknown stations . 

The drift propens ities and the average frequencies of broadcast staU ons have been 
likoned to fingerprint3 . Precision Frequency Mcasuremont (PFH) , a toohniquo which maims 
possible frequency measure..,nt to an accuracy of 5 Hz or closer (the BC-221 or the LM 
achieve an accuracy of about 100 Hz, insuffici ent for PFM), enables one to observe these 
"fingerprints " . PFll is especially useful in observing the frequencies of SWBC s tations 
located in developing countries (e . g . Indonesia, Latin America, and Africa) . These stations 
are apt to display frequency errors of tens or hundreds of Hz. Being able to measure these 
errors is t he purpose of PFM. 

PF'H requ1reu aom investment in e lec tronic equipment beyond a nicelver . It therefore 
1s not initially for the average DXer •. The technically competent DXer who ls will1ag to 
spend $150-175 (11ore or less, depmding on the source) for tho necessary equ1P""'nt , can 
assemble a precision frequency 10on1tor1ng station . Ultimatel y simpler lo operate than a 
BC-221 , tho precision frequency conitor1ng station can be operated by a DXer who is not 
technically inclined. after ho is properly trained by an experienced monitor. The 1>onltor­
ing station itself IDUst be constructed by a person who is technically competent, bu\ the 
construction itself Is not di ff1cult and can be perforl:l8d by the altru1sl1c DXer-tech­
n1c1an for his less accomplished fellow DXer . The following nrticle seeks to acquaint you 
with the techniques of !'FM . 

Precision Frequency Measurement has already proven its value lo those who use it 
extensively . Somo typical uses for !'FM are identify ing new (previously unlogged) broad-
cast stations , i dont1fylng old (previ ously logged) stations , and recognizing major facil-
ity changes (new transmitters). I f the DXer has a list of PFMs at hand , he can qui ckly 
do t ormino if tho ot atbn he ia he a.ring alone or mixed with othora ia ono ho has logged 
before or ono that he is seek1ng , While PFM can not be uood to identify an unknown station 
with 100 percent certainty , undor proper circumstances it may approach 100 percent cert aint y . 

TEX:HH lQUES 

Having discussed briefly the value of PFM , let us address ourselves to tho method used 
to acquire it . In preparing this article , I lia.1ted ._yself to techniques for !'FM that are 
based on the use of a digital frequency counter as t he device that directly or indirectly 
..,asures the frequency. Spec1.fically excluded are frequency 1:18ters (such as the Lampkin 
150 or tho a111tary BC-221 and the UI) as being il>pract1cally expensive, or incapable of 
t he required resolution. The resolution that we require is on the order of one hertz 
(one-thousandth of a kilohertz) or better . 

The digital frequency counter (hereafter sil>pl y " counter") is a versatile instrument 
wh ich provides a direct , visual readout of whatever frequency is being a!asured. Briefly , 
a counter uses an electronic gate which i s opened for predeterllined, precise periods of 
till8 (for our purposes , one second or ten seconds) , The unknown frequency that l s to be 
aiasured l s made to pass through thi s electr oni c gate . Electronic counting devices then 
count each and every cycle of t he unknown frequency that passes through the gate during 
t he respective period of ti.., . At the end of that per iod the sum l a displayed on the 
numerical readout do1rice as a count which i s t he unknown frequency . The e l ect ronic gate 
is opened and closed by a time base, t echnically termed a "cl ock" . Thi s c l ock i s tot ally 
electronic and 1>9nsrally depends f or its operation on a very precise crystal oscillator 
of l Milz , 10 MH .. or so.., other f requency typica lly between J and 5 MHz. 

