The Solar Encabulator 
Work has been progrossing for solllO years on a means to llllltulate the 1on1c propagation 

characteristics of radio waves on the shortwave bands so as to provide static free reception 
regardless Q,f any outside interference. Such a device is known as the soler oncabuletor . 
The direct p.1rp0se of the sol ar encabulator is to employ solar power to affect the complete 
grammeter rever sal of the hydromolecular ambient helioatoms that are an integral function 
of t he reverse polentlal goneosis with respect to the ionospheric senses . ll has long been 
recognized in theory that 1.f this could be accomplished then resonant anteMas in the low 
frequency XW1ges would become poclmt sized . This beans that a broadband resonant antenna 
for any frequency, 0-10 , 000 MHz, would be no longer than a straight pin . Th la ls now 
possible by connecting an ordinary straight pin , mounted on a window sill , to the :iolnr 
e ncabulator which in turn is cmnected directly to the anteMa terainal of a receiver. Match 
boxes, antenna tuners , baluns , etc., are not obsolete . The real beauty of the solar en­
cabulator is that i t can be used for transalssioos a l so. This is because it provides absolute 
resonance , ainl.Jlal SVR, over the entire :f'requsncy spectrwn . How does it d o this? All radio 
frequency waves, when entering the solar encabuletor , 1111111Bd1ately meet a resistance that is 
inversely proportional t o the capacitance , The moleculer gral'lllllflters are 1mmed1D.tely 
screened for stati c peaks and the helloatomn are reduced to nmbi snt pressure. If the en­
cabulator i s lm{'t dry, then resonant frequencies are passed on to the load. If, however , 
coffee or cole (or any liquid containing sll@r) should be spilled into the unit itself, then 
disastrous results can occur . First of all, a guamy mass results as the sugar is trnnsformed 
by superheated solar energy . The resultant gll""IY mas multiplies in volume due to the direct 
multiplicatioo of the neutrons and protons caused by the zenier copulation of the atomic 
base structure. Soon the gullllljf Ms (now a gummy tl8ss) talms over every room in the house 
and eventually every house in the neighborhood . Secondly , the reverse hydromolecular ambient 
helioatoms causes a disastrous t10tamorphis to talm place on the chocolate which ls present 
in most coles , An odor is caused that i s unbearabl e . Due to the fact that shortwnve listen­
oro will not rolinquiah their cof'fee a.nd cola drinking habits , the solar &ncabul.Ator l s 
impractical for use until further research and development can be done to render tho unit 
waterproof and still provide far maximum ventilation for the encabulator transistors (that 
become very hot during operation) . Additional information concerning future development of 
the solar encabulatar can be obtained directly from the patent holder Mr . Hugh Vandegrift, 
Aircraft Division , USAMMAE, APO llew York 09052 , and not from your SWC editor .

Guiding a pointed finger down the NASWA l.1st of radio countries , we may 
count some 233 countries which are or were possible to accrue . Of course, 
we all know that some of these "countries " arc no longer on the nir , and 
therefore are no longer possible for less expe rienced OXers , Just how 
many , then , are poss i ble? The llst cnanges nearly weekly with the constant 
upheavals on the political scene . This article will at tempt to guide NASWA 
members in determining what is still available to them, with comments and 
tips to aid them in logging these countries. 

After some deliberation , I decided to make an arbitrary determination or 
what i s reasonably available on a regular basis , and will not include any 
notations about those part icular stations . No doubt the r e wil l be some who 
feel I am too difficult , and others who feel I ' m too easy , However , since 
t he majority of our club members own receivers of relatively ~ood perform­
ance, I will try to est i mate what should be available to a DX-160 class 
1·,,ceiver - about midway between the portables and the classics .

NOTES: Recent political considerations now merge Sahara with Morocco , bu t 
they are shown separate l y here as NASWA ' countries '. On the west coast of 
mid-Africa the separate NASWA countries of Pernando Poo Is and Rio Muni are 
actually the s ingle country of Equatorial Guinea , Cabinda enclave between 
the Congo and Zaire , formerly part of Angola, is current ly in limbo . On the 
east coast , Zanzibar is actually a department of Tanzania, but l s treated 
as a separate country according to NASWA . Somalia is likewise treated as 
two separate entities with stations i n Hargeisa a nd Mogadishu . Eritrea is 
part of Ethiopia at present, but politics may see i ts liberation again.

