FR.EEDOM OF COMMUNICATION 

An edi t ori a l by Jerry A. Lineback, Shortwave Cen ter Edit.or, for the Bice ntennia l 

This month we celebrate t ho 200th birthday of t he Decl aration of I ndependence , t he 
point in t ime that we use to mark the beginning of the nationhood of the Unit ed States of 
America . lie a.lL remember , of course , that in 1776 t here was not one free nation in 
Amqr ica , but l J independent States . Confederat ion and Union came yea.rs later . Never t he l ess 
t.oo Dec laration of 1776 shows the influence of t he minds of the founding fat hers who were 
ded1cated to establishing a new and more free society in America. The desire for personal 
freedom as woll as national independence was later embodied in the Constitution of the new 
United St ates . 

lie American DXers have a great stake in the per sona l liberties guaranteed t o us by 
tho sacr ifi ce of thoso who foug ht t ho liar of I ndependence and who guided the country along 
t he path to constitutional government . lie have the right. t o pu-chaso a radi o capable of 
rece iving foreign countr ies without permit , s pecial tax , or restriction . lie can l isten 
to tha t radio 1n privacy in our homes without fear of evesdropping or i ntimi dation. We 
can lis t en t o all countries regardless of we i t her they are f r iendly or unfr i endly with 
our government . 

lie have the freedom to communicate with radio stations around the world for the pirpose 
of exchanging information and collecting QSLs . This freedom of innocent personal 
communication ( in the aboence of a legall y decl ared state of war) extends t o even those 
coun t r ies not friendly to the U.S. 

But , "Eternal vigilance is the price of liberty . " lie axe all aware of laws proposed 
in the name of "security" that could restr ict freedom of communication . Sever al DXer s are 
known to have come under "mail cover" oper ations of " securily" agenc ies for receiving 
mail from unfriendly countries . 

American DXer s should pau:l<l during thi3 20oth birthday mooth t o give t hanks for l ho 
freodoms we have ana '" , .... ~~c..:.~~a~ ":' ~!"~c::cl\•c:::. ~= vigilance in the preservat:l on of t hose 
liberties .

LANGUAGE IDENTIFICATION 
hy Morg'.ln Monroe , SandpoiJ1l, Idaho 

Inherent in SllBC reception ls the f rustrating old probl em of foreign language 
:recogni tion . As most of us who tune the Sll bands seldom have working knowledge of more 
than a few languages , the problem ls shared by many . 
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There ls a way around this hanrllcap--one that dOC's not require learning addit.ional 
lancuagcs . I have been experimenting for two year:; with a system of visual electronic 
lanCU3£e recognition that works It is avai lable to any SVL who owns or has accec:; lo an 
oscilloscope and reel-to- reel recorder with slow tare ::;peeds. 

Lacking an identifying name for tho system, I havo termed it the Visual El ectronic 
Lnngungc Comp:u-ator {VE:l.C) . Key component of the sys tom is a simple , inexpensive phac<>­
ohlft network of t wo resistors and a like number of capacitors . 

Phase - shift networks arc not new or unusual. They have long been used in a nunbor 
of oloctronic aplications , So far ac I !mow, however , the device has not been enployed 
previously in investigation aimed at visual comparison and recognition of foreign languages . 

To const ruct a VEU: network , you need only connect resistor s and capacitors in the 
simple "bride;o" cir cuit shown in t ho diagram below. Resistor values of 100 kilohms together 
with 0 . 1 microfarad capacitors will give sati s factory ]Xlr forll\llnce .

Each pair of conponent$ mucl nave identical electronic values and fairly low tolerances : 
~· reslotors and lq'I: capac itors aro satisfactory . To avoid component breakdown , renistors 
s hould be rated at nol les,; than two watts and capacitors at a minimum of JOO VVOC . 

For casual 'IELC experiioonting , networ k components may be assembled rapidly in "bread­
board" fashion. Continued use , however , requi.res greater durability and convenience . 
Networks used here are assembled in metal mi.'liboxes . A phono jack and three binding posts 
nerve as exterior connector s . For trouble-free operation , inlerior network connections 
s hould be soldered . 

The audio out.put of the SW receiver or , preferably , of a tape recorder containing the 
received foreign language specimen , is connected with the network inJ"lt . Ver tical and 
horizontal oscilloscope inputs are connected at points indicated in the circuit diagram. 
A common lead links t he network ground point with the scope ' s ground ter mina l. Any simple 
scope may be used ; neither s weep nor sync circuitry ls required and only audio frequencies 
are involved . 

