"Constitution and By-laws" adopted years ago which have been ignored in 
many respects up to the present time because the progress of NASWA had 
gradually outgrown th~m . They were adequate for fifty members, but not for 
today's world-wide membership of approximately 1,200 members. 
Accordingly, we feel that a new Constitution is necessary to assure NASWA's 
existance and future growth. There is no fair way, nor accurate way, for 
such a large and widely dispersed membership here or abroad to select of­
ficers as originally intended and be certain that those selected were even 
known let alone those best qualified and willing to do NASWA's work. The 
new set-up is designed to guarantee continuity of management and unweaken­
ed progress . It eliminates any drastic administrative crises by providing 
for fast and efficient replacement of officers when vacancies occur. The 
duties and responsibilities of the officers are specifically set fourth to­
gether with an executed pledge that they will carry out those solem obli­
gations. 
Therefore wa are proposing that NASWA be an association of persons devoted 
to the mutual pooling , classifying , dissemination , publication and sharing 
of informat ion dealing with the hobby of short wave radio and headed by 
persons who have proven themselves to be experienced , dedicated and willing 
to do the work necessary to accomplish these objectives . 
After much discussion and contacts with some of our members a new Charter 
and Constitution have been drafted designed to meet NASlllA ' s present and 
future needs and functions. Since the support of the membership is vital , 
these documents will be printed for all to read and vote for their accept­
ance. 
In coming weeks, each NASWA member in good standing will receive copie&, a 
financial statement for the period ending June JO , 1976, and lastly a bal­
lot which is to be returned to HQ to indicate each member's preference as 
to acceptance or rejection. 
The format of these documents has been the work of several individuals in­
cluding Ed Shaw and your Executive Editor. The final drafts were made at 
a meeting in Lexington, Kentucky, to which NASWA member Charles H. Brunner , 
Jr ., an attorney , of Salford, Pennsylvania, flew and stayed at his own ex­
pense and gave us the benefit of his legal experience on a volunteer basis 
in reviewing and making numerous changes in the format so NASWA can be on 
sound legal grounds , as well as providing a lasting and permanent document. 

The third annual convention of NU (NumeroUno) 
hosted by Ed Shaw on August 6-8 , 1976 at the Springs Motel in Lexington , 
Kentucky was a resounded success with all in attendance agreeing that it 
was.

tl:e future . Marlin Field of Hillsdale, Michigan gave a very interesting 
talk on his experiences in DXing the Ecclesiastic stations . Don Jensen and 
Dan Henderson gave a profile on DXing Indonesia. 
After a lune~ break , a.most interesting talk on the subject of DXing Euro­
pean Hobby Pirate stations was given by Dr. John Campbell, now living in 
Aus tralia. The next talk was Larry Magne ' s presentation on frequency man­
agement and some of the things being considered for presentation at the1979 
WARC meetings.

ANTENNAS 
THE AN'!DINA~EIWITICS HAZARD

llbere antennas are concenied, many SVLs suf"fer chronic confusioo . Although unnecessary, 
thllre 1s abundant reason .for this unf'ortunate condition . 

More llii;leading nonsense probably has been written and published concerning antennas 
than about any other subject associated w:1th shortwave rad1o. The cumulative effect 
induces what might be termed "antenna semantics" . Many SllLs , Jll r haps the majority , can 
not comprehend what, ti anything, is meant by all the conflicting statements , mutilated 
terminology , and pie- in-the-sky performnce claims, 

Responsi bility for thia semantic hang-up must be shared by many , with SW antenna 
manufactures heading the list . They have earned the dubious distinction with ad-agency 
doubletalk , unsupported performance "data" and allegations of "design secrets" not 
possessed by others . 

Close behind these confusion-creators come radio-listener-club publications that 
feature misleading articles by sel:f-styled "antenna experts" . These usually deal with 
som bit of poorly-informd antenna tinkering by the "expert" , Or Jllrhaps it is a 
garbled rehash of something he has read but does not understand because he lacks 
knowledge of antenna principles . 

Informed antenna experimentation ls desirable , of course 1 more SVLs should learn to 
do it. Many l i stener-c l ub "exJllrts" , however , are not informed, objecti ve exJllrimenters, 
Too frequently , they are hit- or-miss t inker s whose efforts consi st largely of applying 
t~1cky names t o personally-fouled-up variati ons of standard antenna configurations . 

Last , but most significant, among those responsible for the confusion induced by 
antenna semantics are SllLs themselves . A remarkable number of otherwise intelligent 
SV receiver owner s still appear to believe they can get something for nothing whore 
antennas are concerned. 

