THE NASWA COUNTRY LIST 
Recently , American Short wave Listener's Club (ASl•JLC ) announced that it will 
use the European DX Council (ARDX) country list as the standard for its 
awards program. Earlier , SPEEDX took similar action . There have been pub­
lished statements in other clubs that imply there is a movement underway to 
get al l clubs to use the EDXC list. 
NASWA has it ' s own count ry list , adopted many years ago and kept current by 
a spec i al NASWA committee . There is no thought being given to the adoption 
of the EDXC or any other country list by NASWA. 
We recognize the attraction of having one universal country list . There 

~ have been many such attempts in the past , including two efforts by Associ­
ation of North American Radio Clubs (ANARC) . For a number of years the 
NASWA country list committee' has informally worked with certain members of 
other U.S. clubs in an attempt to come to a suitable agreement for a jointly 
administered list based on the NASWA model. These efforts came to naught . 
As attractive as the universal list proposition is, it is not so attractive 
a s to cause the adoption of a country list that is less suitable than our 
present list . It should be recognized that no country list is ideal . There 
are some inher~nt problems in any list because of geographical , political , 
and hobby traditional factors that cannot be resolved. NASl~A' s list seems 
to have found workable s olutions , compromises to be sure , to the worst of 
the problems . 
The EDXC list, for example, by an adherence to political factors, which as 
we all know, frequently change , is divided into two sections , Existing Radio 
Countries and Former Radio Countries. If one hears a station before a cer­
tain date a certain country may be counted; after a certain date it may not . 
An Existing Radio Country may be counted today , but not tomorrow , if , for 
example a political change occured last night. The preamble to the NASWA 
Country List explains these sorts of problems in greater specific!. 
Additionally , the EDXC list , for example , considers the Soviet Union as one 
single radio country , since it is that politically. Yet from a radio re­
ception standpoint , it is clear that there is little practical justification 
for considering reception of Khabarovsk to be no different from t~at of Kiev . 
When it comes to the U.S . A., the political rule goes out the window and 
Alaska counts separately. The list is different , and any group is entitled 
to chose it as a standard, as ASWLC and SPEEDX have done . 
For the specific purposes of NASWA, an all SWBC club , it does not seem an 
improvement on the ex is ting list. The NASl~A 1976 Country List has been 
announced as being available from HQ for a .1 J¢ stamp , and the list has 
been included in all copies of "DXing According t o NASWA" sold to date .

FRG - 7 general coverage communications receiver

the past year or so , three manufacturers have marketed 
· new general coverage solid state receivers utilizing the 

Wadley loop circuit . The Drake SSR-1, the Kenwood QR-666 , 
and the Yaesu-Musen FRG- 7 all have the Wadley loop design in common . However , beyond that 
point of depar ture , all three receivers are quite different. This review will focus 
on the FRG-7 (now affectionately known as the Frog) and compares the Yaesu product with 
written comments made by others on the SSR-1 and QR -666 . The Frog will also be comµi.red 
with a four year old , but recently re-tubed Drake SW4-A during JO hours of listening 
by Jim Ronda . Both receivers used a 65 foot indoor (attic strung) single -wire antenna, 
various home brew tuners , and Telex CS -1210 headphones . 

Stabi lity: The FRG-7 is a very stable receiver . Its solid state design makes for no 
warm- up drift . A one hour test with \l\IV showed no audible drift.-Jim 

A minimal amount of drift is noticeable upon immediate use of t he receiver after 
turning the power on . Fine tuning of the kHz control eliminates this with no difficulty . 
Optimum performance occurs after a JO minuite warmup when the greatest amount of drift 
one can experience is specified at~ 500 Hz . -Ed 

Sensitivity: I tested the FRG-7 against the S\14-A and a Gilfer A- 20 preselector , and 
found that the FRG-7 without the A-20 was just as or more sensitive than the S\14-A with 
the preselector . In more than JO hours of listening with the Frog , I have found it to be 
a verl sensitive receiver . The specifications claim sensitivity to be better than 2 uV 
at S/N of 10 dB . Those numbers aside, my ears tell me this is a "hot" receiver. -Jim 

The ability to surface a weak signal amidst a myrid of noises and uncontrollable 
atmospheric conditions is present in the F'RG- 7. Noise problems begin within a receiver 
itself; the FRG-7 is ultra-quiet from within . I cannot detect a trace of "hiss" from 
transistor operation. A liusky power tra.nsformer provides hum-free audio . The generous 
S- meter dances and leaps along the active SW bands , while detecting weak s ie;nals with low 
but visible readings . Sensitivity on AM is listed as better than 2 uV at S/N of 10 dB and 
on SSB 1:.etter than O. 7 uV at the same S/N . The AGC circuit eliminates extremes in signal 
strength ,caused by fading . -Ed 

