SOLID STATE , THAT IS 

POWER Replacing vacuum tube rectifiers with silicon diodes 

by .Tanes B. Wilson, Jr., Lincolrt Nebraska 

Those of you with older receivers might want to undertake the conversion of your 
vacuUJ11 tube power supply to solid state . Most of the older receivers used 51J4 , '.)V4, etc . 
vacuum tube rectifiers in the power supply . Not only do these generate a lot of heat , 
t hey have very J>O!>r rogulat.lon , because at higher currents the voltage drop across them is 
greater . This a:e:i.ns less available volt,aae i s going to the rest of the receiver. 

There is a very· simple modi.fication that you can do which cost s less than $1 . That ' s 
right , just one dollar . Just drop down to your local electronics supply, or order from 
Polypa.Y.s or slmilar , and purchase t wo s ilicon diodes rated at one (1) ampere forward 
current and l,OOO'vol ts PIV , These will be over rated for our application , but they should 
last forever , which is significantly better than our vacuUJll tube!

Figure 1 s hows the base d i agrar.is for the 5U4 and 5V4, other diode t ubes are sinllar . 
If you happen to have a di.fferent rectifier , l ook it up in a tube manual or better yet 
consult the schen:atic diagram of your receiver . In the diagrams sh<>wn , pins 4 and 6 are 
the plates or anodes of the rectifiers . Pin number 8 is the cathodn for both diodes . 

In order to accomplish this modification you should first off i-ecove the tube from its 
socket and store it for a later day or discard it. llext turn over the receiver to view the 
bottom of the socket . The pins are numbered in order clockwi se froio the indentation in tre 
center hole , .f'ro11 one through eight . Sore sockets may even have the pins labeled . The 
s ilicon diodes will also be marked with either a painted band on one end or a + syobol . 
This i s sliawn in figure 2 . The marking, whatever it ir.ay be , indicates the cathode lead . 
The cathode leads of both diodos will be connected to pin B on the tube socket by use of 
your trusty sol dering iron and rosin core solder , 

The other lead of one diode is connected to pin 4 and the rema:uiing diode ' s lead i s 
connected to pin 6 (see figure )) . This will complete the conversion to a solid state 
power s upply I The advantages arc nunerous , No more energy w~sted 1;o heat up that fila.Jr.ent . 
Better power supply regulation due to the constant volta,ae drop across the s ilicon diodes . 

j Plus they wi ll virtually never nead replacemnt . All of this for loss than one dollar .

All DXers , including yours truly , like to boast a little bit about QS

have 

And yot 110 all have t hem . Derore you ho.:;te11 to th" t ypewriter to send 1n your denial , 
considerthis --- how nany of the reception reports that 11ent unansworcd actually ~eant 
that the station was, in fact , rejecting them? Perhaps not rrany , but the posnlblllty i~ there . 

For thio article we have kept pride firr.lly 1n check and are telling about rejections 
we have gotten , in the hope there are sore lessons here that. may benefit otmrs. And the 
momentary humility may do us some good too . 

QSL rejection talk aoong DXers inc vi tably lr - to the nost fanous reject.or in 
:.ihortwave annals, the eswemed Chief o! lnforrr.a.tiu.. Cl) .i Broadcasting for Radio Tanzania 
Zw1z.ibar , the hor.orable Omar M. Omar . Omar hasn ' t been heard from in recent years , but. 
in his heyday he c-.anaged to put the chill on som<! of the top pros in the DX field who were 
racking to add Zanzibar to their lists of countries verif'ied . 

To date , we know of not. a single in:•tance where a DXer has gotten a QSL direct fron 
011\0.r or Ra.dio Zanzibar . 

Omar ' s lotter$ were classics . In fact, we once facetiously suggected thoy be assembled , 
bound 1n buckram, and distrubited as " v<lr~· AXollc DX Christmae pro sent under I.ht: title: 
"Tho Collucted Letters of Omr Vi. Omar" • 

The exasperating thing about Omar was that~ was polite, friendly , and pcrfPct.ly 
111tling to verify youi· report . He ju~.t. rouldn ' l , tha ' s all. "Just couldn't" tran~latod 111 
knowledg<!ablc DX minds to the fact I.hat 111 politically danf!"rous ZaO?ibar with lts xcnorhobia. 
Or.ar ,just did.'1' t. have the clout to oblill'< a foreign favor asker without highor arproval , 
'11\d that he couldn't g"t . 

