BASIC CONCEPTS OF THE SUPERHSl'ERODYNE RECEIVER

What is conversion? Convernion is the process of changing an incoming radio frequency lo 
the intermediate frequency or IF . We can do this using the heterodyne process . You may 
be familiar w1lh he terodynes , especiall y in the crowded shortwave broad.cast bands of today. 
These heter odynes are two SWBC carriers beating together to produce a l oud audio frequency 
tone. For an example , if I am listening to Radio RSA en 9565 kHz and BOC conies up on 
9560 kHz, I will no drubt hear a .5 kH2 tone - this is the difference between the two 
carriers. It was created because both carriers illx 1.n the receiver (the detector in this 
case) producing both sum and d1fference frequency components. Tho sum component is too 
high to bother us in this case , but the difference falls into the audio range and becomes 
that annoying high frequency (in thi s case .5 kHz) tono we hear . 

In t he case of the superhoterodyne receiver we use this mixing or heterodyne principle 
t o our advantaae. One note here is that the mixing we are using is non-linear and will 
produce Blllll and difference frequenc ies derived from the original frequencies. Do not get 
this coni"used with audio mixing which is linear and does not produce olher rrequenci es . 
When using the heter odyne principle we use a local oscillator to lll1x with the incoming 
frequency and convert 1t to the intermediate l'requoncy . An example of this would be if we 
wished to receive a signal on .5000 kHz , we would tune the local oscillator to .545.5 kHz 
and appl y both signals to a mixer (tube , transist or , FET , etc . ) . The outpul of this mixer 
would then be the original frequencies - 5000 kHz and 5455 kHz, and the sum and difference -
1045.5 kH z and 455 kHz . lie could then use the 455 kHz s i gnal as our IF . 

What is Intermediate Frequency (IF)? IF is just lhat - an intermediate frequency. Inler­
rediate between the incoming radio frequency (RF) signal and the desired output s ignal 
audio frequency. 

Why s hould we change t o the Intermediate Frequency? Thi s is a good question . rt is 
possible to construct a receiver lhat goes directly from r adi o frequency to audio . Many

of you have done lhis with a cryctal radio se t . Another way lo do 1t is known as a TRF or 
Tuned Radio Freque ncy receiver. It uses t wo or three RF ampl1f1era tuned precisely to the 
incocdng s ignal and then a detector is used to demodulate the Al1 s ignal. The only problem 
i s that this will only work at low frequencies and is very critical in tmiing , having t o 
tmie each RF amplifi er to precise ly the right f requency each time we need to tmie in a 
now station. By using an intori:ediate frequency we only need to tune it once t o a fixed 
frequency . This allows us to take great care i n t uning it as i t only needs to be done 
once . We can a lso use filters , such as mechanical , cera1>1c , and c rys tal , which are only 
capable of operating at one center frequency , lie can a l so choose lhe value of intermediate 
frequency that will give us the best operation .

selectivity , the sensitivity , and also the image rejection capabilities of the rec<:iver . 
Let • s talk about each one of thozo f actors individually . The flr:;t ls bandwidth or 
selectivity . Sel ectivi ty io the ability of the receiver to pi c k out one station from 
among nany others . This mean::; that the receiver ' s bandwidth must be narrow enough to pass 
only one signal and reject nearby signals . We can increase selcclivHy ln !".any ways . One 
way is lo use several tuned ampllfter stages . The nore luned ar.iplifier stage:; ln the IF , 
the narrower the bandwl rlth . It I ~ also r.asler to e~l n narrow bandwidth when u~ lng a 
low intertl'>diate f requency . ln fact th:! l owe r th<> frequency the narrower the bandwidth 
that can be obtained with a given number of tuned anpllfiors . ln the IF stages we can al:;o 
use filters to obtain the desired bandwidth and therefore u:ic a smaller nucibcr of IF twted 
amplifier stages . The filters also allow us to change lhe ba.~dwldlh by switchi ng in 
different bandwidth filters . Crystal , ccrar.i1c , and mechanical f ilters are used in Ir s t ages 
to obtain t he des ired se l e ctivity . 

