DX 160 ~ FRG 7 
THE DX -1 60 VERSUS THE FRG-?

In previous FRENOX articles the FRG-? has been compared to the SSR-1 and vice versa . 
This article will compare a DX-160 to a FRG-7 . A DX-160? No compari son you say . But 
a DX-160 using a Mattis Electronics digital frequency readout makes the c.ompari son 
interesting. You will be surprised at the results! 

A 50 foot long wire antenna as well as a multi-band (SW) dipole antenna was used for 
comparing the two receivers . A 10 foot piece of wire was also used as an antenna at times . 

First, tuning ·accuracy . The DX-160 with digital readout will precisely a station ' s 
frequency to 1 kHz or less. The FRG - ? can only resolve a station ' s frequency to between 
1 and 5 kHz depending on what part of the tuning range you are using (My FRG-7 Mark II 
has a maximum error of only 2.5 kHz) , 

Second , drift , The received frequency on the DX-160 does drift during the first few 
hours of operation whereas the received frequency on the FRG-7 is virtually drift-free 
even when the receiver is first turned on . But the use of the digital readout on the 
DX-160 makes drift unimportant . 

Third , images . The DX-160 has them above 10 MHz and the FRG-7 is devoid of them 
(some oscillator birdies are present though) . 

Fourth , RF gain . The DX-160 is excellent to good from medium wave to 13 rootres but 
degrades drastically at ll and 10 metros . The FRG-7 is excellent above 1.5 r1Hz , but can 
be very poor on medium wave (depends on antenna used) . 

Now I come to the fifth and most important SWL parameter, selectivity. Here is where 
a surprise was found . The OX- 160 was actually superior to the FRG-7 by listening and 
tuning comparisons! On a IF sweep scope , the FRG- 7 IF filter was better than the DX - 160 ' s ,, 
but the extremely wide band spread of the DX-160 gives it the apparent selectivity 
advantage over too very precise and nan-ow band spread tuning of the FRG-7 . Even the 
f i ne t uning control on my FRG- 7 Mark II doesn ' t improve AM selectivity to the point of 
matching the DX-160 . This ver y advantage makes me prefer my ol d DX -160 over my new FRG- 7 
even though t he DX- 160 has image problems and poor RF gain above 13 metres . In fact , 
everything I can hear on the FRG-7 , I can also hear on the DX - 160. In many cases the 
received weak station sounds better on the DX-160 than on the F'RG - 7 , Also I have improved 
~etl\!i~')!I accuracy of my FRG - 7 by adding a sJEcial digital frequency readout to it . (See 

So, if you have a DX- 160, don ' t give up on it and trade it in for a FRG-7 or SSR - 1 
just because of its poor tuning accuracy. Upgrade it with some sort of digital 
frequency readout and you ' 11 be more accurate in frequency finding and logging than the 
FROG-7 and SIR-1 boys . You ' ll also enjoy SW listening a lot more at lower total cost .

MORE O!'l THE COLLINS 51J-11 REX:EJVER 51J-4

The article by James Wilson in the August SWC Is a fine deccrlpllou of the Collins 
R- 388 general coverage receiver . After o>ining ~ 51J-4 for a year or so , I can agree wlth 
Mr . Wilson ' s observations about his R- J88(51J-}) . TIY're are , however , sor:e additional 
coin.':\ents regarding t hese receivers Uwt could provo u:wful to w1y S\IL contcmplatlnr 
purchase of one . 

To begin , the mechanical filters in the 51J-4 aN indPed oxpen$1ve and lhe only reason 
lo J.XlY more t han for a 51.1-) . Tho fillers arc 1.4 , J . l , and 6 . 0 kHz , and sat t.he 
maximum bandwidth in the IF J.Xlssband . For t.he SWL , the J . l kHz filter is perhaps the most 
useful , stnce the 1.4 kHz filter rernovo~. loo much side baud , thus dngrading an AM signal. 
and the 6 .0 kHz filler allows t.he entry of RF inforir.ation of undesirable nature on Pithar 
side of the signal. That ' s a lengthy way of saying that. l.IJ kHz is too narrow and 6 . 0 
kHz is too wide . So , two of tho three lll!lchanlcal fill.ors nro nearly useless to an SWL , 
bt:t a ham will relish havtne the 1.4 kHz filler for copyin~ CW and RTTY . Defect.lvo filters 
(they don ' t last forever) can be replaced at n roFl of t50 "noh on the 'uiplus rarkct . 
The co:nbinatbn of lll!lChanical and crystal filters 1~, however, a posltlvu joy lf you are 
working splits or SSB utes . 

