The Japanese firlll of Hats us hlt.a, of which Panasonic is the U.S . salei; company, 
to introduce two new portable radio receivers into too U.S . in 1978. Both feature 
LED d1g1.tal frequency readout oo s hortwave bands . These receivers , the RF-2800 and 
RJX-4800, jo1.n the popular RF-2200 on the American shortwave market . 

plans 

the 

lie illustrate s ome advertising material from Panasonic here , but note that t he U.S . 
illport models may vaxy from the Japanese domestic versions or versions sold i n other 
countries . In fact Dav1.d Duke has had conversati Cl'ls and corrcspondonco with Matoushlta 
representatives about band coverage Cf1 the U.S . versions . It shows that Matsushita 
is mass marke t m1.nded and has not previously considered what the needs of the seri ous 
SllL alght be , or for that. matter , that there are people who DX on long wave and med ium 
wave bands a l s o in the U .s. 

The follow1.ng was prepared by David Duke from cooversations with Matsushita 
representatives . There are two d1st1.nct export models of the RF -2800 receiver, one in­
tended for Europe and the other for tlorth America and probably Australia/New Zealand . 
The dolll?stic model has J SV bands covering J . 2 to JO.O MHz , the MW broadcast band plus the 
Japanese 76-90 Miiz FM be.nd. The European model will havu the same Kii and SW coverage 
{>lus a lJI band and the FH band will be 88-108 MHz. The tlorth American model will not 
(apparently) have the lJI band, 

The digital readout on the domestic RF-2800 is capable of displaying MW frequencies 
also, but the HV IF of 455 k!iz must be subti·acted from the displayed frequency to 
get the Corx1!Ct H11 frequency . On s hortwave , the readout is exact (to the nearest kHz) . 
However, the switch on the back of the receiver which allows the counter l o work with 
the Hll c1.rcu1try was deleted from the NA export model. Thus t he counter l s capabl e of 
working only on the SW bands . When the representative was asked why the switch was 
deleted, he replied that it was felt that this capability was not needed i n the receiveYs 
1.ntende d for NA. Hr. Duke suggested that this might conceivably lessan the value of 
the receiver to the serious lis tener, especially for the MW listener who would .certainly 
consider the feature to bs of value when hunting for splits . He also pointed out t o the 
Hatsush1.ta representative that there are two clubs in NA devoted e xclusivel y to Mil DX ing 
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a s well as others which cover both MW and SW . There is even a c lub devoted to I.II listening. 
The Matsushita representative then indicated that they would like t o hear about the needs 
of U .s . users of their products and suggested that Mr . Duke provide the m with some input 
from listene r s in the U.S . Mr. Duke has prepared a s urvey that he suggests NASWA rrembers , 
interested in having products of the future more cl osely meet t heir needs , respond t o . 
He will make the results available to Panasonic, Sony , Drake , and all other major 
manufacturers of shortwave equipment . Mr . Duke is not being paid by any of t hese 
companies to do this, so I have included Mr . Duke ' s s urvey in t his month ' s SWC, after the 
material on the new receivers.

Mainly against, l think, and mos tly by the so-called DX fraternity, Obviously , 
we all have to start somewhere! Many cannot afford more than a ' cheap little portable'. 
Personal ly, l started during WWII in London, England, using 1-tubes, home built from junk, 
with a bed-spring antenna. I will never forget the thri ll of hearing the US, Canada and 
many others on those simple receivers. They also provided a stepping-stone to an eventual 
career in the electronics indust ry . Of course, there were NO QSLs then either! 

The point is that there i s , or can be much moru to the hobby than 200 VIC in the short·· 
e s t possible time. Firstly , some know ledge of the theory of operation of the cheap, or 
expens ive toys that one uses t o listen with-- oh, sorry, DX with! -- cannot help but make you 
more proficient at knob twiddling. Secondly, one docs not have to stay at the SWL level or 
become a dyed-in- the-wool DXer-QSL chaser. Surely, a third ca tegory , which may be called 
DX Lis t ener would provide the optimum in both enjoyment and education . The Idea is to ac·­
quire the ability to hear so- called DX stations and then endeavour to lis ten to them in 
depth, rather than jus t enough for a QSL. Local news bulletins in English are probably 
the most interesting and informative .
