100 kHz equals 16 mm at 1600-1700 kHz oo the tuning scale.

The internal SW antenna does not swivel from vertical to horizontal , although the FM

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SLINKY Review THE SLillKY DIPOLE , A USERS EXPERIENCE 

by R. L, Steen, P. 0 . Box 24045 , Seattle, WA 

Judging by :recent issues of FRENDX , the:re is a wave of interest in the SLDIKY Dipole 
antenna, so perhaps my experience with it might be of some inte:rest . I got one several 
months ago in the hope that it would solve my 60 metre band problems, and in accordance 
with the chart supplied, set i t up for 5 MHz. It seemed to me that it would also operate 
as a J/2 wave dipole at 15 MHz, so I built a standard dipole (no balun) for the 19 met:re 
band, and fed both antennas through a coax switch in order to obtain A-B comparisons . 

I expected that the two antennas would be approxl.Jllately equal at 19 metros, but that 
the SLINKY would be a clear winner at 60, I found the opposite, The standard dipole 
was much better oo 19 metres , and, in fact, 1t was clearly superior on all bands from 
Jl metros on up . On 41 met%9s the SLillKY started fighting back , although it lost there 
too , and on 49 ..,t:res it finally got the better of the argument. That was its only win, 
Continuing down the spectrum, the standard antenna won narrowly on 60 ..,tres and then it 
was clearly better from 75 metres on down. It shoul d be mentioned that both antennas 
were placed near one another so that neither had an advant'4!" of height or f:reedom from 
nearby objects. 

The SLINKY i s now at rest in the bottom of the closet , while I try to think of another 
way to use it. I would be interested in hearing if anyone has obtained good results 
with it by comparing it to another antenna (and so would SWC), My receiver is a FRG-7.

DXpedit ion A MillNESOTA DX-PEDITICJ'I

In the dark of the night they caoo . Sixteen brave souls who set out to do the 
1.J:lpossible , to maintain a constant 24 hour vigil on the shortwave bands . The location 
was perfect, a. 511all park near !lorthfield, HN . It was complete with enclosed shelter , 
underground power", and many troes in which to atring the wire ·aA-tellllii.s~ Uia.t with :wy 
luck would p.ill in static f:ree reception from all and any rare or familiar stations . As 
I drove to the Northfield location, l noted something was special about the night. A 
clear bright moon was throwing a friendly glow that lit up the perfectly cloudless sky . 
As we got farther f r om the city the sky opened up and displayed nature at its best , a 
fUll scale view of the Hilk;yway looking down at us. llith all these signs wo knew there 
had to be soaething coming through . llith the aid of our trusty flashlight wo proceeded to 
string our longwire antenna. high and long. Wo had our antenna up and the rig going by 
12120 a,m. on the tenth day of Septe~ber , 1977, 

From the :reports of those who had been there since the DX -ped i tion had started around 
7 p.m. on the nint h , conditions had l:een good all night . Soon after we had the tubes 
warlDBd up in our national NC-18J, we found that the conditions we:re almost better than 
we had possibly hoped . for . Not only was tliis going to be the first, but tho best 
DX-pedition ever hel d in North America by a. local club , This was quickly confirmed as 
radio signals from the South Pacific pounded through the cold Minnesota air and onto our 
antennas . Every doli3estlc and na.tiooal service below 5 MHz from Pap.iaftlew Guinea was 
logged, Froo there we stumped across New Caledonia, and of course Australia was pounding 
at our speaker cones. As the night wore on , the temperature began to drop. The idea of 
DXing in temperatures that were in the upper JO ' s was best described by Larry Wheeler, 
who had left his receiver on 6 .012 MHz all night in a vain attempt to hear the American 
Forces Antartic Network (AFAN) . , , He said , and I quote , "l r:rust be getting closer , I 
can feel the icebergs already," Not that ' s what I call really "putting yourself" into 
you:r hobby! But the:re wcro those who weni truely hardcore about the whole s ituation , , 
Tom Gavaras who was truely " touched" by the late hours and cold temperatures started 
dancing to the music of radio Australia at about J a . m. He claimed that thia was to keep 
warm but we nust note the way Tom was dressed that night . , , Two pairs of pants , a 
heavy down jacket , lined gloves , a skl hat , and a wool scarf . Let ' s face it Tom, you 
just didn ' t have it all together that night . 

