MODELNO. RF-280() THE PANASONIC R;' -2800- USSR REVIE\I

I recently indulged in a long standu1g desire to have a receiver with digital 
frequency readout without s pending an arm and leg. When I heard about the Panasonic RF-2800, 
it seemed very interesting. The advertis:lng material that I printed 1n the March SWC 
conv1nced be to give it a try . This reviBw presents your editor ' s first hands-on impressions 
of the RF-2800 . 

The RF-2800 is the middle unit of PaJ1asonic ' s "Command Series" of shortwave receivers 
that includes the popular 2200 model and the larger and more e xpensive RF-4800 . The 2800 
and 4800 feature digital frequency counte:rs . 

My first impression of the 2800 was its size , It i s de scribed as a portable , but its 
size precludes easy portability . I t is oertainly not a receiver you would like to stUff 
in a suitcase , unless you wanted to listen on vacation while wearing dirty clothes , because 
you certainly could not put much e lse in with it. The RF-2800 is larger than the Barlow 
Wadley XCR-JO, which is only marginally portable itself . 

The receiver i s black . It come s with 6 carbon batteries in size " D" , a po'•er cord , 
the us ual Japanese earphOlle, and an operating ma.nual with a limited anount of rnformation 
1n it . The RF-2800 i s a conventional double conversion (on shortwave ) superheterodyne 
reoeiver with three shortwave bands (J . 1-8 , 8-16, and 16 - JO MHz) , plus tl-e AM and ~M bands . 
The receiver has a single swivellmg whip antenna for SW and FM , and an mternal antenna 
for the single conversion AM band. The battery case is easily accessable from the back 
and separate from the receiver inards . There are also two clips on the back to a ttach 
an external SW or FM antenna . The power cord plugs into the left s ide , d i sconnecting the 
batteries for mains usage . The remallider of the controls are conveniently located on the 
front panel, 

The RF-2800 has no built-in handle on top . Two military type handle s at each side 
serve both as handles and as protection for the control knobs 1f the rece iver falls on its 
f ace . Two protrud1ng fee t also help provide this important protection . The receiver comes 
with a webbed carrying strap that can be used as a s houlder strap •f or carrying the receiver 
for s hort distances . I shortened it to form a make-shif t carrying handle. 

The control s are well laid out and labeled. Each knob is surr ounded by a white circular 
scale . Why this i s needed for the volume, treble , and bass controls and t he ma.in tuning 
knob, I do not know . It is just 1or look s , I guess . The location of the controls i s shown 
in the illus tration below , Their function is mostl y obvious , so T wll l mention t he more 
important features only . 

The dial i s s mall , which is no probl ,em on shortwave , where the counter works , but 
limits the usabi l1 ty on AM and FM to the usual guess work. There i s a logging scale , but 
that is what we are try1ng to get away f r om, isn ' t it? The frequency counter i s a bright 
red !ED display , 5 digits , U1 MHz with a fixed decimal paint. It is quite readable . The 
dial has a ligh t with a switch and the f~equency counter can be s witched off to save 
batteries . The spring loaded counter switch can be pulled down 1or a quick frequency check , 
or pushed up for continuous operation . The 5 - meter can a l so be llt up, it deflects to the 
left , and may be of most use in the batte:r y check mode, 

~· Tuning is by means of a single knob, pushed in for fas t t unmg and pulled out 
for slow t:fme) tuning . The a ppropriate shortwave band i s selected and the receiver fast

tuned to the a pproximate frequency by reference to the di al or counter . Actually you 
quickly learn t o ignore t he dial. The tuning knob is then pulled out and the fine tuning. 
takes place , In using the RF-2800 ther e is a tendency to crank in a frequency to see what 
is there rather than just tune around until you find something and then see what the 
frequency is (as with non-counter receivers) . The tuning is quick and easy , but it does 
take a light touch to tune up or down only l kHz at a time . 

Since the rece iver is conventional , the tuning dial is non-linear. This means less 
turning of the knob :i:er kHz as you go up in frequency . The following table illustrates 
the point .

