The new Yaesu FRG-7000 is being introduced this summer . Advance information and 
test results indicate that the 7000 is about equal to a Drake SPR-4 and a little better 
than a FRG- 7 with digital meter added (the Gil.fer GAR- 7), The receiver is 20 mm wider , 
10 ll1DI deeper and 28 mm less in height than the FRG-7 . There is no DC operation and no 
battery pack. A new planetary dial drive for kHz has been used and tho main tuning knob has 
a finger recess rather than a crank. 

The main feature of t he 7000 model i s t he built in digital frequency readout to 1 kl!z . 
There are no obvious birdies or spurs and the readout i s bobble-free and very steady. The 
t uning range has been increased by extending it down to 250 kHz. The LF and BCB appear to 
have better overload characteristics than the FRG-7 in its "A" range . There i s a single 10 
dB attenuati on step and a hi-cut rotating tone control. 

The 7000 has a built in 1ED clock reading down to the second and can be switch selected 
to read local or GMT , and has a turn - off-tum-on t1nuoor capability . The clock operates as 
long as the receiver i s plugged in and returns to zero when the plug is pulled. 

Improvements were made to stabilize the BFO and improve the SSB with a J kllz filter , 
little attention was given to AM selectivity which is still 6 kHz at - 6 dB and 20 kHz at - 60 
dB, Gilfer will mar ket only a modified FRG-7000, incorporating their 4 kHz filter. 

We hope for additional information later. Meantime, Gilier is offering advance sales 
at a price of $576. 00 plus shipping for the modified receiver. Write them for details or 
call 201-391-7887 .

Antenna A SMALL ANTENNA FCR 60 METRES 

by Ray Steen , Seattle WA 

111th my 60 .atre DX hopes having t aken it on the chin by the disappointing results of the 
SLINKY antenna, I had to cast around for another solution to the problem of a physically small 
antenna for the lower reaches of the s hortwave spectrwn. There seems to be a nearly endless 
supply of ham literature on the shortened vertical antenna, but that type of aerial had to be 
ruled out because of its reputation, supplimented by my own experience , for noise , Hope 
dawned anew with the discovery of a s hort , one page article in the ARRL Antenna Book, page 64, 
en the t-wave loop. 

It is very s imple. Just bend an ordinary t-wave dipole into the shape of a square , The 
field strength i s maximum in the plane of t he loop, and the favored direction i s slectable by 
open ing or closing the loop a s indicated by the diagrams . Comparing this antenna to t he t -wave 
dipole from which it is made , the field s trength in the optimum direction is down 1 rlB, and 
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the lobe is n ot so pronounced , so that t his antenna is s omewhat omnidirectional (when placed 
hori zontally) . I t is not recommended that t he closed configuration be used because then the 
impedance at feedpoint wi ll be several t housand ohms. If t he end is open, the i mpedence i s 
around 50 ohrns, making a nice match f or convent inl foodlincs . Evi dently this antenna can be 
placed vertically , but t hen i t wil l have null s at broadsi ce , Also, i t can assume t he shape of 
a diamond or a t riangle . Ver y flexible • · 

All of this s ounded very promis ing. A 96 foot dipol e c_ollapsed into a 24 foot square with 
only a negligibl e loss in gain is just what the doctor ordered , and I resol ved to try it . 
My apartment is in a big, old, and irregularly contoured house , so that my l oop came to be 
placed horizontally on the roof (my landlord is an agreeabl e fell ow), in the form of an 
isosceles triangle as determined by the geometry of the roof , using t wo dormer s and t he r oof 
peak as t he three supporting point:; . Starting with a total length of about 96 feet , as 
determined by the formula : 1 e 468 I used a Palomar noise bridge to find the right length 

f • 
for resonance at 4 , 9 MHz. The final deminsions came out to a 38 foot base and 28 foot legs, 
or an overall length of 94 feet. The favored direction is from the west. A coax feed is used . 

My antenna is certainly too low, i!l lost in a sea of mearby objects , and with an 
impedence of 28 ohm!l at feedpoint , as determined by the noise bridge (the low impedence owes 
no doubt to the l ow antenna height) , i s mismatched to the t r ansmission line . Nevertheless , 
the results have been most gratifying . For the first time ever I can rely on getting readable 
s ignals from Indonesia and Malaysia on the 60 metre band. Good enough to listen regular ly 
to the news in English from Kuching at 4950 kHz . At the same time this antenna has proven 
adequate for general listening on the other s hortwave bands from all directions . 

