ANARC 78 ANARC 1978 - MOOTREAL

At about 7 : 30 AM, the Washington to Montreal train pulled into St. Albans, Vermont, a 
s l eepy little town on the rail line to Canada, The entire train was to board busses that had 
been hastily obtained by AMJ'RAK , for the rest of the trip to Montreal and Al'IARC 1978 . But 
then DXer s know how to take that sort of thing, and those of us on-board (includeng Chris 
Hansen of Sl'EEDX , Dave Snyder of the Brooklyn DX Club , Wayne Davis of HAP, and several others) 
had to grin and bear it. 

A somewhat uneXJX!Cted beginning to what would turn out to be a wonderfUl and educational 
five days in beautiful Montreal. NASWA was represented at ANARC ' 78 by yours truly , and Mr. 
Nick Pappas who assists Bill Oliver with the p.iblishing duties . And NASWA was certainly 
rypresented at a level equal to its stature among llorth American club" -- the best! We anived 
at Le lla.i.son de Radio Canada the n:orning of F'riday 14 July , and without taking time to 
freshen up, proceeded to lay out the NASWA table in the convention hall . Hats off t.o Ian 
McFarland, cmvention chairman and to Jeff White for the r.iagnificant appearance of the hall 
the wal l s were covered with the seals of all clubs in attendance; there were excellent receiver 
displa~s by SOOY and Panasonic as well as a Racal 1772 used by the Canadian Monitoring Staticn 
(only $8, 000 for t hose of our wealthier NASliA members ); ringing the room were club displays 
with publicatittts , free bulletins , and displays sponsored by s ome major broadcasters such as 
Radio Sweden, Radio F'rance lnte:rnational, VOA , Radio Finland , a nd Radio Nederland. 

After the ANARC business meeting , all convention attendees (there were over 115) witnessed 
a s pecial ly arran~d direct sat e llite to earth broadcast from the Canadian Communications 
Satellite (HERMES) , Experiments with HERMES , l aunched in 1976, could determine 1f all homes 
could be equipped trith t heir own dis h antennas for reception of TV programs i·elayed from 
space . Once again , sincere thanks to Ian McFarland and Mr . George Davies of the Sµice 
Communications Program for this demonstration -- a=anged spe<!ifically for ANARC I 

Friday night marked the first real rest in 24 hours for many of us , and was also a time 
to get to know one another. This was, perhaps , the best thing about AN ARC 1978 -- club 
differences were hardly noti ceable . All joined in the pleasure of meeting their fellow 
hobbyists and 1n discussing t he latest s hortwave topi cs. ANARC was a.n opportunity for many 
of ua Easterners to meet some Westerners , s uch as non Johnson of S.PEEDX , Dave Browne, AllARC 
chairman, and Kim Ell iot from Minnesota. And I almost forgot to ..,ntion Larry Nebron :!'rom 
San Franc i sco (my real home!). 

Saturday was a busy day -- Hr . Denis Casey, Supervisor of the Radio Canada Monitoring 
Station gave a bri ef history of the station with slides, as some of us plotted how to get the 
demonstration RACAL out the back door . The tour of Maison de Radio Canada i ncluded television 
studios , control rooms , and production facilities -- the Maison is the largest facility of its 
kind in North Am rical 

That afternoon , discussi on groups dealt with t he folla•ing topics : DXers influence on 
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the prooeedin8s of WARC •79. Shortwavo programming and what can be done to improve 1t - - many 
>1ere cmcerned with local ne>1s on shortwave 1n the style of Radio Japan ' s "Asian ne>1s" , and 
with the reductions 1n the length of programs like Radio Nederland ' s DX Jukebox . QSL1ng 
QSLs received a curious vote of "no conficence" 1n that they were becoming "ooaningless" 
according to many present . New QSL1ng policies >1ere also touched upon. 

