Shortwave l i stening i s an 1ntenee ly personal and private activity --· usually we go off 

into a corner of the house to listen to s hortwave . Usually there is nobody else around . 
It is not the type of activity that i s easily observed. As a result, there is not much 
commoo knowledge about Khat is involved 1n the hobby of SllL, How do 118 do it , what kind of 
station preferences do 118 have , what types of programs do we 11.ko? Because SI/Ls tend to be 
15cattered around the country and don't get together very often except in meetings like AllARC, 
there is very little knowledge about the activity or international broadcast listening 1n 
the United States. 

Many scholars , however, are interested 1n tho affects of international b roadcaoting on 
~he North Amer ican audience . The conventional wisdom ie that international broadcasting has 
very little effect because few people actually listen to thei:t. That is the conventional 
wisdom and it may be correct for all I know, but it is worth invest1gst1ng . 

The Gallup Polls usually have a s&J1pllng of about 2,000 listeners as a representation 
of the entire U.S. population. Out of this you may get a handi\11 of people who listen to 
shortwave on a regular basis, maybe 100 who own radios capable of receiving Sii or who may 
have listened to Radio MoscoK once or twice and then fled shortwave , back to AM or FM. The 
diehard SVLs are very few. The Radio Canada Inte rnational/Gallup Poll is probably s till the 
best indication 118 have. 

In 1975, so.., speech-cou:unication professors/journalists , Drew McDaniel and James Hall , 
1n the summer issue of the Journal of Broadcasting, did a survey of the Newark lleKs Radio Club . 
That was the first attempt at a survey, not of the general U .s . public, but of a specifi c 
group who are known shortwve listeners. Don D. Smith declared that SI/Ls we re more interested 
1n getting the "country" than 1n listening to program content -- that i s, they wren ' t 
politically interested listeners . Hall and llcDaniel disagreed with this . That is , unfortunate!~ 
typical of many scholars 1n t he U .s . Kho don ' t have any connection with the hobby and 
probably do not listen to shortwave the.....,lves . The point being, that the !lllRC was not an 
all shortwve club, but a combination of many difforent aspects of radio. 

I have been a me1:1ber or llASVA ror 12 years and I thought it w e about tire that we 
1.llproved u]>OD the Hall-Mcdaniel study and try to get soi:te good 1nfomation or the SllL 1n the 
U.S . My main hypothesis was that not a ll people in NASllA Kere interested strictly in the DX 
aspect of shortKave listening. I suspected that there were those who wro interested in 
listening to programs and that probably most of us were 1n both the DX and SllL categories . 

So for my Master ' s thesis at the University of 111.nnesota I put tcsether a survey with 
return postage and J:lllch pre- p.iblicity from NASllA. At the time of the Survey 1n June - July 
1976, there 118:<9 about 1000 ll8mbers 1n the United States. lie managed to get ?56 of them 
back, a ?~ retu:m , consi dered docent 1n mail survey research . lie were glad to get such a 
res ponse , espec1ally becauss the surveys wre r ather lmg, tedious , and time-conswaing . 
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We found that there were those who were interested in either DXin& or program 
content, but then many f e ll in between those two extremes . There were only 4 .4 percent 
diehard DXers and 2. 5 percent who we:re only program listeners . 28, 25, and 18 pereent fell 
in the categories 1n the middle. '!'hi.re were J1.2 percent who listened J to 6 hours per week, 
27 pereent 7 to 10 hours. They lis ten several hours per week and Gallup Polls are lucky to 
find 20 or JO people who listen one hour per week. So we have here a sample of a very large 
group of s hortwave listeners, by no means indicative of the general pop!lation . 

Obviously, those s tations that are clearer 1n signal/reception will be list ened to more 
often . But there were some discreJllllcies. Radio Sweden was 21st in reception quality but 
14th 1n listening frequency, Poople were actually tryln& to seek out Radio Sweden in the 
static for its superior programming. On the other hand , we have Radio Havana, 5th in recept­
ion quality and 15th in amount of listenln&. North Korea and South Korea shared the 
distinction of bein& 45th and 46th respectively . S:i;ain, however, did well in both respects 
with ita favorable trana111itter location not subject to polar variations. 

Ky next project is to phone interview a number of listeners to the major broadcasters, 
more casual listeners than are DXers and SWLs who are members of clubs . There is still 
much to be l earned about the s hortwa,ve listener in the United States .

