AUDIO FILTER DATONG? - THAT 'S AN ODD NAME FOR A FILTIB!

And you t hought a ll Datong made was antennas! Well, for the past year or so, the pages 
of the Danis h Short Wave Club and other European DX clubs have been swelled with discussion 
about the "frequency agile FL-1" audio filter produced in England by Datong Electroni cs , Ltd., 
Spence Mills , Mill Lane , Bramley , Leeds ISlJ JHE , England . It was my good fort une t o have 
t he opportunity to try one of these li ttle gems out while in England this pas t summer and 
was rather favorably impressed, at l east far more than I was with the Autek QF-1! 

Since t he original hooplah for t he QF-1, the t ruly first even mar ginally useful audio 
f ilter within the DXers budget , it has become more of a status symbol f or mos t , rather than 
a u~eful tool , with very few exceptions . Most of its usefulness i s relegated to putting the 
hush on bothersome heter odynes and the like , which it does quite commendably . The QF-1 also 
f e atures a rather conventional " low pass" filter which si mpl y cuts off the hi ghs and a peak 
fungtion which opperatcs i n t he opposite way t o t he notch feature - i .e . , it accentuates 
certain audio frequencies while attenuating others . These other features are fine and dandy 
and• work superlatively well on CW and to somewhat lesser extent on SSE, but are almost 
usel ess on AM modulation! With all this and the fac t that t he QF-1 has no pilot light t o tell 
one when he has left the thing on or any way to conveniently take the uni t out of the 
circuit momentarily without unplugging it, I and other s , have been looking for something 
better su1.ted to the DXer . I am most proud to announce to you here that the FL-1 i s one 
giant s tep on the road to that ultimate end. 

I had only a ver y short time to work wi th the FL-1 so will only highlite some of the 
more spectacular features of the unit. The f irst and foremost feature of the FL-1 ··is its, 
a s I call it, "se arch and destroy" mechanism for dealing with heter odynes . This utt erly 
revolutionar y feature scans the audio range f rom 280 to 3000 Hz ( the nor mal mutil ated audio 
spec trum left when filtering an audi o s ignal) , and l ocks onto an interfering heterodyne ' s 
audio frequency and activates the notch function to eliminate it! Sound l i ke an unbelievable, 
hand-waving bit of magic? Believe it , I ' ve heard it work and work we l l . Sometimes some 
manual fine tuning i s necessary to ge t the very most out of the notch, but even in the automatic 
mode , the interfering het i s knocked down some 30-40 dB . This i s very i mpressive to hear in 
acti on. Among the other features on the FL-1 are 1 pilot l a mp, "lock" lamp to l et you know 
when the auto-notch is doing i ts stuff, push-button switches (which t ake some getting used to) 
for most operations incl uding variable AFC , on/off , manual/automati c operation , i n/out of the 
circuit, and peak or notch mode. Pots take care of the volume , f requency, and bandwidt h 
operations. Thi s i s a well constructed and well designed unit - unfortunately a ll i s not 
peaches and cream. As wi th many European-made goods , tre FL-1 has , up until recently, not 
been available directly in t he U.S. Now , thanks to a company in "progressive" Mic higan , the 
unit is available through i ts sole U.S . di stributor - A R Technical Products Cor p. , Box 62 , 
Birmingham, Michigan 48010, for the not so pretty price of $179. 00 . This i s indeed no small 
pittance, but t he uni t itself l s now cost i ng some 5) Pounds in Britain and thi s translate s to 
about $106 . This i s com!'lred to th" unit runnlnp: ~ome JO Pounds when i t f irs t came out a 
year or so ago. These are , though , avai lable on t he Brit i sh used market for the 30 Pound 
price tag or so , and if one has some connP.ct ion~. 1n Brl taln, this r.iay be the best way to 
get one! I know that ' s what I'm p;oinp; .t o do . .

AIH'ORRA by John Tuchscherer , Neenah, WI 

t'.Andorra i s one of the s""1llest countries in tl"e world. It covers only 175 square miles , 
or little more than half the area of New York C\ty . During World War II, the Cennans did 
not conquer Andorra and the country served as an escape route for thousands o( Allied troops 
f leei ng from occupied ~ranee . 

