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TGNA RADIO CULTURAL, RADIO STATION TGNA 
IN GUATEMALA

Radio station TGNA is one of two of Guatemala's more popular stations on the shortwave 
bands which broadcast from Guatemal a Ci ty, the na tion ' s capital . The other, if you have not 
guessed al reac(y , is "La Voz del Pueblo", the national radio station operated by the 
Guatemalan government. In this arti cle , l will attempt to tell you , the readers of Shortwave 
Center, a good bit of information about the former of the two stations , Radio TGNA. 

Radlo TGNA ts· one of the three religiously-orien~ed, or if you prefer, "missionary" radio 
stations broadcasting in Central America on shortwave at the present time. It is also known 
as a cultural radio station .due to its cultural and educ~tional progranming, which includes 
bulletins of news, programs of secular and folk music, as well as scientific programs, some 
of which are carried in cooperation with the country ' s government . 

This station operates as a great many other missionary radio stations (such as HCJB in 
Qui to, Ecuador) do, this is on a str ictly non-cOITlllercial basis , depending of gifts form 
interested li steners outside as well as inside of Guatemala. Radio TGNA was founded Jn 
August of 1950 by Mr. Harold Van Broekhaven of the Central American Mission (now known as 
CAM International ) l ocated in Dal l as, Texas. The station was founded for the purpose of 
reaching the peopl e of Central America and the Caribbean with the Gospel trhough radio, and 
now , 29 years later, the station still fulfills this purpose. 

In more recent years , the station's ministry and operation has increased, for now, Radio 
TGNA is on the air for 21~ hours a day . Most of the broadcast day is concentrated on the 
Station's local Spanish-speaking audience (for Jg~ hours a day) . The remainder of the 
broadcast day is divided between the English-speaking audiences (l~ hours a day), and al so 
to listeners of the three principal Indian dialects of Guatemala: These are Cackchiquel , 
Mam, and Kekchi (30 minuites a day). 

Radio TGNA can be heard in Guatemala City and the local surrounding areas on AM and FM, 
while thei r shortwave frequencies cover all of Guatemala, southern Mexico, all of the 
rest of Central America and the Caribbean area, as well as parts of the southern United States. 
More distant reception is possi ble depending on propagation conditions . The station broad­
casts with 10 kW of power on AM and SW, while their FM outlet is on air with 0.25 kW, On 
the ilediUl!1'1ave (AM) band they broadcast as TGN on 730 kHz; as TGN-FM on 100.8 ttlz stereo, and 
on shortwave, the station broadcasts as TGNC on 3300 kHz, 90 metres, and as TGNA on 5955 kHz 
in the 49 metre band. At one ti me the stat ion had yet a third shortwave frequency of 
9505 kHz, 31 metres, but since then its 0.5 kW transmitter, due to technica l and interference 
problems, is now out of service and has been so for quite some time. 

The station is known by the above-mentioned ca 11 1 etters, but it is more collUTIOn ly known 
by the sl ogan, "Radio Cultural", or else by their general name, Radio TGNA. It has been on 
the air currently from Monday to Saturday between 1100 and 0830 GMT, and also on the air 
Sunday from 1200 to 0830 GMT. The serious DXer can hear any one of Radio TGNA' s shortwave 
frequencies, even with the simplest of radio receivers and antennas, usually when it signs 
on at 1100 GMT. If that is too early for you, then TGNA comes in with an excellent to good 
signal in the early and late evenings between 0000 and the 0830 GMT signoff. Radio TGNA 
i s on the air in English from 0300 to 0430 GMT with its two daily rel igious programs , "Back 
to ,the Bible" and "Through the Bible" (each on for 30 minuites) between 0300 and 0400 GMT. 
This is rea lly the best time for peak North American reception of the 90 metre band outlet. 
On 5955 kHz, l ater in the evening hours, after TGNA's English program portion has concl uded, 
there is a late-ni ght program featuri ng secular music between 0430 and 0830 GMT. 

