NEW LOG REPORT EDITOR NEEDED1 The June HQ page mentioned that it was likely 
that we would be dividing the present LR- D Log Report which covers the 11700 
kHz - Up section into two sections , and that if this were done , we would be 
needing a new editor for the new section which would be known as LR-E . The 
new LR-E section would cover reports from 11770 kHz and.up. After addition­
al discussion with the editors and others involved, it has been decided that 
we will establish the additional section with a new editor taking this over 
as soon as one can be appointed . 
As was explained at the beginning of last months trial LR-E section , the 
problem in the past has been that the LR-D section received far more log re­
ports from it ' s contributors than could possibly be accommodated in the 
space available for that section. Receiving so many reports means that con­
siderable time has to be spent by t he editor just in sorting and selecting 
the most newsworthy reports which will be included in his section . In other 
words , the problem is not in the amount of typing involved , but more a mat ­
ter of time required to select the best ~eports to be used before the typ­
ing begins . 
It might seem t he obvious answer to the problem would be to add to the num­
ber of pages allowed LR-D section so more reports can be used. To do this , 
the number of pages alloted to other sections would have to be reduced , and 
we feel this would sacrifice the quality of some of the other sections. To 
add more pages to PRENDX as a whole would add a considerable amount to our 
postage and printing costs which we could not absord within the pres~nt mem­
bership rates now in effect . 
Although David Walcutt is willing to act as temporary LR-E editor , he has 
expressed his hope that someone else will be able to take this over on a 
permanent basis at the earliest possible moment. To fill this new editor­
ship, we would like to hear from anyone who feels he/she would be qualified . 
The main qualification being that that person would have to have experience 
and expertise in the higher frequencies so as to be able to recognize the 
most newsworthy loggings that should be reported to the membership through 
LR-E log section. 
Anyone interested can write HQ giving us some background and facts that will 
help us select the person to fill this job , and we will be glad to answer 
any questions anyone may have which are not answered above .

THE QSL FROM THE SMALL BROADCASTER' S POINT OF VIEW

i Ever since I 've been involved with the organized part of t he shortwave hobby , I've known 
pf a guerri ll a struggle between those who collect QSLs and those wh o don ' t. The former group 
!thinks this is the raison d'etre of the hobby whil e the latter feel it is a worth less pasti me. 
frhese are the "<:lassical" positions at either end of the QS L spectrum; the vast majority of 
nisteners are somewhere in between. Fascinating as this i nfighting i s, l 'm not going to deal 
with it here. What I'd like t o do is explain the QSL business from t he small broadcaster ' s 
boint-of-view based on personal experi ence and a fair amount of extrapolation. Small stations 
bre, after all, "DX." 

Wha t do QSLs mean? Are they really "verifications" of reception? Asi de from the major 
~nternational broadcasters , and with some of these too, I ' d have to say no. I work fo r a very 
pmal l 500-wat t mediltTWave s t ation and am the veri signer for the very few reports that come 
our way . I think rey experience can be appl ied t o almost all of t he small and medium-sized 
.~tations to which a great deal of DX mai l is sent. 

The disti nguishing characteristic of a small radio station is its limited payrol l . These 
few people are asked to perform varied functions, f rom collecti ng and reading the news to 
cleaning the W.C. These people don't have the ti me to get important tasks done, let alone 

•answer reports from listeners far beyond the station' s intended range. These reports are of 
absolut ely no value t o the station, in and of themselves - other than any incidental 
~uriosit;y. ""'lfadi o Inca or Radio Bot swana coul dn't care in the least that their signal makes 
Ht to North Plneri ca or Europe. Why shoul d thlt)' be? The director of Radio Botswana put it 
buccinctly : they can't be adequately received in Botswana on t he sets in conmon use there, so 
pf what possible value is it to be told t hat they were heard in the U.S. on some fancy Col lins 
br Drake set? None. The issue of cards and letters at stations like t his provides nothing 
~or the station in return for the person hours spent i n writing the reply and cashing-in 
bizarre IRCs at an uncooperative post office. The only possible interest DX reports can have , 
~nd this only at i nfrequently heard stations not buried under DXer mail, is the mild thri l l of 
knowing that your dinlcy 150-watt Redifon rig can span thousands of miles. Those at the s tation 
are perfectly aware that it i s some elitist Ame ri can who wrote, someone only interes ted in 
·~other p1eee of paper to hang on the wall, who doesn't understand the language and couldn ' t 

are less about the .l!!:Qg_ram. Howmany regul ar, devoted, and ca ring listeners to stations l i ke 
, IP Surabaya or AI R--srfnagar, etc ., have in North America or Europe? 

