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DX Shack I DEAS FOR THE OX SHACK 

by John W. Creamer, 670 s. Canosa Ct., Denver, CO 80219 

These hints and k1nks are directed to the many new members of NASWA (experienced or not 
in the DX1ng hobby) •. • Old Timers may say "Why didn't I think of that?" 

When it comes to remerrbering QTH ' s or radio shack locations, I will confess to having 
li ved in over 10 different cities. My listening posts were sometimes in the basement of our 
home, other times in smal l closets, but no matter where "1Y w~ceivers were located, I was very 
happy and was always trying to improve on "1Y reception. 

Like mal\Y other OXers, I have learned rnuch about the arrangement of receivers, and 
var ious other items connected with li stening, logging stations heard , etc. Now I gladly share 
with others different ideas that have helped me to make "1Y hobby a pleasure ... I will tell 
you what I did to improve, and then if you think you would like to try these ideas out -- why 
go ahead and comb1ne them with your own ideas, you can always better another person's plans! 

LOCATION: If you can place your radio t ab le holding rece ivers , speakers, clock, and 
other items close by a window, ft will be a big aid to you .•. perhaps you can bring your 
antenna lead-ins near the window, or yot• can br ing then in through a basement window, and 
.up through a floor heating grate to your table. 

RADIO TABLE: I am using a very strong and well built table just two feet square, but 
to the table top I bolted a 3' x 4' piece of '1" plywood, thus "1Y table working area is ample. 
Next on the side of your table where you want to sit, cut out of the plywood a half circl e 
-about 6" in from the edge . .. this is to allow 
you to pull your body up closer. Get the idea? 

110-115 VOLT SERVICE: Get a multiple outlet 
box hav1ng about six 3 prong receptacles and a switch . . the 
better boxes come with a circuit breaker and a pi l ot light. Using thi s neat arrangement 
allows you to plug i n your receivers, lafl1ls, fan, or whatever . . • it also permits you to shut 
off all items when you l e~ve the table. But do not plug your electric clock into it. 

SHELVES FOR RECEIVERS , ETC.: If your table top is at least 3 feet from front to back, 
and about 4 feet from side to side, you may find it useful to provide for several shelves, 
each about 12" deep from the back wall of the table towards your chair. Fas ten shelf supports 
made from 2" x 7" l umbt!r, 12 inches long to the table using small metal brackets. These 
supports are to hold the .lower shelf about 7" above the tabl e top. You will need to fasten 
uprfght sfde supports made of l" lumber to the left and the right 2" x 7" lower supports, 
then above the f1rst shelf you can build other shelves if you wish and where you wish. I use 
a total of three s helves, the top one is about 19" above the tabl e top and the middle !\helf 
is 12" above the table. On the different shelves, arrange your lighting to shine downwards 
on the tab le. 

REASON FOR SHELVES: The reason is to be able to raise your receivers up above the 
tab le top, to give you worki ng room, for papers, books, etc., at table level where you need 
space. You will always see radio shack pictures with the receiver on the table, thus when 
you use them, you are always looking downward at the dials. 

I have t i red al l different arrangements, and I have found it better to place the receiver 
and speaker on a shelf about 12" above the table, this puts your receiver front controls, 
dials, etc. at "eye l evel", making it so much easi er and rel axing when tuning. And your one 
or more speakers are level with your ears. You wont believe it until you try it out. 

AUXILLARY PHONE RECEPTACLE: If your receiver has a receptacle on t he front panel fo r 
head phones , I wil l bet (regardless of what level your receiver is at) that your phone cords 
··-
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now dangle across the table top when you use them. Right? 

There is no reason or need for this, letting the cords lilj' on the table, and alwilj's in 
the Wilj'. Simply get another phone plug, some small 2 conductor wire (even lalJ1) cord), and 
another phone jack. Place the added phone plug in your receiver front panel, and run the 
wire from the plug straight down to the table top. Then, if possible, drill a small hole 
through the table (ff that is not possible, simply run the wire over the back or side edge 
of the table) and lead it underneath to either front left or right side of the table. Arrange 
a metal bracket to hold the phone jack, then plug your head set into this jack. Use a hook 
to hold the phones when not in use, and your tabl e top will alwilj's be clear for you--when you 
wish to.. use your speaker, you just pull the plug out of the front panel. 

And whi le I am thinking about it -- if you are bedfast, or if any friend of yours is, 
a shortwave receiver at your bed is a wonderful help. I once visi t ed an invalid, who had a 
movabl e arrangement over the top of the bed cl othes that permitted the pulling of the 
shelf with receiver on it up to where the person could tune it. It could also be pushed 

to the foot of the bed. 

