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VDXing WHEN DXING BEC<HS A LOST ART

(Note: This article first appeared in the now defunct ECDXA newsletter in 1978.) 

After almost a decade of spinning the dials of n1111erous shortwave receivers, many DXers 
be9ln to think about how they have developed their listening talents over the years, how 
they have progressed to the level at which they now stand in the DXing world. To be sure, 
everyone has a different story to tell. All of us can bring back memories of past experienc~s . 
and remesnber the feeling of sitting down at our first receiver, hearing the sounds of distant 
cultures drifting in through the speaker during a hot S1J1111er night or cold winter afternoon. 
After ten years of involvement with shortwave radio, I have begun to think about what the 
tenn DXer really means. It is a much misunderstood term, especially to those unfamiliar with 
the hobby. I shal l not attempt to discuss the differences between DXer and SWL here, for that 
has been done already by others , and quite adequately in my opi~lon. What I will do here is 
engage In a little personal reminiscence, with the reader's permis~ion. 

Ten years may seem like a long time, but it's really little more than a drop in the 
resistor can CClllpared to the time some people have spent listeni ng to shortwave radio. And 
to explain to someone unfamiliar with this hobby, just exact ly what it is we do and why, 

'remains one of the most frustrating tasks I have yet run up against. So, just what is it th.at 
keeps us all at the dials (or digital displays), search i ng for radio signal s for hundreds 
of hours each year? As a friend at the VOA told me t he other day , "We have to keep up with 
what's happening ••• " This was from a person for whom internat ional broadcasting is a 
,profession. NASWA's meiDershi p is composed of people who work in many different profess ions 
~nd jobs, and they all no doubt have thei r own reasons fo r tuning i n the wor ld day after day. 
I can speak only for rqyself. I' ve been asking myse lf the question: Why have you stayed wi UI 
this hobby for so long, and is i t doing you any good at this point in your life? The answers 
I come up with are a bit disconcer ting. After almost ten yea rs as a DXer, I have begun to 
"cool off" so to s pea k. Jn fact, the process began for me quite some-niiie ago. Wi t hout a 
doubt, this happens to many of us aft er sifti ng through enough QRM, UTE, and CW, and RTTY ov1er 
the years. One thing is certai n, however, and that is t hat DXi ng is no l onger the pass ion 
i t was for me In 1969 and 1970. As a newcomer to shortwave, there was a certain mys tery t o 
each station I tuned, and to be sure , a real chal lenge in tuning them. 

As with many other pre.sent-day listeners , I sta rted on an old receiver , ci rca 1930 which, 
as a resul t of its poor selectivity , held behi nd its plastic window many of the DX catches 
I so desperat ely wanted to add to my rapidly-growing col lection . Back t hen, time was cheap -
J spent up to B hours every day, and often the same nurrber at night (burning the 'midnight oil ') 
chasing elusive low powered Angolan and Hozarrt>ique st at ions , Radio Fiji and Papuans. While 
other, more expereinced DXers in NNRC and NASWA logged the rare ones I had to be content 
with cat<;)les of lesser magnitude . Soviet site logging wasn ' t as big in 1970 as i t seems to 
be now . Stations were a pleasure to hear , from Al l India Radio to Radio Norway - - t hey were 
truly a novel ty , and back then I was as cl ose to what coul d be defi ned as an SWL as I woul d 
ever be . Mal\)' stations tha t today l iterally smash th rough the ionos phere with powe rful 
transmitters, were still chal lengi ng OX. 

Today, it seems ever-so-strange to think back to the time when the Voi ce of Iran was 
a thrill to hear on 12176 kHz; to the time when the tingling excitment of hearing the North 
American Service of Radio Mali in English on 17725 kHz could hardly be matched; to the time 
when the English service frClll Kabul on 15265 was a daily item; or when stations like ELBC in 
Monrovia, Radio Rwanda and La Voix de la Revolution in Bujurrt>urw were ·comnon loggings. 

we'i 1, no sour grapes. These stations weren't necessarily any better or worse than a 
Radio Sandino or Radio Mogadishu today. It isn't that I don't realize the various reasons 
wily things are so much different today. The atmosphere goes through changes and determines 
wllat vi 11 or will not be heard frClll year to year, cycl e to cycle, season to season. Station 
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power may increase, some go off the air permanently (i.e. Radio Garrbia, Radio Fiji , etc.), 
others come on the air (UBC, lWR Swaziland, Bhutan, etc.). Yesterday's thousand watt OX 
catch goes off the air only to be replaced by another signal on the shortwave bands from 
a more or less exotic location. 

The important thing here, and the point of this editorial is this: Time passes much 
too quickly, and before many of today's newer OXers/SWLs (pverflowing with enthusiasm and 
yet-to-be-released OX talent) realize it, they will arrive at the stage where SOMETHING ELSE 
IS NEEDED to justify their further i nvolvement and interest in shortwave listenin9 as a 
hobby. Reception reporting becomes increasingly i nconveni ent and time-consuming (not to 
mention expensive), and other commitments become more important than sitting down at the 
good old radio for a few hours. Many persons enter this hobby as seemingly born-to-run DXers 
with innate abilities and rocket to the top of the country lists. Some begin as SWLs on old 
receivers and develop their talents to the point at which they might accurately described as 
OXers. I suppose some"OX-psychoanalys ts" would describe this as somethi ng akin to the social 
worker's "burnout." Indeed, it has hap pened to many fonner listeners who seem t o have dropped 
out of the shortwave bulletins. For some, international broadcasti ng b~comes a career 
arrbition. ("wouldn't it be wonderful to work for VoA or Radio Nederland. : .") as unreali stic 
or as unwise an impulse as that may be. 

