** Welcome back to NASWA 
after a short absence ! 
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TRANSKEI AND NAMIBIA CLARIFIED1 Don Jensen , NASWA Country List Committee 
chairman and his committee have recently acted upon the matter of NASWA 
country status for these African nations as far as our own purposes a r e con­
cerned. Don's report is as follows: 
"Just after Christmas, a new station, Capital Radio began broadcasting on 
shortwave from Umtata , capital of Transkei , one of the so-called Homelands , 
to which South Africa says it has granted independence. The s tation is ap­
parently a commercial , pop music broadcaster. 
"It has been reliably reported that another area in the southern African re­
gion will shortly have a shortwave br oadcasting station operation. This is 
in what traditionally has been called South West Africa , now generally known 
as Namibia. A German territory prior to ~~I-I, the League of Nations man­
dated it to South Africa to administer. After a period of time when South 
Africa r efused United Nations demands to move toward granting independence 
to the territory , Namibia now seems on its way toward that goal. 

"The Country List Committee has studied the two cases and voted the following 
actions1 
1 . Transkei , and other so-called Homelands, Ciskei , Bophuthatswana, Lebowa , 
Kwazulu, Gazankulu , Venda , Basotho-OwaQwa, Swazi Territory, and South Ndebe­
le, will not be considered a~ seperate countries for the purposes of the 
NASWA Country List. Stations in these regions may be counted as South Afri ­
can stations only. 
2. That when a s hortwave broadcasting station begins operation in South West 
Africa (Namibia), separate country status will be granted for purposes of 
the NASWA Country List . 

"For those who may be interested in the basic reasons for the above deci­
sions , the following summary may help. 
"Transkei and the other homel:i.nds are not recognized as independent by any 
nation other than South Africa . They are not colonies with discontinuity 
with the mother country. But neither do they have full powers normally con­
sidered part of independence; power to conduct foreign affairs , self defense, 
etc. Of course other 'countries ' on the NASWA list might also fail by these 
standards. However, the final test is that historical/traditional factors, 
special cases in which separate country list status is granted. The Home­
l ands are artificial creations , geographically, with no historic or tradi­
tional basis for considering them separate countr ies for purposes of the 
NASWA Country List. 
"Namibia is a different matter, with a well defined historical separateness. 
It is, in fact , almost exactly like the status of Papua New Guinea, both be­
fore and after independence . " 
IN CASE YOUR FRENDX IS NOT COMPLETE1 We have had some complaints recently 
about blank pages in some of the copies of FRENDX which we have mailed. Our 
publisher and printer are aware of this situation and efforts are being made 
to correct it. 
Anyone receiving a copy of FRENDX which may have blank pages should notify HQ 
mentioning the page numbers that are blank. We will either furnish a new 
copy or provide replacement pages by return mail . 

THE GAMES PEOPLE PLAY: We r egret we have to use this space for this item 
since we have more positive matters that could be reported. 
In the J anuary FRENDX Log Report, five log items appeared in the LR-A Log Re­
port section which were credited to a "Ralph Jensen" of Toronto. For the re­
cord, there is no "Ralph Jensen" as far as NASWA is concerned, and the items 
were intentionally false and planted for reasons we have not yet determined . 
Since no similar items appeared in any of the other LR sections , we are not 
sure if the hoax was intended to discredit our LR-A editor, or if the person 
used a combination of names similar to other NASWA persons to embarass them , 
or if it may have been a case of someones distorted sense of humor . 
Needless to say, we regret very much that someone would use our publication 
for such a scheme , whatever its purpose may have been. 
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DXing BOm SIXTY ON SIXTY, An Hour in the 60 Meter Band 

by Al Sizer, 22 Country Way, North Haven, CT 06473 

It is 20 December 1979 , one of the shortest days of the year in Connecticut. The 
weather i s clear and very cold--rninus 3 Cels ius. It is 2100 Greenwich Mean Time, 4 p.rn. 
Eastern Standard Time, and the sunshine is still bright, but corning obliquely out of the 
west as daylight heads into its final hour. 

The A Index is 5, Solar Flux 193, K Index 2, solar conditions are high but the geomagnetic 
field is quiet. There was a major solar flare at 0559 GMT. 

This is the setting as I adjust my headphones, turn on the FRG- 7, the Gilfer A-20 
preselector, the OCR 30 frequency counter and switch-select a 30 meter inverted L antenna, 
oriented southeast-northwest . I turn to the 60 meter band, the true OXer's band, the band of 
all shortwave bands I love the most. This is what I hear and my comments. 

2100: Rio Muni (4925 kHz where by pure chance I begin) has happy, bubbling hi-life music 
from Equator ial Guinea. No matter that this little country has suffered under a hellish 
regime until a recent purge. No matter, as with other flest Africans I shall hear, that the 
people have come through sl avery, oppression , exploitation and have a myriad of current 
problems, the jazz-like music i s joyous. It is 10 p.m. in Bata. 

