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HB-'180 THE HAJ.t1ARLUND HQ-180 RECEIVER, WITH DIGITAL READOUT

Recently, i n anticipation of purchasing a Ha1TTT1arlund HQ-180 receiver, I was surpr is ed 
to find that FRENDX issues back to 1970 yielded practically nothing at all on this classic 
receiver. Well known to DXers in the 50's and 60's, it is probably relatively unknown to 
newer hobbyists. Thi s article reviews the receiver's operation and coll1llents on the addition 
of digital readout to it. The HQ-180 is no l onger manufactured and Hal!TTlarlund is out of 
business, but the receiver is available on the used receiver market, usually in the $300-
400 range, depending on condition. 

The HQ-180 

The 180 series i's a product of the pre- transi stor era. It has 18 tubes (17 in the 180A) 
and weighs 45 pounds. The 6" x 9" 8-watt speaker is housed in a separate cabinet. The 
re:eiver is of heavy duty steel constructi on throughout. If you are looking for portable 
operation, the 180 i s definitely not fo r you. 

There are two main models of the 180 seri es : The HQ-180, whi ch was the first design of 
the series, and the HQ-180A, a later model. The 180A differs from the 180 in that initial 
warm-up drift is r educed, two rear panel accessory sockets are provided, the BFO switch has 
three positions rather than 2, a 500-ohm output is provided in addition to a 3.2 ohm output, 
and operation i s somewhat coo l tr . Most versions of the 180 or 180A are equipped wi th a 
Telechron clock timer (in which case a "C" i s added to the model designation, i.e. HQ-180AC) 
which can be set to switch the receiver on automatically at a chosen time . Some of the 
180A's feature an 11-position fixed frequency crys tal oscillator assemb ly which is factory 
ihstalled in l ieu of and in the panel space prov ided for the clock timer. Thi s is the 
HQ-180AX. The crystal osc illator permits the operator to plug in 11 crystals of his choice 
and dial them with a rotary switch . The receiver can be zeroed in.to t he channel frequency 
by manipulati ng the 8:1 Verni er Tuning control on the front panel, thus correcting for 
slight frequency discrepancies caused by crystal tolerances . General ly speaking, the 
HQ-180AX is somewhat l ess readily available than the other model s. 

Coveraie and tunin~. The receiver covers .54 to 30.0 tii z in 6 bands: .54-1.05, 1.05-
2.05, 2.oS: .o, 4.o-7.8, 7.85-15.35, and 15.35-30.0 tiiz; and is double conversi on to 7.85 
and t l'i ple convers ion ·above. Tuning is of the traditional aesign, utilizing a main tuning 
dial for general tuning and a "bandspread" dial to spread out the band for finer tuning . The 
bandspread dial is cal ibrated in 5 kHz segments for the 80, 40, 20, 15, and 10 meter ama t eur 
bands, and also contains a 0-100 logg ing scale. In addition, a separate Verni er Tuning 
control permi ts extra fine tuning+ 3 kHz of the center of the pass band. Tuni ng has a very 
solid feel to it on a 180 . I have- found drift on lllY HQ-180AC to be virtually undetectabl e. 
This is because the separate filament transformer in the 180A series provides 24 hour 
operation of the heaters of the high freq uency oscil l at or and first converter as long as the 
receiver i s plugged in (even if it is turned off). 

Operation. The receiver is switched on by the RF Gai n control. Volume is controlled 
by the AF Gain control. According to the manual, the HQ-180A features an Auto-Response 
system wh ich automatically adjusts the audio passband to best meet receiving conditions and 
is intended to produce crisper, easier to understand sound on weaker signals and broader, 
better fidelit;y on stronger signals. Audio qual i ty is quite good, and the receiver can 
produce extremely high gain. The continuously variable Antenna Trill1ller control compensates 
for the loading effect of various types of antennas at different frequencies. 

A 3-position switch permits selection of "receive," "calibrate" (a 100 kHz crystal 
calibrator is included) or "send" (for use with a ham transmitter; useful as a "standby" 
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position) •. The 180A has a 3-position mode switch: "AM,'' "SSS," and "CW." In "SSS" the BFD 
is on and fixed. In "CW" the eFO is switched on, but is then adjustable+ 2 kHz by a 
separate eFO pitch control . (On the 180 the "SSe" fixed eFO position is eliminated.) 

