AN INTELLI GENT RAOIO: THE HICROPROCfSSOR AN O SWL

It is not difficult to see t hat quite a signi ficant change has just occurred in electron­
i cs : the invention of the mass-produced microprocessor. This device--a powerful computer 
contained within a plastic wafer (chip) the size of a postage stamp--is being stuck into 
ranges, cars, and, of course, radios. It is cheap and it is easy to add one to a toster. 
It uses insignificant amounts of power. But, when added to a device, the chip makes the 
device "i ntel ligent.• 

In t his article I want to outline some of the inevitable uses for the chip i n radios. 
What can we expect of smart rad ios? What functions wi 11 this chip control or improve? But 
fi rst we should briefly define the chip itself. 

Fe'fl. of us are unaware of the leap in civilization when moveable type was invented and 
i nformation could be mass-produced instead of laboriously copied by monks or hand-ca rved 
onto printing plates. Suddenly everyone could benefit from ideas . 

Something of equa 1 importance has happened to the "mass-processing" of i nfonnation. The 
old radio had to be "made" by someone in a similar sense to the c1JTibersome process wnich monks 
used to make books. Someone actually had to wire the parts together inside, more or l ess 
by hand. A circuit was drawn and then people put it into the real world one by one in a 
factory. 

The advent of LSI (large scale integration) meant that a circuit or combination of 
circuits could be drawn and t hen photographed. The photo was then reduced and etched to form 
a very small device. This Wa:J of mak ing a radio has several ad,antages: it is small, cheap 
{no labor costs), easily serviced (the whole radio can be tossea out and replaced instead of 
a tedious search for the defect ive part) , and it is encased in plastic (no exposure to mois t ­
ure, etc.), and little thermal deterioration is possibl e since it generates very little heat. 

Circuits stacked one upon the other, to form a matrix with wir ing on all planes, these 
chips look like complicated little cities when you break into one. And, in a sense, that's 
what th~ are. If we s impl ify a bit, LSI technology, only a few years old, is spreading 
"f ntell fgence" at an electric pace. And the LSl is what made micropr.ocessors possible. The 
LSI radio, BAffiRY-LSI-cHIP-SPEAKER, remains "unintell igent " until you add a microprocessor. 
The reason we refer to this as the addition of "i ntell igence" is that a microprocessor can 
remember things and also make decisions. 

The microprocessor, hereafter refered to as HP, i s an LSI chip but it is not "dedicated." 
In computerese, dedication means that a device is designed to perform a certain function and 
is frozen into that task: a radio makes music from airwaves, but cannot, for example, only 
turn on when there is piano music available. If, however, the radio contains a HP, then you 
could easily tune in a piano broadcast, tell the radio to sample this waveform, and then only 
go on when simi lar waveforms .appear in the future. It is possible to des ign such a radio 
without a microprocessor, but it would be frozen into the piano- recognizing task. With the 
~can change your mind and tell it to respond to both the piano and the (rare) Bach 
solo violin sonata. Or to particular BBC announcers, or all three. 

In other words, the HP can be changed by the owner in a great vari ety of ways wh ich 
refl ect the options required by the owner, not the desi gner . 

The HP is digital ins.tead of analog. This means that events are manipulated in discrete 
.n~ical fa~hion instead of by crude attempts at paral lel response. In both cases, you are 
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trying to manipulate (or "process") information, but the MP will not degrade the information. 
It is sort of li ke tryi ng to square the ci rcle. A dig ital technique involves a large amount 
of s eparate samples which are taken along the curve. The result is a mathematical represent­
ation of the curve. An ana log process would be an attempt t o imitate rather than measure 
the curve and the reprcsentat'ion·would be··1n the "real" world rather than the world of the 
idea (mathematics). So, a typical tape recorder imitat es sound waves on the patterns of 
metal suspended in the tape. You can s ee the little imitation curves (waveforms) imbedded in 
the metal particles. Because these imitations are subject t o the forces of gravity , heat, 
magnetism, moisture, and the rest of the degrading entropic enemies of truth, you cannot 
hope to get a waveform copied and stored without si gnificant l oss of i nformation. In addition, 
the process of imitation itself is degrading: You cannot construct a microphone diaphram 
which will cniate the same waveforms as a sna re drum unless the microphone is the same si ze 
and composition as the snare drum--in other words, is a snare dr1111. In which case, this 
weird (but ideal) snare dr1111 mike is rather bad at Triiitations (pickup) of the tuba. And this 
failure of ana logy holds true all through the analog system. 

In this way, both the storage and the detection of informa tion is degraded by the use 
of imi tative (analog) technique. The digital technique i s vastly superior i n both respects 
because it manipulates information in the pure sense. It does not make relatively crude 
copies , but rather it makes complex mathematica l descriptions. How can it afford to do thi s? 

