FRG-7 IMPROVEMENTS TO FRG-7 AUDIO 

by Brian Aase, 1004 Loveland, Mukilteo, WA 98275 

When I first received 11\Y own FRG-7, two audible faults made themselves ilT'lllediately 
obvious: First, the overall sound quality was extremely muffled, thus making even the 
clearest programs yery hard to understand. Second, in spite of the muffled quality, constant 
5000 Hz hetrodynes were nearly always present·within the shortwave bands, which made for very 
irritating listening. Perhaps the muffled sound was Yeasu's vain attempt to suppress the 
heterodyne problem. 

A quick look at the receiver schematic indicated that an audio notch filter ~ught to 
be quite easy to add, So, I constructed the circuit shown in sketco 1 using parts from my 
junk box, and mounted the small assembly inside the chassis. The results were completely 
satisfactory, I haven't heard a 5000 Hz whistle since. Some notes about this circuit are 
probably in order. 

It consists of a simple bridged-tee L-C filter chosen for its ease of tuning. The filter 
is isolated, input and output, by emitter followers. This allows insertion into the 
receiver circuit after the filter has been accurately tuned on the test bench. The only 
unusual parts used are the coil, which 1s variable from about 16 to 42 nif, and the 5 kohm 
trimpot which should be a multi-turn unit for ease of tuning. Any common NPN silicon audio 
transistor such as the BC-109 can be used for the emitter followers. Series 4.7 kohm base 
resistors are used to suppress any tendency of self-osci llation which can sometimes occur 
when an emitter follower is ca lled upon to drive an inductive load. The electrolytic 
capacitors I used were small tantalum units to save space. Tuning is simple: With power to 
the electronics, apply a precise 5000 Hz sinewave signal of about 1 volt P-P amplitude to 
the input. Monitor the output and adjust both the coi l and trimpot fo r mi nimum signal. My 
filter had a notch depth of over 65 dB. Power requirements are about 12 VDC at 3 or 4 milli­
amps, This is easily tapped from the receiver at TP407 and is low enough not to make any 
impact on battery life. Volume control VRl, makes a convenient connection point to insert 
the filte11:>into the audio path. Remove t he coax center conductor from the top (clockwise or 
"hot") end of VRl, and connect this wire to the filter input. Then connect the filter's 
output back to the top pin of VRl. Power and ground connections complete the instal lation. 

Now attentiQn may be turned to solving the "muffle" problem mentioned above. A close 
inspection of the passive R-C network used for the tone control switch will reveal that, 
even in the Nonnal position, the audio response begins to diminish above 1000 Hz. This is 
even worse than the response of an ordinary tel ephone! With the 5000 Hz whistles now 
suppressed by the notch filter, I could now make the ·audio response much flatter without 
incurring undesirable side effects. To do this, si"\)ly .replace C-447 on the IF-AF board 
(orginally a 0.033 uF Mylar capacitor) with a 0.0047 uF capacitor. This flattens the response 
up to about 10,000 Hz, with the exception of the 5000 Hz notch introduced by the filter. You 
will now notice a dramatic improvement of intelligibility on all stations received. Excess 
noise can still be reduced, if desired, by using the other positions of the tone switch. No 
features or functions have been disabled by these modifications. 

The only significant limitation on audio quality which sti ll remains is the inexpen~ive 
speaker, which is a 3" x 5" oval unit. This seems to be a rather uncommon size, and I have 
not found any improved models that can fit right in. For those living in the U.S., McGee 
Radio ( 1901 McGee St., Kansas City, f{)) sells an excellent quality 3" round speaker which 
can be mounted by making a new masonite spacer board. They call this their "mini-stereo" 
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model . At this point the intelligibility of 11\Y receiver is, I think, on a par with almost 
any top-1 ine radio you can name.