A countor cannot be c onnect ed to the unmodU:l ed radi o receiver in any manner t hat 
would yie ld froquoncy measurements of a res olution requi red for PF!! . Assuming a receiver 
IF (intermedi ate :frequency) bandpass of 4kHz , c onnection of a counter t o the recei ver IF 
would merely yield a relatively invariable reading of 455 kHz (or whate ver your IF i s ) plus 
or 111nus 2 ldlo. depending on hov a s ignal were t uned on t he receiver pess band - ..,aning­
less for Pn!. 
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Connection ,of a cowiter to the receiver ' s local oscillator would yield relatively 
accurate oea.sure..,nts . The drawback is that, since oost receivers designed for ..,diucn<ave 
and shortwave reception , tho local oscillator " tracks" the signal frequency at 455 kHz 
above 1t. A counter connected to the local oscillator would read a frequency 455 kHz above 
the signal frequency . and so necessitate the subtraction of 455 klfa from each and every 
neasure..,nt to derive tho s ignal frequency. A further hinderance is that an unmodified 
receiver lacks an indicator that shows when it it 1!I tuned accurately nnd that tho s ignnl 
frequency is exactly centered in the pass band. Without such an indicator the receiver 
would yield a readout accuracy of only plus or minus 2 kHz or wor:;c (a fle r subtracting l155 
kHz from the counter readout) , deponding on the width or ohapo of the receiver passband . 

01.rect reading of frequencies by using a Drake receiver yleldB a theoretical accuracy 
of l kHz. and a vlsunl accuracy of 200 Hz when tho 11ignnl l o zero beat . Even the OSR-2 
will read only to 100 Hz., all inadequate for PFll and all less accurate than the system to 
be described . The above hinderances to the construction of n worl<Ablc PFM station by direct 
connection of tho counter to the radio receiver, pluc tho unwillingness of OXoru , even 
though technically compotent , to modify toolr receivers , have inspired a relatively simple 
solution - - tho Heterodyne Method . 

HETEROD'fll E METHOD OF FREllUENC'f MEASUREMEllT 

Tho nearly universal soluUon to tho problem of acquiring PFMs without porforming re­
ceiver modifications has been to use tho he terodyne method of freque ncy ""'asuremont with 
various nodificatbns . The typicnl components of the heterodyne frequency measurerent 
system are represented in tho f ollowing block diagran (tho arrows i ndicate the direction 
of signal or information flow upon the \nterconnootbns between the components) .

6 . l!!!.!!!!mm frequency, the transmitted signal whose frequency is to be measured as 
accepted fro111 an antenna. 

In operation , the counter (block 1) continuously D>asure" the frequency of the TO (block 
2) . The transfer oscillator ls made to zero-beat with the unknown signal frequency by 
observing the conbined indications nt the output of the heterodyne de t ector (block J) . 
Since under conditions of z.oro-beal , the transfer oscillator assumes a frequency nearly 
identical to that of the unknown signal, too counter will 111Casure a frequency which is 
essentially the same as the unknown signal . 

Exclusive of too counter, a lready descr ibed , we wUl describe typical categories of 
equipment used for each block . 

~ oscillator A "ignal generator or a modified frequency octor (no longer used di­
rectly as a frequency cieasuring device in this application) can bo used as a TO . A itod­
ified frequency r.cter is more suited for this purpose than a signal generator for two 
reasons: First, in consideration of 1ts original purpose as a frequency-masuring device , 
it l s designed for ma.ximiz.od frequency stsb111ty . Second , it will include a frequency 
vernier in its comple..,nt of controla. Such a control porm1ts the operator to adjust the 
frequency of the TO in minu1te increments , essential for accurate zero-beat . However, 
ready availability has encouraged the use of nignal genera tors of varying manufacture as 
a TO . Most s ignal generators of tho continuous ly variablo-frequency variety are not 
optioiz.ed for this application , but most are U!;llful as-ls for the TO . Few ~ignal gene r ator s 
include a frequency vernier control for flne frequency adjustment . but the alert operator 
will discover that the variable attenuator will have a small effect on the signal generator 
frequency output. In my experience , oven laboratory-grade s ignal generator" of the con­
tinuously-variable variety display this uninte ntional , albeit useful, quirk of behavior . 