Rei¥cJlar available broadcasts dur ing normal dallight i n the U. S. shou l d in­
cl~e the international services or Algeria , scension Island (BBC) , the 
Canary Islands (RNE ) , Egypt, Ethiopia (ETLP) , Morocco , Ivory Coast , 
Liberia (VOA), Madagascar (R . Ned.), South Afric a, Tangier (VOA) , and now 
possibly Uganda . 

Regular available broadcasts during normal evening hours in the U.S . may 
include : Zaire , Central African Re public , Congo , Gabon, Togo, Guinea , Mali, 
Mauritania, Senegal , Ghana, Nigeri a , Guinea Bissau , Rwanda (OW), Sierra 
Leone, and Swaziland (TWR) . 

No longe r available on short wave, or at least not heard recently are: 
Fernando Poo (reported returned to SWBC recently, but not confirmed yet), 
Reunion Island, Sao Tome (not heard in a long time), St. Helena ( never 
de veloped past two sporadic tests in 1973) , and Comoro I sland (still re­
ported recently from Australia , so still may be there .). 

Not likely to be heard from the U.S .A. or Canada : Tristan da Cunha. The 
hours or broadcasting end much too early . Only the ext reme eastern and 
New England states have the most tenuous chance to log t his rarity in the 
longest evenings or winter, when darkness would just barely cover the d i s­
tance between the listener and station around sign- off time at 2200 GMT. 
Keep in mind , though • ••• it's only 40 watts or so ! 

SPECI AL LIST FOR NORTH AMERICAN 
NASWA MEMBERS 

The best hint to give country- chasers is when to listen. Unless unusual 
conditions occur {and they do occasional lYT°"I"isteners are likely to ob­
s e rve the same consistent patterns or DX week after week . As dusk falls 
across the eastern states and provinces about 2300 GMT and later in March , 
listeners .will have been enjoying the west African voices or Angola , Chad, 
Guinea , Togo , and many others. The normal sign-off time is 2300 GMT, The 
east African states begin to appear from about 0300 GMT • •• Somalia , Kenya, 
Tanzania , among other s. The west coast listeners in North America can 
Join in on these having missed the closing of stations or west Africa . 
Dawn occu~s about 0200 GMT in March for extreme east Africa . So , when 
the east Africans begin to sign- on at 0300 they have already been in day­
light about an hour and North Americans a re l ikely to log little on low 
frequencies except perhaps wispy and fading minutes. The best thing now 
is to try a little higher frequency - up to 41 meters. Only listeners on 
the east coast may realize any luck at the 0300 hour. West coasters may 
have to wait as late as 1500 GMT to catch a few minutes of east Africans 
by long path. In March, howeve r , the ent i re temperate zone o f the north­
ern hemisphere is going to be act ive with vernal equinox changes in wea­
ther • •• • thunderstorms . It 'l l bes noisy affair trying to DX ! ! Below i s 
a list wh i ch I conside r to be your best bets . Good luck , and report your DX .

Al Prince , an ....,ri.can, hand.lea this only English broadcast fro• Radio Tahiti. Kr . !Tince 
la the Associate Editor of tho Engli.sh newspaper plbllshod .5 days a week in Papeete, "The 
Tahiti Bulletin" . At other tlllles of the broadcast day, Rad lo Tahiti carries lllllslc , drama, 
news (in French and Tah1t1an) and other programs of interest to tho poople of French 
Polynooia. 

It sho!'ld be mentioned also that there ls television in French Polynesia. ORTF began 
1ts tele'«ision operation in 196S. and by the end of 197) there were over 10, 000 TV sots in 
use. TV antennas can be seen on even tho smallest houses on both tho island of Tahiti, 
and its sister island llooroa . Thero a.re several TV Gulde type ~zines p.ibl1shod 1n 
Tah1ti , giving highlights of the approximately 5 hours of daily telecasts.

Since ff11 previous article on Radio Moscow tranSAitter s i tes (Dec . 19'7S SVC), additional 
monitoring and particularly site calculations from Olla Alm of Sweden and Bill Davis of 
Calli'orn1a have conslderably clarU'iod the site aituat1oo. 

The transmitter oo S91S, which carries Spanish to Cuba/CA at 2))0-0430, has been observ­
ed to transmit lladio Sofia Spanish at 0430-0SOO, thus tying this transmitter down as e 
Bulgarian site . 

Tho Radio Moscow NA service transmitter on 7115 somtims has feed probleCIS, as does 
S91S, and the programs on those frequencies have been interchanged on at least 2 nights 
this winter, so tho 711S transmitter appears to be at the same site as 5915 . These are 
believed to be tho SOO kw transmitters recently completed at Plovdiv , Bulgaria. 