Tho r e ce ived language s pec imen is f ed into t he network . By manipulating the 
recorder ' s audi o gain control and the scope ' s vertical and hor izontal a mplifier cont r ols , 
a pattern of moving t r a ces i s produced on the scope screen . 

The d i splay take s the f orm of irregular closed traces appearing to r adiate about a 
cenlral focal point much a s r i pples nove about t he spot where a l ossed s t one str ikes 
standing water. In t heor y , tho "llssajous" figure s seen on t he scope screen may be con­
sidered as t he motion of a point on t he circumference of a rotating sircle , t he center 
of which is orbiting about a fixed point . 

The effect , eliptical rather t han circular in VE:I.C pattern:; , ls accomplished by the 
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t..wo "legs11 of the pha.se-:;hlfl !'?et.work . Its rc::;l ::;ta..'lCt..;-CLlfllG~l..:J,-::r 1el-"' inducer. in Lhe 
cignal a lagging phase shift 90 degrees from Lhc leading phase shift of the cap1Lance­
res1sLance leg . The scope dlcplay therefore offers visual representation of cound 
pressure versus the time deriv1Livc of sound •r<; ·~ure . 

When generating such prcs:iure in the for1.1 of :opeech , the human voice produces many 
distinctive sounds . And sound::: generated in different languages create substantially 
varyin;1 VEU:: sc0tJC p:ltL.,ru- . Iu ob:;ervln€ Lhe sc , the brlrht central spot chould be 
di t'!qa.Ti~d ; ~t.. re~scn· .. rJ .. h ... background no.l ;.1. lt:•1cl . 

Without getting into the comple xities of phon~cs ana 11ngulst.ics , VELC sco:i:c traces 
may be viewed as " phonetic fingerprints" of the sounds of languages fed into the system . 
Ar:. no two languages are exact1y alike in this res pect , the scope pattern of each languag.• 
therefore differs in some manner from all other pat.terns . 

Thus the sounds of batiic language elements as well an naunces of dialect and accent 
may be observed visually . And the ncooe pattern of .!!f!:l ~ ~ be compared with 
those of other languages . 

Unlike the sound spectrograph , which plots f'rcquency co<'lponent amplitude versus tiJJO• , 
the VELC maintains both phaso and amplitude information . But. it loses the tine duration 
of sounds and is not. a sensitive indicator of voico-pitch differences . 

These are not handicaps , however , since in VE!.C operation the principal indicators 
aioe phonetic differences . In displaying these , the VELC is more sensitive than the human 
ear . Soiae of the Far East tonal languages , for example , sound much alike to the untrained 
ear. But VElC displays show marked differencen in their pattern characteristics. 

Once a representative collect.ion of taped and identified language specimens has been 
assembl ed , any unlo1own language heard on the air 11\ay be recorded and co<'lpa.red with them . 
By elimination , the questioned language may ba rucognized and identified . Ih1!!. lll possible 
~ though the listener ~ not understand the guestbned ~ Q!: i!:!1.Y language in th<~ 
speci men file . 

He or she does not have to ; all lhat is required i s comp'.lrison of visual scope 
pat.terns . In effect , you learn what. you have !J!!!ll!! by determining what you a.re not seein_g 
on t.he scope screen . 

But how does <1ne acqulro a t.ap;id collection of foreign language speclmnc prior to 
logging stat.ions in countries where they are Gpokcn? And how can you know which i s which 
if you can not understand them? 

VoA , BBC , and other major SW broadcasters transmit many daily programs in commonly­
used languages, numberini; about 50 . In shifting rrom English to other languages , they 
orten announce in English whaL language is coming up nexl. Such transmissions offer 
daily OJU>Ortunities to record specimens of idenl1fled-but-not-undcrstood languages . 
Record two or three minuite s of each on tape. Then analyze and file them for scope pattern 
comparison with unknown languageG heard at other tlJlles . 

Together with such conventional clues as tir:ie , interval signals , and froquency , the 
VELC can aid in identifying " unknowns . " But the system is not goof-proof . 

The visual patterns of sonc languages are no distinctive that after brief VELC practi ce 
they may be recognized on sight . Others , however , create such complex patterns that ana1ysis 
is difficult . Additional study usually resolves the problem, but not always . 