Pa:radoxical ;J..y, these often are the individuals who waste time, effort, and money in 
atringing up inefficient, crackpot contraptions solely because equally uninformed members 
of the rraternity tout such monstrosities in print . Rarely do the victims of this 
nonsense realize that , with fel< exceptions, the tout crs lack both· the knowledge and 
equipment necessary to effectively test and evaluate their "wonder" antennas before 
enthusiastically endorsing t~cm in club bulletins . When objectively tested under controlled 
conditions , such contraplions seldom offer any advantage over a random length wire . 
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All this confusing hocus-pocus is unnecessary . The time-tes t ed fundamen tab of SW 
ant.enna des ign , construction , and evaluation are s:i:elled out in reliable publications 
s uch as the A.R.11. J, , Antenna Book w1d others . Those guided by such performa.Jtce-te s tcd 
lnforrnation axe well a ware th~ll antennas are subject to certain physical and 
mathcr..:i.tical laws and that ail are , in one way or another , corapromi ses be tween ide ol s 
and the realities of construction and operation . The well informed a l so know that only 
,. rew antenna types--all possessing long-established nru:tes anc! :i:erformance characteristics 
--ro:e practical for use by most SW Ls . 

These t ype3 include horizontal and ve rtical antennas in a number of configurations 
cufficient to mee t t he needs of any SWL. The horizonta l single-wire antenna - -with more 
names than a wanted criminal--long ha.n been the workhorse of SWBC reception . The vertical 
type , also with a s izeable list of confusing names , is runner-up and se lf-dictating choice 
for those lacking space to string the horizontal ty:i:e . 

In view of these si.J:lpl e facts , why such widespread confusion concerning efficient 
variations of two basic antenna typen? Antenna semantics , what else? 

Dipol e , folded dipole, rnul ti band dipole , longwire, end-fed , con ter-fed , Windom , 
multcc , Hertz , zepp, double t, inverted -L--all these names and more are applied to horizontal 
wire antennas . And in the vertical camp we have ground plane, disc one , vertical, fan 
vertical , inverted dipole , inverted folded dipole , Marconi, whip, e tc. Small wonder many 
SWLs a.re confused. 

In the semantic morass of antenna nomenclature lurks the additional hazard of 
mutilated tcrl:linology . Perhaps tho most frequently encountered example is the term 
"longwi.1-e". Often it is used incorrectly in referring to !!:!!.Y horizontal single-wire 
antenna (yes , even in F'REll DX) • 

This is wholly misleading . A true longwire antenna is several wavelengths long at 
its resonant frequency . Those engllj!Cd in professional antenna research and development 
generally apply the term only to ante1U1as four or more wavelengths.long because s ignal 
gain i s not significant s hort of such lengths . 

So a 100-foot s ingle-wire antenna can not be a true " longwire" at !!:!!.Y SWBC frequency . 
Call it an end-fed Hertz or l.'Jverted-L, if that is what it is, but not a "longwi.re" , which 
it is not and can not be • 

The semantic barrier that blocks SWL understanding of antenna fundamentals also 
causes trouble in t he a s sociated , equally confused area of transmiss ion lines . We read 
and hear, for oxrunplc, long-winded diccuscions concerning the comparative merits of coax 
versus unshie lded downleads . The uninformed are likely to becol!C bogged down in the 
verbiage and lose sight of the significant, underlying fact : Each is efficient when 
properly used but very inefficient under otter c onditions . 

All of which demonstrates that if you would ~scape the antenna-semantics trap, digest 
the contents of a reliable basic publication on antennas and transmission lines. Then 
forget everything else you have read or heard . But , above all , remember this : 

How any type of antenna or download :i:erforms for .Y2!1. at .i'..Q!!!: location with .Y!lli!: 
receiving equipment is t he only thing that counts when the DX c hips are dmm . Isn • t 
this what it ' s all about? -

The power, according to Dr . Heise l '• letter, is 250 kW, and I do not believe t hat Lyndhurst 
has any 250 kW transmitters . 

In r egar d to antenna polarization, I believe that most horizontal single-wire 
antennas wi ll exhi bit horizonta l polarization characteristics. Resonant dipoles ore 
always horizontally polarized, o! course. 

Your Shortwave Center editor suggests that as many FREHDX readers as possible 
co-operate with Dr. Meisel in this study.

BELGIUM A CONVERSATION WITH WILLY SANDERS OF THE BELGIAN 
RADIO AND TELEVISION

No t e : Thia interview was reconstructed on the basis of an informal conversation a t which 
no note• were taken. The views arc those of the speakers and not necessa rily of HA~A 
or the BR:r. 

Wood: Welcome to New York, Kr. Sanders . Could you tell us exact l y wha t is your function 
at BR:r , nod bow the foreign-language services relate t o the overall operations of RTB/BRT? 