Selectivity : The ARRL Radio Handbook defines selectivity as "the ability to discriminate 
against signals of frequencies differing from that of the desired signal. " At this task 
the Frog does an adequate job . My feeling is that the FRG vs S\14-A matchup, the Drake 
comes out slightly ahead . However , the Frog is surely up to the standards of a genuine 
communications receiver .-Jim 

The FRG-7 has the ability to detect interference laden S\I stations . \11th the use 
,qf the tone control, I have. been able to separate two stations operating extremely close 
together . For example , I have been successful at separating RHC on 119)0 from T\IR on 
11925 in the 0120 time slot. Cuba operates at 50 JOI while the TllR booms in at 250 JOI. 
Selectivity is enhanced by the use of a ceramic filter in the 455 kHz IF circuits. 
Spec ificatiosn list the dial calibration accuracy at 10 kHz throughout the frequency 
co,,..,rnge. Thi s l evel of accuracy is both correct and modest . With the addition of the 
"diaJ. set" , the main t uning dial can be calibrated on any band with a time signal, 
s trong staticn , ar crystal. caJ.ibrator. Due to t he ultrafine hairline , the accuracy 
can be read t o greater t han 5 k!lz on any frequency range .- Ed 

The Frog obviously cannot duplicate the 1 k!lz readout of the S\14-A or similar 
500 kHz segment Drake receiver . However, I can usually read the dial to about 2 kHz . 
Calibration and ali ghment have been checked repeatedly against \/\IV /CHU/vNG/YTVO and the 
FRG has always been right on the nose . -Jim 

Audio Quality: Both the FRG-7 and the S\14-A were tuned to one station and then monitored 
with Telex phones of ~he correct impedance . The audio quality of both was good with the 
Drake sounding a bit sharper . -Jim 

Front Panel Layout: The front panel contains many useful controls deserving careful study: 
Attenuator : A three position sensitivity switch 
Tone : A three position audio response switch providing variable selevtivity 
Mode : A four position control to choose USB/Cll , ISB , AM , or AM/AllL ( which reduces 

the level of impulse-type noise) 
Record: A 1/8" phone jack output that maintains a constant level regardless of the 

vol ume control level 
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PrcoelecLor: ConLains an ingoniou3 pil ol l i ght arrangement which provides peak 
illumination according Lo frequencies chosen on the b.'.:.nd switch . (This arrangement reminds 
me of t he old Har.unarlund "masking" desi gn effective in reduc i ng error in reading 
frequencien . ) 

Lock : Another new feaLure which visually provides "sides" on each MHz setting. This 
enables one t o accuraLely center tune each MHz :>egment , virtuall y eliminating i ncorrect 
settings . Precise adjustment of the MHz dial turns off the lock light emi tting diode . 
Thia tells Lhe operator he or she has locked the oscillator on the frequency desired . 

Dial :;et : A mechanical adjustment of the kHz hairline set ting Lo compensate for 
dial inaccuracy . -Ed 

The front panel layout ls generally good, except for the following : The kHz marker 
line (thin and whi tc) can be very hard to read a(iainst the black dial face . Al so , 
because of Lhe size and placemant of the kHz dial on the FRG , there can be some parallax 
problems ln reading frequencies . Tho S-metcr is partially obscured by cabinet overhang . Jim 

Rear Panel Layout : The 1~ar panel reflects thoughtful design as well . One immediately 
notices a neat AC cord holder for wrapping the cord around when not in use . A receptacle 
ls also proficed for connection to a 12 VDC (11e1:.>al1ve ground) source . In additi on , a 
very noaL battery pack is accessible from the rear panel by simply loosening four snap-
lock fasteners . The battery pack then slides outward , providing access to four sets 
of batLery holders for 8 "D" size ceUs. Antenna connecti ons can be made to the built - in 
S0-259 conr. ~tor or the clever press antenna connectors. By sinply pushing these conn­
ector,; lnw-.' Ul openL'lg occurs to accept a single wire . The connector springs back, 
clampin-: "''" wll'le t.igntl,v agalnst it,,elf, ll'.aklng a quick mechanical contact easi ly reooved 
or changed. ~.d 

Physical ~yuut: The light gray c~binet ls accentuated by a deep gray front ranel and a 
black dial wlndow inset . A handle is built into the righL side of the receiver , along 
with four feet on the left side to ~tand the receiver on end for mobile use . The entire 
receiver is inclined, providing easier reading of controls and settings . 1t weighs 
approximately 16 pounds and r:ieasures lJ}" wide by 6{" high and Ht" deep . 