In the meantina, O= proll:iaed anJ promic.ed, :ind none of it ever materiali;;ud. Viy 
last correspondence with Omar dates from 1972 , The text, varving little from DX<>r to DXer, 
wac as follo11s1 

"1 have the hono:ir to acknowledgq tho receipt of your letter dat.ed 6th March 1972 
"Per haps you would be pl.:oased to hear that steps are not being taken so that to 
an able (sic) us to confirm of your report and as a resul t of which you wi l l be lot 
known. " Sincere l y yours, Omar M. Omar 

Chief Information and Broadcast1n3. 
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I guess you could argue that Omar ' s tactics were not so much a rejection as pro­
crastination, but at any rate he could never produce f or any of us . 

At oncr time a group of us DXers raised the money and had a se t of QSL cards made for 
Omar that were modeled on Radio Tanzania ' s (Zanzibar ' s titular ruling country) but to no 
avail. Some sl188"ated our mistake was in modeling them on Tanzania ' s , but I think 1t was 
just anotter exampl e of Omar ' s xenophobi c timidity. 

No, I have never verified Zanzibar , but I have verif'ied Radio Vila, Hew Hebrides. And 
that ls fortunate becauco I have also been emphatically rojected by Vila . 

Let ' s face i t -- New Hebrides isn ' t the easiest station in the world to hear in 
Connecticut and the report I sent for my reception on 16 January 1975 was rather s ke t chy , 
but I had heard the station. 

A year went by and no repl y , so I MDaged to l og the station better this time and 
filed another reception report for reception early in 1976 and another on 12 February 1976 . 
\I 1.thin a month a 1.'ull data QSL came in from Darryl Fallow , senior studio technician and 
then a second. I s till hadn ' t come down f'rom the clouds when in April, about 15 months 
from my original report I received a letter of rejection from P . L, Salemalo , title not 
-~ven , of Radio Vila. Sale:ialo thanked oe and then went on to wit : 

"Unfortunately, on comparing your report against our station log book , I am unable to 
conf1r111 your :report as you have not provided us with sufficient progral!lllle detail for us to 
be certain that you did ln fact hear our station , 

"In the future 1l would be helpful if you could list the Title and Artist of discs which 
are played over at least a 10 rainui te period of our transmission . This is probably the 
best way to ensure that we can confirra your report . 

"In the past we have insisted that QSL cards will only be issued when we are 
satisfied beyo~d any :reasonable doubt that our transmission has been heard , and i n fairness 
to those DXers and Shortwave Listeners who have already qualified for Lhe i s sue of our 
QSL card, wo insi:'l t on the same standard from others . 

" I hope t hat this letter will not be too much of a dioo.ppointment to you , but hope that 
sometiioo in the future we will be able to send you our QSL card. " 

Part of t he a.bove My surprise some DXers who have not believed that radlu tstations 
keep s uch dotailed program logs . Apparently most do not, but a few do . One otrer that 
comes to 111ind i s the Falklarids Islands Broadcasting Service . This ls valuable t o !mow 
because if you are lucky enough to hear such a station you may be able to verif'y it on 

J t he s trength of' one se lection heard a t a speci.f'ic time. (I !mow of a FIBS verie 11ke this . ) 

I HW!IBroue DXers have received rejections from Radio Peking in trying for varies of 
regional stations . Poking succintly inf'onns everyone i t does not verify regional stations 
brbadcasting hon-international transr.lissions . Mos t DXers ' rejections involve trying to 

I veri.f'y Tibet and Manchuria , countries on the NASWA list , but no one has been successful. 
I At l east one DXer has verified a Hindi broadcast from Lhasa , but onl y by frequency, that 
is no transmitter site was mentioned. 

Personally , we have received no such :rejections from Poking . We have sent our reports 
direct to Lhasa and Harbin and have never received an answer which amounts to a rejection . 

Finally we arrive a t Radio Moscow. Radio Moscow bas sent out more that its s hare of 
rejeoti ono in its day and most of us have received some of these . They can take the form 
of outri ght refusal or simply failure to list a transmitter site . But Moscow' s rejections 
should be taken wlth the attitude, "if at first you don ' t oucceed , try , try , etc ." for 
Moscow is not always consistent, praise be . 

They may tell you in one letter that they do not verify programs not bea med to your 
area of the world, or not in your language , or not unless you report in the language heard , 
but then turn aroWld and sent QSL car ds for some of tbe5c programs next time aroWld , And 
what one verie signer may not do, a different one may . 

If there ls a key to this inconsistency it lies in maintaining goOd relationships with 
Moscow, reporting consistently and in detail even when you suspect the transnitter sites 
are not new , sending questions for Moscow Mailbag and being friendly . This policy may make 
the dliference between acc~ptance and rejection . 

Don ' t ever grow careless or take things for granted with Moscow, take thi s example -~ 

Although t here are blanks on Moscow report farms for SI!lro code , type of receiver 
and kind of antenna , we had decided sone while back that this information was not really 
essential or meaningful to Moscow and we had been leaving it out, and getting QSL cards . 