Sensitivity is the measure of rece iver ~. or its ability to pick up a woak signal. 
It i s us ually measured in microvolts ( uV) a t + 10 dB S-+N ,kl . This measurement tells us how 
many microvolts of r adi o frequency signal , at the antenna terminals, it takr.is to bring 
the s i gnal 10 dB above the noise at the s peake r output. The sens i t ivity i s determined by 
the total rece iver gain . The majority of gain is to be found in the IF section . This 
means that the ~.ore IF tuned amplifi er stages a receiver has, not only is the sel ectivity 
improved , but sensitivity as well . This i s true up to a point , that point usally beinf! 
the value of atmospheric noise present . The rece iver needn ' t be more sensit ive than t he 
noise that will be present. 

Let ' s take a l ook at Lhe block d lagrarn of f igure l . This ::;hows a singl e conversion 
super heter od.yne receiver . The dotted line between the RF amplifier and l ocal oscillator 
indicate lhat both of these are tuned by the sane !mob . So when we tune t he local 
oscillator to its correct frequency we simultaneou::;ly tune the RF ampl1.f1er to the incoming 
s lgno.1. As an example - the RF amplif ier is LW1ed lo lha 1.ncoml.ng RF siSnal frequency, 
l et ' s say 1000 kHz . The local oscillator will then be at 1455 k!lz . When these two nignal s 
are m1xed we will produce sum and difference signals . The difference will be 1155 kHz -
our intermediate frequency in this case . This 455 kHz s ignal will contain the samr modulat­
ing signal as did the original 1000 kHz RF s ignal. lt will then be amplified and filtered 
from any other signal in the IF stages . After i t i s amplified sufficiently it is applied 
to the detector which converts the AM signal into audio . Tt i s then amplified s t ill more 
in the audi? amplifie r and then fed to the si:eaker . 

This " hould give you a good idea of just how the super heterodyne process works . It ' s 
the IF !ltage or stages that determine selectivity , sensitivity , a.nd, oh ye s , imago 
rejection. 

What i:; an Image? let ' s go back to one of our exampleG - the incoming RF signal wa::; 1000 kH z 
and the local oscillator was tuned to 1455 kHz , when mixed the d ifference wa s 455 kHz . the 
intermedlato frequency . There I s one other signal (besides 1000 kHz) which when mixed 
with the 1455 kHz local oscillator will result in a diffe1-ence of 455 kHz . That freque ncy 
i s 1910 kHz (1910-1455 • 455) . So i f these two signals are present they will bolh resul t 
in a s i gnal being received . If 1000 kHz is the desired s i gnal , then 1910 kHz would be 
the image frequency . 

There a.re two ways o f obtaining good iciage rejection (reducing the receiver ' s rcsponS(, 
to image s ignals) . One ls to use a selective RF amplifier . ln the oediu~wave b:i..~d the 
RF amplifier s are selective enough so th.at an IF of 455 kHz g i ves adequate frequency 
separation of the desired s i gnal and the image , and allows the RF amplifie r to select one 
from the other . However at the higher shortwave bands an IF of 455 k!lz does not g1 ve 
adequat e separation of image and desired signals . Thiz reans we must use a higher 
intermediate frequency to increase the frequency separation of i mB.f!C and desired signal. 
ln thi s way we give the RF ar.ipl1f1er enough room to filter out the iciage . 

UnforLunately , when we do go to a hi gher inte r mediate frequency , our gain and selectivity 
fall off . If you ' ll remember, t his i s what determines t he receiver ' s sensitivity and 
se l ectivity . It would seem that to get good image rejecti on we would have to sacrifice 
sens itivity and selectivity. To get a r ound this we can go to a double conversion 
s uperheterod.yne receiver . 

Wbat is doub l e conversion? Oouble conversion is using two dl.ffer ent interr.iediate 
frequenci es . Take for example the block d i agram of figure 2 . This shows us that a double 
conversion receiver uses two local oscillators, two 1:1ixer::; , and two different intermediate 
frequenc ies . 

The first local osc illator i s usually vari able along wilh the RF amplifie r and will 
determine the rece ived frequency . The first intermediate frequency i s chosen h i gh , ::iuch 
as 5 MHz , t o i mprove illlage rejection . As an example, 1.f we wanted to recc ive BBC on 
6175 k!lz , the local osci llator would be t uned to 11 ,175 kHz (5 MHz above tho incoming 
s i gnal) . The difference between these tw o signals would then be 5 MHz and this dlffcrence

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signal would i:ass through the first IF . lncidently the icage would be al 16175 kHz 
(16175 - 11175 a 5000 kHz) and would be well outside the passband of the RF amplifier . 