The noise limit.er iz ha.~dy , but not. nearly so mu<:h an a noise blanker >1ould be . 

Wilson ' s article correctly extolled the vlrtu~s of th<' Collint- Pro (rero.eahilHy 
tuned oscillator) that ls the henrt of thls and all sub,·equent Collins Lu~-tyi>' SW receiver:;. 
In time the Pl'O ages and develops no11-linoar1t.y , which can increase to wh~re lh".> zero s!? t 
cannot sonpensate . Within limits, the l'l'O can bu reworked to return it lo sre"lf1c1Lions 
(± 1 kHz over l MHz) , but only a highly qualified technician will be willing to atlcnpt 
this, and it 11111 be expensive , Any technician who h'ls n»ver dor.e this should be avoided . 
The d i al readout of the 51J .:erles . besides belni; larger and easier Lo read than th<' 
odometer nechanisn of the R-)90 series , is not prone to th<! problems that are lnher<>nt 
in the conplicated gear syGtem that connects the R-)90 odonelC'r to Its PTO . 

The tube design of both these rccc1v.,r3 is a probleit that will increase as lube 
manufacturers leave the business (RCA alrc3dy has) . Tubo•s for the 51J aTI: ~asy to flnd , 
but the R-)90 uses several that have bocon& hard to cone by . and o:1e soon realizes it 1~ 
advantageous to koep spare tube.: on hand . Thec.e are lar(IC radlos ; but the 51~ i5 not. a::; 
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big as a R-390 . Because they were designed and bu1H for military use where they were 
intended for operating 24 hours a day , )65 days a year , to locate a unit in good shape is 
t o find what i s very nearly an indestructible receiver. 

The IF conversion scheme almost preculdes attachment of a frequency counter , but 
a panadapter works quite well when connected to the output of the :first mi.xer , with 
subsequent realignment of the primary of the first IF . The. panadapter is also fun to 
watch. 

My 5lJ-4 was acquired from a ham for $Jl 0 and it cost $165 to cure its ailments and 
bring it up to specifications . Worth every penny, in my opinion . 

Sensitivity, selectivity, s tability , and general coverage are the advan t llg()s of 
the Collins 51J line . If owning a 20 year old professional receiver with 14 or 15 controls 
i s your idea of fun , then you will scramble to locate one . Just be careful to evaluate 
its condi tion properly .

Portables 
ANO!'HER COMPARISON OF THE PANASONIC RF-2200 
AND SONY ICF-590o.I

In late June tlew York area DXers Chris Hansen , Er ic Bersh , and myself had the 
opportunity to spend an afternoon testing the new Panasonic and Sony linear readout 
s hortwave portables . .:rte had just p.irchased the hnasonlc and I was able to bo=ow the 
Sony unit from a friend , lie believe we were amoo g the first DXers , after La=y Magne 
who had a comparative report in the June FRl'llDX, to actually sit down with the two units 
in hand and weigh their relative merits . 

The t esting we did was , in the final analysis , quito subject ive . We had no test 
equipmen~ available and tho conslusi ons we walked a way with are based mostly on feel and 
the impression l eft by several hours of use . The observations outlined in t his brief 
report are primarily my own . 

First , I should say that it is really impossible to give one set a distinct .advantage 
over the other . The listener has to really detcmine his own needs and decide accordingly . 
The price on both is right. Both are availabl e here in the New York area for under $120 . 
llho would imagine that frequency readout , double conversion portables would have been 
available at that price several years ago? At the sane tioe , I found both units to 
be suffering from cajor flaws and am far from satisfied with either one . 

The Panasonic comes closer to being a true portable communications receiver in that 
it is more flexable . Ther e is a choice of t wo bandwidths and a RF amplifier to vary 
sens itivity. That would seom to mean better performance in the Panasonic for the SW DXer . 
And I guess that i s true to a degree . lie tended t o flnd the Panasonic doing a sli ghtly 
bett er job in pulling thoso weak stati ons out of the mud and selecting out stations 
spaced only 5 kHz apart . Still , the sensitivity and oeloct1v1ty controls seems gimmicky 
and I question whether their presence added much to the actual performance of the receiver . 