As the hours did drag on, there we:re a few of us who found they had enough sonse to 
admit they we:re tim and crawl up on a near-by picnic table to catch a few hours of s leep, 
but • • . others did not have the courage to say they were tired . So we had a few people 
sleeping aaong the pages of the llorld Radio and T , V, Handbook (llRTVH) , or just :resting 
the eyes while looking up the statioo frequency. There were also those who just "rested" 
while waiting for a station to ID , which in some cases took up to it hours . 

But all things considered , we have to g1 ve a lot of credit to the really sick ones 
who went through the night without even sleeping. There were only t wo people I know of 
who went totally without sleep. Those t wo a:re Scott Blixt and Bill Holst. (I would llke 
to co1111DBnt that both are resting comfortably at the Minnesota State Hospital for the 
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Incurably Insane.) George Sherman and Mike Bates also made 1t through most of the night 
without s leeping. 

Just before the sun came up, everything broke loose on the bands , and stations were 
coming in faster than we could log them . One of tho best accomplishments of the 
night was completed when, between all the rigs at the fest, every Papua Ne w Guinea 
stati on below 5 Hiiz was logged! Aleo , some weak copies of a fe w I ndonesians were logged 
at about this time. Now that ' s pretty good! Just about this time Mike Bates picked up 
a MW station signing on and those who s till had the energy s tood up, saluted , and sang 
our National Anthem with tho .,tation . I think those people deserve a big salut.e! Way 
to go guys? · 

As the much needed warm sun becare visible on t he hori zon and groggy minds start ed 
waking up, people began to wande r from t heir receivers in an att empt to get warmed up. 
By the way, we had quite an array of receivers on hand ranging from small portable units 
to Collins , Drake , National, and even an FRG-7 . As the sun came up, DX ing began to s l ack 
off. One by one thoughts of leaving began to cros'! peoples minds , but it will be a night 
that few will ever forget easil y . At this time an out of town meaber set up a directiooal 
FM antenna and did some FM DX ing . It was quite interesting. 

Before we close , I think there are certain people who plt a lot of work into this 
thing that deserve credit. Tom Gavaras and Greg Ravenhorst who secured a very ideal 
locatioo for the DXpedi Uoo ' 77 . The bigest thank you goes to the 16 membe r s - Peter

BEGINNERS PATCH THE BEX:INNER 'S GUIDE TO LATIN 

AND SOUTH AMERICAN DX

If the title seems impressive or overly-promising, that ' s because i t may well.be. 
The following remarks will t reat , in a quite s i mple fashion, the logging of South 
and Central A..,rican statioos. 

First, set your radio down around 4 .5 Hiiz for a start . If, and I will a ssume that, 
your radio doesn 't have fantastic calibration, then just set it between 4.5 and 4,75 and 
tun.a up the band. One station will stand out .•• that should be 4 , 8)2, Radio Rel oj , · 
Costa Rica . For me that i s the statioo from Costa Rica. Otters will t.ell you Radio 
Casino, but I have yet to find it, or TIFC, s o stick with Reloj (clock) . On the DX-160 
just tune to the white star below 5 Hiiz ••• I know that ' s supposed to be 4.88, but it 
isn't, take ,.,y word. 

Listen to the st ation for a l oud and clear ID , Another thing about Latins--don ' t 
lis ten too long U the speaker pronounces English words with an EngHsh accent . . • what 
that means i s that your neighborhood V oA, BBC, or other bigwi gs are trying to play the 
e thnic game. Stick to the fast , exci ted types with the personality . 

You should have Radio Rolo j by now. If not, try 6.006 MHz, and make sure the 
guy doesn't say "Reloj Continente" or you have Venezuela. But then again , you may need 
Venezuela1 in that case ignore me--your best loggings will como quite by accident. 