On l J metres it requires a very light touch to move up or down a kHz at a time , but 
it is sti ll possible , and really works quite well , once you get the hang of it . 

The RF-2800 was compared to an XCR - JO with the following results. Tests were conducted 
side -by-side with battery power and using t he buil t-in whip antennas , 

Sensitivity . The sensit ivity of the RF-2800 was as good as the XCR-JO a nd in overal l 
cons ideration was adequate for general listening and for moderately serious DXing . The 
rating i s 1 t o 2 uV depinding on the band . 

Sel ectivity. The wide position is inadequate for any use . Leave the selector on the 
narrow posi tion . This provides about a! 5 kHz selectivity that is about equal t o the 
XCR-JO , or for that matter, the SPR-4 . 5 kHz i s marginally adequate for normal listening 
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or DXing. It would really be nice to have a narrower position , but • • • • 

Stabili t y. There is no discernabl e drif't in the RF- 2800 in AM operation and the 
frequency counter seems ;to remain ± 1 kHz on known :frequenci es once set . The BFO can be 
switched on {with the pitch contr ol centered) to zero beat the frequency. The counter 
calibrator is then adjusted to read the known frequency. The receiver can then be zero 
beat with unknown frequencies to provide a ± 1 kHz :frequency check. There is a short- term 
stability problem with BFO operation in both receivers that makes SSB reception less 
easy than on some other receivers. 

Problems . Developing the light truch necessary :for tuning may be a problem for some 
RF- 2800 owners. There are also ~es that crop up at unexpected places (for example, 
Cuba on 4880) . There are not too many o:f these in t he bands and :familarity with 
the bands is t he, only sure defense . Such images are found in other rece ivers than the 
RF-2800 too , to be sure . 

Image s in the RF- 2800 normally appear 4 MHz below the actual frequency, but because 
there is little overlap with the shortwave bands , there usually is no problem. There is 
a JO dB attenuation o:f images, but that is not enough . For example , the J l retre band can 
be found as images between 5500 and 5775 kHz . llllV at 10 MHz can be heard soretimes on 
6000 kHz . So be careful o:f the -4 MHz i mages . If WARC 79 results in expmded bands , the 
image problem may become more significant in the RF-2800 . 

Operating the RF-2800 :from ma.ins power will net a slight increase in per:formance . It 
also will relieve your mind of worry about battery life , since you will want to leave the 
counter on as much as possibl e . ' 

The addition of an external antenna and ground will also result in increased per:formance. 
There:fore , to get the most out o:f the RF-2800 , it may be operated in a semipermanent location 
with mains power and external antenna. This is generally true o:f other "portables" too . 

When compared to the SFR-4 , both using ma.ins power and external antennas , the 
se l ectivity and sensitivity are very close , with a slight edge to the SPR-4. The RF- 2800 
however , does not appear to be capable of exa lted carrier reception, the mainstay o:f dlificult 
DX reception with the SPR-4. 

In general, the RF- 2800 is a conventional receiver of modest capabilities. However , 
the counter quickly spoils the user and makes the whole package worthwhile. In my 
opinion, the RF-2800 should not be considered as a "portable" . It is just too big to 
be more portable than the picnic basket in the back seat on the way to the beach . It 
cannot be carried :far and it certainly i s too big for a suitcase unless you need it worse 
than clean clothes. The Sony ICF-5900 is a more likely canadate -for portability. 

Howe ver , as a table - top receiver, the RF-2800 will become a popular addition to the 
homes of many SWLs and DXers. I:f you have $180-250 (the probable price range) to spend 
on a receiver, there is no point now in not getting a receiver wit h a digital frequency 
counter .

RF--4800 THE PANASONIC RF-4800-USER REVIEW

I had the opportunity to use t wo RF-4800 radios ma.de by Panasonic . It left me with 
a few impres5ions that I would like to share with other shortwave listeners . Please refer 
to the March 1978 FRENDX Shortwave Center for specliications o:f t he RF-4800 . 