It would appear that this antenna is not very well known, because in ny half-dozen 
antenna books, featuring such well known authors as Orr and Noll , the article mentioned 
above is the onl~one I can find on the subject . I think the t-wave loop dipole deserves a 
better press as a good antenna for a small space .

RACAL RA-17: THE ULTIMATE or JUST ANCYJ'HER 

OLD RECEIVER? 
by Bill Whitacre, Lansing MI 

Ever since I started this crazy hobby , "way back" in 1969, I ' ve always wondered - and still 
wonder-what the best receiver available is! Well, I ' ve still not found the answer , but I ' m 
gotting closer and in fllY infinite search for t he best I ' ve had a chance to use sooe pretty 
impressive rigs, 

I suppose my yearning for an RA-17 started way back in an old issue of Popular Electronics , 
where r saw a picture of Gregg Calkin seated in the CBC monitoring post in Ottawa , surrounded 
by Racals . Gregg looked to be in DX er heaven . I was impressed - with all those knobs and 
a s big as it was , that radio had to be somethL-ig ebe . It took quite a while , but t!lr<l'-J8h 
contacts and a diligent search of "Ham Trader" and g§I I finally swung a deal. St.range thing 
was , I didn ' t even do much work - the fellow that had the radios called me! He not only had 
one RA-17 for sale , he had .!:!!Q! ! and made me a price I couldn ' t refuse. Besides , the gentleman 
already had two RA-17' s working in diver s ity reception so he didn ' t need t wo singles anymore . 
After a long, nervious wait , I finally called the place here in town that was supposed to be 
receiving the freight . Sure enou5h , they were there - and probably had been for who knows how 
long-setting "out on the dock" in the dead of winter, freezing t o death . After ny last class 
at 15U that day I hightailed it over there and after paying a modest $JO shipping bill, loaded 
the 150 Yod crate into the trunk, roped it down , and whipped on home . Fortunately Mr . X sure 
knew how o pack things and the receivers were i n excellent shape . 

Now, af ter .having "worked with" (one does not pl ay with the likes of these receivers , hi) 
the rece i vers I t hought I would l e t you all know the results in this nontechni cal review. 
For perfon:>ance compari sons , I ' ll base my observations on my experiences with the R- 390A , due 
to its simi lar mechanical design and appearance and the Drake R-4B , my main and favorite 
receiver . -

PHYSICAL FEATURES: The receivers I got were built sometime in tl'e early ' 60s and origi nally 
owned by t he U, S . Navy! (that ' s one bid Collins lost ) . For that reason t hey ' re des igned for 
r ack mount and have dust covers on bottom and top. The fir s t thing I noticed about the receiver< 
is t he beautiful robin~gg blue front panel and the rather original way t he Br itish used t o -
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put on some of the !mobs. Right there in front, on the e nd of the knob, i s an a llen-WTenc h 
hole used to tighte n on the lmobo; - works well too . Upon c loser examination one will find 
that the RA-17 ls famous for - the die-cast a l uminum chas i s . Not even the R-J90A can boast 
that. I ' m not sure how easy or hard it mal-:e s servi cing , but il s ure makes for a dded - tren1P,h 
and ruggedness . When you take a look at the back panel , you ' ll seP similar th i ngs a s you 
would on the R-390 , i .e . a lot of jacks ior input3 and outputs . You can get out j us t about 
anything you want :f'rom the recei ver : the,-., are "bout. G different audio outputs and all sorts 
of RF/IF inputs and outputs . This ls what jack:· the pr~cc up some on these classy receivers , 
not the :i:crformance alone ( a c this i s presumed to uc excellent) but. the flox\hllit.y of tho 
recei ver , that i s what it can do besi des receive s l g:ials . All in all , this receiver has a 
lot of des ign time behinc it and it shows . ~i;._much .lesz cluttered , Hghl" r by 15 pounds 
~ the tuning mechanism i s not mearly as complicated ao; that of the R-J90. 