Also that afternood, Kim Andrew Elliot presented a summary of his HASWA survey. Radio 
Sweden's A:rne Skoog spoke about Radio Sweden and showed some interesting slides of RS 
fac111tios. The ANARC A>1a.rds Banquet brought a new receiver to Greg Ravenhorst (an RF- 2200) 
1n the raffle . Mr. George Davies gave an interesting presentation on the use of HERMES for 
"telemsd1c1ne" in tho remote areas of Canada . And perhaps the biggest event of the night 
C&JIO >11th presentation of the ANARG awards. North American DXer of the Year went to none 
other than Ian McFarland for his devotion to the HAP· cause and to shortwave listening in 
general. Hap U .s , DiJ:ector Wayne Davis , in recognition of this, gave Ian the HAP award, so 
the DX Digest host ran away with top-honors that evening, But Arne Skoog, one of the truel y 
great names in shortwave radio over ths years , received the International DX ' e r of the 
Year award for his hard work , NASWA ' s nominees for North American and International DXer of 
the Year, Pitt McNeil and Isao Ugusa, will have to wait for next year , but deserve a l ot 
of credit . 

Saturday soon blew by, and Sunday marked the start of another tiring day, ~t very 
satisfying. The first DX TV program, written, produced , and performed by NASVA associate 
Alfred Thornton of St . John ' s New Brunswick , came as a pleasant suprise for everyone , 
Next , CBS• 60 Minuitesl There was an excellent talk by Dr. David Meisel of NOAA (National 
Oceanic and Atmosl'heric Adlll1nistration) on future predicit1ons of sunspot levels and their 
effect m short>1ave and mediumwave. 

The HAP Buct1on exceeded all expectations--over $1 , 100 was collected for the cause , 
helped considerably by a $lll. . OO bid by a Hr . George Link! The prize was sweetened by a 
VOA pennant and a VOA pen , donated by Paul Modic, Program Manager for VOA in attendance at 
the convention. There came however , five otrer VOA pennants , now in the possessi on of 
several happy DXers. By the way, Mr. Link was treated to a personal tour of the Voice of 
America by Paul Modic, who was very illlpressed with the e nthus iasm f or the HAP auction . 

Even aft.er all the above, the convent1oneers still had enough energy for the International 
Broadcaster' s Forum, at which representatives from Radio Sweden (Arne Skoog) , RCI (Ian 
McFarland) , VOA (Paul Modic), and the SJlrulish National Radio (Ambrosio Vang-an-Po) discussed 
topics of major interest . Two of the big questions--what about a VOA DX program, and, do the 
broadcasters really value the information that is published in the various DX club bulletins~' 
The answer to the former , a rather definite "not in the forseeable future." Tis answer to the 
latter, a 111ost definite "yes". 

The 1978 ANARC Convention wss still buzzing when the ti.me came for Dave Browne to bang 
down the gavel. The weekend had brought a renewal of old friendships and the forging of new 
ones. But it wasn ' t OV1lr yet . On monday , a special tour of the Radio Canada Monitoring 
Stati on gave many who took the ride to Stittsville , Ontario , their first chance to tune on 
the beautiful RACAL receivers--many a photograph will be tucked away in albums from that visit ! 

There was much reason to be optw.stic after ANARG 1978. Representatives of major 
broadcasting organizations had shown 1tuch interest in the hobby of shortwave listening , 
notably the VOA ' s Program Manager, Mr . Paul Modic , who did some suprising "jawboning" with 
llally of us about SVLs and International broadcasting. 

And before ending this s w:imary, I should mention Frankie Gittens who came from Trinidad 
and gaV11 us a glilllpse of whet DXing is like in that island nation -- appirenUy it is not 
very widespread! 

Next year ' s conV11n tion? It is not known where it will be at the mocent , but there are 
tentatiV1ls -- the University of Minnesota or possibly 1n Washington, DC, where so much broad­
casting policy 1s determined. Don ' t miss the next ANARC Convention. 1979 !light not be 
much better than Montreal, but it certainly could equal the excitement and quality of

Guidelines far DXing By Jorry Borg, Kent Coreen , 
Dan Ferguson , and Don Jensen 

INTRODUCTI<ll 

Periodically there develop controversies over particular loggings which seem 
prope.ga.t i analJ.y unlikel y , or improbable for other reasons . These incidents inevi tably bring 
into question the credi bility of the L.,,porters and usually a.rc accompenied by debate over 
whether editors ehouJ.d screen out such l oggings or just publish "hilt they receive . 