SWL Program A SHORTWAVE LlSTDIING PROGRAM <JI CABIE TV 

Presented by Kr . Alf'red Thornton, St . Johns NJl 
at ANARC-1978. Transcribed by Dan Robinsai 

St . John is a city of about 102,000 inhabitants and out of those we have about 20,000 
subsarl.bers to cable televisiai . This figure ls clllllbing rapidly, and on cable we now have 
about 7 channels1 5 channels are the usual major networks, l channel has .all news . and we 
have a couunity channel. A COllllllllity channel means that the pJblic has access to put m 
their very Olftl show, and as soon as I knew this, the SWL lamp lit up 100 watts, and I said, 
"why couldn ' t I put ai a DX show even though it was on closed c1rcuit--but a closed circuit 
with a potential of 20, 000 viewers?" So, I decided to 111t on a pilot show . I had everything 
doim at the ctudio th:l.t day for tapln& on channel 6 . 

We have what we call the Greater St. John' s Community Council for cable television that l 

keeps a finger on the pu:lse of the J11blic and the people who work on the prOjtI'8ms, partly from 
an ethics angle . What people see in St . John , New Brunswick, is the responsibility 
of the people in that city . It is unfortunate that people still regard these products 
as something to watch or not to watch rather than something to create . Even a :i:assive 
viewor decides whether to watch on the basis of peripheral details such as Ughtin&, sound, 
and the s witching of sets and all the otl-er trappin&s one gets with commercial TV which 
sometimes acts as a camoflage . Slickness i s not what 1t is all about in community television. 
I began to look around in my first days at community TV and began to t hink that there weren ' t 
enough people who actually grasped the potential of commmity TV , and even fewer who 
exploited it. And when I looked at the programs, I saw that ~ of them were religious , 4o_r; 
were Country and Western groups , and the rest were a hodge-podge of what the private 
interviewers could get 1n the city: gardens 1n the city, the social ser vices, what church 
was doing this or that. And that was OK , but only 2~ of tho programs. 

I approached the program controller and sai d , quite bluntly, "Can I Plt on a shortwave 
program?H And she said ;re s , let's give it a try . I discussed 111y program cootent with her and 
she gave ms the green. light. I had not seen a TV show just on DXing . Why not? Well, who 
wants to see a chap talki.ng about megacycles, Bi'Os , or what over . You can 't just sit there 
and talk about shortwave , 19 metre band, Venezuela, Radio Nederland -- what does 1t mean? So 
I 111t on a pilot program--! had everything down there, including receivers and a globe . I sat 
back and waited for the feedback. There really was an interest in shortwave . I thought 
then that I had my foot 1n the door or on the bottom rung of the ladder. 

Now I ' ve got 12 progra.ns, three already taped . Last night was the premier (on receivers) : 
I int roduced the first show oo the subject of receivers, The seaaid show was on antennas , 
the third on reportln&. This program will go out now every two weeks. 

The cable company ' s duty i s to s upply the s tudios , the equipment , and the technical 
personnel. The sta:ff' s respoosibility i s to keep the equipment in workin& order and t he 
technical qual:ity of t he broadcasts hlgh1 we are always tryln& to i mprove t hings. We gi ve 
about three hours of 1ntonsive instruction and then s tep back and let the people do their own 
shows. A:fter that the equipment i s booked out on a f irst come , first served bas i s . Have 
you got the idea -- you can walk in and say, " I want to talk about breedin& dogs." An hour 
program i s too lc:mg, a half hour is just right. It takes me two weeks to get my own program 
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together, to 11\ake my °"" props . I borrowed my granddaughter ' s doll house for an antenna 
demonstration. I demonstrated with string and white beads what a dipole is, grounding • • • . • 
that doll house was the key to the whole piece, And at the end of the show , I put her in the 
credits. She got a great kick out of that. 

Well , that's 1t, that i s the whole thing about community cable TV , Everybody likes to 
see themselvers en TV or they love to hear their own voice. It is a pleasant shock to see 
oneeeli on 7V, The majority of the people who stated they were interested in using the 
co=nity cable TV channel were in the 18 and under groups, Other statistics indicate just 
how far c011111un1ty cable has to go before it even approximates the ideal of large-sca1e 
collllllUility involver:ient , less than 10 percent of the respondents indicated interest 1n 
producing progrSJllS , Again , this is where I say something has to be dono, Does this kind 
of thing moan that St. John ' s people don ' t havo anything worthwhile to oa.y -- woll, '"' do, 
we have a lot to aay. Do they feel intimidated by the so-called profossionalism of commercial 
TV? H&.G the creative urge been crushed by too many years of work at jobs that deny the use 
of their 1Jnag1nat1ons? Community cabl e television is hoping that the answers to these questions 
ls eventually going to be ''No". Perhaps the real answer lies in a paraphrase --''by their 
progr8JIUl1.ng so shall we !mow them."