Radio Andorra overlook!; the main highway camectlng !"ranee and Spain. On the Pena de la 
Anellates stand the studios of Radio Andorra. Altitude of the station is 890 metres , but 
the antenna masts are set up at 1640 metres 1n a splendid backbround near the shore of Lake 
Engolasters. 

Construction of the station was begun in the middle of 1937 and C<Xllpleted in July 19)9 . 
During the winter of 1937-38, the work was hampered by a blanket of snow which lasted for 
six months , On August 7 , 19)9 , tl"e first broadcast was ma.de . Transmlsslons were interrupted 
for some 11onths because of an acc'i.dcnt to the equipment. incident to the European War. 
Transmissions were resumed on April 27, 1940, on a regular basis. 

The original equipoont was a 60 kW transr.iitt.er on mediun waves which provided full 
coverage of Europe and North Africa. On s hortwave with a power of 25 kW , the programs were 
easily heard in the U.S. , Canada, South Africa , and South America . The initial frequencies 
were 704 and .5980 kHz. 

The concession granted to an old Andorran family 1n 1935 to bulld Radio Andorra gr..w i nto 
this fine station : in spite of countless obstacles; in spite of snow ; in spite of tremendous 
problems of transportation and the proper use of materials. It was not long before Radio 
Andorra received mar.y listeners' reports . In fact , station officialG s poke of "mountains of 
mail." 

The following informatbn was included in material fUrnished by the station in early 1949: 

"The buildings of Radio Andorra harmonize perfectly with the attractive landscape of 
the nearby mountains . The sentry-box , with its loopholes reminscent of the thirteenth 
century, is lodged in a suitable site , and seems to protect the secrets of the valleys 
against the onslaught of new Saracen invasi ons. Under the Christian Cross - - symbol of 
peace and love amongst men, which overlooks the sentry-box -- Radi o Andorra, the ~ost 
popular broadcasting station in Europe, invariably br oadcasts lta dynamic concerts, hoping 
to arouse in all human beings a desire to w11te in an atmosphere of kindness and without 
any misgivings," 

"Amidst a majestic i solation lies the slope of Andorra , mysterious moW1tains and valleys , 
whose bright legend reminds us of the Middl~ Ages . It i s f'rom this spot that daily t o 
the world flashes out the fa.,i!iar call 1 ' Aqul , Radio Andorr•!" 
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Andorra recently made the headlines. In October , the Andorrans celebrated the 700th 
anniversary of their country. Andorra is under the control of the Spanish Bishop of Urgel, 
Joan Marti Alanis and France's ?.resident Valery Giscard d'Estaing. These two co-"princes" 
att ended the ce l ebration . It was their first meeting on Andorran Soil. 

But, more significan t to us in the shortwave hobby is the fact that Radio Andorra is 
again active on s hortwave. They have been heard with a S1<edish program on Sundays from 
2100-2200 and on other days 2100- 2)00, mostly in French, but ><1th some English announcements. 
Frequency ls reportod t o be 6215 kHz. Give them a ~y. It ><ill be quite a thrill to add this 
historic country to your list of radio countries heard and verified .

2 20 Q VS 590 Q RF- 2200 Y!!• ICF-590CM-AN ADDITIONAL VIEW

In past months other SWC articl es compared the RF-2200 and the ICF-590CM. While 
generally accurate , they left out certain details which I think should be mentioned . 

The three models were both tested using AC power and a 100' long wire antenna (I say 
three models because two Sonys were used in the comparison). No test equipment was used, 
conclusions are based soley upon the author ' s l mpression of the receivers based upon several 
hours of use • 

Both radios have separate Bass , Treble, and volume controls. While the Sony ICF-590CM 
has good overall audio quality, U s tone controls function well . The Panasonic RF-2200, on 
the other hand , has relatively poor audio and the tone controls must be used often to keep 
the signal readable . Furthermore, the Panasonic ' s tooe controls are inferior to the Sony. 