The studi os of Radi o TGNA are located on the first f loor of a two s tory buildi ng that 
was built in 1974, on the 4th Avenue , 30-09, Zone 3, which is approximately in the middl e of 
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Guatemala City. The mai n floor contains two studios, an on-the-air control room, an 
automatic programmer room, a transmitter room, and repair shop, as well as recepti on and 
counseling areas, offices for the radi o-pas tor and assistant manager, and tape and record 
library. It has been said that this library is the most corrple te classical music librarv 
i n Guatema la. Eighty percent of Radio TGNA's programs are recorded to assure their high 
qua l ity. 

The first studio i s conviently eq uipped to produce high quality stereo recordings with 
participation of large groups of people. It is built adequately for recording of. video­
tapes , although the sta t ion does not have the equipment for this purpose, some video- taping 
has been done, however , with rented eq uipment. The studio's array of musical instruments 
include a Yamaha Grand Piano, an organ, a vi bra-harp, and a marimba (this being the 
national instrument of Guatemala). The studio also has a professional stereo Ampex recorder 
and two turntables; the console was designed and built at the station . 

the second studio, however, is much smaller--it is monaural, used for recording smal l 
groups , containing two pianos (one smal l , the other large) , some Ampex eq ui pment and some 
home-built equipment. The on-the- air control room has a Colli ns console and 4 Vik ing stereo 
playbacks, along with two turntables, two ca rtridge, and one cassette playbacks , console, etc. 
The console and some of this equipment is home-built, and the con trol room can be moved 
to any of the other recording rooms for special occasions, live recordings, and remote 
control. 

The automatic programmer room is just an extension of the above-mentioned on-the-air 
control room. The automatic programmer itself is also homebuilt. It has 5 stereo reel 
tape playbacks, including 4 Telex 230s and 1 cartridge playback. It is used 8 hours a day 
in different blocks , and is also capable of 4 consecutive hours of unattended operation . 
The transmitter room contains the home-built 250 watt FM transmitter which al so serves as 
the link with the main transmitter site. It also has a communications system for remote 
control and a link system to join with the central government station (Radio Nacional de 
Guatemala , which was bri efly mentioned at the beginning of this ar t i cle) for special broad­
cast and also as stand-by equipment. All of these arc home-buil t. There is also a shop, 
equi pped fo r designing, bui l ding , testi ng, and repairing of equipment. Also there is an ai r­
conditioning room, restrooms, and a small storage room for va r ious uses. 

The building's second floor houses TGNA's offices . There is a reception area, offices 
for the station manager· and secretary, a counseling room, and an enormous conference room 
which has a capacity for 80 peopl e. They also have an accounting office, a filing office, 
a literacy and program traffic office, a surveys and publications office, and a small 
counseling office as we ll as the Bible correspondence courses office. They have a mail ing 
room, a store-room, a restroom, a sma ll room for the night caretaker, and an equipment 
room. Last, but not certainly l east , they have a room for the departmental director , a room 
currently vacant because they have no. one to fill this position at the moment . 

On top of the bui l ding the s tati on has their 120 foot transmitter tower which has four 
FM circular antennas , with 8 ,000 watts ERP covering a radius of 30 kilometres , i ncludi ng 
Guatemala City itself and the surroundi ng areas. Also on the roof, there are three teletype 
reception antennas , some ham band antennas , and some special communications antennas. 

As to its t ransmi tter site , Radio TGNA has it located in the nearby town of San Miguel 
Pe tapa, about 20 km south of Guatemala City . This transmitter site has an area of approximate­
ly eight acres. The small one-s tory building at this site contains the 10 kW AM transmitter, 
a second 10 kW transmitter for the stati ons 90 metre band outl et, and a 0.5 kW transmitter 
for 49 metres . The bui lding also includes some eq ui pment for the l ink recepti on , control , 
and monitoring, as well as a storage room and a room for the ca retaker. They have a 320 
foot tall transmitter tower for AM (~-wave), and two 100 foot high towers whi ch are used 
to support the 49 and 90 metre band antennas . 