Th is is, of course, putting it in an entirely negative context which distorts reality. 
~f th1.s were all that was true , there would be no explanation for the fact that many of these 
~mall, -internationa lly i ns ignificant stati ons do verify. Why? Very simply because, when 
iSomeone t akes an interest i n you or your organization, you usually feel some CDf111ulsion to 
!answer out of sheer courtesy. This is the "Courtesy Factor." The novelty of DX reports at 
jrare·1y heard sta t ions figures in t his too. I recent ly received a long personal letter from 
~ l ow-powered 120-metre band Brazi l ian station that expressed amazement and pl easure at 
~ei ng heard in Nor t h Pflleri ca. However, after the first few reports this novelty wears off. 
jAnd i f a l ot of foreign reports star t" f l ooding the station, the staff begins to th i nk of 
~nswering them more as added work than added fun. At t hi s poi nt , the Courtesy Factor is t he 
r nly th i ng keeping those cards and letters flowing i nto foreign wal l paper col lecti ons. 

i 
Because this Courtesy Factor i s responsible for most of the QSLs t hat small OX stations 

end, I doubt t hey can be considered true "verifi cati ons" of reception i n most i nstances. If 
letter to a stat ion is ni cely worded and not overly pustiy, its veraci ty is not l ikely to 

ea cons iderati on when the QSL is sent. Thi s is particul arly true of Lati n Ameri can 
tations and I suspect of t he small er Indonesians as well . You havP. t o l ook at t hi s f rom tlle 
erspective of t he person receivi ng the report. Why woul d you be writing ff' you hadn' t hea rd 

the station? The average veri signer assuines that you woul dn' t have bothered if you hadn't, 
nd certainly isn't goi ng t o repay your in terest by call ing you a li ar in writing. He or she 
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also is not l ikely to go rooting amongst old l ogs, if they even keep program logs, to compare 
details in your report with the broadcast. It's a waste of time, so type that veri letter, 
zip it in the mail, and there is one more satisfied gringo (or whatever). Speaking of program 
l ogs, I really doubt if most of the small conmercial stations i n Latin America, the smal l 
Indonesians, and even some of the larger official stations in the Third World (most of what 
we call DX) keep then in detailed form. The stringent requirements in this area here in 
North America are hardly universal (and I've known more than a few U.S. stat ions that were 
cavalier i n log keeping) . There are exceptions . Radio Vila and the Falkland Islands Broad­
casting Service, to name two, areTnown to keep very detailed program logs right down to the 
titles of discs played, to which all reports are compared diligently. On the other hand, 
these stations are not exactly buried under reception reports, and in any case, they are 
exceptions. 

If you are a veri-hunter, what thi s means i s that long, detail ed summaries of programs 
and lengthly descriptions of r eception quality are so much extra verbiage. When taking 
detai ls, the best i tems are those that wil l be readily recognized by anyone at the station: 
names of advertizers, on-air personal i ties , program titles , and exact texts of station 
identi fications and slogans . As fa r as reporting reception quality goes, small stat ions do 
not expec t to be heard wel l over great distances, so you're not telling them anything new 
when you sa,y it was tough copy. Chances are they have a hard time bei ng well heard five miles 
away, not to mention five-thousand. If conditions were real ly unusual, do mention the fact, 
but don't lavish praise on the audibility of their signal as it only insul ts their intelligence. 

If, and only if, you have the linguisti c skill to intelligently discuss the programs 
heard, add comments on the subjec t of the broadcast. If you understand Spanish or Portuguese, 
or at least enough to pull out what is being said, you have a distinct advantage here in 
North America. If you can accurately quote some part of the broadcast and state your reacti ons 
to it, if any, they 'll love you because they will know they have done a real service; 
transmitting information about their country from them to you. This is the reason radio 
stations exist, not as some in the hobby seem to think as merely a source of nifty souvenirs. 
QSLs can be a neat adjunct of the shortwave hobby and are fine as such, but they shouldn't 
become the sole reason for tuning the bands. 

If you do like to collect ve rifi cations, you will sooner or later have to take steps to 
tilt the Courtesy Factor in your favor by unsing it yourself. Thi s means l ea rning enough 
of the language and culture to understand what is going on. You listen , if possible, many 
times to the station's programs to learn something about them and where their heads are at, 
and before you know it you've become one of those much-mal i gned SW Ls - listening for program 
content and not just for report details. I think that just coll ecting paper is li ke coll ecti ng 
anything else , stamps, antiques, rocks, bugs, QSLs ... it's al l the same. But li stening 
and learning is more than a hobby, it's what life is all about, and it' s certainly more 
important than an activity that does nothing to imp rove the pl anet or your mind . 