The arrangement was made of two pieces of l" x 12" lumber, one on each s ide of the bed, 
these stood vertical, with the shelf of l" x 12" lumber from one side to the other. Underneath 
the bed at floor level, these two side pieces were joined to make them ,rigid (along with 
appropriate metal braces) and small metal rollers permitted the arrangement to slide easily 
up and down the bed. 

You could do nothing better, nor more appreciated, than to build something similar for 
that dear person you know of.

DX Shack II iHE ULTIMATE HAM - DX SWL SHACK

To the beginning SWLer, even a small portable with a whip antenna affords he or she w~th 
a new and exciting hobby venture. There are few of us that have not imagined the BBC 
Monitoring stations with their exotic receivers and massive antenna farms. Sitting at a big 
console with all that 'power' at ones finger tips means nearly arm-chair copy of the Falkland 
Islands, or whatever dream you might have . But, alas, our dream fades back to that portabl~ 
and whip. So where does one go from there , we ask? Patience, time, and yes , some money • 
always helps. To me , if you ask, I will tell each one the same thing; PATIENCE! If your 
interests are solid, if you are willing to work towards a goal, if you want the ultimate, then 
take the necessary time; 5years, lOyears, 20years, or whatever! 

My radio interest s t arted in 1949 listening to AM stations from my boyhood home in 
Portland, Oregon. Will! I heard Chicago, Los Angeles, Dallas, New Orleans. In 1955, after 
a move to Seattle, my father Bought me my first real radio, a Hammarlund HQ-lOOAC (still 
impressively sitting next. to me this very moment). I had become a 'ham' WN7FTT. I talked 
to 23 states in 6 months with a kit transmitter and the HQ-100 resting on a door between 
two saw-horses in the cold basement. I had my ultimate shack then! Between ham contacts, 
I heard Sweden, Japan , Moscow, HCJB, on the SWBC bands, even had the QSLs by the time my 
father had fixed up and remodeled our house. I had my own room, and he even built me a desk 
with a glass top. So after my license expired, I kept up on SWLing. The WRTVH found its 
Wilj' to my warmer and neater shack in 1960. 

I took some time off to go to college and then the U.S. Army , and returned to my next 
residence in Port Angeles, Washington. Then on to the Seattle World's Fair in 1962, back to 
Seattle with my trusty radio, 3 x 5 ca rd files, and 60 or so QSLs. I still had that glass 
top desk, and seldom was the glass cold on weekends as I sat up all nite doing my thing. I 
was then li ving at a friends house, boarding while working at the Fair. 

The call to come to California in October, lg62, saw me leave Seattle with my 1954 
Chevy convertible towing a small covered U-Haul trailer. Three dilj's later I pulled into 
Wrightwood, stepped out of the car, smelled the fresh pine scented air, and took a few pictures. 
One of those pictures shows the chimney of the very house I was to b1zy three months later, the 
same chimney that is 10 feet from me at this very moment. That was some 17 years ago. 

When I found this small house of 850 square feet with an upstairs shell for an attic, I 
never dreamed of the final results that are now a reality. The house was in the open, ll'lla:J 
from the trees, in the center of a shallow valley. I did not b1zy it because of the great 
location for antennas, etc., but because the price wa~ low and affordable! I soon set up my 
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shack in the. li ttle single bedroom, and strung a 20 metre folded dipole that just f i t between 
the chimney on the east and a four foot pole above the roofline on the west. That was 1963. 

By 1965, I was upstairs in the attic, away from the bedroom that was too small for my 
bride, lll)ISelf, a new dresser and bed. I had added two more 20 metre folded dipoles, to that 
by the new knife switching arrangement I had, I could sel ect N-S, E-W, or SW- NE ori entations. 
I also had built a kit preselector out of Popular El ectronics. It was my ultimat e shack! 

In 1967, I bought through All i ed Radio, a big brand new dream receiver, a Hanmarl und 
HQ- 180A. I joined several cl ubs, began SWLi ng in seriousness, wrote reports , and finally got 
the lOOth SWBC country QSLed. My desk was .so very small, or was it that I had too much on 
it? I pulled the desk 12 inches away from the corner wall both forward and to the side , bui 1t 
up leaves , as you might cal l them, bui lt an antenna tuner, and added a 100 kHz calibrator. 
I began to DX the lower frequencies, picking up African regions I never thought possi ble. I 
joined more clubs. I became very interested in SWLing the ham bands , and soon had over 300 
countires confirmed. My file cabinents were too small , or was it that I had too many 3 x 5 
cards to put in them? Not on ly that, but a working companion at the Observatory was a ham, 
he recently moved to Wrightwood, cl eaned out his garage, and gave me cabinet s and radio 
parts till they nearly rolled down the step stairway, just outside lllY room. 