But here 1s the point I'd like to express most: With time, even the most enthusiastic 
of OXers begins to turn ever-so-slowly back to prograrrming, to an appreciation of the medium 
itself and how it is used. One's interest becomes less a manifestation of the technical 
aspect of shortwave radio (wow, I still get a kick out of manipulating all those knobs on an 
HQ-180 and hearing all those far-away places) , but rather, and more importantly , a 
representation of one' s interest in using a shortwave receiver as a t ool to improve oneself 
and others, as a special link to foreign cultures. That receiver, whether an old Hallicrafters 
or a Sony ICF-5900 progresses from a mere electro-mechanical tool to a character and 
culture-building tool. 

My message to all newcomers to shortwave radio listening is this: Appreciate 'the initial 
fascination and exhiliration that comes with being new to the hobby. I can't go as far to 
say that arrbition s hould be held inched. But this hobby should be pursued with the proper 
perspective in mind. It may sound as if I'm putting down the competitive nature of OXing --
1 would be the last person to do that, in view of my own DX past. In short, the clirrb to 
the top is a very exciting experience, but IT'S NOT AS THRILLING ONCE YOU'RE THERE . •• at 
least that's the view from here. Lest you think I'd rather be collecting butterflies than 
tuning in and turning on to t he world, I assure you that shortwave will always be No. 1 for 
me, regardless of where it does or doesn 't take me.

Antenna dB WORKING WITH dB ANO ANTHINA GAIN ANO LOSS

How many times has the novice OXer heard his more experienced friend casually mention 
that such and such antenna has 1.5 dB gain only to nunble under breath "that so •• ?" or 
something equally uncorrmital in response? How many read Chuck Rippel's excellent article on 
the Delta Loop and simply ignored the paragraph explaining the 1.2 dB gain? Unfortunately, 
probably a large percentage. 

The sharper beginner to SWLing will ta~e a look at his S-meter and remark that l.2 dB 
isn't even readable, that a single dB wouldn't make the slightest difference in signal 
strength. Well, he is dead wrong. Lets examine what a dB really is : in communications a 
dB (sometimes and more accurately a d8m) is a ratio, approximately l~ to l (to be exact 
1.259:1). Therefore the dB expresses an equivalent of the multiplication of ratios or 
gain factors. 

Before anyth ing else, we must deten:iine whether the given gain is over the reference 
antenna (namely a standard ~wave dipole). In most instances relative gai n is given over 
the dipole, but sometimes it could be given over an i~otropic or vertical (also known as a 
ground plane) antenna. Although it is rather complicated, a good rule of thumb is that an 
isotropic is -2 dB (2 dB loss) compared to a dipole and a vertical will be about -1.5 dB 
compared to the same dipole. In other words, an antenna with a 3 dB gain over a dipole will 
have 5 dB over a isotropic and 4.5 over a vertical. 

Now that we have determined what the gain of our proposed antenna is over the standard, 
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we are ready to find out exactly how much that dB gain will affect our recepti on. Returning 
to the example of the Delta loop, what will 1.2 dB gain do to signal strength (QSA)? 

We locate 1.2 dB on the table at the right (a 
longer and more detailed table is given in the July 1979 
issue of Popula r Electronics, page 47). While it is 
possibl e to i nterpolate between I and 2, for the purpose of 
this discussion, l ets say I dB gain. We see that l dB 
is 1. 26. That means if we switch from a ~-wave dipole 
to t he Delta loop, we would get the same effect (in signal 
strength) as if the station we were l istening to increased 
its output power by 25%. For example, lets say we were tuned 
to SRS on 4850 kHz. If we switch to the Delta l oop, it will 
have the same effect as if SRS increased its power f rom 10 
to approximately 12.5 kW .

You can see that given enough gain you could work miracles. In practice , it is only 
possibl e to get about 12 dB gain and that us ing a big quad or beam antenna . While 
impractical on the t ropical bands, anyone can construct a quad on freq~encies as l ow as 19 
meters (although it is probably easier to modi fy a corrmercially avai lable 20 meter 
antenna). If you've got the guts to stand up t o verbal assual ts from your neighbors and 
sleep on the couch for a month wh en the XYL sees it , its possible to construct quads to 
frequencies as low as 49 meters (although the boom length on the monster is a not too pretty 
84 feet) . 

As few of us are ready to stand up to this cruel and unusual punislvnent, we stick to 
wire antennas. As all ready said a Delta Loop will give 1.2 dB gain, a "V" (not inverted V) 
a minimum of 2 dB at 90 meters and a maximum of 5 dB at 10 meters , a 5/8 wavelength vertical 
about 1 dB gain. The li st is endless. 