2101: It i s midnight in the Georgian SSR and Tblisi (4930) has an announcer giving in 
Russian what I think is the news. 

2102: From Abidjan , Ivory Coast (4940) , a French dialogue is heard. 
2103: Yaounde, Cameroon (4972) also has French talk, but a strong ute is spoiling it. 
2104: It ' s the news in English on the Iranian situation from Lagos in Nigeria 4990). 
2105: I have dropped down the dial to catch part of the Koranic prayer call from San'a, 

Yemen Arab Republic (4853) as it signs off (Midnight then!). This has always had a fascination 
for me and I have heard it from many parts of the world, thanks to shortwave. 

2106: I am back up here (5010) to find Garoua, Cameroon, with a man and wo~n in 
conversation in an African dialect I can't hope to identify. 

2107: There are few times of the year when I can hear Archangelsk (5015) on the White 
Sea of northern European Russia at this time of day and this is one of them. The news in 
Russian is fairly strong . 

2108: Possibly Niger (5020) but weak and ute-plagued. 
2109: A hash of signals on 5035, possibly Alma Ata and the Central African Republic. 

2110: A man and woma n are emotional i n an African dialect in an obvious drama from Lome, 
Togo ( 504 7). 

2111: There is African music, but weak (5060) and I think it is probably Emissora 
Regional do Huambo , Ango la. 

2112: I have dropped down to the other end of the dial and Bertoua , Cameroon (4750) has 
an announcer in French . 

2113: ELWA, Liberia's religious talk (4770) in Engl ish is bedeviled by a ute. 
2114: The same case for Yaounde, Cameroon (4777) where I can barely hear music. The 

proliferation of the utes has been a distressing 60 meter band development . 
2115: No probl em with reception here . A Russian baritone is booming out a fol k song 

from Baku, Azerbaidjan SSR (4785) . 

21 16 : It' s an excited announcer in Portugese wit~ a fu tebol match from Luanda, Ango la 
(4820). 
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2117: The Russians are coming in strong and clear. A musica l comedy kind of song is 
being sung from Starobelsk, Ukraine SSR (4825) . I pause a moment or two to refl ec t. What 
a wea lth of languages, cultures, and ethnic her itages are avai l able to me in these 60 minutes 
in the 60 meter band! And what a span of geography I am covering ! 

2119-2120 : Radio South Africa (4835) i s finishing a prayer in English, the announcer 
says it is "twenty minutes past 11" and the s tation goes into a sign-off anthem. 

2121: Arabic talk from Mauri tania (4845) , to me one of the most unusual of African 
countri es , source of much strange chanting. 

2122: In their closing hour or so of the night the African musical tempo picks up. 
There is jazz, Amer ican sty l e, from Yaounde, Cameroon (4B50). 

2123 : A popular song is the fare from weak Maputo, Mozambique (4B65). 
2124: Cotonou, Benin (4B70) i s strong with French talk. 
2125: But Dakar , Senegal (4890) i s coming through weakly with a man in a sof t French 

accent. 
2126: I can ' t identify the s9urce of l ight classica l music (48g5) but be lieve it is 

Ashkabad, Turkmen SSR. 
2127: Chad (4904) i s al so speaking French but the 100 kW Ndjama transmitter seems to 

have lost its zip lately. 

2128-2129: Accra , Ghana (4915) has spirited classical music. 
2130: A woman is speaking in Russian from Starobelsk (4920) and a quick check shows it 

is in parallel with the Ukraine outlet on 4825. 

Now we have passed through the band once and it is time to spot check on what we have 
missed or wasn't there before. 

2132: It is 5:30 a.m., daybreak, in Sulawesi and it i s sometimes possibl e to catch 
an Indonesi an station here at this time. I move to 4753 where I have found it before and 
sure enough Ujung Pandang is comi ng through with an announcer i n Indones ian. 

2134 : Bertoua (4750) now has happy African rythms. 
2135: Why did I miss, first round, Sao Tome (4B07) which i s s ingi ng pop songs in 

Portugese? 
2137: Cotonou has joined the musical parade with happy African singing (4870). 
2140: Ditto for Ghana (4915). 

2141: Hi-life in full swing from Rio Muni (4925) , heading for sign-off. 
2142: Wild (to me) nati ve singing from Garoua (5010) now. Its music seems most 

primitive of African outl ets. 
2143: Joyous pi ano, dr1.111s , and singing from Ivory Coas t (4940). The Africans are 

at their peak in strength. 
2145: An operatic aria from Ashkabad (48g5) . 
2146: Weird native singing from Nouakchott (4Bg5) now. 
2147: ELWA (4770) has shaken the ute and "Joy to the World" resounds gloriously. 
2149: Already Uj ung Pandang (4753) is fading out . 