Sensitivity and selectivity. According to specifications, the 180A provides a 10 dB 
Signal to Noise ratio or better at 1.5 uV on AM (0.5 uV on CW), depending on bandwidth. 
It is clear that a properly aligned 180 has sufficient sensitivity for t he most den-anding 
DXing • 

. The receiver has very good selectivity. First, the sideband switch permits selection 
of LSB, use, or ose. Since this switch is separate from the eFO control, the LSe or use 
positions, as well as the ose position, can be used in the AM mode . This is often helpful 
in reducing QRM on either side of the signal. Second, the Selectivity switch offers .5, 
1, 2, or 3 kltz selectivity in the use or LSB positions, and 1, 2, 4, or 6 kHz selectivity 
in the ose position. Ski rts are relatively steep, providing for good station separation 
capabi lity. Third, a Sl ot Frequency, 8:1 vernier tuning control provides a sharp, adjustable 
slot, or "hole" in the selectivity curve. It is normally left outside the passband in the 
.!. 5 kHz position, and i s brought fn for the purpose of reducing hets, etc . 

Other features . There is a 4 position AVC switch: "off," "slow," "medi1111," and "fast." 
There is also a very useful noise limiter which is adjustable when switched on. Unlike some 
noise limiters, this one really works. The S-meter is large, easily read, and calibrated to 
40 dB over S-9. (A 50 uV si gnal reads s-g.) A dial scale reset control permits ~inor adjust­
ment of the hairline on the bandspread dial face. 

The Radio West OD-2S Digital Frequency Display 

Raaio West (3417 Purer Rd. , Escondido, CA g2025) markets a variety of different models 
of the "KRS" Digital Frequency Display to match virtually all}' shortwave receiver . The 
00-2S is designed for the HQ-180, and sells for $180 (sunmer sale price was $160). It 
arrived safely via UPS about a month after I placed my order. 

The display is housed in a gray metal cabinet, 6"w x 61,"d x 2"h. Connection to the 
receiver requires a minor receiver modi ficat ion. The receiver mus t be removed from its 
cabinet (accomplished by removing 4 screws) , a Ii" hole drilled in the read panel and a phono 
jack (supplied with the 00-2S) installed. Then a shielded cable and one capicator (both also • 
supplied) must be wired between the jack and t he high frequency oscillator tube socket. This 
requires only four solder connecti ons and can be done In a few minuites without difficulty. 
The display is powered by a plug-in AC power supply (supplied) that converts 117 VAC to 12 voe, 
and is connected to the new receiver jack by a cable (also supplied) . Actually, installation 
i s straightfon1ard and adequately explained, with diagrams, in the 00-2S instructions. Once 
connected, one or more receiver coils might require very minor adjustment, but this is not 
complicated and is also covered in the instructions. No instrlJTM!nts are necessary. 

The display has two switches. One is on-off. The other is a two-position switch, one 
position being for the .54-7.85 1'tlz bands , the other being for the 7.85-30.0 ltfz bands. 
The frequency is shown to the nearest kHz, i.e. "XX.XXX," in red LED's similar to those in 
an RF-2800. 

The display has two minor faults. One is that the last digit bobbles a bit at times. 
careful tuning will usually hold it stea<ty, however. The other Is that the display generates 
a slight amount of radio frequency interference on the .54-7 .85 ltfz bands. This RF1 is 
slightly audible when -these bands are "out,• i.e. during daylight when there is little other 
than local activity. This means that reception is very slightly nofser than usual ff the 
display is left on while using the receiver under those conditions. This problem can be 
obviated by turning off the display once the frequency in question has been located or 
identified. Once the bands start "ca11ing in,• however, the RF! becocnes C01111letely inaudible 
and the display can be left on as a matter of course. 

As a practical matter, with the display added, one tends to ignore the markings on the 
main tuning and bandspread dials except to set the main tuning dial to the general area of 
the desired frequency. Tuning is then done with the bandspread dial, watching the display 
read out the frequencies. All}'one who is used to the HQ-180 will find the simplicity of 
digital tunfng on a 180 to be quite a novelty . 

Conclusion 

In~ opinion the HQ-180 is still one of the bes't OXing machines available, mainly due 
to the flexibility inherent in its mar\)' controls. When you are sitting in front of one of 
these "boat anchors,• as they are nQll known, you know you are using a piece of professional 
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radio equipment that was designed with the practical needs of the operator in mind. In place 
of some of the questionable gimmicks of the new generation of mass market shortwave sets, 
one gets sharp selectivity, very fine tuning, a soli d feel to the tuning generally, and an 
overall high quality approach to shortwave reception. (Even the manual, with Its deta11ed 
instructions, charts, circuit descriptions, etc., is written for someone who really wants to 
know everything about his receiver--a far cry from the sketchy instructions that accompany 
some of the newer receivers.) Adding digital readout--though relatively expensive using the 
DD-25 unit--makes this an equi1111ent combination worthy of the l istener who takes his DX 
se!'1ously.