A HP has an advantage over our hi.man brain in two basic ways : speed and size. It can 
make mathematical ca lculations of immense canplexi ty with great speed and complete accuracy. 
Also, it can store (and inrnediately recall) immense amounts of information. When you want 
to record a snare drum, you sample the waveform many times each second. Then you store each 
meas urement. It i s stored as a number. Numbers are not disturbed by heat, etc . , so when 
you pla.y it back, you get what you put i n. Because of this unimaginable speed of sampl ing 
and size of storage, the computer is rapidly replacing some of the functions of our own brain. 
It will be seen, in the future, as a quaint throwback, when someone act ually learns the 
mult iplication tables. Or morse code. 

There are t hose who argue that it is important to know such tables and codes. It used 
to be said that when a generation grows up without knowing Latin (or harves t ing, or horse 
riding, you name it) then that will mean the end of civilization. This is a rather narrow 
definition of civilization, in each case--as we now know. 

If there is a button on your receiver marked CW which, when pressed, changes the didahs 
to intelligible spoken words, will you complain of the service? At present, such a device 
sells for $500 and will print out the message, not speak it. But Texas Instruments has been 
sel l ing a chip for over a year which takes HP signals and translates them into spoken Engl ish . 
Combine the two. In general, when you combine two devices li ke that, the ch ip does not get 
fatter, it simply becomes more dense. On thi s microscopic level , where the information is 
represented by binary (yes or no) s tates, you can pack a lot into a small space. And size 
and price reductions are happening with incredible rapidity. 

So let ' s add sane tasks to the HP in an attempt to define our intelli gent radi o. 

I recently bought an RF-2600 Panasonic receiver and was shocked at what was i nside! 
Very Little. Instead of the heavy jumble of resistors, capacitiors, etc ., there were some 
LSI chips scattered in there, among the others . As the chips replace huge numbers of cooking 
resistors , leaking capicators, and so on, we can ask our radio to ha ve much greater reliability. 
You won't need to worry if it fail s. It will have, we ask, the same advantage which Kleeneic-­
has over hankerchiefs. Just bu,Y another one if the old one is messed up. 

Now , the "modular" approach is being used: circuits are on cards which i nsert into the 
unit. In time, the radio (like the calculator today) will be far less cos tly to replace than 
to repair. 

The tuning aspect of radios is quietly being replaced with dig ital readouts whi ch have 
the advantage of being accurate (if l ess challenging). This is the real reason for the 
terminal sickness which has started to overtake the QSL-hunting aspect of SW . As satellites 
provide ever-stronger signals and radios provide ever-g reater accuracy--the pride involved 
in heari ng weak and obscure stations will disappear. It will all be automatic and taken for 
granted, like the tel ephone. In the days of Marconi, no doubt, people sent each other 
letters confirming t el eg raph messages. Time passes. 

Another casualty of the advanci ng. If' takeover is the tuning dial itself. Frequencies 
will be entered via nume rical keypad. Frequenci es are , after all, numbers. It makes sense 
to treat them that wa.y rather than sl i ding along moi=e""'or less in the-vlCTiiity. So the circles 
are squared . The face of the receiver loses all its circular knobs which are, by definition, 
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analog nos talgia. Take a look at the controls of t he Bearcat 250 Scanner to get an idea of 
the look. 

Signal processing will be nothing li ke what t he SWL means by that term today. The 
intelligent radio will trans late languages (20-30 years off) translate RTTY and CW (today) 
and soon remove al\Y ~pe of heterodyne or QRM, QRN, or QSB (a year or three) . What's more, 
you wi ll not s it there twisting dials or throwing squel ch swi t ches. The MP will recognize 
a problem and correct it without human help via a feedback l oop (self-modifying system). 
Some of these processing devices are in place, but very expensive. Mass repl ication will, 
however, cheapen them quickly. 

You might have noticed t hat there are two basic classes of electronic products today: 
Those with and without dials. Some microwave ovens, videotape recorders, etc., still have 
a combination of dials and buttons. And others have only buttons . The more advanced ones 
use mathematical entry to give the information from the human to the devi ce. This also 
means that the device has a memory and can turn on and off by itsel f, change frequency, etc. 
without further instructions. These devices contain MPs which dq that deciding and 
rement>er ing. At this stage only a few radios work this WCI>', but not fo r long . The uses which 
ff>s now serve are crude, but that is alWCIYS the case. It is likely that the overlapping 
functions of the telephone, TV, radio, CB, and so forth will merge into an all-purpose 
transceiver, and much quicker than we think. 