AN IMPROVEMENT TO THE FRG-7 S-METER 

One small annoyance with the FRG-7 is the nearly total uselessness of the built-in 
S-meter. Although calibrated to read a certain maximum signal strength at full scale, the 
characteristics of the AGC amplifier circuit which drives the meter are such that a large 
voltage change (and hence, a large meter deflection) takes place very early on, then 
parctically no further change occurs with further signal increases. Therefore, it is quite 
conTnOn to note readings of S9 on residual background noise, while just about every readable 
station produces a uniform indication of about +20 or so , regardless of their relative 
strength. In the case of the FRG-7, an S-9 reading is produced with only 1.9 microvolts of 
RF input signal, even though full scale is set to read 10,000 microvolts. 

In setting out to rectify this problem, my first task was to decide what the meter 
should read for given signal levels. A handy table ·is given on page 192 of the "World OX 
~(1st edition). Whi l e the val ues in the table do not quite alwa,ys adhere to th~ rule 
of 6 d8 change per S- unit , they are still a useful and convenient standard . Now, designing 
a linearizing circuit based on these values poses no great problems by itself, the situation 
is complicated by one further inconvenience: The calibration markings of the FRG- 7's meter 
in the region above S-9 are themselves very non- linear. This then dictates that two separate 
correct ion factors be designed into the same circuit. I soon realized that for the sake of 
simpl icity, some compromises would have to be made. 

The sketch on the next page shows a simple and compact correction circuit which enables 
the meter to provide useful and logical indications to the operator. Its absolute accuracy 
is not yet optimum, and it does drift a bit with temperature (though not much) . But it is a 
great improvement over the original situation, and can be built for a very minima l cost. 

Common parts are used, with the IC being an LM324 quad-section op amp. (One caution: 
Do not try to use a 741 style op amp, as only the 324 can allow both its input and output to 
swing completely to ground . ) Diodes are general-purpose small-s i gnal silicon types, such as 
1N914, 1N4148, or 1N4447. Resistors are si tolerance. The 0.1 uF capacitor must be mounted 
very close to the IC to prevent oscillation. 

1'\Y unit was built on a small printed circuit board and mounted inside the receiver 
chassis. 12 volt DC power can be tapped from any convenient spot such as TP407 . Take tne 
wire which used to connect to the S-meter, and connect it instead to the correction circuit 
input. Tnen wire the output of the circuit up to the meter. A ground connection must also 
be provided to the circuit. Calibration must be performed using an RF generator whose output 
is accurately metered. An accurate digital vo l tmeter is also needed. Preset VR-401 on the 
IF-AF board to maximum resistance, and set the two trim pots on the correction circuit to 
about midpoint. Now set the signal generator to 7.5 l+!z, and set its output amplitude to 
exactly 50 microvolts. Carefully tune in the signal, and set the SK trimpot for exactly 
0.226 volts DC at the incicated test point. NClool set the lK trimpot for a reading of S-9 on 
the meter. This C0111>letes cal ibration. 

If the needed equipment is not avai lab le, useful perfonnance might sti l l be achieved 
by the fol l CMing method: Replace the two trif11lots in the correction circuit with 620 ohm 
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resistors. Now tune in an "average" strength signal, and 
set VR410 (on the IF- AF board) for about an S-9 reading 
on the meter • 

I've tabulated the performance of this circuit in 11\Y 
own receiver. As you can see, the accuracy is not per fect, 
but it is stil l far better than t he orig inal , and was 
done for only a couple of dollars cost.

ANTENNA MOUNTING

As a new member of NASWA, I'd like to share with 
the other members one of 11\Y nifty "home-grown" ideas 
for better, easier, and cheaper SWLing. Here in 
the hi l ls of West Vi rginia, the wind has a tendency 
to kick up from time to time and stretch your long­
wire antenna like a piece of over- cooked spaghetti. 
One day in a junk yard , while scrounging in the dirt 
for Ill)' third long wire in as many months, an ol d­
timer related this bit of simplicity to me. Instead 
of fixing both ends of the long-wire to an anchor, 
he showed iiii!liow a junk-yard pull ey could sol ve a 
number of l11Y antenna probl ems . At one end of the 
wire use an egg insulator to separate the wire from 
a piece of good nylon rope about four feet long. 
Assuming that the antenna is strung horizontal ly , feed 
the nylon rope through a pul ley attached to a wall 
(I use 11\Y garage) and t ie the rope to the handl e of 

________________ ._...Jan old plastic leach jug t hat has about 2" of dirt 
or sand in the bottom. The result is that the 

weighted jug keeps the l i ne t aut and the antenna hi gh and clear. When the wind blows , the 
l i ne gives enough to keep everything i ntact . Also, any s tretching of t he l ine due to its 
own w ight is remedied. Here is a sketch of a typical set-up.