Another shortcoming associated with s ignal genoratorn , especially those of consur:ier­
grade quality , i s short-te rm frequency instability which manifests il!;lllf as difficulty in 
maintaining z.ero-beat with the signal of unknown frequency . This shortcoming becomes

progressively 110re acute at Sii, perhaps rendering the signal generator worthless at these 
rrequsncleo unleso aod1.t'1cd. A aolut1cn to this particular problee1 will be related near 
the end of this article. llodll1cat1on or a signal generator for use as a TO 1s not 
difficult for the IlXer o:f ..,d1u• co•petence. What 1s required 1s the addlt1cn of a :freq­
uency vernier cootrol (a .....U, air-variable trlmmor capacitor or voltage-variable­
capacltance diode and potentlo..,ter combination) to the frequency determining elements of 
the s1l!D&l generator , and addltlcn of voltags regulation to the power supply. 

Vg1able attenuator A degree of attenuation i s necessary in introducing the TO output 
into the heterodyne detector. In order to ach1ove a zero-beat of 113.X1awll clarity and 
definition, both the TO output and the unknown signal 1111st be of approxl.Jllately equal 
intensity. A serious unblllance o:f intensity between the two would allow the stronaer to 
"Sllaap" the weaker, rendering the zero-beat inaudible. Placing an attenuator in the 
output of the TO ls necessary because its maxilll.la output may be ooe llillicn times ll1CJrO 

intense than the slgnal whose frequency ls to be Easured. 

The variable attenuator which l s included as ooe of the controls of a signal generator, 
has some 11Al.tat1one which aist be taken into account in PFll usaae. First, in the typical 
signal generator, the variable attenuator intervenes between the instrunent's internal 
oscille.tor and its output jack. If the signal generator were c mnected directly to the 
camter input jack , the wide range of adjustEnt of the variable attenuator could not be 
used. When the variable attenuator is adjusted to reduce the signal geneJ:'!'tor output to 
an intensity which would be equal to that or a relatively weak signal , it will probably 
be fOl&ld that the output i s reduced to a level below the scnelt1v1ty threshold of tho 
counter, which would then cease to count the signal generator rrequency. In order to avoid 
this difficulty , a logical solutlcn would be t o modlry the signal g<>nerator to permit 
connection of the counter 1n the signal path before the variable attenuator, such that the 
counter would see the unattenuated output of the 1ntarnal oscll.lator. 

An altarnate solutioo would be to buy or construct an outboard variable attenuator 
whose input jack, along with the counter input would be connected to the TO, and whose out­
put would be coonected to the heterodyne detector . The signal g<>nerator internal atten­
uator would then be ""t for max1mum s ignal output. In both alternatives , nianipulation 
respecitvely of the signal generator internal variable attenuator or of the outboa:id 
variable attenuator would have relatively little effect upoo the intensity or the signal 
applied to the counter input. Unfortunately both alternatives have related pltralls, these 
will be discussed later. 

Heterodyne ~ As indicated earlier , the device used a s a heterodyne detector by the 
DXer is a radio receiver. Part of the versatility of the l'FH technique depends on the 
receiver. In order to ..,asure a signal ' s frequency, it DOJst obviously be audible on the 
receiver, lndlcating that sensitivity is an important factor. Another important factor 
is selectivity , the ability to separate the desired signal from other nearby signals . 
Generally the 110re elaborate the receiver, the DOre usefUl 1t will be in this function. 
A good co-.mications-grade receiver will serve best . 

The output of block three, the variable attenuator , may be connected to the antenna 
connection o:f block four, the radio receiver, through a medium-value resistor (1 kilohm), 
through a small valuo capacitor (10 picofarads), or 1t may be radiated to the receiving 
antenna by a small antenna such as a whip. 

OPERATIQI 

To illustrate the operation of a PFM station, and to acquaint the reader with some of 
the dif:ficulties involved with typical equipmont, we will coos ider the nensurement of an 
unknown frequency, Too 110Ditor tunes a s i gnal whose frequency is to bo measured, on the 
receiver. With the receiver BFO of:f, the TO is tuned to the sane frequency. Since the 
aonitor has located the unknown frequency on the dial of the receiver, a coarse frequency 
Easure•nt has been parformid1 tuning the TO would be a lllltter of approaching the signal 
frequency until an audible hetarodyne is noted in the loudspeaker or headset . (Unless a 
strong signal has been tuned-in en the receiver, the varlavle attenuator of the TO should 
be set for a low-to-.,diwo TO output in order to prevent the generation of spurious re­
sponees due to overload in the receiver . These may be aistaken for the TO frequency Hse lf. ) 