All the European translli tters on the NA servi.ce appear propagat1onally to be at south 
European locations , so tho llad1o lloscow dosignat1oo of nos. 71SO, 7JSS as being respectively 
at Oralla , Sverdlovsk, and Moscow , looks questionable. Olle Alm calculates 710S to be at 
Sofia . This la the transa1tter which Radio Moscow lists as Orsha (Byeloruss1an SSR) on 710S 
(winter) and 96SS (spring) , and aa Kaunas (Lithuanian SSR) on ll670 (summer). The altos 
for the NA service European tranetrltters, according to Ollo , a.re as follows: (R. lloacow 
designation in brackets) t nos Sofia (Orsha) , 711.5 Plovdiv, Bulgaria (Ivanofrsnkovsk). 
71SO Si.mferopol (Sverdlovsk). 716S Nlkolayov (Vlnnitsa), 720S S1mferopol (Armavir), 721S , 
a now channel, Nikolayov (Jigulevsk), ?JSS Siaferopol (Moscow).

I received my 1976 edition of WRH on February 24th and proceeded to glance through it 
particularly to check additions or deletions of stations in the frequency section in the 
rear. A!ter \i'orking for several hours, my book cracked open and pages started to loosen 
near the crack. Being a chemiet , I decided to use some rubber cement this time since C\IO 

years ago, when I had a similar problem, Goodyear's Pliobond was found too hard to apply 
wit.h on applicator brush because of its chixotropic nature. 1 was promptly "rewarded" by 
the rubber cement attacking the adhesive used for this year' s binding and the LISTEN TO 
THE WORLD section almost fell out aince it would seem to have been bound separately and 
then bound into the rear of t he WRH. 

Htaving found that solvent cements are ruled out bcC4use they attack the adhesive 
now used, I fell back on my knowledge of polymer chemistry and was about to use some clear 
polyvinyl C111Ulaion that I brought home from my research lab when I spied some Le Page's 
''White Glue". One whiff of the contents witch it's vinegar smell (acetic acid) indicated 
that it was at leaat made with a polyvinyl acetate baae. In addition, the anout or the 
plastic applicator bottle made it eaay to apply a thin line of cement at the baae of the 
pages chat vere separating. One word of warning bowever, i.e. npply at some convenient 
time when you can put the WRD away for at least an overnight period of drying. And if by 
accident you get too much in the creases so that the printins may be hidden when the 
glue ta dry, you can carefully dust a little baby powder wher e ncce .. ary using a small 
a r tist brush. I hope my experience will be of help to others.

At the s udden corrrncncc'lllcnt (SC) o! the storm, the 
total electron conten t increased. The F-region was raised from obout 250 km t o 400 km, 
bringina thoc region into the plasmaaphere where recombinotlon or c lcct..rons to ions ls 
slower (hence increased e l ectron content). Some electrons moved lnto the pla.sm.lsphere . 
As the storm decllned 5-6 hours after SC, electron content decreased . The heating effects 
of the neutral (non-ionized) atmosphere disturbed the normal production nnd l oss processes 
ln the ionospher e which resulted in a depletion of the ionospheric el ectron content.

2) Times 1 Many of us g l ve just one t i me and then list many program d& 
tails heard. Try to g1ve lnclusive tlmes , Also indlcate if the 
transmlss1on contlnued ln another language when a program ends. 

J) Transmltter sites1 For t he large broadcasters wlth many relay sitm 
such as VOA,~ RN , DW or RM it can be diff1cult or lmposslble 
to be sure of the s ite . Por BBC, R Netherlands or OW check WRTH 
or a more r ecent schedule . Since changes are made , please men­
tio:i lf you heard a different transmitter site identif l cat1on. 

4) Tentatives1 For those or us trying to increase our country totals , 
i t ls hard to admlt doubt ln ldenti ricatlon for we want to add 
another to our HIC. Un l ess you have heard an identificatlon or 
have some other clear lndlcatlon that 1t must be a partlcul ar sta­
tion, the reception should be reported as tentat1ve(T). The same 
applies with the frequency, If you are not sure, the frequency 
l s ap~rox1mate(A). It then becomes my job to fif!Ure 1t out from 
other reports , schedul es , and my own listening. Use your judge­
ment , 1t may help keep both you and me out of "Don ' t You Believe" 

As far as the form , I prefer reports typed or lf handwritten please 
try to t he NASWA forms a vailable from Headquarters. In any case , put the 
f requency at the left- hand edge as ln Log Report . Please do not slnp:l e ­
space reports or use both s i des of the paper.