The key to success in use of the VELC is ca-rorul scope pat.tern analysis and comparison . 
These in turn a.re dependent upon the <'lanner in which standards of analysis and comparison 
are developed and applied , 

Analytical criteria in use here , developed largely by trial and e=or , are based on 
nine pattern characteristics . Resulting from extensive testing and a number of revision~;, 
these standards have proved reliable 1n analysis and comparisons of J2 languages . 

Those who exper iment. with the VE!LC nay winh to deve lope their own standards . The 
basic requirement is careful observation and comparison of language specirens under 
controlled , unvarying conditions and elitiination of as many human variables as pos sible . 
This calls for objective analytical methods . A standarized analysis form ls therefore a 
must .

cluarly that the system works a.~d \~ well worlh exploration by those interested in 
exper1111entat1on . The cost of com1truct1ng a phasu-shti"t network is so small that , when 
the necessary associated equipment. ls available , experimenting requires little more than 
some lime and recording tape . 

Collecting , analyzing and filing language specimens int roducer:. neither :iubatantl a.1

If you try the VEI.C , record all speciJllens at the slowest. available tape speed . This 
makes pattern analysis and comp'.U'ison easier and more reliable . The slower , the belt.er ; 
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if I owned •·.1uiprent O!"'rallnr al 15/11 lps , 1 would use it incLPad of l 7/8 . Canrti• 
recorders may be used in VSU: wo~k , bul Lhe t.ape ediling ru1d splicing necessary in crcat.­
inr a compact , useful language specimen file is a tiresome chore with cassettes . 

The purpo.:c of this article l$ to report what has been learned about the VEI.C lo date . 
I hopo thiF n:iy encourage others to exporirent with it . thereby expanding knowlede<' of 
the system and its application . Much rorr.ains to be learned about VELC possibilities . 

Although moot of my findings arc outlined herein , avallable space does not p:Jrmi l 
a lis t. of connulled references or repr oduc t i on o.f the scop:i patlci·n anal ysis for m dovoloJJCd 
a11d used hero .

:;Lereo receivrr; I tried Lo l<'ll my"elf that sorehow , tlwse jY'ople had cleared their 
equi'p:nent with Lll<! airline or that Lhcy all had special perminsion , but it was all In Vil In . 
I had to face reality - I hall been scared out of taking by Si'R-~ by nu'llCrous friends , 
countless alrlino off!cialr; , and one unrelenting mother . F'or the whole flight, or alno l 
the whole flleht I was regret.ting It . But , resolved not Lo ln.t 11. spoil the whol e fllp;ht , 
let alone ny trip, I p.1t it. out of my mind . 

So , I began ny trip, and what you !!light call my un-DXp.!dltion , without a receiver . 
But. , l was not. defeated , not by any meun:; , not yet . My first enquiry was in the aparlmonL 
building I wao at.aying in . Running up ruid down the "ta Jr:; to each door asking i f anyono 
owned a shortwave receiver was no :;mall job, and when I finally located a family dil'!!ctly 
below who ownnd an old Blaupunkt , J wan overjoyed . Peeling rath"r awkward , I asked polHc­
ly if I could borrow their radio (which was the only one they owned) . Of course , being 
very friendly , they gave 1l lo ne that very evening and I procf'eded to do some nece:;sary 
fieldwork , finding an old piece of television wire , and attaching it to the terminals 
on the back . Unfortunately , the connection was less than adequate , and although I heard 
lll!l11Y AM stalions , I could not get t.ho added sensilivily that was needed was I to hear 
short.wave stations in the area . Aft.er hours of tinkering , 1 returned the set to its 
rlghtrui owners, having cleaned it up inside and tightened any loo:;c connections in return 
for the favor . 

A few clays lat er , I decided to oct off on my own for Dcthlohcm, which is not very 
fai· from JeruGalen i t self . I had hen_rd from many people about tho Arab marke l there , 
oo after a short taxi (called a sherool) ride , I found nyself walking s l owly through L"" 
streets under the cur ious gaze of many Arabs going about t.hclr daHy business . 

Chanting fron tha Holy Kor an drifted through the air , an!l :mells of solce and rotllnr 
fruit were almost over-powering a:; J wound my way into one of the small side slrect.n . But 
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as I turned a corner, I sighted one of the most beautti\11 radio receivers I had evor see- . 
Thorc , s itting on an .:ild desk in an antique shop , waa an old French mul ti-band receiver . 
The thing was so old , it had some of the old names of many European and Afri can cities on 
the glass slide- rule dial . But alas, I had fallen into the trap, because if there is one 
thing you learn when travelling in the Middle-East , it is never to show that you are or 
evon aight be interested in something for sale .or on display unless you want to buy it! I 
was instantly met by a tall, young Arab gentleman in a white robe . 