Sanders: I am head of lnter na tio"'11 Rela tions for the Belgische Radio en Tel evisie, the 
Dutch-language national network, which has now assumed full responsibility for all fo r e i gn-­
language international broadcasting from Be lgium, as the fou r th network of BRT , BRT-4 . 
I work i n relations with over seas broadcasters and l isteners , and handle t he transcrip tion 
service which distributes Belgian program ma t eria l to such educational broadcasters ns 
llHYC here in Hew York. 

Wood: And why a re you in New York at present? 

Sanders : I am on my way to a Sympnsium on 11Th~ Fu turc of Radio" , sponsored by t he 
Canadian Broadcasting Corpora tion and the EuropC<Jn Broudcusting Union, to be held i n 
Ottawa . It will discuss such issues as whether there will s till be such a mediwn as radio 
broadcasting i n 1986 . Of course , it will be a bilingual colloquium, i n English and French, 
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with partial Lronslatton nlso in German and Spanish . On my way to canada , I will also 
stop over in Detroit, which uctun lly has lhc largest Be lgian co l ony of any c i ty in the 
U.S., u face. little known to most Americans. 

Wo. J: /Ind what futur., docs broadcast ing have in Belgium? Whn l is happening on the 
domestic radio sc~ne? 

Sanders; As you km.>w , Uclglurn and llollnnd arC' to share a singlt- new l ongwavc s tation, 
the Hrsl longwave opera lion in lhc two countries. That should imporve rt•ception from 
Hilversum in parts of the Nec.hc.-rlands where the two m3in mediumwave st11tions are at present 
subject to scvcrt• forci811 int\.~r!crcncc ac. night. Bue 'it will not necessarily improve 
rect.'ption !rom Hal land :ind Belgium in distant parts o! Europe , since the transmissions are 
to be dit'CCtional, screened coward the south, where the most powerful LW stations are 
a l ready in operation (A l Louis, LuxL'ltlbourg, Europe No. 1 , lllgicrs, Morocco), In fo reign 
broadcast ing, our plan ls to introduce programs in Portuguese . 

Wood : And the program in Portuguese, a Romance language , wil l be produced by the Flemish 
network, BRT-47 

Sonders : Yes , thnt ls right, just like the existing Eng l ish and Spanish. We hope to find 
on announcer whose voice will be acccplable both to Lusophone Africa and to Brazil . If 
we beam it to /\fricn, then we can use our new 250 kW transmitter. But if the broadcast is 
only to Brazil, we must stick to 100 kW, as our nntcnnas for the Americas cannot be connected 
to our 250 kW units . 

Wood : \/hen 1o1i 11 the Portuguese br oadcas t take pi nce? 

Sonder s : llurlni: the ho l£ hour after our current broadcasts to Africa end , at 2200 GMT. 
That is the 1•c01k l lstcnlng hour i n Brazil. 

llood : Cou l d you explain bow the BRT came to take over the foreign-language services, when 
their closure was threatened? 

Sanders : The response from listeners, especially the mass of protest l et t er s from North 
America in English , was so great, when che planned closur~ was announced, that we at the 
Belgische Radio en Te levlsie vo l unteered to take over a ll responsibilities. But we do 
not exclude our French-speaking colleagues from porticipot ion. For example , we kept our 
DX Editor, Paul Renard, who is a French-speaker. Of course, Paul is wi lling to speak in 
Flem.Uh. 

Wood: Have you moved into the new BRT/RTB building yet , or are you still on Place Eug~ne 
Flogey7 \/ho was Eug~ne Flagey, a nyway? 

Sanders : No, we have not moved yet . Flagey was the Burgomaster of lxelles (in Flemish, 
Elscne) , the coamune in which we are located; it is pare of the agglomerati on of Brussels. 

llood : I notice you gave both names for lxe~les. Do towns in Belgium still legally have 
two names? Is it sti ll Mons and Bergen, Liege and Luik? 

Sonders : No, each part of Belgium outside Brussels is legally monolinguial . Thus it is 
only Hons and not Bergen; but only Antwerpen, not Anvers, only Leuvcn, not Louvain, etc. 

Wood : \/hen you briefly operated outside the band, on 9785 kllz, your reception was perfect . 
Now you arc back inside ngoin, on 9730 kHz to North /\merica, and you are s plashed by 
more powerful stations on adjacent frequencies, as we l l as troubled by co-<:hannel 
inlcrferencci wouldn ' t you consider an ou t-of-band frequency, considering tha t BBC, to 
name jus t one station, uses several? 

Sonders: No, we adhere strictly to legality; we do not wish to disturb aeronautical or 
maritime navigation. 