All three tuning con Lrols (MHz , kHz , and preselect) are revolving gear-driven drums . 
The MHz control has- ":;tep" mark1n11s frol'I 1 to 10 and 11 to JO MHz . The kHz control scale 
ls calibrated from 0 lo 1000 kHz (with a 50 kHz overlap on each tuning extrecity) . -Ed 

Tone Controls , Attenuator, and AllL Functions: These -functions make the Frog standout 
as a real bargan and a genuine corununications receiver . The tone control alters the 
audio response of the receiver , doing wonders on the noise-ridden tropical bands . The 
AUL will be welcomed by all townhouse and apartMent dwellers who are plagued by stray 
RF noise pollution. -J In 

Instruction Book: Yaosu-~usen need~ to hire sor.ic talented writers! Tho instruction 
book ls skimpy and assumes previous experience with co'"'"l\lnlcations receivers of the 
Wadley-loop design . This ls especially true ln too instructions on operation and 
function of the LED MHz lock light . Understanding how this light works and what it 
roans is critical lo tho proper operation of the receiver , yet information on the lock 
light is buried 1n one obscure son Lenee . -j io 

Conclusions: Larr; Magne once described the Drake S\14-A as a Volkswagen receiver - honest, 
dependable, but without any frills . Perhaps Lhe FRG-7 can be best described as a Super 
Beetle! The Frog is an honest , dependable , and sensitive communications receiver . Recent 
written evaluations of the SSR-1 and QR-666 indicate that those receivers suffer from 
cross modulations and 1 MHz hetrodyno repeat problems . Tho F'RG-7 does n.Q! dei;ionstrate 
any of those unfortunate defects . The added features of the Frog give it the kind of 
operation expected of receivers costing o:uch core than the modest sticker price of around 
$JOO. My experi ence with the Frog suggests that it is an outstanding buy . Cl early , the 
Frog is no toad! - Jim 

At present , the FRG-7 ls prices at slightly under $JOO froi;i our friends at Gilfer 
Associates, Inc . Thal places it in a price class with the XCR - JO, SSR- 1 , and QR-666 
general coverage comnunicallons receivers . I was very !Jllpressed with the specifications 
of this receiver and equally !Jllpressed with its perfor r.iance . Yaesu has created a profess­
ional piece of electronic gear with the DXer in mind . The FRG- 7 has the potential to 
become a standard in our hobby . -Ed

Thumbing through past copies of FRENDX and other club bulletins , 
one could easily ge t the idea that the consistently rare and bett er 
catches are being reported by owners of the big name receivers, The 
overwhelming most popular two receiver s owned by a majority of NASWA 
member s seems to be the Drake SPR-4 and the Allied SX-190, followed 
by the Realistic DX-160. The SPR -4 will cost you near $600,00 by 
the time you get it home, 

Por l ess than that amount, and a little bit of judicious shopping, 
one can purchase a very good used R- J90A military surplus receiver, 
Some previous r eports on t he R-J90A r eceiver have not been complete 
enough, and so this article will attempt to introduce it and ex­
plain its features in some more detail. 

To begin with, the R-J90A is a tube receiver, circuit designed by 
Collins Radio. Manufacturing was parcelled out to several companies 
such as Motorola , Stewart-Warner, Electronic AGsistance Corporation , 
and others, It is similar to the R-390 receiver, but has a slightly 
different circuit , Some people prefer the R- 390 to the J90A model, 
The R- 390 has a cleaner audio system in my opinion , but the- J90A has 
the superior Collins mechanical filters for the ultimate in selec­
tivity, Both have some tubes which are not easy to come by , and 
which have no substitutes, namely 6AK6 , 5814 , 26Z5 , and JTF7. Some 
people ·often try to substitute 12AU7 tubes for the 5814 tubes with 
good success ; it is a similar tube, but correct designations are 
best, Purchas ers of this receiver would be well advised to have a 
few spare 6AK6 and a spare ~TF7 on hand, One can always convert the 
26Z5 re~tifiers to solid-state easily enough. 
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The R-J90A i s a~ machine! Depending on cabinetry, etc,, weight 
averages about 7o-po\inds or more. It takes two people to manhandle 
this receiver comfortably, The cabinet weighs about 15 pounds, too , 

Controls consists of 16 knobs on the front panel , two meters, and 
one window dial showing frequency, To tune in a given frequency, one 
has only to twist a knob to crank in the desired MegaHertz range be­
tween O and JO , A second knob permits dialing in KiloHertz from 
000 to 999+ with additional l/16 inch markers between single KHz to 
represent 200 cycles each. The actual dial window is about t inch 
by 2i inches. 