1 
Lo and behold cwne from Senor Anclre,s Leon of Moscow ' s Latin American Service saying that 
a number of our Spani sh reports were perfectly correct, but he could not send QSL cards 
because we had oJ:litted SINPO code , type of receiver , and antenna . He said this data was 
valuable to Moscow. Leon ' s rejection hurt because we had an idea these reports involved 

.11~m!' nev transmitter sites , But we had only oursel f to blame , 
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Other rejections could be mentioned , but we've Usted enough to make a couple of 
point s . Details are i mportant and so is persi stence . Being polite and friendly reaps 
dividends . And it doesn ' t pay to grow caxeless or complacent because the business of 
reporting and receiving QSLs i s not cut and dried and is nevor to be taken -for granted .

DX-40 A GOOD LOW -COST PORTABLE

I would ll.ke to add a note to the cocunents of Larry Hagne on the Radio Shack ReaUstic 
DX-40 in his article on tte Sony ICF-5900\I 1n the March issue of FRDIDX . Larry said that 
the casual Slits might prefer to buy the DX- 40 , "a conventionally designed set that does a 
decent job at a modest price". 

The DX-40 could also serve as a bac.kup receiver for those of us of codeet means who 
have only one receiver such as the SSR - 1. I received tte March FREllDX while my SSR-1 was 
in the shop and I was feeling frustrated, so I went to r:iy local Radio Shack storo and 
bought one . I was very pleased . 

The DX-40 has a jack for an external antenna. Using my outside antenna , I was amazed 
at the results. Sensitivity was excellent and selectivity was not bad· either . There i s no 
linear readout, of course, but the fine tuning works quite well. To get a core accurate 
read ing on the position of the dial pointer, 1 glued a rnil1metre scale cut frorn a plastic 
lab ruller to the bottoc of the dial . 

An external a.'lterma makes a trenendous difference in this set , I would not reconw.end 
using the receiver without one unless you are content to pick up only the s trongest statims 
such as VoA. 

The SSR-1 is listed as a portable , but I have never felt like taking 11. along on 
weekend camping trips . But the DX-l•O ls really portable . r have tried it out in our 
camper . I used a piece of plasti c covered strru1ded wire about 30 feet long ~s an outside 
antenna . Thi s went out the cab window and then wa:; taped around the top of the camper , 
Results were great . So :fron now on I am taking the DX-110 err our weekend 'camping trips,

I sent in cy first reception report in October 1976 , after I started u:;ing ruy brand 
new Drake SSR-1 receiver, but I really did not go aftdr 1t seriously until Dececber when I 
aiJrled at. the European Award . llhile waiting for QSL cards to come frorn Europe, I wandered 
around the dials soce and began to gel a trickle of cards fron other Continents as well. 
I credit Listener ' s llotebook with giving me the inform.>tion 11ecc3sary to find the stations 
and the QSL Report of FRENDX with guiding me on which ~ta tions lo lry reporting lo . ln 
fact , I don• t see how anyone could log :fift:y countrie~ and gel fifty verifications without 
lhe help of FREllDX - at least not in the time it took rru , 

In analyzing my verifications , I find that moI"1 than half (27) came back t o me in 
one months tire or less . And this included sone real far off places hke !lew Zealand, 
Kuwait , Peking, and Fapua/New Guinea . So take yen.rt you DXers! Those QSL cards will con:e . 
The longest tice for a reply , so far , was Bulgaria - over 4 months . A few will probably 
never come in. Ethiopia, for example , had an uprbi11g in their government right after I 
sent then a report . Argentina, I gather now, ls not a reliable verifier . But I still have 
hopes for Poland and Yugoslavia. 

During ~he course of cy tuning and listening, I became acquainted with a number of 
interesting stations which I now listen to regularly , That is one or the rewards of 
trying for a DX award . For those of you just starting, the tra11 to an Award probably 
looks long and dlficult, but believe me, you seem to acccloratc as you go along and what ' s 
more , you have fun all alo.~g the way .

RADIO UPPER VOLTA 

by.C~les Wootten from the ORF SHORT­
WAVE PAHORAMA program , 1 May 1977 

Despi te a power of 20 kll, the shortwave outlets of Radio Upper Volta are seldom listed 
. in European DX magazines. 

The importance of r adio in · this country {Upperr Volta) i s very different to what we are 
1 used to in West ern Europe. Out of a total of lo6 hours of programming a week, less than 

a third i s musical entertainment . . . with the majority of the output being educat ional 
and informational. Because of the poor soil and dry climate , the farmers need all t he 
advice they can get about when to plant and harvest too crops. But the most il:lportant 
resource l s labor and Radio-Television Upper Volta often carries information as to the 
avail ability or work on more fertile fares in Chana and too lvory Coast during t he 
harvesting tlmes. For those who stay behind , though , and Upper Volta has over 6 million 
inhabitants , radio is very much a group activity. 