Tho fl.rst IF stage is usually only a tuned circull or crystal filter as most receiver 
gain takes place in Lhe seccnd IF staac. This 5 MHz IF signal is now passed into tho 
second mixer where it is mixed with a frequency of 5 , 455 kHz from Lhe crystal controlled 
second oscillator . The difference of these two frequencies would then be l;55 kHz , Lhe 
second intermediate frequency , In the second IF :;tagc the signal will be amplified , 
filtered , and finally demodulated al Lhe detect.or . 

What the double conversion receiver has accomplished for us is a high first IF for 
lr..age rejection , and a low second IF where most of our selectivity and gain aru obtained .

TAHITI A VISIT TO RADIO TAHITI

During the cold cruel winter of ' 77 , my wife and I were fortunate enough lo tako a 
vacation in French Polynesia . While sightseeing in Papeete , we decided Lo see if we could 
find the offices of Radio Tahiti. I wan led to see first hand where all lh:i.l beaull fu1 
island music and those naked girl QSL cards came from. 

After some directions from a local tour guide , we foW1d Radio Tahiti on the Rue Dumont 
D' Urville , among a collection of white government buildings and jusl behind the very modern 
and impressive Tahitian assembly building . \le entered lhe station and were greeted by 
a pretty Tahitian receptionist and several of the French staff gathered around her . They 
all shook their heads "no" or shrugged when I asked my !"irst big quest ion: "does anyone here 
sl"'ak English?" lie were about to leave when the girl motioned us to enter another office . 
(By the way, many of the Tahitian gl.Ds ~as beauli!"ul as the travel posters suggest . ) 
One of the D.J . ' s was introduced to us, a M. Patrick Covet , who could speak a little 
English. His D. J, nane was "Benjamin". M. Covet gave us a tour of the slation , highlight­
ing the radio studio with its three turntables and the minisc~le TV studio . There is 
approximately 5 hours of TV broadcasting each day and M. Covet explained that they receive 
tapes of American shows (e . g . Mannix) dubbed in French . In two years lhey ex-peel lo have 
colour transmissions . A somewhat discaicerting sighl when visiting Tahiti or nearby Moorea 
are the numerous TV antennas popping up everywhere . 

Perhaps the best part of our v1r.1t was a talk with the station manager , M. Michel Salli. 
With M. Covet as a transl ator , we attempted a conversation about receptlon in the U.S . 
(as I had experienced it). verification policy , and Radio Tahiti in general. M. Sa1.l1 said 
that they appreciated reports but :regreted that they could not return tapes sent by lister. ­
ers. I asked about relurn postaae , but this did not get through the translation . He 
mentioned that they were trying to improve their verification performance and asked 
if listeners were having any problems gstting QSLs . I menti oned that I had nol r ead of 
any problems recently. At that point M. Satti reached into his desk, presented us wi th 
a souvenir QSL and asked (with a smile) if listeners appreciated their new card . In case 
you haven ' t got one, i t is a multicolored card with a red haired "nudie cutie" on il . We 
were also given a car sticker and t wo souvenir pens . I think it is safe to say that all 
reports should be sent in French, since lhe slaff (except for M. Covet) does not speak 
English . The 10 minute Engli sh newscast at 1900 GMT is prei:ared by the local Englis h 
language newspaper s taff , and is piped into the larger hotels for the benifit of tourists 
on the is land . 

Overall , we had an enjoyable visil and were warmly received. However, if you are 
thinking of putting R. Tahiti on your Tahitian lour itinerary , I would suggest lhal you 
don ' t. They are obviously not equipped to handle English speaking visitors. And I think 
we learned a few things about visiting foreign stations from this experience. For instance , 
make an appointrent ahead or tir:ie and bring along some useful information about reception (!) 
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condi t i ons that the engineers might appreciate . It should be a visit where both s i des 
benefit . Either speak t he primary language of the station personnel , bring along someone 
who does, or arrange your visit to coincide with the presence of the English language 
sect.ion. Finally , prepare a list of questions beforehand and , of course , always be very 
courteous . 