I really found the Panasonic readout lacking . To get a really accurate reading, two 
different calibrators tmst be set , much more Um consuming than the one on too Sony , Plus, 
Panasonic has a full megahertz on their readout dial . I find 1t very s1J:iilar to the 
Yaesu: the markings are so closely spaced together that the readout is frequent1.y 
percieved by the user incorrectly and extended use leads to eyestrain , The Sany, on the 
other hand , uses a readout dial encompassing only 250 kHz . The oarkings are furtrer 
apart , hence much easier to read . The Sony ' s readout tended to be more consistently 
accurate . 

I would give a slight edge to the Panasonic in ovo rall FM performance. For the 
casual listener , the Sony certainly has greater audio output , but for DX purposes , I found 
the Panasonic to be handling 111arginal catches botter . 

As mentioned in La=y Magne ' s review , the Panasonic S-meter is completely inadequate , 
It tended to pin on any signal , no matter how weak and when it didn ' t fully deflect , it 
seemed very unstab1.e , fluttering back and forth . I don 't think this i s attributable t o 
t he actual signal involved as the Sony did not seem to respond to the same s i gnals in such 
an e rratic fas hion . Also , the Panasonic S-meter deflects to the left . For those of us 
accus tomed to S- meters deflecting in the other direction , that will take a bi t of getting 
used to . 

The Sony unit, lighter and smaller , is logically more portable . It i s just small 
enough to make 1t into your suitcase or backpac k , The Panasonic , unfortunate l y , i s going 
to have to be carried separately , For those interested in a set that they can easily 
take with them on a trip, thia may be an important consideration , 
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Alter having tested the Sony earphone and tape outlet , l ' ve pretty much riven up on 
the possi bility of doing any serious taping with the set. . Unless the set 1!:' blasting full 
volur.e , your recorder will pick up nothing from the taping outlet . The quality frou. the 
earphone jack is dubious . The unit seer.is to re co::ipatible for taping only with recorders 
having a low i1:1podance input capacity . On the other hand, tre Panasonic output. jacks 
perforr:ied quite acceptably . Those who l i ke to tape their catches will be very disappointed 
with the Sony . 

1 think a SW Lor would be a little bit. more comfortable w lth tho 5900 . As l r.:entioned, 
the readout is far eanier on the eyes and certainly more accurate . Also , there ' c. :;o~.ewhat. 

lesa of tho hot effect that tends to slip in en al nest every SW signal . The Sony is cleaner 
in that regard and the casual SllL wi 11 appreciate that . 

HP. ' 11 hn c.nmewhat. less npprecfatlve of tt.. fact 1.ha l w._ found nurieroue MW lmaee:c on 
the SW band . Then again , the Panasonic is more subject to SW overload . You will be apt 
to find Sackville undorneath the transl'lissions of oth~r broadcanters . 

Let m<> briefly turn Lo Lhe rerformance of the units ' MW cocl1on , because tone this 
is the mo::;t scr1oui; drawback with both models . The front end for bolh seemed completely 
inadeq1int" in dealing wlth the number of local 1·1'1 tran:;l'lltt~rs , ~oroo of 50 kW, in ~.y area . 
Both chornically ov~rloadect . Hats were present on both, certainly worse on t he Sony . Tu 
both canen the hets were no strong as to defy detunin11 . lmagen of MW locals covered the 
Panason l c AM dial , though this could be corrected by sharply droplng the gain throi:gh 
the use of lhe RF amplifier . As bad as it is, thf' Sony ' s front end was probably :Jlif'htly 
better than Lhe Panasonic . You stand a better ~hauce of r>t1lllng in the weaker o"t of 
town signals coithcr adjacent to or near the locals with the 5900 . Neither set will 
satisfy anyone wiLh even a pa~sing interest !J1 the AH rend . But , keep in mlnd that irose 
problems crop up in a large city with a number of transmitters in close proximity lo the 
listener . The rural DXer may have no proble~ at all . 

The external antenna terminals function adequately on both receivers . The sru:ie cannot 
be said for battery operation . Both sets suffer a serious loss in gain with bat'terles . 
Serious DX would be compromised by operation in that power node . 

As a general rule of thumb , I would :recomi::end the Panasonic to a DXer , the Sony to 
a SllLer . The Pruiasonic ' s relectivity and sensitivit.y seei:i a little bit belier on SW and 
the set has some versatility that the Sony doesn ' t . The SWLer will be attracted- by the 
Sony ' s case of operat bn and more ool free reception on SW . 