Noxt , find WWV a l 5 MHz . If it' s not thore, then you ' re in for one heck of a DX 
session. But if it .!Ii there, then just start tuning down. Some real powerhouses sit 
here , neatly separat ed, and they s hould appoar in this orderr R. Barquisimeto (Venezuela) 
4 .990 , Ecos Del Torbes (Ven, ) 4.980, R. Rumbas {Ven.) 4 , 970, R. Sant a Fo (Colombia) 4.965, 
R. Colosal (Col,) 4 .945, R. Progreso (Honduras) 4 . 920, and R. Juventud (Ven .) 4.900 , All 
except Ecos Del Torbes and Juventud give IDs out of ..,gaphooes (it seems) , but then again , 
you already have plenty of Venezuelans , and you can always use the other stations as 
reference points and do a little more digging in the Spanish Language. Anyway, there i s 
a whole lis t of stations down the line , neatly pinned and ready to identify. 

One tipr if you hear one station in the mids t of news , go on and come back later. 
These statioos go on f orever sometimes in the news • • • just like home , you might say , 
Some statioos use a xylophooe between items , and t hat gets tedious after a while . 

Now to take a bite out of Ecuador. You can go to a higher frequency for HCJB, but 
to become a DXer you should go for the loca l rather than the internationa l broadcaster 
and t he more reward.ing logging rather than the easy-a.s -pie. Now tune down below your 
Costa Rica Reloj (4.8)2) and just tune and tune until you find a station s itting by 
itself, of mediUJ1 power. That i s R. Nscional Espejo , the "National Mirror" of Ecuador, 
4 .680. AssWlling that you doo't dip below 4 . 5 and hit a harllooic , this logging s hould 
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not be too hard on your nervous system. And that's Ecuador. 

Times? Evenings in Nort h America. Be on the prowl between 0100 and 0500 GMT , and 
you won ' t get too fouled-up. Africans, like Benin and friends , can through a little 
French at you 1f

0

you wait till late , and if you attack too early you ' ll hit slim 
pickins , and weak too. You ' re not ready for that . 

The last for this installment is Brazil. Brazil is hard to hear , and even harder 
to wtderstand , because the language used is Portuguese. My personal recomrendation is 
R. Nacional Brasilia, 11.780 at 2100, but that ' s a user of English . You,11 be surprised 
that once you get going on a band like 60 metres, yuu want to eat it lock , stock , and 
barrel , so let ' s stay on 60 for now. The station here is R. Brasil Central on 4985 . 
Try about 0550 . If you try earlier, it shares space with the powerhouses you have 
just waded through . 

For Brazil Central, sandwich your receiver between R. Barquisimeto and Ecos Del 
Torbes , or just hand on the tail of Barquisimeto. 1 recommend this for s ure : twte in 
Barquisimeto at 0150 GMT (4.990 MHz), and give the bandspread dial a twist down in 
frequency, just a s light twist . Then turn off the set , or l eave 1 t on standby. Then 
at 0545 , when everyone else in the hou-se has passed out , turn it back on and listen for 
something that isn't Spanish. Believe me , it sound obtuse , but it ' s radio gospel for 
the situation . 

If you get it, and that takes a close listen to the ID , then you ' ve got Brazil. 
If no luck, keep it up till 0730, or wttil you too pass out • • . your dream may tell you 
what went wrong. The ID will .come after songs , before songs, at the half hour, the hour, 
and at the end of the news . You may use a tape recorder as an aid, or headphones . 

One thing about Brazil , their s tations have some of the fastest-talking guys this 
side of Cape Verde Island or Seychelles . A practical rule i s this: the faster the 
speaking, the more rewarding the catch . That ' s just for this area of the world ••• if 
you stray over to Africa, you ' ll see what 1 r>ean. 

My hints may not service everyone. They pertain to the novice DXer with a decent 
antenna, fair calibration , and an under $200 receiver . It is my experience that this 
setup won't make getting stations super -simple , but it will increase enjoyment because 
of an added challenge.