I find the appearance o:f the radio to be very impressive. The cabinet i s large 
compa:red to the room needed inside, but maybe they had to do this to get all the controls 
on t he front pmel . 

For comparing t he RF-4800, I used a RF-2200 and the HQ-180 . 

The broadcast band dial is calibrated so poorly that one may be off 20 kHz . A ferrite 
core antenna is used on back of the radio . The cabinet has an effect on it so one must 
adjust the antenna away from the cabinet for maximum sensiti:fity. This reans that it 
cannot bo adjusted for. best directivi ty. An external antenna will cause lots of images . 

The FM section is identical to the RF-2200 , This is a very selective unit with good 
audio quality . I:f you l i ve in a meteropolitan area you may have a problem with an external 
antenna causing images . 

The first SW band is sort of an a:fterthought . The calibration is as good as you can 
read from 1.6 to J MHz . I f you attach an outside antenna you will receive broadcast band 
stati ons on t his band . Image rejection is poor on the band , 

The s hortwave bands from J - Jl MHz are where this radio per:forms . The d i gital 
readout is in use onl y f or t hese bands. These are some of' the cooditions I checked: 
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Audio - good qua lity - suffic ient audio (2 watts) , has bass and treble c ontrol s , 
could use more treble attenuatiC11 (see Sel ectivity) . 

Images - No rea l probl ems with images , FM or TV st ations as found with the RF -2200. 
Excellent rejection. 

Spuri ous S~al - internal oscillator s are gener a ting birds on certain frequenc i es. 
One was f ound a t 11.? MHz which causes QRM on weak signals . On one of the 
radi os thi s signal was S9 and on another it was SJ . The weaker C11e had l e ss gain 
and less interference. This problem may be overcome t o a degree by increasing 
the RF gain control and retuning t he dial . 

Drift - No real probl ems for the SWBC listener . There is a problem of drift when 
using the BFO . 

Sensitivity - Very good1 one can use a ten foot wire , In fact , my outside antenna 
caused overloading which caused excessi ve QRM. I had to turn down the RF 
gain cont r ol half way to e liminat e thi s probl em on 49 and 31 metres . 

Calibration - The d i gi tal readout is what really makes the radio . Once adjusted on 
a band i t needs no more adj ust ment. There is a change of about 2 kHz between 
bands . CallbraLl on ls easy . The d i splay can be turned off when not in use . 
It is very easy t o read . 

Tuning Dial - On f ast tune , i t i s a little ha.rd t o tune . Wi th the 12: 1 reduction , 
tuning is a little slow , hut is very easy . Some play in the dial is noti ced on 
slow tuning back and forth . 

Antenna Terminals - Separate terminals for SW , SW 1. 6-3 plus BC , and FM. 

Selectivity - This seems to be a problem area . After reading t he specifi cat i C11s , I 
was confused (spec . is :!: 1 . 7 kHz@ 6 dB and 6 kHz @ 60 dB) , When stati ons 
are spaced a t S kHz inter.vals , you may have to listen to a 5000 Hz whi stle . 
If there is a strong stati on C11 , you may have trouble with stati ons 10 kHz 
apart at times . When comparing thi s radio with the RF-2200 , I found that the 
2200 was more sel ecti ve . I was very impressed with the 2200 and I thought the 
RF-4800 would be better (RF-2200 specs are :!: 1. 7 kHz@ 6 dB and :!: 10 kHz 
at 60 dB) . 

I built an audio active filter (similar to what the FRG- 7 has) and thi s solved 
t he whistle problem but didn ' t help adjacent channel selectivity. I know for 
a fact that for a few dollars more they could have installed a better cerami c 
f ilter. My HQ- 180 has super selectivity in the wide position and the specs 
t here are :!: 3 kHz @ 6dB and 7 kHz at 60 dB . I called Panasoni c locally and in 
Nllw Jer sey . I talked to an engineer who tol d me that the filter was better 1n 
the RF-4800 . I was told I can ' t compare the t wo radios and was questioned a s 
t o whether I could prove by neasurement that the spec1ficati C11s were in error . 
I can ' t , but to most of us comparing is better than test data when we don ' t 
know all the t est condit i ons . I have some ideas what they di d but it i s not 
within the scope of t his article . They did send me a service manual and the 
engineer said he would con tact Japan . · 

CONCWSIONS : The only t hing I f ind object i onable about thi s radio is the poor selectivity.