S fECIFICATlctlS : Before wi> get into U.e novelty of l e ft -hanrlrrl tuning ancl '.he P.arlow-\ladley 
c ircuit , lets take a look at the receive r ' s specs , Prom the !•iCtllI"' of th•· fror,t rane l , one 
can see most of what he would like to know. Do1m in the lower left of the panel , we have the 
-§.. dB selectivity points of . 1, , J , 1 . 2 , J , 6 . 5 , and lJ kHz - a very i mpressive arsenal . 
Cons :O.er filgUle tact that a ll these fDter s are derived from simple L-<: type filters , o xcept 
the . 1 and . J whi ch use crys t al lattice tectmiques, a nd equally imprcssiv" rc zult i s the -60 
dB_l!Oill;'i...Qf !_..5, 2 , 8 , 15, 22 , and J5 kHz respectively for the f ilters above. These are for 

- 18 dB s ignal to noiS'e ratio and would be e ven better fro lhe now conventi onal 20 dE s i gnal 
to noise ratio used in most modern sµws . F'rcquency of the receiver is .2§0 kHz to JO MHz, 
which will be a d i sappointment to the BCBer , Thi s lack of coverage i:; partially r.iaile up ' 
for with the e xcellent sensiti vity this receiver has on BCB , So hot is thP BCR t hat you' ll 
probably have to use some RF attenuation (knob on the lower rie;ht of t he front pa.nel) and 
judic i ous tuning o f the "RF' Tune " !mob (jus t below the S-me tcr) which acts like a preselcctor . 
The receiver, of course , has a 100 kHz calibr ator and excellen t lnter1:1odulation and cross 
modul!llon charact eris tics too:- Tfie effective scale length 01 each 1 MHz bail'! l s 145 feet! 
Tli1 s , accord.ing to the manual, gives you"binches of scal e for every 100 kH:i:! !"or not ha\·i.ng 
any form of ve rnier tuning , this receiver has an immensel y spread-ou t scale and accuracy of 
1 kHz with inte_!JlOlat~d accuracy of . 5 l'Jlz . The receiver hal': a fa1rly accur:itely calibrated 
variable BFO which, once set , ls qui te adequate fO!' SSB r eception a nd nake:· s upprel':sed carrier 
reception almost enjoyable . 

TUNDIC: As you know, the RA-17 was tr,!' first receiver to u~e l.h·' ilarlow-W a<ilcy loo; circui~ 
for tuning. I won 't go into the detailsOl'!:hrt. prtnctplc ac H »a:; discus~d !'.f'cently in 
an· article in S hortwave Cenler . The e nd r e sult ls a very independent kHz and ·;He dial. Thtts 
the front pa.nel of the RA- 17 l ooks very nuch li.ke thal of th' R-390, bul do:. ' l be fooled . 
While you crank on the damnable R-)90 MH z dial , t.hus retuning your lF for oach band , on the 
RA-17 you can jus t give the MHz dial a spin and turn the "RF Rant;t>" knob t o t.he appropria t~ 
bai;J.d . That featu:re alone is worthwhile lo thic lacy lJXer - I r. Js l have rained an inch on my 
triceps while using the R-J90A. Once you get the bantl tunod v<:>u mJ fl'hl want 1 o check and make 
sure your Ml!z dial i s in the signal well for be::it n .:ceptiou - what lhi $ receiver needs i s an 
IED tuning Ught like t he FRG-7, but when this r eccivl' r was built the y dhln ' t c vcn have LED ' s 
so • • Oh, I almost forgot , t h" t unin15 on Lhis bca:;\. 1 s in<le~ J backwards ; when you turn tho 
dial right the scal e goes left! After t he initial annoyance this ls r eall;' no problem . 

OVERAI.L: In overall performance , I ' d ha ve to rate the R-48 fir~t . the RA- 1 , a los~ :;econd 
and a properly operatln~ R-J90A (whi c h I ' ve yel to f lnd) a fah-ly ·l o::e thirrt . 1'h!:; fr ba3C·d 
on a s i milar law to that of heavyweight boxing - once a " champ" (tho R-48) is establis hed , 
it ' ll t a ke a far s uperior performance by the challenger (the RA-17 , et al) to b:-ln1= hir. down! 
Thus this attitude is about halfway between o bjec t.ive and s ubjective - lJuL seems lo work . 
Anyway , how about some pros and cons compar i sons between the 1-eceiver>: : 

AUDIO : I n this calagory the R-J90A has to come in first (eollins has loni; V..cn noted for 
excellent a udio in all of its produc t s) with the RA-17 a close second anJ the h -48 a dist a nt 
third . Fort unately this is one of the only se1·ious faults o f the " s up?t E" . 