Edit ors have the respons i bili ty to edit , to exercise their best judgment in handling 
i tems submitted t o them. However , the purpose of these guidelines is to minimi.ze erroneous 
reporti.ng at its source by offe r ing standards of good practice for DXers . It is hoped that 
these will. encourage both newcomer s and veter an l i stener s to practice good DXi.ng habits so 
t hey can contribute to t he maintenance of high standards in the exchange of DX infor mation . 

THERE IS NO BLACK MAGIC IN DXINC 

It i s often said of DXing that "anything can happen." And 1t is true that froo time to 
time, but rarely , what might be called "freak" reception does occur . But all shortwave 
reception i.s de pendent on natural prop'.lgation phenociena ; there in no ma.sic i.nvol ved. What 
we teni f'reak reception i s ..,rely reception caused by such a complex combination of natural 
factors that we may not be able to explain it in terns of our lila1ted knowledge . Strictly 
s peaking , it 1s a case of "we can ' t adequately explain what happens" rather than "anything can 
happen . " 

T he distinction is iJDportant . li we too literally believe that anything ca!l happen , we 
a:ay too easily be ready to believe - especially when rare stations are concerned -- that 
anything will happen . 

Freak recepti on, by our terms , happens so rarely that any given DXer might experience i t 
fi,ly once or t wice i.n his hobby career , When an individual repeatedly reports frealdsh 
reception, t he laws of probability str ongly suggest that most of those reports are erroneous . 
Thus , s trange and hard to explain receptions should be subjected to even more carefUl scrutiny 
than normal recepti ons , not merely written off with , "well , anything can happen ." 

The purpose of t hese standards ls not to discourage the re porting of rare or unusual 
rece ptions , but t o s uggest DX practices which will help the DXcr establish t he genuinenness 
of s uch reception before reporting it. 

LOGGINGS SHOULD BE TERMED IDENTIFJED , TENTATIVE , OR 
PRESUKED Ill ACCORDANCE WITH THE DEFINITIONS BELOW 

The i ssue i s , at what point is a station i denti.fied and how should stations not full y 
i denti.fie d be reported . 

The process of i dentifying stations should be viewed as a continuum. At one end ls t he 
unidenti.fied st ation . An example of a completely unidenti.f1ed station ls an open carrier. 
The absence of any programming cl ues offer s no help i.n identifying tho station . 

At the other e nd of the spect rum is the positively ( 10~ probability) ldenti.fled station 
(''This is the Voi ce of America broadcasting from Greenville , ti orth Carolina." (JAL Note: v oA 
no l onger uses this type ID . )) . 

Many DX s tations fall sore where in between on the identification spectrum, however . One 
may hear only part of tho ID, and it may be i.n a poorly understood foreign langu14;0 or i.n 
t he midst of heavy static or interference . Or perhaps no ID is heard but certain character­
i stic s of the s i gnal or progralllllling lead to the belief that you are tuned to a particular 
station. 

Generally s peaki.ng , the l onger one list ens to a stati on - - on one date or many - - the 
more clues to its i dentity he wi ll gather and the better t he chances of i dentification . If 
you can ' t ID a station , keep lis tening! 

The factors which might contribute to t he identification of a station are a lmos t limitless. 
Among them are quality of s ignal ( such a s presence of polar f lutte r , f ade-out , and f ade-in 
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times, etc . ) , ti.me of reception, frequency, and programl!ling. Programming i s usually the most 
important clue. 

Knowledae of languages will help. Familiarity with different kinds of indigenous music 
is a b18 help in identli'ylna stations. other factors which could contribute to station 
identli'ication include sillilar1ty of progra"111ling to that reported by other listeners , use 
of !mown tunina s18nals , sign- on and sign-off sequences , identification of advertisers and 
auch , much more. 

It should be apparent that one ' s ability to i dentli'y a station depends mostly on his 
ability to interpret what he hears and reach conclusions from it. Thus , DXer s with greater 
experience may find it easier to suggest plausible identities for unidentified stations than 
will newcomers to the hobby. A station which i s unidentified to a ne w listener may be 
identified to a core experienced DXer. The experience .factor i s critical. One should, over 
his years in the hobby, build a mental storehouse of information about the stations and 
countries he may hear on shortwave, Then, when he hears a station whose identity he i s 
seeking, he has a bac~ound of knowledae which he can bring to boar on the various ite10s of 
programming oo hears. 