Monitoring VJ 
DXing 

MCIHTORING a DXDIG??? Or does it? Some 
thoughts and personal views

Although I have had the honor (or honour, as I 'd prefer! ) to be the UK representative 
of NASVA for several years, this is, I think, the first occasion on which· I have felt 
impelled to eit dOlll\ and write an article for FRENDX as a direct result of s omething 
contributed by another member of our great Association , The viswpoints of DXor s in the 
Onited Staten and across the water are, inevitably, colored by their national origins: One 
would not be hwaan 1:f this were not the case , However, I feel that Bill Whitacre ' s ar..icle 
"Racar (August 78 FRnlDX , pp, 3- 5) must stand corrected in its £actual inaccuracies a.'ld 
this provides me with an opportunity to express a personal view which i s colored by v;,ry many 
hours of discussion with professiooal monitors and by having used a ' Racal ' receiver - a.'ld 
a variety of that Jaanufacturer' s auxiliary equipnent - consistently f'or somo thing like 7 years. 

Firstly, let me correct the more glaring factual inaccuracies ln the article . Whitacre 
says that the "RA-ll7 r:ieans that the receiver ls the U .S, version of the RA-17 , • ": This is 
not correct . The 'Racal' RA-17 !!M the first receiver to use the Wadloy {not Barlow-1iladley) 
loop circuit which, effectively eliminates drl:ft from a receiver {the Barlow part of Barlow­
Wadley refers to the South African Jl\Sllufacturer of the XCR-30 which, like s o many other 
receivers , utilizes this circuit) , However, the RA-ll7 is very definitely not the U .s , version 
of the RA-171 The RA-ll7 (usually found 1n the RA-ll7E variant) ls , in fact, a military 
versi on of the RA-17 Mark 2 , but the RA-ll7 has an additional IF st14!e and few users would 
agree that "the modol munber is about the only difference between these two versions," Rightly 
or wrongly, the RA-117 has a reputation for being a less drift-free and sensitive receiver 
than the RA-17 in its various f'orms . The RA-17 Mark 2 {the Mark l version i s seldom, li ever, 
encounwred) is normally found in versions with the type nllt1bcr RA-17X where 'X' ls a suff'ix 
letter denoting the particular model: Illustratioos of t his are the {cOllllllonly encountered) 
RA-l?K , which has a maxillllt1 bandwidth of 8 kHz, or the RA- 17L with a C111Xilaut1 bandwidt.h of 13 
kHz . There are a wide variety of RA-17 11.odels, designed for various purposes including the 
RA-l?P, RA-1711, RA- 175, and RA17W , The U .s. versions have a different numbering system and 
dif'far f'rom the ' standard ' UK versions 1n the tubes which they uoo and in the fo:in of the 
v=:iauo Pl"lS" and sockets 1<1Lh th" U ,S . ven.lons using "U ,S ," fitting and the UK ones using 
generally NATO fitments . The U.S . ver sloos are all des18nated RA-17-CX : The X here represent­
ing a suffix numl:er - e .g . the UK RA-17K ls lmOlll\ as the RA-17-Cl2 in its USA version. So 
much for tho inaccuraci es which , in themselves, SD? not of great importance (and whic h could 
be eX}JU1ded waro 1t worthwhile to do so! ) , . 

Let me turn now to the subject postulated in my heading -"MONITORDIG • DXING??? . Kost 
DXers , I think , have visions that - one day when they are rich! - there will cor.c a tice when 
they will sit in front of racks full of expensive equipment of professional-marque and that they 
will then find 1t easy to become the No . 1 DXer of their~ · I conf'ess to having gone 
thrOll8h this phase and Bill Whitacre eriiresses his similar feeling when he writes: " I suppose 
llY yearning f'or an RA-17 s tarted way band , , • where I saw a picture of Gregg Calkin seated 
1.n the CBC me111toring post 1n Ottawa, surrounded by Raca1s". Ten years or so ago I was 
fortWl&te enough to lllSke the first of many visits to the BBC ' s Monitoring Service station at 
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Caversham not 40 JD.ilea west of Lon".!.on: a vi sit which marked the start of a long friendship 
with Gord:.i Weston, later the Chief Monitor of the Service ' s "Special Listening Section ," In 
the course of a cr owded day' s visit to the Mworks" I recall commenting to Gord.on, and later 
to John Sheringha.111, then assistant head of the Monitoring Service, that "it must be wonderful 
to be paid to do what I do as a hobby - DXing ," Perhaps I may be forgiven - t here were the 
British opposite munbers of Gregg Calkins " surrounded by Radals" and various other exotic 
pieces of monitoring equi pment with an antenna farm backup which defied descripti on. 
HOW1lver, the important thing was that Messrs Weston and Sher ingham made clear to be that 
professional monitoring is no way anything lil<e DXing1 the two occupations are as different 