The BFO on both rece ivers fUnctions poorly, taking several minuites just to warm up and 
stabalize . 

Tuning on both receivers is difficult and unhandy . The Sony has a 250 kHz crystal marker 
with 260 kHz on the bandspread . This is impractical for scan DXing , forcing you to COlllpletely 
recalibrate too often. Moreove r, on the model tested , the 250 kHz marker was coostantly off 
5-10 kHz. For accurate tuning you have two choices; a) play around with the calibrator far 
10 minuites until an accurate reading is found or b) (easier) set the bandspread ahead to a 
easily found frequency (for example , at 5 l!Hz, use WWV, in 25 111 band, use HCJB, or on 49 [:res 
AFRTS, etc.) and tune the main tuning dial until you find the frequency. This makes usin 
the Sony time consuming . Once properly calibrated, tl-e Sony, with its markings farther a 
than the Panasonic , is both easier t o read and more accurate. 

The Panasonic has a 125 kHz and 250 kHz crystal marker with a full megahertz on the 
bandspread . An entire band can be calibrated in a matter of seconds, while the Sony could 
take 10 minuites or more. The markers on the RF-2200 are :;;et !"rfcctly. The variable 
tuning spead is handy . 

The Panasonic is equipped with a RF-gain control, which functions well, and aust be 
turned down to separate stations 5 or 10 kHz apart. Both receivers have an AFC for FM 
which functions adequately on both models . It doubles as a band width control on the 
Panasoni c and should always be set on narrow. On the Sony, the AFC s wi tch doubles as a 
sensitivity control and should always be on DX unle:;;s you live in Greenville. 

The S-meters function poorly on both receivers, but are worth having f-or calibration and 
battery check p.irposes . 

In regard to Medium wave and I'll , the Panasonic scores a clear victory . flot only does 
the RF-2200 function better in reception quality, but is calibrated well enough (5 kHz low, 
10 kHz high) for moderate DXing hopes on AM, while the 5900 simply has 700, 800 , 900, etc . 

In terms of portability , the Sony is c l earl y s uperior, both lighter and smaller . The 
built in antennas function as well as can be expected . 

Overall, the Panasoni c is superior and I wruld recommend it over the Sony . However, 
current RF-2200 owners might consider adding a 59CXM with its superior tooe and audio quali ty 
their shack.

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RID::EPl'IOO REPORTS : SUGGESTIONS THAT MAY HELP 

by John C . On ken , Roanoke, IL 

Not successful in obtaining those ve r ifications? Are you unsatisfied on YOJ.r verification 
returns, when you write a reception report? Are you caifused about knowinj! what the coITBct 
station address is and what to use for return postage (IRCs or Mint Stamps)? Are you 
disappointed when you wait for those verificatbns to c ome and face an empty mailbox? Are 
you somewhat upset when you see other fellow DXers easily get that verification you wanted? 

· Well then, here are some s uggestions that may just help. First of all , a reception 
report that would benefit or appeal to any station needs specific information . let ' s look 
at the main requirements for any report (English , foreign language , or Latin American stat i m)1 

1. Precise frequency (Expressed in kilohertz or metres . I prefer to report both, 
e s pecially metres or metre band) . 

2 . Date and Lime {I suggest GMT for English or foreign language count-ics except local 
time only for those local Latin American stations . Consult the WRTVH t:ime chart to be 
sure) . 

J . Signal quality (Use SINPO or SINFO , but comment on readability, interference , and 
compare their reception to other s tatbns in the same geographic area. Offer a suggestion 
that may improve their signal quality. Make it short! ) . 

4. Program details {Be specific and not long . Foreign and Latin American stations like 
short , specific details on announcements , programs , time checks , and identifications). 

5. Equipment and antenna (Keep it short! Don ' t try to impress! ) . 

6 . Comments {Keep your closing co:nments factual and why the station and it's broadcast 
was of interest to you . Give straightforoard suggestions , be direct , but overly polite) . 