The station is currently in the process of getting authorization f rom the governmen t 
to move its transmitter site from their current location at Petapa to a mountain which 
faces Guatemala City. But at the same ti me, TGNA is in an exhausti ve search fo r l and , and 
there are two other possibi l ities at this ti me, but these are beyond their control at the 
moment. 

Before I finish up 11\Y article, here i s some advice which all DXers should be famili ar 
with when it comes t o radio stations such as TGNA, Radio Cul trual. That is, send them a 
reception reporl. They gratefully wish for reports on their si gnal and especi ally how well 
it is heard here in the United States . I f these reports are correct in thei r details as to 
programming and the quality of reception , the station will verify with a QSL ca rd. Send 
your reports in English tp either one of the fo llowing station personel l: Mr. Oscar Lopez, 
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the station manager (I wou ld recomnend him very highly), and Hr. Wayne Berger, the ch ief 
Engineer (who incidentally built the transmitters and most of the equipment used at the 
station). Return postage in the form of Guatemalan mint stamps or one or two IRCs would be 
extremely helpful, for the .mail situation in Guatemala does not fare too well these days. 

The Radio TGNA QSL card is a white postcard which depicts the Quetzal bird, the national 
bird of Guatemala, perched upon a microphone with the large letters TGNA at right along 
with general information on the front and back of the card. The Quetzal bird, by the way, 
does not survive when it is in captivity, hence it is the nation's symbol of liberty . 

Before I conclude, I'd like to express my appreciation to two people without whose help 
this article would not be possible. Hr. Oscar Lopez helped me a great deal in regard to 
~eneral information about the station and how it is run. And also Hr. Donald Rutledge 
(former TGNA station manager) of CAM International in Dallas, who helped me to become 
interested in Radio TGNA. 

As for those in NASWA, if you haven't written Radio TGNA yet , then you should. It 
wi l l be well worth the effort for either a report or just a simple letter. Their address 
is: Radio Cultrual TGNA, P. 0.

Haiti THE CURRENT HAITIAN BROADCAST SCENE

Several years ago, most stations in Port-au-Prince dropped shortwave in favor of higher 
power (by Haitian standards) on mediumwave, in most cases up to 10 kW. Now the trend is 

·towards FM. WRTH 79 does not reflect the actual FM picture in Haiti. The major Port-au­
Prince stations have an FM outlet - even stereo in a couple of cases. 

Although not a reference in itself, it is interesting to note that the following Port­
.au-Prince stations are the only ones listed today in the l ocal Telephone Book: 

R. Carafoes 
R. Carillon 
R. Haiti-Inter 
R. Lumiere

R. Petion~Ville is apparently a favorite of the people at WRTH, as it surfaces from time 
to time in their listings; it was alreac\y silent when I first arrived in Haiti in 1961 and 
most likely even during my former short visits in the late 50s'. 

I have not yet heard about R. Soleil, a new listing. 

R. Citadelle is obviously located at Cap-Haitien and not at Port-au-Prince as in WRTH. 
The only other Haitian station recently heard on shortwave, i .e. R. 4VEH, also broadcasts 
from Cap-Haitien in northern Haiti, not far from the Dominican border. 

During a recent visit to Haiti, I went to see the people at 4VRD, R. Hationale, in their 
new bui l ding in downtown Port-au-Prince. As I had believed since RH was first reported on 
6156 kHz, they told me that thay do not operate on shortwave. Radio Citadel l e does relay 
Radio Nationale at 1100 and apparently at 0400 GMT as well. (RN relaying has also been report­
ed earlier than 1100 . ) RN is still using 1080 kHz mediumwave plus two FM outlets, one of them 
stereo. Shortwave is still being planned for the future . Other plans include a TV station , 
"Television Nationale" - which operated once last year relaying the World Soccer Championships 
via satel lite. Regular broadcasts are yet to come. The TV studios wil l be housed in a nice 
b1111din_g . alreaqy built and l ocated at De lmas, on the Port-au-Prince to Petion-Vil le road. 