Lest I be pegged as just another renegade DXer turned subversive SWL, let me add that 
there is perhaps one acceptable justification for writing reception reports; they r.an lead 
to correspondence with someone at the station or someone who heard your name and address 
mentioned on the air. I will never forget the young officer in the Pakistani An!ff who 
wrote me from the camp where he was interned in West Pakis tan . He was from East Pakistan, 
now Bangladesh, and had the misfortune to be stationed near Karachi when the civil war broke 
out, thus his internment. We wrote back and forth for almost a year about poli tics mostly, 
and the rel ationship between the developed and dev~loping worlds, and al l because he had 
heard ITIY address over Radio Bangladesh after I sent them a report . After about a year he 
was fina lly repatri ated to Bangladesh and his first letter from Dacca was a joy to read. 
Equally as heart-rending were his next two letters, whi ch were to be our last , as his 
disil lusionment with the squalor and corruption in his homeland found expression. He and 
his countrymen had fought a vicious war, he said, and for what? I do not know what happened 
to Lt. Feroz Anwar. He may have been imprisoned or killed for publicly expressing his 
disgust with the government. I will probably never know, but it was an honor to have known 
him even for so short a ti me. That QSL from Radio Bangl adesh means more to me because of 
our correspondence than mearly an acknowledgemen t of reception. A human being is the most 
valuable thing in the universe. Through 11\Y radio I found such a being and called him friend.

In l'E!~ent months , FRENDX's Shortwave Center has carried articles comparing different

receive~ and coll'lllenting on the virtues and vices of so doing, i.e . , Bil l Whitacre 's article 
comparing the Racal RA-117, 17 17X, 6117 (or whatever the number is) to the R-390A and the 
R4B {August, 1978), Alan Thompson's comnents on Bill's comparison (October 1978), Bil l's 
co1T111ents on Alan's conrnents (November , 1978), and Duke's article comparing the R-4C to the 
HacKa,y Marfne 3010C (July, 1978). Sfnce 11\Y year-old article implicates me indirectly in this 
series of co1T111~nts, I feel obligated to co1T111ent on the co1T111ents-on-comments as well as the 
comments themselves, albeit in a lighter, benign manner with no criticism whatsoever intended 
of either Bill or Alan. In fact, I agree with both o'f them. 

The issue centers on the difference between the use the designer had in mind for a 
receiver and the actual use of that receiver by shortwave listeners/DXers/monitors. Alan 
makes tile excellent point that some receivers, such as the R-4B was designed for DXing and 
others for monitoring. However, as Bill pointed out, the shortwave fan, out of necessity, 
may put a receiver designed for one aspect of Shortwave listening to use for a different one 
and it may do an excellent job at this "non-intended" use. The R- 48 was deslg9ed as a DXing 
rig for amateur radio operators, not shortwa ve listeners; but with auxiliary crystals it 
does a very good job on the shortwave AM broadcast stations. FRG-7s, designed with broad 
selectivity and good audio for the more casual listener, are routinely used for DXing 
and serious listening. As Alan and others I have talked with point out, it i s probably unfair 
and inaccurate in an absolute sense to compare a rece iver designed for one purpose to one 
designed for another. However, there are !!l!. receivers designed expressly fo r the use to 
which most SW listeners put them. All of us are using radios designed, at least in part, for 
some other type of use. In addition, each NASWA mel!ber is unfque in his use of/ equipment; 
features critical to f11Y sati sfaction are likely to be different from yours. For example, take 
four receivers -- an R- 4C designed for ham band DXing, an FRG-7 designed for moderate cost 
multipurpose usage, an R-390 A designed as a monitoring and communications receiver for the 
military, and an HQ-180 designed as a boat anchor (at least so claimed by many). Place the 
four side-by-side, hook them up to an antenna, and ask four NASWA members to pick t he best 
receiver. The first NASWA- ite is an ardent DXer with at least 375 countries to his credit -
a true NU. He picks the R-4C because of its excellent selectivity and sensitivity. The 

· second is a general purpose listener who enjoys program content. She picks the R-390A because 
ft is general coverage, able to handle strong signals , and very stable. The third is 
a novice, new to the hobby, who picks the FRG-7 because of its ease of use and excellent audio. 
The last is a rich DXer who also is a boating enthusiast. He se lects the R-390A because, 
in addition to a good DX receiver, he needs a new anchor for his yacht and while not 
specifically designed for that use, the R-390A outweighs the factory-designed anchor (HQ- 180) 
by 30 lbs . and will do a better job. None of the radios were ideal ly suited to the listeners' 
needs. Nevertheless, given those four receivers, the panel in fact compared them and made 
a judginent according to their own individual standards . 