In 1971 I became a ham again, WN6FNI, but this time I kept lllY ticket and soon became 
a general class with WB6FNI lllY present cal l . Another ham in town was forced to move and 
sold his Viking ll transmi tter for next to nothing. rt was (and is) bigger and heavier 
than the Hammarlund HQ- 180A. Now where was that going? I added a filing cabinet, another 
leaf to the desk, and a parts cabinet on the far side. My origi nal desk was now twice its 
original size ! It was at this stage I began to dream of the exotic or as I put it, the 
UL TlMATE shack. I cut a part of the desk out, set the HQ-180A at an incl i.ned angle, put 
extra legs on the front of the other equipment. and the shack looked a little more impressive, 

' and useful , I might add. But it was sti ll too small. I had designed a BCB antenna tuner 
nearly hal f the size of the receivers and also purchased a ham band tuner of s imilar size. 
My equipment was stacked two and three high against lllY atti c slanted roof-line. It was 
staggering, but absolutely absurd at the si gh t of the two miles of wire I must have had 
behind everything. My shack was now a crarr.,ed small closet. What was I to do? 

In the sunmer of 1977, it was remodel time. We added nearly 1000 square feet of living 
~pace in which r, as the designer of the remodel plans, had so generously provided fo r the 
ULTIMATE shack. Needles to sa,y, I sit here typing this story at the desk that is 8 feet 
long and 6 feet wide with a cut out center and wrap-around 200 degrees of console space. 
The desk is 1~ inches thick, supported by two l egs near the center, with additional support 
~rom the old desk lllY father built, or at least the drawer section from that desk; the 
very end section of the desk supported by a business size low-boy file cabinet. I have added 
a LF military receiver, a seven digit frequency marker/generator, another (yes !) HQ-lBOA, 
and an SX-190. There are four speakers , three preselectors, a cassette. recorder, a reel­
to-reel recorder, a new cal ibrator, audio jacks for diversity reception, and separate 
controls for all types of recording from any receiver. A 'T-R' switch as I still ham a bit, 
a five antenna switch , B~B loop hanger, and an audio fi l ter round out the shack. All my line 
voltages are monitored and set by a massive 30 arr., autotransformer. r even added several 
more antennas , one of which is a 235 foot inverted V up 70 feet at the apex. This is the 
best overall antenna, especially for the VLF, BC8, and the tropical bands , as well as the 160 
metre ham band. 

The ul t imate shack here in Wrightwood took years to acquire, and years of patience. Less 
than a month ago my own son listened to four different SWB C stations , sent for QSLs , and 
got the bug. "Boy, woul d I l ike to have a receiver of lllY own," was hi s remark. Oh , and 
for you curious ones, NO, I have not yet logged the Falkland Islands, nor Tris·tan da Cunha, 
but, who knows!

RF-2900 L lSTENI~G TO THE PANASONIC RF-2900

I recently purchased the upgraded digita l· Panasonic portab le - the RF-2900 with readout 
'on.al l bands. Here are a few comments t hat fellow OXers may want to weigh in considering a 
,Purchas e. 

I was able to .purchase the receiver at a discount house in New York Ci ty , pay ing only 
·$185, considerably l

1
ess than what others pai d elsewhere for the 2800. For all -band digital 
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readout the price Is certai nly reasonable enough. 

The FM band seems adequat e , though in a test with Jeff Stover and Chris Hansen, the Sony 
ICF-59DO seemed to perfonn better on marginal, deep-fringe stations. If you intend to DX FM, 
you ma,y be disappointed; if you ' re just listening to area outlets, there should be no problem. 
The readout on FM registered in 100 kHz increments (98 .7; 98.8, 98.9 , etc.). There are 
receivers that readout every 10 kHz (98 .90, 98.91 , 98.92, etc. ). I can see the need for read­
out to two decimal places. When the Panasonic reads a given frequency, the listener is not 
necessarily r ight on the station. A readout of, say 99.5, could actually be 99.53 or 99.55, 
necessitating fine tuning. There is no such problem on AM where resolution is down to 1 kHz. 
The listener knows he or she is right on 880 , for example, as opposed to 881 or 879 kHz; any 
additional fine tuning is unnecessary. 

I presently live in a steel-reinforced apartment building where AM response is poor. 
imagine listeners In situations where more signal actually reaches the internal loop will 
experience much of the same AM overload coJTlllon to most of the "new generation" SW portables. 
DXers in rural or semi-rural areas should have no problem. 