It ls of course possible to have negative gain (-dB or simpl.v loss) when constructi ng 
an an~enna. For example, someone wrote a SWC article about a 60 meter dipole folded into 
a square. As he pointed out , thi s gave approximately 1 dB l oss. This , as the table shows, 
would result, in so far as signal strength goes, as if such and such station reduced its 
power by 20%. 

One last note: a dB is often defined as the "just moticeable difference. " In other 
words , a dB is the minimum change in QSA t hat the human ear can detect, anything less goes 
unnoticed. Whether it is worth the trouble to construct a complicated antenna li ke the 
D~lta Loop for such an increase in signal strength is open to debate and ultimately up to 
the prospective cons t ructor.

vDX-300 THE DX-300 SAGA - - EPILOGUE

In the June, 1979 issue of FRENDX was published an article of mine regarding 11\Y 
experiences with the Radio Shack DX-300 shortwave receiver. At t he time that articl e was 
written, I was In possession of a function ing DX-300, after having gone through four previous 
samples wh ich all had serious problems. ln that arti cle , I gave a mini-review of the receiver 
which, in general, gave a positive view of the DX-300. 

In the ensuing months, I have gained considerably more experience with the radio, and 
more awareness of the problems with the set. 

To bring the reader up to date: 

In March of this year I finally obtained a DX- 300 which did not exhibit the "free-running 
oscillator" first IF stage frequency readout probl ems encountered previously. Based 
principally on my experiences DXi ng the tropical bands, I was generally satisfi ed with the 
receiver's performance. However, in l ate summer I began concentrati ng more on the internationa· 
bands (the 49 met er band and above). At about the same time , I resumed us ing 11\Y DX-160 as a 
back-up receiver , which had been pretty much ignored si nce ll1Y purchase of the DX- 300. 

It was then that I discovered the probl ems which rema ined with the DX-300 receiver. l 
had previous ly noted a tendency of the set to oyerload on t he international bands. Particular­
ly strong stations with~n the band (for example, Radio Canada International , in my area) not 
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only appeared at their actual frequenci es, but pretty much throughout that band as well. When 
I att empted to dig out a weak station in the band , what I generally heard was sTurious s ignal s 
from st rony stations elsewhere in the band. In add i ti on, when I did manage to og a weak 
station, the audio was almost always distorted because of these weak but annoying spurious 
s ignals. 

This problem was dramatically brought home by tuning in the same weak station with both 
my OX- 300 and OX-160. l1Y shack set- up al lows me to ma ke direct "A-B" comparisons between 
two sets usi ng the same pair of headphones. When I tuned to the same weak st at ion using 
both radios, and peaked each radio separately for that staticn, the results were depressing 
indeed! In the tropi ca 1 bands (below the 4g meter band), the DX-300 did generally outperfonn 
the old DX-160. However, in the international bands , in almost every case the station came 
through clearer and with less audi o di stortion with the DX-160 than with the DX-300. Al most 
always, spurious signal s degraded the t uned st ation's signal on the DX- 300. 

So, in late September, I once aga in took the DX-300 back to the shop . Rather than 
attempt to repai r this sample , the Radio Shack manager gave me d brand new, "corrected and 
modified" sample. When I ran thi s (my si xth!) sampl e through the same comparative tes ts , 
exactly the same problems were found. In addition, for some reason, the frequency readout 
w~ off by a constant 2 kHz (approx imate ly) in thi s sample! 

"That 's all I can stand, I can't s tands no mo re!" Popeye once said. On 20 October, 
I returned this last sample to Radio Shack and obtained a refund. (Because I had purchased 
the original radio using my Mas ter Charge, I was given a Master Charge credit slip.) 

As a result of the experiences outl ined above, I can no longer recomuend the Radio Shack 
DX- 300 receiver. It is obvious to me that , al though Radio Shack has solved the i nitial 
severe problem with frequency tracki ng, the DX-300 still has other basic des ign problems 
which must be resolved. 

I encourage other owners and past owntrs of the DX- 300 to write me or, even better, 
write articles to their res~ective shortwave associations , about thei r exper iences with the 
radio, whether these experiences be positive or negative. Because of my own history 
concerning the DX-300, I am IDOSt interested in learning whether my experiences are unique, or 
whether others share my views. (Ed. Note: See November FRENDX) 

P.S. A warning to others who may decide to obtain a refund for their DX-300: Whether 
you paid cash for the radto or used a charge card, the actual refund money may not be quick 
in coming. Even though I obta ined a credit sl i p for Master Charge irrmediately, the Radio 
Shack manager has not yet (a week later) submitted that credit sl ip to the bank for process ing. 
Thts means that the credit may not be added to my Master Charge account for quite some time, · 
and therefore I won't be able to use the actual money until then.

' i )KENWOOD R-1000 ANOTHER NEW RECEIVER - THE KENWOOD R-1000 

Those of you discusted wtth the DX-300 (see above) may look forward to another new 
low priced shortwave receiver expected t o be available in mid-November lg7g_ Rob 
Harrington and Bill Smith both sent information on the receiver. 