2150: I t i s almost dark out f11Y window as some of the Russians and Africans prepare to 
leave the air. Within the next hour they will all be gone. But now •• . 

2152: Like brea ki ng through a window from si l ence to complete audi bil ity, Radio 
Universo (4880) is suddenly here i n Spanish from Venezuel a. 

2154: Ditto Ecos del Torbes (4980), San Cristoba l . 
2155: And Radio Reloj Cont inente (5030), Caracas. 
2157: There are Portugese murmurings f rom Radio Brazil Central , Goiana (4985). 
21 5B: And from Radio Clube do Para, Bel em (4B55). 
2159: Rio Muni (4925) has begun its long anthem as it winds down . 
2200 : And the Russian voice stil ls as Baku (4785) leaves the air. 

Darkness i s now complete in Connecti cut. What Russ ians and Africans are l eft are 
quickly loosing out to the Venezuelans and Brazil ians. The Latin Americans are storming in 
with fire and enthus iasm. One chapter is ending and yet another i s begi nning in the endl ess , 
fa scinating saga of the 60 meter band.

DX. Shack SOME THOUGHTS ON SHACKS FOR APARTMENT !lolELLERS 

by Mike Agner, Editor for "Antennas and Accessories" 

Not too long ago, two articles have come out in SWC regarding "ultimate" shacks. But 
good as many of their s uggest ions may be , some of these simply cannot be done for people in 
areas where space for a shack is neces·sarily limited.

Such is the case with this author. I presently live in an apartment where outdoor 
antennas are verboten and space is limited. However, in a space about 6 feet by 4 feet, in 
a bedroom, I have been able to set up 3 receivers, feeders for 5 antennas, 2 antenna tuners, 
a crystal calibrator, an audio filter, 2 cassette recorders and a patchbox to do all sorts 
of interesting things (to be described later). In addition, there is also a pair of FM 
rabbit ears for when 1 wish to fool around with FM DX. ·The hows are relatively simple, the 
whys are a matter of personal taste. 

1. Antennas--There have been many designs written in the past 2 or 3 years in issues 
of FRENDX (see Sept. 1977 issue) and also some electronics publications have been devoted 
to this subject (see William Orr 's excellent book Wire Antennas for Radio hnateurs, for 
example. With indoor antennas, in many cases , antenna efficiency leaves much to be desired. 

This is where antenna tuners come into play . Not too long ago, Bob Zanotti of SRI 
called this itsn the "DXers best friend," and t his is especially true of cave dwellers. The 
function of the tuner can best be explai.ned as, "making the antenna more efficient at a wider 
range of frequencies than is possible with the same antenna without the tuner." There are 
a few antenna designs which don't require a tuner - active antennas being a notable example -
but the majority will benefit from their use. A design that is well known to DXers is the 
Pi network tuner, suitable for use with random wires and s imilar antennas. There are many 
schematics for this circu1t ava1Jable. Just compare HCJB's antenna handbook, "Give your 
Antenna So"me Air" by Radio Nederland, and the circuit depicted in DXing According to NASWA 
and you will f1nd they are just about the same. There are many other circuits; some simple 
like the L-tuning/series tuner in Mr. Orr' s book (figure 1), others complex, like the Ultima 
antenna tuner depicted in an article by Dan Richardson in the Ju ly 1973 FRENDX (figure 2). 
There are also many commercial circuits available from stores and dealers which specialize 
in amateur gear. All different types of tuners have thei r advantages and disadvantages, and 
the prospective user should find out from knowledgable sources just what they are and how 
they will affect their antennas.

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2. Grounds--This i s an ar ea often neglected by many, thinking they don't need it 
because t~tennas are indoors . This is a fall acy that would be proven by the first 
near lightning strike ! Don't get caught without a ground, you may not like the results or 
may not be around to debate the question. 

Unfortunately , thi s i s easier sa id than done. The quick and dirty way i s to make sure 
that all equipment i s grounded to the electrical ground sys t em of your electrical wiring. 
You may have to examine the wiring system of your dwelling or consult with the building 
operator or an electrician to make sure the system is working as req uired by the U.S. El ectr ical 
code. This is pa rticularly true of older dwelltngs . If your equipment is no t attached 
to a grounded outlet by a three-wire pl ug, a ground wire can be run to the grounding 
screw of the out let and attached with a spade lug. Make sure you know what you are doing 
before messing with the outlet and turn off the juice while wo rking on it. 