Mizuho sx-59 IJSER REVIEW OF HIZlJIO SX-59 PREA>l'LI FIER/PRESELECTOR

Several months ago there was an article in Shortwave Center dealing with the Mizuho 
SX-59 antenna preselector/preamplifier. It was, however, more of a description than a user 
review. I would like to direct 11\Y comments to the impressions I have gained over approximately 
six weeks of usage with 11\Y Allied SX-190 receiver. For a more thorough description of the 
SX-59, I refer the user to the previous article. 

The SX-59 is available from Gilfe·r Shortwave, Box 239, Park Ridge, NJ 07656, for $87.00. 
While this sun probably won't bankrupt most potential b1zyers, It certainly is enough to 
warrant considering whether the unit is really worth that l!llCh. In 11\Y opinion, It is worth 
it for Dl>St potential users. Gilfer though cautions that the unit will affect different 
receivel'S in different ways and that it will be least attractive with the better quality 
double and tripple conversion receivers and on the main shortwave bands of 41, 49, 31, and 
25 metres. They suggest that the unit wil 1 be most effective on less sophisticated receivers 
and above 15 ltiz and below 5 ltiz. fl1Y observations tend to support these premises. I have 
11\Y unit hooked up to an Allied SX-190 receiver, which is generally considered to be an 

- excellent and very sensitive receiver. I have found that the SX-59 made at least some 
difference all accross the bands. It certainly made the biggest difference for me on 16 
and 13 metres. On those bands, It made stations audible that were completely unreadable for 
me without the SX-59. I would certainly think that most users will hear stations with the 
SX-59 that th~ cannot hear without using it. This will probably strike you as being very 

"dramatic as it indeed is. However, you should still understand that there will still be 
stations you won't be able to pick up even with the SX-59. Radio Andorra and Ulan Bator ma,y 
still continue to elude your best DX efforts. Also , I would caution the reader that it 
is 11\Y finn belief that the biggest thing you can do to improve your reception is to use the 
best possible antenna that your individual circumstances wil l pennit. The SX-59 Is not a 
substitute for a poor antenna, although it will to some extent alleviate the deficiencies of 
such an antenna. 

The most beneficial aspect of the unit I think is what it does to marginal r ecepti on. 
The station you can hear, but not well enough to write a reception report on or really 
enjoy listening to the program content. Quite often it will pull the station out of the 
static and atmospheric noise and make it llllch more readable. Here too I should caution the 
reader that what I have just described wi ll not always happen under all cil'Clll!Stances. 
Sometimes it will amplify the noise just as much a.s the signal and mearly give you a more 
distorted mess than you started with. Here the RF control on the unit will sometimes make 
a difference. Aiso, generally speaking, the unit makes no difference in selectivity. So 
if you have two adjacent stations interfering with each other or two stations on the same 
channel, the SX-59 will not solve your problem. It will merely amplify both signal s equally. 

Now we come to the bottom line as they say. From 11\Y standpoint, the improvement of 
marginal reception justifies the cost of the unit. However, some of you may crave more 
specifics. For instance, how many more countries will this unit let me hear , you may ask. 
Like Gilfer said, as I mentioned earlier, a lot depends. I am a litt le reluctant to be too 
specific, · 11o promise too much, but since you have read this far, I will go out on the limb 
Just a bit. For me, using a very good receiver and an equally good antenna to start with, I 
estimate that it has made a 5 to 10 percent difference. Thus, if you've logged SO countries, 
it might mean an extra three to five countries b~ond what you might get without using the 
unit. If you have logged 100 countries, the difference might be 5 to 10 countries, and so 
on. Again, I caution you concerning these figures. Th~ will vary considerably from 
indi.vidual circumstance to ~il'Cumsta nce. However, I do think they are reasonable and 
fafrly conservative and I would expect most users to do as well, although some might not and 
a few will probably do even better. In 11\Y Judgement the Mizuho SX-59 antenna preamplifier is 
a valuable tool for the serious DXer and worth its price.