In any event, we can already see the Bearcat. It looks more like a corrputer than a 
radiQ, as they SCIY. It is a corrputer with a radio function. It also contains timer and 
clock functions . But, once you add the MP to something , it is far more appropriate to think 
of the device as a computer with certain devices attached than vice versa . The reason for 
this view is that these MPs, li ke oi l on water, tend to coalesce. This makes sense. If the 
14' i nside your TV and the other one inside your oven are in control of their respective 
devices, Wl\Y not promote a third MP to a position as governor of the other two? Thi s process 
res ults , quite easi ly, in a cent ral control which oversees all the MPs in your environment: 
the central processor. Sane hanes have them now. If I were buil ding a new house, I woul d 
be sure to include audio wiring in the walls and MPs at each el ectrical outlet. 

As these changes cane about, we must be patient with those who insist that tube- driven 
amplifiers are "smooth" COl!llared to the "hard" sound of the transistor. We night know that 
the smooth quali~ is really a poor transient response coirbi ned with the high-frequency 
deficiencies of aging ears, but we shoul d be gentle about these confl icts. One dCIY we wi l l 
be in the same perplexion about some major change in civil i zation and we too will probably 
think that this is the end. 

A friend of mine bought an expensive amplifier (audio) five years ago and he recently 
went into a stereo store to trade up. The dealer offered him about I/10th of what he t hought 
the dear amp was worth and he said, "Don't you people realize how rruch this amp cost me?" 

The dealer replied, "Yes , sir, of course. But you see, they have abandoned that kind 
of thing. I mean, you can't get parts easi ly for those . " 

"But it's only FIVE YEARS OLD!" 

"Well, I guess," sai d the young salesman, "that you are just a victim of technology." 

The intelligent radio, then, will not really be a radio at all . It will be an aspect of 
a corrputer. In thi s case, some advi ce to the younger reader is possibly appropriate. Had you 
been alive when the printing press was gathering momentum, you might have wanted to learn 
reading. Not mal1)' people knew how and it was to prove very useful. In thi s case, the 
microprocessor suggests that you learn the t echniques of programming if you prefer not to 
be a victim of the rapid changes that are now approaching.

Receivers NEW RECEIVERS FROM RADIO SHACK

As you ~ know by now , Radio Shack has phased out its DX-160 and DX-300 shortwave 
receivers and is offering existing model s of these receivers at greatly reduced pri ces. 
A recent cata log lists the DX-160 at $119.95 and the DX- 300 at 259.95. The DX-160 particularly 
would be a great bizy at t hese prices, if ao,y are l eft . These receivers are being replaced 
by the DX-200 and DX-302 receivers. These new recei vers are now avai lable in some Radio 
Shack stores and will soon be at all. 
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'THE DX-302 

Well, after reading a lot about the DX-300 saga, it appears that we mey look fon1ard 
to the DX-302 saga. This new receiver looks just like its predecessor, the DX-300. From 
the outside (front panel} only two differences exist , namely the "fine tune" knob of the 
DX-300 is now labelled as the "BFO pitch," and the "wide-nonnal-narrow• switch of the DX-300 
is now the IF-bandwidth switch with two positions (wide and narrow}. The selectivitT 
of this new receiver seems to have been ~Heat}r i(fi>roved as compared to the DX-300 where 
the bandwidth was 6 kHz at -6 dB and 20 z a -7 Cl!). · The narrow position is very effective 
in cutting noise level even from flourescent lights . 

I operated this receiver for about 20 minuites in a Radio Shack store . The receiver 
was connected to an indoor long-wire antenna . The only problem I noticed (with the unit I 
operated} was that, since the l'tfz knob does not "lock" at a fi xed position, although the lftz 
LED display does not change, the S-meter does show a variation in the signal strength when 
I moved the lftz knob in either direction a little bit . This means, one will have to find the 
optimal position of this knob (at least with the receiver I used} . The opel"llting manual 
has warning against using an antenna 50' or longer at 2 flllz or lower frequencies and stresses 
the significance of proper preselector setting.

DX-300 IN IUENSE OF THE DX-300

As the controversy continues to rage, I would like to add 11ff own observations and thoughts 
regarding the DX-300. 

Uti lizing a Heathkit SW-717, and quickly realizing its lilllltations, I became increasingly 
interested in better qualicy receivers .with digital frequency readouts. Having read Larry 
Cunningham's difficulties with the DX-300 and Larry Magne's review of the same receiver in 
the WRT'M 1980, I became somewhat wary of it. However, the back-to-back reviews in FRENDX 
(Feb. , lgBO)by Diane Levesque and Brian Robertson, and the reviews in Popular ·Electronics 

' (Nov. 1979) and Communications World (1980) were al.1 quite favorabl e toward the DX-300. 
Based on these four evaluations and t~e fact that Radio Shack dropped the price on the receiver 
to $259.95 in a closeout sale at the beginning of April , I bought one. I should add that 
I thourghly cross-examined the salesman and made sure I was getting one of the ·latest models 
direct from the factory. I have been giving the DX-300 a real work-out resulting in the 
observations which follow. 