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DX-302 CHANGES INCORPORATED IN THE DX- 302 

by Harold Sellers, ANARC DX Equipment Information Corrm. 

The following changes have been incorporated into the new Radio Shack OX-302 receiver 
when compared to the DX- 300. 

1. The stock ceramic filter in the third IF stage is improved and another is added 
as well for improved SSB reception. The OX-300 was 5.5 kHz at -6 ell; the 302 is 3.S/6 kHz 
at -6/-60 dB and 2.5/4 kHz at -6/-60 dB. 

2. The audio BW selection on the input to the AF amp has been removed. 

3. An AGC amp (Q202) is added in t he front end. High level inputs cause Q202 to reduce 
the FET' s gain (Q201). Q202 works in conjunction with the RF-gain control, 1.e. if the RF 
gain is i;-educed, a higher signal level wil l be needed before Q202 will react. 

4. Q208 Gain Control control s the ga in of the 1st IF amp when on l ongwave (bands 1 and 
2). The OX-300 and OX- 302 both use a Gain control st age on the first mi xer for LW and 11'1 in 
addition to Q208. 

5. Extra att enuation is added onto the High impedance input . Thu.s the Attenuation 
switch selects equal attenuation of 0, 20, or 40 ell for both the Ill and Lo Z antenna inputs. 

6. A BFO Pitch control replaces the Fune Tune. Thus the BFO frequency is varied instead 
of the 3rd L.O. frequency. 

7. When in the "Standby" condition, the AF amp circuit is killed by grounding the 
input. In the DX-300 it was left floating. 

8. Phone ~ack output is reduced from 100 mV to 70 mV in the specs; no change to the 
Tape Output. Circuitry has been rearranged, with the DX- 302 using Q313 as a Preamp for all 
audio outputs. In the DX- 300, Q313 and 314 were Buffer amps for the Tape out and only IC301 
was for the speaker and phones outputs. 

9. Connections supplying the S-meter have been changed, but I don't know how res ponse 
is affected.

CKZU CBU/CKZU CBC RADIO BRITISH COLUl'll!A

One of two Canadian Broadcasting Corporation s hortwave stations is CKZU, which transmits 
from Vancouver. CKZU carries the same prograrrming at its mediurrwave sister station, CBU. 
CBU (then known as CNRV) began broadcasting on the first of October, 1925, on 690 kHz. Since 
then power has been increased three times, to 5 kW in lg37, to 10 kW In 1952 (when call 
letters were changed from CNRV to CBU), and to the present 50 kW in 1969. 

The shortwave outlet CKZU began transmissions on October 27, 1941, with 500 watts output . 
The shortwave service is intended for the i solated corrmunities and shipping along the coast 
of British Colunt>ia. The signal has been heard far beyond its intended area; the station 
has veri fied reports from Norwa,y, Sweden, Australia, New Zealand, and many parts of the 
United States. 

CBU/CKZU is a part of the nati onal neblork and most progranming is received from the 
"headquarters of the English Services Division in Toronto. CBU/CKZU devotes roughly 35 hours 
per week on local progra11111i ng as wel) as recording material for broadcast over the national 
network. 

The CBC Regional Broadcast Centre is located at 700 Hamilton Street in vancouver. The 
Centre houses studios for CBC Radio, TV, and film services. Those who have verified this 
station probably have a QSL card showing an architect's sketch of the Centre. 