When the heterodyne i s hoard, the variable attenuator i s adjusted for maxiJium loudness 
of the heterodyne (without disturbing the TO frequency) . When this condition is achieved, 
the TO output has bean adjusted so that it l s of approxl.Jllately equal strength as the un­
known signal. Alternatively , aseuming that the TO frequency has been adjusted so that a 
eubaudible heterodyne (1.e. a carrier beat), or SAH, is genorated with the unknown s ignal, 
adjust the TO variable attenuator :for maximum "swing" or the receiver carrier or S-moter . 
this condition lil<ewise indicates that the TO output l s approximately equal 1n strength to 
that of the unknown signal. 

The next step i s to adjust the TO frequency. to bring it to zero- beat with the unknown 
radio fiequency. On the entire prodedure, this is perhape the aost elus1va step to the 
apprentice aoni tor. Zero-beat will be found at the 111.dpoint where the heterodyne drops 
in pitch and begins to rise "'@in, &s the TO frequency is adjusted. Approximate zero-beat 
will be identified when the :frequency of the TO has been so adjusted that a SAH l s set up 
with the unknown f"requency , and that by llinutely adju:>ting the TO frequency vernier control , 
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t he rapi d i ty of the SAH can be varied and cootrolled . Assuming that approximate zero-beat 
has been acquired, t he TO should be minutely adjusted so that the SAH, as e videnced by the 
regular, periodic swing of the receiver S-11St e r, slows down and stops . This conditioo 
st;oul.d per lli.st f or at least 5 seconds, before the TO frequency d.r1:fts to an extent that 
1t J1Ust be readjusted for exact !Aro-beat. 

Aasua1ng that the SAH frequency has been brought to zer o, so that the receiver S-l!lllter 
re11&ins 1n a. relativnly f ixed position , the TO :frequency will be equal to that of t he un­
.kriawn s i gnal. The frequency read-out of the counter, a l ong with date and time of measure­
ment , can be recorded. It would be wise to aake at l ea:;t three consecuti ve frequency 
IDll&eure•nts of this sort , each the read justing the ro frequency vernier contr ol for an 
exact zero- beat bef ore aaltl.ng the -.iuremnt. The three (or more) ..,asure..,nts 11ay then 
be aw~ and an,y fracticn af a Hz appearing 1n the averaae should be rounded off to the 
nearest Hz , 

CAllTI<JIS 

llhHe the foregoing procedure u.y appear to be niaple, it may well be difficult , even 
very much so, untH exper~ence refines the shaky reflexes . Sol>ll of the pitfalls that roy 
be encountered will be pointed out so that the apprentice mon1tor may avoid erroneous 
measurements . 

When adjust ing the TO frequency 1n1t1ally to that of the unknown frequency , ascertain 
that the level of the TO output is not great enough to generate false , spurious responses 
in the receiver. If 1n doubt , the output of the TO should be adjusted to near minimum 
inittalfy . The approx1mate frequency of the unknown signal may be estlroted by its posit­
ion on the receiver dial and in relation to the frequencies of known s ignals. The TO may 
be adjusted to t his approximate frequency by alternately observing the TO frequency on the 
counter and on the TO dial calibration . When the TO frequency is near the approximate 
signal t'requency, the TO frequ.ency may be "rocked", or swept, back and forth across this 
approxiaate frequency, simultaneously increasing the TO output untn a heterodyne is ob­
served. Care is necessaz:y in adjusting the TO output to avoid generating spurious re­
sponses by overloading the receiver. A si•ple method that will assist 1n deteruining 
whether or not the heterodyne observed 1n the preceeding steps is a true response or a 
s purious one , is to rock the receiver across t he combined two s ignals . If the heterodyne 
:freq.uency bet ween the pair changes, the response i s almost certa.inly a spurious one . If 
hovcver , the het erodyne frequency remtns constant, the response is more likely to be a. 
\ rue one . 