Now , I must adm1t. at first I had no desire whatsoever to even bargain with this guy , 
: - ~ a long buy Ll.e thillg , but then a thought hit me . Possibly , with my meager store of 
technical knowledge , 1 could gel this beauty to do some worth-while DX! Putting on my 
"smart" tourist look , I aakod him , "How many pounds for the radio?" " 'l'wohundred and fifty 
pounds ," he shot back . If 250 pounds sounds like a lot of money , do not be deceived . In 
Israel, it is only 34 dollars, but I was not about to s pend even that much on an unproven 
ultra-antique . " I will give you a good deal and make it onehundred and fifty, for a 
friend," he said, without my asking for another price . 

Well , I kne w I was on to something now , I had him giving me prices, and i f he kept 
going at that rate , I could get the thing for nothing and walk away with a good deal. I 
began to walk away , which i s the smartest thing to do in such a situation . Running after 
me and grabbing ay arm, he pulled me back into his small dark s hop, but then I made my 
move. I asked hiJll , usln8 hand Gignala , to turn the receiver on so I could see if it 
worked. · 

So it was switched. on , the smell of burning dust rising from t he chassis . Unfortunately 
nothing rose from the s peaker . After a few minuites of trying to expl ain to by Arab 
friend that there was soriething drfinitely wrong with the radio, I managed , gracefully, to 
f ind my way back to the main street where I hopped a cab back to Jerusalem . 

By this tire , I was a little frustrated, but not yet beaten. On returning to 
Jerusalem, I illllled.iately' began to investigate t he amateur radio situation in the city , 
hoping that some kind ARO would let a poor RXless DXer do some DXing . I got the number of 
a ham , an American , and the next night I was in his shack . Ho had just arrived in Israel 
and his soon-to-be-erected beam was still lying on his roof . But though his array of Collins 
gear wao iopressive , there was no receiver having any SWBC bands . I said good- bye and walked 
into the cool Jerusalem night. 

I n the weeks.io come , I was to continue my de sperate attempts to procure a DX receiver . 
These attempt s included I). trip to tho IBA (where I learned that two IBA staff members who 
owned Barlow-Wadleys were out of town) and numberous phone calls to the homes of Israle i 
DXers who , invariably , were on vacation. With frustrating visions of my SPR-4 s itting on 
rrzy des k 7 , 000 mile!\ away in Lovittown , PA, I left for Franki'ort, Ce rr.ia.ny, the lar:;t leg of my 
trip. 

· Ah , step lightly reader, s t ep lightly , s hould you even chance to think that I was 
dei'eated, even then. NEVER ! While in Germany , I wa::; to make last ditch efforts at DXing on 
everything :from portable transist or three-banders to other old Blaupunkts. But , never did 
I got my hands on a receiver with e nough selectivity and sensitivity to do some real DXing . 
l would , in the end , wa lk the streets of Frankfort and Munich, looking with envy upon the 
shiny new Crundigs and llorrnendes sil ting in the windows of German elect ronics s hops . 

I learned my lesson , and I loamed it t he hard way . There I was in a hot-s pot of 
radio activity , with no decent SW receiver . Of course , the experiences , I had and the 
people I met while trying to find a receiver were interesting and valuable . But in :future 
trips , one thing is certain: I WILL NEVER TRAVEL WITHOUT A RECEIVER!

Possibly 'those members who like to experi ment with antennas as I do , woul d be 
interested in hearing about a project. of e>ine. 

Tru-Teoper makes a 20 foot telescoping fiberglass fishing pole , which , by taping a 
wire length-wise , can be used as a 20 foot whip antenna . I used mine at the top of a JO foot 
mast for over two years with very good results. IL could be attached to the side of a house , 
or even used at ground level if desired . 

Since it has the action of a fishing pole , which it really is , it has practically no 
wind resistance a.,1 neec!= no guys . It just lays over wit~. the wind and snaps back when the 
wind oubsides . I did uso guys on the JO foot mast . 