Wood: We ll, what about o relay , say by the CBC in canada? 

.,.J .. de rs : No, we pre!cr to s tick to our own resources . We were once offered a major relay 
in \fr ico, but we turned il down . 

.J Woud: What lnterc.sting reception reports h3vc you had recently? 

Sonders: We had a report from a ll•tcnt>r 200 mil cs north of Limo, Peru, who enjoys our 
weekend sports pro11ramming (or Africa. Of course, he listens during his local <1fternoon, 
which would nol be a conveni.ncnt weekday listening time. Bul it i s because of such good 
responses from Latin llmerlcn t hat we are planning t o expand cov<:rage of Latin America, 
by broadcnsting in Portuguese . 

Wood: Wh:tt ts you1 cuv,:u1gc of North Amc.-rico? 

s.indcrs: In pra cticc... Wt' unly cn\'c r t.1a- Ell s l tmrnl. Our lrnnsrniLLer i.s ll'gallv hcamcd 
Lu /\lhany, NY. 
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Wood : Do you plan a frequency change in September? 

Sander s : That is still undecided. It will depend upon monitoring reports . 

Woori· "' """T""'r'I'"',.. - "w that the BBC is using MW 1088 kHz .:ill d.iy you hnrdly need shortwave 
to listening to the World Service in Belgium. 

Sanders : That is right. 1088 kllz booms ln all day in Brussels. And at my fann out in 
West Flanders, I get all the BBC:: domestic services, as well as the commercial Radio 
London. 

Wood: Would commercial r.:idio work in Dclgiund Radio Luxembourg does have a Flemish 
COIImercial program, mornings. 

Sanders: That is a very small part of RTL ' s operation. No, the economy could not support 
a co11m1ercia l radio station. The countr y is too small . And many of the Bri tish local 
comnerc i a l stations arc in troub l e, in view of the s t .ate of the economy. 

Wood : I n conclusion , do you have a nyth ing to say to s hortwave l isteners i n America, 
through NASWA? 

Sanders : The Englis h broadcasts to North America wer e saved on l y t hrough your massi ve 
s upport . They will only continue to serve t hei r purpose i f you wr ite regula r l e tters 
and s end plenty of r eception reports .

Giffer C-10 USER R!PORT ON THE GU.FER C-10 CALIBRATOR 

by John K. Greene, Millbury, MA 

Gi lfer Associates have recen tly introduced a new c rystal calibrator for the price 
of $54.00 post pa i d . I.t is mounted in a 4x2.P6 inch white cabinet with walnut grained top 
and s ide panel s . The C-10 has output signals at every 10, 25 , 50, 100, and 1000 kHz from 
longwave t o t he VHF radio spectrum. These arc selected by a rotary switch on the front 
panel. The ca l i brat or is powered by a 9-volt batt ery and is connec ted to most receivers 
by a s hort length of phono cabl e (inc l uded, as is a 9-vo l t ba t tery) . 

The calibra t or ai"so has a gating circuit which pu lses t he output signa l s at a rate of 
3 t imes per second. This enables the OXer to positively iden t ify t he C-lO's signal s and 
pr event confusi on With blank carriers from broadcast stations on the air . 

The C-10 also has special circuits to pr even t the breakthrough of unwanted harmonics 
when only one harmonic output signal is wanted. 

It is possible to increase the output s t rength by shorting out a capacitor insi de 
the cabinet . This will increase the output by 18 dB. 

I have found the C-10 to work very well with my DX-160. In under one month, I have 
been able to make out lOOt more accurate frequency charts. Howeve r , I have noticed one 
problem. When using the 1000 kllz harmonic. there is an image 90 kllz above and below the 
true signal. Be sure to check for this in your receiver. 

The Gil fer C-10 calibrator is well suited. for receivers without direct frequency 
readout. The 10 kllz signal will allow you to almost pinpoint any SWBC station and help 
prevent the usual, inaccurate approximating of frequencies.

You have to monitor 
the frequency of 9730 !or many days to get Uganda. The time ls from 2030 to 2055 . 
It is best to l i sten at the end of the broadcast. 

QSL Hint: When you send for a QSL from a country tha t usually does not answer its ma U, 
Lry sending a separa te report form a nd a long letter . A few postcards s tuck in would 
not hurt . And always be very friend ly.