Two knobs are used to lock the odometer dial in a fixed position to 
prevent accidental twisting of the dial off frequency, and for min­
or adjustments to calibrate the dial numbers.

For control of volume , there are two separate amplification systems1 
one for your headphones on the front of the receiver and one for a 
separ ate speaker or P.A . system connected to the rear panel of the 
receiver, Controls for both systems are on the front . 

The main function control switch positions are 1 OPF, STANDBY, AGC, 
MGC, a nd CAL. Standby cuts off the B+ vol tage to mute the r eceiv­
er, AGC is automatic gain control and MGC is manual gain control. 
The CAL crystal calibrator works every 100 KHz. 

IF bandpass fi l tering is superb! As any practiced SWL realizes , all 
stations are normally every 5 KHz along the band, Filtration on ~he 
R- 390A permits bandpass gates of 16, 8 , 4 and 2 KHz using mechanical 
filters, 1 KHz and 100 Hz positions are accomplished by crystal . 
The widths of the bandpass mentioned here are for 6 dB of signal . 
For a stronger signal of 60 dB, the widths will increase somewhat : 
especially for the l KHz and 100 Hz positions not controlled by the 
mechanical filters, The more narrow selection made, the less high 
frequency audio r esponse is passed , giving the signal a bassy tone 
and at some reduced gain (volume). 

Another knob is for narrowing audio response to approximate a tone 
of about 800 Hz , and is used strictly for amateur or military radio 
operators for copying CW code .,,best heard at about 800 Hz . 

Stil l another knob is for limiting noise by chopping the peaks off 
the tops of sudden bursts of white noise such as lightning crackle 
and ignition· noises . While using this feature, one again loses 
some signal strength, 

AGC response allows one to choose how fast his receiver will respond 
to varying signal strengths . Generally, the r eceiver i s able to 
maintain a reasonably steady aignal although the antenna aignal may 
be fluctuating up and down 50 dB a nd more , Sharp bursts may cause 
the r eceiver to mute instantaneously, albeit only briefly, to regain 
strength i n 1 second, 100 milliseconds, or 1 millisecond, depending 
on response chosen , 

Of course, no worthy receiver would be complete without the very 
utile antenna trimmer knob to provide optimwn peak of signals , 

Two meters are for showing RF signal strength in dB and for speaker 
volume strength (VU). The first meter for RF is not marked off in 
the familiar S units as with other receivers, but is the same as 
all others should be •. , •• 60 dB equals S- 9. 

On the rear panel are found two antenna inputs; one for a balanced 
dipole coaxial or twin- lead , and the other for a simple unbalanced 
lead-in from a long wire . Other jacks and controls on the rear will 
not normally concern the SWL/DXer as those have to do with align­
ment procedures and coordination with transmitting equipment. Two 
tricks, however, will improve both s ignal strength reception and 
incr ease audio gain .•• as follows1 

More audio gain can be achieved by connecting termina ls 6 and 8 to­
gether with a jumper wire 1 a speaker then being attached to e i ther 
6/8 and to terminal 7. The front panel headphone jack will also be 
affected with increased gain . Output of the headphone j ack and the 
audio terminals is at 600 Ohms and a normal 8 Ohm speaker will sound 
terrible. Merely purchase a step-down audio transformer (600 to 8) 
at better electronic suppliers . Radio Shack cannot help you here, 
Better antenna strength can be achieved by looking into the receiver 
where the antenna inputs come in. Cables are tagged, Find the cables 
tagged P205 and P206, and reverse their positions, Next, stick a 
jumper wire into the two holes of the balanced antenna input, Then 
use the center contact only of the unbalanced antenna input from a 
longwire:--VOU are getting the full strength of your antenna now. 
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MILITARY R- 390A RECEIVER (Continued) 

A vast improvement in a udio cleanness can be achieved by use of an 
external audio amplifier , taking its input off t he rear of t he R-390A 
at terminals 15 and 16. First make certain the 14 and 15 terminals 
are jumped to~ether. You will also need to put a blocking capacitor 
of about . 05/600VDC size between terminal 15 and the external amp. 