Evening br oadcasts carry a great deal of economic and political news , and villagers 
_usually listen to these in groups of about 5 to 10 people. These ' Listener ' s Clubs ' are 

then invited to send in their col:ill16nts to the radio stations, and the points raised in 
these letters are then used in future editions, This l:; in complete contrast to Western 
E:i.irope where figures show that most people listen to the radio by themselves , and in the 
main, this is for news and entertainment rather t han polltical discussions . 

Tho people co::ie from many different tribes , and apart. from the main official languaae, 
which is Franch , the government recognizes the existence of 1) tribal ninority languages. 
Thus, Radio-Television Upper Volta broadcasts in no less than 14 different languages - quite 
an achievement when one considers that the total st.a.ff is just over 81 employees , of which 
27 ai-e free-lance contributors . French , though , remains the common language amongst the 
tribes and ls ·used :for administrative purposes and well over half the radio programs are in 
it. 

Those are aB produced in four studios locat"d ln the capital Ouagadougou , a l arge 
city of j ust over a quarter of a million inhabitants . The tribal background of most of the 
inhabitants, though, means that folk 1111sic ls still popular, such as the type played on 
the "balafon" l<hic;h is used on the station sign-on in the norning. 

Upper Volta is one of the few African states which has a television service , though 
this l s confined to the capital , Ouagadougou . Nevertheless 4,000 television receivers 

I are already in service and there are plans to increase the present 12 hours of broadcasting 

I 
put out per 11eek. 

The radio service owns and operates ) transmitters : One mediuJ:nfave transmitter and 
1 t wo shortwave. Because of the central location of the capital, the mediumwave transmitter 
I on 740 kHz can cover most of the country wl th lta power of 100 kl/ . But for the northern 
I and southern area t110 s hort 11ave outlets on 4815 kHz and 72)0 kHz go on the air at 
different times during the day. The 60 meterband outlet on 4815 would be t he best one 
to try bet11een about 2100 and sign-off at midnight GMT. Progranming will be in French 
and look for news bulletins at 2215 and 2255 GMT. Just before sign-off , too, you can 
hear the national anthem, which is very easy to recognize.

AFR TS AFRTS-WASHlNGTOi~

A::i 11 result of tho U .s. Government realizing tho needs of our servicemen in \Ill I1 , AFR 
was formed . Armed Forces Radio was one of the prime sources of entertainment for our men 
fighting overseas. All the networks in ·the States cooperated and in the beginning brought 
many of the best entertainment shows with all the commercials as played in the States , to 
many remote areas of the world. 

After Wll II AFR evolved into American Forces Radio and Television Service (AFRTS) . 
AFRTS-llashington ls the source of the non-entertainment portion of the systel'I . AFRTS ­
Los Angles takes care o.f entertainoent radio and television . 

Ha~e you longed to he9.r a program that you kno11 is on radio , but find it is not aired 
locally. What about that sports event that is on network radio, but not on your local 
stations? What is ltorse , you don ' t even know what a trcr.>endous amount of interesting 
net11ork radio is available on a seven day, twentyfour hour baois . 

You write, call the networks , .the l ocal stationo and request program schedules . No 
response in the ma.in and the ones that answer have scheduled the public affairs shows 
between 0700 and ·1100 local time Sunday mornings. 

Several years ago 1 got fed up with this frustration and became acquainted with the 
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wonders of AFR'fS-llashington. I f ound that 98' of all network radio public af"fairs and 
news commentaries were aired . CBS, llBC , ABC Enterta1nlllE!nt, Contemporary , and Information 
lletworks, as well as HBS , MBS Bl ack !let, UPI , AP, and !IPR . Sports are very well represented , 
college, professional, all the big games, regionals, playoffs , etc , etc . All shows are run 
on 12 second delay to allow any commercial messages to be replaced with public service 
announcements (PSAs) aiir.ed at service personnel. These programs, including news, are 
a.ilned overseas via VoA transmitters 1n the States and by overseas relays . 

There is very good reception in the States from backwash . Features are usually 
repeated several times a GMT day for your best listening time . It certaily boa to the 
frustratbn of knowing a program is on the air and not being able to hear it , 

If you a.re looking for an outstanding news magazine program without PSAs and without 
commercials , Sunday-Saturday , try All Things Considered 2100-2200 GMT . 

DXing 1a fun , but I find that there is much more to SWLing . Listen closely to 
substance of shortwave programming!