Radio Tah1 ti can be heard most evenings around OJOO on ll825 kHz . Just lis ten for that 
island ~us1c . For a core factual view of the programning and histori cal aspects of Radio 
Tahiti , see Mr . Lloyd Kantor; s fine article in the April 1976 i ssue of FREllDX .

Facts about the BBC 
The British Broadcasting Corpor ati on ls an independent organisat i oo respons i ble for 

publlc service broadcasting ln a nd from t he United Kingdom . The letters BBC were first 
used 1n 1922 when the British Broadcasting Company was formed and whe n regular dally 
broadcasts beg&n . In those days the BBC was a commercial organi:;ation , but a commercial 
organisati on with a difference . It operated under a Licence on conditions which would 
have prevented 1l - even 1f it had wanted to- from turning broadcasling into a money-spinner 
f or s harehol ders . From the start , 1t placed the interests of the public above all . 
The :r:!!SUlt was that within a few years , Britain had developed a genuine public service 
broadca sting s ystem , paid for by its aud iences through their broadcas t receivi ng licences . 

I Five years later , 1n 1927 , the company be ca.ire the British Broadcasting Corporation , a 
publ i c corporati on consti tuted by Royal Charter, neither a government departr:ient nor a

The controllers of the Corporat1oo are its Governors , 12 in number, each of whom is 
appointed by the Queen in Council for a limited term - normally five years - and who remain 
in office irrespective of change of Governmeni. . No Governor is a rep%•rnentativo or delegate 
of any outside interest, but i s left free to guide the BBC according to his best judgement. 
with a clear and undiluted responsibility for the BBC ' s affairs. The method of a ppointmen t 
by the Queen in Council (roaning the Privy Councll) on the recorurendation of the Prime 
Minister inhibits a Prime Minister from pi.eking a Board of' Governors entirely wlth p:irsons 
of his party , for the Queen is above party strife . Once appointed, the Governor is a 
"Trustee" of the public interest in broadcasting, responsible to the general plblic, bul 
accountable to lhe Crown in Parliament - "public interest" rath"r than "national intoroat" 
because the la:.ter carries overtones which the former does not. 

The Governors appoint the Director-general , the chief executive officer of the BBC , and 
other senior staff and then leave hiJll, wit.lo his fellow cxocutivoa , to imple,..,nt. policy. 
There is constant dialogue between Governor:i and Management. The BBC also enjoys the 
advice of 7) advisory bodies and National Broadcasting Council~ for Scotland and Vales . 

FINANCE 

The BBC ' s domestic services con~ist of t wo national colour television channels , four 
national radio networks , regional television and radio services and 20 local radio stations. 
The BBC also provides programmes in English and )8 other languages to listeners outside the 
United Kingdom. 

Some 97 percent of the BBC • s income for financing the domestic operations is derived 
from the sale of licences to householders owning television sets1 only one licence ls 
required per household , regardless of the nw:iber of receivers . (The present f'ee is about 
$50 , a rather stiff tax on people who make only $5-10 thousand per year . -editors coQl!IOnt) 
Licences for sound radio only were abolished 1n 1971 . rest of the revenue comes from the 
profits of BBC En lerprises and BBC Publications and from .inymen ls fror.i the Open University 
for its programmes produced and broadcast by the BBC . 

The extra cost lo the BBC of operating the External Services is not! a charg<- nn the 
licence revenue . The External Services are financed by annual parliamentary grants-1n-aid . 
Ali.hough the Treasury pays the bill, the Government ' s rights extend only to deciding 
which lar1guages should be used for broadcasting and the nl1l:lber of hours of each. The 
editorial control of what is broadcast rests entirely with the BBC . 

llEllS 

Main sources of nows for all the BBC ' 3 broadcasting services arc the BBC ' c own foreign 
correspondents . Their dispatchers are supplemented by reports from the national and 
international news agencies , the BBC ' s Monitoring Service and home-based reporters . 

The BBC External Services broadcast C10re than 250 ne ws programms every day. They are 
all prei:ared - initially in English - 1n a newsroom which, with an editorial staff' of 
well overlOO , l s the biggest in the BBC and one of the largest 1n the worl d . The aim 
in preparing news bulletins, as in all reports on events, 1s to give the facts objectively 
and with the greatest accuracy that careful checking can provide. 