One last paint . The:re was a third set available during the comparison . A Grund i g 
Satellit 2000 . I purchased one two years ago and have yet to run across a portable that 
real ly comp;lres in iurformance or features . &ic and Chris came to agree . They both 
plan to place oi~ers for the new Satellit , the 2100 .

WRUL THE SCITUATE TRA!ISMITTER 

by RobPrt Fraser, Cohasset , MA 

One of t he more familiar sights , growing up in Scit.uate , Mass ., was the antenna farm 
of WRUL, l bcated near the beach just north of the harbor . While in h i gh school, 1 was 
told the history of this radio stat i on . But at the time , like ma.'ly, I believed shortwave 
was an exotic thing only for the Chosen Few. Hopefully , my recollections of those 
long gone days will not prove too erroneous . 

WRUL was conceived by an ex-army officer who , having seen the horrs of World War l firs t 
hand , hop:od to bring a lasting peace and understanding to the world through the new medium 
of shortwave radio. The studi os we r e located in Boston while the t r ansmi tter was placed 
at the small seasi de village of Scituate , some 25 miles to t he southeast . The site 
chosen :for t he transmitter was a 40 acre plot t wo miles north of Scituate Harbor . The 
U.S . Army had used this s i te to test cannon and shells during t he First World War , t hon 
had abandoned what has s ince been called I.he "Proving Grounds ." 

The Scituate t ransmitter was built and wont i nt o op:oration in 19)6, during the town ' s 
Ter century . At first, it had four 50 kl/ t r ansmitters and 6 or 7 curtain antennas supported 
by tall , thin stee l skeleton mast s . WRUL broadcast educational programs to Europe and 
Latin Ameri ca , 

Although called "Bost.on Radio", this title was not used l ocally - it was always called 
WRUL . To us , "Boston Radio" meant the Bell Telephone Company ' s marine-phone station WOU 
at Boston. 

Long after the station was built , t his area of Scituate remained a wilderness of 
f orest, briars , and brush . 1 knew high school kids who skipped in the fall to hunt there ; 
many now own homes there . In fact , it wasn ' t until about 20 years ago that this area 
became a hous ing development. 

The people in the nearby harbor district often received llRUL' s programs whether they 
wanted t o or not - e ither by way of the small AM radios with their inadequate shielding , 
or from radiators and other r.ietallic objects through symplthetic vibrat1ons , But their 
complaints were nothing compared to the howls the transnitter ' s engineer s received f r oo 
t he townspeopl e when that new r.iedium , televi sion , came out . The early TVs were unstable 
enough, with their f lickering flopping pictures , without the nulti-watt interference 
from the shortwave station , More improved filtering systems installed at WRUL put an end 
to most of the yelling . 

Wi th our entry into World War II , the U .S , Government took over WRUL and the trans1:1Hter 
was heavily guarded . I have been t.old that the Governnent never relinquished it9' cont.rel 
over the programs for as long as WRUL existed , 

WRUL was purchased in the mid - 1960 ' s by Rad i o Ne w York Worldwide , Inc ., and the call 
l etters were changed to WllYW . The shortwave stat.ion was now a cor.m:ercial venture . Many 
:foreign listeners must have been greatly surprised to hear a honeyed-voice announcer 
exhorting I.hen to placo their savings into a New York City Bank or to buy a certain brand 
of auto . They were now receiving the "benefits" of the American Comnercial , sore t.hing 
we had grown inured to over long years of our collll!lercial AM radio stations . 

In January of 197), Family Radio , lnc . , a religious organization which has a number 
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of FM outlets , began Us S\1 broadcasting by buying timc over WUYW . At thi:; lice , W!IYW 
was having soiue financ i al troubles and ten 111onths la.tor , in Octooor of 197), F'amily Radio 
rurcha.sed the Scituate transmitter . Tho call lott<:rc 1<ore again ch:lnged , to WYFR . At 
j,re:;ent , th<> :;tation haa two 50 kW and threo 100 kW transmitters and nine curtain antenna;;; . 
The addi tional antennas nro suppor ted by tall wooden polca instead of the usual metal 
skeleton nasts . 