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WAAC 79 REPORT CJi THE LATEST llARC-79 FCC MEETING

On 1 March, the llARC Internatiooal Broadcasting Services Croup, with RFE/RL ' s Stanley 
Loinwoll as Chairm.:ln , hold its first meeting for scvo:ral manths . Although tho latest in 
a series of FCC ''Notices af Infornation" outlining official U .s . policy for WARC still had 
not been made public , the Chairman related to the Croup his interesting experiences at a 
recent broadcasters convention held in Vienna . 

On 6-7 February 1978, a group af 14 broadcasters and 4 Prr ' s convened in Vienna to 
at tet1pt to formulate a com:non position for llARC-79. Included in the attendees were 
representatives af the SBC (Switzer land). FCC (USA) , ARD/SFB (West Germany) , RCI (Canada) , 
ORF (Austria) , IRT (Certiany) , BBC (UJ() , Vatican Radio, OW (West Ger tiany) , VoA (USA) , TDF 
(France) , Bundespostministeriut1 (West Germany Prr) , EBU Technical Center, RFE/RL (USA) , 
Prr of Australia, Radio Nederland , Radio France , AIR (India) , and the Swiss Prr . They 
drew up a proposed list of new International Broadcasting Bands , and also reached a l oose 
concensus coocerning the validity of out-of-band broadcasting . 

The proposed bands , which were not unanamously agreed to, are (unshared and worldwide) : 
J900-4o60 kHz (currently not used for broadcasting in Re6ion 2 (the Americas) 
4750-4995 kHz currently restricted to Tropical Broadcasting) 
5005-5060 kHz currently restricted to Tropical Broadcasting) 
5740-6200 kHz currently 5950-6200 kHz) 
7100-7500 kHz currently not used for broadcasting in Region 2) 
9400-9900 kHz currently 9500-9775 kHz) 
11500-12025 kHz ~currently 11700-11975 kHz) 
1J600-14000 kHz currently not used for broadcasting in any Region . ) 
15100-15700 kHz currently 15100-15450 kHz~ 
17500-179CJ kHz cu..""rently 17700-17900 kHz 
21450-21850 kHz (currently 21450-21750 kHz 
25600-26100 kHz (unchanged) 

From the DXers point of view, the i::ajo:: points are the elimination of sharing with 
hams of ths 41 and 75 r.:etre bands , and the introduction of TTopical-Internatiooal Broadcast­
ing sharing of the prized DX 60 cetre band . f'roo the Amateur Radio viewpoint , the proposals 
would result in a loss of 300 Jdlz of HF bandspace currently shared with International Broad­
casting. 

Considerable debate took place concerning the wisdom of allocating to IB what is now 
a protected haven for Third World domestic broadcasters. An FCC Representative inforr.ed 
the Croup that the Com111ission had been visiting various countries, but could not reveal the 
names of which countries for diplocatic L~asuns: How~vttr, in tho~o COWltries v1s1ted that 
mak6 use of Tropical Band operation , the Commission had found two interesting items : first , 
aany Tropical countries use the Tropical Bands not for Broadcasting, but for Fixed use . 
Second , most Tropical Band broadcast transmitters are used for studio-to-transmitter links 
(STL ' s) . 

However , a quick check of the latest WRTH showed a s izable number of Tropical Band 
broadcasters with no transmitters other than t hose in the Tropical Bands ••. prima facle 
evidence that they arc not STL ' s . However, the Commission will be viniting a number of 
other Tropical countries and will study the point furtt-er . 

Also of intere s t was that the only Tropical Broadcaster at the Vienna meeting, All India 
Radio, did not go along with the proposal to allocate the 60 metre band to IB , which may 
be a harbinger of the voting lineup at Geneva next year . On the other hand, AIR is apparent­
ly studying the feasibility of using longwave instead of shortwave for domestic broadcasting , 
so the i::atter is by no mea.~s clearly divided. 