AFRICAN BROADCASTS ON 'ffiE HIGHER FREQUENCIES 

by Hike Willis , Nedlands , Western Austral ia 

There are a surprisingly large number of African radio stations which broadcast on 
the highe r frequencies, and this article will give details of the ones I have heard over 
the pas t few months . Hy listening has been done from Melbourne and Perth , but I t hink 
that American readers may find that they will be able to hear all the stations I mention . 
However, the tillles that you hear them may be different . I should say that my survey is 
not a complete one . I include only stations that I have definitely identified and some 
of the easier items are omitted, such as R. RSA and R. Cairo. 

-At the motie_nt , the most interesting broadcaster on the higher frequencies is Mozambique, 
which has put in good signals in the last few days. Try for their A programme, 1n Port­
uguese, at 1.500 past 1800 , on 9623 , 7238, and 6115 kHz . The latter two frequencies were 
especially pleasing for me , and it does seem that Brazzaville no longer use s 6115 kHz , which 
,.ccounts for t he fact that Mozambique makes it to Australia. 

You can tune into the Voice of the Zimbabwe from 1800 to 184.5* (note the new times) , 
on 600.5 , which i s quite good , even if the BOC does cause some problems . The programme is 
in Englis h, is very interesting, and is // to 3265 , 4856 , and 1079 kHz . These transmitters 
are owned by Radio Mozambique, and placed at the disposal of the Voice of Zimbabwe African 
National Union , which denounces the present Smith/Afri can political arrangements . The 
station often plays the Zimbabwe liberation song , and s igns off with the echo announcement 
"Victory is certain" . 

Turning :from Mozambique to Angola, we :find that Radio Nacional is easily heard, 1n 
Portuguese, :from 1400 to plist 1900, on 9.535 and 7244 kHz. The latter i s perhaps the better , 
alt hough there is some interference from jammers on 72.50 . 

Radio Zambia always puts in a good signal when it s igns on at 1.553 on 9580, after 
playing a distinctive bird call . The opening announcement is usually by a man and is in 
English . He was mentioning that the station has various Zimbabwe programmes and one such 
goes on the air at 171.5 G!fl' . 9.580 is a good frequency to hear, even though there i s some 
interference by a QYriad of s tations. Radio Zambia i s an exc.>llent verifier . For those 
interested in African music, this station plays some excellent examples of music which 
has only minimally been influenced by western concepts, values , and idioms . 

From Zambia, we move over to Tanzania, Radio Tanzania , which also is a good verifier, 
is well heard on 1,543.5 from 0330 to 0430, in various languages, and from 1300-1.500* in 
Swahili , on 9684. This latter channel 1s rather nasty t o hear due to interference from 
Moscow , Taipei, and others , but it i s there and reveals itself to the patient listener . The 
:foreign service on 97.50 is not a t the moment audible , although it used to be heard at 1500, 
Malaysia plus one other English languaae un1dient1:fied is heard at that time now. 

Zaire used to be an easy one, what with Lubumbashi on ll867 (from 0400-0600), and the 
nati onal probramme , from Kinshasa , on 1.53.51 and l.5246v. Frankly , all these appear to be 
off the air at the present time , which is a shame , for 15245 used to boom in from 0400 to 
past 1700 . It may come back, though , or it oay have coved too! • This station is also an 
easy verifier , for those who are interested 1n such things. 

The Congo , on the other hand , is an easy country to log, and Brazzaville simply leaps 
in from llOO to 1400* and from 1600- 0100* . No pirallels are at the moment noted , although 
6ll.5 could still be there . Some people have reported hearing tre stat ion around 9610 kHz 
but this hasn • t appeared here so far . 