SENSITIFITY : Here t he RA-17 i s very close to the R-118 , with the " B" falllni; off a llt\. l f' at 
higher f requencies . The R-J90A is fairly sensitive and really demands a good ant enna , but 
als o falls off a little at the higher frequencies . The R-48 , t hough is e:inlly Lhc best. at 
separatin~ stations arid picki ng out what. you want to hear from the noist1 and int,.rference on 
t he band (though this sounds like selectivity, it ' s not r eally) . 

SELECTIVITY : I wa s never that th.rilled with t he me chanical filte r "' of lhe R-J90A . While they 
do their job well , it se emed that t hey would alJ.ow the audio peaks on s trong ad,jace nt s i gnal i: 
into treir pass band , which 13 very a nnoying . For th is r eason , a nd lhank<; to the R-48 • s pass­
band tuning and notch filter , I ' d r ate it Ill a nd lhe RA··l 7 tied wit.h the R-39011 at d 2 . 

SPURI OUS RESFONSE/INTERMODULATION: None of thr recei ve r s mentioned had any problems w! l h 
intennodulat.ion or s purious signal s , The RA-17 c0.11 through ove1·load on v<'ry ,11rone s i gnal::: 
on the BCB. For this reason only , I would r a t e the RA-1'? on1.v s lightly l e ns Lhan t he 
R-J 9 0A and t he R-4B on this count . 
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PRIC&S : I won ' t bore you with the economic de t ails of my own purchase , but few of us are 
r i ch o.nd you can bet it was one heck of a deal to lure me int o t his chase . On the used 
market , one should expect to pay about ~800 for a good RA- l 7 . One ought to be a little 
careful about the model number on these sets . RA-117 means that the receiver i s the U.S ; 
version of the RA-17 and from what I can tell , the model number is about the only difference 
between these t wo versions . The RA-6117 15 a later model of the RA- ll7 and has sone 
circuit modifications , but nothing ciajor. There are also later models , those st11l in 
production . The RA-6217 is an example of this and is solid state and from what T hear 1.., 
one fine receiver . It ' s only Jt inches tall and rack ciounts . One can expect to pay u pwards 
of $1000 for these used and in good shape . There ' s a picture of one of these b the March 
issue of "Modern Electronics" i n their article about the FCC ' s t r acking of CBcr n and other 
s uch pirates . They show a very impressively complicated van with a RA-6217 as one of the 
rece i vers in use . There ' s a l so the curren~ top of the line RA- 6772 . I t is digital, sol id 
state , lighter , and comprises most things you ' d ever want i n a receiver . I know of none 
of these on the used market and presume the new price is up arrund J . 5 to 4 . 5 kilobucks! 
There must be some market though , for Racal recently had a full ~ add in QST for one of 
these beauties .

Calibration DIAL CALIBRATION USING All 81ECTRONIC CALCULATOR 

by Pe ter A. Klein , Louisville , KY 

The old-style general coverage receiver with main tW11ng and bands~ad \s a bit c iY.e 
the Volkswagen "Bug" - though supposedly obsolete , 1t i s still widely used . And why ,o~? 
Many of t hose t wo- scale d beasties are beautiful performer s . Some have better selec~ivhy than 
today ' s solid- state wonders , yet can be bought used at much less cost . Unfortuna~ely . f inding 
a frequency on t hem is a pain i n the neck . Anyone who has gone cross~yed squinttng at a 
home - made calibration graph or wrenched a 1<rist searching for a station located "somewhere" 
between t he BBC and Deut che Welle is well aware of t he problem! 

I now use a f requency findi ng !OOthod that e l iminat es many of t he frustrat\ons of t he 
"graph-and-gue ss" system. I t has worke d for me on t wo rece ivers ( DX-150 and SX-122A) , a nd 
I would like to s hare it wit h my f ellow MASWA member s . All t he me thod requires a re two 
inexpens ive items t hat many SWLs already own - a 100 kH z crystal cal ibrator and an e l ectronic 
calculat or. A s i mpl e f our-f unction calcula t or is f ine . Once t he rece ive r has been ca l ibrated, 
all that i s required to convert from di al reading to f requency and vice -ver sa i s to punch 
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three numbers into the calculator . The key to the syste m is to do all the t uning with the 
bandspread dial us ing the 80 metre ham band scal e found on most good receiver s . This may 
sound s trange , but there is a very food reason for it . 