No matter how experienced you are , you will not be able to "fully identify all signals 
you hear. A couple of shorthand expressions have developed for describing these cases . 

One is " presWll9d" identification. When a logging i s listed as presumed it means the 
DXer has concluded that , based on all of the clues he has , he is nllllost certnin (9~ 
probability) that it is the named station he has heard. About all that is missing is an 
actual ID; virtually all the otter clues a s to identity "fit," 

The otrer term i s "tentative." A tentative identification means that the DXer has 
strong reason {8(11: probability) to believe that he is hearing the named station, but he is 
not suffic iently certain to call it presumed. 

For example , if one hears a Spanish station on a frequency where several Latin 
AJOBricans operate, there is no basi s , without more , on which this could properly be tarred 
an identified logging of one station rather than the others . The probability in being right 
in guessina any one of the U sted ::tntions is less thaJ1 5°"· If thu ll::itener identifies the 
cusic as definately Peruvia.~, however, 1f only one of the knolfl• ::tntions is located in Peru, 
and 1i' other DXers have reported Peru only at this Ume, one might proporly call this a 
tentative logging of the Peruvian station. In this instance one might be about 8°" certain 
of that identity. If, in addition , _!llrt of n.n id.entificotion is hoard which seems to match 
that of the Peruvian and there are mentions of the town in which the Peruvian is located, 
this could properly be called presumed reception of the Peruvian. Identification certainly , 
woul d be better than 9~ . ~ 

Anythlna short of a tentative is an unidentified , DXers should avoid tho temptation to 
classify logglnas as tentative when they are truly unidentified, A legitimate tentative 
designation i s not just the product of a guess, and s hould not be used merely as an "insurance 
policyff against embarrassment if a logging reported to a. bulletin later proves to have been 
1n error. llhen there is any doubt in your mind , call the station unidentified. If you must 
err, err on the side of caution. Even with unidentifieds , however, you might want to 
indicate which station or stations you think it m18ht be, if you have any ideas . 

A word about the propriety of sending reception reports to s tations in the presumed or 
tentative categories. The main pu-poee in seeking a QSL is to cause the station to verify 
what the listener himself has already fairly c oncluded , namely that it is that particular 
station he has heard. It i s !!.!li the purpose of a QSL to confirm a 1110re guess. 

Ordinarily it is permissible to seek a verification fror.i a station in the presumed 
category. The problem is core difficult with tentative loggings . Perhaps the best test is 
this• If, based on all the circumstances , you a.re able to fairly conclude that it is a 
partkular station you have heard -- havina applied the stringent "have I been guilty of 
wishful thlnking teRt" -- it ls pe:missible to seek veririoation . You should sp>ll out to the 
station that your reception was not positively identified, however . You should tell them 
that you are not certain 1t i s their station you have heard , but detail those factors which 
cause you to bel ieve that it is probably them. 

A STATIC?I LIST SHOULD NEVER BE THE SOlE OR 
PRDICIPAL FACTOR DI IIENTIFYillG A STATIC?I 

All DXers use lists of one kind or anotter: Club bulletins , other hobby publications, 
llorld Radio TV Handbook, etc. The i ssue is not whether to use such lists , but how to use 
them. Lists provide a useful element of information to a listener who is trvina to identify a 
particular stati on operating on a particular frequency . They tell him which. stations are 
s chedul ed t o operate on that frequency or have been heard there. Thus, they are helpfu l 
mainly in narrowing the list of stations a DXer might be listening to. 

To be carefully avoided is a practice called "list logging, " List logging is the habi t 
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of concl uding and l'<!porting that one has heard a particul.a.r station when that conclusion is 
based mostly on the f act that the stati on is, according to a list, supposedly operating 
at the time and place heard. A list l ogger proceeds on the wrong asswnption that because 
station X i s s upposed to be operating on a particular frequency at a particular tine , and 
because he heard a station on that frequency at that time , it must be station X he heard. 

List l ogging is mainly the product of the DXer ' s desil'<l to hear a particular station. 
He wants to hear station X, so he concl udes he has heard it , even though other poss ibilities 
are more likely . Wishful t h inking has led him to "identify" the station principally by the 
fact that t he station i s reported to be operating at the time and place of his logging. 