. as cha1k i s :from cheese . "Monitoring" represents , in essentials , listening to a :foreign 
broadcast which must be virtua1ly l°°' audible 1n order to capture :from it its news or col!llllent­
a:ry content . DX1ng in contrast represents the capture o:f a :foreign signal with the basic 
purpose of identifying the station and then extracting sui":ficient informaUon frora the 
signal to allow a report to be made (leading to a QSL, one: hopes! ) . Put another way - a 
signal o:f 5Q,11 readability will sui":fice :for the aver age DX report i a signal which i sn ' t of 
say 9Q,11 readability is valueless :for professional monit oring purposes . The professional 
monitor will, 9 times out of 10, know what he is listening to: his interest is in extracting 
valuable information from it - - contrast this with the DXer carefully noting "15 and ID 
at 0300, " and later "03~ - gamelan music with YL ." The t wo wor lds are quite dif:ferent 1 and 
so are the receivers required :for too pursuit of the two occupation s . 

Few DXers who have a wide experience of receivers would claim that the RA-17K (or -L) 
was the best receiver for DXingl Its audio quality leaves so::1ething (undefinable) to be 
desired and it certainly i s not a match in that quarter for, say, tho old G.E.C . BRT-400/402 
series of receivers which are to be found at many monitoring stations, or even the old AR-BBD. 
BUT given a s ignal that is readable then the RA-17 will hold it like a demented octupus and 1.:f 
you "LOOK" the frequency then it will stay on that frequency 24 hours a day, 365 days a year, 
:for year after year! As a 'Racal ' user :for 7 years - and one who would not be parted from 
my RA-171< except by A~ddon itself! - let me admit that for DXing my choice is the 
"Eddystone" 730/4 (out of production for :,ears) teamed with a good FET pre-selector and antenna 
matching unit. That will mako readable signals which the ' Raca.l ' doesn ' t want to know because 
it has tho advantage o:f "crystal phasing" and much better audio quality• Nor let us forget 
the FRG-7 ' s superb quality on easy-listening stations. One will find some strange receiver 'il 
in regular use on nonitoring stations (see my monograph "A Layman Looks a t Caversharo", now 
out o:f print) 1 One must consider just what they are :for. If you can provide an S9 + 40 dB 
signal then the monitor wants th,; rece iver with the best audio quality to make his ~ob of 
transcription easier -- it doesn ' t have to be anything as sophisticated as a 'Racal", • Ten 
years ago , or thereabouts , Caversham was using 'Drake ' SFR-4 and 'Eddystone' EB-37 receivers 
in those circunstances (see, aga.111, the monograph) . licit her would qualify as the greatest 
DX receiver in my estimation! 

The "comparison• which Whitacre makes between the R-4B , the "Collins" marque , a."ld the 
RA-17 is, in 'JfY view, quite valueless - - one might as well compare a Rolls-Royce Silver 
Cloud , the Ford Model 'T' and the Polski Fiat. Each has its use s , within certain definite 
parameters -- the Polski Fiat would ' look rather silly carrying President Carter and his 
retinue of secret servicemen • The Rolls would look somewhat out of pl.ace carrying pigs to 
mart on a dlrt road in Idaho , Horses for courses! But courses vary and what is good for one 
is not the best for another, Monitoring is not DXing as any profesBional, or semi-professional , 
monitor will testify, they are as far apart as a Muslim and a Seventh Day Adventist . Both 
hope to !'lake Heaven but is the 1.r Heaven the samo place - - I wonder! 

Finally - lest anyone should read these words a s a "slug" at Bill Whitacre, which it 
certainly is not! - let me agree with his final co:nment on the RA-17 ••• "It's also the 
:first new 1Py I've had which I wasn ' t bored with in the first week." It is a superb , finely 
tuned (like a racing car) , delight-to-own, reliable, tough, versatile in o]Xlration , 
a.esthetically pleasing , ergonometrically admirable piece o:f radio gear: Get one and you will 
:fall under its spell and become , maybe, a professional monitor . For that , there just iBn ' t 
a better receiver than the RA-17! Proof? We ll, the U.S. Navy (on at least one contract) bought 
them in :preference to "Collins ", Whitacre says that COC used them - why not "Collins" or 
"Drake" (much, much cheaper)? They a.re sold around the world although the design goes back 
20 odd years. llhy? Because they are professional monitoring receivers, not DXing tools and 
that's what the }KlrC1'.asers wanted . What about the R-4B did I hear soceone say? A great' 
receiver :for DXing! Point made 1 trust , Professional 1:1onitoring organizations aren ' t 
exactly dovoid of money, even 1f 1t i s yours and mine - they buy the best :for t.he job1 That 
is why one finds "Racal" in so many locations . 