Second of all, now that we are past our basi c requirements , we need to check the address . 
Are you sure it is coITBct? I suggest you watch the cl ub QSL section or consult the WRTVH , or 
use lhe Gilfer QSL address book . If you are still in doubt , you may want to write a fellow 
DXer, who may have already rece ived a verification from that station . 

Addressing your letter to the a t tention of a current verification signer may help . I 
woul~ot recommend it for Latin American s tatiais howevor , because of their limited staff . 
I Jl'4:58nally have addressed many letters t o the attent ion of a verilication signer to Latin 
American stations , with very little verification success . Observe t he club bulletin or 
llRTVH for coITBct return postage. The use of mint stamps to some foreign and Latin American 
stations may help, rather than using IRCs. 

Finally, here are some additional suggestions to consider before sending off your report . 
When writing out your reports , construct your letter so that it has an appealing appearance . 
By typing out your reports, o r by creating your o-.m illustrative reception report forms , your 
report will catch the eye of the verifier and station staff. 

Enclosing pictures of your radio shack, postcards of your s tate , or information about 
your town , may help to get that verification. But , remember, anything that adds we i ght to 
your letter means more postage , so use enclosures with discretion . Another ve ry important 
asse t in obtaining verification success , is to make s u.re you have t wo copies of your report . 
llhy two copies? One copy i s for your follow- up, if needed , and the other i~ for your files . 
You ~hould include a current reception report, along with your follow-up if verification 
i s nol rece ived in a reasonable time . The inclusion of the cuITBnt report will show the 
ha.rd-to- verify statioo that you are interested in them . Be persistent, but always polite! 

I can not claim I've had over-helming success in seeking verifications , but many of 
the suggestions I mentioned , have worked. Yo•J will notice , as you begin reception reporting, 
you won 't be guaranteed immediate results . Don ' t be too disappointed! Just be patient! 
Only by experience and trial and e rror , can we learn verifications aren 't that easy to obtain . 

I do hope you can achieve s ome additional verifications by us ing my s uggestiais . The 
best of success in the ne w year!

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THE F'RG-7000 : USER REV TEll AND SELECTIVITY 
MODIF'ICATION

I will l eave the full- fledged reviews of the F1!G-7000 to those wilh 
the proper test equiµnent or to those users who can canpare it to other 
recent equiµnent such as the FRG-7 , RF-4800, etc. To sareone like myself , 
returning to the DX hobby after nearly 20 years absence, t he receiver is 
a drewn to operate. The digital readout is accurate to within less than 
500 Hz. and the old chore of frequency detennination has becane "a piece 
of cake." Problans are fell'. Each time the frequency is changed there 
is an annoying per iod of upward drift before t he receiver settles down , 
but I suppose a person can get used to that. SSB reception during thjs 
per iod requires COJiscant adjuslJ1lt!m. ilt.1'1tver . Synll1esize1· i.>il·.:ii ... s arc 
not a major problen, and the receiver npoeru-s to be relatively free of 
images. The only image probkrn I bave noticed ts between 6 and 6.5 !Tft.z., 
and t hen, only when more than one antenna is connected to the (several 
tenninals on the) set. Strange. 

The only serious problem i s selectivity. The r easons for the problen 
are elucidated nicely in Jerry Lineback' s article in the Decerrber bul let in. 
'Ther e is, however , a very s W..,le roodification t hat will pennit the two 
filters (AM and SSS/Of ) to be switched independently of the receiver 's 
~o::>E switch. The FRG-7000, like rmny receivers, canes with autcrnatic selec­
t i vity switching: wide (about 6 kHz.) for the A)I settinp;s and na.rra.v 
(about 3 kHz.) for the USB and LSB/Cll settinp;s . The only way to get nar­
""'' selectivity with A\I broadcasters is to attempt Ex:ss reception using 
one of the SSB settings. The abovenentioned drift problen nnkes this al­
ternative unattractive. 