R. Nat ionalle currently broadcasts at 1000-0500 GMT on the foll owi ng frequencies: 
lof,I l OBO kHz wi t h 10 kW, and FM 102 ~tereo , FM 105. 1 Mono (new). 
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No exciting developments in • 
the shortwave area are l ikely in 
the near future. It took RN 
several ,.Years to replace La Voi x 
de l a Revolution Duvalieriste 
on iredi unwave after a very long 
si lence.

TOTAL SOLAR ECLIPSE REPORT by Aaron Hywarren, UMDX, room 517 

box 131, University Centre, Winnipeg 
February 26, 1979 Canada R3T 2N2 

On Monday, 26 February 1979, the l ast total solar ecl ipse of this century for North 
America passed over the west coast , through central Canada and up into north-central Greenland. 
Fortunately, Winnipeg was within the 250 km wide band of total ity and Manitoba was said 
to have the best viewing position of the eclipse. The University of Manitoba DX-SWL Club 
was lucky enough to observe this spectacl e. 

This time based article is about the events t he author and other UMDX meni>ers experienced 
before and during the eclipse. It deals with both shortwave and mediwn.1ave obser vations, and 
the happenings at two locations during the eclipse. 

2030 24 February 1979: "You know you gizys, I'll bet we wi ll be the only ones in this 
province who w1 tl get something out of the eel i pse, even if it is cloud.>" . " - Barry Wasyl i k 
to several UMDX members at a public display at the University of Manitoba. 

0230 26 Februa ry 1979 : It is eight-thirty and I'm anxious and inside where it is warm.

"Star Truck Enterprise" near East Sel kirk, Manitoba, some 25 km northeast of 11\Y location of 
Fort Richmond in southern Winnipeg.

Earlier AFRTS had a National Public Radio programme interview with 
some Americans here in town for the eclipse. They too are praying for a clear sky. 

0500 26 Februa~ 1979 : Since the eclipse starts at about 9 am off the west coast, I 
best not watch thewilight Zone" and retire for an early rise so I can et set up well in 
time for the eclipse. 

1345 26 February 1979 : I was awaken by my young sister shouting repeatedly, "The 
weatherman sez it's gunna be cl ear .. git up!" Naturally, I awoke. The eclipse begins in 
two hours, totality in three. I checked out the old sun "lYself. No sundogs (glowin9 spots 
seen on each side of the sun caused by ice crystal refraction high in the atmosphere) so I 
guess it is going to be clear. 

1430 26 February 1979: 8:30 weather for Winnipeg City and the Red River Valley: "Hostly 
clear today, Temperatures near minus twelve." Lady Luck prevails . One weather system 
moved off, the other died and veered off. The clouds were gone. All there is now are very 
thin high Cirrus clouds. Maybe the thousands who came to Manitoba from all over the world 
won't be disappointed . 

1500 26 Februar~ 1979: After a reasonably tasty breakfast, I proceeded to set up .. my 
Sony ICF-5900W, cloc , taperecorder, camera and 270 mm lens for pictures, 2~ inch refractor 
telescope, and lots of paper. Oops, almost forgot the thermometer. There, all set, now to 
wait. 

1518 26 February 1979: tuned to WllV on 15000 with a big si gnal to set my clock and 
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and watch. "Solar flux 170, A-index 18, Boulder K-index 4 . Solar activity··will be rroderate 
to unsettled ••• " · H1111111. The Corona should be ni ce . 

1520 26 February 1979: I decided to t1,ml! SW. The following were heard between 1520 and 
1530: 9566 JORDAN fair 11800 SRI LANKA good 15290 SPAIN poor 

9570 QATAR fair 15009 VIET NAM fair 15300 UNID Arab station fair 
9615 ETH I OP I A good 1 5084 I RAN good 

~536:20 26 February 1979: With half the neighborhood in ll1Y back yard, the eclipse began. 
lowly the moon began to nibble out the sun at the one o'clock (upper right hand side) position. 

A weird s i ght. I was able to take ·glances at the partial phases with a pair of 11\Y 75¢ 
" Eclipse Visors" purchases from good old Kentucky Fried Chicken. 