This is the circumstance we all face in choosing our equipment. We have a limited set 
of possible receivers to select from -- limited by availability, cost, our perfonnance · 
requirements, etc. None are perfectly matched to our needs and we choose from those availab le 
to us irrespective of their designed use. I believe it is necessary to make comparisons 

- ~~ch ~s those in Bill's article if the proper choice is to be made even though such comparisons 
in an aii'Su11:~- ~PJ\~e are not appropriate. I find such comparisons as well as reviews of 
individual pieces of' t!i!uipmerit,--very helpful in trying to rake that choice. I personally look 
forward to seeing such articles in Shortwave Center and plan to contribute as I can .

DrakeR-7 AN "ON PAPER" PREVIEW OF THE NEW DRAKE R-7 

GENERAL COVERAGE RECEIVER

Ever since las t year's Dayton Hamvention there has been rumors about the now famous and 
yet to be released Drake R-7 receiver. This is a companion to the now year old TR-7 tranceiver, 
also previewed at last year's Dayton Hamvention. The TR-7 is Drake's attempt at keeping up 
to date with the needs of hams and the l arge market out there. The TR-7 has done that and 
more with its revolutionary ease of operating and "wide-band" coverage. Those who have had the 
7hance to check out the receive se7tion of the Tff-7 have been favorably impressed and a review 
in the~ 1979 issue of QST magazine has some very nice things to say about the TR-7. It is 
with this successful predecessor that the R-7 comes forth as the first self-contained general 
coverage receiver made by Drake since the DSR-2. Drake has tried, and to a very large extent 
succeded to bring all the things that an arateur, and serious DXer, would conceivably want fn 
a receiver. Some of these features include: 100% solid state design; fully synthesized with 
the DR-7 digital board you get complete coverage over the range of O to 30 1'tlz; a new "~p-con­
version IF design technique yielding irrproved image rejection and strong signal handling; 
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a builtin 10 <II pushbutton wideband amplifier above l.5 ltlz (just like having a builtin 
preamp); separated mode and bandwidth switches for "all-mode/all bandwidth" performance, new 
AH detector using "synchro-phase" technique for low distortion on AM and improved 
inteligibilit.Y of thightly filtered AH signals, return of the "full" pass band tuning which 
made the R-48 so popular and the R-4C so much less popular, three selectable AGC time 
constraints, antenna switch/splitter on front panel, digital readout accurate to!:. 100 Hz, 
builtin speaker, 25 kHz calibrator, low level audio output for recording, NB-7A noise blanker -
one that really works, and Auz-7 auxiliary frequency board (more on this later). 

With this impressive compliment of features what more need we hear?? Well things are not 
so simple as they seem on the surface - this is especial ly so when evaluating a receiver 
on paper. There are some "ifs, ands, and buts" that must be added to the above to convey 
the real situation however . The best way to see where these come up is with a trip through 
the specif!cations outl ining the important points. 

FREQUENCY COVERAGE: The R-7 alone will not give you general coverage and neither will 
it give you i;tigital readout! The DR-7 unit must be added and allows you digital readout and 
truly general coverage (0 to 30 lfiz) with nu gaps. The stock R-7, without the DR-7 will 
cover: 0.01-5.5 r-tlz (except 2.0- 2.5 and 4.0-5.0 l+iz), 7.0-7.5, 14.0-14.5, 21.0-21 .5, and 
28.5-29.0. Remember for the extra $195 for the DR-7 module you turn your basically ham-band 
receiver into a truly genera 1 coverage wonder!! 

AUXILIARY FREQUENCIES: No doubt most of you have heard of the famous Japan Radio NRD-505 
with its impressive memory system which allows you to tune in any of 4 different, front 
panel programable frequencies at the push of a button! It was rumored some time ago that the 
R-7 would have a similar system in the Aux-7 option. This is not the case. To quote from 
the Drake spec-sheet; the Aux-7 allows one to choose "up to eight crystal-controlled fixed · 
frequencies within the 0- 30 l+iz range with the Aux-7 board. Proper 500 kHz range for the 
des ired fixed frequency is also programmed into Aux-7." What this seems to translate to is 
that the Aux-7 is capable of automatically, at the touch of a button, tuning in any one 
of 8 pre-selected (by crystal) fixed frequencies. Whether the digital display will also 
automatically revert to that frequency is not clear, but one can optimistically suspect 
that it would! Note that this is not nearly as fl~xible as the NR0-505 in that you must have 
a crystal in hand in order to "program" the Aux-7 for a particular frequency. 