As for the SW bands, t he readout is accurate to 1 kHz and can be adjusted if necessary 
t hrough the use of the BFO switch and SW calibrati on di al. Selectivity in the narrow mode 
seems reasonably adequate. A recent !RCA technical col umn points out that the 2900 has been 
improved over the 2800 and 4800, so a purchaser shouldn' t rush to have the set modified for 
selectivity before actua lly using it for a whil e. 

Otherwise, perfonnance on the SW bands did net measure up to thi s owner's expectations. 
Drift is a very serious problem. The set needs constant retuni ng, even after an hour or 
more of operation. This makes unattended taping impractical, and for a SWL like IJ\YSel f , who 
may listen to a major broadcaster for several hours while attending to various chores, repeated 
trips back to the receiver for retuning are a downright nuisance. This drift is serious - as 
much as 2 kHz in 5 minuites, and I find it inexcusable in a solid-state receiver. Problems 
like thi s should have been resolved with the refinement of transi stor technology. 

Equally di s turbing is the presence of numerous birdies across the SW bands. The problem 
is particularly serious in the tropical bands, though no band is co111>letely birdie free. The. 
probl em has rendered s uch major international broadcast frequencies as 15070 (BBC), 17630 
(IBA' s Reshet Bet frequency), and 12060 (RMWS) useless. Like the images plaguing the 2800 
and 4800, the problem seems atrributable to a second lF stage that is much two low in 
frequency - only 2 MHz. Such an arrangement defeats many of the advantages of double 
conversion -- images are ~sual ly found only on single conversion sets . Comparison with a 
2800 indicates that the b1rdies are just as prevalent with that model ; It's surpri sing that 
other DXers haven ' t noticed them, or at least c011111ented on the problem in the pages of the 

DX press. The 2900. has the same image problems as the 2800. 

These shortcomings have to be balanced against the unit's very reasonable pricing. All­
band digita l readout at under $200 is go ing to require cutting corners somewhere. The 
individua l DXer will have to decide whether he or she can l ive with dri ft and birdies in l ight 
of the modest price.

FROM SHORTWAVE TO ACTION BANDS - OR A MARRIAGE OF HERE

I am a shortwave listener with a 5 to 15 megahertz Hall icrafters SW receiver . MY 
Husband listens to a Bearcat 210 scanner with selected frequencies from 30 megahertz to 518 
~egahertz . I am i nterested in the world, and while 11\Y husband is interested in it too, he 
likes to be on top of what comes across the higher frequencies in our i mmediate vicinity. 

With both types of recei vers in our home, we have gotten a sense of being in touch 
with life and events as never before. While 11\Y shortwave receiver has brought me ~l\Y hours 
of pleasureable l is tening to music, talks , and news, hi s receiver, with the publi c services it 
monitors, has served as a vital, and at one time, al most life-saving .thing. He can listen to 
fire , pol ice, Red Cross , Emergency services, marine, ham.operators, and countless other t hings 
in the five boroughs of New York City. Only a few months ago, our area was in possibl e danger 
due to a gasoli ne leakage from a barge. We were t he first to hear of it , to know of t he danger 
and could have evacuat ed if need be in plenty of time. 

Basically, though , we share the infonnation and insights we recei.ve through our radios . 
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He lets me know any interesting happening in our area. !, in turn, tell him of any new 
station I hear or any new bit of worldly information. He has stayed up with me to listen to 
some bl"Qgram at D800 GMT (3 a.m. our time) and I have gone out with him on a Red Cross 
assignment fully bedecked with uniform and crash helmet. In the meantime, he helps me with 
the technical end of l11Y receiver which I know from nothing to very li ttle about. 

Yes, there are times I grow weary of hearing the tragedy he often hears on the scanner, 
and then he lets me have it with the fact that he supposes I on ly like to l isten to some 
operatic music on the BBC. Mostly, however, the relationship is a harmonious one. 

While I know such things as scanners and shortwave radios have wroght havoc in some 
marriages, thl\Y have brought us closer together in ours . We have lots of fun with what we 
heaY on them, as wel l as times for serious thought. In short, when anyone comes to our home, 
they not only get coffee or tea, but either shortwave or acti on bands as well.

R Sandino CLANDESTINE VS. NATIONAL

After several days passed without my hearing Radio Sandino, I heard them on the same 
frequency of 7588 kHz at 0430 on Saturday, 2 June . Their signal was s trong, compared with 
other times, interference was regular, and fading was slight. 