The company advertising s hows the receiver to be a Wadley- loop type receiver ltke the 
FRG-7000. The R-1000 has a fluorescent digital readout that doubles as a clock- timer at 
the flip of the switch. So you don't have to look at the clock if you don't want too. 
Tuning ts similar to the FRG models. There is an RF attenuator and a tone control . The 
receiver has two ranges of selectivity on AM. Frequency coverage is 200 kHz to 30 ltiz, 
wi th the usual AH-SSB-CW modes. A third narr~er filter is used for SSS-CW. There is a 
built i n noise blanker and speaker. The us ual connectors and switches are provided and the 
picture shows that the receiver has a rather nice appearance with the us ual pseudomilitary 
styling. There is a recording output on the front panel . 

Specifications however are not encouraging. N'1 sensitivity below 2 ftiz is given as 50 uV 
and above 2 fltlz as 5 uV (better SW receivers are rated at 1.0 to 1.5 uV above 2 fltlz). On 
SSS the ratings above 2 lffz are a normal 0.5 uV. Image Radio is more than 60 dB and IF 
rejection is more than 70 dB. Frequency stability is rated only as + 2 kHz in the first 60 
minuites and + 300 Hz every 30 minuites thereafter (that 's a lot con1)ared to other similar 
receivers). J!:udio output is 1.5 W 10 percent distortion . Because of the quartz clock (that 
uses 60 ~z AC for its time base) the receiver can only be used on line voltage (like the 
FRG-7000). 
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Now the bad news . The AM wide filter is as wide as a barn door with 12 kH z dl -C dB 
and 25 kHz at -50 dB . This filter is provided "with emphasis on tonal quality . " You sure 
will have tonal quality on two stations 5 kHz appart, both at the same time. The FRG-7000 
comes with a stock 6 kHz filter, which was not adequate to separate strong stations 5 kHz 
appart as stated in my review of that receiver in the March 1979 FRENDX. 

The AM narrow filter is rated at 6 kHz at -6 dB and 18 kHz at -50 dS. This may be 
adequate fo r general listening, but not adequa t e for OXing. Now the SSB f i lter is 
another story , r ated at 2. 7 kHz at -6 dB and 5 kHz at -60 dB . I hope the receiver can 
be modified to use that f i lter on AM or have a 4 kHz (or narrower) filter implant. 

Bill Smith saw an R- 1000 at the ARRI. Southwestern Divis ion Conven t ion in Anahe im CA and 
was able to play with it for about an hour. He said," . .. it needs the usual filter impla nt, 
but other than that, not too bad , and the noise blanker works - and well on power lines , 
auto ignition, and neon li ghts! ~enwood says it will be--;;--the shelves in late November at 
S499. 95 retail."

Book Review A REV! E\4 OF THE HORLD IN MY EARS by Arthur Cushen

Speeded by airma il fror. half around the globe (at an additi onal cost of S2.00) here is 
the eagerly waited book by Australasia ' s world falllf)US radio personality. While not "over 
240" pages l ong as advertised, but 204 , it is beautifully printed , hansome ly bound, and 
i 11 ustra ted with over one hundred photographs and drawi ngs. The text is organized in two 
parts of which the first one , going through page 63, covers in ni ne chapters the auto-

. biographical data, and the second devotes ten chapters to shortwave plus one to medium wave. 
The first part is essenti ~lly the story of how a valiant man, born with pcor sight , served 
hi s country through two wars pr imarily by inst ituting a pr isoner of war nlon i toring service 
and after becoming totally blind in 1955 , helped other handicapped individuals with the 
assistance of his wife and others , while making a living as a monitor and/or t echnical advisor 

• initially for the BBC and Radio Canada, later also for the VoA, and more recently additionally 
for Radio Nederland, Vatican Radio, and Radio Sweden. Drawing on his specialized knowledge 
in shortwave recept1on, Mr. Cushen ca n boast of ma ny a news scoop, particularly during the 
days when international communication was less deve l oped than it is today. If others respond 
the s~me way as I did, tho:y will find sections of this first part quite moving , l argel y 
by virtue of the plain ma~ner in which Mr. Cushen dt~cribes aspects of a life characterized 
by unselfishly devoted ~ erv ice to o thers . 

The second part of The World in 1!JY Ears deals with s uch ~tandard topics as shortwave 
in general, rec~ivcrs, antennas, GMT and tht! 24 hour clock , foreign languages, propagation, 
frequency allocation, int erference, reporting, interval signa ls, ~nd includes numerous tables 
pertaini ng t o the Australasian sphere. While a great dt!al of the specia l i zed material is 
unavoidably based on the author's QTH and unfortunately fo r a hardbound book wil l no doubt 
soon be out of date, some of it need not have been. Thus, for example, the "Metre !lands 
Service" for Region 3 is specified, but no mention is made of the other two re~ions and the 
differences between them. Simi la rly there are, with varying degrees of comprehensiveness . 
two gr eat circ l e maps centered on the South Pole, but none for any other parts of the world. 
In short, substant ial portions of this part wi ll be of i nterest only to radio enthusiasts in 
Australasia. 