The better way takes a li ttle more doing. If you can get to a cold water pipe, investi­
gate the couplings . If they are .-.ade of co pper, run a s hor t , th ick piece of wi re to a 
C-clamp which i s attached to the pipe. If the coupling is made of iron or plastics, forget 
it; the i ron will rust to nothingness comparitively soon and it i s a questionable conductor 
when rus ted and plas tics rot to zi lch and we all know how plastic i s as a conductor - - so if 
you mus t, stick with the above and you should be OK. 

Now , if you' re like me , and have two or three receivers and a host of things you want 
grounded , you wi ll need some way of getting that done neatly. The best way I found is to 
create a ground bus . This is easy to construct, all you need is a good sol id piece of 
wire long enough to go totally around the shack. Ta ke short pieces of wire, and ground 
everythi ng by attaching one end to the ground lug(s ) of the gear you want grounded , and 
solder firmly the other end to the bus. This makes a nice neat arrangement which keeps 
everYthing in order - just make sure one end of the bus is grounded wi th one of the methods 
outlined earlier. Nail down the wire so it doesn ' t move around and you have a ground. 

3. Power Suppl ies-- Using a fused multiplug that i s advocated in Mr. Creamer ' s ar ticle 
is the best way to go. However, use your head when buying them . Find out wh at the tota l 
current consumpt ion is for all items i n the shack, then compare that wi th the dwelling' s 
current handli ng capability. The total current drain better be less than the current 
capability of the l ine or you may be risking a serious fire hazard. 

Also check out the current handling capabil ity of the plug you ' re interested in aga ins t 
the line current. Make sure this is less than the house l ine, that way the fuse/circuit 
breaker in the plug will pop before the dwelling's , preventing a potential ly dangerous 
condition. For exampl e, in my dwelling, the standard circui t breaker is 20 amps. In fl\Y 
bedroom, I have a 15 amp fused power supply , having a relative safety margin of about 20% 
against "1Y l ine current. The total current drain with everything on in my shack is 1 ess than 
6 amps , with lights and clocks included . The shack itself runs on hal f that. I therefore 
have an approximate safety ma rg in of 85t against the power supply, and about 90% on the 
line current. (Electri cians may disagree on the figure5. but they are being used as an 
i ll us tration only. The cal cu lat ions may oiffer as much as 10% in reality.) Leave yourself 
pl enty of room for safety and maybe mother nature wi ll have ~ome respect for you! 

4. Wirinq- -This is a real prob l em for those who have two or three rl-ceivers, recorders, 
and other accessories. Separate swi tches in different locations may be f i ne for some, but 
it is a stickl er fo r those without the space to take advant age of it. 

I considered thi s many months ago when I realized this would be a problem. So I des igned 
and built a litt le black box that houses a 100 kHz crystal calibra tor, an tenna switches , a 
receiver switch and a tape recorder switch (see figures 3, 4 , and 5) . The jacks I us ed are 
phone jacks only because I had a handful from other projec ts . Wi ring mus t be short as 
possibl e, but do n' t be afraid to experiment. For exampl e, I decided two of the 4 antennas I 
was us ing were worki ng well enough without pretuni ng, so bypass wiring was install ed to 
faci litate patching two antennas to J6 di rectly instead of JS, which fed the FRG-7 through 
an antenna tuner. With a larger box , it would be possible to put an antenna tuner within the 
box, f eeding a rotarY receiver swi tch and input caning from toggl e switches , each with bypass 
wi r ing. A diversity checker could also be built here (see Ap r i l 79 SWC) . Thus i n one box, 
yo~ could conceivably have the fo l l owing: Antenna tuner , ~iversity checker, calibrator (if 
needed), receiver switch , tape recorder swi tch, tuner bypass abi li ties in togg le switches 
whi ch switch antennas in or out. 

5. Other--Co~cerning yourself with furnishings, while important enough i f you've got 
nothing to start with, should take a back seat if you have a comfortabl e area already set up. 
These usual ly are ma tters of personal taste, and therefore varY so much that whi l e a shack 
may look spread out to one individual , it may be cramped to another. J ust make sure You 
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(yes I know I put a c~;iital 'f there) ~rE: cr,r.ifortable-that's the important thing! 

The whole point of this article has been one overrid ing t heme - i f you use some conmon 
sense, and a l ittl e ingenuity, the "ultimate" shack will be looking you strai ght in the face 
before too long ! Happy DXing, al l . If anyone has comments or quest ions write to me at 
Delphi Associates, 17 New England Exec.