Weather? METEROLOGI CAL DX: CLEAR QUESTIONS, CLOUDY ANSWERS

While articles carry on and ramble on about WHEN· to tune your hot-shot DX, I find 1T1YSelf 
wondering why weather is rarely mentioned. Sure , I can expect the South Pacific at 1100-1200, 
Brazi l at 0000 and 0900, Africa at 0300-0400, and dinner at 0130, but will thi s hold every 
day, rain or shine? Or are there chance combinations in the sky that make each day a 
baffling and aggravating search for the sudden "tunnel" to Andorra, Cook Islands, Antartica? 
Or is it better to rely solely on supersition and whimsical notions? I asked 1T1YSelf this 
question, and found that being s uperstitious and whimsical was by far the most successful 
alternative. 

For one thing, Sll!lller DXi ng has i ts moments , but the us ual high level of horse hooves 
(hoofs , too) and buzz-saw static convinced me that most of niy sought-after stations would 
be trampled, then drowned by machinery by the time I could pull them out . That rather put 
me off, so I waited for winter, when the noise level would be lower, and the idea of s itting 
indoors would be mo.de more pleasant. 

When winter rolled around, I began tuning the SWBC bands every day, rain or shine, cool 
and wann, to try and find some 1T1YStic fonnula to set ll1Y l istening hours by. I consulted a 
ham bud<IY in El Paso, and he scof fed at my attempts to relate weather to DXing, saying that 
there was no direct and consistent correlation between the two, and that I'd be better off 
putting a longwi re antenna on a kite, and flyi ng it. I continued, in spite of this sage 
advice, and came up with the following observations that were both consistent and direct: 

FIRST: That DX on a sunl\.Y, warm day is terrible, with the bands dominated by the 
"Super Stations• and a higher static level . Lower frequencies exist only locally. 

SECOND: That DX on clear, warm nights is likewjse terrible. 

TH IRD: That DX on clear, cool nights is better, with a lower static level, but still 
no hot tanale. Super Stations still rule. 
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FOURTH: That OX during cloudy weather caused by an advancing cold front is more 
tolerable in every way. Lower frequencies come alive, super stations are diminished in 
impact, and static level, in the absence of stonns, is comfortably low. This applies to 
both day and night OXing. 

FIFTH: That OX during cloudy weather caused by an advancing warm front 1s superb. The 
advantages are the same as observation number four, except that this time the comfortably 
low static level is heightened by odd, exotic stations fading, bobbing, fluttering , and just 
staying still for you to catch them. 100 of my 106 countries logged have been logged during 
this weather situation, so I'll stick with what works . 

Thunderstorms are a tossup, because oftentimes viably exotic OX is overcome by the 
machine-gun fire of static blitzes; and besides, lllY ears and head often feel like they 
have been pelted with marbles after a session of this kind. If you like pain, this 
suqgestion ma.y work. 

Or again , none of these will work. I can't ask you to trust the word of one who f l ips 
a quarter to decide which item on the menue he will order; who won't drive his car unless 
there is a bowling ball in the back seat; who only shops for groceries (when he has to) after 
2 a .m. I can only suggest that t hese observations attempt to answer questions that are 
inevitably asked, whether or not they have any right to be asked.

Boak Review MARCONI MO WIRELESS by R. N. Vyvyan

In August 1978, while on a motorcycle tour of Nova Scotia, I made it a point to visit 
the site of Marconi' s wireless station at Glace BCI)'. Other than some concrete foundat ions 
end a memorial plaque, nothing remains, but the lack of information s timulated my interest. 
As a result I've come across an excellent book written by a man who was chief engineer at 
Glace BCIY for six years. Originally wri tten in 1933 , it was reprinted in 1974. 

Within its 250 pages you are taken through the development of transatlantic wireless and 
are told of the state of the art of radio in such areas as military use, direction finding, 
rescue at sea, broadcasting, and there's even a chapter called "Wireless as a Career." It's 
all written in laymans language so the reading is not a technical chore but quite entertaining. 
Several photos of equipment and stations are included along with simple schematics of early 
receivers and transmitters (boy, are they simple!) . 

The book is filled with fascinating tidbits. It turns out they had no idea what frequency 
they were using in the first transatlantic attempts (with spark transmitters it's not too 
critica l! ) and antennas were cut and try. No one knew about beams or directivity. Trans­
mitters were basical ly keyed 50 kW alternators . Later, tuning forks were used as a frequency 
reference mul t i plied up for RF. All this only eighty years ago or less . 

In a chapter called "Broadcasting-Present OCI)' Problens" (1933 remember), the author 
complains of the congestion on shortwave caused by the increasing number of high power 50 kW 
stations and suggests SSB as a possible solution. He 111entions using a central receiving 
site and distributing radio programs by wire, just like cable TV tOdll)' . 