The accuracy of the receiver is excellent, with no drift after a short warm-up. All 
frequencies from the BCB throughout the shortwave bands are exactly where they should be. 
Selectivicy is 9ood. for station reception although it could be better on the Ham (SSS) bands. 
A 4 kltz filter (<rr'""~) would be preferable. sensitivity is quite fafr. I'm pleased w1th 
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the nurrber of additional stations l can now pull in. l have yet to experi ence any 
appreciable overloading. In fact, the intrus ion of stations such as R. Canada International 
in the background are effectively cancell ed with the attenuator and audio switches. This 
is quite i mpressive since I routinely utilize my 50 ft . long-wire antenna (plugged into the 
coax connector) instead of the 4 ft. whip. Contrary to t he WRTVH , when the preselector 
is properly t uned there is no occurrence aeywhere of the "l Klz synt hesi zer breakthrough." 
For example, WWV only shows up where it is supposed to at 2.5, 5, 10, and 15 Klz, and not at 
6, 7, 8, etc. (In fact, when the preselector is impro~erly tuned, the only occurrence of 
this probl em is the appearance of BCS stations l r+lz h gher in the l and 2 Klz bands. The 
shortwave bands r~in unaffected.) The presel ector, when used properly, performs very well . 

There is a lesson to be l earned here. Before making a pruchase of a receiver, even a 
"controversial " one; read up on the reviews pro and con and try to exclude the emotionali sm. 
Indeed, even the article in the WRTVH on the DX-300 seemed t o transcend objectivity. Of the 
mal\Y rather stron~ly worded critic isms of the OX-300 in the WRTVH, note the one regarding 
overloading . A nl.111ber of other receivers reviewed i n the book suffer from overload problems, 
yet it is the OX-jlOO that has been made the whipping boy. Contrast this with Colllllu nications 
World's "only minor complaint" that the DX-300 has a "relatively low overload threshold," 
and Robertson's statement that he has experienced no overloading.

In SIJ!lllary, I am very satisfied with my purchase and certainly recorrmend the DX-300, 

especially now at' the discounted price at which it is a bargin. Although the sale ended 
April 29, Radio Shack may have some left at the factory or in certain stores at the lower 
pric~.

Pirates TI!E PI RATE PROBLEM

W~en is a siJ:rtwave station actually a station? This seemingly unnecessary mind-game 
must be addresse<I now by hobby opi nion leaders so that they may keep clear and rational 
the bounds which describe just what our hobby is all about. Frankly, there is no "pirate 
problem" at the moment, just as there was no energy problem in the very early 1970s ~ But 
recognition of what is potentia l ly brewing insures that hobbyists mai ntain a degree of 
control over how there fiel d of interest is to evolve in the coming years. As one noted 
DXer put it, the time to develope a rational policy is now, in anticipation of future 
developments. In a future scenario domi nated by perhaps hundreds of pirate broadcasters , the 
objectivity and effectiveness of al\Y poli cy development will be severely compromised . 

So, enough with all this fuzzy generalization. What, you ask, could possibly be wrong 
with the domestic (and foreign) development of a pirate aspect to the SWBC hobby? As long 
as the development is viewed as a distinct entity, and separate by virtue of its differences 
from traditional ~WBC DXing, nothing. But a nurrber of pressures impel the i nclus ion of the 
domestic and foreign pi rat es into the general DX bag of SWBC ••• and after much consideration, 
I find that I, for one, find that inconsistent and unacceptable. As seekers of SW stations, 
we generally applaud the growth of the nurrber of DX targets that are actual stations; and the 
avai lability of t he hobby pirates, along wi th their propensity to QSL (a consideration which 
colors the Judgefllent 9f those i n the hobby who enjoy that aspect) , certainly appears to be 
such an expansion of SWBC stations. But I argue i t is not: The SW priates are not stations 
but are more aki~. to amateur radio operators. If one wishes to define this hobb:Y-,-istening 
as ham-DX , excelrent, the pirates offer a fertile field. But as SWBCers? No. 

After a great deal of thought, I have been able to cl ear up, at least i n my mind, what 
types of considerations underl ie the rather general malaise I (and a nurrber of my fellow 
DXers ) feel regarAing pira tes being counted as genuine SWBC s tations. However, I admit from 
the outset I st~ll lack the cl ear guidelines which could be appl ied in j udgementa l decisions 
were pirates to be accepted or rejected on a sel ective basis as "real stations ." But this 
anticipates my argllllent. 