Another CBC station located in British Colunt>ia is CFPR, which went on the air from 
Prince Rupert, B.C. on January 1, 1942. Originally 250 watts, CFPR wa s upgraded to 10 kW 
in 1965. 120 other low power repeaters relay prograrrming from CBU/CKZU or CFPR to listeners 
in remote areas of the province. 
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lf you have not heard CBWCKZU. then 6160 kHz is the frequency to check. Try around 
0830-0910* GMT. or earlier ff you are on the West Coast. The station's address is:

Gradually programs in Dzonghka, the native language, were added and broadcast ti me 
was increased. More equipment was obtained and the staff became more experienced. N<1fl 
Radio N.Y .A.B. broadcasts for a tot al of nine hours per week with programs i n Dzongkha, 
NepaliSchacop and English. Th~ have a modern studio to broadcast from. 

Their present schedul e is: Sunday : 41 metres 7040 MHz 12:00 to 15:00 BST. 
Wednesday a nd Friday: 61 Metre band 4690 H-!z 17:00 to 20:00 BST. The English session 

is the last 30 m1 nuites of each broadcast. 

The programs consist of news bulletins, both international and local, educational features 
on agr iculture, anima l husbandry, basic health and hygiene , religious progranrning and 
l isteners choi ce of music.

Weather? MORE ON WEATHER AND DXING

I just want to offer some support for David Gallagher ' s observations on weather and 
DXing in Apri l FRENDX. It just so happens I have been plagued for some time with the 
question of how weather and DXing might be related. In fact, the importance of weather has 
seemed more important to me recently when I began to notice definite trends in the local 
weather and lllY ability to pllll in distant stations. 

While I was not abl e to refine the weather in the way Mr. Ga llagher did, such as: "Cloudy 
weather caused by an advancing cold front • • . " and I did not separate day and night, I did 
observe the exact same things in general. for example , I found DX to be best on cloudy or 
foggy dCl)'s. DXin~ on clear days , except for a few exceptions, was not always best. DXing was 
worst during rain. When it is not ra ining, but a thunderstrom is approaching, DXing is bad 
simply because of high stat ic levels. 

I made t hese observations through the sunrner and fa ll, and because of them I wrote to 
the BBC World Radio Club, noted lllY findings, and asked the question: "What affect does 
weather have on DXing?" In reply, on a World Radio Club program, BBC staff said my question 
was a difficult one to answer since there were theories , but no hard facts about the exact 
relat ionshi p. 

·s ince then, lllY observations are still holding for the most part . I do feel, then, that 
weather does have an affect on DXing, although I admit it is certain ly not a prime detenninant. 
When thinking of how weather was affecting lllY ability to catch distant stati ons, I a]so 
wondered about lllY actual location. I live near water. There have been many foggy days . Also, 
when stonns are in the area, they seem more intense around where I l ive. Perhaps this 
accounts for something . 

In any case, I wonder if the area of weather is being investigated· in any detailed 
way. It would certainly be interesting to get more hard facts on its effects. 

(Editor's Note: Some studies are underway to study the relationship between weather 
and the influx of charged particles from t he so lar wind. These charged particles affect the 
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earth's electrical fiel d that in turn may affect the location and severity of thunderstonns. 
Changes in the electrical field may al so affect ionospheric refract ion. There is a lot l eft 
to understand about these relationships. We would welcome ar\Y addi tional systematic observat- . 
ions made by DXers.)

As Host SX-190 owners probably know, 
the pre- selector can be mistuned to receive certain 
out of band frequencies. Ed Shaw, I believe, had 
an article on this some years ago. As he said "these 

I've found aw~ to receive further coverage involving pre-selector tuning and this 
is very useful. Coverage on the 11.5 lflz range can be either fundamental 11.5, 17 lflz 
will be the next "backwards reading" one, and then 26 lflz! And the 26 lflz range reades 
nonnal ly l eft to' r ight. The 100 kHz crystal ma rker points wi ll however be approximately 
20 kHz behind the calibrated main spread dial. 