A true response may be mimicked by a beat between the TO frequency and another strong 
Mii or Sii oignal , In this instance , the heterodyne frequency between the apparent TO signal 
and· t he unknown may remain constant when the receiver is rocked across the combination , but 
the llOdulat1on of the s i gnal with which the TO signal i s co11bining , may appear to ride in 
on the TO signal. A true response can also be mimicked by heterodyning a hamonic of the 
TO against the unknown . While this is not, strictly speaking, a true response (since a TO 
harlialic ls classified as a spurious radiation) , 1t has its uses . A hanlcnic of the TO 
frequency would be recogni zed when the counter and the dial of the TO display a frequency 
which i s one-half , one - thlzd , one-fourth , et a l of the approximate unknown frequency , 

To gain valuabl e experience , it would be to the advantage of the apprentice moni tor 
to measure stati ons whose frequencies are known positively. Also, aeasurement of such 
frequenci es over a period of tl.ae , besides providing exl"'rionce , wHl allow tt-e monitor 
t o observe frequency fluctuatbns of these familiar frequencies and to acquaint himself with 
the limitations of his own equipment .

While the Aioerican TV networks made do with still photos or outline mapG, and briof 
wire-service summaries of the s ituation, DX listeners followed the Feb. 4 Guatemalan earth­
quake direct via broadcast s from Guatemala. Those who understood Spanish , that is . While 
"earthquake" can be a terrifying word in English, I suspect the Spanish " terremoto" i s e ven 
more oo , as it may be associated , incorrectly, with "terror" ! 

As soon as I learned of it , I tuned to '7760 kllz, where Radio Hacional de Guatemala oper­
ates irregularly, but this t1118 they weren't on. Since all other Guatemalan stations aro 
on the lower bands , 1t was nececoary to wait tU1til dark for reception to be possible . By 
6 1J5 p .11. (all ti.lies in this e.rti cle are Cuatemalean time - CST or CHT-6hr. ) , Radi o Nacional 
on 6180 kllz was wel l - or ganized and calm in 1ts coverage of the s ituation, carrying messages 
fro• hosplta1a and calls to enginoore of co1G1Brc1al stations, such as Radio Nuevo Hundo, to 
report to Radio llaciooal . Then I checked the other Guatemalan frequencies , 1700, 2200, 
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2)40 , 2)60 , 2)90 , 2420 , 2860, 2940, 2960 . )JOO, ))25 , ))60 , ))80, and 48)5 kllz -- only to 
fi.nd poor reception or programming as usual. Nor was anything special happening on HRll, 
La Voz de Honduras on 5875 kllz , R. Nacional de El Salvador has no active shortwave outlets, 
and a check of their widely- heard mediumwave channel, 655 kllz, produced no detec t abl e s ig­
nal. 

At 7 p.ci . I settled on 4825 kllz, inhabited by tho rather new Radio !Ian, which norcially 
serves the Indians away from Guat..emala City . A clear , s trong signal carried urgont-sound­
ing messages fro" a wocian, miJ<ed with bits of peppy ciarlmba. ausic. She was relaying ..,s­
sages from people who were not hurt, to members of their families elsewhere in Guatemala 
and in Central America , often giving addresses and phone numbers in the hope that someone 
hearing the broadcast would pacs en the good news. By 7 :18 this local station had aosumed 
the role of an inte:rnatiooal broadcaster, calling radio amateurs in Madrid and Mexico to 
pass on "l ' 11 OK reports to s pec1fled phone numbers. These repeated calls got a bit mono­
tonous, wt at 8: )8 p.a., a different sound grabbed rq attention - French! "Radio-8.llllteurs 
de France" were being asked to phcne certain nuabers of concerned relatives. I wouldn't 
expect a.11ateur radio operators in Spain or France to know or care about listening to Radio 
Ka.a, even if the si.gna.l mad.e it that far. Let's hope some astute s hortwave listeners in 
those countries helped out instellod. 

Radio lie.a began its sign-off routine in SpMish at 8:45 p . m. and followed it with a. 
sign-off in the local vernacular. Then , a few lllnute s of what anotter reporter onco aptly 
described as "horrible 1111s ic" to 8151+. The station had extended its broadcast day by hal.f 
a.n hour. By 10:4) p.a . , I was beck en 6180 kllz for Radio Nacional 's alciost continuous 
s tre .... of naaes of people who had not been hurt ("se encuentran sin novedad") and wanted 
the world to know. Presuubly telephone couunications were disrupted or l111.1ted , and in 
any case expensive • 

It would have been more efficient, but much more depreseing , to read out the nams of 
the victills, who were considerablJ' fewer than those who were not hurt! But it would talre 
th., to identify them all, and those who had relatives in the stricken area deserved re­
assurance as quickly as possible. Cities all over Central America were called , wt '"II 
ears perked up when relatives ' phale numbers in Los Angles , Hi1111i, and Ch1ca.eo were given. 
I tried to copy the Chicago nu:aber, but there was a fade and 1t was never repeated . I 
hope s om other listener had better luck and got the message through. Then some oiher · 
messages were interspersed, g1v1nl! an 1dea of how emergency comnrunications had been organ­
ized. At 10:44 and 10:50 1t was .,ntianed that Radio Nacional , TGV, and Radio Cultural, 
TGN , were collaborating and "en cadena" , 

TQI, on )JOO kllz, had a good signal all evening, wt as always , 1t was heavily ·inter­
fered with by Radio Belize , which has a prior claim lo that frequency. Sooo will no doubt 
lllllke 11Uch of the .fact that Radio Cultrual , owned by a Dallas-based alssionary organization 
(the Central A..,rlcan Mission), cooperated so quickly with the governl>l!nt ' s Radio Nacional. 
Radio Cultrual had earlier let itself l:e the ploy in lhe government ' s claim not only to the 
territory of Belize, hit to Belize • s only shortwave frequency. Stubbornly , both countries 
stick to )JOO kHz, effectively jaaalng each otter. Fortunately, both have otter channels 
- Belize on 8)4 kllz and Radio Cultural on ?JO and irregular 5955 kHz . The fact that both 
Radio Cultural and Radio Naclonal are non-comnercial ciay have facilitated the cooperation . 
Ho co....,rcial shortwave stations exist , and none of the nu..,rous co....,rclal KW stations 
was heard . They may well havo continued with advertising and/or organized their own erer­
gency networks for the tilllB being . However, at 10:48 p . 11 . Radio Nacional carried a. brief 
""'8""4!'l aint1oning Radio Fabulosa . 

The signal on 618o kllz remained readable though interference was always present from 
a heterodyne slightly lower in frequency . By 11 p.11 ., however, a second 6180 kHz s tation 
was causinl! probl ems1 the BBC relay in Cyprus , beB11ing back toward Europe, and thun toward 
us. Though i t operates an extensive monitoring service , the BBC appe.xently did not think 
it necessary to silence its 618o kHz outlet this day to allow the Guatemalan eciergency 
mes~s to come through. The BBC does little monitoring of Latin American transmlsaions 
itself, leaving this to 1ts cooperating A..,rican affiliate , the CIA ' s Fore119'1 Broadcast 
Inror...tioo Service . 

At 11:05 p . m. I heard the first casualty notice ... a family in Costa Rica was advised 
that a woaan relative had been killed in the quako and that the body would possibly arrive 
in San Jo.£ on friday. Then followed an official statement , somewhat outdated , that at 
least 400 people had died ao of noon and that the worst hit zones of Guat eciala City wore 
J, 5, and 6, as were several other regions of the country , s uch as Baja Verapaz. Unlike 
11ost Latin American cities, nel.6hborhoods 1n Guatemala City are comconly known by their 
nu•rlcal postal zone s . Then a llit of hospitals f'ro11 the Com.lt6 Nacional de E..,rgencia 
was read out . 

BBC interference became so severe on 618o kHz that at 11:20 I switched back to )JOO kHz . 
Belize had signed off at its noral time, a few ainuites before (obviously not feeling 
aoved to silence its )JOO channel earlier for humanitarian reasons) , l eaving the Radio 
Cultural relay of Radio Nacional 1n the clear - but with audio noticably distorted compar­
ed to 6180 kHz. The Radio Cultural relay was probably taken off the ah from MV 640 kHz -
a. :frequency listeners in the southern USA could have heard by nulling str onger etat1ons 
in Habana and Los Angles . At 11:28 p.a. radio aaateurs in Guatemala City who were in 
contact with Nica.r&6Wl were aslu!d t o call in. At ll1)6 a presidential point-by-point 
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decree Has read, proving the bureaucracy was s till functioning . By cidnight 6180 kHz Has 
again better, as Cyprus lfB!l sinking into daylight and the BBC s ignal had weakened . Rndio 
Nacional lfBS still going strong at 1 a .m., beyond lts usual closing time , and probably 
st.a.red on all night . Radio Cultural habitually stay!l on as late as 2 :)0 a . Cl . 

By Fri.day after tbo qua.lte , another station was on the air with opocial broadcne t s , nnd 
Radio Nacional ' s network has exJl"'llded . KGEI, the Voice of Friendship, in San Francisco , 
acti vated a special frequency , 15420 kHz, during a period lt i s normally silent toward 
Latin America . Fro11 12 110 to inst 1:)0 p.m., KCEI ' s "programacioo especial p.ra Guatemala" 
read out many more namea of Guatemalans who were being urged to call Bay-arsa relat ives , 
Hhose numbers were given . A large number of Guatemalans seeo to have relatives in the 
San Francisco a.roa. Thero mu!lt be concentrations 1n other c ities like Los Angles , Houston, 
and Chicago, but only San Francisco 1s fortunate enough to have its own short wave station! 

A check of TCll , Radio Naclonal , that evening at 6 : JO showed that by now two inore stat­
ions had joined Radio Cultural in its "Cadena de la Emer gencia", Radio lluevo Mundo, and 
Radio Sensacion . By 8 :02 p . m., a fifth station was on the line , Radio Favorlta . All three 
additions are on H\I only , Radio lluevo Mundo ls fairly easy to hea r in the sou them USA, 
on clear-channel 880 kllz . Be fore KRVll in Ne braska took over that channel , 1t was tho 
' easi est GuateMlan ' , Radio Favorita must have been thinking of cutting away when at 8 : 20, 
Radio Nac lonal asked them to stay on the network all n1ght. 

TC\/ was flooded with calls from people trying to get the word out that they had ~urviv­
ed the earthquake , At 8 1 J8 p.11. they announced that such ..,ssages would have to be 1n 
lfI'lting, delivered to tho studios 1n person . At 9 : 07 p .m., 'l'C\I annowiced that 1t had a 
d irect open line to Radio Reloj de Costa Ricn , and at 9: 58 p. m. detai led casuality countc 
f or various deinrta..,ntos were fed to Radio Reloj over the nir . However , n quick check 
of RRCR ' s 6006 kHz outlet showed non-parallel prograuing at that tire . Alllong the huge 
number of "I ' m OK" announceC10ntc were a few more directed to relations in the USA. Thia 
tine J succeeded 1n copying tho phone numbera of a man in Chicago and a lady 1n Houston , 
both of whom woro elated to hear the good news despite the fact that in both cason I was 
the fourth person to roach them. As I was talking to the Chicago mn , the operator broke 
1n t o advise of yet another emergency 1110ssags from another SllL . 

Radio amateurs , of course , will take and get the credit for such monitoring and message 
forward1z18 . In tbo popular Dind, you have to have a transaltter to be able to mon i tor 
tranmolss1ans from aborad. The appenh• by Radio Naclonal to forward the news wero ad<l=ss­
ed to "radioaf"icionadoa". Local hams wore askod t o report to the GUATEL (national tole­
co1111unications agency) Building with portable transmitting equlpoicnt to take some of the 
load off established tel ephone c 1.r<:u1ts . I ' ve heani point-to-point transr.iissions from 
GUATEL in the past , shortly after 1t took over the American owned Tropical Radio Telegraph 
Company ' s fac111t1os , but nothing from GUATEL could be heard this ni ght on its known 
frequencies . A check of recent ut1li ty DX reports showed Cuate1>Blan P!'P conspicuounly miss­
ing, so I conclude that GUATEL has phased out KF in favor of landllne and salelllto tele­
coOU11W11cat1oos . Local hallS wore also asked , t wice , to help a group of Mexican newsmen in 
GuatellBla City to file their s tories back to Mexico - somthlng that would be strictly 
illegal in non-<1mergency conditions. I checked the 7 .05-7 .1 KHz area of the 40 ..,tro band 
for signs of halO traffic relating t o the diaaster , but instead found nothing but an Argen­
tine ham W8AJC , busily call.1ng "QRZ Contest" on 7085 kHz and working many North American 
s tations with his kilowatt . 

TCll ' s emer gency ne twork grew even bigger at ll p.11 •• when a phone call from Radio Fab­
ulosa 1n San Pedro Sula, Honduras, was acknowledged . That station was holding a fwid -rais ­
ing marathon for rol e if , and was apparently rebroadcasting so110 segments of Radio !la.clonal 
coverage . Just before I turned in, at 110) a . m., it was announced that XE!X , a superpower 
s tation in Mexico City on 7JO. was relaying TC\/ (coincidentally on the sa:ie frequency a s 
TCN) . He ro in Illinois , I barely detected pil.X'llllel audio on the frequency under CKAC . At 
U127 p . m., people were invited to deliver masages t o be put on a flight to Los Angles . 
and at U 140 maximum legal prices for beans and other foods wre given . 

By Sunday, things had se ttled down and TCV was finding t i.,. for some nrusical interludes . 
Its network had been renamed "Sistema de Informaci6'n de Emergencia" and the standard 
announce•nt said 1t was "encabezado por 'l'C\I y todas las em!sor as do l pals" . Later thi s 
phrase Hould be modified to make bettor sense . Inste ad of all-night operation , TC\/ signed 
off at 11156 p.m., to return at 6 a . m. 

A check Tuesday evening . almost a week after the first quake, showed that the S . I.E: . 
wac still in effect . Rather than "I'a OK" ..,ssages, there was news such as of a field 
hospital loaned by Guadalajara, at 101)7 p .m. While nothing but Spanish had been heard 
previ ously on '!'CW, an English announce•nt was given twice at lO:J5 p.m., about a ..,eting 
the next 1COT?11ng for 1nt.ernat1onal journalists with regard to tour1st1 ; and i n French at 
ll• 5? p . 11 . about "les pays a1:1is de Guatemala". But most of the air time was given over to 
a variety of produced pro110t1ons on the theme "Guatemala esta'. en pii;<• (Guatemala l s on its 
feet - despite the continuing tremors) designed to build mor ale . DXers s hould have had no 
trouble identifying the ntatlon , thanks to complete IDo every fow minuites, s aying that 
the e•r gency 1nform&tion system was headed by TC\I "e 1ntegrado por todas l as e misoras del 
pa.is. " 

Juat to be sure the •ssage vas clear, at 10 :5) p . m. it was ann'ounced that no station 
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was authorlzed t o carry out independent transmissions , that the S .I.E. would run until 
midnight and that all stations would have to go off the air until 6 a . Ol . when the S .I. E. 
would resume from TGW. This f orced stations such as TCll , which normally runs well past 
midnignt , to sign off early - though the lengthy Guatemalan anthem took them as far as 
12: 05 a . m. I ' m not convinced that every station , especially the missionary outlets s pecinl-
1zing in Indian langunges , followed this requirement, or that thoy should have. Tho 
enforced 6-hour silence ohould have pleased some DXers troubled by Guatemalan "USP pests" , 
allowing other stations to come through . 

Shortwave Ustcnor s onco ngnin have had the opportunity to tune in coverage of tho 
aftermath of a cajor disa :ster from the source , and even to participate by passing on good 
news of survivors. It certainly beat depending on the domestic news networks, which find 
it hard to justify more than one l'llll-ti.., co:i:respondent in all of Latin Acierica, who i s 
unlikely to be on the scene when news breaks. 

The next time disaster s trikes, will you be prepared to monitor broadcasts fro" the 
area? If you ' re not already familiar with where to tune for which country , it would be 
wise to have the latest World Radio-'IV Handbook on hand , and kee p 1t uplated by tho ex­
t ensive monitoring reports publis hed by the North American Shortwave Associatiai .