One minor problem was how to attach i t to the mast, sunce U-bolts , 1f tightened 
enough to hold the whip upri ght , would crack the thin fiberglass . I s olved this by shaving 
down a sturdy broom handle to fit snuggly into the whip, leaving about two feet of the wooden 
handle exposed. The U-bolts were then clamped around the mast and broom handle . 

My next project will be to load the whip with a coil of 75-100 turns and see what 
results I get in conjunction with an antenna tuner . 

1 bought my fishing pole for $14. 90 :from Netcraft. , Toledo, OH, 4J61J, a mail- order 
i'ishing tackle s upplier.

Programme :is a reans of providing direct broadcast contact at less cost than the telex and 
taped servlces previously approved . The Covernroent had agreed to tho ui:o of fU nd:::; from 
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs as t his woul d provide a Ne w Zeal and broadcast service of 
cons i derable 1nte:real to tha Pacific lslands and of particular use so .fer as ne ws and 
current events were concerned t o the Isl and colllr.luniti es with which New Zeal and had speci al 
rel ations .

STAMP COLlECTillG WITH A SHORTWAVE: RADIO 

. Shor t wave radio listening, like stamp collecting, can be a quite spcciall,-.ed and tlmc ­
consuming hobby , and the rerukr who has little experience tuning in foreign broadcasts 
probabl y needs a few prellmirmry wordc of aavice . The t wo nost esscnt1al tip::; are probably , 
1) get the best recolvor you cru' .lfford, and 2) jl'Jt up an outdoor antenna . Shortwave 
receivers start at about $_'.'O , t,uL •lllle•'o you :ire willing to spend much timo at flrst learn­
ing just where on the dial Lho vRrlou!:, stations can lie found , and unless you arc wlllinc; 
Lo put up with lncrna""" rl l:nrpoln' r>':1"1." 1n the way of intorferonce and poor or lmposaible 
receptioo, you :;hould consider t:fendir1r MO!'!' than the minimuM amount . Though i:iost of 
the programs listed below can h:! picked up i:iost of the time using almost any receiver , not 
all of them can , and success and tinjoyrr.ent will be increased greatly by , for instance , being 
able to dial the de5iro.1 frcqunncici; exactly - a feature found on curtain rccuivers selling 
for $300 and up . 

Shortwave stamp program:: and features vary widely in length , propaganda content , and 
typas of prizes, if any , offered to 11:;toners . In addition, a number of stations broadcast 
stamp programs in languages other than English - principally Spanish and French - and lhe 
li:Jtener who can undcr:;tand the::;e languages naturally can widen his cont.act::. in comparison 
with the person who ha~ to s lick lo Engllch . 

There are other a:;pocts of stamp collectin1' with the help of the radio outside of the 
stamp programs themcelves which should be mentioned : for example , sc tting tho names and 
addresoe:i of foreigners who collect sLamps . First , numerous Latin American li<:;teners write 
in Spanish to European stations mostl,Y hoping to exchange s t amps , poctcl1J:'ds, friendly 
correspondence, bills , :;tickers, and/or i:iuch else with other listeners , and thclr narr~s and 
addresses are read over t he air on several non-philate lic prQ8rams in Spanish on Radio 
Nederland , the Voice of Cormany , elc . This can be an interesting sideline , although most 
of t he collectors n:ro young and not ve r y serious . Secondly , certain :itat ions (Rndio 
Australia is the prime exa mpl o) broadcast " mailbag" pr ograms i n several editions concentrat­
ing on differen t a.roas of the world , and names and addresses of senders arc read along with 
the letter s . When one of thece has been sent sta.mps which he requested, t he fact is also 
mentioned , and one is welcome (as far ao R. Australi a is concerned) to write tho person 
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independently and strike up an exchange relationship . My e xperiences wUh this mode of 
operaUon have been mixed , but. very limited . Finally , most international broadcaster s , 
although they oay have no stamp progran on the &ir, are accustomed to and interested in 
receiving quantities of l e tters - mostly requests for "QSL cards"- from overseas liste ners , 
and many or most of these send s t amps of their country upon request a lso. Again , I have 
had limited experience in this, my most generous response having come from Radio Baghdad , 
who sent about fifty on-paper Iraqi commemoratives . 

A listing of shortwave stamp programs , times and freque ncies of them , and details 
f'ollows . Frequencies are subject to change with season . Most frequencies quoted here 
were in use during the 1975-76 winter season . 

CA!IADA--After econoll\Y moves , Radio Canada International now has stacp progralllS onl y 
in French , German , and East European languages , with no prizes given. Progracs appear 
irregularly for the most part and are dedicated to news of new Canadian issues . 

CUBA--"l'hilately in Cuba", heard Sundays at 2120 Cl'fl' on ll, 865 kHz (also after 0100 
on other frequencies in the 25 and J l metre bands . In compari son with most otter Radio 
Havana programs, thi s one ofrers very little political propaganda . Features news of 
Cuban and other stamp issues , Cuban philatelic history , names and addresse s of (mostly 
Latin American) collectors wanting contacts , and a "QuesUon of the Week" based on the 
program, for which a correc t answer wins a recent Cuban FDC. Since this method of collect­
ing pos t-Cas tro Cubans doos not add to Cuba's forei!l11 ressrves , i t i s apparently one of 
the few l egal ways to acquire recent i ssues from that country in the race of the 
Treaslll;' Department ' s ban , " Cuba e n el Mundo de la Filat e lia" i s tte Spanish vers ion of 
the program, heard Sunday nights als o , possibly also Mondays. 

CZECHOSLOVAKIA--Radio Prague broadcasts a stamp program to llorth America every first 
and third Saturday at 8 12.5 and 10125 EST (0125 and OJ25 GMT) in 4 9 , 41 , and J l metre bands . 
? , J45 kHz is usually best except in sul:!lll0r . Th!! program i s devoted exclusively to the 
latest Czech stamp i ssues and their backgrounds, and FIJC ' s of each ne w i ssue are offered 
as prizes for all correct ans wers to three q ues tions based on the program. 

ECYPJ'--Radio Cairo feature s "Stamp Collectors ' Club" to North America at 10: 00 p . m. 
(OJOO GMT) Mondays on 9 , 745 kHz with Egyptian issues and postal history , letters from 
listeners , and some general , fairly eleoentary , philatelic information and advice . The 
Club (which has no formal membershl.p) features free mint Egyptian stamps to listener s 
a s often as they write. The program is often impossible to hear in the dead of winter. 

ECUADOR--Evange'lical br03dcaster HCJB , the Voice of the Andles, beacs the Br1t1sh­
produced 15-lllinuite statlp program ''The Hobby of Kings" to North Ameri ca Sundays at 11:45 
pc EST (0445 GMT) 1n 25 , Jl , and 49 oetre bands , and to Australia and the Pacific on 
Wednesdays at 0945 GMT on J l and 49 metres . Features a variety of itecs including news 
of interesting se t s , stamp terminol ogy and tips , and occasionally letters from listeners, 
plus an evangelical appeal in each program. !lew listener s are invited lo write and request 
a free packet. of stamps (assorted worl dwide commemoratives) along with Christian literature . 

FRANCE-Radio France Inte rnacional does not have on Eng lish stamp prog ram, but broad­
casts "Antcna Filatclica" in Spanish to Spain most Saturdays at 5 :30 pm EST (22)0 Glfi') on 
6,040 kHz. Best audibility i n the U.S. is in or toward winter. Features n ews of new French 
issues, a nd listene r s arc invited to write (in Spanish) and receive complimentary French 
s tamps . 

HOLL.ANO--Radio Nederlnnd 's Friday feature "Closeup" usua lly includes a r eport from 
t h e r es ident philatelist, who gives news of new issues worldwide, often centered around 
a current event or anniversary. No awards are g iven. Hea rd Fridays to North Am~rica at 
4:45 pm EST (2145 GMT) on 9 , 715 and 11,730 kHz, and 9:15 pm EST (0215 GMT) on 6,165 kllz. 
In winte r, only the latter transmiss ion is usually a udibl e here). The program i s broadcast 
co ocher parts of the world earlier in the day on ~·ridnys. 

SPAIN- Like Fronce, Madrid has a stamp program only in Spanish. Called "Rcvis ta del 
Colcccionismo" (Magaz ine of Collecting), it covers coin and even lottery-ticke t co llecting , 
though the most time i s devoted to new Spanish stamp issues and stamps f rom Europe and 
Latin America. Those who write the program have their names and addresses put on a list, 
which is distrubutcd upon request; after having my name pu t on on e of the lists, 1 received 
three letters , from Algeria , Nont"ay, and Guadeloupe , none of chem Spanish- speaking countries! 
This program is easy to pick up in Spanish Sa t urday nights on 25, 31, a nd 49 metre bands 
at 8 :45 and 10 :45 EST (Ol45 and 0345 GMT). 

SWEDEN-Radio Sweden boasts "Stamp Corner" in English the first Monday o! each month. 
Broadcast a number of times during t h e day; to North Ame rica at 7:45 and 9:15 am EST 
( l 245 a nd l445 GMT) on 15 ,305 kHz, and 6 :15 and 9 :45 pm EST, (2315 and 0245 GMT) on 
6 ,045, 9 ,695, and 11, 705 kllz. The morning transmission is usually clearest in reception. 
Host Claude Stephenson sticks to Scandinavian philately, and has a contest: twice yearly 
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in which a number of prizes (1!.g., Clrst prize: a mint Sl!L of a ll Swedish s t amps issued 
during the past year) Are giv~n and for which l isten1;.•rs draw o n thC"ir knowl edge or Swedish 
stamps . 

USA-(! ) The Voice of America In its " VoA Magazine" program fo r Friday usua ll y b<•ams 
a stamp fcmture to various pa1 t s 0 £ LhL• world with n(•Wti of n c-w U.S. or UN issues. No 
contests or prizes a re of f ered ln connt•dtlon with Lhiu. As good a ti.m(' as .1 ny f or most 
No r t h An1Hican listcnl'rs tu tun <' in 18 at 7 :30 pm EST (0030 GMT) <>n 6190 or 9670 kllz . 
There ' s also a VoA " Clube Filat<'li.co" (Stamp Club) for Portuguesc.--sp eaking list<•ners on 
Sundays .

The 11~ntcnna nttenuacor 11 has twu 
posiLlons , "local " and "DX". When i.t is i.n t h e " local '1 Stll ling ( o nly with an external 
an tenna ) Llw incoming signa l i s a t tcnu3LCd by 20 dB. '!'his is supposed to be u sed wh('n a 
strong rcct'ived s i gnal causes int~r!erence wiLh och e r s Lations . But, so far, 1 h01ve not 
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had any rea son to use it. 

Recording directly Crom the set has the advantage o{ not picking up extraneous noises 
(siblings, parents, a ir-raid sirens, etc.). On · t he SSR- 1, recording direct does no t 
disable the speaker or phones ctrcul l , so you can hear what you arc taping wh il e you are 
taping it. 

There is but one disadvantage to the set (that 1 have not iced anyway). Due to its 
design, an unmodu l ated signal is produced every 1 MHz. Th is does not cause any problems 
with s tations on exact frequencies such llS Wlo/V , or R. l nconfidencia on bOOO kllz, but t he r e 
is a considerable heterodyn~ against stations three or l ess kHz away, such as New York 
Radio (a utility) on 3001 kllz.

Indoor 
Antenna 

The following note was a l so r eceived from David 
Snyder, Editor o{ the Brooklyn DX Club an d a ppeared 
in the same issue of ELB as the above article by 
Adrun Gaffin. 

Albert Pike 11 wri tt•s, "l have been experimenting with wireless antennae fo r someth ing 
more than 50 years .. . The one 1 am prese ntly using sNons t o work rather well for me .. 
This antenna is a p lastic tube 6 feet l ong and 4 inch es ln diameter. It is wound with 3b 
turns (520 lnchee/43 .JJ !eet) of bare copper Wire equally spaced. It is hung near a r oom 
ceiling and directed east....,es t." Thus writes Alhert, and so 1 wen t and checked it out. 
First, I could not (ind a plllstic tube so l used ca r dboard. Second, 1 could no t space lt 
equall y. Even with these modifications the antenna is very good to say the least. l tested 
it agalnst a V-.intenna {acing ""st on my roof and t wo parallel wi res from my garage to my 
wlndow. Here a r e ~he results: signal strength ol l similar. The V had slightl y mor e 
interference, the square u lightly less i n terference , the I ndoor much less interference. 
The V and the indoor h"d sl l gh tly l ess noise than t h e aqua r e . The indoor ha d s lightl y less 
propagationa l dis turbance than the V and be t ter overall merit than the V a nd square. In 
short this would be a very good flret antenna and a g r eat second antenna. Ca rdboard tubes 
can be gotten from c".rpet stores " nd the wire can be bought a t Radio Shack or the like.

ECUADOR MISSIONARY RADIO IN ECUADOR

The Gospel Missionary Uni.on owns three radio stations in Ecuador, wh ich are now ln 

t he process o f being turned over to nationals in compliance wi t h Ecuadorian law . Nationals 
are eager and fully trained to assume this importllnt responsibility. Two o{ these a r e 
Quichua stations and the third is a Jivaro s ta tion . ~ also airs two programs daily on a 
station in Guayllquil directed toward the Spanish peopl e in that area . 

In the beginn i ng GMU distributed pretuned radios at a subs idized price. After a few 
years, With the advent 0£ lhC Japanese transistor, Olo»n i ng a radio became a Status symbol 
and a priority to t h e Quichuas . The l l s tening nudicncc increased. Today it i s estimated 
that 80 to 90 percent of th.- Indians living wi Lio in th<' ta rget area of t h e Quichua s t ations 
listen to their programs . 

The Jivar o station, llCGI, 4875 kllz , i s l ocated ln th<' jungles a t Macuma. Macuma is 
accessible only by air and the most modern bu1ld1ng i n the large clearing is the 10,000 
wa t t radio s tation. 

The Jivaro Indians, too, have coml' to rega rd t he radio a s a s tatus s ymbo l, and because 
of t heir greater a ffluenc~ du<• to oil and catLlc, many of thL'lll now own a trans i sto r 
receiver. The desire to own one, however, would not be so grea t i! HCQi , a l so kno wn as 
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Radio M.:Jcuma and Radio Rio i\mazonas, did not cater to them. (Adapted from an <trLicle in 
Gospel Message, Spring 1975, a publication of the Gospel Missionary Union.) 
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QR-666 USER REPORT ON THE KENWOOD QR- 666 

by Terry L. Krueger, Gasselbcrry FL 

The Trio-Kenwood COlmlunications Co., Inc. , of 116 East Alondra Blvd . , C:.1rdenia, CA 
90248, r ecently introduced the QR-666 c01m1unications receiver to the shortwave market. 
The QR-666 ma'f well be in the affordab l e range of the DXer/SWL in search of a new set ns 
the price is about $350 . 00 with the QR-6MK callibrator (base list price $295-VAL). 

I aquired my QR-666 in June, and have already found it to be a beautiful piece of 
equipment . A total of six bands give full coverage from 170 to 30,000 kHz. Bandspread 
rangc!i conoist of (hum) 80-75 m, 40m, 10 m, 15 m, and 10 m; shortWOV(" bands 75 m, 60 m, 
49 m, 41 m, 31 m, 25 m, 19 m, 16 m, 13 m, and 11 m. The bandsprcad quite adequntely 
separates stations. 

One optional feature is an FM adapler, but regular features include AH ANL (which 
ocems to perfonn well) , a selectivity mod" which narrows t he IF bandwidth, a C.'W/SSB mod e, 
BFO and LSB/ USB. The SSB is very sensitive and clarifies SSB with no difficulty on all 
frcquenci~~. Sensitlvity is good With a S/ N ratio of lOdB at 2.63 uV on AH and 1.76 uV 
on SSS. 

ThP stauility is a l so excellent. There is virtually no drift as even I c•xpected 
when fir s t •'P«raling the QR-(i66. I think this feature is particularly noteworthy. 

The Rf and mixer slag"s employ dual-gate HOS type FETs, and the ACC secns lo be fair. 
Power is from 117 or 240 VAC (with variations provided). The choice of voltage is simple 
by fol lowing the diagram in the manual. External DC power nt 12 volts and 13 watts can 
also be used or 8 "D" batteries internally will power the QR-66&. 

The QR-6HK is a crystal cnllibrator (500 kHz) which should prov<? to be a r<?al help 
in reading lhe frequency. The usual 5-meter and very nice drum dials ore nlso featured. 
When operating on AC, the dials and m('t('r light up. When on DC, a light switch is 
provided . The RF and IF circuits arc cul off when using the standby swltch. Antenna trim 
ls also on the front panel. The receiver contoi ins an adequa tc spcakc.:.•r. but I am sure 
that an <?Xter:nal speaker would be a wise investment. 

The receiver is 14k x 6 2 x 12~ inches and weighs about 17 pounds . , Summing ll up, 
Lh~ QR-660 seems to be a Vl\ry good buy !or iL' s moderate price-tag. Most amaL .. •ur supply 
stores dealing in Trio-Kenwood products can ord~r the set. I Lhink 1 will enjoy my nciw 
receiver. Why not t~st one' out yuurst.'l( soon?