David S. Orem, Chevy Chase, MD reports: ln the July issue of FRENDX, l no ticed your 
coament about Alber t Pikes indoor antenna and dec i ded to build one myse lf. I used a card­
board tube, as you suggested, a l though plastic tubes can be obtained from s tores that handl e 
gutters a nd downspout supplies . I cut a 6 foot section of 4 inch diameter carpet tube and 
drcv a s traight line down t he l ength of t he tube . I then marked off 2 inch spaces along 
t he length of the line with a felt t ip marker. I used ba r e copper wire, and t aped the end 
to the tube With masking tape , and fed the wire onto the turning tube while my assis tant 
turned it by hand. The wire was wound on so that it crossed a 2 inch tic ma rk at each turn. 
Aft e r LO turns or so , we would s top and tape the coil s to the tube so that they would not 
unwind if the slack was too great. This procedure produced the described 36 turns with 
something close to even spacing and r e l a tivel y little eff ort. 

Up t o the attic Lhen, and l shoved it horizontally among the rafters in an out-<>f-the­
way location, disconnedted t he lead to my not-so-l ong s ingl e wire a ntenna, and hooked i t up. 
I t works just fine. Superior r ecep t ion in a ll catagories and on all bands. My compliments 
to Mr . Pike, and to NASWA for r eprinting his letter . (A l so the Brooklyn DX Club)

Solid state with 19 IC, 80 transistors, 5 cr ystals, power from AC:, 8 "D" cells, or 
optional 12 V car baLtery. l "O" cell needed !or clock also. 
Price: Not · mentioned but assume ~ t'atcgory for most DXcrs. 

James A. Conrad, Waterloo IA, writes to comment on the use of compa tibl e SSB for SWBC . 
"I could not agree more with the article. Any amoteur operator who has used SSB 

knows the inherent advantages of SSB over AM . It sticks in my head that Radio Portugal 
uses a form of SSD (I think Independent Sideband, I SB). Docs anyone have t rouble hearing 
their 100 kW unit on 6025 at 0200? I often get chem better than BBC on 5975 which uses 
2501tW. 

Other advantages ·not stated in the articl e a r e ns follows: l. The effective radiated 
power (ERP) is doubled with the use of SSB. So 11 300 kW tx with an antenna gain of 22 dBi 
which normall y has an ERP of around 50 Mii would have nn ERP of 100 MW, without any more 
power from the t x . I don ' t know about you , but I am sick and tired of seeing all of these 
Dl!W 500 kW and 600 kW units being put on th,e air, it simply i s not needed, especially if 
• n.., mode of tx i s developed . 2. Fading is greatly reduced. Listen to ham opera tors 
With their pu11ny kW units on SSB. Granted the ham banda are badly congested, but just 
cllect out bow greatly reduced fading ls on 81111 . It stands to rea1on that fading would be 
'reduced, since all of the power l s be ing put into one s ideband . 3 . Oudio quality ia 
actually iaproved! Perhopo there i s some lo•• in baas reaponae on SSB, but the on ly 
jatati9n• vith auch serious programming (cla11lca l) is ~S Rodina and llayak. In my opinion, 
music prograaa wou ld be enhanced aimply becauae fading ia r educed. It r eally does not make 
any difference if the audio quality is near Hl-l'i qual ity when the aignal fades so 
.badly (editors note-or is QRMed by slop fr0111 a 500 kW tx 5 kHz away) that you decide to 
watch TV inatead. 

I realize that it would take several year1 for al l stations to convert ... however , 
"I think the f.dea is a definit e step in the right direction. I Will be greatly 
pleased and surprised if such a proposal ls accepted, slnce logic and comnon sense have 
not really bee.nthe bywords in international broadcasting. " 

(Anothe r n.o te from the editor . Even if CSB (compatible sideband) is not used, the 
expansion of t he SW bar.do with enforced 7 .5 to 10 kHz sepnrations would do wonders for 
reception . There is no way that stations 5 kHz appart can help but interfere With each 
other and such interferen~e ls beyond the capability of any normal receiver to eliminate . ) 

Gary T. Cnrlson of Sterling Heights, MI, sends the following QSL mounting tip: 
"I have given gr eat thought to the subjec t of displaying my QSLs and certificates 

on the shortwave hobby. Taping then to t he wall causes it to be permanent and thumb tacks 
present the problem of a hole. My solution is to use the gU111Ded Photo mounting corners 
normally used to moun t photographs in a lbums. The use of the corner mounts makes it 
easy to remove and return the QSL to its mounting and nothing is permanently attached to 
the QSL. They do not show very much and a re cheap . 

(Yet another note from your old editor-This ls the system that your editor uses and recomends. 
I have hear d of transparent corners, but have never found any and so I use white corners . 
I also buy plastic page protectors for mounting. These consist of a blnck heavy paper 
center sheet (8~ x 11 size) and a shee t of plastic on both sides . The plastic easily 
opens for access to the mounting sheet. The whole contraption is punched for a three-ring 
binder. The QSL is mounted to the mounting sheet with the photo mounting corners and 
the plastic cover protects it. The sheets are mounted in notebooks . If you only put 
QSLs from one continent oo a sheet , you can lacer re-organize the sheets into a 
continent fil e withou t remounting any QSLs. Le t t ers can also be easily mounted if one 
side i s s l ightl y fo l ded under to c l ear the mounting holes. Lette r s may need a sma l l piece 
of tape applied to keep them from s l iding out. Use magic tape, not celophane tape. Usually 
two QSLs can be fit t ed per side. Since most QSLs are two s ided, do not put them i n 
albums thee require one side to be glued or stuck to a surface permanently.) 

A few issues ago your SWC editor mentioned an article on cycl es in solar activi ty that 
concluded that from 1645 to 1715, the sun was not engaging in prominant sunspot cyc l es 
as it has in the past couple of hundred years. This article ls called ''The Maunder 
Mini.mum" a nd appeared in the 18 June 1976 i ssue of Science (v. 192, no. 4245, p. 1189) . 
SOile of you might want to read t h is interesting art~The documentation supports a 
major change in the type and nature of solar activity about 17L5 AD. The earlier period of 
l ow solar activity is of unknown length but is believed to extend as far as 1100 AD. 
From a radio broadcast point of view, even low solar activity is enough to ionize the 
upper atmosphere enou~h to pennit the refr.action of 't'.adiowaves and [)-layer absorption. But 
the absence of the 27 day cycles would 1!1'1kc radio transmission more predictnble and the 
likelyhood of SW fadeouts (and enhanced reception too) much less.

Helive·rt REPORT ON THE llELICAl,-VERTICAL ANTENNA 

by Dav e Sa rrazln, Denver CO 

In the September 1975 issue of FRENDX, page 55, Neal A. Perdue edited an article 
on the helically......,ound vertical antenna. After spending only two hours and using a few 
spare part s from my shack, l was Impressed at the results. 

Construction detai l s were just as his column had mentioned, except that I scaled them 
down fro the 3l metre band, which works out to about 51\~ . Us ing a broomstick for a base, 
a bamboo fishing pole as the body, and some old 22 AWG enameled wire for the lead-in and 
the antenna itself; I had no difficulty in putting it all together. 

For comparison , I used a 60 foot long singl~ire antenna raised about 20 feet above 
the ground. the results were ~s expected; superior reception on 31 metres, equal quallty 
on 25 metres, and a signal-equalization action on 16 nnd 19 metres (like Mr. Perdue 
mentioned for 31 and 25 metres with his antenna). 

In conc l usion, if you 've got a favorite SW band and a little time, glve it a t ry. 
The helivert does seem to be unusab le for lower-than-cut frequencies and limited in the 
number of bands it can perform in, though . The only other problem might be appearance : 
Hy neighbor thought I wns crazy when she sow me planting a fishing pole. Other than that, 
the sky is the l imit !

I T ALL STARTS WITH RAMADAN

Have you ever noticed how DX bulletins fill up with more loggings 
and reports of QSLs during winter months? Your own receiver seems 
to come more alive with tr.e occurence of the Autumnal Equinox , That 
is coincidental, but there is a related reason why mos t established 
DXers wait around till later in the year for concentrated DXing, In 
winter, the Earth ' s north pole is tilted away from the sun, and so 
the nights are considerably longer than before, Too, the sun's rays 
strike our northern hemisphere in a more oblique angle, thereby r e­
ducing the density of ionization in the atmosphere, With this re­
duced ionization and longer periods of darkness , the short waves we 
all enjoy s o much are much more easily transmitted to the far-flung 
corner s of the globe, 

Unr~lated to the above, but accepted as a good- as- anytime start­
ing point for the DX season is the period following Labor Day. Most 
years , t his r~neral time coincides with the Islamic holiday Ramadan 
and the Jewish Yorn Kippur , both periods of fasting and atonement. 
As it happens , Ramadan occurs very early this year • •• before you get 
this bulletin in fact. But, during the days of the~e holiday peri­
ods, many Arab stations, so elusive before because of inopportune 
hours of operation in our daylight , are now on the air with extended 
schedules of broadcasting. Where before an Arab station might nor­
mally operate between OJ00-17JO GMT, they may now sign-on earlier 
than OJOO and sign-off later than 2100 GMT1 or they .may stay on fbr 
24 hours. In any case, listen for the low singing recitation of the 
solo Arab Muzzim as he reads from the Holy Qu'ran (Koran) unaccom­
panied by music. One can easily picture in his mi nd's eye the ta11 
minaret s i lhouetted against the velvety dusk while in this tower the 
Muzzim calls all hearing him to prayers with soulful extolment • • , •• 
Allahhhhhh Akbarrrrr • •• "God i s great:" One will hear this almost 
invariably from every Arab station in the opening moments of broad­
casting, 

Now what do we do? Well , let's s tart at an hour of the day when 
we have a relaxing period to listen • •• say, just after dinner about 
7 p , m, or so. Let's try to determine where i n the world the sun is 
just r*sing. During the middle of September in mid- USA sunset comes 
about p.m. or so, At that time the sunris e terminator bs along a 
line roughly extending nearl y straight up and down t he 90 east 
meridian - straight up and down since i t is the Autumnal Equ i nox. 
Everything between us and the terminator is in darkneoo and therefore 
f a ir game • • • if it is on the air. 

Unless we want to hear international broadcasts , we will have to 
s t ay on frequencies of 41 meters and below. A few home services may 
occas ionally use Jl met e r frequencies, but not many. The relative­
ly higher Jl and 25 meter ba nds will not do well by night1 being 
passed on thr ough the tenuous night time i oniza•ion l ayers . So , a t 
night let us s tick to the low frequencies wherein we wi ll find most 
home service broadcasts from many countri es, 

By 9 p . m. in mid- USA we must remember that the sunris e terminator 
has moved into Pakistan . By 11 p .m. , the s unrise has reached the cen­
ter of the Arab worl d and all of east Africa , By midni ght, we shall 
only have t he west Africans and Europe to hear, and even by then most 
of our Latin f r iends will have signed-off for the night , Ey J a.m . 
we can grab a few hours of sleep unless we have a great interes t in 
Brazilians which w3 11 be 3igning on during the next hour. At 5 a . m.

UTILITIES ENCROACHING ON 60 METER BAND, New NASWA HOT LINE editor , 
John Moritz , writes in part,, ," I can think of no more serious prob­
lem in our hobby than the increase of utility stations on 60 meters . 
I have no idea what can be done , but the days of the Latin DXer are 
numbered if the utes continue to increase as noted over the past

will continue , You must already r ealize t hat tropical frequencies

Reader Plotnick evi dently priced these filters and 
questions the difference and necess ity of l arger 1000 Watt f ilters 
over , s ay , one of 100 watt s r ati ng. Well , you want a filter with 
a wattage r ating h·igh enoueh to cover the piece of gear you are 
running through it. The s e filters are made for amateur broadcast 
transmitters . Naturally , they would want heftier filter s to pass 
outgoing signal s . Since Alan does no transmitting , he would have 
no use for big, hefty filters like the one in the August FRENDX . 
A smaller l o- pass filter for TV! will suffice, Also sold , are 
TVI l ine filters for installing at the electric outlet between the 
wall-piiig and offending appliance which generates noise . 

MULTI-BAND PORTABLES . Sony Corporation offers a neat little book­
let on getting the most out of multi-band portable radios . Has 
s ome very useful information such as antenna des igns, interesting 
frequencies , and expl ains what different bands are for . Your QSO 
editor has on hand a bunch of these - available free f or only a 
s tamp to mail it with, 

LIGHTNING ARRESTORS. Thoy do more than just route t he path of l ight­
ning away from your receiver; they also drain off excess static 
charge buildup on your antenna wire . A lightning arr estor i s merel y 
a well-erounded wire which is placed nearly on your l ead- in wire ; 
in fact it i s barely separated by a very teensy gap ••• enough for a 
lightning bolt to arc- over , but still open to let the s i enal thru 
to your receiver without being grounded out. 

WIN- A-PRIZE TIME IS HERE : : Open to ever yone ••• but , watch out •• it •s 
trlckY! A neat little set of caliper earphones (used) goes to the 
first correctly detailed answer to ••• "Where is located the Earth ' s 
north magnetic pole, and why you say so?"

NOT ENOUGH POWER SUPPLY. One NASWA member r ecently purchased a 
power suppl y f rom Pair Radio Sales in Lima, Ohio for use with his 
Surplus R-392 r eceiver . After several months use, the power trans­
former i n the supply burned out. Upon examination , the following 
was discovered •••• the suppl y transformer had a schematic printed 
upon it which stated that the unit provided 26 . 4 VAC at 3,05 amps 
before rectifying into DC curr ent . This is a potential of a max i­
mum of 79.2 watts. Afte r rectification, the power suppl y offered 
24 VDC at about 3 amps to pr ovide 1.£ watts of power. Examination 
of the s pecifications of the R-392 r eveal ed that the circuit nom­
inally r equired 28 VDC at J amps •••• that is , 84 watts . Too much 
power was being extracted from the power supply which gave only 
72 watts . Naturally , something had to give after awhi l e •• , •• and , 
it did •• • •• the power transformer. Save yourself some later head­
aches ! Make sure any purchased power suppl y i s well over the re­
quirements needed by your equipment. In this case, a few watts too 
many caused a very high temper ature which finally caused the trans­
former to fail.

" I find stations with programs more than one half hour in length to be tiresome to 
listen to. I don ' t think I ever hoard Radio Cairo or Radio Nederland for a complete 

1 ~ram. One half hour seems ideal."

"There is a need for relay stations on which a station could purchase time in order ' 



tc reach areas difJicul t to reach din:ctly . " 

"If all stations identified aa often as Radio S11cta Fe , it would be pretty neat. !" 

"Broadcasting in general , and including shortwave , could be in proved. MON input fron 
the audience and more attempt.a (at least! ) to please us , the listeners. inst.end of a 
board of directors o r political factions." 

"Shortwave b r oadcsters could do well t c. use a two-pronged approach : l ) supply 
progralll1'ling not readily available t o a people in a given area , to catch a "loya j ninority ," 
2) compote more directly with local proe;ral!'.mlng (which would be necessary in the US ) . 
Most try to do this by wa terlll6 down one with the other. I heard a pretty good progres­
sive rock prog= on the VOA tho other day , but after its hal.f-hour an agriculture program 
came on . This ls too much of a ahotgun approach , as neither the music- lover nor the 
fazi;ier really would find it easy to cit down at exactly these brief times each week for 
one proe;ram. Program managers spread their air time too thinly. " 

"l hardly ever listen to the connunist stations because it's all really garl>aae . " 

"I insist the most important change needed in station programJ11ing is to get 
announcers frequently to speak unrehearsedly and also to tell us about themselves." 

"Many stations d o not ID onowi:h. " 

"Why all the high-power transmitters? 100- 250 kw used to get it through fine ." 

"SWBC in my opinion is a very important medium and much more emphasis should be put 
on it. Alot of stations lately have been leaving the sw bands or are seriously thinking 
about it, This is a great loss to peopl e who have been listening to t hose stations for 
years and even a greater loss to those wno have never listened to shortwave . I hope you 
will use the info:n:iation from this survey to show stations there is still a.sincere group 
of people who listen to shortwave for pleasure and as a hobby! " 

"llhat a boor. to DXing it would be if all stations trade a general practice of !Ding 
at least once each half hour. The most frustrating experience is to listen for an hour 
or longer to a station which signs off abruptly without any ID whatsoever. " 

"SWBC program content gripes1 Radio Moscow - - Here is a country massive in size , 
population , achievements , and power , with a wide variety of races , cultures , music , 
lang~es , lifestyles , and views , and all Radio Moscow can produce on its English Language 
programs is a repeat of the news events ln the US (with snide communist comments) and a 
magazine fonnat , question and answer program , and commentary gearesl to the mentality of 
a gram>1ar-school student . I tune the staion in the hope of hearing some intelligent 
discussion only to hear something like ' the Western press is responsible for the popula­
tion explosion . ' Consider ing the time, eX1J0rti se , energy , and bandspace they occupy , 
one can only shake his head and be sad1Y amazed at the fantastic waste . " 

"If VOA is going to be all over the dial , why does it have to be such a bore?" 

"Per DX programs -- the reason I say there are enough and shouldn ' t be more is that 
there are too many stations throwing anything together and calling it a DX program. I ' d 
like to see more ~ DX progzams." 

"I think there are enough DX prograns on the air, but the quality of some could be 
improved. For instance, Turkey ' s is particularly bad . The same air time but better 
preparation might oo the answer. Or , in Turkey ' s case , less air til:ie might be the answer. 
With a program every day , they run out of good DX tips. " 

"I don ' t think shortwave broadcasters really know what t he SWL wants to hear. " 

"For several years I have wanted to wor k in broadcasting (shortwave) and hopefully 
at the Voice of America. After all, sonebody's got to brighten up their programming!" 

"I think llASWA should be taking a stand to liJ:lit the power of the superpower broad­
casters . Many stations are talking of upping their power , which would make hunting for 
DX stations much harder than it already is. " 

As for SWLing/DXing in general , respondents basically expressed satiafaction with 
their hobby , although certain aspects of shortwave llstenifl6 were causes for concern 1 

"The hobby of SWLing is most challenging and rewarding . It doesn ' t take any sort of 
athletic skills or super intelligence to progress . It does require patience , something 
the human r ace has very little of these days. " 

"I think shortwave listening ls a d;ring hobby ; everything has gone CB and UHF 
scanners . But , like anything else, it ~be one of the most popular hobbies if adver­
tisements were made on television telling people what fun you can really have !" 

"I find sw listening vcrv fascinating and can ' t get to bed early any more . "