Another rather surprisine situation was discovered in t he three 455 
KH z IFs . Someone found out that the military often stagger- tuned 
those three IFs at approximately 453, 455, and 457 KHz . If you can 
get to a reputable R- 390A wizard, have him retune those IFs- all 
three of them - to 455 KHz. The gain increase is immediately appar­
ent and clarity increases . Of course , yours may not be like that, 

Ads selling these and s imilar receivers are in the regular electronic 
and hobby magazines • CQ , 73 , QST , etc. Another couple of sources 
are Ted Dames, 308 Hickory Street , Arlington , NJ 070J2 ; Bob Herbig, 
4178 Chasin Street, Oceanside , CA 92054 ; A.L. BRAND , Box 311 , 
Sycamore, IL 60178 ; Fair Radio Sales , Lima, OH . R-J90A receivers 
are available , but they are. not cheap. Eiqiect to pay upwards of 
$400 from a prj vate sale and upwards from $500 in a commercial sale. 
They ate worth it if you get one in good shape and not mistreated. 

Remenber too, that when you buy a Cadillac , you must anticipate 
Cadillac repair prices. Knowledgable repairmen are few , especially 
where the R-J90A i s concerned . Your best bet is to make a few call s 
around your neck of the woods to ask local hams who is the neares t 
"wizard", Don ' t rush for the first name mentioned , Keep asking. 
You'll soon find out who really is a wizard and can whip your R-J90A 
i nto shape . Don ' t ever take a chance on someone who will "try ." 

When you succeed in finding a likely purchasabl e receiver , don ' t for­
get to take into consideration that it will cost a fortune in ship­
ping charges , too . BO pounds by Greyhound once cost me $40 from 
San Diego to Columbus, OH. Judge accordingly. 

Finally, readers will likely be i nterested in some of my practical 
DXing observations using this receiver. I have found the very narrow 
selectivity positions to be of great use to me , and I also make good 
use of the BFO which is very stable , and which incidently emits an 
audible heterodyne easily heard long before I can detect the station ' s 
car rier depr ession in AM mode , Using the BFO to tune just one side 
band of a desired signal not only permits narrow selectivity , but 
still permits h·igher frequency fidelity for cleaner listening. 

There is no way to determine if this receiver i s the best in the world. 
Certainl y, there are proponents of other receivers which are quite 
good , But, the combfnation of features in one package does make the 
R-J90A an enviable receiver, 
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ORF A PLEASANT VISIT TO ORF VIENNA AUSTIIIA 

by Al Drehman , Perrine , Florida 
I n November 197.5 I had tho pleasure of visiting ORF , the Austrian Radio in Vienna . 

I was met by Mr . Herbert. Kuhnle , Diplomatic Engineer . Herr Kuhnle is in charge of the 
frequency pl anning and liason department ; he manages the monitoring efforts of ORF for 
other broadcast stations and oversees the monitoring reports co::ipiled on ORF by other 
stations and OXers . 

We drove first to the teruporary studios of the SW service situated near the heart 
of Vienna. The studios axe housed in an older wooden bui lding across the street from 
the modern fa.c111t1es of ORF ' s mediumwave broadcast house . The SW studios axe equipped 
with the most modern taps facilities and were at one ti.me run by remote control 24 hours 
a day . However, there axe now several technicians to oversee the opsratim. This 
permit s changes in the programming ti' necessary . These studioo will shortly move to the 
new ORF center , which was our next stop. 

ORF Cent er l s 4t mil es southwest of the center of Vienna on a hill overlooki ng the 
Schoenbrunn Castle and groundc . It houses the TV studios and many officeo of ORF 
incl uding t hat of Herr Kuhnle . The ORF Center was recentl y completed and contains 
sever al large TV stages and atop the 7 floors of the most modern fac i l i ty is a roof 
bri stling with micr owave antennas . There is even a ham beam (station on ?th floor ) and 
a long wire for SW monitoring . 

In his office Herr Kuhnle discussed SW frequency allocations and the value placed on 
listeners ' reports . He said that due to budget restrictions a QSL would not be sent 
unless specifically requested . We discussed the poor reception of ORF 1n the USA and 
whi le this is well known , the budget will not permit new and larger transmitters or 
ant ennas . They plan to continue to use 6155 and 9770 kHz as they do not wish to change 
frequencies because of the possibility of losing these well known frequency spots . He 
gave me a copy of a report in German which he subcdts to his superior each year showing 
the number of listeners • reports received from around the world during the 4 seasonal 
per iods of the year . This ts broken down to show receptioll conditions from all areas 
during these periods . It was gratifyi!lg to see many reports from the USA when 1t was 
feared the ORF wcruld cancel their SW service (see February 1976 SWC p . 10) . 

Li s t ener reports come to his office and are handled by his attractive acsist ant who 
can r ead English perfectly but is a bit shy when it comes to spoaking . One wall of his 
offi ce i s covered with a map of the world wi th Vienna at the center with great circle 
bearings r adiating from t his central point with distances indicated in km . Colored pins 
indicate beam headings of all of t.heir transmissions. 

Scee shortwave monitoring is done from the ?th floor using a Collins 51 S- 1 and 
a RACAL RA l?L . A:fter a view from the roof we next drove some 14 miles to the TV 
transmitter located on the highest hill in the area, Kahlenberg, 5 miles northwest of the 
city . 

The SW monitoring station located there has two German receivers which I would give 
my eye teeth to own . They (the receivers) are RHODE & SC}{\(AR'J'Z EKO 7 models . These are 
large, heavy tube sets , but reception was pheno"'1nal. Listening to Asian stations on 
Jl ceters at 16JO UT at levels approaching locals was really something . There they also 
maintain frequency measuring equipment plus :facilities for band scanning and tape record­
ing . Another piece of equipment , a bed, was explained by Herr Kuhnle as a necessity 
during snowstorms when it takes days to clear the roads . 

Here, monitoring is handled by 4 people for an average of about JO hours a week . 
While t here I also inspected the TV transmitter and switchboard . It was some experience 
to punch in Spain and watch the coronation of the king in such beautiful color . Incidental­
ly , the European color system is vastly superior to our system and they are quite pleased 
with their decision to wait for its refinement in lieu of' adopting our system. Imagine , 
they can set their color controls and never touch them again no matter what channel they 
tune to for a year or more . The colors are more lifelike and vibrant than those found on 
US TV • This completed our tour of ORF and Herr Kuhnl e then invi tod me to his home some 
di stance away for some l ocal wino and a bull session . 

His home is a stone ' s throw :from t he "blue" Danube and he built the two stor y home 
complet ely by himself over a period of 8 year s. Although not fully det ail-finished here 
and there, 1t 1:J most attractive and imaginative with a large panelled rumpus room in the 
basement . He has a Collins 51 S-1 and his sons all have portables for SW listening . Betwee1 
blasses of wine in the rumpus room, l found that he had learned his surprisingly fluent 
English as a row in Louisiana during WW II . He was 17 years old when captured . his 
story was fascinating . 

He has a large collection of tapes froo listeners and the many friends he has made 
over the years . He gave me a copy of an interview he conducted ori frequency planning 
presented on DX Panoral!la during October 1975, which explains how listeners can help a Sll 
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station . 

Time did not allow for a visit to the SW transmitter site at Moosbrwm. 12 miles 
SSW of Vienna , but I did get a plan of the site showing the 2 OMNI vertical C!18" antennas 
used for the European services . The Log- periodic Rotatable antenna and the four rhombics 
of which three can be used in either direction . The headings of the rhombics are 56 , 90, 
123, 175, 236 , 270 and 303 degrees , the latter being the one used for the llorth Ar.erica 
service . The Log-periodic is also used to North Arrerica because there is no other 
antenna available , al though it was primarily designed for shorter distances . There are 
four 100 IOI transmitters in use and bandswitching and ant enna change can be completed in 
60 seconds or less . 

I have visited stations in many countries in the past but havo nover before been so 
warml.y received as by Herbert Kuhnl e and his charming wile, Hermione. If anyone plans a 
trip to Europe , please try to include beautiful Austria and the wounderful city of Vienna, 
and by all rreans make an effort to fine time to visit Radio Austria . 

The following interview was recorded on 29 October 1975 in V lenna and the announcer 
was David Hermges (H) interviewing Herr Kuhnle (K) . 

H: ORF , the Austrian Radio, like otoor shortwave broadcasting stations, has a Frequency 
Planning and Liaison Oepartcent . For the past fifteen years Herbert Kuhnle has been 
closely concerned with this operation. lie asked him to tell us sonathing about his work , 
and its practical implications for listeners. 

K: Our main task is to work out the transmission schedule for each of the four periods of 
the year . This means fixing the time of radiation to a given area (in cooperation with 
the Director of Programs) ; the choice of which antenna (in consultation with the 
transmitter station manager); and after studying ionospheric predictions and propagation 
forecasts , the select ion of the best frequency band and individual frequency . And , 
remember, all this has to be done nearly nine months in advance . 

A lot depends on experience , but we have other aids . lie are ln l-egular contact with 
about fourty radio stations around the world , as well as with PIT officials in a number 
of countries. With them we cooperate in running a monitoring service , exchanging 
monitoring reports , band scannings , tapes , and field strength rneasureronts . Then there 
is the help given by the tentative HF broadcasting Schedule or IFRB, the I nternational 
Frequency Registratim Board in Geneva. Last , but. not least, there a.re reports , tapes, 
and letters from listeners that reach us every day of the year . Evaluation of all these 
sources keeps me and my small staff, very, very busy - and we have no computer! 

For eech transnission block (lasting for one hour or more ) we work out an average 
Sil!Rl rating for each of the four seasonal periods . Last year , 1974 , for instance , we 
had 25 different transmission bl ocks . Four of them reached the rating "'good", seventeen 
tho rating of "fair" and four "poor to unreadable" . With soioo seasonal variations , that 
repreoonts an 84% success , and so we are quite happy. But we want t o do still better , and 
this is whei-e t he individual l istener can help. So here are a few Lips. 

First , as regards the listening conditions for shortwave broadcasta from Austria to 
Europe. For 15 years we have been operating on some standard frequencies , and we shall not 
depart from them , To do so , even for only a short period , would mean losing t hem forever . 
Propagation conditims in Europe up to a distance of about 2000 km are fairly well known , 
as is also the behavoir of our non-directional vertical cage antennaa and the log-periodic 
horizontal polarized directional antenna . lie know , too , that these broadcasts are sometimes 
badly affected by fading . So what we need from listeners in Europe arc not frequent reports 
on the reception or one frequency, but comparisons between different frequencies that we 
are operating at the same time , pu-ticularly in the early morning and late evening . lie 
also want to hear about the effect of interference by the new higher po~er stations 
operating on l ower or higher channels . So much for Europe , where, at any one time , you 
may be able to hear us on as many as three dliferent frequencies . 

For overseas l istener s . the positDI i s ratter different . Theoretically you may only 
be abl e to pick up our signal on a single frequency . However , we know t hat in somo 
cases , not only the IM.in beam can be heard from our different directional antennas , but 
also the side-l obes and back- radiation. This i s of great interest to us , particularly 
in areas outside the' original target. 

And so to summarize, the golden rul e for DXers who want to help us is : look closely 
at our latest frequency schedule , compare reception conditions on various frequencies 
(intended for your area , and possibly , four otrer areas too). and let us know about 
interference from high power staticne on neighboring channels . And the sooner you can 
get your reports in to us - preferably within three weeks - the more use they are to us .

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THOSE MISSING QS!.S by Al Sizer 
Information for this article came from a survey 
of 11 foreign correspondents of the LA Times . 

Many of us DXers grip! and moan about reception reports that are never answered and 
QSLs that ar'! never received . Most often we blame iL on Lile :<LaU011 involved - - they just 
didn't care enough to answer. More likely, 1f it was the station ' s fault , it was because 
they silllply did not have the staff or funds to handle QSLs 

However , before you go blaming the station too heavily, consider anotl-er reason for 
the missing QSL - - the country ' s mail service . 

Now it is well known that we have plenty of defects 1n our own mail service right 
here in the US and Americans are certainly vocal enough in listing these defects and 
complaining about them, But in the hullabaloo, let's not forget that compared with some 
other mail services in the world, ours ranks well . If you think the U.S . Postal Service 
is something less than perfect , it may comfort you to loam ·that the mail in most other 
countries is even slower and less reliable . 

Russians would have you think, at least the officials , that everything runs like 
clockwork under the Communi stic syst em , but in Mo3cow recently a citizen was heard to 
complain that mail delivery was faster in the time of the Czars . 

If you had no answer to an Indian reception report, refloct that in New Delhi they 
are concerned not so much with late delivery as with nondelivery . Theft i s common. 

In Nairobi there is no home delivery and the main post office is located in a high­
crillle district . In Cairo lt oft.en takes several days for an "express" letter to go 
across town . Letters are routinely opened by censors in many countries and the wholesale 
destruction of mail by disgruntled postmen i s fairly common too . (Was your reception 
report or QSL in the mailbag?) 

It is common in many countries to taY a relatively steep surcharge to make sure 
that a letter gets to its destination. Tho additional service may be called registration 
or special handling or rapid delivery , but what it real ly is is insurance , 

llo special service can prevent the sort of disaster that occurs fron time to time in 
almost every country. There 13 the documented case of the Russian postman who , unbalanced 
by drink , dumped thousands of letters on a garbage heap . And in South Africa , 1t wa" 
reported " occasionally a maverick mailman will ~o walk-about and scatter his deliveries 
to the winds" . Letters are commonly opened by the authorities in Cairo and robbing the 
malls is not unusual in Kenya and Uganda. More than JO employes of the East African 
Ex-telecommunications Co . were charged with theft recently . In such places sensitive mail 
goes eitl-er by courier or, 1f necessary , in the hands of some traveler al the airport 
who happ!ns to have an honest face . 

The best mall services appear to be in Britain , F'ranco , West Germany and Japan . Yet 
the quality of service is falling off , oven in Great Britain, And 1n the Soviet Union, 
where people are not famous for speaking out J>Jblicly agaL~st the government or the way it 
does business , Pravda, the voice of the Soviet Communist Party , complained openly last year 
that too mail service was not. everything 1t could be . 

Perhaps the most improved mail service in the world is 1n Brazil, which only a few 
years ago was considered to be disastrous . In those days no bill or check or dinner 
invitatm was entrusted to the malls . All were delivered by messenger - - usually an off­
duty fireman . Postal systems in other countries do not appear to have worked out any 
particularly advanced means of handling the mails . Mechanical sorting has been adopted in 
most industrial countries, but evel elementary ateps , 11.ke use of a zip code are just 
taking hold elsewhere , 

The mail goes by reindeer in Siberia. In other parts of the world trey use bicycles 
and motorbikes . And until recently letters in parts of Africa were still carried in cleft 
sticks held aloft by runners. These African "postmen" were instructed to run as though 
they >1ere ca=ying a hot coal in their hands and sometimes cried aloud as they ran : "A letter! 
A letter! It is burning me ! Make way for a reception report from Gerry Dexter!"

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RECEIVER SPECIFICATIONS. Ed Ricchezza of Philadelphia writes to 
express hi s appreciation for QSO/NASWA and suggests that FRENDX read­
ers might like to know more about receiver specifications, but in 
layman ' s lanfuage. Taking Ricchezza•a advice, we offer an explana­
tion of rece ver selectivity specifications to shop for . When a 
likely receiver is being considered for purchase, look for the spec­
ification which says, Selectivity. It will look something like 
this: 6 KHz for 60dB, or 26 KHz at - 50dB. The KHz measurements 
tell how wide the IF bandpass may be for the loudness of signal 
mentioned (60dB or 50dB). 50 or 60 dB of signal is a fairly strong 
signal, and for that strength you will desire the narrowest band­
pass available. Therefore, the 6 KHz width would be better than 
the 20 KHz width. Remember, however, that this holds true only 
for a loud 50 or 60 dB signal. When a figure of 6 dB or 10 dB is 
given , the bandpass width should be much more narrow, the narrower 
the better. An ideal specification for a medium-priced receiver 
should be about 3 KHz at 6dB, and no wider than 7 KHz at 60dB. Some 
other listeners may have more stringent tastes, but t his s hould prove 
adequate for most situations.

Traveling at near the speed of 
light, radio waves can travel around the entire globe in less than 
1/3 second , that is less than 330 milliseconds.

I feel America ' s cor.ununications media do an inade­
quate job of reporting not only international but also US national events . Thanks for 
being interested in what SWLs think. "

receivers and equipment."

(which will give you room for 200 reports) via Jrd class mail. 
(2)- If you can ' t afford the forms, or just plain don't want to use them, 
then double- space between each line , and triple space between each report. 
(J) - Write or type up your reports from the lowest frequency to the highest. 
(4) - Cut apart the reports from each other, and put in order from low to high 
(5)-If you don ' t use the report forms, use only one side of the paper . 
(6) - Send the reports to me, not the individual editors . 
(?)-Lastly , be a little neat . That about covers it . I did throw out some 
reports this last month , mainly because they wer single-spaced, or unread­
able , or written on bothsides of the paper. So , if you ' ll do this stuff , 
you'll help standardise reporting technique, and make it ALOT EASIER! FOR USI