MONITORING SERVICE 

An important. source of international news is the BBC Monitoring Service which reports 
on the ccntents of selected broadcasts from foreign radio stations. It. provides the BBC 
itself and government departments with a round-the-clock servi ce which supplements 
agencies ' and correspondents ' reports. Through its daily publication , Summary of World 
Broadcasts, it also supplies on subscription detailed political and econor.iic information to 
other governmmts , news agencies , and newspapers, wiiversities , and research instit.ut.es. 
Over 400 news bulletins , commentaries , and press reviews are monitored daily at the 
Service ' s headquarters, Caver sham Park , some 50 l:llles froo London . Through an exchange 
with monitori.'lg partners, primarily the CIA , there is regular coverage of 120 countries 1n 
some 55 languages at economic cost . 

BBC EXTERNAL SERVICES 

BBC External Services broadcast to the world in English and )8 other languages for 
over 100 hours every day. They are financed by annual parliamentary grants-in-aid, 
The government prescribes the languages which are broadcast and the length of lime each 
ls on the air, but tho editorial control of what is broadcast rests entirely with the BBC . 
Progracur.es are designed to g ive news, reports of world events, a.'ld project a broad 
picture of Bri t.ai11 ' s lti'e and thought. 

The l!lain programi:ie in English is the BBC World Service, on the air continuously for 
24 hours a day and addressed at peak listening times to all parts of the world . It is 
unique among the world ' s international broadcasters in providing a comprehensive news 0 
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programme schedule, Direct-listening audiences are greatly augrentcd with foreign 
radiostatl<ms in about 50 countries nupplement.1.ng their own output w1th daily relays of 
BBC news and other programges. In addition, JM.ny programi:ies are supplied in recorded form 
to overseas radio stations. 

BBC English by Radio and Television, the large:it English-teaching organisation 1.n the 
world , prepares lessons for broadcast., supported by ]:1Jblished courses, cassettes and discs. 
Sono JOO stat.ions in over 100 countries broadcast these and other specially-prepared 
lessons and Englioh by Television programmes are sold to sore 60 countries.

BBC RELAYS 
Dennis Thompson of BBC engineering explained the reasoning behind t.he Antigua/Mont­

serrat relay. It is a joint BBC/l7il project with 4 transmitters, 2 each). It.s purpose is 
to provide improved service to the Americas . 

Signals tranSAitted from BBC's Ascension Island relay site in the South Atlantic 
and beamed toward northern South America and North America. pass through the region of the 
equatorial. electrojet. This often gives the s ignals a fluttery type fade. Transmissions 
to North and South Allllrica f rom tho UK often pass through or near the Auroral zone in 
the northern polar region. Thei:efore service to Nor th and Central America and northom 
South AmeJCica wss not consistent. The BOO attempted to solve this problem by :relaying 
fro111 SacJcvil.l.e , Canada, or via the V oA. However such arrangements always put BBC programs 
behind Canadian or VoA programs 1n scheduling for prii:ie time. Such sharing arrangements 
are obviously unsuitable for 24 hour operations such as the World Service , 

It is also desirable to have rolay sites arranged so that target areas can be served 
1 by one skip i:aths on low frequencies (49 metre band) 1n order to provide local quality 

service to unsophi sticated portable radios owned by many residents of tropical ai:eas . 
Since thei:e are several islands and countries in the Caribbean that could be served by 
suoh services in English and many more by Spanish, it was decided to establish a Caribbean 
relay . It was politically safe and economically feasible to use the t.wo neighboring 
leeward islands of Antigua and Montserrat. The venture was conducted jointly with 
the Voice qf Germany (Dll) because Dll had had similar des1res to improve :receptioo 1n 
the Americas. The dramatic improvement in BBC i:eception as a result of this new station 
has been noted across North America . 49 metre band transmissions to the llest Indies 
have llI'Oven to be very popular as indicated by recent response to the broadcast of 
test cricket matches. Also many stations in Central and South America can now reliably 
relay BBC Spanish programs. The BBC indicates that they consider the relay site a success .

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The R388 
MORE 00 THE COLLDIS R388/URR 

by Chuck Hutton, Decatur, CA 

The article in August SWC by James Wilson on the 388 was very interesting. As a long 
time 011T1or of the 388 and as of earlier t his year a R 390A 011T1er , I have a f ew additions 
to make . Sensitivity i s lis ted as 1 uV oo all bands, but indeed the figure i s given in 
the manual as better t han 5 uV except on band 1 where the figure is 15 uV . In practice 
the sensitivity of m.y unit was 2 . 9 uV with no modliicat1ons1 after addition of mechanical 
i'ilters and a slightly improved RF stage , the sensi t1 vity jumped slightly to 4 uV . This 
was due to the insertion loss of the mechani cal filtor which degrades the S-+tlftl r atio. 
Filter s for the 500 kHz IF of the R J88 are very rare . It took me almost a year to find 
a pair . I suggest that t hose wanting .filters look for them in the "Ham Trader Yellow ~s" 
where th" Y show up a couple times a year . 

A word of caution on t he R 388. The Pro i s perhaps the worst of all too Collins units 
1n terms of long tem stability . It is said that there are two kinds of 388 Pro ' s , already 
out of alignment and those headed for the same . Those of you that o!ITI a 388 probably have 
noticed the need to rozero the dial every 100 Wlz or s o . Thi s is caused by aging of the 
Pro . It i s possibly to redo the Pro , but it l s a nasty business , involving pulling the 
unit and taking turns off the adjustront coil . It l s possible that the adjus tment in the 
unit has not already bee n used up. If such is the case try adjustment of the small slug 
that sticks out through the front of the Pro . Collins sells a special bent and t wisted 
s crewdriver that enables you to adjust 1t without pulling the ?l'O or removing the front 
panel. 

As for the remarks on selectivity , I don ' t t hink very many people will find 6 kHz at 
6 dB and 17 kHz at 60 dB to be "adequate" . The crystal filter must be brought into play 
i'or most niceptions , with its attendant narrow nose and wide sk1.rts . A mechani cal filter 
will correct t hls problem and make the B 388 the equal of the R 390A in my opinion . The 
phas ing notch is the best I have ever used , and has proved extremel y useful in tight 
squeezes. 

The RF stage uses the 6AK5, a sharp cutoff tube. An •mprovement 1n gain and better 
strong signal. handling capability can be had with the 6BZ6, a semi -remote cutoff tube . 
No wiring changes pre necessary . 

Exalted carri er recepti on can be a b1g help . The Heathkit Q-multiplier can be rotuned 
to the 500 kHz IF of the R 388 by moving the Blug in the inductor . No loss of Q l s ap]lEII'QJ1t . 

For any haJlls in the audience, the cathode follower can be converted into an excollent 
product detector . I have a schemati c available for an SASE to 1035 Latham Rd ., Decatur , CA, 
30033 , Also I have a schematic for the mechanical. filter adaptor that plugs into the 
i'irst 455 kite tube socket . It c ontains a s tago of amplification to replace the pulled tu~ , 
a mechan i cal filter , and a stage of 8Jllpl1.fi cat1on to c ompensate for the high insertion , 
loss ( 25 dB) of the i'ilter . . 

The noise blanker used is inefi'ectlve against atmospheric stati c , sideband slop, and 
most e lectri cal noise . Ii' yoo want something that will do the job, I suggest one of the 
seri es noise lilll1ters that automatically adjusts itsel.f to the level of the received 
carrier. Some of the old Hammarlund rigs I have 011T1ed used thls type circuitry and 1t 
is ei'fective for MW and SW DXing . Above 20 MHz use something like the Twin Noi se Squelcher . 

Some of you might be 1nterestad in a comparioon of tho R 388 and the ll J90A . ll lthout 
mechanical filters there l s a most decided advantage to the 390A . With f ilters in the 
388 I will give just a s l ight edge to the 390A as the front end i s a slight bit bettor and 
the filters used in it are the best ever made by Collins (a shape fact or of 1.8 as compared 
to t he usual 2 . 5- 2 , 7 ) . In DX terms , you will miss just a little with a s t ock R 388 , and 
probably nothing wit h a 388 with added f ilters (or the 51J4 which has fil ters) .