Family Radio hoIX!d to add addit1on!il b.!ld b<-tter equipriont , but round themselve" hac~red 
by the small area and the fact that it was now hel!lmcrl in by nany new homes and a school. 
In 1976, the orgnnization purchased a 660 ac?'f' tract in the wilds of central Florida . 
The new Florida station has two 100 kW tranSl'litters and two pairs of dual rhombic antennas , 
and is scheduled to be on the air for the first time at the end of 197? . Both the Scituate 
and F'lorida transl!litters will he in op.iration , but within a few months , the Scituate 
station will be shut down for good . 

Just what will bccorr.e of thll Scituate radio station is ns yet unknown . Possibly it 
may become another Bhortwave -,tation or reloy ror an existing ;:w station. Possibly 
it nay becon-.> one of the new and FJ'."OWing connuntly of f'H :;tation,.. , Or , nore likely, the 
sltt will l>"cone another housln~ devoloJ'lll"nt with only a st'n!et na""' to recall this short­
wave radio ctation .

51J-3 I-DRE 00 TilE COLLJ!I;· lf-JB8/IJRR (or the <;JJ-J)

As a long tir.ic user and r.iaintainor of the Collins 51J-J or R- 388/URR , I thought the 
recent article 1n the October FllEllDX was well taken . Having wor ked on ir.a.ny of th<>se 
receivers , a few 11more 11 words arc 1n order. 

First , concerning good SS!I reception , the R-J88 has alr:iost everything against it here . 
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Sloping skirt-sharp nose se lectivity , good for Cll rut lousy for SSB! And an Wlstable BFO! 
Huch needs to be improved . A simple way to do the job is to add an SSB adapter. Several 
we re canufactured 1n the past , rut the ooe still around on some shelves at your friendly 
"ham store" will be t he Central Electronics Hodel "A" or "B" SSB sUcer . This unit is 
a selectable sideband , self contained "Q" 01ultiplier adaptor. All you do i s feed your 
recei ver ' s IF output into it and its au<iio back into too receiver . Although originally 
designed for 455 kHz , it is very easily retuned to the R-J88 ' s IF frequency of 500 kHz . 
The model "B"s ' c1:rcu1try uses t he jtlasing method of getting rid of the unwanted sideband . 
Another adaptor suitable for use is the General Electric YRS-1. Both the uni ts have not 
been made for some years , rut as I said , there are still a few around . 

Second, the "non-linear" Pl'O problem. If, "" Chuck Hutton :>ayo , your PJ'O (VFO) unU. 
has an uncorrectable e=or and the inductance adjustment of the small trimmer slug tuned 
coil is all used up, the only alternative is to take turns off or add turns to this 
little coil . This moans breaking Collins' "sacred seal". This is no big problem, but 
make sure if you do Lhe Job, or t he technic:ian doing the job , has done 1t before ~-. 
fully or knows and understands fully what he is doing . Onco inside the Pl'O unit, ~ 
tamper in anv way with the small stack of rnetal plates the slug followers (on the big coil) 
run up and down . If any of these are bumped hard or knocked out of their adjustment , 
the linearity will be ruined! It takes days to get it right again . Collins charges 
a bundle to readjust one . I am not trying to scare the reader , but be picky about 
who gets into your R-JBBl 

As "DXing according to NASllA" suggest have the tubes checkod once a year at least . 
Be especially critical about grid to grid shorts in the 6BE6 tubes, these seem to fail 
the most often . Another problem has been BUi tabl e replacement electrolytic capacitors . 
They are scarce . 

Many sets have come and gone , but I think the R- J88 will be around for nany years to 
cocie inspite of its bulk and shortcomings . It is simple and easy to maintain , especially 
when compared to some of the "modern" digital monstrosities! Baby that R-388 and good 
DXing . 

SLINKY THE SLI!fKY DIPOLE 

by John Onken, Roanoke , IL 

The SLINKY DIPOLE, Model SllL-1 , is a unique indoor, outdoor antenna. It can be used 
on all Sii bands from 160 through 6 metres , with good efficency equalling a full size 
dipole . SLINKY ' s designed to i mprove the signal-t o-noise ratio , with less stat ic , This 
compact antenna can acheive impedance match to 50 ohm systems by meano of its helical 
inductive loading s pring structure . Here are some of my observat i ons and recommendations. 

My SLINKY a r rived promptly via UPS within one week after purchase , I opened the 
package t o dii;cover1 t wo giant SLINKY coile1 (4 inches diameter by 4 inches long ) , center 
insulator card (with holes) , 100 feet of nylon rope , t wo e nd hooks, 50 feet of coax 
(RG-58/u) , coax connector (PL- 259) , and an easy to follow instruction book . 

I quickly constructed the SLillKY dipole , as instructed , using just the coax connector 
off, attached to my FRG-7 , antenna terminal.. In const ructing the SLINKY , I noticed that 
the helical dipole arms formlld conductors to i:ull s ignals in, and tho balun t ook the form 
of a coil of coax foedline wound through holes in the center insulator card . The SLINKY 
in the un- tuned mode was strung oo the floor of my radio room. My receiver began to 
pi ck up signals easily from Europe , Asia , Africa , etc., without using my Gilfer H-1 
luner . 

Attempting to mount the SLINKY outdoor., , I found it cumbersome , due to "'Y backyard 
area . After testing it indoors , in different locations using the tuned mode chart , I 
discovered that it pulled signals in better than before . 

My conclusion is that the SLDIKY <iipole is a good antenna for indoors (I reoomend 
that it be away from objects) , also for outdoors (25 foot straight run) if mounted properly . 
Several suggcstiais are given 1n the instruction book for mounting , but experiment . 
I recomend the SLDIKY e11peci ally for apartment dwellers. 

The price of $J 9 ,95 was a little too high for SLDIKY in my opin ion, but it snay be 
worth the price to some because of its portability and compact size . F'or furt lnr

Africa BROADCASTING IN BLACK AFRICA 
(A report by J ohn Osmond which was aired on the BBC World Service program 
"From Our Own Correspondent " on November 6, 1977. Tr anscribed by Walcutt) . 

The widest form of mass communication in Africa is radio broadcastine. A 
lot of things favored its development, one of them being the long oral 
tradition of Africa, by which tribal legends and traditions are passed on 
from generation to generation. Radio's popul.arity is also helped by the 
fact t~at many Africans are illiterate, so although they cannot read the 
newspapers, they form an enormous listenership. 

Yet, by and large , radio in Africa, as a forum for open discussion, or as 
a medium for honest news, is in even worse shape than the tightly con­
trol led newspaper press . Broadcasting in every Black African state is 
entirely government owned and under the direct control either of the head 
of government or the ministry of information. Independent , public corpo­
rations, such as, say, the BBC, are nonexistent, and even governmental 
corporations are rare . 

Two countries • foreign governments or religious organizations have been 
allowed to operate radio transmitters. But such stations have specialized 
interests, and by their nature, and by agreement with the government con­
cerned, they broadcast no controversial comment on social , political, or 
economic affairs in their host country. Yet, this isn ' t enough to save 
them in times of political upheaval, as one long established station found 
in Ethiopia not so long ago when the Voice of the Gospel , as it was known, 
was taken over to become the Voice of the Revolution. 

Governmental dual control in Africa of radio and the press produces a 
monolific propaganda effect, only mitigated here and there by public 
criticism of radio stations. In Nairobi , for instance , the official radio 
station, the Voice of Kenya - - VOK ~ is quite often attacked by MP's and 
by the private~ owned press, much as the B~ comes under fire from 
British politicians and newspapers . There's been a call from one Kenyan 
newspaper editor t o turn VOK into a public corporation and to remove it 
:from the control of the Information Ministry . And no less a person than 
Kenya ' s Attorney General has commented adversely in Parliament on the 
quality of VOK ' s newsreaders . Well , it's true that Kenya r adio, like 
stations everywhere, has its off days, but compared, say , with its neigh­
bor, the Uganda Broadcasting Corporation, it's a model of efficiency. 
Monitoring Radio Uganda is a tedious task; it sometimes has so-called 
"news bulletins" which racble on with crude propaganda for nearly an hour. 
Sometimes the bul.letin doesn't materialize at all, and usually, when 
broadcast, the bulletins are so badly written, and often so badly r ead , 
it ' s ilard to make sense of what it ' s all about. But Uganda is in a class 
of its own. 

It must be said , though, that news presentation is frequently slanted by 
African radio stations ; and this usually escapes newspaper criticism, 
since the controlled press slants the material in a similar way. This 
applies especially to the flow of African news , though here again, in 
Kenya, a haven of relative press freedom, if the official radio news be­
comes too blatantly twisted, newspapers are critical. They've urged 
greater accuracy and integrity .in VOK news-bulletins on sensitive subjects 
such as allegations of massacres in Rhodesia. 

Apart from r adio , television is gradually growing in the Continent, and 
about half of Africa has it. Oddities sometimes occur , as in Tanzania, 
where one part of the Republic -- the Island of Zanzibar~ has TV, and 
color TV at that, while the Tanganyikan mainland does not have a network, 
since the Government inclines to the view that it ' s a luxury. But , all in 
all , for journalists reared on Western values , Africa's newspapers and 
broadcasting stations seem on far too tight a reign.

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Tuning SLINKY TU!llNG THE SLI!IKY DTI'OLE ANTEllllA 

by Dr . Allan Stuart, Bot.ton, HA 

For the SllL who uses the SLillKY dipole antenna (sec article on page 7 of th13 SllC) 
a problem arises of how to tune the antenna for a frequency not listed in the charts 
included in the instructions. This, of course , can be done by the tine consuming method 
of trial and error. I decided to see if I could develop a set of equations that would 
allow one to calculate the required pirameters for tuning the antenna to the desired 
frequency . The equations that follow were derived fro" the relationships found in th:> 
charts in the SLlNKY instruction book for the 20 , 40, and 80 metre amateur band:i . 

These equations allow one to calculate lengths the antenna can have for a given 
frequency. Also the number of open turns in each half-length for the overall length 
actually used. 

To calculate : Maximum overall length (Llmax)) in feet (use the wavelength in metre s• 
for the desired frequency }.

antenna tuned to 6 .1 MHz for use in the 49 metre band .

Thus the antenna must be at least 15 feet long and no more than 4J feet long for 
use at 6 .1 MHz . Let ' s say that JO feet are available and the antenna is strung at the 
length of JO feet . Then to calculate the number of open turns in each coil -

N • (2 x 49.18) - JO 

N a 68 .J6 

Therefore the antenna would be JO feet long with 68 open turns in each half length. 

These equations greatly reduce the amount of trial and error work needed in tuning 
the SLlNKY dipole . Although the equations may not give you the optilllum number of open 
turns in each half-length, they will give you at least a good first approximation . 

These equations give good results up to about 20 Hilz. Signiffcant errors may occur 
above 20 Hilz , If one would obtain a number of L and N values above 20 Miiz by the trial 
and error method , modti' i cattm of t he equations for use above 20 MHz may be possibl e .

On November 17 I received a letter from Ian McFarland of Radio Canada 
International regarding the comment on verifications f rom the Northern Svc 
of CBC , i.e., "\Jbo said they s t opped issuing QSL cards?". Ian writes, "Since 
I was the one who spread the news that the Northern Svc was no longer QSLing 
reception reports - I've mentioned this a number of times on the DX Digest 
program over the past few months - I thought I should drop you a line and 
answer the question. 

Some months ago I was told by the Northern Svc that they were no longer 
~SLing recepti on r eports. However, s ince that time they changed their minds 
and s t arted ~SLing again. Last Thursday, when I read that item in FRENDX , I 
consulted the Northern Svc again and found that they were indeed once more 
'i,SLing reports. 

Now despite the fact that they resumed QSLing temporarily, the CBC 
Northern Svc , as of November 2• 1&7t' bas most definitely stoppe~Liiig 
rece~tion~o~s~ermanently, an g~tnrir-intormation directly rom them 
laet1'hurs • Per aps you could include this information in your QSL Report 
for the December issue . 

And while we're on the subject of Q;SLs , I'd appreciate it if, at the 
same time, you could mention that RCI doesn't Q.SL any reception r eports 
apart from those which are submitted on RCI 's do-it-yourself QSL card. This 
card is available only once a year and is sent out to all those who are on 
our mailing list at the time our Summer /Fall program Schedule is sent out, 
which is usually :brAP7fl. Anyone who isn't on the mailing list at that time 
would have to wait unti l the following year to receive the card. This QSL 
policy has been in effect for several years now, but it still isn ' t under­
stood by quite a lot of people." 

Thanks for the letter, Ian . \.le appr eciate t he information even though it 
isn ' t what we like to read. I would i magine, though, that the reports sent to 
RCI other than those for the once-a-year card are from beginning DXers who 
aren't aware of the policy. That's difficult to avoid as new DXers/SWLs 
appear every month.