Another ~.ajor result of the Vienna r.eeting was the revelation that the long-held 
resistance to out-of-band broadcasting by certain countries, notably the West German Prr , 
has rapidly been replaced by an acceptance of the legit imacy of #115 of the Radio Regulations 
of the ITU , and related Article 9 provisions , in allowing out-of-band broadcasting on the 
condition that it does not cause harmful interference to allocated user3 1tithin a specified 
complaint period. The FCC Representative felt this was moot , as new registrations submitted 
to the ITU arc forwarded lo administrations on and in the vicinity of the channel in 
questi on, and that as a matter of routine the current users file objections , which would 
therefore make use of #115 impossible . However , another participant pointed out that when 
other countries have used #115 to operate out-of-band broadcasts complaints have been rare , 
especially when the Fixed (as opposed t o the Amateur , aeronautical mobile , or maritime 
mobile , for example) Bands have been used . Further , the FM mode transmissions, such as 
FSK and FAX , typically used in the Fixed bands are rarely harmfully interfered wi t h by the 
AM mode International Broadcasters . 
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Nevertheless , the West Ger man position is that it would be better to defer the use of 
out -of-band broadcasting until the results of WARC-79 are known, as if the bands are 
suff'iciently expanded such useage may not be necessary . 

Finally, the Vienna meeting deferred discussion of Compatible Single Side band to a 
later date . It was pointed out to the group that the Canadian time station CHU had 
converted successfully to A3h, a rudimentary form of CSSB, and the FCC representative 
expressed interest in the matter . 

Chairman Leinwoll introduced at the FCC lll9et1ng on l March, a paper entitled, "Possible 
Sharing of Allocations, Broadcasting and Fixed Services . " It proposes that should 
International Broadcast band expansion be possible only under conditions of sharing , that 
it be sharing with Fixed services on a geographical/ticie bas is. Arthur Thompson of WYFR 
designed a schecie whereby this could be done , allowing the short- range Fixed Services to 
use certain bands at certain times in certain zones , and the long-range International 
Broadcasting to use these bands at other times. 

It was indicated that s imilar sharing already ta'kes place 1n one US city as authorized 
by tho FCC , appro:ently in tho 6 MHz International Broadcast lland . In thia city , d1U·ing 
certain hours mobile users may make use of the 49 metre band, as Broadcaster traffic is 
absorbed during those daylight hours . 

Must the 60 Metre Tronical Bapd Be Abolished? 

From the viewpoint of radi o hobbyists and expatriates, the 60 metro band is a wealth 
of aural delights , For those wishing to "travel by radio" , rathor than to absorb programming 
CGpocially pro pared for foreign audience s , this band probably of fora more payoff than all 
the remainder of the HF spectru1:1. Does this, too, have to be buried under legions of 
250 kW transmitters?? 

American DXers -- plus European DXer s , to a lil:lited extent -- have a cinpl e , but 
potentially effective recourse to the proposal that the 60 met re band be "shared", I.E . 
taken over , by International Broadcasting. In Latin Ar.erica , nearly every Tropical 
Broadcaster i s privately owned and relies on advertising to curvive . One 1110ans by which 
advertisers are enticed is for the station cianager to indicate how wi dely heard the 
Tropical station is , and tt-e 1:1ost comr.:on method is to show reception reports fro1:1 DXers 
a.round the world . 

If henceforth every reception report were accompanied by a letter expressing dismay 
that this sort of receptioo 1:1ight not be possible after 1979, a:1d why, it ·is not 
inconceivable that the broadcasters will soon be beating on their Governnent ' s doors to take 
effective action to counteract these 1:1oves . As the recruiting pos ters say , "This Mea."\s You" , 
and it also means QSL and other editors in the hobby so that the message is repeated and 
spread while there 15 still time to act , We have less than a year before WARC-79 , but 
if each DXer, DX club , and ANARC -- and overseas crunterpirts , such as E'IlXC -- can resolve 
to act on this matter, it ' s not inconceivable that the 60 metre band can be salvaged . 
The nations that most benefit from Tropical l'iroadcasting fo-rn a majority of votes in the 
rru ; all DXers need to do over the coming months is to infor111 .