The Ivory coast i s a country which i s also easy to hear , at o6oo to 0800 on 7215 kHz . It 
does not appear to be using 11920 at the moment , although it may be hidden by other stations . 
Stil l , 721.5 i s heard well all the year , and should be a fairly easy catch. 

Guinea i s a country which has proveided some exciting listening for me, as it can now 
be heard :from a s early as 1200 to inst 2000 on 1.5308 kHz. That fade 1n is very early indeed, 
and shows that all those proJ?S6ation rules one reads about may not be quite as rigid as we 
might think, Guinea has some interesting programming too . The station used to run o600-
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0900 on 7126 and 7253 kHz, but these are not at the moment audible, alth ough 7253 was once 
heard , a few weeks ago, at 2000 , This has not reappe~.,.ed. 6155 and 9650v are . two other 
Conakry channels which seem defUnct also. 

Bamako, in Mali , is heard well too , on Sundays, when it signs on at 0800 on 7110 and 
ll960 kHz, as well as 5990 kHz . The language is mainly French and the stations sign on 
tune is a curi ous brass band march, not very well played. And if you can get a QSL out of 
this station, good l uck! 

Where to now? llell , what about Algiers? However, let rte warn you that this station 
specializes in frequent and odd changes of frequency , I have heard them in Perth recently 
as follows , At o600, when the Arabic service signs on , you can tune in on 9685, 9705 , 
1516Jv, and 21560 kHz, whilst at the same time, French is beamed on 7245 kHz. Kabyle is 
listed, but not heard on 11910 at o6oo. At various times of the year, the station signs oo 
at 0500. Algiera is an easy verifier, and many will be familiar with the white and blue 
card which is sent out in response to most reports. 

Tho Sudan is another natter . This country has tended to close down some of its high 
frequency trans1:1issions . It does seem that both ll835 and 7200 kHz are off the air at 
present. I suggest you try between 1400 and 1530, for Radio Sudan on 6150 kHz, which i s 
very good, and// to 5039. At 1500 the station relays the Eritrean PrograMe, which i s 
quite interesting. The Eritrean liberation forces , at present organised into two camps , 
which are in a loose alliance , is attempting to break away from Ethiopia, and recently 
the two groups, the Eritrean Libexation Front, and the Eritrean Peoples Liberation Front, 
has considerable victories in northern Ethiopia . However, it is suggested that the Sudan 
may drop the Eritrean programme , as some reports attest that the Sudanese and central 
Ethiopian governments a:r<i slightly cl oser than in previous years , althouth these claims 
riave yet to be proven . 

From Sudan to a much easier station , the National Radiostation at Tunis. Tunisia is 
indeed a very easy country to hear even if it has a curious QSL policy. I found that they 
often would not QSL a report for a frequency which had been in ojDration for JP.ss than a 
year , arguing that the frequency was not even there! However, do try from 0600 to 0000 on 
7275, 11970, and 15225 kHz . All these frequencies are excellent , and this statioo is 
noticeable for its heavy emphasis oo arabic music and programming. 

I hear Radiodiffusion Television Marocaine on 11735 and 15360 kHz from 1100 to 1800, 
and 9615 is noted from 1800 to 0000 here . True , 117J5 is no longer listed in the WRTVH , 
but that need not detain us 1 it was there in March. Th.,se frequencies emanate from 
Tangiers. The othr frequencies of 7225 and 6190 come from Sebaa Aioun , but neither of these 
once easily heard frequencie s are at the moment noted here , and I am not sure if they are 
still on. · 

Radio Malwi is one of the more enjoyable African Broadcasters, a.'1d often has fun filled 
programmes of hi- life music , which is hard to resist even if you tend to be more interested 
in "authentic" traditiooal African music. This station i s heU'd here fran 1500 to 1700 on 
7130 where , Peking and Taipei not withstanding , the signal is very good and often beats 3380. 

The National Radio at Yaounde , The Camerouns , has been heard for many months now on 
the 100 kll channel of 9745 kHz, where it presents English and French between 0600 and 0800. 
The station is also heard at 1600. The programmes are rather interesting, and a good deal 
of emphasis is placed on talks and news . 

The radio station at Cotonou, Benin, is sometimes audible on 7190 kHz, which i s an 
alternative frequency for 4870 kHz . Try between 0600 and 0800 , when the signal can 
be very fine. This station plays lots of African music on one sort or another, and 
the bulk of the announcements are in French. The station is reputed to verify reports too. 

I have j ust been reading an interes ting article on Chad , and so I tune to the radio 
statm at Ndjamana with renewed interest. It seems that this country is rather poor at the 
moment. Furthermore, it i s plagued by a "liberation" organisation supported by Libya 
and called FROLlliAT. The group has captured much of northern Chad. It will be interesting 
to see if this liberation organisation has some programmes via some station in the Arabic 
group. It seems that Chad has decided to turn to American aid due to a downturn in Russian 
aid . It is a lways worth knowing something about the countries we listen too . The station 
at Ndjamana was heard by me from 0630-0800 on 7120 on a Sunday. Beware the BBC on the 
same channel though! Lots of African music , interspersed with a variety of African songs . 

Radio Niger is a lso a station which tends to be less we l l heard on the higher frequenc ies 
these days, although there was a time when it i:ut through a very good signal oo 9705, from 
around 0555 s i gn on . Curiously, the sign on always varied with what the schedule of the 
station showed , yet the signal was undoubtedly the station. There was some kind of 
interference f r om RFE in Romanian , and RTVA, yet the signal was fair enough. It may still 
be there • Sunday was the day to try. 
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Radi odiffus i on de la Repiblique Rwandai se i s the most interesting operation emanating 
from Rwanda and was, 1.f my memory serves me correctl y, built by the Germans when t hey set 
up t heir easily ooard transmitters in this country . The national station , which is 50 !di , 
l s easily heard on 6055 kHz f r om 1500 to 1700, It ls one of the African stations which 
delight s in presenting much hi- 11.fe music , and ls a delight to lls t<m to . 

Togo has its national radio station located in Lome , and 1t can be easily heard 
slgoing on at 0800, over the German regional oo 7265 kHz . The s ignal is usually good, 
a lthough it must be admitted that 5047 l s even better . The language ls French , and this 
station is reported to verify easily, although I never got a reply. 

Radio Uganda. is also very well heard , which is hardly surprising given too power of 
its transmitters (250 kl/ for external sernce). Try 9515 at 1630 and 6030 at 1700, News 
was the main feature at these times , and it was presented in English. Tastes vary , of 
course , but I confess that the programming was rather dull, at least at the time that I 
heard it. This is one of those s tations which aims to present a political type of 
programme with plenty of commentari es and so forth . 

The SAEC Home Service channels are suitable material for our survey, at least those 
on the higher fre9.uencies . The SAEC high frequenci-es are at present• ll790 (English 
from 0635 to 1520) , 9680 (English 0520- 1620), Afrikaans service on 9560 (0520-1620) and 
on ll885 from o636-1520 GMT . Springbok Radio may be tuned in to on 11935 (o637-1520) and 
on 9710 from 0522 to 1622). Unlike all the other stations listed in my survey , t his has 
been taken from the actual statiai schedule , because, for some reason , the SAro outlets 
have been poor on the high frequencies this year. lie should i mmediately state , however , 
that 11935 is the exception here, it is well heard nightly from 1100-1520, 

The Seychelles are well heard via the FEBA, Although I have no schedule , I have picked 
up this information just by tuning around (which is my main way of getting informa.tionl ) 1 
11755 signs on at 0315 in Swahil i , whilst 11860 i s heard with the FEBA interval s ignal at 
1640 signing on. 15325 is easy at 1230 to fQSt 1500, whilst 11945 runs from 1400-1530. I 
can a t test that all these frequencies are absolutely first rate here in Perth, and were 
fairly good in Victoria too . 

Somalia, which has been busy f ighting wars here and there with Ethiopia, is well heard 
via Radio Mogadishu which runs from 1000 to 2100 on 9585. Vanous languages are presented 
via this frequency, 6097 kHz is also heard, emanating from the sa::ie site from around 1030 
to 2100. It is now !mown that the stations were financed by Russian aid, which they never 
got backl Radio Hargeisa , also located 1n So:naJ.ia , may be off the air altogether . For 
whilst it has been off 7120 kHz for some months, it now has vacated ll644 kHz too. lie 
ysed to log this station from 1400 to 1600 . Socie of the programmes were relayed from 
Mogadishu . The station may have changed frequencies , and may have moved to a lower 
frequency where it will "capture" the majority of listeners who listen to the lower freqs . 

Which brings us to Ethiopia . Let me c aifess that all l s not clear with this country. 
It used to be heard on 7165 and 6015 where it announced itself as "The Voice of Revolution­
ary Ethiopi a ". The times that were best were 1200 to past 1500, and often English was 
presented . The programmes consisted of a barrage of cliches such as Imperialism , 
coloniali sm, fascism, and so on , although there was little indication that tho speakers 
knew the exact meaning of these oft used , but sometime s misunderstood words . Anyway , 
the Voice of Revolutionary Ethiopia i s no longer heard on these frequencies and although 
it has been reported that they may be using 7155 and 9595 , I cannot hear these frequencies 
here . My guess i s that both, or at least one , will eventually gravitate to the tropical 
bands so as to collect the majority of African listeners . 

I should also, I guess, t:rilntiai that there are t wo count1res that I would like to deal 
with , but which present problems . The first i s that Ecuatorial Guinea , which i s listed 
but not heard here on 6250. The second , Hauritus, is listed to 1300 s ign off oo 9710 , and 
is in fact seemingly there , signing off daily just before 1300, but no ID has come to hand 
as yet so I cannot be lOct' sure , which i s a shame! 

Before I conclude I should mention that here in Australia we receive the African 
stations via two main paths or routes . From 0500 to 0900, we hear the stations via the 
so-called long path , which means they travel past America and over the Pncific Ocean , 
From 1100 to past 2300, we hear the Africans via the short path, or over the Indian Ocean . 
In Victoria , the former mode of reception is very good, in Perth it is nonexistent , but 
the latter , short path reception is excellent . 

For my moni toring, I use a Trio 9R59De , which is not an expensive radio by any reans , 
plus a IED crystal display digital frequency meter, which gives me that much needed 
readout to 1 kHz and bet ter. I also use an aerial tuning unit which i s a real help. And 
apart from that, I use patience , which is a necessity for all DXers . 

Although these stati ons w-er e logged in Australia, our American friends should have no 
trQ.Ubl e getting most of them, judging from the pages of FRENDX . 
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r---f,f's News•--1 
NOAA reported that a major solar flare, the largest since 19'74, was observed about 

ll April. Geomagnetic disturbances and disruption of radio propagation were noted . Ve 
can expect more of toose kinds of events in the com~g months .

SUNSPOT CYCLE 21--TllE PEAK, HOW MUCH, AND WHEN Likely the most accurate method has been de­
vised by Soviet scientist A. I. Ohl, and enhanced by H.H. Sargent I ll of SESC Boulde-r. 1he 
theory is based on the regression of recurrent geomagnetic activity recorded from the prior 
cyc l e to predict the sunspot maximum of the forthcoming cycle. Accuracy appear s to be w/in 
1% to 5% of predicted values . 11le Cycle 21 predicted maximums of 50- 60 have already been 
exceeded; the 2/78 smoothed sunspot level already reached at least 90 with the peak still 
some two years in the future! Predicted arrival date of the maximum cyc le 21 is early 1980. 
Predicted Smooth Sunspot Maximum for Cyc le 21 by Ohl/Sargent: 153.6. Twelve-hour periods 
with geomagnetic "A" indices of 100 or more expected in next ten year s: 81 (an A- index of 
ove-r 50 indicates a major geomagnetic storm). It i s c lear that if predixions hold true, 
Cycle 21 will be a whopper and will likely parallel Cycle 18 und have an impact almost as 
severe as Cyc le 19.