We SWLs are accustomed t o using t he "logging" scal es on our receivers for calibration 
p.irposes . But though a logging scale i s a useful reference with which to set the main 
tuning dial, using one on a bandspread in order t o calibrate a pre- set. range of frequencies 
i s of dubious value . The reason is that these sea les are arbitrary, bearing no relationship 
to frequency . A logging scale i s evenly spaced , but variable capacitors tune riore kHz per 
given amount of twist at one end of the d1al than the other . This is why our calibration 
graphs are curves and not ztraight lines. However , a calibrated ham-band scale has its 
divisions arranged to compensat e for t his non-linearity. Though t he actual calibration of 
tho 80 m scal e i s balid only on 80 m, each dial division wlll represent a fairly consistent 
number of kHz within any band. In ot her words. the 80 m scale bears a proportional 
relationship to f requency - one that can be found by c lmple multiplication or d i vi sion. 
That i s where the calculator comes in. 

To set up your receiver to use my system, you need to make a simpl e chart lis ting the 
frequency and dial setting for each 100 kHz multiple within the SWBC bands , and the number 
of kHz per dial divis i on within each 100 kHz segment . So warm up your receiver, and while 
you are waiting , get. a piece of pa.per and draw three c olumns on it . Now take a look at your 
bands pread dial. You will not i ce that the 80 m scale cover s all or most of the bands pread ' s 
range, and runs from J . 50 to 4 . 00 Milz. We will use only the numbers to the right of each 
decimal. point, and for our p.irposes , J.5CF50 , J .6o-60 , and so forth up to 4 .00=100 . This 
establishes an easily readable scale running from 50 t o 100, with each . 01 MHz dial division 
representing one unit. 

With that understood , and assuming your recei ver is warned up and in good alignmont , you 
are ready to make your chart . To show you how to do it , I will use my own figures for the 
49 m band, but the procedure i s identical for any band . One hint - for best accuracy , 
always make your f inal t uning adjustments t o a frequency from the same direction. Thi s 
minimizes the effect. or· any play i n the dial mechanism . 

Set the bandspread dial to 100. Center the BFO in the receiver passband , then turn on 
the calibrator. Us ing the main tuning dial only, find t he 100 kil7. marker at or just above 
the top of the band. For 49 m it is 6200 kHz. Finding a s t ati on of known frequency and then 
disconnecting the antenna and counting marker s as you tune upward can be helpful. Once you 
find t hi s top marker, zero beat it with the BFO . Note down the setting of the main t uning 

· dial at the t op of your chart. From now on, l eave the main t un ing d i al e xactly where it is 
as you are us ing it a s a kind of bandswitch, and will return to this setting each ti.me you 
tur.e the 49 m band. 

llow, using the bandspread , tune downward until you find another marker. Zerobeat it 
- with the BFO and note down the frequency and dial setting in t.hc first t wo colUllJls of the 

chart. Repeat this prodecure until you reach tre bot toci of the band . 

The f irs t column of the chart serves a dual purpose . Not only are the -figures marker 
frequencies , t hey also identify the beginning of a 100 kHz segment within which the 
corresponding figures will be used. For example , to find any frequency between 6000 and 6099 
kHz, we w1l1. use the figures next to 6000 . 

llow you are ready to fill in tho third c olumn, which i s the number of kHz per d1al 
division within each 100 kHz segment . For brevity , I call it ' k' . To find each k , use the 
calculator as follows . For each segment , subtract the dial setting of the appropriate 
marker from that of the marker just above it. This will give you the number of dial divis ions 
in the segment. Then divide 100 by this number, and round the result to two decimal places . 
Write the result into the k column . Do not , of course , t-ry to find a value of k for 6200, as 
this i s your upper limit , not a segment.

Similar charts should be made for each band . 

Now that you have accumulated a ll those numbers , here is how to use them. Each time 
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you begp1 to tune a band, use the calibrator and your BFO to return to t he exact setting 
of the ma.in tuning dial at which you obtained your figures. Make sure the bandspread 
is set at 100 when you do this . Then tune using the bandspxead dial only. Suppose you 
want to find the Swiss Broadcasting Corporation at 6165 kHz . Since it is in the 6'1.00 kHz 
segment, use the figures opposite 6100 in the chart. Enter the last two di gits of the 
frequency into the cal culator and divide by k. This tells you how many divisions above t he 
6100 kHz marker the SBC is . Add the dial marker of 6100 kHz, round to the nearest tenth, 
and that is your bandspxead setting . On my receiver, this would work out to (65~5.62)+82 . 2= 
93,7658, rounded to 93.8 . So I set my bandspread to 93 . 8 (3.93 plus 8/10 of a dial division, 
and the SBC comes rolling in! 

Thus to find the dial setting of a specific frequency , the calculator routine is: 

LAST 2 DIGITS OF T!IE F~UENCY ~ k + DIAL MARKER = 

To find the frequency of an unlmo11t1 station is eaqually siJllple. let ' s say I have tuned 
to a station that is alternating segJDents of Dvorak ' s Slavonic Dances with pronouncements about 
the importance of t he February l~ Revolution. My bandspread i s set to 54, 7. Since that 
setting is above 50 but less than 65.5, a glance a t the chart will tell me that the 
frequency is in the 5900 kHz segment, Le , it is 59?? , To fill in those question marks in 
the last two digits, I enter the dial setting and subtract the setting of the 5900 kHz 
marker. This gives the number of dial divisions above that marker to which the dial is set. 
I then multiply by the corresponding k, round off all decimal places , and I have my last 
two digits. My figures (54 . 7-50) x 6 ,45 m JO.Jl5 , rounded to JO, The frequency of our 
revolutionary friend is therefore 59JO kHz , and a quick check of Log Report will identify it 
as Radio Pr~e . 

Thus , to de termine the frequency of a dial setting, find the segment it is in by looking 
at the chart . This gives you the first two digi ts (three above 10 MHz), For the last two 
digits , the calculator routine i s : 

DIAL READillC - DIAL MARKER x k a 

The accuracy of this method varies with the band in use , being best at lower frequency 
positions of the bandswitch and main tuning capacitor . I have personally encountered no 
trouble finding a station of known frequency up to 18 MHz . A little experimental tuning 
using known s tations will quickly tell you how much rocking back and f orth of the dial you 
might eX}lect to do on each band to find a station that isn't right on the mark indicated )'y 
the calculator. My receiver i s accurate to within 1 kHz on 49 m, and with care , I can 
determine the correct 5 kHz channel on 25 and 16 m, the least accurate bands I regularly use . 

Before trying to calibrate your rece iver, it i s a good idea to check the accuracy of your 
80 metre scale . To do this , set up your receiver for 80 m reception and tune down t he band 
with the calibrator on. At each marker note how much error there i s 1n the bandspread • 
reading, and then adjust both tuning d1als so that the dial reads correctly at zero beat (BFO 
on) • If the dial is accurate , or U the error for each s egment i s consistnent to within one -
dial mark, this method will work , If not , it won't. 

The main advantages of my system are that it is fast , and the results are displayed 
in plain , unambiguous numbers . Don ' t let the arithmet ic throw you - the cal culator does 1t 
all . The system will also allow you to accurately tune frequencies you don' t often use -
out of band BC or util ity stations , for instance . All you have to do is cal ibrate for two 
adjacent 100 kHz points and f ind k, and you can t he n determine any frequency between them . 

To conclude , t hough my method is by no means as good as digital readout , it i s practical 
and inexpensive , It has enabled me to continue using a fine receiver o: the last decade and 
still tune with confidence , Perhaps it can do the same for you .

I purchased the Sony CRF-320 32 band "Horizon Maste r " 

The receiver has 29 shortwave bands plus UI , MW , and FM bands. It has dua l conversion 
on the s hortwave bands , The IED display counter allows t uning to within 1 kHz on SW bands. 
It also has US:B ; UlB, and CW modes . The noise blanker eliminates noise interference on SW 
and muting e lilllinates noise between FM stations . The receiver has a quartz crystal clock 
that is accurate to .:!: 10 seconds per month and turns the radi o and tape recorder on and then 
off after 100 minuites , The clock has zero adjust plus !ED one second indication . r he 
receiver also has RF gain control , FM 11uting, and AFC switches . 

There are separate volume , bass, and treble controls . Also an adjustable tuning dial 
for calibration with IED frequency counter and tuning/battery check meter . There are 
separate telescoping antennas for SW and FM and a ferr i te bar antenna for DI and MW wit h 
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inputs for external antennas . I am presently using a 100' longwire antenna. The receiver 
has inputs for tape recorder playback and monitoring and for external 12 VllC battery power 
s upply , 

The receiver has solid state circuitry with 19 ICs , 17 FETs, 80 transistors, 5 crystals 
(including the clock) and a 5 digit !ED display for the SW frequency counter·. The ranges 
covered are FM-87 . 5 t o 108 MHz , 530-1605 kHz MW, 150-400 kHz LW , and SW from 1.6 to JO MHz. 

I mus t agree with its name, it is t he Master of Receivers. (List price is about $1695)

Europirate PffiATE RADIO - EUROSTYIE 

Inf.ormation via Sam Barto, Watertown CT 

Although landb.'.lsod pirate radio has been around . on the shortwaves for a long time , 
it seems that the "happilnings" occuring in the 49 metre band in Europe really got off the 
ground during 1972. It was at this tice , when the only reg\,\lar pirate station on t he air 
was World Mus i c Radio, that Radio Gemini began . I would like to think that since that tine , 
Radio Gemini has made a fair name f er itself and most "pirate" DXers have heard or at least 
heard of the station. 

Radio Gemini began in November 1972 and was thon run by onl y t wo people . The Sallie i s 
t rue today although considerable changes have occured during t he past 5 years . Time has 
shown that even good stations like WMR or AOC Europe find it difficult if not impossible to 
keep going indefinitely, and each station has different problems associated with its operaticn. 
In the case of Radio Gemini, there is no lack of e nthusiasm , but the tillle and effort needed 
to keep t he station going i s always getting ha..-rder to come by, 

At the beginning of 197J, we had two transmitters operating from two different sites and 
the station was on the air for one hour a week - every sunday between 1 000 and 1100 GITT , 
Each transmitter broadcast one half of the programme - the first from 1 000- lOJO a'ld the 
sec ond from lOJO to llOO . By operating t his way we managed to keep on the air for just ove r 
one year , which is not bad considering that the same two s ites were used every week. Because 
the programmes contain.ad numerous offshore radio extracts - known as "Gems", the station 
developed a s ound that I do not think has yet been duplicat ed. It seems that people like to 
be reminded of the old offs hore days, and the fact that we had some old offshore recordings 
made by ourselves during the 1960s , was one of the main reasons for starting the station. 

Anyway , 197J was about to draw to a c lose , when early in December t he dastardly BPO raided 
one of our sites , The raid and ensuing court case taught us a great deal about how not to 
operate a landbased radio station, and the 130 Pound fine gave a great incentive to a void 
being caught in the future . The loss of our permanent sites meant we could no l onger broadcast 
regular programmes, and since that time , broadcasting has only been possibl e when a new sit e 
is f'.ound and t he relevant programme recorded , Our s hows ~ve a lways been pre-recorded because 
this enables the expensi ve studio equipment to be kept out of harms way while the station 1s 
on the air. At the present t ime, Radio Gemini is only on the air on average about once every 
6-7 weeks , and too effort t hat goes into each operation is considerable. All the transmitting 
equipm;nt is set up at the chosen site a day or so before t he actual programme date , and is 
automatically s witched on and off by electric t1me clocks . This means that there is 
normally no one at the s ite duiing the broadcast . If the site is raided , the equipment woul d 
on course be l ost , but no fine would be incurred. 

One vital factor influencing the existance of Radio Geml.Ili , is of course the listeners . 
We have always had an enthusiastic res ponse from our listeners , and withou t this the station 
would have stopped a long time ago . Hopefully , Radio Gemini will s till be around f or some 
time to came , but only time will tell. In t he mean time , I hope that what the station lacks 
in quantity , it make.s up for in quality, we ha ve always believed in keeping the transmitted 
programme quality as high as the home built equipnent will allow. Try tuning our way next 
Sunday - 62JO - in the 49 met re band. We may not be t here , but if we are , I guarantee that the 
programme will be worth listening to.

I happened to viait a local Lafayette El ectronics s t ore and was surprised to see a new 
recei ver . Lafayet te , to the best of my knowledge , has been in the radio amat eur, 
ci t i zens band , and stereo recei ver market f or years , but a communi cat i ons type recei ver has not 
been marketed since the HR serie s some t 1me a go . 

I t alked t o t he manager of t he s t ore about the BCR-101 that was on d i s play , She said it 
was a recent model t hat Lafayette will be marketing , Furthermore , she mentioned it was 
somewhat similar to the Yaesu FRG-7 , I just shook my head , d i d not acknowl edge the simi larity 
as I own a FRG-7 .

"The worldwide popllarity of SW broadca:;ting has risen to the point where the bands 
are severely overcrowded and interlerence often intolerable," J a cobs said. "It has been 
cstinated that, on the average , between t wo and three transmitters are competing f'or the 
same f requency at the same time ." Jacobs says i t i s hoped t hat the World Administ rative 
Radi o Converence , scheduled for next year , will all ocate additiona l frequencies to shortwave 
broadcastero, to hel p alleviate the overcrowding . 

Jacobs concl uded, "all s~s continue to point to the shortwave bands as the World ' s 
arena in which international broadcasting will continue to take place , at l east for tre 
forseeabl e fllture . "

SUBT.EJUUNEAN DX AND THE CEREBRAL FILTER 

One morning last winter I was DXing the 49 meter band when I settled 
on 5965 kHz. A Brazilian, Radio Guaiba, dominated the channel, but under­
neath it I could plainly hear a Spanish speaker. The Portuguese announc­
er paused momentarily at 0957 GMT and like magic the Spanish words becQJlle 
audible long enough !or a clear ID ••• "Radio Nacional de Huanuni." I had 
logged a rare Bolivian! 

That logging was pure luck. I have heard dozens o! stations "under" 
stronger ones, and never have been able to identify them in the· past. But, 
once in awhile, fortune smiles. 

I guess there is no more difficult aspect of DXing than trying tlD log 
a station that is under another. You see loggings like this occasionally 
in FR.EliDX and other DX bulletins, but not too often. Usually they are 
made by DXers with some experience and a lot o! patience. 

In !act, patience is all you have to fall back on after you have ex­
hausted the usual mechanical techniques -- notch filter, USB, LSB, etc., 
and have established that nothing you can do technically is going to sep­
arate the Q.R11ing stations. I mean REAL patience. The kind that involves 
not only staying on the frequency as long as the stations are audible, but 
returning on another day , and maybe many following days as well, just 
waiting for the miracle. -

The miracle may just be a change in scheduling •.• the dominant station 
no · longer on at that time . Or maybe an act of God may occur ••• power outs , 
revolution, who knows what. Perhaps unusual propagation conditions will 
favor the underdog station and put it on t op some day. 

But more often it is patience which must be relied on . If you listen long 
enough then maybe some day you will have that lucky occurance that happened 
to me with Bolivia - one station will be silent just seconds long enough for 
the other to identify itself. 

It is more difficult to ID a station underneath than to compile a recept­
ion report on it. Usually, if you listen long enough, you can follow the 
format easily ••• news, music, etc . to complete a report . I did this earlier 
last winter when Radio Nepal could be heard underneath 'W''1V ' s time ticks and 
voice announcements. Ironically, after I had received my QSL by hard work, 
Nepal moved to an unobstructed ;425 kHz and became a relatively easy catch. 

"Subterranean DX", as I like to call it, has inspired a wild theory at 
our shack that I almost hesitate to broach lest my contempor ary DXers figure 
I have finally come unwired, I call my theory the use of the "Cerebral Filter". 
From time to time I have read about--and seen--experiments where people with 
the use of mind control have been able to do unusual things, even manipulat e 
physical objects and influence course of action. This set me thinking. An 
experience with the OL clinched it one day . 

"Did you get the bread?", she asked. '".Jhat bread?", I answered. She 
continued, "I plainly told you. You only bear what you want to bear!!" 

And with that I yelled, "By George! I think you've got it!" 
\Illy wouldn't it be possible for the human mind to reject what it did not 

want to hear, and hear only what it wanted to? why couldn ' t the brain act as 
a cerebral filter in DXing? By concentrating on the target , an effort of will 
should shut out the QRM . 

Since that day I have made a conscious mental effort when listening to 
more than one station to try to shut out the unwanted source and understand 
only the wanted one . I try to establis~ the tone of voice or the language 
that is desired and hear only that , shutting out the undesired, no matter how 
strong in volume. On the whole I can't say I've succeeded. There have been 
moments when I felt I was gettinc the hang of it for a little while and then~ 
the unwanted signal becomes dominant in my mind again.

Perhaps I just"need more practice. Perhaps I just don't have the mind for 
i t. But I'm not prepared to say at t his time t hat the cerebral filter cannot 
be sharpened and honed to become an effective DX listening aid. There are 
more than one or two of our hobby ' s top , experienced hands who have conceded 
t hat my premise just may have s omething of worthwhile substance to it. What 
do you think?