List l ogging becomes progressive ly more hazardous as the list being relied upon ages • 
Thus the annual WRTH will nor mally be less accurate than a list which updates several times 
a year (such as the Danish Shortwave Clubs Internati onal Tropi cal Bands Survey) , TBS may 
be less accurate than the lists in monthly bulletins and s o forth . Furthermore , st ations 
move to ne w f'requencles as well as from old ones. So a station heard on a given frequency may 
well be something not yet on any lis t , and even the most up t o date listing of st ations on a 
frequency may not indicate all the possibilities. 

As stressed previously , i t is the other factor s in a logging -- language, program 
cont ent, reception conditions , etc. -- which should provide t he basis for a credibl e 
identificat ion. That a want e d station i s supposed to be oper ating at the same time and 
frequency is just one e l ement -- and not a critical one -- in t he overall determination of 
which station i s being heard . -

REPORT THE FREQUENCY OF RECEPl'ION AS ACCURA'IELY 
AS EQUIPMENT AND SKILL PERMIT 

A DXer should be familiar enough with his equi pment to know how to use it properly and 
get the mos t accuracy it can offer. llith a ll but the simplest multi-band portables , :!: J kHz 
accuracy i s possible and should be sought. If digital readout is not available , the DXer 
should develope a ppropriate frequency graphs , charts , or tables for his receiver so t hat by 
interpolatiCl'I he can establish an accuracy of about :!: J kHz. Even greater accuracy, to the 
nearest kilohertz , should be s t-a.ndard where digital readout is availabl e . Measurements 
to the nearest kilohertz are not indispensable to proper reporting or to one ' s development 
~ a serious DXer, however. 

It i s not necessary to report frequencies to one or more decimal places , e .g . 9710. 2, 
9710,2J, 9710.2J8 kHz, etc . Generally , such frequency citations give the illusion of a 
great degl'<!e of accuracy which i s not warranted in fact. Instability in the receiver or 
frequency counter is at l east as likely an explanation for variations in " measured" 
ffequencies over a period of time as is transmitter instability . If the frequency is 
meaeured on appropriate equipment by an oxporienced operator, it may be of value in determining 
"frequency offsets" , that i s deliberate off frequency o_peration which may be characteristic 
of particul.a.r stations, however. Caution should be used in reporting these to bulletin 
logging sections as the inexperienced DXer may be misled or become discouraged because his 
equi:i-nt does not permit such accuracy . The obvious exception to the above is where 
a station i s known t o broadcast regularly on a decimal or " split" frequency, ouch as 
BOlJ8Sllville on JJ22.5 kHz. (Editors note: This ~ph was revised as a result of 
discussi on with the authors at NUvention 5, 12 Aug. It may appear in its original form 1n 
other DX p.iblications . ) 

Of course , the frequency reported s hould be the one actually heard and not just the 
listed frequency , if they are not the same . 

BRJEFLY DESCRIBE THE PROGRAM HEARD 
BE ACCURATE AND COMPIE'IE 

The more descriptive the account of your logging, the more helpful 1t will be to others . 
As a general rule, t he r QI'<lr the logging , the more complete s hould be your program descr iption . 

The following are appropriate details : Language (if known); program titles (or generic 
terms such as "local news ·,'.' "o.cmEnta.ry," "request music program , 11 etc .) i type of musi c (generic 
tems such as "rock," "mid-east chanting," " island music" as a minimum , but ideally more 
detailed musical descriptions a.re desirable I 0 •S• 0 ga.melan I II 

11k:ronkong, II 11huayno , If 0 merengue I It 
etc.)1 s ign-on and sign-off practices1 actual time announcements1 tuning s ignals : national 
anthems : sound effects : and products advertised . An important item is the identification 
text. And whether as part of an ID text or not , besure to give the name or slogan of the 
station as you heard it if it differs from the name usually used, 

RECEP!'ICJI CCJIDITICtlS SHOUI.D BE REPORTED 
ACCURATELY AND IN CIEAR, CONCISE LANGUACE 

Though preferred by some major international broadcasters , SINPO and SIO codes should 
be avoided when reporting rece ption of shortwave stations , except where a club requests 
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otherwise. Reception should be described in brief, narrative form, e.g. "good reception 
with bet on high side," "poor s trength with l ow modulation." "fair with QRM from BB!, same 
channel.• Note any special chara<>ter1stics associated with reception: Strength of signal, 
undermodulation or overmodula.tion, type, s trength, and (1£ possible) ident1£ication of any 
interfering s tations or heterodynes , readability of the s~al (the ability to distinguish 
worib. ]Xlrases , and sentences), relations hip of signal quality to tha.t usually experienced 
from the station, etc. 

The quality of reception s hould not be overstated. Report things as you hear them. 
As a. general rule , ·the better the DX , the worse reception you can expect. The following 
ter:t.lnology is suggested: 

l. "Excellent" -- Outstanding "local" or "armchair" quality reception; VoA, BBC, e tc . 
Stations heard with excellent quali ty are rarely true DX. 

2 . "Good" - - The content of the spoken programming, 1.e . readability, is understood 
a.nd the s~al i s stable . Unlike exce llent receptiai, this s~al may suffer from some 
interference, heterodyne, fa.ding , etc. 

J. "Fair" -- Much DX reception wi ll fa.11 into this category. Fair reception i s 
reception tha.t i s degraded in quality to t he point where readability i s substantially reduced. 
Note that even a strong s igna l might be reported as fair if interference or other factors 
greatly xeduce intelligibility. 

4. "Poor" -- Anything which i s not excellent, good , or fa.ir, i s poor . If ·a. s ignal i s 
poor, it i s especially important to describe why, e .g. weak signa.l stxength, unmanageable 
heterodyne, etc.

IT TAKES TllO TO VERIFY -- SOME THOUGHTS ON 
VERIFICATION POLICIES 
by Pitt McNeil, Washington DC 

Many DXers co!lplain when stations -- especially the ha.rder to hear ones -- do not verify 
their reception reports, Some ::>Xers reason that since they put in just so much ti.me and 
effort to send the station a. reception report, it is the station's obligation to verti'y tha.t 
report. But how oft.en do DXers look at things from the s ide of the broadcasters? For all. 
stations, domestic a.nd internatiaia.l broadcasters, verifying reception reports in -- in 
terms of paperwork , time, effort, and money -- a hassle , and often an unrewarding one. 

For international broadcasters , reception reports are a way of getting in touch with 
their listeners. But this does not mea.n tha.t verifying them is not a hassle , especially , 
in tems of paperwork. Also, with inflation rising, stations cut back on their personnel"' 
- - which means that fewer people are there to answer the increasing tide of reception reports. 
So, why not look at their aide of things, and rememlJer them when you are about to write up yoo:r 
next reception report? If you were working at an under-staffed station, what kind of reports 
would you l ike to see? Probably ones tha.t are neat L'l appearance (typewritten, far example) , 
tha.t are concise in their details, that include some sort of comment on the program content, 
and ones tha.t are friendly -- not just the old ga,,.,-my-QSL type approach. Not only rlll 
following these simple outlines make for friendlier relations between the stations and DXers, 
it will also improve your QSL ret urns . -

Domestic broadcasters in Latin America, Africa, a.nd Asia s imply are not aiming far a.n 
internat ional audience, and oft- times they don't need or want one . Their broadcasts are 
strictly for internal consumption, so to speak. In Latin America, most stations on shortwave 
are commercial broadcasters, whose sole means of livelihood is making money from the sale of 
comiarcial spots to local businesses. They are ofte n small operations -- family run stations 
a.re COIDJ:lon in Latin America . Profits are sma.ll for these stations, and money must be spent 
with care , To these stations, reception reports from DXers in the USA , using fa.ncy receivers 
and Antennas to hear their stations , are worth little more than the pa.per they a...'"" written en. 
It ma.y be int.eresting to s ome stations to get letters f'roai the EE UU de Amari= , indeed some 
stations are proud that they have been hea.....U 1n far -away lands , but reception reports help the 
station l ittle . DXera in far-away la.nds are not a loyal, local listenership which can be 
counted on to patronize loca.l bus1nes38s which adve rtise on the radio station . In :fact, 
verifying x:eception reports can oo seen as a debit when looked at from the station's point of 
view, They spend their time a.nd mone y sending out verifications and get nothing more than the 
esoteric plea.sure in knowing tha.t they can be heard in fa.r-away places. DXers should be ha.ppy 
with the returns they get from Latin American stations that a.re generous enough to verify 
reports, and not gripe a.t the stations which ha.\'en ' t answered their reception reports . 

Dolll9stic broadcasters in Africa. and Asia are .in a category different fron Latin American 
broedca.:iters. They = usuall.y state run radio stations, whose coverage i s sometimes local, 
*1ost-t1mes national, but al.most never international. Like the Latin A:nerican stations, 
reception reports from DXers with fancy receiving equipment are of little more than esoteric 
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value to these broadcast11rs too, Kost of these s tations operate 1n the tropical bands , 
and a.ccarding to recent infonia.tion, CCJJI regula tions state that stat ions should not be 
able to be beard outaide the b11Bstic coverage area -- s o stations do not really want t o be 
told that they are being heard in far-away lands , way outside their border. Als o, most African 
and Asian states are poor, developing countries which do not have available any large 
expenditure for staffing their stations or running up post age bills sending out QSLs . In 
al.aoat all occasions, DXers get verit'ications out of t he generosity of s tations and t he 
personnel who work there, not because the s tation i s "obli gated" t o verify reception reports . 

In conclusion, I would like to quote f rom a prominent DXer who has t raveled in Latin 
America a fair amount. " As a per sonal opinion , after v i s i ting a cluster of Latin statia:is, 
I now believe we are lucky to get .!!!!:! replies at all from most of t hese , and what ever the 
percentaae of Latin replies t o reports , i t i s probabl y better t han i t shoul.d bo . Tho people 
down there -- good people , but very poor - - have enough problems and enough to do than t o 
waste their time writing t o Gr ingos. I can really understand them fee l ing that way."

History RADIO rn 1907 

By Robert Fr aser , Cohasset , Haas . 

Recently at the Boston Public Library, I came across a small book titled "Wireless 
Telegraph Stations of the World". Compiled by the U, S , tlavy and dated August l, 1907 . It 
was the VRTH of its day. Its size and thickness , including the hard-bound covers, was about 
that of a typical FREllDX . 

Various chapters covered all the comcercial and priva t e radio stations then existing in 
the world (all nations were listed whether or not they had a radio station) , those aboard 
co11D1Brc1al ships , and the U .s . Navy's shore stations and aboard our warships . Foreign 
naval radio stations were not 1:1entioned. The listings I have partly included are for American 
Privately- owned comiercial stations and the U ,S. llavy ' s s hore stations. 

Readers will note that most of the American C011111lercial stations exi sting and under 
construction, were by DeForest while the Navy used German-made equiJlllBnt , Most of the U.S . 
Navy radio stations were built adjacent to lighthouses and indeed, five are aboard lightships. 

At the start of the 20th Century, long wave meant long distance. But , even by 1907, 
1118.lly of the staticns were already using frequencies now 1n the lower section of the BCB band. 
The Naval stations were broadba"ld - the receivlng eapabilitios of the Sitka, Alas~.a, station 
for instance, covered the present LW and HI/ bands. The private stations appear to have 
used only one frequency . One wonder s just how stabl e and selective its trans~ission was. 

The most f&11ous, of course, was Marconi's transatLantic station "CC" at We llfleet , Cape 
Cod-. Its range is listed as "ultra-potent" as is Reginald Fessenden's transatlantic stat.ion 
"BO• at nearby Brant Rock. 

A bit of history on our seagoing radio stations• In 1898, an experimental radio was 
aboard the San Francisco Lightship, located halfway between the Colden Gate and tho Fo.n:o.llon 
Islands. A few years later , the llavy established o. r adio station on the Fe.rrallons , Tho 
islands were farther to see , a more !Jtable platform, and a larger area than the lightship. 

Radios were installed aboard the llantucket Lightship 66 and her relief , the 58, in 
1901. Primarily , they were to report ehip arrivals to the Port of New York. The light:;hips 
worked "SC" at Si.asconset, llantucket Island, some 1~7 miles northwest, and the report. was then 
cabled to llew York City . On December 10, 1905, racked by a severe gale and badly leaking, the 
Nantucket Lightship 58 radioed for help, America' G flrr~ wireless distress call . The tender 
Azalea, at Boston, reached the sinking lightship a few hours later. Too dark for any rescue 
attempts, the tender atood by the 58 all that night. At dawn the next day, the lightahips 
crew were taken off and the 58 placed in tow . A few hours later, the lightship sank . Her 
place as Nantucket's relief was then taken by the 78, Oddly , on June 24, 1960, the 76, while 
relieving the Ambrose Channel Lightship at New York Harbor , was rammed and sunk by a passing 
vessel, fortunately without loss of life . !!either lightship was salvaged and they rel!l8in today 
in their watery grave. Wouldn ' t it be nice if someday a diver retrieved the historic radio 
equipment from the 58. 

Inf"ormation in the book was sketchy at best . But it is r.iost. interesting to get a glimpse 
of radio in its infancy nearly three quarters of a century ago.

"In these days, thanks to wireless transmission-and, in a 5lllaUer degree, to mech­

an11:ed reproduction-fine music, expensively produced, roay be easily and cheaply ob­
tained. On the face of it, this s-a to be an excellent condition of affairs; yet it 
is not v1.thout drawbacks. An increase in the nlrlber of art galleries would be of little 
benefit to blind aan; nor 1s the accessibility of vast quantities of music necessarily 
bound to tum an 1urausical' person into an enthusia.st for all that 1s the best in the 
a rt. On the other hand, it may easily have the activelybad effect of dulJ.i.ng our sens1-
t1Teness to MUsical stimuli. 

"'!'here is no paradox in the foregoing paragraph. It cont&ins plain, sober truth. 
Music is so readUy cane by in these times that, lilce everyday CCJ>l!'lodities • •• great 
Mounts, duly recieved , are pem1 tted to run to waste , In other words, we hear a great 
deal of nrusic, but listen to -..ery litUe. We fill to absorb it. arxl therefore derive no 
benefit ti-an it. 

"If we are content to anploy music as a pleasant background for our reading, con­
versation, card-playing, eating, or dod"", vell and good-ve need only to switch on 
our loud- speakers or put our gramophones into action and contunue our other occupations. 
But listening to music is an active process which d.....ands our f'ull. attention. Unless 
we concentrate on what we hear--erect a sort of mental sieve which will retain the sig­
nificance of the sounds-it v1.ll, in the old expression , merely come in at one ear and 
go out at the other, lea~ no seclim,,nt of meaning or sensation behind it. 

"'!'hose ot us who developed our love of music in days Mien it was by no means easy 
to acquire musiclLl o)l;>Orience hat! no need to be vamed of these things. Tue value of 
the tew precious hours that ve were able to spend in conC&rt halls was patent enough. 
What we lost--if it can be conceived as a loss--in chlapness, quantity, arx! even pel'­
haps in canfort, we gained 1n the natural formation of tho habit of concentrated listen­
ing-a good habit which, once fonned, is not easily discarded . 

"'!he great danger of broadcasting and mechanized music generally is that, by its 
very prodigality, it rmoves that c0111pulsion to make the roost of everything recieved 
vhich operated 1n the old days. Music today is so plentiful that we are tanpted to 
regard it too cheaply. Even those of us who attend good concerts r~rly-and all 
true lllUSic lovers do so whenever possible, tor no Nl!lroduction, however good, is can­
parable to the real thing-can supplment our experiences by means ot radio and gram­
ophone. Music is alloost literalJ.y 'in the air'. !!ut it :Le no more easy to extract 
t'ull enjoyment !ran it than it vas before reproducing instruments were invented •• • 

I make no apology tor dealing extensively with so el1111entary a point. Broadcast­
ing an! meohanized 11111sic , whether nrusicians like it or not--arld many do not-are today 
playing enonnous parts in the "'usical lite of the country. These innovations have ot 
necessity erected a whole set or n"" values; and it is desirable to deal at once with a 
pitfall \Illich, as my daily experience plainly 1ntonns me, loans large in the path of 
seekers after musical understanding in a world that is f'ull. ot MUsic."