Finally - and I mean it! - this article owes nothing to "Racal" (from whose Technical 
Department I have always had e very assistance I could require) nor to BBC Monitoring Service 
beyond the fact they showed me that monitoring does not equal DXing and the needs o:f the 
activities are quite distinct. The thoughts and comments in this articl e a.re mine and owe 
nothing to anything or anyone but experience and conversation and discussion ><1th many others 
interested in radio. (c) Alan Thompson, 1978, World rights of reproduction reserved to the 
Author . 
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In the fall after High School many t hings happen . The world i s now real, your friends 
you thought you would have for a life-time go their separate ways. In short , everything 
changes. The pirate radio station VOICE OF THE VOYAGER was a inocent victum of that fall 
change. I owned the s tation, and it turned out that I was the one who moved away to college 1 
the rest of the staff would stay at home for school. In other words that united force that 
had brought you those crazy programs was broken 1 it could never be the same . So the station 
that was started merly as a joke bet ween a 'runch of high school guys and then r ose to 
greatness 1n free radio had to end. Much to the sorrow of the crew, I threw t he pcY.rer 
switch for the last time on 20 August 1978 at o6.5.5 Glfl' . As one person told me 1 it was the 
end of an era, The station can never exist again, because never again in radio history can 
the tallents of so many come together in the way they did this last year, But for me as 
.J;he owner and head engineer and head program director , t hings did not end. For on 28 August 
at 1 p . 111. I recei ved a visit from "themH, the Federal Communications Commission had some how 
tracked me and the station down. It was f'unny because the station was not even a t my house , 
but was located 1n a house about a mile away . I merely had the offices at this s pot . 

But it seemed the FCC wanted me fairly bad , since they took the time to find me even 
8.rter the station had left the air. We at the Voice thought we were fairly sai'e , wt it 
turned out that the feds were right outside the station on our last broadcast ready to move in 
when I threw the switch. They had been l ooking for us with f ull force for about a month , they 
even had a crew up from Chicago to he lp with the tracing! 

The s tory of the bust i s almost conunical1 not quite as dramatic as I would have wanted, 
but here i s the story. As already stated all this took place on 28 August at l p.ni . I and 

· A. F . Gain were just sit ting around the station office talking and going over the latest set 
' of reports . It was then that a yellow car pilled up in front of the house , There was a 
sud*'n hush 1n the office as the very official gents started walking up the walk, A, F , 
made the crack ,Hwhat 1f its the FCC?H (that' s no fooling). I l et out one big hearty laugh 
and then went to answer the door. Much to my dismay the guys said Federal Communications 
Commission, are you the licensee of a CB radio station? It was now going down , all those 
times I had joked about it, 1t was finally true, I thought I would never hear those words. 
But I !mew there was little to do so being the calm controled person I am I did the only 
logical th1ng at my disposal1 I fainted (just joking) . 

I had no choice but to let them in , so I led them down to my very cluttered basement 
shack . I knew something was amiss when not only did the feds bring down monitoring equi}llllOnt 
but they a lso brought down a camera! But I kept cool , for I had none of the s tations 
equipnent down there. But then to my horror I saw in the corner pa.rt of the audio console and 
on the floor I saw the coils of a transmitter tuneable between 500 kHz and 18 MHz , not so good . 
But the two feds kept claiming to be here to inspect the statioo , s o I had to hook up the CB 
that hadn ' t been used 1n a boot 6 months, My fear began to rise , For some reason I began to 
get a ringing 1n my ears1 it sounded like chains and metal doors slaming and then 1t sounded 
like some~e throwing away a key; I wonder shy? (Maybe I should see a s hrink about that). I 
began explaining why none of my ham equipment was in the shack, that was kind of tough1 I IJ'oean 
I have two transmitter s and none was to be seen! I th1nk I said one blew up and I dropped the 
other down the stairs and r had to send 1t to New Zealand to get some part for the cabinet or 
something dumb like that, All my fairy tales were responded to by a simple "I see ." 
I was sure I had had it when they started to take down the numbers off my ham ticket and my 
co11111Src1al operators l i cense . For some reason I ·thought I saw all those l icenses go up in 
flalles, including my framed picture of Chairman Moe (hi). After seeing the chair=s picture 
with the caption "carry the gx-eat revolution to the end" he began to look arotmd and see the 
soviet fls.8 hanging up, pennants f r om Peking, stacks of pro:pa.ganda magazines, and the latest 
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edition of an East German newspaper . I now saw myself before the Supreme Court being charged 
with ~h treason and the judge saying "No, death i s too good for h1m, lets teach him a lessCll 
he will not forget , make h1m listen to the VoV interval signal for 100 years. " llhile one guy 
kept be busy with the CB , the other guy sort of glanced around for any useable evidence. After 
looking through my logs , he t hen saw what he was looking for . It was "the letter" wi ;h "the " 
return address" . With an evil glee he inocently asked "are those part of the station s l ogs? 
"No, no those are just some letters from a friend (there were three of them) . " "Oh, I see , 
what happened to your friend doKn in Texas?" My original response was "never even heard of 
t he guy, don't know why I keep getting those letters in the mail. " The guy with the letter then 
asked his friend, can we give him a receipt for this and take it a s e v:1d.ence? "Ila, t his has 
nothing to do· with the CB anyways! " It must be noted though, that when he said that he was 
doing all he could to restrain himsel:f from laughing . I then saw my life flash before my eyes 
when t he first guy said , "but it has something to do with the 'Joice of the Voyager though. " 
My response to this was , "we ll whats the Voice of the Voyager?" The way I saw it, I had only 
one choice, make a run for it, hop in my truck and head for t he border! But it was just my 
luck, I remembered the gas tank was empty! Then I thought maybe I slVJl:l just fight t o the 
end, I firmly planted myself on the floor and waited with calm coolness t o see what would 
happen. I was ready for anything, I would not let them scare me, no sir! I nearly melted 
when he opened the letter up; I thought maybe it would be better if I crawled on nry hands and 
knees and begged for mercy! 

I was d.efeated and I knew it , so I merely sh01<0d them the rest of the reports and then 
answered their many questions about the station. It was then that I learned of the extensive 
plans that were undertaken to catch the "Voyager." In fact, after I ccnfessed, one of t he 
officers explained with glee , " just wait till I get to tell everyone from the office that I 
got to meet the Voyager." It was then that I issued the t wo agents their QSL cards, in fact 
one of them wanted 4 cards~ 

The agents then told me that they wanted to see the transmitter, so 
to the station, and they took some pictures of me and the fuse. So t hat 
was very exciting, really. I must confess that I almost enjoyed myself!

The Voyager, what does it mean? lt is a symbol of :freedom, not r adical political 
:freedom such as in free radio, but more a personal freedom. The freedom to express yourself 
j ust the way you want , with no fear of reaction f r om some sort of higher force (such as 
Uncle Charley).

The one t hing nice about free creative expression over free radio is that 1t is sonething 
that can not ·be taken away . They may take the radio away , but creativity is something we 
all have and ,always will . So even without the station, the thought still lives in another 
form. So that is why the station was there , we did try to liberate something, the human 
mind . For without the freedom to express ones free mind , we will no doubt retreat to the 
controlled state of some dictator who will tell us exactly what to think , and I don ' t 
think any of us want that . Or maybe the situation will become so bad that we will not know 
how to think for ourselves . In thi s age of comp.iters and automation , we all must remember 
that we are people, and we all a;re different and we all have something to say; so we must not 
be afraid to say it , So whether you write , paint , speak, or sing, do it in the very best way 
you know how, 1t is your power to create , and it is vital t o the human race 1f we are to 
survive t hat you use that power. Even if you don 't t hink so, you do have s omet hing to give 
and you do ha·ve some input to make, so do it! 

Well, if you have not guessed already I am a refugee from creative writing classes and 
am a strong be liver in individual :freedom to express ones self . Other than that I am kind 
of a natu1-e f:reak , totally bummed out by natural beauty. I am also a semi- talented poet and 
a big dreamer. I think nothing is impossible until I have had a chance to try it out for myself .

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Budapest RADIO BUDAPEST

The History of Radio Budapest 

Radio broadcasting in Hungary began on the f irst of December, 1925, although experimental 
work had been going on previously , There had been quite a serious tradition in the 
transmitting of music and news bulletins in Hungary . As a mater of fact , it was the first 
country to make use of the Telephonograph , which began operating as early as 1894. The 
inventor of the Telephonograph was Hungarian, Tivadar Puskas, who later collaborated with 
Edi son . The Telephonograph was used for the transmission of news to subscribers on a local 
te lephone l ika line. It a l so transmitted musical programmes f rom the 4th floor of an a partment 
house at 22 Rakoczi Street, Budapest. This house llas later to become the first set of 
studios of Radio Budapest. Actual wireless broadcasting began 1n 1923 by engineers of the 
Hungarian Experimental Post Institute in Budapest . In 1924, the exper1mental institute 
began to attempt the reception of foreign br oadcasts with a one tube , regenerative set , 
In 1925 the construction of the PKI 2 kW transmitter began on Csepel Island in Budapest . 
When it first began to put programmes over the air, Radio Buda.pest had 15 , 000 subscribers, 
most of the111 radi o enthusiasts who had built their own receivers . In one years time the 
nu111ber had gro'WTI to 50, 000. 

In 1927 a new TelefUnken J kll transmitter was built in Csepel and at the same time 
the daily broadca<Jts l#Bre l engthened from 4 to 10 hours . In t hat same year the Post Office 
began building a 20 k!I transmitter in Lakihegy , also on Csepel Island . The broadcast began 
on 7 April, 1928 . The antenna was built on two 150 metre high steel towers . In 19JJ a giant 
transmitter on 120 kll was begun at Laldhegy. The entire manufacture and construction of this 
transmitter was carried out by the Hungarian Standard Electricity Factory. 

This new transmitter began operating in December of 19JJ and was officially named 
Budapest One. A nell antenna 314 metres high was built , in porportions and method far ahead 
of countries that >1ere richer and more developed than Hungary, and at that ti.me it llas the 
highest steel construct.:l..i:m Gn earth. As a point of interest , it should be. mentioned that 
the 480 ton weight of the tower was supported against the wind by a 9 cm thick porcelain 
insulator. The antenna. was ver y good from the electrical point of view because its 
height passed half of the transmitted wavelengths . This ensured transiaittion without fading 
day and night . The 20 kll equipment was modernized and began tran5111itting the programmes ?f 
Radio Budapest Two. The shortwave station at Szelresfehervar began broadcasting in the 19JOs 
and transmitted overseas programmes . 

Unfortunately the Second World War completely demolished the equipnent of the Hungarian 
Radio. The llithdrawing Nazi troops not only blew up installations, but in many cases _ 
dismantled the equipment. So by the end of the war Hungary was without any radio station. 
The staff of the Post Office did heroic work in reconstructing the stations . One part of 
the equipoont which had been carried off was found on the western frontier , and Radio 
Budapest was first heaxd again on 1 Hay 1945· By the end of 1948, the Hungarian Standard 
Factory had built the new 135 k\I equipment which has been functioning without interruption 
ever since . TheJ14 metre antenna tower was r e built . Budapest two was reconstructed at its 
new l oca.ti on in Szolnok, a l so with a capacity of lJ5 kW and is also used £or broadcasting 
to other countries on medium wave . 

Our t wo shortwave t ran5111itters of 100 k\I each and J tranS1111tters of 15 kl/ broadcast on 
several bands in six languages - English, Spanish, Cerman, ItaJ.ian , Creek, and Turkish . In 
1974, t wo new 250 IOI shortwave tranamitters were put into operation near the town of 
Jaszbereny and equipped with up-to-date antennae directed to North Amer ica, Asia, Australia, 
and New Zealand for our over seas services. ln addition we have modernized the antennae of the 
old 100 kll stations and now use a rotary log- periodic antennae for external services . 

Radio Budapest began to broadcast its DX programmes in 1957, among the first stations 
in the world to transmit special programmes for DXer s . At present , Radio Budall8st transmits 
DX prograJllll8s in English , German , Italian , and Spanish. It has very good contaets with 
radio enthusiasts from clubs and DX organizations throughout the world. On the initiative 
of our DX.ors , we formed our internationaJ. DXors organization - t he Radio Budapest Short Wave 
Club - 1n 1965 , llhich now has nearly 10, 000 members from all c ontinents llho act as official 
monitors of Radi o Budapest and maintain permanent ccratact with our stat ion . 

The above information was provided ""' during a visit to Radio Budapest on 21 July 1978. 
I would like to add some personal obsorvations . There are 26 studios for the foreign section. 
There was certainly no t ime for a visitor to see t hem all, but I was introducttd, guided, 
escorted, informed, about the many functions . Al l equlIJ119nt was of f irst class quality and 
so are the crews and staff members. The various foreign languaaes a.re spoken "911. Broadcasts 
are conducted 1n many languag.:is and copi es made are distributed to various parts of the llorld. 
For instance I saw one being made .f or Radio Australia and another for a Spanish s peaking 
country. The operotion seems well organized and there is a rellued atmosphere. llorkman 
are building yet more studios , but without excessive noise that would disturb operations, 
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It sounded Jnore l ll<e work in a hospital, where the ;volUJDe of noise lllUSt be kept down. All 
equipment used in operation at Radio Budapest are almost completely produced in Hungary, 
The people I met during my tour included Dennis Herner, the edl,tor of Radio Budapent Short 
Wave Club, Vera Sarksny, a news transl.star and reader, Julia Gero, secretary of the English 
sectian, Gyorgy1 Jacabi, studio editor, and Laszlo Pint er, editor and announcer.

news ANC1l'l!ER WOK AT THE RADIO SHACK DX-300 

l.nforma.tlon provided by Hichael Salay , Cincinnati, OH, provides more detail oo the 
DX-300, that should be available in some places bY the time you read this , lie would lll<e 
to have hands-on reviews ASAP, hopefully for tte November SVC. 

Radio Shack is entering the shortwave listening market with a more sophisticated 
successor to its popular DX-160 series . The DX-300 is designed along the same lines as 
the Yaesu FRG-7000 and uses the Quartz crystal controlled Wadley loop for frequency 
synthesis. It is a triple conversion receiver with tte first IF at _54 .5-55 ,5 MHz , tte second 
at 2- 3 MHz and tte third at 455 kHz. Frequency coverllj!I! is 10 kHz to 30 MHz, presumably 
continuous. Sensitivity for 10 dB SN ratio is 1 uV at 900 kHz and 0.5 uV at 7 .1 MHz. 
It includes a three step signal attenuator, LED frequency readout , a 6 e lerent ceramic filter , 
a built in code oscillator, RF gain control , audio bandwidth control , a product detector and 
a screw-on whip antenna for portable use. Powr is 120 V N:. or 12 VDC. The dial liahts are 
switchable. The antenna input accepts either a 50 ohm balanced load or unbal.a.nced. Price, 
about $400. Sounds great? Now the bad news . The selectivity i s given as ± J kHz at - 6 dB, 
that translates to 6 kHz , about JBr with the FRG-7000 and the RF-4800, and only marginally 
adequate for normal shortwave listening, It 1s inadequate for DXing and there is only the 
one bandwidth available , The selectivity is listed at 10 kHz at -70 dB, that is 20 kHz, 
much too broad for the strong stations. I hope that 1.t ls easily modi.fled. DXers I have 
talked with generally find that a filter with 4 kHz and about 10 kllz is adequate for normal 
listening and most would like to have a filter of about 2.5 and 7 for DXing. There is some 
loss of audio quality to be sure, but why would anyone bui ld a fine sounding triple conver sic:n 
receiver like the DX-300 with 6 and 20 kllz filter , its beyond me .

IN MY OPINION J A M H I N G (Andrew C. Robins, HI) As you recnll, the 
Spanish service of R. Hnbana was jamned soon after the coup 

d '~tat in Chile. The speculation in U.S. DX circles was as you woul d expect : the jamming 
came fran Chile. But as Richard Wood and others pointed out at the time, none of t he known 
SWBC iantrs in Chile ..ere taken out of service during the ja1I111ing. This doesn't prec lude 
t he use of point-to-point equipment, altho this is senerally of power too l ow co be effec­
tive for jamming a station over a wide area like Chile. Doubt has been added about the lo­
cation of these jamners fran Habsrui. A friend of mine who won an RHC essay contest and 
visited Habana las e year spoke with the head of the English service at RHC . This indivi­
dual indica ted that RHC ..-as acute ly s"'ar e of the jamming. He said that in RHC's opinion, 
the signals could not have come from Chile due to propagation problems ("the skip wasn't 
right") . I have to assume he was getting some of his info fran RHC ensineers. The obvious 
implication (to RHC anyway) was that the U.S. was the culprit. Altho RHC has a well-known 
ideological axe to grind in accusing the U.S. of jamming, the known facts are enough to makE 
me wary of automatically assuming Chile was the jemner . According to the WRTH of the year 
of the cuup, the highest- powered SWBC iantr in Chile was 10 kW, hardly enough for the some­
times massive jamming signals noted on RHC's freqv. It takes a lot of time (and money) to 
set up high-power SWBC transmitters and the complex antennas they require. Since the jam­
ming appeared so soon after the coup, one wonders if there was euough time to set up such 
gear in Chile. And, as "as noted, none of the regular SW outlets disappeared for the dura­
tion. Where was all this RF coming from? If not Chile (no time), or the' U. S. (morality?), 
who then? My only guess would be Brasil which is ideologically close to Chile and which 
apparently has a few spare 250 kW Br""1l Boveri transmitters at Parque Rodeador outside of 
Bras{lia. I don ' t take the conspiracy theories (flying transmitters, et a l . ) 0£ Stanbury 
seriously, but ! thought you would be interes ted in RllC's coament on the jamming. I I # 

Soviet Radio Jamming Pr oves Huge Expense. The l)oviet Union spends almos t twice ns much 
money jamming RYE-RL broadcasts as the radio stations spend on the broadcasts themselves. 
RFE-RL vice president Nathan Kingsley told members of the Hartford area World Affairs Cente1 
Sunday the jamming system operated by the USSR cos ts about $135 million, tnvolves about 200C 
transmitters and 5000 " orkers. Kingsley said the 1J. S. makes no effort to jam international . 
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broadcasts from R. Moscow t o North America . He said such jamati.ng is prohibited by inter­