A cursory insJ><!CLion oi' Lhe upper right hand corne1· of the FRG-7000 
schematic (switch S-2 (e)) reveals that the filters art selected simol y 
by grounding one or the other of two wires that lend frcm the fil ter oor-

l tion of the IF-AF orinted circuit board to the back of the IODE swi tch. 
) ('Ille IF-AF board is easy to find: refer to the photographs of the i nter ior 

of the receiver in the user 's manual . ) If those two wires are simply un-
<;nlrlPrP<I frmi thP. ~mr. ""'1tch ~nci rrrwPd tn a scoornte to~1e that i~ ca"1:l­
ble of switching the wires to ground one at a tiJlle, t he roodi fication ls 
accanplished! 

Tne tv.u wires that have to be nnved run frcm the back section of the 
~OJE switch into a bound cluster of wires nnd thence to the underside of 
the IF-AF circuit board . One is white with a blue stripe and the other ls 
white with a brown stripe. You will not need to unbind the cluster o f 
wires, but you should trace ,J;he two in question fran the switch to t he 
board in order to nnke certain that you have located t he right pair. 
Simply reoove then frcm t he switch using a l ow wattage soldering tron. 
'Iben solder enough additional insulated wire to each to reach the point 
on t he receiver chassis where you want to place your new SELECTIVITI switch. 
I will not include instructions on S\\i tch installation here. If you want 
to maintain the integrity of the front panel , your best solution is pro­
bably to drill a snall hole in the rear panel (away fran where the AC line 
enters the set), and place the switch t here: Cl.lnbersane t o reach but 
the receiver i s s till pretty. 

If you are more concerned with ease o f operation, I suggest using a 
miniature switch (available at Radio Shack and e lsewhere : show then t he 
d.iagrwn, below.) and mounting it where the tape recorder jack i s ins tal l ed 
on the front panel. It will f i t exactly. This entai l s moving t hP tape 
recorder jack to the r~ar panel where it s hould have been tn t he first place , 
but it puts the new broad/ narrow select i vity switch at your fingertips. 

Why didn't Ya.esu incorporate this absurdly s imple and i nexpens ive mod 
i nto their s t nck FRG-7000 · s? If you tune in your favorite S\Y music s tation 
and t hrow your selectivity switch to the new NARRO\' position , you wi 11 see 
why. AM sounds rotten through a 2 or 3 kHz. filte r. Yaesu was probably 
afraid of adverse r eaction fran unsophis ticated consl.lllers who did not have 
any use for better selectivity. As a DXer you do need it, and the" modifi­
cation described hera wlll aet it for yoi.1. °"1<' '1i C'1"r ::1.11rl i " fr"'111 P.nrtPs 
will be chopped off and there will be considerable voi ce distortion the 
.!!linute you l'OC>ve about a kHz. off your station' s center frequency, but you 
will be able to ID that weak s tation operating 5 kHz. frcm Deutsche Welle's 
Caribbean . relay.

LA V<Yl DEL TRIUNF'O 

by James Smallwood , reprinted from an article 
which appeared in AllDEIC International, Feb . 1978 

I ran across this rather interes ting article, telling about two of Ecuador ' s more 
commonly reported s hortwave stations , and felt that I should share 1.t wit h the readers of 
Shartwave Center . Both of these stations are located 1.n Santo Domingo de los Colorados , a 
c i ty of over ? , 000 people , located alr.iost due west of the Ecuadorian capital of Quito, on tre 
main highway between Quito and Ecuador' s major port of Guayaquil . Due to the mountainous 
te;crain between Quito and Sant o Domingo , it takes about three hours to drive the 75 mil es . 
Ttte contrasts of these t wo cities are tremendous . Quito 1.s over 9,000 feet above sea level 
ana is cool all the year around . Santo Domingo i s wart:t and tropical , lying only 1,500 feet 
feet above the sea , and is an area froci which many of tl"e best ban:i.nas, oranges , avacados , 
and other fruit are shipped to all Ecuador and other parts of the world. 

One of the two stations ..entioned in the article is the well-known HCCYfl , Radio Zaracay , 
operating with 5 kilowatts of power on ))90 kHz 1.n tl-e 90 metre band . Any DXer, experienced 
or beginner , can receive this atat.bn without any trouble , provided it i o ootwoen t ho hours of 
1000 and 0500 CMT , the opera ting schedule . It has music of the Andes in tr.e morni ng . The 
other shortwave s tation 1.n this c ity, one not very well-known, in called La Voz del Triunfo , 
radio station HCRTl. On most of their programs , the station s imply usoo the name Radio 
Triunfo (in El'!glish , Triumph Rad~o) . 

The s tudios of Radio Triunfo are locat ed on the second floor of a building which l s 
situated on the main square , right in the center of the city. ft i s easy to locat e when 
driving through the city because of the ·l arge s i gn on the building which says "Radio Triun:fo. " 
These studios are quite simpl e , occupying two small roollls ; the fir s t room i s a small bus iness 
o:ffice and leads to a second room which is used as a conbined s tudio , control room and record 
library . The sole equipment caisists of a simple mixer panel , two turntables , and two home­
made tape recorder s . 

The station broadcasts solely in Spanish ai t wo frequencies, on AM and SW as well . I t has 
an AM ou tlet on 1260 kH .. with a transmitter power output of J kll, broadcasting from 1100 to 
0500 GHT , while the shortwave outlet , having a power out!'lt of _approximately 1 kll , broadcasts 
on a frequency of 2)40 kHz in the 120 metre band from 2100-0JOO CHT . The programs which a:re 
broadcast from Radio Trlunfo mostly includes the disc-jockey-type of Latin American as well as 
pop musi c with musical numbers inte rspersed with local announcements , s t ation IDs , and 
c oCllllercials . Also broadcast are regular newscasts , sports events, and cultural as well as 
educatiaial progra1:15, An easy way to identify t he AM outlet of Radio Triunfo i s at 0)00 CMT 
when a rebroadcast of t he Spani sh newscast from HCJB i s presenterl . The best time to receive 
the SW outlet 1.s in the e venings , between 0100 and 0)00 Cl-fl' s i gn off , when Radio Triunfo brings 
in an excell e nt s ignal. Of course, what makes h so e"-"> t.o !.oar is the f act that 1t is one 
on three Latin American stations that are on t he air at th\s t.lrne . The others are Radio 
Huaycocotla, Mexico and La Vo?. de Atitlan , Guatemala, which s ign-off before Radio 1'riunfo does 
(although these stations are somewhat e=atic and may stay on until after •rriunf o a t tines) . 
Some may not bel ieve that Triunfo ' s s ignal comes 1.n so good in the U. S .A ., but it does , even 
with i ts l kW transmi tter . However, with l ocally made transmitters of this type , it i s not 
always easy t o determine the exact powe r actually reaching their antennas . The t wo low-power 
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transmitters and assoc iated antennas are located about 7 km north of the city on the main 
highway to the costal city of Esmeraldes , and these two antennas are of a simpl e horizont a l 
type. 

This listener does n ' t exaggerate when ll comes to how good the signal of Radio Triunf o 
really is . The music and sports events that lt broadcasts make it even more enjoyabl e to 
listen to, even lf h 1:; ln Spanish. I haven ' t dropped a line to them yet, but i ' ve heard 
that Radio Triunio ha.s received many l e tter s from DXers outside of Ecuador reporting reception 
of the station . Radio Triunfo i s eager to hear from listeners outs ide the country who pick 
up their station, and that they reply to lett ers written to the statiai and even send t heir 
station pennant to those who write in. All reception reports to this s tation s houl d be 
writ ten in the Span ish language a s they do not have any English-speaking per sonnel. Also , 
return postage l s a good idea . Address all reception repor ts to the statioo director, 
Sr . Manuel Yanez , La Voz del Triunfo (HCRT- 1) , Cas illa 4J , Santo Domingo de l os Col orados , 
Provincia de Pichi .ncha , ~UADOR , South America.

Mr. Joseph points 
out that the selectlvity of t he regenerative receiver io very poor . Mr. Joseph remarks t hat 
i n t his age of multiplicity of powerfu l stations , the regenerative receiver is a poor s ubst itute 
for s uperheterodyne receivers . If one is interested in building a low cost AM-SW receiver 
that sel ls for $29. 95 , he might check into a kit offered by Edmund Scientific Co . , 7877 Edscor p 
Bldg ., Barrington, NJ 08007 . Their kit has 6 transi s tors and a trans parent cabinet . I believe 
one would get more educational value and pleasure building it than the Clobe Patr ol.

I N MY Q p ( N ( ON (James Morck) Why is there so much pettiness and jealousy in 
the DX-SWL hobby? So much that some good DXer s l eave? Some of 

the ' good ' DXcrs don't want to share their DX tips any more; instead they form their own ex­
clusi ve or ganization that clomps ' security ' on the best items. Some DXer s after they were 
no longer ' top dog' in FR£NDX's scoreboard no l onger participate s ince they 're no longer at 
the top . TI1ey don 1 t even contribute to QSL r eport , Ill, or t he log sections although they 
hold onto certain positions in NASWA, as conmittees thot mnke policy for t he organization . 
Whot can be done in 1979 to restore NASWA 's motto of ''Unity ond Friendship" to the DX hobby? 

(C. M. Stonbury II) It's hard to understand what exactly Robins is disputing when he says "I 
don ' t take the conspiracy theori es (flying transmitters , et ol. ) of St onbury serious l y" . Se­
veral investigators, including a U.S . Senate conmittee , have established involvement by U.S . 
govt agencies in the coup . So certainly there was a conspiracy . Further , Robins' own ( im­
plied) suggestion thot t he j811111ing came secretly from the u .s . would constitute even more of 
a conspiracy . As to f l ying xmtrs, in 1962, the US military developed the 50 kW 11o//SW Flying 
Radio City. It does not transmit in flight but it can be put on the air within 8 hours upon 
arrival at the desired site . We know that this system was secretly used in Botswana, circum­
stantial evidence clearly indicates it was used in the Dominican Republic (1965) and its use 
has been acknowledged in Vietnam and Thailand. As such technol ogy was already available in 
the early 1960s, it seems reasonab le to assume that even more advanced portable systems were 
available at the time of the Chilean conspiracy. This is further suppor ted by the fact that 
cer tain Chilean SWBC s tns showed substantial increases in signal s trengt h imnediate ly after' 
the coup. 
(Andrew C. Robins) I apparently touched a raw nerve by mentioning the ' flying t ransmitter' 
gambit , which any inveterate member of NRC wi l l tell you was the joke of that club for some 
timo (see the "Captain Gl otz" strip in 1973-74 issues). The purpose of my earlier report was 
to relay RHC's official opini on concerning janming their xmsns suffered fol l owing the Chilean 
coup. I can ' t recall any remarks from RHC on janming in the DX press , or an}"'her e e l se . No­
wher e in thot article did I stoop to the "post hoc , ergo propter hoc" illogi c found in St an­
bury ' s reply. Contr ary to Stanbury ' s mistaken reading, I did not imply that the U.S. was se­
cretly j anming Cuba. I said Rl!C implied this was true. The foct that the U.S. had a large 
part in the Chilean castr ophe doe~ not automatically mean that the U.S . olso flew xmtrs in 
for the jnoming. I accept that a Chilc3n location is the most probable one for the source of 
the janming. I was simp l y offering some alternative exp lanations that should be worth con­
sidering . Stonbury has yet to refute them on acceptable grounds . Though the CIA without 
doubt has the money to spend on large transmitters and antennas , it s till does not adequate ly 
explain the rapidity with which Cuban broadcasts wer e janmed after the change in govt. The 
Br azilian alternative would have been much more cost-effective , in the short run. Also, t he 
ja111Ding would hove been 111.1ch more effective i n blocking reception of RllC ~· 'nle Span­
ioh experience using Arganda to jam Euzkadi and REI I think proves this: the Janni ng was 
much more effective in NAm than in the target areas . When fighting a skywave s i gnal, a sky­
wave jllJ!llling signa l is required. Again, Stanbury hasn't apparently cons idered this. Of any­
one in the hobby, he should be open to alternative explanations. He deals in them all the 
time, i .e. flying transmitters .