~00 26 February 1979: I'm getting cold. Called in for some hot tea which really hit 
e spot. Even though totality was a good 45 minuites away, the sky was alrea<ty beginning to 

show signs of darkening, and shadows were s l owly getting longer. At this time, I tuned to 
Sweden on 15240, Canada on 15325, and the VoA on 15195 to find these signals to have several 
long-delayed echoes. Tunisia on 15225 was also hea rd with poor modulation. Other than KGA 
in Spokane, Washington on 1510, the Star Truck Enterprise noted nothing different. However, 
KGA i·s rarely heard (if ever) here at this time. 

1605 26 February 1979: East Selkirk (Star Truck Enterprise's location) noted weak and 
unidentified signals on 710, 730, 750, and 780. 

1607 26 February 1979: East Selkirk has 710 improving and 1540 appearing with fair signals. 

1610 26 February 1979: Totality has begun off the west coast. I tuned to WWV on 15000 
only to find WWVH in Kekaha , Hawaii mi xing with WWV . Using my KFC Eclipse Visor I noticed 
the sun half cone. East Sel kirk has weak signals on 710 and 1190. 

1620 26 February 1979: I tuned up to the VoA on 26040 to find it fading out for two 
seconds at four second intervals. They were noted earlier with normal reception . East 
Sel kirk hears a time check and ID for WDSM in Superior, Wisconsin on 710. 

1628 26 February 1979: East Sel kirk has KZIA in Albuquerque, New Mexico with fair 
signals on 1580. 

1630 26 February 1979: It is getting dark here. The temperature has dropped a degree 
in 15 min u1tes (see graph). Everybo<ty here is buzzing. Soon totality will be here. I 
remembered Barry's comment of Saturday. By the looks of things, he's wrong. East Selkirk 
notes KXEL in Waterloo, Iowa, on 1540. 

1631 26 February 1979: East Selkirk has a presumed monitoring of KWS L, Sioux City, Iowa, 
on 1470. 

1633 26 February 1979: East Selkirk notes KRNY on 1460 from Kearney, Neb., with fair sig. 

1635 26 February 1979: WWV has faded out leaving WWVH and JJY in Japan to pound in 
on 5, 10 , and 15 fotlz. East Sel ki r k has a strong UNID on 1320 which mentions that the eclipse 
wou ld pass 150 mi les north and would "clear up" around eleven o'clock. KOZY in Gram! Rapids 
Minnesota is suspected to be the culprit. 

1640 26 Februa !)' 1979: East Se 1 kirk notes that 710 has dropped down to a fair s igna 1, 
as has 1470. KOKO 10 Littleton, Colorado, is tentative on 1510 with a very good signal. 
Coments from ll1Y back yard include "unreal, excellent, and Hey Mom, look, that g~s got all 
sorts of stuff in his yard ANO a telescope!" 

1643 26 February 1979: It is getting quite dark. The few birds which were around have 
suddenly become si lent. A loca l dog is not enjoying himself. The ·VoA on 26040 is now coming 
in very weakly. 

~ 1646 26 February 1979: f'\ysterious "shadow bands" appear and dance across the pure white 
snow at 3000 kilometres per hour (2000 mph) and are as wide as pencils. Scientists are not 
sure of their cause •.• "Geez this i s unbelievable ... " 

1647 26 February 1979: The "diamond ring" and then the long awaited totality. "Oh this 
is unreal." The VoA on 26040 has faded out totally, and the clouds seem non-exi stant . People 
around here are cheering. "It's just beautiful. • stunning." Qui ck ly I recorded the 
"te"'3erature and lined up ll1Y telescope. In the seven o'clock (bottom left) position a massive 
solar prominence flares out its tongue-like filaments. I then proceeded to click off pictures . 
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ffASWA-FRENDX SWC-7 MAY 1979 . I 
"So quiet yet so booming .• lj.Ort of a roaring silence." The Corona is sending out shi11111er­
ing veins of silver, li.ght. Tl'!e city's lights pop on. Venus -1,nd.stars appear. A J11YSterious 
sunset appears all al'Ound the horizon, with vicious red, pink, and orange colours, like the 
shadow bands, unexplained. Words cannot illustrate the current happenings. 

1649:1~ 26 Februafli 1979: Two and a quarter minuites later, Bailey',s Beads appear 
(sunlf ht flashing ~rough irregularities on the moon's surface) then the colossal diamond 

-ring flashes out. It ' s over. The shadow bands reappear and then quickly vanish as they 
speed northward. "Oh that was so magnificent .• " The VoA on 26040 slowly begins to fade 
in. That was tota 1 i ty. 

1654 26 February 1979: East Selkirk notes Joplin Missouri's KQYX with fair signals on 1560 

1655 26 February 1979: East Selkirk notes another UNID station. This one on 1600 was 
heard with Mutual News, possibly Carrington, N. Dakota, KDAK. Whoever it was faced out by 1700. 

165B 26 Februa't 1979: The Colorado station on 1510 has faded considerably. Was very 
strong at 1656, but is now very weak . . . 
1700 26 February 1979: _Things are lightening up and shadows are shrinking. Looking 
around the sky, I notice at least five vapour trails of research and private aircraft criss­
crossing the sky. The bi rds have started to sing again and the city lights have been turned 
off; 

1705 26 February 1979: Everybody has gone indoors and is watching replays on TV. I've 
been s1tt1ng outside for two hours and should be cold .• but I'm not. I don't know how 
anyboqy could be cold after seeing such a sight. 

' 1715 26 February 1979: The VoA on 26040 has pretty well returned to normal as has WWV 
• on 5, lO, and 15 t41z. Nothing exciting is happening on SW .• . just normal reception. East 

Selkirk reports normal Winnipeg daytime reception on AM. 

1730 26 February 1979: The sky and shadows have returned to normal. 

•· lBOO 26 February 1979: Time has flown by and it's almost all over. Everyone is 
recollecting the day s previous events. 

1803 '26 February 1979: Putting on rey KFC Visors for one last time, I watched the moon 
leave the sun. It's all over. What an experience. 

And ._that was how the last total solar eclipse of this century for North America went.

An eclipse to a DXer (or anyone for that matter) can be quite an experience even 
if you don't tune.

FRG-7 
NOTES ON THE FRG-7 

by Syd Ostennan, Toronto, Ont. 

I have seen ma'1)' improvements for the Frog, most involving work inside the box. The 
following basic ideas require none! The strength of the 25 metre band signals were much 
improved by using the Preselector on band C (4-11 1'fiz) rather than on Band D. The 11-12 fotiz 
range can be covered at the end of the Preselector tuning for Band C. It would seem that 
there is a considerable peak in the alignment at the end of this band. Other units may dif­
fe r in this respect, but try it anyway, since the increase in gain can be considerabl e. 

Audio strength can be i ncreased by plugging your headphones into the EXT. SPKR. socket 
at the back . The sound quality will als1> be sharperr due to the elimination of a resistor 
used with the front panel phone socket. I use the Radio Shack Duophones (stethoscope sytl e) 
in this appli cation. The plug should be changed to fit (minature), and wired for mono use. 
As we ll as having sharp woice reproduction, these phones do not reproduce low-l evel hum 

.present in the FRG-7. 

Shortwave s ignals that overload the Frog- 7 can be reduced bu using the BCB antenna input 
for your SW antenna . A switch can be added to change the antenna input when required. Also, 
remember t o try the DX-NORM-LOCAL switch when listening to DX c lose to an International 
powerhouse station. Often DX or LOCAL wi 11 give better reaults than the NORM position in 
this situation. 

lastly, ease of operation and reduction of operator fa tigue can be achieved by placing 
a wedge shaped, rubber or plastic door stop under each front foot. This tilts the front 
panel to a convenient angle for use and, as a bonus , provides a storage space under the Frog 
for a log book, etc . Of course, you can use anything suitable to raise the front feet. I 
SiJll>lY had a surpl us of wedge shaped door stops.