SENSITIVITY: As one might expect, the sensitivity ratings for the R-7 are quite 
impressive. They range from as low as 0.2 uV for 1.8-30 l+iz on SSB to 4.0 uV for 0.01 to 1.5 
lfiz on AH. The excellent sensitivity is impressive enough, but the most impressive part 
is that the .difference in sensitivity on AH or SSB between the 0.01-1 . 5 Jotlz and 1.8-30 l+iz 
sections is so small. Look at most general coverage receiver specifications and you'll see 
what I mean. It is common practice that on mos t general coverage receivers, the LF/1-W 
(anythi ng below 1.5 Jotlz) is added as an after thought or as a selling point (or to meet 
government bid specifications) and therefore suffers from lack of sens i ti vi t,y. While you• re 
at it, truly excellent general coverage receivers l ike the Collins 51S-l and National HR0-500 
both suggest use of an external preselector for "up-to-snuff" performance of their receivers 
be low 1.5 ltiz. This il lustrates 11\Y point. In the range from 1.8 to 30 lilz on AM the R-7 
boasts a sensitivity of 2.0 uV for a 10 dB s~N/N and with the 10 d8 preamp in the circuit 
things get even better with 1.2 uV for a 10 dB S=N/N ratio! And as noted above, things aren't 
much worse on 0.01-1.5 lilz with 4.0 uV sensitivity. Though only time and adequate listening 
tests will tell, these are truly impressive specifications . 

SELECTIVITY: Here is another new and welcomed feature in the R-7. If you are at all 
familiar with the R- 4C you'll rementier that the only filters available for AM on it were 
either 4.0 or 6.0 kHz from Drake, although one could spend $75 and get a truly fine filter 
from Sherwood Electronics for 2.3 kHz. This gross oversight by Drake was caused since the 
SSB/CW portion of the circuit and the AM section of the same circuit were operating at differ­
ent characteristic frequencies - in other words, the filter that was used for SSB couldn't 
be used in the AM mode! This problem has been rect ifi ed in the R-7 to allow again truly 
"aU,~de/a ll bandwidth" operation. In otherwords, for the SWL, you can use al\)' available 
bani!U'idth in the AM model Now the "stripped stock syndrome" comes into play thoug~. I 
remember when the SPR-4 and later the R-4C came out, I laughed because, like car makers , these 
receivers came"stripped" and nearly everything you wanted seemed to be an "option"-available 
at considerable extra cost. Unfortunately this seems to be the trend in radio manufacture 
today, since it enables the manufacturers to charge more for their radios while they come 
less sel l equipped for reception than their predecessor. A case in point is the R-48, which 
came all reactY for operation except for crystals and the R-4C which is reactY for almost 
nothing until you get some other filters and crystals and a noise blanker. S.ome of this ca11 
be j ustified though as the filters and noise blankers being touted toaay as options are far 
superior to those used in years gone by, thereby. making them more expensive to manufacture. 
So then it should come as little surprise to you that the R-7 comes stock with only one filter, 
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the 2.3 kHz fi lter! Sadden ing, but not surprising. A list and the specs for the filters 
available are listed below. Please NOTE, all filters except the 2.3 kHz are OPTIONAL at $52 
a throw!!

These are some very impressive specifications, but remeirber, a good listen is worth 
a lot more than specifi cations. But, according to Drake, we won't have any first- hand, 
owners reports on this one until Fall 1979, at 1 east. 

Of course image rejection, AGC performance, strong signal handling specifications are 
equal ly as impressi ve. Also, al though ft wasn ' t mentioned in the features section and isn't 
even mentioned i n Drake specifications, there is a notch, as usual , and even if it only works 
as wel l as their past efforts, it will be more than adequate. A few other important features 
worth mentioning again are these: l. The unique antenna switch on the front panel with 
associated SO ohm sp li tter on the rear panel which allows you to use two different receivers 
at the same time off the same antenna, 2. specifications call for a full 2.5 watts of audio 
power and the usual 10% T.H.D. , but I 'll bet the audio has got to be better than that on the 
R-4B/C , and 3. The DR- 7 unit doubles as a regular frequency counter for any experiments or 
tune-ups you care to use it for. · 

Because of the new"broadband design" Drake has used in the R-7, tuning is- accomplished 
with only two knobs. You select the band with the "Band" knob (very appropriately named, hi!) 
and the tuning knob ! No preselectors to constantly keep peaking. The digita l readout will 
tell which t'Hz range you are in when you get there . 

The R- 7 was ff rs t noted at the Da,ytonHamventi on last year and was then supposed to be 
coming out that following fall , l ater its target date was moved ahead to this spring and now 
Drake's own latest estimat e is that it won't be out until the fall of t his year! Th.is kind of 
musical dates indicates that either Drake is having a hard time getting this receiver ready 
on time or that they have some technica l problems to iron out yet. Whatever the case I know 
I'm looking forward to the comi ng of this receiver and I know I 'm not alo~. At l east one 
NASWA merrber from Col urrbus, OH, has a standing order in with Slep El ectronics for the first 
one they get in stock - so maybe we'll have a first-hand owner's report then. One last thing: 
the list price of the R-7 will be $1295, but that i ncludes the DR- 7 unit al so. Without the 
DR-7 you can get one for $1100. The ~B-7A noise blanker will be $90, the Aux-7 wi ll be $45 
and as mentioned before, each optional fi lter will be $52! So then this will surely not be a 
"poor mans" receiver. But ta ke heed, I remember the days when you pai d $100 for a hand-
held caclulator; so •••

USSR VERIFYING THE RUSSIANS 

by Al Sizer, New Haven, CT 

Verifying Russian transmitter sites which have programs in English is no prob lem at all 
and doesn't even require return postage. About the only difficulty that may arise is if the 
QSL card lacks the transmitter s ite designation and this defect can usually be remedied by 
returning the card with a note pointi ng out the omission. 

Occasionally Moscow may insist they don't broadcast on the frequency you have reported 
(especially if ft is a "feeder") and that's something you can't do anything about. Forget it. 
Don't di spute it. 

But eventually the DXer seeking as many site QSLs as possible wil l hit a dead end -- no 
more Engl ish programs he hasn't verified. What to do? 

The DXer can sit back and hope that a schedule change will shift an English program to 
a new-transmitter site, and sometimes that does happen. For years it was impossible to 
verify Leni ngrad on an English program but all that changed this year when the site became. 
available i n the new Moscow ·World Service, 11755 kHz. Barring waiti ng for schedule changes, 
which may not help, what can be done about non-English broadcasts from as yet unverified sites? 
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If in Russian, the problem is difficult and chances of success slight. There are two 
poss ibi li ti es .

Although Russian is a problem, you can 
verify Moscow programs in other languages 
providing you can identify the language and 
are able to compi l e a report on what you 
heard. Is this possible if you do not know 
the language involved? Yes. 

First, you can tape the program and 
have someone--perhaps at a nea rby university 
-- give you a sunmary of what is in it. Then 
compile your own report in English. It is 
not necessary to write the report in the 
language heard--Moscow has mal\Y staffers who 
can read English. (But don't think it might 
be better just to ship the tape off to 
Moscow--the staff simply doesn't have time 
to pl a,y listeners ' tapes. ) 

Secondly, you may be able to compile a 
report Moscow may find quite adequa te with­
out knOll'ing the language at all. How? One 
advantage going for you is that most Radi o 
Moscow programs, regardless of the language 
spoken, follow a fairly rigid format. If 
you listen t o their English programs for 
awhile you wi 11 soon know your wa,y around. 
News almost always on the hour. Often on the 
half hour, then coirmentary. 

When you hear a man's and woman ' s voices 
alternating fn fairly fast diction, you may 
be sure you have the news. News is often 
followed by conmentary, which may come from

The 
rest of the hal f hour may be occupied by music, which is easy to identify as instrumental , 
popular, classical, folk songs, etc. 

Before tuning in a foreign language broadcast, first listen to the news i n English on 
another Moscow station. You can be sure if it's important-- important to the Soviet authorities, 
that is--it will be repeated on other programs in other languages. Especially if it's a topic 
that has to do with the particular part of the wor ld to which the broadcast is beamed. 

When you listen to the news in other languages , listen for names . Names like Brezhnev 
will always be the same. Geographical names may be the same or similar. An item about 
Brezhnev will probably be the same in all languages. 

As for commentary, if there is a 
"big story" in the news, especially if 
it has been developing for several days, 
then the commentary that day may well 
be about the s i tua ti on. Lis ten for 
geographical designations. 

Keep your eye on the daily news­
paper and radio and TV newscas t s in our 
own country. For instance, here's how 
I verified Kalinin on 21635 at 1130 GMT 
in Laotian, a language about which I 
know nothing, but can recognize . 

Reading the daily newspaper in the 
office where I work and listening to 
the car radio going home , I was aware 
Leonid Brezhnev hid made an important 
foreign policy statement from the 
Kremlin and I learned his position on 
several global matters.

Next morning, before work, I tuned in if you try 

Kalinin in Laotian. The news featured 
Brezhnev's name , also some other items I was able to identify. The 10 minuite newscast was 
fo l lowed by 20 minuites of ta l k in which Brezhnev's name was frequently heard. It took no 
genius to decide they were swrmarizing his talk and from the occasional changes in voices , 
I realized they were inserting his tape remarks from time to time. 

f1Y English report to Moscow on this Laotian broadcast was quickly verified as Kalinin , 
my 54th site confirmed. 

Another he l p in reporting on foreign language programs is that Radio Moscow puts out 
program schedul es which tell when you will hear standard features . For instance, if you 
consul t the Spanish program guide for Latin America you will find that "En la Orbita Latino 
Americana" is schedul ed at 0300 GMT and furthermore that in consists of "notas, comentarios 
~ charlas que enfocan las sucesos del mundo y, especialamente, el acontecar en America Latina. ' 
Or consulting the English program for South Asia you will find that "Our Mailbag" program 
is scheduled for 1600. Very helpful, these schedules. 

Some further tips on Russian verifications -- use the forms Radio Moscow sends you and 
f i l l in all the blanks, including the ones for questions you would like to have answered 
and what is your favorite program. Using the forms is a big help in reporting on foreign 
language programs-- there isn't much room for program detai ls. Hence you don't have to have 
too much information to report. 

If you fol l ow some of the suggestions above, I'm sure you'll find your Russian ve rificat~ 
ion total clfmbing above the 40 mark. And that's very good when you consider that only 66 
sites have been confirmed by all the North American DXers together.

T HIS & T H AT I have received a number of short items 
recently and will share some of them with you 

QSL DISPLAY TIP . Leslie Byron , 128- 10 237th Street, Laurelton, NY 11422 notes that he uses 
"Ziplock" pl as t ic bags for stori ng QSLs . He sugges ts the la rge bags which are 12" x lO!s" and 
are large enough for letters. These cost about 89 cents for 20 and therefore are relatively 
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cheap. He punches two hol es in the bag above the ziplock. The bags are bound together with 
bolo large rings, 2~ inches in diameter. These are special hinged binder rings available 
fn stationary stores for about 50 cents each. The advantage to t his type of mounti ng is 
that bot h si des of the cards are visible. Mr . Byron uses a single sma l l staple to hol d the 
card in place in the bags. Covers are avail ab l e also. 

r-K>RE ON QSL DISPLAY comes from Wayne E, Moyer , 3261 Lantz Rd . , Dayton, OH 45432. He writes 
that most of the things I ' ve read recommend scrapbooks or file card boxes for storing QSL 
cards. Scrapbooks, of course, are fairly hard to update by inserting new cards . To me their 
biggest disadvantage is that only one side of the card can be seen. File boxes are a breeze 
to organize and update, but extremely difficult to use for "show and tell" - and what do you 
do wi th the oversize cards and letters? 

I use looseleaf notebooks with document protectors, the plastic pages with black paper 
inserts. Throw away the black paper inserts and use small pieces of fT\Ylar (Scotch Magic) tape 
to keep the cards from falling out of the page. Two or three cards will fit i n one page and 
both sides are easily visible. I use index tabs to organi ze the book into continents, then 
file alphabetically and chronologically within continents. It is easy to add new sheets in 
the correct locati ons as new cards come in. The book is easy to store, easy to carry and a 
snap to show. The picture side of t he card and the data side are instantly avai lable, with 
no sorting required. I can see the possiblility of using one notebook per continent as the 
collection grows. Large cards and letters up to 8~ x 11 can be held in the protectors, however, 
i t may be necessary to fold over the edge of some letters to avoid having to punch holes in 
them. 

YOUR EDITOR OBSERVES that an alternative to the above suggestion may be to keep the black 
paper insert, remove it from the plastic protector, 9raw the outline of the card on the paper 
and then cut a slightly smal ler hole with a razor or sharp knife. The card can then be 
placed over the hole with the tape. The paper sheet is then reinserted in the plastic protector. 
The use of the paper insert gives strength to the document protector, yet both sides of 
cards can be seen. Two or more letters or one- sided items can be inserted in the protectors 
using both sides , in addition.

USER REVIEW - TORRESTRONICS DIGITAL FREQUENCY READOUT 

by John M. Kapinos, 86 S. Quinsigamond Ave., Shrewsbury 
MA 01545 

Many DXe rs are stil l using the now old-fashioned "calibrati on charts" to get accurate 
freq uency readout f rom thei r radios. The only alternative has been to purchase one of the 
new receivers with Digi t al Frequency Readout such as the FRG-7000, DX-300 , RF-4900, etc ., with 
the accompanying seri ous damage to the pocketbook. The Torrestronics Digita l Readout can 
"update" virt ually any receiver made (with the exception of the Wadley Loop type) at a cost 
on only $120 .00 - and - it works great. 

My SP600-JX28 has been chopping along for many years, but readout was difficult, to say 
the least. The original solution was to hook up a BC-221 Frequency Meter to it, but to those 
who have never used a BC-221, it ' s a lot of work, going to the charts every time a frequency 
change was made. Even a good Crystal Cal ibrator means a lot of mental gymnastics have to be 
performed t o get an accurate readout . 

Hookup is simple, one connection to the High Frequency Oscil lator tube and one to ground 
and it ' s ready to go. The unit can be programmed to work with ar\Y IF frequency by means of 
computer type "Dip" switches . Doubl e conversion receivers are no problem, as t here is a switch 
to go from one IF to t he other. 

The uni t is also avai lable in kit form for about $30 less, but unless one has had 
cons i derabl e exper ience wi th solid state kit constructi on , t he factory assembled way is the 
one to go. The size is medium, 2i.00 x 6" x 6" and it weighs a couple of pounds and fits right 
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on top of the rece iver. 

As with most "outboard" Di gita l Readouts , t he Torr es troni cs unit reads only kilohertz . 
A note of warning about t he "ham" and " technician" type of readouts , th ey do not compensate 
for the Ifs and a ca lcul ator is a must t o f i gure out the f requency rece i ved. Not so with thi s 
unit. For additiona l infonna ti on, send a Sl\SE to Torrestronics, I nc . - 4850 Hollywrt1,.th 
Court - Dayt on, Ohio 45424. They will also be happy to give you all the informat ion needed 
to hook up t o y our recei ver and to make this unit one of the most val uable pieces of 
equipment in vour li s t ening post .

HORE SHORT ITEMS. John D. Williams , Bloomington, fotl, sends a couple of articles from the 
Minneapolis Star. The first reports that Joe Adamov of Radio Moscow's Mailbag program, who 
was invited to ANARC , has run afoul of s tate department regulations. It seems that, on a 
previous trip (1967) Mr. Adamov made an error in enteri ng the United States from Canada. 
Ever since he has been on the sta te department' s bad guy l ist. The state department has 
followed its usual program in such cases, never denying visas , but de laying same until after 
the scheduled visit. Kim Andrew Elliot t , organizer of ANARC 79 has recei ved support from 
the President of the University of Minnesota , who has contacted Vice-president Monda l e. They 
hope to overcome the state department' s and the depa rtment of justice's objections that 
Hr. Adamov is"dangerous" in time for ANARC. 

Another STAR article reports the displeasure of the government of the Republic of South 
Africa with the daily 15 min ui te program produced by the United Nations that depicts 
apa rtheid poli cies of that country ·as racist and pppress i ve . This program is presented in 
English, Afrikaans , Xhosa , and Sotho (Zulu and Tswana to be added) and is broadcast to South 
Africa from stations in 12 African -countries. In addition, 10 more countries , incl uding 
the VoA of the USA , use exerpts . The chief of the United Nations Radio Service reports that 
these programs are unusual in their content due to the special conditions in South Africa 
and are broadcast in full knowledge that the official government of that country disapproves. 
The purpose of the entry of United Nations Radio into this type of inten1a\tcnal broadcasting 
is to help "·and apartheid. The UNR director deeys that this is "Propaganda" which is not 
permitted by the UN Charter , but infonnational programing. The United States voted to support 
this broadcasting effort. 

Re the ar ticle above about Joe Adamov, John Williams sends a later art icle from the 
Star to the effect that the state department gave in to pressure from the University of 
Minnesota and the Minnesota congressional delegation and is r epor ted to have approved his 
visit. The question then was whether there was enough time for him to get here in ti me for 
ANARC, which was this past weekend. 

Noel Brown of Ann Arbor, MI, sends an item from the Ann Arbor News which reports that, 
s ince the Chinese government no l onger discourages listening to foreign radio broadcas ts, 
listeners In China have been sending l etters to major broadcasters who beam transmissions to 
China. In the case of Radio Australia , the station received only 24 letters in 197B f rom 
lis teners in China. In January the rate was up to 500 a week and by March 5000 a week were· 
bei ng received at the Hong Kong post box mai ntained by RA. RA broadcasts mostly to southern 
China b~cause the s t i ll unrebui lt transmi tter at Dan1in was used previous ly for northern China.