However, after several minuites of listening, some continuous oscilations began and 
five minuites later RS was completely covered with American music and fol~ songs of 
Nicaragua that were pleasing to .Somosa; for examp le "Que viva - Somosa" and praises as "El 
esfuerzo en la montana y en la costa, Somosa, Somosa ; con la esperanza de Somosa Nicaragua 
sera .•• grandiosa, grandiosa." 

That began while Radio Sandino put on an interview with Jose Somosa, Inspector General 
of the National Guard charged with the defense of Managua, made while he was drunk, according 
to the broadcaster. This interview couldn't be heard because of Somosa's station jaming with 
possibly double the power of RS. 

I noticed that apparently the audio signal 
at the Somosa station was being input with more 
dB . than the microphone resistance of the 
transmitter al lowed, resulting in distortion. 
The Somosa station did not identify itself. 
Using l11Y receiver controls, I could make some 
of the noises disappear, but the competition 
between the stations was being won by the 
Somosa station.

was l istening to RS with Jose Radhames Caberra in l11Y HQ, but when the Somosa sta tion signed 
on at 0447, we turned off l11Y PaRasonic RF-2200 and listened to r ecordings of pas t RS programs. 
In the morning (8 June) I turned on l11Y receiver and heard the Sandinist Front station with 
greater power than ever before at 7:10 a.m. local time (111 0 GMT) on 7587. The broadcast 
ended at 1230 GMT after the news. It was a great experience to hear thi s radio battl e between 
the clandestine station and the national radio jammer. 

I hope that, after the Nicaragua conflict is over, many new shortwave stations will be 
born there.

A Pitch or speed control is a very 
han(jy thing to have. It will enable you to increase or decrease t he speed of the tape by 
up to 20%. I can hear l11Y readers saying, "so what." So this, when you are trying to interpret 
the man from Uganda or Ghana who seems to be all lips and no tongue, just speed him up by 

. 5 . t~ 10% and presto, you will be able.to understand him. Trying to catch up with t he tinkling 
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lacjy from the Far East? Well . slow her dOlln by around 10% and she will begin to sound like 
the man from uganda I 

Pitch controls are found on a few tape machines and are well worth having if you are 
a serious DXer, and would like a l i ttle help with those language and ID prob lems that we al l 
experience. Check out recorders with pitch controls . After you do so, I suspect that you 
will want one too l Note: Obviously the speed is changed only on playback so that tapes 
can still be played on other machines.

Clarence ACROSS lHE BAND 

Moore by Daniel L. Nevels, Box 607 , Ro6gon, LA 70773 

Clarence Moore, W9LZX and inventor of the quad antenna, passed away suddenly on 24 
January, 1979, at his home in Syracuse , Indiana. He was a minister in the United Missionary 
Church and developed the quad while servi ng as an engineer at Missionary Station HCJB in 
Quito, Ecuador. He had been recently honored with a lifetime HClJB license by the Ecuadorian 
~overnment and was working on a new antenna design when he died at 75 (Thanks to W8WU, K8IRJ 
{HR Report)). . 

The story of the quad antenna started in the year 1939 when a group of radio engineers 
from the United States traveled to Ecuador in South America to install and maintain the 
missionary station HCJB. The new radio station was located in Quito, high in the Andes 
Mountains. With a carrier power of 10,000 watts, HCJB was to transmit the Gospel to the 
North American Continent i n the 25 metre band. 

The engineers at HCJB built a gigantic four element parasitic beam and centered it on 
North America. The excitement of this first transmission was dampened when the antenna 
s lowly started to disentegrate. The antenna glowed red at the tips, as huge bolts of 
electri ci ty jun~ed from the element tips into the cool Equadorian air. Part of the beam 
tips that glowed red fell to the ground . The sound of sizzling and crackling was heard up 
to half a mile away. It soon became apparent that the antenna was slowly being destroyed by 
corona discharge. A sol ution had to be found if HCJB was to continue broadcasting. 

Clarence Moore, one of the engineers at HCJB,-was assigned the job of solving the 
problem of corona discharge. The high voltage at the beam tips and the easily ionized air 
at the two mile high transmitter site, presented a real challenge to him. Cla rence first · 
placed six inch copper balls on the element tips. This was only a temporary measure. The 
copper balls detuned the antenna and in damp weather the corona discharge was still present. 
If HCJB was to remain on the air, something had to be done. 

In the summer of 1942 , Clarence took a short vacation to the coast of Ecuador. He was 
convinced that with the help of God, he could solve the problem. The thought sl ow ly unfolded 
to him as divine inspiration. The quad shaped antenna grew from the idea of a pulled open 
folded dipole. 

Clarence rushed back to Quito with his new idea. The crew hastily built a two element 
quad and erected on the tower at HCJB. They started the transmitter and waited with great 
anticipation. As night fell and dew collected on the quad, not once did a violent corona 
discharge occur. It seemed that the problem was finally solved. SWL reports began to pile 
into the station with high signa l reports. The reports confirmed the outstanding results 
with the quad antenna. 

When Clarence later returned to the United States, he applied for a patent to cover the 
new antenna. The quad soon became popular among the SW stations in Central America. Clarence 
built several quads for the broadcast station. He also built one for 20 metres. The outstand­
ing signal of HClJB brought him inquiries about his new antenna. later the quad was built 
and used by amateurs in the 20 and 10 metre bands. 

Whenever there is a gathering of DXers , you can bet that the quad is the foremost topic 
in a discussion of antennas. Clarence Moore's absence is deeply felt. 

HCJB can be heard on the 11745, 11915, and 9560 kHz outlets starting at 0040 GMT, 
actual programming starts at 0100 with Passport. HCJB al so has an amateur radio club. You 
can talk to the hams at HCJB (they are the engineers that operate the station) on Saturdays 
at 2100-2200 GMT on 28580 on 10 metres or 21280 on 15 metres. Those of our readers who are 
hams. give them a shout, they will b_e listening for you. 
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Mizuho sx-59 A REVIEW OF THE MIZLtiO SX-59 PRESELECTOR/PREAl4'Ll FIER

The Mizuho preamplifier/preselector was orginally created for ham use , but Perry Ferrell 
at Gilfer Associates modified the unit for DXers by shunting the remote terminals on the 
rear panel whi ch were provided for a transceiver. 

Front panel controls are as follows ; left to right , 1. attenuator switch (off-on) , 2. 
RF gain and power switch, 3. band selector with three positions for tuning 3-7 ttiz , 7-14 fflz, 
14-30 ltlz , 4. Tuning dial for precise adjustment, 5. LED red l igh t to show the uni t is on. 

The rear panel has two screw-on coax connectors, one for direct connection to the antenna 
and the other for the receiver. Gi lfer installs two RCA type jacks so that you can use 
either type of connection. The remote terminal s are made inoperat ive by shunting. The rear 
panel power cord connects to house current. 

The SX-59 comes in an attractive metal cabi net that measures 6" wi de by 2 7/8" high (i n­
cluding the rubber feet), by 5 3/4' deep. My SX- 59 sits atop my antenna swi tch. I ca n switch 
the preamp l ifier/preselector to all six of my receivers . 

On weak signals I have noted as much as 20 dB signal s t rength increase on my modi fied 
1978 model Yaesu FRG-7000 and a very definite improvement in my Drake SPR-4.

Boak Review SHORTWAVE PROPAGATION HANlllOOK - A REVIEW

I have finished reading a copy of the recently publ ished The Shortwave Propagation Hand­
book co- authored by George Jacobs and Theodore J. Cohen. The book is published by Cowan 
lfiibTis hing Corp. , 14 Vande rventer Ave., Port Washington, NY 11050, and available from them 
and other sources, s uch as Gi lfer , P. 0. Box 239, Park Ridge , NJ 07656, for $7 . 50. 

For nearly 30 years I have purchased nearly every available book intended for the 
layman and hobbyist on the subjects of antennas, propagation, shortwave l istening , amateur 
radio and associa ted topics. Frankly , within the pages of The Shortwave PropaTation Handbook 
I find nothing new, but rather a well-written, simple- termed, near textbook co lect1on of 
facts that most anyone who has spent ti me dialing a shortwave radio has observed, if not 
understood. 

I would estimate that many shortwave buffs care only about what they can log and not 
about why or how the DX signals reached their antennas. To these indivjduals I s uggest you 
are missing the plot of the DXing mystery. If you don't care how that signal reached you, 
forget the Handbook. If you do., the $7.50 is well spent. 

The first 26 pages of the 155 page work is a rehash of similar first chapters in many buff 
books, but more informati.ve than mos t. The meat of the book starts with chapter 2 and 
continues non-s top for five addi tional chapters. 

Propagation is a complex fi el d, so don't expect to spend a couple of eveni ngs reading 
the Handbook and ins tantly become an expert. There i s more than enough information i n the 
book to make yourself knowledgeable i n the field, but the Handbook becomes a reference for 
constant use rather than a dust col lector after the i niti al reading. 

There is l ittle specifically written di rectly to the shortwave broadcast bands other 
than a single chart that shows information on how t he 20-meter amateur band rel ates to the 
19 and 25 meter SWBC bands and so forth . But frequency spectrum i s spectrum, whether it i s 
19 meters or 20. 

Jacobs and Cohen are both amateurs , so the book i s wri tten toward the amateur radio 
market, except as mentioned in the above paragraph. Their so-called "Master DX Propagation 
Charts" on which a goodly portion of the book is based are referenced to transmitter power 
of l kilowatt effective radiated power (ERP). In this day of SWBC stations operating with 
ERPs of S million watts or more, thi s reference becomes rather invalid except in the case 
of the low-powered broadcasters below 5 ltlz or so •• 
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There is, however, worthwhile infonnation on the so-cal led "gray line" method of DXi ng 
the lower shortwave frequencies and how the "gray 1 ine" works, al though I suspect this 
generally is well-known by the 60 metre DXer. 

Al l in all I find The Shortwave Propa~ation Handbook generally good. · If you want a 
reference book on propagation, the Handboo is a good buy. If you want a story book, forget 
the Handbook or anything similar on"""'the"11eld of propagation -- it just doesn't happen. 

In closing, I would congratulate the authors and the publisher for printing a book nearly 
free of typo errors and mis-labeled charts, much unlike the s loppy wor k of the much-her.aided 
World DX Guide by Radio Hederland's Jim Vastenhoud, whom I doubt ever had an opportunity to 
proof- read the text once it was typeset .

FEBC FEBC, THE STUPENDOUS FAR EAST BROADCASTING COMPANY

The Far East Broadcasting Company means a lot of things to a lot of peop le. It may 
11ean the Philippines t o some people, San Francisco or the Seychel les Islands to others. The 
truth is, the Far East Braodcasting Co~any (or FEBC for short) i s al l of those things and 
~ore, much more . The history of FEBC is a story of hard work and success . 

It all began in 1945. That year, three men, Robert Bowman, John Broger, and William 
Roberts, put together their total resources of $1000 to establish a christian broadcasting 
organi zation. On 20 Decesrber 1945, with absolutely no financia l backing and no permit even 
to build a radio station, the Fa r East Broadcasting Company was incorporated. By 4 Septesrber 
1948, FEBC in Manila was granted a fra nchise to build two 10 kW transmitters in the 
Philippines. Then came the big day. It was 4 June 1948 and it was raining. But, despite 
this, there were happy faces inside the studios of FEBC, as John Broger announced the first 
broadcast of KZAS, the "Call of the Orient" station, situated in Manila, Phil ippines, on 
11edi unwave. 

T~is broadcast brought forth even better things from FEBC. One year after KZAS (now DZAS) 
went on the air, the first shortwave operation, DZH6, was initiated. This, like KZAS, was 
a domestic service for the peoples of the Philippines, and it broadcasted on the tropical 
bands. 

Stil l another year later, FEBC launched its first international shortwave station. Its 
call was DZH7 and it broadcasted in the 31 metre band. The years that followed saw the 
addition of three more shortwave stations. By this time, FEBC was broadcasting i n 30 l anguages 
and dialects and was rapidly gaining recognition in international broadcasting as a rnajor 
shortwave voice. 

In lg52, a sixth int~rnational shortwave station was placed on the air. 1954 proved to 
hold another breakthrough for FEBC as DZFE , FEBC's first FM station, began broadcasting from 
llanila . Known as "Manila's Fi ne Mus ic Station", it was very popular with the intellectua ls 
of the Manila area because of its thought-provoking gospel messages. 

FEBC acquired from the Voice of America two shortwave stations and their antenna systems 
in lg56. One of these now serves in the 13 metre band. Many other stations were acquired 
within the next ~3 years to rnake a total count of 14 Philippine transmitters •. 

The hub of all this FEBC activity throughout the years has been the Chri stian Radio Ci ty 
in Manila (or CRCM for short) . On its original 12.5 acres , CRCM today contains housing for 
missionary and national broadcasters, transmitting equipment, recording studios, administrative 
offices, and the largest missionary printing operation in all of East Asia . If you would like 
to know more about this broadcasting conglomerate, why not write to: . FEBC Radio International, 
Box 1, Valenzuela, Metro Manila , Philippines. 

The FEBC also operates well known shortwave stations in San Francisco (KGEI), and the 
Seychel l es Islands (FEBA). KGE I has two shortwave transmi tters which beam programs to East 
4s1a and Latin Ameri ca in 7 languages. These transmitters once serye~ as a freedom st ation 
operated by the U.S. Government. Should you wish to write to KGEI, thei r address is: · KGEI, 
P. O. Box 15, San Francisco, California, 94101. FEBA also has two shortwave transmitters . 
Th~ broadcast to South Asia, East Africa, and the Middle East 1n 14 languages. Their address 
i s: FEBA, Box 234, Victoria, S~chell es.

International headquarters in La Mirac!a, california, for all their gracious help.

NEWS WHAT'S NEWS ON SHORlWAVE?

News? On shortwave? It varies with the station, country, background of the station, and 
the target area. Unlike your loca l AM broadcast band station, world news on shortwave is 
a mediian which lets you know the whole s tory presented directly by the world itself and 
often t i mes coupled with the station' s views on the situation. 

There are, of course, ma!\)' news programs being broadcast by the hundreds of stations 
on shortwave and all are designed t o infonn the listener of the events of the recent past. 
But what is different is the slant in which it is presented. The thing to do is keep up to 
date on world events through your local newspaper and tune in to the broadcasts of the 
countries concerned. During the China/Vietnam war we had in teresting listening from Radio 
Peking and the Voice of Vietnam. Uneasiness i n the Middle East? The IBA and Radio Cairo are 
"the ones to listen to there. 
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News about the country of origin is always interesting. "News about the Soviet~Un1on" 
broadcas t by Radio Moscow during the "Moscow Review" programs is a good exa~le. You can 
hear this at DSOO and 0700 GMT on the Pacific Coast Service and 0030 and 0230 GMT on the 
North American Service. "News about Britain" is an excellent show, and is worth listening 
to. Most SWLs know the times of this program, so I won't venture any further on that. 
"Asian News" from Radio Japan, broadcast at 0035 GMT on 17B25 and 15270 kfiz is a fine sourae 
of news for those interested in situations in the far east. 

And finally, to round thirgs out, are four of the more interesting and eQjoyable 
programs of news. FEBC gives a new slant on news with it's "God's news behind the news" at 
0245 GMT, Thursdays, on 17810 , and 15395 kHz. If you want 'news that didn't ma ke µie 
front page; ' try the ol d familiar "Paul Harvey , News and Coomentary" at 2100 GMT on 
17765, 15430, 15330, and 11790 kHz on the gold ale AFRTS. If you just want plai n, in-depth 
news, ·you can't beat BBC's "World News" every hour on the hour, or Radio Nederland's 
"Newsline" at 0230 on 9590 and 6175 and 0530 on 9715 and 6175.

an improvement on the QF-1 which has been around for 
several years. Audio filters process the audio output 
of your receiver to enhance or eliminate certain audio 

frequenci es. This can be useful in eliminating hum, heterodynes, and certain other types 
of interference. The QF-lA is designed for use on voice copy. It can also be used to 
process the output of your recorder so you can try different settings over and over to get 
that hard to eopy ID. It has peaking system to peak any set of audio frequencies down to 
20 Hz wide. Using the selec~ivity control the peaking can be flattened out. There is a 
notch with depth up to 70 dB possible. The eq uipment also has a hi gh and a low pass filter. 
Write them for a fact sheet and price. 

Popular Electronics complied with our request for a review of the Lafayette BCR-101 
shortwave receiver in their July issue. Interested members are refered to PE for details. 
The reviewer' s impression was favorable towards the BCR-101 for casual SWLs and novice hams 
inspite of some shortcomings. The receiver has a drum di al and a crystal calibrator that ' 
will permit readings to 10 kHz (5 kHz poss i ble with extreme care). There is a jack on the 
back for output to a counter. The receiver is single conversion up to 4 kHz and double 
conversion on the shortwave bands. Image rejection and lack of bothersome birdies in the 
SW section were considered good factors. Sensitivity ranged from about 1 to 2 uV on shortw~ve. 
Selectivity is rated as 8 _kHz wide and 3 kHz narrow. The reviewer did not give results 
of actua 1 reception selectivity. However, the presence of a narrow-wide selectivity 
option puts the BCR-101 a step ahead of the DX-160, which it is obviously designed to 
CQn11ete with. Price is $249.95. 

TRANS WORLD RADIO, an international Christian broadcasting organization is ce lebrating 
its 25th year of broadcasting. It began as the Voice of Tangiers, in Tangiers, Morocco. 
on 22 February 1954. The first broadcast was in Spanish and English over a 2.5 kW transmitter . 
According to Dr. Paul Freed, the president and founder of TWR, the organization now 
broadcasts in 80 languages with combined transmitter power of over 5 mega~tts. Transmitter 
sites are located today in Monaco , Netherlands Antillies, Swaziland, Cyprus, Guam, and Sri 
Lanka.