Though the book is clearly Intended primarily for beginners , there are some curious 
omissions . Most regrettable of these is the total absence of any bi bliography whatsoever and 
while the "World Radio and Television Handbook" is mentioned a couple of times, no other 
data about it are (e . g. the name of its editor, that it is an annual, where it is pub li shed , 
etc.). Simi larly, while it i s unders tandable that the au thor lists only DX Clubs in 
Australia and New Zealand , it would have been a simple matter to refer the reader to the 

• rather compl ete l isting in the WRTH. Perhaps even more surprising, especially for an author 
who is himself handicapped , is the total ommission of any reference to the numerous cassettes 
with !Ss, I Ds , l anguage characteristics, etc . issued particularly by organizations for the 
handicapped, foremost the Canadian Handicapped Aid Program (CHAP). In 1!JY es t imation any 
newly pub l ished book on SWL shoul d al so include a reference to the Review ot International 
Br oadcasti ng, edited and publ ished by Glenn hauser, that is now in its th:rd yea r, 1f ~ot 
also his "Listeners Notebook , " regu l arly comprising between a dozen and s ixteen pages 111 
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Fl<E llOX. There also appear to ha·1e been some s 11pups oetween the ir.anuscript stage of the book 
and •ts fina l production in that the table of cont i;nts lists for Chapter 10 of Part Two sect­
ions on "Addresses of Principa l Shor twave Stations" and '"Abbreviations of Major Broadcasting 
urganizations" but no such sections are to be found in that chapter. There i s , however, both 
in the table of contents and at the end of Chapter 8 , a listing of "Inte r nationa l Broa dcas ting 
Syntio ls " that includes abbr evia tions for countries and a few shortwave broadcasting organizat­
ions. 

Fina lly, there are some assertions in the text that at l east would appea r to be open t o 
question. Thus Mr . Cushen holds with respect to the SINPO code "that the last figure must 
be equal to the lowest figure used in the group" but whil e it may be exceptional for the 
"over a ll" to rate higher than the lowest o f the other factors , what would be the point of 
including "overall " at all if it always equalled the lowes t factor? And while i t i s appa rent­
ly the case that the br oadcasters for whom Mr. Cus hen monitors have gone over t o the SIO code , 
it would be regrettable for OXers to jump to the conclusion that all of them have i n tha t a t 
least one international broadcaster asks its official monitors to repor t in tenns of S INF~ 
(substituting Fading for Propagation and inserting Modulation) while for other purposes 
inc luding even''J" for jaiilning. -

In short , for a volume that has been internationally publicized, . the Second Part of The 
World in nir Ears in certain respects has an undu ly r eg ional emphasis and needs to be used­
by beginners with a measure of caution. For many , though . its numerous i 11 us trations and 
Pa rt 011e may well be worth the price of ddmission to a beautiful ly produced book that i s 
r emarkably free of typographical errors .

b rake R-7 THE DRAKE R-7/DR-7= A HANDS-ON REVIEW

I have recently had the opportunity t o examine t ne new Drake R- 7/DR-7 synthesized 
general coverage receiver a nd t o compare it to the Drake SPR-4. The specifications for the 
R- 7 were reviewed by Bill Whitacr e in the July 1979 SWC . I refer you to that articl e for 
details. I will discuss only cert ain operational fea tures and r esults of tests here. 

All ra dios ar e compromises between electronic practicality , economics , and the uses t o 
wh ich the desig ner intends it to be put . The R-7 is no exception. Those lookinq for the 
perfect DX machine or th e elusive "ULITMATE" receiver may continue to be disapPointed, but 
there is no question that the R- 7/DR- 7 is a va s t improvement over most other receivers that 
are currently available to DXers today . 

Let us be frank from the star t . The R-7 is a ham receiver. lt is designed for use with 
the Drake TR-7 transceiver and a number of the ~ 1 ailab l e accessories (i.e . the AUX- 7 board , 
the counter, antenna splitter , back panel connectors, etc . ) are fo r ham applications and 
partially result in the high cost of the receiver. 

DX-app l ications requi r e the DR- 7 digital readout , general coverage board and a b"race 
o f fi l ters. Gilfer Associat es, Box 239, Park Ridge , NJ 07656 (phone 201- 391-7887) is selling 
the R-7/ 0R- 7 general coverage model receiver wi t h the 6 , 4, 2.3 , 1.8 , and 0.5 kHz filters 
for Sl500 plus shipping. They also r earrange the filters In a logical descending order. 

GENERAL COMMENTS 

The Drake R-7/ DR- 7 is not just a super FRG nor even a s uper SPR- 4 . I t is rather 
unconventional and in some aspects of its operation most similar to the old R-4B model. 
The R-7 reverses the unfortunate recent trend in receivers by reviving t he old concept 
t hat each variable in a r eceiver should be independently contro l led by the opera t or. There­
fore the AM-BFO, AGC decay rate , and bandwidth are under separate control. In addition the 
passband filter can be cont inuously tuned so that the operator can not only select USB or LSB , 
but can tune t o that part of the selected sideband that provides best reception and the 
specia l synchrophase AM detector will provide undi s t or ted audio. All this without the BFO 
and in any bandwidth . Exalted ca rri e r is also possible, but less necessa ry, with the R-7. 
Using the 2.3 or 1.8 kHz filters with the BFO , the RIT control serves as a clarifier or f ine 
tune r to tune in the s tat ion. The re is no freq uency offset of the display in an.v of t he 
above operations. For added versitility there i s a lso a notch filter . 
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The front end contains a high level, double balanced mixer and 48 11iz "up converted" 
first IF for superior general coverage, overload protection, and no need for a preselector. 
There is a 10 dB broadband preamplifier for use above 1.5 11iz. 

I quickly addapted to the R-7 and found it easy to use and easy to exploit the advantages 
allowed by the variable selectivity and passband t uning. 

SENSITIVITY 

The design of the R-7 provided a rated sensitivity of 2 uV on the shortwave bands with 
the preamp off and 1.2 uV with it on, yet provides maximum image rejection and strong signal 
handling performance. It is as good as or better than the SPR-4 without the spurs and 
images that require careful pre-selector tuning to eliminate on the older receiver. I have 
not yet noted any problem with overloading, images or spurs on the R-7. However, Larry 
Brookwell reports that local broadcast band signals may enter the R-7 when it is located 
near a transmitter. Since I am 10 miles from the nearest 1 kW station, I have had no 
problem. 

SELECTIVITY 
' Certain OXers, lllYSelf included, are constantly carping about the broad selectivity 

of unmodifi ed genera l coverage receivers such as the FRG-7, 7000, DX-300, and R-1000 (see 
article this SWC). I have discussed selectivity in the December 1978 SWC and in lllY review 
of the FRG-7000 in the March 1979 SWC. As mentioned in those articles, probably the most 
important aspect of selectivity filters is their shape factor. Most filters included in 
popularly priced receivers are like those found in the FRG-7000 (6 and 14 kHz) or the R-1000 
above (6 and 18 kHz). In these, the 6 kHz width looks nice, but the -60 d8 bandwidth is 
really the most important figure for rejecting strong signal interference found in the short­
wave bands today. The Drake 6 kHz f i lter provides a 12 kHz bandwidth at -60 ell for a fine 
1:2 ratio. But in actual practice, even the Drake 6 kHz filter is too wide to reject most 
adjacent channel interference and finds its chief utility in providing better audio on 
uninterfered stations. The 4 kHz filter (8 kHz at - 60 dB) is most useful for genera l 
listening and band scanning. Tuning with this filter and similar fi l ters on other radios, 
indicates strongly to me that a good 4 kHz filter is the maximum acce~able bandwidth 
for tuning the shortwave bands. The 2.3 kHz ff lter (4.2 kHz at - 60) is useful for severe 
interference and for SSB reception. Audio cl ipping is noticeable at the narrower bandwi dths, 
but the audio is still quite listenable, even with the 2.3 kHz filter . 

Note that with the pa.ssband tuning you can tune upper or lower sideband independently to 
eliminate interference. This works well with the 4 kHz fi lter while at the same time 
extending the frequency range of the audio since each sideband of an AM signal has the same 
infonna tion. Using the 4 kHz fi lter and tuning to the least interfered sideband, the Drake 
R-7 wi ll have an audio response of about 3000 Hz, providing good sounding audio on music or 
voice. It works . 

As w1th 11\Y review of the FRG-7000, I tested the R-7 against the SPR-4 and Panasonic 
RF-2800 under operational conditions. Since the new tests produced the same results for t he 
RF-2800 and SPR-4, I include the results of lllY previous tests of the FRG-7000 for c~arison. 

1. Signal attenuation: How many kHz awiU' fr001 the carrier frequency do you have to tune 
before you notice significant attenuation of an uninterfered strong AM signal on the 
shortwave (49 metre) bands?

Narrow, weak station hPard with lots of interference 

R- 7: 6 kHz , separate with some interference from strong stations

AUTOMATIC GAIN CONTROL 

The AGC has 4 positions with 1 mill ise•cond attac k time and Slow (2 sec), medium (4DO msec) , 
fast (75 msec) release times and off. The RF gain must be reduced to avoid distortion 
when th!! AGC is in the fast or off position. Medium is the nonnal setting. 

TUNlllG 

Tuning is accomplished by setting the band switch to one of 10 positions (0- .5, .5-1.5, 
1.5-2, 2-3, 3-4.5, 4.5- 7, 7-10, 10-15, 15-22, 22- 30 t-fjz). There is no further presel ection 
needed. The main tuning dial tunes a 500 kHz wide section (actually 850 kHz wi th 70 kHz 
overlap at the top and 280 kHz at the botte>m) within the range set on the band selector. 
In the bands containing more than 500 kHz , a push of a button raises or lowers the frequency 
by 500 kHz. With this system tuning is slow, but not much slower than on the SPR- 4 or 
other receivers requiring cons tant readjustment of a preselector . Readout is by red LEDs 
and is to 100 Hz . I t seems accurate to + JlOO Hz across the dial. The 100 Hz digit does not 
cause much distraction and a careful nudge of the dial can prevent flickering. 
J found tuning to be relatively easy , if a little s low. 

The receiver will drift several hundred hertz during warm-up, but will stabalize 
thereafter. You probably would not be aware of it if it were not for the 100 Hz digit. 

AUDIO AND OTHER OBSERVATIONS 

There is a recording jack in the back than can also be used to send audio to an external 
amplifier and an external speaker jack. The internal speaker, like the SPR- 4, is adequate 
fo r voice but good music requires external speakers. Overall the audio is no better than 
the SPR- 4 and the two receivers share mariy characteristics. The l'<-7 can be used on 13.8 VDC 
with an input in back that also serves as an output for the same voltage for powering access ­
ories when the receiver is used on line voHage . 

The receiver al so has prov is ion for s1iitching between three antennas or two antennas and 
a second receiver. There is a (unneeded) built in 25 kHz calibrator which sends out 
spurious signals when used. The noise blanker is not yet available from Drake. 

GENERAL OBSERVATIONS 

The variable selectivity , passband tuning, and general f l exibi lity of the R-7/DR-7 
exactly fits the needs of DXers long frustrated by the programmed tuning and poor sel ectivity 
of the Yaesu, Realistic , and Panasonic recieivers . The ability to hand le strong signa ls 
wi t hout significant spurs and images, and the overall quality of the Drake receiver are 
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outstanding. 

The major disadvantage of the receiver is the high cost in part due to ham accessories 
not needed by the OXer. Also, the parts density is very high in this receiver and 
reliability may be a long term problem. 

Overall, ignoring the unneeded items put on the receiver for ham applications, it is 
just what the OXer ordered. In my opinion, for the OXer who likes radios, it will be worth 
a lot more t han a FRG-7000 , modified or unmodified, and it offers mal\Y advantages over 
the SPR-4. Whether it is worth $900 more than these receivers is another question, but that 
is what you will have to pa,y to find out. 

The above review is based on only a short period of use and should be considered 
prel iminary . Your SWC editor solicits other opinions and data on this ne11 receiver.

/'CKFX "SUPER COUNTRY" CKFX/CKWX

Broadcasting f rom Vancouver, on Canada's Pacific coast, is a station that has caused 
quite a commotion among OXers during the past year. This station is CKFX, which carries 
the same program material as its folol sister station, CKWX. CKFX uses 6080 kHz. 

CKFX went on the air in 1947, when CKWX was only 5 kW output. Its purpose was to supply 
news, weather reports , entertainment, etc. to the north coastal parts of British Co lumbia, 
chiefly to battery operated radios in fishing vi llages, mining and lumber camps. Since CKWX 
is now 50 kW in output power (since 1956) these areas are effecti vely served by the standard 
broadcast outlet; but CKFX has been 'l eft running.' 

The transmitter power output is 10 watts , measured at the base of the antennae. It 
is natural ly crystal controlled and in the final has a pair of 807's in class B modulating 
a si ngle 807 class C. It was built by the engineering staff. 

There is nothing fancy about this installation. It employs no unusual circuits or 
tricky antennas. The station has no plans to increase its power and, qui te honestly, has 
no idea what audi ence it serves. 

The 50,000 watt frequency of 1130 kHz is a lB and relatively clear channel and apparentlj 
is used by radio clubs to determine the authenticity of their pickup of the 10 watt CKFX on 
6080 kHz.

'1 Cable TV CAUTION: DO NOT USE CABLE TV FOR AN ANTENNA

On page 10, Septerrber 1979 FRENDX, appeared an article suggesti ng use of Cable TV for a 
make-shi ft antenna. As a Cable TV manager and engineer, I do not recommend this practice for 
the following reasons: 1) interference potential, 2) lightning hazard, 3) shock hazard, 
4) legal. 

As to the potential of causing i nterference, connecting your shortwave radio into a 
cable system could cause signals generated within the television set to be fed into your 
receiver such as those from the color oscillator and simi lar, as wel l as s ignals generated 
inside the shortwave receiver to be fed back into your own television set and those of many 
others causing interference. 

Next, lightning hazard. If you connect the TV cable to your shortwave receiver as 
outlined in the September article, the cable will NOT provide an antenna as good as a very 
short piece of wire. This is due to technical composition of a properly operating cable 
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system and is beyond the scope of this article. You could use the shield of the TV cable 
wire connected to the teeeiver as a longwfre antenna of sorts, but you would be violating 
all four points of this article. The lightning hazard is real. I have seen lightning 
travel more than 8,200 feet down the shield of a cable system. Damage to the cable system 
was unbelievable, but there was no damage to any customer's TV set or home because the cable 
was used for the intended and designed purpose. The potential for a ff re had the cable 
system been used for a shortwave antenna as I described just above is severe. Do not expose 
you , your family, your home , or equi pment to this hazard. I t is doubtful your insurance 
ca11>a11Y would pay a claim in cases such as this. 

Point three, shock hazard. I have seen several cases where there existed a di fference 
in ground potential on cable TV lines. While rare, there may be up to 60 volts and while 
this is low voltage, ft isn ' t the voltage that tingles, rather the current, and even the 
most experienced lineman has been jolted. 

Fourth, the legal question. In many states it is illegal to make al\Y unauthorized 
connection to a TV Cllble system, just os it is to make connections to the telephone or power 
system. The law varies from state-to-state, but where the law exists it may provide 
for stiff fir.es and in some cases , prison sentences. 

A cable television system, providing the ~ntended service is many' times more safe than 
any outside television antenna, but defeated can lead to problems.

Via the ANARC DX Equipment Conrnfttee and Rob Harrington, we have learned that 
Schlt.trt>erger has sold its interest in Heathkit to the Zenith Radio Corporation. 

Via AHARC also we have learned that the drift problems on the Panasonic RF-2900 may be 
limited to certain production runs or to one run. Several DXers have written (Don Dickey for 
example) saying that their RF-2900s are stable after warm up. 

Friendly sources suggest that~ owners might get better results if they turned 
thei r RF-gain control down to 5 and"Clia"iiot attach the exterior antenna until after a 
station is tuned to prevent overload of the front end . The following is on page 9 of the 
DX- 300 manual. "The antenna connection can affect reception in unusual ways on a receiver 
of this design. Because the Preselector/ RF stages are not automatically tracked with the 
oscil lator, it is possible that strong local signal s will produce spurious reception effects . 
For example, long wires of 50 feet (15 m) or more connected to either of the AHTenna terminals 
can deliver a very high RF signal to the back of the set. The result is a t endency to 
overload the input and you tune spurious responses ." There it is in black and white I· They 
sugges t a shorter antenna or t o use the bu i lt-in antenna, readjust ing the lflz knob, using 
the ATTEH (has no effect i s the screw terminals are used) , turning down the RF gain, and 
making sure t he presel ect or is properly t uned . "An improper setting of the Preselector 
may result i n fal se signal tuning. Proper setting and tun ing 
of Preselect or wi ll hel p to eliminat e crossband reception probl ems ." 
Also under operation of t he RF gain control they say , "I f you are 
near a very s trong signal , you can use RF GAIN to reduce the vol ume 
of the received signal; if you don't do t his, the st rong incoming 
signal can "swamp" the i nput stages of the Receiver and may result 
in unus ual types of signal reception and distortion problems . " 

We suggest readi ng the manua l and t rying to reduce the RF 
input to the DX-300 before owners di spair and take the 
receiver back for refund .

Last time we took a look at a helical design that was built and tested by 
Ed Insinger of North Plainfield NJ . Ye scri be has built this antenna, and 
after almost a year in 2 different locations, have found the following: 

1) I tried using the antenna without t~e aluminum duct tape and found perror 
-mance to be greatly reduced. I was fortunate enough to find a local sup­
plier of the tape, costing me about S5 for a large roll. Hardware stores 
and plumbing supply centers may be your best sources of thie tape. 

2) Don•t be afraid to add more wire than is originally specified; also using 
insulated Wire doesn't af fect the antenna's performance. The more wire you 
can put on the tube, the better. Right now, the antenna I have has about 
80 foot of insulated wire wrapped around a 6 foot cardboard tube. The ant­
enna works well throughout the SW spectrum, with ;ioorest performance on the 
49 metre band. This is actually quite beneficial due to the fact that the 
FRG7 tends to overload on this band occasionally; reduced gain from the ant­
enna helps minimize the problem.

3 ) Hang it as high and as far from electric wiring as is possible. I dis­
covered this only by accident. I had b•en exp0 rimenting with this design 
and the 120 metre dipole design t ha t Stu Klein wrote about in a flyer not 
long ago in my living room. The r oom is adjacent to the kitchen and is sur­
rounded by metal-bound furniture. Needl ess t o say, the antenna(s) didn't 
perform all that well under these conditions. The r eason is simple ; all 
these designs are based on the idea of creating 1 big broadbanded coil. The 
proximity of nearby conductive surfaces tends t o distort the electromagnetic 
field that coils ( and other antennas!) form. So the message is clear- fuss 
around with the orientation and placement ~f the coil un t il you find a set­
up that works for you. The optimum place1nenl is broadside E- \Y , but other 
orientations may also work. 

4) Next , watch where you attach the coax to the wire. Some people say that 
the feedline should go at 1/3 the length of the wire on the antenna. So, 
assuming t his is the case , if you have 90 foo t of wi re to put on the tube , 
the coax should be attached at a bout the 30 f oo t mark . '!'here are others 
who say, usi ng very similar designs, to a ttach the coax at t he end o f the 
antenna wire- witness the a r ticle by NAS\'IAer Ral ph Perry called " DX with 
Boinger" in the May/June 1976 article in El ementary r-;l ectronics, My sug­
gestion is to experiment- create come ba re spots on the antenna a t points 
around where you t hink it will work, t hen connect the coax using a clip lead 
to these points until you hit one t ha t seems to wo rk. And r emember- don't 
use any more coax than is necessary. 

Lastly, some people may find that the antenna will not resonate on a given 
band no matter what they do. I t mi ght help, especially if your problem lies 
on the higher bands, t o connect t he braid of the antenna to the ground or 
the receiver. I ' m not sure why this works, but it does . If you fi nd this 
necessary, a simple knife s witch arrnngement will do the job nicely .