Antennas RIGGING CENTER-FED ANTENNAS WHEN THE TREES AREN 'T 
WHERE THEY SHOULD BE 

by Neal A. Pe rdue , Rt. 1, Box 154, Fal kville, AL 35622 

Dipol e-type antennas (the dipole, inverted-V , V-beam, etc.) are genera lly s uperior to 
singl e wire types i n terms of s igna l vers us noise, and if long enough and used with a tuner 
are excellent all-band antennas . The inverted-V and V-beam require on ly one ta l l support, 
at the center . However, even if a tall tree is conveniently located fai rly near to the 
shack, three probl ems still remain. (1) Getting the who le t hi ng up there and properly strung 
out can be an agravating experience, (2) More often t han not you'll wi nd up with the radiator 
wi res making contact wi t h some of the l imbs, and (3) Putting it back together after an ice 
or wind s tonn i s usua lly as much work as was the initial installati on. 

Tel escQping masts are now well over a dollar per toot. This comes out to about S60 or 
more for a 50 footer, when tax Is added. Obviously, if t rees are ava11able, well- they're 
free. I have many trees on my property, but they ' re just not where they're supposed to be, 
as far as antenna erection i s concerned. Also, I didn't want any part of the antenna in 
the tree if I could help it. 

Soluti on: Run a sturdy nyl on rope, at l east a quarter- inch diameter, from treetop to 
treetop and position the antenna center-connector in the middle or at a convenient place 
along i ts length. 

Step-by-s tep it goes like this. Use enough nylon rope t o reach between the trees , droop 
down to ground l evel from the tops of both t rees , plus an extra l ength equal to the height 
of one t ree. Use a small i nexpensive cotton line to get the "stringer" line up over one 
treetop by means of tying a smal l but heavy weight to it ( large scra p me tal nuts and bolts 
are idea l ), tossing it up and letting i t go over the treetop and t hen fa l l bac k down to 
ground through the linbs. Secure the end of the line that has come down through the limbs , 
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tie the other end to the heavy nylon rope and pull the nylon up, through, and ~own , and secur e 
it to the tree t runk. You now have one end of the nyl on rope up i n Ont! t1·ee aod the r es t of 
it on the ground. Now, slip the antenna center connect :-r onto the nylon rope. ( i used a 
homebrew version made with a one inch plastic pipe "teP" and three hos e clamps . The c lamps 
go tightly over the two radiator wires and just snug ly over the coax downlead so ~s not to 
change its impedence by .squeezing it too tightly) . I aho sol dered all wires and ~ealed all 
joints with silicone sealer. Now, r epea t the "stringer , " wei ghts and nylon .-ope procedure 
i n the second tree, pull the whole thing up tight while soineone keeps the coax a nd antenna 
wire from getti ng all tangled up, and l eave extra ny lon rope at the bottom equal to at l east 
the height o f the t ree , and t ie i t off. The extra leng th is so tha t if you ever need to work 
on the antenna you can jus t lower t he whole thing from thi s one end. All that r e"lains to do 
now is to t ie off the ends of the antenna to whatever supports you have previous ly se lected. 
In the case of the Inverted-V, t hese end supports need orly be ten feet above ground, a lthough 
I personal ly prefer fifteen feet. Of course , ant enna ends s hould be insulated fror1 the 
supports. Uote : "V-beam requires only one tall s upport" appl ies t o TILTED type. 

If a dipole type tuner i s fi nanc ially out of reach for you (about S40) you may want to 
try a "fan" in~rted-V . You simp ly cut s everal sets o f radiator wires to resonance for your 
favorite bands (4 68 divided by center-frequency in MHz yiel ds l ength in feet). See any 
antenna book. 

I have used a ISO ft single wire with t uner for years . The coax-fed antennas , with 
tuners, ar~ defin itely s uperi or, espec ia lly on rea l OX and on wea k s tations when the band 
is not propagating well . 

I hope thi s article will be of help to someone. 73, Neal

The Sig Stick style 176 antenna appears to be almost identical to the Rad io Shdc ~ antenna, 
catalog no . 21-965, so the following should apply to both antennas. We mounted the style 176 
antenna near the peak of the roof on a single floor duplPx . The antenna is mounted on a 30 
ft. TV mast and we are using R&- 58U coax cable for a l eJd in . We a l so have an 8 ft. so lid 
copper ground rod driven into the yround a 11 the ~1ay. He have an insulated copper 9round 
lead that enters the house with the coax cable and they both termina te at a set ot knife 
switches. 

The switches are used to make connec tions between the fo llowing 5 elements: Receiver 
antenna terminal, receiver gr-ound terminal, the ground, the antenna, and the antenna shi eld. 
We al so have a double knife switch between the receiver terminals and the above mentioned 
switches using audio cable to the FM and rnediU11Wave sections and RGSBU to the shortwave 
sectfon. It is important to have an antenr.a connected only to the section of a receiver 
bPing us ed {in receiver s having mu ltiple antenna inputs) as the additional connections are 
a leading cause of images and birdies . It is really an efficient system and is the closest 
thing to an antenna farm that can be obtained without a l a rge amount of space and several 
antennas_ 

We have used a similar system for tuning down to ISO kHz, and this one we have used 
from 540 kHz to 108 l'Hz , and also on TV it is effective up to channel 6. On FM it takes on 
decidedly directional characteristics and by throwing a switch or two, one station r.an in 
some cases be compl etely replaced by another on the same frequency . 

It is surprising the way some seemingly unlikely connections produce good results. For 
some situations the ground makes the best antenna, and in many cases the shield us ed as an 
antenna rather than as a shield produces quieter reception. When we get into a t iqht situation, 
we keep throwing switches back and forth and can at l east he l p bad reception situations and 
in many cases completely remove the difficulty. The antenna pays its way best on II, 13, 
60 and 90 meters, which have become our favorite bands, although it is equally efficient 
throughout the range of our RF-4900. 

It is interesting to note that the only stations we could receive previously on the 60 
meter band in the evening were the li ke of Radio Rumbos. OX passed by unnoticed. Now the 
stations we couldn't hear before are just as readable . Although we still pick up noise and 
interference, it seems to be less annoying and of shorter duration . Our new Panasonic RF-4900 
has an antenna tri11111er which is very helpfu l in peaking the antenna input after each change 
of t he antenna switches. 
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Another tip-when chosing a good DX-location, you want to get far enough from town so 
that cable TV is not used (so there is no problen erecting an antenna) , yet close enough 
so that there aren't al\)' above ground power lines. This is what we recently did in moving 
to our new location. 

'tf Husband Jim obtained the Shakespeare "Big Stick" from "Tal k about Radio" in 
Stockt on (CA) . It was erected by an FCC computer man who insta lls antennas in his spare 
time. 

It is really a happy feeling in the evening when Bolivia starts coming in about sunset 
and a little later, Kel\)'a, Tanzania, Rhodesia, etc. appear, you see these stations are real 
DX here in Stockton. We also do well with Vladivostok, the Indonesians, and Australia.

INTERNATIONAL BROADCASTING: EXPLORING CULTURAL FRONTIERS

With a major in mass media, I have always been interested in radio broadcasting and 
production techniques. When I was 12 years old living in south Florida, I was amazed at 
hearing all types of what I thought to be "wierd" stations throughout the day and night on 
my parents' radios. Later I was to l earn that these stations were from the various 
Caribbean islands and the music I heard was a part of their culture. 

Some time later I had the opportunity to play with a classmate's shortwave radio and 
was again shocked to hear stations, only this time from every corner of the earth. Each 
station I tuned to reflected their own unique culture and views of the world, From that 

. point orwards I have been deeply involved in the study of cultures on a world wide basis. 
The shortwave radio has brought nearly every nation within my reach -- only a twist of the 
dial away! 

In addition to serving as a tool in understanding the cultures, shortwave broadcas t ing 
. has served as an important mode in keeping me i n touch with international politics. Indeed, 

it has sustained my interest in a broadcasting oriented career. 

Cultural barriers hove always existed. No doubt they are less prevalent today, but 
nonetheless are stil l to be found. Fortunately education is slowly bridging the gap between 
people in our country. Education and experience are truly the key to cnJrrbling the walls 
between cultures. "From almost the time we're born, each of us is indirectly taught a whole 
set of roles that we'll be expected to play. In one sense this collection of perscribed 
parts is necessary because it enables a society to function smoothly and provides the security 
that comes from knowing what's expected of you. But in another Wi\Y having roles defined 
in advance can lead to wide gaps in understanding. When rol es become unquestioned and rigid, 
people tend to see the world from their own viewpoint, having no experiences that show then 
how other people view it. Naturally, in such a situation, conmmication suffers" (Alder, 
R. and N. Towne, 1978, p. 155). 

So much is available to the potential shortwave listener today. What could otherwise be 
a dull Sunday evening in the midst of winter may be spent beside the receiver, certainly a 
smarter move than choosing the television! How r.11ch do you know about the Turkish culture? 
Drop down to the afternoon broadcast in English of the Voice of Turkey and catch "Turkish 
Folk Music" or the many other programs available and learn about the dai ly lives of this 
Asian country. Or catch the Radio Free Grenada evening airing of "Deaths" in case you're 
interested in who died the day before on this til'IY Caribbean island. Nearing midnight a drop 
by Tahiti will almost alwil)'S find nonstop Polynesian singing with a soft-spoken Tahitian 
language announcer only rarely surfacing. 

One of the mos t requested forms of progra11111ing on the large international broadcasters 
today are foreigh language courses. We've been or are about to be treated to everything 
from "Dutch by Radio" to "Arabic by Radio" to "Russian by Radio." An increasing number of 
listeners throughout the world are tuning to just s uch programs, hoping to educate thenselves 
about another culture while at the same time picking up a language tool that will last a 
lifetime. This includes China, where at Hsi Tan wall, for example, it i s not very difficult 
to discover who is l earning English from VoA and who is taking the more orthodox path with 
Chinese radio and television. 

"The official Chinese English-language training adopts a plain but pronounced British 
accent with fairly clipped phrases. VoA, on the other hand, pushes a sort of folksy, Western 
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drawl that i s horribly accentuated by the "special Engl ish" approach. 

"As a result , there are some young Chinese one now speaks to whose Engl ish sounds a bit 
like an old Will Rogers 78 rpm recording played at 33 rpm" (Fraser, J., 1979, p. 13). 

Radio is clearly an important link in lea rni ng about other cultures. For those in the 
US on foreign s tudy programs, shortwave radio not only keeps them informed on the news back 
home but can serve as a coll ege classroom tool. A f ine exampl e of this is the art icle by 
NASWA member Daniel A. Robinson that appeared in the November, 197g, FRENDX "Shortwave Center. " 

Frequently t he shortwave l istener can stay on top and even ahead of the loca l news 
regarding world events. A classic exampl e is my close foll owing of the Iranian crisis that 
began in early November of 1979 when over 50 US embassy personell were taken hostage by 
student fol lowers of the Shii te Islamic leader the Ayatol l ah Khomeini. Knowledge of the 
shortwave bands permitted me to tune in the crisis as it happened. An abbreviated account 
of what was heard on shortwave is gi ven here: 

17 November, Voice of the Islamic Republic (Tehran); the external Engl ish serv ice 
asks the question in reference to the Shah' s stay in New York, "Would the US people all ow 
il l egal agents , smugglers , and plotters into the (US) nation? ' 

22 November, Radio Pakistan; Engl i sh news official ly denies Ra dio Pakistan 
broadcast the fa l se statement that l ed to the US embassy in Paki s tan being attacked. 

2/3 December, United Nations Radio; ca rri es live the special session of the 
Security Council debati ng the course of action to be taken against Iran . 

The awesome power of radio on people was demonstrated when the Ayatollah first falsely 
announced that it was the Americans that supervised an attack on Saudi Arabia's Grand Mosque 
in Mecca. That announcement led to the destruction of the embassy and death of two Americans 
at the hands of thousands of angry Pakistani people at the US embassy in Pakistan. 

Meanwhile, the external service of Iran daily broadcas t information on the revolution 
and the history of the Islamic culture. Though many may find the crisis in Iran the work 
of a "crazed and senile leader," it's impossible to deny that this is history in the making. 
The bitterness of many of the nearly 100 million Islam followers flowed out of shortwave 
speakers worldwide. And that' s just part of the world views I'd hate to miss out on.

Book Review LIST OF BROADCASTI NG STATI OOS . . BE LOW 5950 kHz

On returning to the United States, from Oki nawa, 11\Y wife and I traveled around the 
country and one pl ace we visited was the United Nations in New York. While there, I checked 
out the UN Bookstore, in the basement , which offers ITU publ ications. I had hoped to pick 
up a couple of current "Li sts" for DX purposes , but was more than a little unhappy to note 
that the selection was poor and ou tdated . However, I was able to review some "Lists" whi ch 
I had heard of , but had no idea of the material contained within. So, it was on thi s occas­
ion that I had the opportunity to l ook t hrough a, very, dated copy of the ITU publi cation 
entitl ed List of Broadcas ting Stati ons Operating in the Bands Bel ow 5950 kHz. 

After looking through the book, I was convinced it had potentia l value and decided to 
purchase a copy from the ITU i n Geneva. I waited until the Tenth Edition, February 1979, was 
available figuring it would have current information including the changes brought about by 
the November ig70 switch to a 9 kHz frequency allocation ... was I ever wrong! 

The book, printed in French, Engli sh, and Spanish, clearly states "The present edition 
of this list is print ed from information recorded in the Master International Frequency 
Register at 1st February ig79." I t went on to ment ion that a computer had been used in 
preparati on of t he material for publi cation , so I assumed the information would be very 
current •.• wrong agai n. 

Before mentioni ng some of t he errors (?) noted, the format should be mentioned. The 
mai n section of the book is divided into "Countries" based on the ITU abbreviations fo r 
countries. Before the mai n section are 36 pages, 12 per l anguage, of instructions on how 
to use the list. Aft er the mai n section are 24 pages of explanations from the "Rema rks" 
column. Under each country are ten columns: supposed transmitter si te

1
(in alphabeti cal 
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order); frequency i n numerical order for each city; station cal l-sign (if any is known); 
geographic coordinates (degree/minuite); the area of intended coverage (local, al l over the 
country, etc.); power output in kilowatts; antenna direction (most are listed as non-direct­
ional ); sign-on/sign-off times of the stations based on GHT/UTC; the operating agency/ 
company; and remarks. 

If the information contained in the publication is taken as accurate, it would provide 
an excellent source by which transmitter sites of European longwave sta ti ons, broadcast band, 
and shortwave broadcast stations (below 5950 kHz) could be confirmed. Additional ly, the 
dispute over transmitter site, by frequency, could be resolved. However , that would be 
t rue only if the information is cons idered as accurate. 

The ITU states the information is from infomation on file, so it is either the error 
of the ITU computers or the broadcasting agencies involved which allowed, as exampl es - and 
not at all totally inCTusive, the following errors to be printed: Fiji listed with 
shortwave stations active on 3230, 3284, 3935, 3980, 4756, and 4785 kHz; Gilbert Islands with 
a 2kw transmitter on 4g12.5 kHz operating at 0400 to 0700 GHT/ UTC; or how about th is - ZBW 
on 3g40 kHz, with 2000 watts of non-directional power, from 2200- 1500 hours GMT/UTC from, 
are you ready for t his?, Hong Kong!! The listings for Okinawa (Ryukyu Islands), Japan, are 
at l east three years ol d. I cou ld continue, but thi s i s enough. 

After reviewing the book, it wou ld appea r to have very limited va lue for mos t DXers , and 
at US$42.00 or so (plus approximately US$10 shipping) it i sn't something you add to your 
reference shel f simply because someone el se has one! With the exception of listi ng al l of 
the coordinates of the stations listed, the remaining informati on can be found , in a more 
up-to-date form, in the current World Radio-TV Handbook. If, fo r what ever reason, you 
decide you need a copy, it can be ordered dlrect from the ITU i n Geneva. I would, however, 
suggest you write to the ITU to check on the current availability/price plus the surcharge 
for a irmail postage, if desired. And when sending paynent (not to advertise) , I have found 
the most widely accepted form of payment, and least expensive, when a personal check will 
not be accepted is an Ameri can Express Money Order.

In addition to provi ding t he li sting, 
mai l ers are advised of the fo llowing : 

Abbreviations of country or entity names are prohibited by international treaty. 
Mail destined for abroad must bear, as the last item of the address , the name 

of the country written in full. 
A geographic designation added to the address, such as Central America , Afr ica, 

Ca r ibbean, South Africa, Western Europe, South America, etc., does not assist the postal 
service in dispatching mai l for abroad. 

The listing gives both the conman and formal country designations. However, with few 
exceptions , the short form, e.g., Italy, Burma, Egypt, Hungary, etc., may be used for all 
mail Hems. 

Except ions: 
Mail destined for the People•s Republic of China must bea r the full name, not 

mearly "China." 
With regard to items for the Republic of China, t o avoid confusion and mis routing 

of mail , it is sugges t ed that ei ther the long form be used or that Taiwan be added , i.e. , 
(T~ iwan~ China. 

Ma 1 for either Germaey should bear the long form name, or as the shortform West 
Gl!rnlat( or East Germany . --

orth .Korea may be us ed as the shortform name instead of the long version, Demo­
cratic People' s Republic of Korea. 
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Hail for South Korea may be addressed Republic of Korea or South Korea. 
Yemen, with one of the two designations added-either (Aden) or San 'a), may be 

used TrllTeu of the 1 ong form name.

Several reviews of current receivers were prepared by Larry Magne and published in the 
1980 WRTVH. We suggest that you review pages 540-561 for information on the following 
receivers: RF-4900, RF-4900/Gilfer modified, DX-300, So11Y ICF-6700, Sony ICF-6800, 
Kenwood R-lCCO, FRG-7, FRG-7/Gilfer, FRG-7/Radio West, Yaesu FRG-7000, FRG-7000/Gilfer, 
Drake R-7/DR-7, Japan Radio NRD-505, and McKay Dymek DR-33-C. 7here is also an interesting 
discussion of Exalted carrier Selectable Sideband reception under his discussion of the R-7. 
Larry's reviews of the receivers I am familier with are very objective. 

Regarding receiver reviews, the ANARC DX Equipment Committee (and your editor) suggest 
the following items be covered in reviews. 

INTRODUCTION: Who did the review, under what circumstances, duration of review, other 
receivers used for comparison, etc. A brief sta tement of your opinion of the receiver. 

RECEIVER FEATURES: Frequency coverage, bands, controls, and other features. 
SPECIFICATIONS: Sensi t ivity and selectivity, give manufacturer's quoted specs. If you 

measured specs, tell what test equipment was used, or if tested under operating conditions, 
give conditions and your operational assessment. Frequency stability, image rejection, AGC, 
AF response - state the manufactu rer 's quote and also your measured or oberational observations.