It's quite a book. You cen get it for $18 from Perga1110n Press, Kaxwell House, Fairview 
Park, Elmsford, NY 10523. You will have to wait a few weeks after ordering since it comes 
from England. 

Just as a closing note, let me recOl!lllend visiting the Marconi Si te et South Wellfleet 
on Cape Cod, if you get the chance. S1111e foundations are left and there is an excellent 
"~del of the station as ft looked in its prime. Looking out over the Atlantic you can still 
feel a little of the excite~ent they ~st have felt when contact was made .

SW Situation SHORTWAVE-BOOM OR THUD?

I ' ve heard that shortwave in the U.S . is booming , but you could fool me . If there are 
a number of fancy new rece·ivers out, the only place I have seen them so far Is in slick ads. 
Even a tour of downtown Boston produced no new radio I haven't seen in the last fi ve yea rs . 
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And, quite frankly, 1f I wanted to become a SWL/DXer today, I could not as the guides that 
led me 1nto 1t no longer exist. 

To explain: Back some thi rty odd years ago, when I was a k1d, my father got (and sti l l 
has) a powerful RCA "Radlola" table AH radio. It has an internal aerial consisting of a flat 
coll of green floss covered wire (remerrber those?) and an external jack. Just w1th th1s 
aerial, 1t was very good. But we hooked it to the outside aerial, relic of the old 
ca thedral radio, a 200 or so foot wire from the roof peak to a distant tree. Reception was 
fantastic . Distant Chicago sounded like nearby Boston. At this same t1me, I discovered 
at the local n~ store a small paper back book called White's "Radio Log." It listed 
every known station in Horth America. A section at the back had the world's shortwave 
sta tions , bu t we didn't have that t,ype radio so I ignored 1t. With this book, I spent many 
happy days logg i~g stations all over the eastern U.S. and Canada. The only frustration was 
a massive s n~ ir s tonn one sumncr 1n the late 1940s which blacked out all rndio reception. 

l1Y en• t ..• • am waned somewhat by the mid-1950s. Many of my favorite radio programs had 
moved e'er to the new med1urn, television. Alsc, I couldn't seem to find any up to date 
White ' s Radio Logs . In th1s time, I had an experience with shortwave that turned me off it 
for years. 11)' brother bought a pocket AH/SW radio , quite expensive at it was an early 
transistor. Its SW covered f rom 3 to 12 ltlz and it used a screw-in tel escopi ng whip antenna. 
We spent a week trying to get something on SW but all there was was a "bagpipe" channel 
marker around the big "10" on its dial. Thereafter, 11\Y brother used it on its AM section 
unti l it di~d and he has never been interested in SW since. 

By the ig6o' s, I was into F1'I as AM had gone to pot. But I was still OXing of sorts and 
trying to f1nd any kind of radio station listing. Once, I got a very expensive one covering 
U.S. AM/FM/TV stations which is sold to their engineers. Mostly, I had to wait for the 
stations to Identify themselves on the hour or half hour. 

The years went by and it was now the spring of lg73. Radio Shack stores were appearing 
in the suburbs and I went to a loca l one and bought an "Astronaut 6" multi-band. Primar11y 
it was for 1ts excellent tonal qual ft,y, but also it was the VHF-Hi PSB I am also inte~sted 
fn . I barely noticed that ft also has SW. A few trips later to this store and I noticed 
a stack of "Elementary Electronics" magazines on the counter. Out of curiosity, I bought 
one to thurrb through that rainy evening. AllOng its articles was one by Don Jensen and another 
on the World's 1nternat1onal shortwave broadcasters' OX programs. Both features told when 
and where to tune on the SW band. The next morning, just for the heck of it, I turned to the 
SW band and tuned halfway between the 9 and 10 on the d1al as one article had suggested. 
Immediately, Radio Australia boomed out of the speaker. A few hours later and a slight 
twist on the knob, and some man was stating : "This 1s the Voice of the Andes.'' I was 
hooked on shortwave from that moment on. 

It was months before I tuned any other section of the SW band - I was finding too many 
stations on what I later learned was 31 metres. One station intrigued me for several months. 
Late every afternoon, after work, I would tune to one which had an unusual slow Arabic 
music. Sometimes 1t sounded Latin Amer1canish. And the man spoke in some weird language 
and mentioned "Raqyoso" and once in a while, "Ankara." But the station alwa.ys faded out near 
s upper time. I eagerly awaited each new "Elementary Electronics" as it appeared on the 
Radio Shack counter and soon had a listing of the SW broadcasters and the useage of the !RC. 
On a chance, I wrote to Turkey and asked them if this was their sta tion. A few weeks later, 
the answer came 1n a colorful Voice of Turkey QSL card. Finally, I was able to get their 
English language broadcast. 

By now I was fur iously collecting all I could on SW . Some books we~ helpful, others 
were not, and some were too technical. Of all the books I bought or found at the local 
library, Radio Shack's "Introduction to Short Wave" proved to be the most helpful. It not 
only explained SW in a simple fashion, ~ut told where to tune and at what times of day. I 
also got their disappointing "Short Wave Listener's Guide" of SW frequencies . It was alreaqy 
several years old and only a handful of stations were accurately listed. 

The only problem I had with the "Astro 6" is that 11ke most radios of today, the numbers 
are scatte~d over its plastic face and it has no logging scale. Th1s may be OK for AM and 
FM but 1t 1s hell to ffnd a certain SW station. From succeeding issues of "Elementary 
El ectronics" and i ts ads, I got ll1Y first World Radio and TV Handbook 1n 1974, my Barlow Wadley 
XCR-30 with its excellent readiout 1n the fa l l of 1975. and then finally Joined HASWA and 
SPEEOX. Then I finally found White's "Radio Log," now published by "E/E" In their sister 
negazine, the then semi-annual "Comnunications World." I now had everythi ng . 

Unfortunately, this is not true today as I said at the start. Radio Shack made a 
terrible mistake when 1t gave up pri nting its "Introduction to Short Wave ." They di d bring 
out an updated "Shortwave Lis teners Gulde" and wh1le it 1s the on ly SW l isting available to 
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the general public today, I feel it 111ay be •10re of a hindrance than a help to buddir.g SWLs . 
Radio Shack also no longer carries "Elementary Electronics" so I must subscribe . And 
curiously (and l hate mentione<l it tc; them), the µublishers of "E/ E'' nc; longer mention when 
their newest issue of the now annual "Coomunicatior.s World" is out. I have never seen·either 
on the local news stards nor on al\Y in d('\olntown Boston although I have been told that a 
few appea r in the city now and asain . The local ni¥s store has only one radio rrag~zine -
devotett to ca. The l ocal li~rary subscribes t o a few technical ones for hams. All h~ve an 
occasional SW article but tMs is not worth their prices for that al'lne. 

TI1e new style radips look very impressive all chro111Y and with little red numbers. If 
this fs what interests you , all well and good. But ff manufacturers think people buy their 
mul ti-bands for the whole radio, th~ are fcolin~ themselves. With f~w ~xceetfons, they are 
bought for their portability and ~~perior tonal qualftfes. The;' seem to be locked" onto 
some l ocal AM or fl! station. When I pointed out to several persons that their rJdio3 coul d 
get SW, t he owners were greatly surprise<!. A fl!o/ remarked. "There ain't nothi ng there but 
noise, 1r.an." 

So::r.ething has to be done to raneey this >ituation t f SW is to "boom." I wJuld like to 
see some periodical covering S~ bl'\'.ladcasting stations and their reception made readily 
~v31lab ~ e to t he public. If not on news stands , then in s t ores that sell radios. While 
I ani not plugging "Elementary El ect rv.•r.lcs" by any means, I have never come across al\Y other 
periodical which has interested i nd hel ped be bl!cOllK! a SW L. Even a smal l brochure simply 
e~pl a1 ning SM packed in with every rad io tapable of rC!Ceiving those frequencies f s certainly 
better than the nearly tota l lack of af\Y infonration today.

Antenna RADIO WEST ACTIVE A.'iTENNA-A REVIEW 

by Jerry A. Lineback, Shortwave Center Editor 

I ;ecently recei ved a prot otype model of Radio West ' s new active antenna for testing. 
The antenna consists of a short whip extending from a short plastic tube. Th•s business end 
of the antenna is only about 18 inches long and can be placed al\)'Where, inside or outside. 
It wi l l worlc quite well inside frame or stone buildings. It may have to be placed outside 
of steel framed buildings such as house trailers or appartment buildings. The advantage is 
that the business end ts so small and unobtrusive, that 1t can be easily h1dden. It may 
even ~e possible to tape the unft to the inside of a large glass window in a high-rise 
appartment buil d1ng that has no access to the outside. 

The tube at the business end is attached to a small box containing the amplifer circuits 
by about 25 feet of coax cable. The unit is powered by a 12 vo l t adapter and Is connected 
to your receiver by a coax cable wfth an RCA l;ype jack to the a~l ifer box. The tube at 
the antenna end contains a pre-amp/impedance match1ng device that drives a CATV RF transistor 
i n t he box. Production models wf l l have a gain control to contro l input to prevent overl oad of 
sensiti ve recei vers . The prototype model , without gain control, drives my R-7 wfth 
no overl oad problems, but connecting the antenna to my RF-2800 produced some internal 
d1ff1culties in the receiver. Rad to West wa rns that receiver gain may have to be turned 
down to avoid cross modulation. Portable use may be possible wf th a 12 volt power supply 
from batteri es • 

The antenna ts broad band, SO kHz to 30 ltlz. l1Y experience shows that there may be some 
noise at times below about 700 kHz, but that the ~ntenna perfonns •1ery well aero~~ the Sw 
bands ~hen c.-impared to outside antennas. I have mine in the second floor closet of a frame 
house. Above 1600 kHz , ft perfonns better than any wi:-e antenna I have and better than 
a dipole antenna, except for the band for which the dipole is cut. 

The list be low shows how the antenna compared to my 60 m d1poie (~ wave length) and 
a 25 metre wi re , both mounted outsi de at some elevation above ground. 

1. Below g10 kHz, there was some noise and below 700 kHz considerable noise. Thi s may 
have been a problen with my particu lar set-up, rather than a fault of the antenna itself. 

2. 1000 kHz: The act1ve antenna was slightly better than the 60 m dipole and about the 
sa~ ~s the single w;re. 

3. 1520 kHz: Sl ight ly bet ter than 60 m, abo~t same as the sing~e wf ro. 

4. 2500 kllz: Sl ightly better t ha11 GO m (+ 10 dB 0 11 meter), sl1gt1tly !Jetter tha11 wire. 

5. 3J30 kHz: Noticeably bett er than 60 :n (.;·15 dB), noti ceably bet ter t han wl re 
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6. 39?4 kHz: Noticeably better than 60 m, noticeably better than wire •. 

7. 5000 lclfz: Slightly worse than 60 m dipole, noticeably better than wire. 

8. 6100 kHz: Very slightly better than 60 m, slightly better than wire. 

9. 7325 kHz: Noticeably better than 60 m, slightly better than wire.

Very 1111ch better than 60 m (+ 20-25 d8~ very much better than wire (+ 25 Ill)

The main advantage of this antenna is that it provides good reception across the entire 
SW spectrum. It is unobtrusive, can be used indoors, and may represent a good alternative 
for appartment dwell ers or those with antenna restrictions . 

The disadvantages of this antenna i nclude a slightly higher noise to signal level 
than the dipole , but at al l times the same stations are listenable on both . Another possible 
disadvantage is the possible adverse effects of an amplified input to a unstable receiver 
such as the DX-300. The same problems exist with all amplified preselectors . The RF gain 
may have to be adjusted downward. With the R-7, and I would pres1111e other broadband receivers , 
there is no problem using the full output plus the internal preamp too.

If you are a OX fan and stil,Y up nights nursing dials in an effort to fill your log book 
with the call l etters of distant stations, take a tip from the transmitting amateurs and use 
a ·small, opaquely shaded bulb as the only source of i llumi nation in the room. Turn out all 
the overhead clusters and wall brackets, then set the lamp on or near the radio table, so 
that it is below the level of your eyes and casts a glow only strong enough to make the dial 
readings on the receiver discernible. A ll'Jre effective expedient in easing the reception 
of the elusive DX you have never found. 

The weakness of the light has no electrical effect on the receiver, to Increase the 
latter 's sensitivity; but i t has a marked effect on your pliysical and mental condition that 
directly facil i tates reception. With a dull light in the room you unconsciously relax your 
muscles, put yourself at ease, and rest your eyes. You sit back comfortably, and the 
inactivity of your other senses tends to sharpen those of heari ng and feeling. You are not 
distracted by a strong light, but feel only the soothing effect of a soft and indirect one. 
You are able to concentrate, fully and completely, with only your ears and fingers active. 

When you turn the dials you are not scarcely aware of thei r presence, or of the presence 
of a11Ything else in the room. You merely listen and decipher the sounds the earphones impress 
on your bra in.

Bona ire A VISIT TO TWR AND RN STUDIOS, BONAIRE

As the bride and I approached our 25th wedding anniversary, we start ed planning a trip 
which would combine a winter (actually late fall ) vacation, a "special" anniversary celebration, 
and complying with our desire to travel to some "exotic" place. 

In keeping with the lllllt1-purposeness of the trip, ft was not surpri sing that Sona ire 
loaned large as first choice. After all, a visit to Bonafre would allow inspection of the 
Radio Nederland and Trans World Radio facilities on the island. Shirley and I started 
pla nning the trip eight months in advance, researching the various travel books available 
at the local library. 

We decided to visit the ABC group, staying briefly on Aruba and Cu111cao, spending the 
ma,jor portion ( eight ~s) of the trip on Bonaire. 

We found that the peoples of the three islands are very friendly and most people s peak 
four languages, Dutch, Spanish, English, and Papitamento, which fs the newest language 
(spoken and written) in the world. Some of the older islanders may have a little difficulty 
~king t hemselves unders tood fn English, but have no trouble understanding the language. 

Unfortunately, we dfd not have suffici ent time to accomplish all the things we wa nted 
to, since Bonaf re fs a most fascinating place. At the time we were there, getting there was 
half the fun. Flamingo Airport (Bonafre) is fn the process of lengthening its runways , and 
the condition of the field is crangfng rapidly . Perhaps now the work is fini shed and gett ing 
to Bonafre w11 1 be simpler and quicker. The f i eld could not handle DC-9s, and the hop from 
Curacao to Bonafre was vfa a Shorts 330, twin- engined turboprop of 30 passenger capacity. 
This part of the trip was very interesting. 

· The package we boUght allowed rental of a car fo r one~. and we planned to vfs ft the 
RH and TWR studios and explore the northern portion of the island at this time . As ft turned 
out, this dfd not allow any time for a visit to either- antenna park, but provided a good 
reason to return to the island in the future. 

It must be noted here that we arrived at the RN studios unannounced, and were given a 
20 minute tour of the studio building. The relay equipment had been replaced recently, and 
the technicians were very busy at the time of our visit. Mentioned were future plans for 
•our own" satellite, and there was a large room in the building set as i de for a radio museum. 
We were treated with the utmost kindness and courtesy. This facility is not a "studio" as I 
pictured ft, but a new 1110dern building housing the relay facilities. The transmissions are 
relayed by land11ne from Curacao. 

Just a few yards up the street is the TWR studio and program facility. After parking the 
car, I went across the street to take a few snapshots of the buildings, and Shirley was greet­
ed by Chuck Roswe ll, who was just about to leave the premises after a staff meeting. Hr. 
Roswell , who is employed at the antenna park, was most kind, and conducted us on a tour of 
the facilities. Th rough him, we met Hr. Schipper (pronounced Skipper) who is in charge of 
the Engl ish section, and keeps excellent records. (He checked me in his files, and tol d me 
the last~ I had reported, and also had Kap Kapinos in the files.) This facility consis ts 
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of two buildings. The first was occupied by the various language sections and aciilinistrative 
offices. This building also contained the power generators and a print shop. The second 
building contained c~1ete program production facilities, with several studios for taping 
and dubbing, and a very large library of programs. There was also an accoustically "tuneable" 
room for taping live music. Hr. Roswell also offered to conduct us through a tour of the 
transmitter facilities and antenna park, but unfortunately we didn't have the time to take 
advantage of this kindly offer. 

In sunmlng up, I wish to say that we were treated most kindly at the Radio Nederland and 
Trans World Radio Studios, but it was unfortunate that time did not allow us to visit the 
transmitter and antenna parks, which gives us a good reason to return in the future . 

Both studios are located w1thin "walking distance" of the hotels on the island. Ours 
was the most distant hotel, the Flamingo Beach, about three miles away. Taxis were getting 
about three dollars per trip at the time. The closest hotel is just across the street from 
the studios , this is the Hotel Bonaire. TWR's antenna park and transmitters are in the 
southern porti on of the island, and RN's transmitters and antennas in the northern section. 

I brought along an Al l i ed 2660 portable, and SWLing with this receiver wasA't worth much 
due to the mrny images caused by the proximity of the high powered emissions . Possibly, 
better results could be obtained with a better quality receiver. 

Visiting Bonaire is s trongly reco11111ended, and we found the islanders to be very friendly, 
honest, and sincere. Our hotel staff (Flamingo Beach) were excellent. We enjoyed our stay 
i111llensely, and will return in the future. However, it must be noted that Bonaire is the 
"quietest" of the three islands, with little night life. Hore infornetion may be obtained

I have a 1973 model console Zenith that I have had 
no problem witt, and It doesn't radiate. Perhaps the problem is in the 1gao all solid state 
Zeniths.