I wi ll argu~·that a hobby pi rate is not a true radio station and, al though the second 
category would seem to fall under al\Y blanket judgement that included hobby pirates, that 
clandestine stat~ns fulfill the major requirements and thus are genuine stations. Drawi ng 
this line is the~jor difficulty in the attempt to formulate a hobby pirate policy. On the 
one hand, we DXers have never had any trouble accepti ng clandestines as genui ne stati ons, so 
how could we on the other hand reject the hobby stations , which seem so aki n to clandestines? 

;'.!- ' 
First, let ni_e attempt to i llustrate the type of general queasiness the hobby priate 
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threat induces for me. I am, with no shame at all, a station-chaser. Although I have areas 
of very s'trong cultural interest, I canplement that aspect with an interest in hearing as 
many stations as possible. Of course, as a QSL-seeker, I fully expect to attempt verification 
of any loggings. Now, when I read of a new station taking the air in Peru, I am exilarated 
by the prospect. Likewise, new stations in, Sil)', Venezuela, Nigeria, Cameroon, Taiwan, China. 
It's a good, and reassuring (in terms of survival of rqy hobby), feeling. Contrast that to 
the feeling that I, at least, have when a new domestic pirate has been heard. Questions 
arise: Was this a one shot "kids pl<l)'ing radio?" Can I really get excited about rising at 
3 am because some 12-year old has decided to play records on a ham transmitter for a few 
weekends? Is this really the same thing as a, Sil)', Radio Juventud or even a boring outlet 
like KGEI? I think you will have no problem immediately recognizing that the hobby pirate 
stations are, indeed, different from the run-of-the-mill SWBC station. There is no actual 
permanent studio, no c01T111itaient to continue operating, no official sanction, no semblance of 
seriousness in the endeavor (other than the smoothness or lack of same in the programming). 
Such considerations should be enough to dismiss these as non-stations, except for the troubling 
precedent of clandestines. How, one asks, can we remain consistent? 

The answer which first came to me, and to which I keep returning, is a question of 
professionalism?" Well, a slick operation such as WDAB might be characterized as rather 
professional-sounding, more so, in fact, than perhaps Radio San Juan de Tarma. The latter 
is obviously a "station," so does that imply that WDAB is also a station? No. While the 
concept of "professional" style of programming generally tends to travel hand-in-hand with 
stations which are de facto genuine SWBCers, it is not unreasonable to expect that sane 
hobby pirates will be able to duplicate the quality of broadcasts heard on traditional 
stations. But "sounding like" a station no more makes a nonstation a real one than does 
"looking like a wanan" make a female irrpersonator a lady. 

The question revolves more around the intangible aspects, not the aural, of profession­
alism. What is it that a small Latin station, a major Soviet regional broadcasting center 
and a clandestine outlet in the Malaysian jungle all have in common? It is, again, profess­
ionalism defined in a very strict sense, perhaps best approached by defining what it is not -­
it is not "playing radio." In all three cases, an institution has been set up, the prospect 
of conTiilued existence is very strong, nearly a foregone conclusion. At the inception of 
each, the horizon is not limited, operations are seen as open-ended. Something in and of 
itself, separate from the individuals who mer.ely work within the new entity, has been born. 
Further, the non-playing definition of station motivation (ad'nittedly this is simplistic: if 
you're not playing, your working) makes it easy to see why we feel, on a gut level, that 
clandestines are and have alw<l)'S been legitimate SWBCers. A clandestine station may not be 
operating for profit, like c01T111ercial broadcasters, but the dedication of employees to the 
operation is similar in degree to salaried workers. The product is political, it is serious, 
it is something that the individuals consider their "jobs" •• their profession. ' 

Note that, for the most part, stations which are commonly accepted as stations exist as 
entities of themselves, which for the most part will continue to exist despite the passage of 
individual E111>loyees. The typical hobby pirate, on the other hand, is the game of one or 
two individuals, an extension of the principals, which ceas~s to exist when th~ loose 
interest. I anticipate a retort: What about the one-man Latin American fleabag outlet? I 
would answer that the intent is the k~ factor. The station Sr. Navidad sets up is intended 
to prosper, grow, flourish. That it does not and as a consequence dies when he does is more 
a statement of his lack of success, not the nature of the endeavor. 

Given the above, suppose we say that, yes, there is a distinction to be drawn between 
hobby pirates and the rest of the lot. How is it to be done? This is a real problem and, 
frankly, where the whole thing breaks down. Should we put all hobby pirates "off to the 
side" or do some of them qualify as real broadcasters by virtue of the amount of profession­
alism of format, etc.? This area would open an entire can of worms, with different 
l\ypotheses con.,eting as criteria for "acceptable" vs. "nonacceptable" pi rates. It has been 
suggested that such things as longevity, continuity, ability to QSL, and so forth be the 
bases for decision rules. After much thought, I personally have come to reject the above. 
For one thing, given the philosophical web I've woven regarding the nature of the institution, 
I am bound to take a pirate-no pirate stand •• or rather, no middle ground. The suggestion 
that QSLs be a deciding factor (because of the assumption that the ability to QSL somehow 
proves intention of continuity) seElllS unacceptable to me. As it was put in private 
correspondence to me fron another concerned DXer, a station should be a station because it is, 
not because it QSLs for an individual. For the past ten years, Radio Halabo has undoubtedly 
been a station; how would DXers be justified in pretending it is not" No, the QSL criterion 
would admittedly help DXers keep tidy HIS/VIS totals, but seems at least to me as ill­
conceived. 

But the basis for that test, the idea of continuity, is irrportant. For it 1s the 
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continuity that a (what I've defined as "insti tution•) .5tation implies that somehow gives 
it the "life of its own" status. And this, then, raises a critical Issue. If we put all · 
hobby pirates off 1n a comer by themselves, might some of them ever cross the line and 
join the ranks of legitimate broadcasters. The answer, yes, of course. The recognition 
Aright be triggered by actual chan9es fn the form of the pf rate from hobby to legit, such as 
by the taking of advertising (RNIJ. Or, the trigger might be a "fuzzier" distinction: Radio 
Yo-Ho-Ho has been on the air weekly for three years at the same time or day, and for all 
appearances; will continue to do so. It might be argued that the station has become an 
entity of Itself, separate from those who work for it, and thus ls an actual shortwave 
broadcast station. The proble111 with this ls that it Involves an arbitrary decision as 
to the amount at time that determines a station's self-sufficiency. And being arbitrary, It 
ls bound to be unpopular • 

. Answers? Sorry, but I don't have them. As unsatisfactory as it might seem, I would 
lllOSt favor at this point elimination of hobby pirates from the realm of traditional SWBC 
DXfng and relocation into the twilight zone of, sey, harmonics and card-swapping. There is 
nothing demeaning about such a separation. The hobby pirate situation ls a unique one, and 
one that 1s gi>ing to 11UShr'D011 quickly, just as CBing went from a strange thing that kfd 
quasi-MOs d·1d to the bread and butter of a natfon of redneck truckdrfvers ! If there is a 
problem, and I believe there is, the time to address 1t is now. A serious dialogue among 
DXers is required ff we ai:e to influence the shape our hobby fs to take five years from now. 
To Ignore thfs . i s to abrogau both responsibility and control over the hobby' s destiny.

The following ts a transcript of a talk given by Major Bruce Eggers WA9NEW to the 
Quannapow1tt Radio Association· on the topic of over the horizon radar as It pertains to the 
fac1Tft;y fn Maine. The 1nforinat1on is presented here in the hope that ft wfll better infonn 
the DX ~.11iY about the technology" and problems regarding OTH. The transcript has been 
approved by tile Afr Force personnel at Hanscom AFB, Bedford, MA; any errors in the · 
transcript are therefore entirely mine.

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This radar is a backscatter- so it has a nWllber of characteristics similar to any radar 
set . Practically all hams have communicated in the HF portioo of the bands , so I don ' t 
think this is anything new to most of you , wt this thing will operate in that portion 
called HF between 3 and 30 MHz, the same portion of the spectrum where the 80 , 40, 20, 15, 
and 10 meter bands are located. So that' s markedly different than most radars1 most radars 
operate in the llicrowave portion of the spectrua; at least a few hundred KHz up into the GHz 
range while this thing is sitting here down in HF , There are a lot of other activities 
of co.'..rse , in that pert of the spectrum, International Broadcast, a lot of long haul point 
to point communi cattns , avi ation , marine - there are many other services that share the HF 
bands and this O'n! radar will be operating in that SBl!8 frequency regiJne employing some 
awfully powerful transmitters and high- gain antennas, plus arrays of receivers. It ' s 
presence is going to be known , there ls no doubt about that, across the l!F spectrum as a 
whole. 

As in microwave radar , the receiving system collects and locates sources of echoes from 
the transmitted signal s . The location of these sources involves azimuthal definit1on 1 the . 
directional heading supplied by the receiving antenna and its beam-forming networks .and 
range definittm that is achieved by knowing very accuratly the timing of a round trip signal. 
Now the first thing that should be obvious to you is that. you are trans mitting a signal out 
over a distance of say 1800 miles and what you ' re going to get back will be a little bit of 
energy that will be reflected off an aircraft; there is not going to be much energy coming 
back. It ie going to be an alli'Ully weak s ignal. Of course it must come back on the same 
path it went out , which implies it must go through the lower portions of the ionosphere 
where you ' ll get all the absorption of a signal that is reflected off the F-layer . High 
power and high beam antennas are necessary and the problem here is that you ' re digging down 
in the noi"" level trying to find the weak signal. 

There is not a great deal of difference between this radar and many otherss it has all 
the basic elements as any radar doss- the transmitter, reve iver, and antenna. There i s one 
difference with this setup - it uses two antennas. Mos t radars work with one antenna. They 
transmit for a very short period, the transmitter turns off and uses the same antenna for 
listening. This radar works in a bistatic mode-it uses two separate antennas. 

There are a couple of unique porblems that are different with this location (Maine) 
from any others we ' ve operated from in the past. For example , there is one down in Maryland 
that has been operating for quite a numbe:r of years . The difference with this one is that 
1t i s in the auroral regions and as is well known, the polar cap regicn is a very difficult 
region to propagate through and work withs Northern Lights , 2 meter (144 MHz) skip off the 
aurora, and so on. The aurora does some strange thing>! to radio signals . What we need to 
do is to look out to the North, and in order to do that, we need to bounce off the ionosphere 
that is near the auroral region s and at times the auroral oval comes far enough South that 
we are bouncing off the auroral region itself. So it is very technically difficult to do 
this . If you are down in the mid latitudes, you know very well what the ionosphere is doing 
in a given instant of time and you can predict from where the signal will come backs but up 
there in this region you can't do that. 

One of the things about this radar the Air Force i s putting up in Maine i s that it is 
experimental . There was originally funding for a prototype system to be put up in Maine , 
but unexpected problems and early cost growth forced a program restructuring, so the system 
has been drawn down just a little bit, and is now classed as an experimental system. The 
scheme is to put it on the air, operate it for about a year, then hold a series of evaluat­
ions to see whether this thing has a worthwhile purpose; the worthwhile purpose being able to 
see the bomber threat or other air launched attack that might be coming against North 
America . We expect the11 to co.., in from the Horth and that's a probiem. So it ' s an 
experilllental radar and if it works well and everything goes well during the year ' s evaluation , 
the powers that be will ma.I<& a decision whether to attempt to build operational radars . If 
they do, I think we can s peculate that the site in Maine is a very logical place to put an 
operational radar. I t would be quite a number of years down the road before that would be 
acco11pllshed, wt if the decision is made to put a producttm .radar on the air, the plan i s 
to put one on the East Coast, and one on the Wes t Coast . That site is there all the s tUff 
is there, we'll crank this thing back up again, play withit some more, conduct more evaluations, 
decide what they have to do different to make a productbn unit, and put a production radar 
up t here . 

The transmitter site is located at Moscow (Maine) Air Force Station , near Bingham, with 
the receiver s ite at Columbia Falls Air Force Station. Now a couple of words about how the 
thing will operate. It ' s not a pulsed radar, such as the ones we here on the HF bands once 
in a whiles t his thing is a continuous sweep radar. It starts at a given frequency and then 
changes frequency in a sweep which i s radiated continuous ly. It puts out this sweeping pulse 
and then in near zero tille it cuts back. to where it started and does it again. So 1t is not 
a pulsed radar and you don ' t hear that ping- ping-ping pulsing stUff. The band width i s 
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var1able, · between 2.5 and 100 kHz, .and the sweep is variable from about 20 Hz to 60 Hz. If 
you were operating at a bandwidth of say 20 kHz, and the rate at which the radar was sweeping 
across that frequency was 60 Hz, then what you would hear if you were li stening to it would 
sound l ike Ar: hllll. The reason for that is it is sweeping across a range of frequency that 
1s broader than the bandpass that you would be listening on, so what you would be getting is 
a pulse as this thing foes across that spectrum each time, 60 times a second. This is the 
same type of thing that you would hear from 60 cycle AC line noise. If the radar were 
operating significantly below a 60 Hz range, you probably wouldn 't hear ft at all , because 
a conmunications receiver doesn't have good l ow frequency response-and th1s thing goes down 
as low as 20 Hz. Unless somebody's got a hi-fi receiver, a frequencyresponse of 20 Hz fs 
not that notfcable. The lower frequency will markedly reduce the 1ntensity of the sound 
that you hear. This radar' s sound is not that pulse sound that you are hearing on the bands 
now, this will sound l ike a very low-pitched hllll. 

The receiver and transmitter are separated on the order of 100 miles, and they are 
connected by landltne corrmunicattons l\nks. All the workers who will evaluate this radar will 
be located at the receiving site at Colllllbia Falls. The people that wtll be at the Moscow 
stte will be operations and maintainance people. There are transponder sites in Newfoundland 
and Greenland. The idea here is when it hears the transmitter the site will reply with a 
short burst at a known offset so the receiver in .the US can clearly ID the point 1s space. 
One of the problems with this radar is where the signal being returned to Earth is controlled 
by what the ionosphere is doing. If the operating frequency is changed from 8 to 11 ltiz, you 
will have a marked difference fn propagation characteristics. So by placing the transponders 
at specific places, and having specific signals returned to you, you know what you're hearing 
and you know how the ionosphere 1s behaving. Ther~ are also atmospheric sounders going in 
support of this thing, one at St. John's Newfoundland, and there 1s one in Goose Bay that ~s 
been there for sane years which is fed directly to the site ·so the engineers know what the 
ionosphere looks like in af\Y given point in time. 

The transmitter has a control unit that feeds data that controls what is put out, plus 
an exciter which drives a beam fonrier which drives 12 transmitters in parallel. Each 
transmitter puts out about 100 kW each. The antenna f s made up of 4 sub-arrays consisting 
of 12 dipoles each cast at an angle. The transmit array ts 2265 feet long which ts dtvtded 
1nto 4 segments which cover the frequency that it will operate in, they didn't build one 
massive antenna. One of the reasons for that is they have to be extremly frequency agile; 
and you won't be limited to just a small portion of the band on which you're wo~king, It will 
be capable of shifting frequency almost instantaneously. All transmitters will be running 
at the same time, and the amount of power coming out of a given amplifier wtll be a function 
of which part of the array ts being fed at any one time. 

The receivers will check to see whether a frequency is open and to see whether it is 
propagating the desired way at ~perating ttme. The computer will then send a transmitter to 
a clear spot. The receiver will 'listen' before it transmits. Use of the frequency will be 
kept to the shortest time possible to compl ete the surveillance mission. If you want to 
look at a g1ven area and identify a batch of aircraft, only experience will tell how long 
you want to look in a given area. As the ionosphere changes you will want to shift frequency 
in order to idealize the situation. The operating bandwidth will be minimized to only that 
which is actually needed. Those of you who are familiar with doppler radar techniques know 
that if you look at the signal as it returns, there are a series of harmonic related 
velocities that don't show up on your radar and fn order to preclude being blind you must 
change sweep rates. Spurs and noise emissions will be monitored at all times. Minimum 
power will not be exceeded and an Afr Force interference COf!lllfttee will be set up to expedite 
fnvestfgatfon of any reports of QRM encountered. They talked about trying to deal with the 
FCC-we all know how well that works - and for this reason they built their own interference 
comnfttee. 

On allocations - in the past OTH radars had been assigned specific frequencies on some 
very narrow bands within which they could work. In order to have the flexibility that is 
required for this kind of radar, you irust have a fairly broad range of frequencies fn which 
to operate. You could go and ask for a whole bunch of spot frequencies, but that is not 
entirely practical, so what ~as done was to get permission through appropiate frequency 
management channels to operate tn segments of bands in the HF spectrum on a non-interference 
basis. 

It is a little different from operating on a given frequency. There are some problems 
w1th operating on a discreet frequency and one fs that it will be very prone to jamming. 
The intended coverage area is about 500-1800 mi l es, you can shift the frequency beam and 
gain to shift the footprint of each beam. The auroral oval will also be a problem (as 
explained before) as at local midnight the ·oval could come down as far as the transmitter 
site. 
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A couple of words on interference; no one would be bold enough to say that it can't 
happen. The sheer power of the transmitter will make a receiver do some ·strange things . 
Probably the more significant source of problems with this thing will be ~on-linear 
rectification in things like fanners' barbed wire fences. It should be limited-the 
contractor will be dealing with the folks in those affected areas and will be making a 
serious pitch to reach those amateurs that are out in the Moscow area and the Northeast. The 
transmitting antenna has a back screen good to about -20 dB; but that is not all that much 
when ta lking a megawatt plus · and attenuating it by that much. It could cause SW~ receivers 
and preselectors to overload as i t is sti ll quite powerful . Should anyone experience QRM 
which may be caused by the experimental radar system feel free to contact the Ai r Force 
representative at Columbia Falls AFS Main~ at the f~llowing phone number {20?) 6~2~01. 
There are several things to keep i n mind if you decide that you want t o see if this is actually 
what you're hearing, nam.ely: 

a) it doesn't sound like the Russian woodpecker