To receive t he 26 lflz band, first set the band sel ector to 11 .5, then tune the pre­
selector to between 27 and 25 and peak the background no ise. Next put on the crysta l 
calibrator and tune approximately in the vicinity of 180-200 on the main dial and list en 
for the crystal signal. When located, peak the preselector and adjust the di al skirt to 
0. You will now be tuned to 26000 kHz . ~ti mes tune up 20 kHz and you wil l find HCJB's 
100 watter. As I said before, the main tune dial will be a bit behind actual markings, 
but the whole band is qui te accurately tuned if you ca librate via crystal and use the dial 
skirt scale. Remember that, unli ke the second "trick" setting that reads backwards , this 
third one reads nonnally left to right . So If you want 11 metre coverage, don't waste 
money on a crystal . The SX-190 will get most of it down to nearly 25800. Tests with the 
crystal marker shows it to read fairly l inear much the same as normal band reception.

j Rufus Jordan of Pittsburgh, PA sends a newspaper article stating that the U. S. FCC 
has approved AM stereo. There were several simi l ar systems competing for approval and the 
FCC selected the system proposed by Magnavox corp. It is not known how long it will be before 
the system is on the air. The greatest market is expected to be i n automobile audio systems. 
The natural audio f requency limitations of AM radio will still apply and the quality of 
sound reproduction .,,.111 be less than on FM, but it will be an improvement over mono-AM. 
The range of stereo reception is expected to be 50-60 miles . AM-stereo presumably makes 
use of the fact that the AM signal conta in two syrnetrical audio side bands, these presumably 
will be modulated separately (not described in the artic le). The new system is compatable 
with present mono receivers. 

In another unrelated FCC action , it has been proposed to open up additional night-time 
channels in the AM broadcast band by el iminating the protection of Clear-channel stations. 
The clear channel s tat ions would be protected i n a radius of about 750 miles, beyond that 
other stations would be allowed to operate on the frequency . Goodbye WOAI, WSM, WLS , etc .

The narrow tone position really ass ists when hearing 
some of the low voiced Indonesians and, of course, I am alw~~shreaclY to activate the 
cassette tape recorder. This has enabl ed 'many IDs that wou ave vanished into the 
ionosphere.

It 
appeared in a booklet sent out by NBK entitled "HOW TO LISTEN TO RADIO JAPAN" 
and is probably the best information available on the SINPO code. 

HOW TO WRITE A RECEPTION 
REPORT 

Various kinds of code are used for writing reception reports. The most 
widely used code today is the SINPO code, which stands for the initials of 
Signal Strength, Interference, Noise, Propagation Disturbance and overall 
Rating. Each item is classified into five scales . Best i s given as 5, and 
worst as 1. Por example, 5 in Item "S" means the signals received are fairly 
powerful . 1 in Item "S" means signals are barely audible. Likewise, 5 in Item 
"I" means no interference, and 1 extr eme interference. Al.l these are shown in 
the table below.

In entering a reception report using the SINPO Code, you are asked to 

begin with Item "O", which indicates how clearly the broadcast you are 
listening to is audible. Each of the five scal es in this i tem can be given as 
follows: 

5. Excellent. Comparable to the reception of local broadcasts. 
4. Good. Speech intelligible, perfectly .and easily. 
3. Pair. With some effort speech is intelligible. 
2. Poor. With considerable effort speech is intelligible. 
1. Unusable. Barely audible. 
x. Entirely inaudible. 

Here are some examples of entry : 
If you thinlc- reception conditions were perfect , then you write in 5 out-

right in each of the S, I, N, and P columns as in the "0" column: 
SINPO 
55555 
If you think they were good, you write 4 in the "O" column, and think over 

the reason why you could not give the best marks . Although you have no measure , 
you may think the signal is strong enough and there is no static or fading, 
but you cannot give full marks as there is a slight interference from another 
station between speech. In that case the f orm should be fill ed in thusly: 

SINPO 
54554 . 
If you thing the reception was not good and considerable effort was re­

quired to understand speech, the overall rating will be 2. Thea let us invest­
igate the reason why you have given a 2. The signal does not seem to be so 
strong and the interference is heavy; in addition there is some fading which 
introduces some noise. If this is the case, you should complete it thus:
