THE SHORTWAVE CENTER I NTERVIEW1 Clayton Howard 

(Editor 's note s Clayton Howard is a well known fiiniz-e in the broadcast ing 
industry. Over the years he has received many awards and much accla.~ation 
for hie work as one of the key figures a t Radio Station HCJB. With this 
in mind l!Our SWC editor went to him in search of some answers . Clayton is 
the kind of individual who would literally give you the\Bhirt from his back. 
Over the years he has helped many clubs and individuals, both pers onal ly 
and over the airwaves with his very popul ar and successful DX Party Line 
program. four editor can thank Clayton Howard for hie verie from Radio 
Tarqui, a black Ecuadorian. Clayton personally took my umpteenth report 
to the station and retrieved a verie fo r me , and other dxers as well. 
That is the kind of individual we are dealing with here. He is religious , 
and he is adamant about his religious work. With the preceding in mind we 
went to him with some questions. What follows is both interersting and 
informative. Just to l e t you know what kind of individual we have here, 
Cl ayton ' s initial response to my inquiry about an interview was that he 
was truly honored to be the f irst person that I interv1ewsd for swc . jj 

~· Exactl y how l ong have you been at HCJB? What did you do when you 
first started? 
~· I began my work with HCJB back in May, 1941 . I will complete 40 
years with HCJB next May. I was just out of college and one year of 
graduate study at the Universitydllif Ch.i.cago. At that time I did a little 
bit of anything and everything to do with the technical side of HCJB. 
This included transmitters , studios , antennas, power, and even a bit of 
programming. Clarence Moore and I were the two engineers in those early 
days. He designed the first quad antenna, but !actually built the first 
one used by HCJB. 
~· I s your fervor as strong today as it was 40 years ago when you 
s tarted? 
~· My incentive to work with HCJB i s probably stro~~er now than it 
Yiii!Wfien I first a~ed, evan though I have been shifted from engineering 
to programming during the past few years . Actually, my incentive is not 
to work at my profession, but to serve my Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ , 
in any way He sees fit. This desire becomes greater the longer one 
follows and serves the Lord • 
.§!£• Your strong statement of religious faith brings us to a good 
question. Many people have criticized HCJB for their lack of coverage of 
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Ecuador in general, and its culture and history specifically, in your 
prog1m111s. What do you have to say about this? 
Howard1 As most listeners know, HCJll is a missionary station which was 
founded nearly 50 years ago for the express ~pose of broadcasting the 
good news of salvation through Jesus Christ. For this reason it is 
obvious that many of our programs are religious in nature. However, at the 
same time, we try to present a well balanced schedule which includes many 
types of programs to interest and help our listeners. We include a great 
deal of news concerning happenings in Ecuador and items of Ecuadorian 
life and culture. We try to give our programming as much local color as we 
can. As one example, Musica del Ecuador, has recently been increased to 
several extra releases each week. 
~ That may be so, but carrying our argument a 
used the example of DX Party Line to portray your 
on religious statements in all programming.

~ DX Party Line is one of the programs we include in the HCJB 
schedule to be a service to shrtwave listeners, and especially to attract 
newcomers to the fascinating hobby of DXing. Wilen one becomes a Christian 
and accepts Christ into his life, this becomes an intergral part of his 
entire life. Your do not become a Christian by spending an hour a week 
in a church. Christ becomes a part of everything you do, 24 hours a day, 
7 days ·a week. Ther'efore, I do not feel tha:i Christ can be left our of 
our hobbies. Two or threee minutes in a half-hour program is certainly 
not too much to devote to spiritual matters which, afterall, are the most 
important things in our l ife. 
~· You are in charge of the ANDEX club, a very popular aspect of the 
HCJll picture. Can you give us some information o~ it? We have always 
enjoyed the features on the local stations in Ecuador that you personally 
visit, 
Howard1 Our ANDEX club has grown rapidly. We havenow enrolled more than 
~700 members. Members come and go and our active membership runs around 
1000 most of the time. The write-ups on local Ecuadorian stations have 
proved very popular. We hape to do more of these as we are able to 
visit the remaining stations. However, those still not visited are the 
most difficult to ~et to. 
SWC 1 In my opinion your station has been one of the leaders in power 
Tii'Creases in the last number of years. Didn't your experiment with 
the 26020 frequency prove anything to you? Surely it must haTs shown 
you that vast amounts of power are not needed to get your message across? 
At 100 watts it was well heard. Can you elaborate on this for us? 
~· I'm not sure that I can agi'ee that HCJB has been a leader in 
power increases during the past vaars, We jave been operating three 100 
kW transmitters for a number of years while many stations have been 
using 250-500 kW equipment. We are just now getting our first 500-kw 
transmitter. Our tests with 100 watts on 26020 kHZ have proved only one 
thing1 during the sunspot maximum it is possible to put out a r eadable 
signal on the 11 meter band with low ppwer. Amateur opeatars have known 
this for years. Howver, remember that on 11 meters there is practically 
no competition or QRM. One- hundred watts on one of the crowded lower­
frequency bands, full of highwppwer transmitters, would be useless. 
In a few years, as the sunspot act ivity decreases, the 11 meter band will 
be of little use with any amount of power. 
~· O,K. Perhaps I overstated my case. However, I still feel that 
~ kW is not necessary to get one's program across. Let us drop it and 
look at another aapect of the hobby. In the last number of years many 
major international broadcasters have gone over to the policy of QSLing 
only one time a year, or not QSLing at all. However, HCJB continues to 
offer attractive and unique QSL cards for its listeners. In fact, over 
the years your station has had some of the most interesting QSLs • What 
do you think about lhis new policy? 
Howard1 We regret the trend towards a cut back in the QSL policy of so 
many stations recently. lowever, we can understand the -reason for it as so 
many stations are facing real financial problems. This is one plaae they 
can cut back. We feel they will lose listener interest and response in 
the long run. At HCJB we. feel our personal contact with our listeners 
is of vital importance and this can be increased through a generous 
QSL policy, 
~· Is there anything new at HCJll that you can tell us about? 
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Jio~d1 I can't report anything really new at this time. Our 500 kW 
trii\iiiiiitter should be in the testing stage soon after this appears in 
Frend.it. Surther work will be done on our steerable antenna to help beam 
the programs ft'lllll the large transmitter to many areas of the world . 
The largest proJect ever undertaken by HCJB is the new hydroelectric 
plant that is being installed to provide sufficient power for the large 
transmitter. It will be a while before these present projects are 
completed. Then it -ill be time to consider the next steps and projects. 
~ Are you still d.xing? 
~· I have an PRG- 7 r eceiver which I use quite a bit and am very 
preilSed with. I have also just pruchased a new Sony ICF2001. It is really 
too soon to give my reactions to this portable receiver but I plan to use 
this on trips and vacations. I would like to do a lot more DXing but my 
work doea not allow a great deal of free time for this purpose. 
~· We would like to thank you fo r submitting to this interview and 
"iiirng s o frank with us , Also, on behalf of NASWA, we would like to 
~hank you for all the good publicity you have given us over the years. 
In elosing, is there anything you want to say about anything? 
~· I would like to thank the members of NASWA for the support they 
l'iiiVe"given to HCJB and the DX Party Line during recent years. Cooperation 
between the clubs and stations can do a lot to promote shortwave listen• 
ing and DXing. The DX Party Line will celecrate its 20th anniversary next 
spring. Much of its success has come from the cooperation of clubs 
such as NASWA. Lets hope the next twenty years will be even better for the 
hobby.

ACTIVE PILTBRS1 HOW TliEY WORK 
BY1 Bob Brown 

Since my article on the Mizuho AP-MI Audio Processor appeared 
in June FRENDX I have received correspondence inquiring about the 
function and actual workings of active audio filters. So I felt 
that a non-technical article on the subject was needed. I will at­
tempt to explain the filter's function very basically, and in my 
own words. Variable active filters require t uning and adjusting 
during use which is much easier if the principle of operation is 
understood. 

To start with, all radio signal s - both the received s ignal 
and the final audio signal to the speaker - have a certain width. 
Not all of this width of signal is needed for an intelligible audio 
voice reception. Music is distorted much more than voice by the 
use of a filter due to the wider range of sound frequencies produced. 

A received signal includes the original transmission a nd a 
number of interference signals such as atmospheric noise, man made 
noise , and other broadcasts. Since the full width of signal is not 
required for short wave radio l istening , if we could eliminate part 
of the signal we could eliminate part of the interference, which is 
what the ~r accomplishes. 

We could liken the filter (bandpass) to an open door which is 
narrower than the signal trying to get t hrough . This door can be 
made narrower and wider by the width control , and it can b e made to 
move back and forth across the signal by the frequency control. By 
adjusting both of the controls we can allow to pass only that part 
of the signal most free of interference and that has the most 
pleasing sound. Of cour se, if adjusted too narrow or on the extre.me 
hi9h or low edges of the signal, the sound will be severely distorted. 
But by adjusting the '=WO controls i n combination we can enhance the 
signal by eliminating excessive low or high frequencies produced by 
the broadcaster's modulation techniques or by wave propagation. 
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The notch, or null. function of a filter is just the opposite 
of the bandpass function in that it acts like a gate or block to. 
stop a portion of the signal getting through to the speaker. This 

function can wholly or partially eliminate a heterodyne from another 
signal. A heterodyne is a squeal or whistle caused by another 
broadcast signal mixing with the received signal . This notch can 
also be adjusted across the signal. and can be narrowed and widened 
by use of the two controls. 

Active filters are also designed with set frequency widths 
which cannot be adjusted, but filters of different widths can be 
switched into and out of the circuit. These work very well but 
are more expensive and require more circuitry and switching. 
Notch filters must be adjustable to be effective. 

When used at the output of a receiver , it is possible that 
additional a111plification will be needed after the filter due to 
possible loss of gain through the filter, and due to the fact that 
the volume must be low going into the filter, as high vol..ume l evels 
cause the filter to distort the sound. 

Receivers can also be modified to incorporate the filter be­
tween the detector and lst audio st.,ges,which works very well, but 
interval changes and the addition of a switch must be performed by 
a qualified technician. 

If a filter uses batteries, they must be kept at full charge 
as a small drop in supply voltage will cause poor performance from 
the filter. Good batteries and f requent changes are necessary.

TRISTAN BY ANY OTHER NAME ••• 

A FEW PACT§ ON TRISTAN PA CUNH.\ -- By John Tuchscherer 

What we know as Tristan da Cunha is actually three islands with­
in a radius of 25 miles. The satellite islands are called Night­
ingale and Inaccessible! Although the islands were discovered by 
a Portuguese expedition in 1506, they were first settled under the 
leadership of an American, Jonathan Lambert of Salem, Mass •• in 1810. 

In July 1811, Lambert placed an ad in the Boston Gazette 
announcing that he was creating on Tristan "a home where I can enjoy 
life without the embarrassments which have hitherto constantl y 
attended me---and remain, if possible, far removed beyond the reach 
o:f chicanery and ordinary misfortune". He invited ships to stop there 
for supplies at a •reasonable price". It was a remarkable ad, for 
in it Lambert boldly proclaimed himself the sole proprietor of the 
whole island group, which he had renamed the Islands of Refreshment and 
which he declared was thereafter to be regarded as a sovereign state , 
with a flag of its own. 

His enjoyment of the island as a haven from misfortune was short 
lived. In May 1812, he was drowned in an offshore fishing expedition. 

Subsequently, the island was renamed after admiral Tristao da 
Cunha, commander of the expedition which first discovered it. 

AND NOW A PB! ON TllB STATION! -- By John Moritz Jr. 

?our trustworthy and ever curious editor sent off a l etter to 
Mr. A. J . Calder, the Director of Broadcasting at Tristan da Cunha, 
and here is what Mr. Calder had to say in response to some of our 
questions1 

•Tristan Radio was first heard on the air during the year of 1968 
and was originally introduced to entertain the islanders and to keep 
in touch with the local happenings. Since that time Tristan Rfdio has 
pro/itr'essed along very slowly and on a very small budget, but over the 
years we have managed to build up quite a sizeable library of records. 
During this time the station has seen two different homes before 
finally finding a permanent site in January 1977. 

"Our equipment, at present, is undergoing a complete renewal and 
we hope to have two fully automatic turntables. one cassetter recorder, 
one mixer and a new short wave r eceiver arriving on the island 
in the immediate future. (Editor's note1 since this letter was 
written sqme time ago, it must be assumed the new equipment is in 
place.) ~ additeon to the~e items we also hae two tape recorders 
and an array of microphones. The output from the mixer is fed into 
a small 40 watt transmitter which is either a quarter wave vertical 
aerial or a 'T' aerial. Our transmitting frequency is 3290 kHz and 
we broadcast three nights weekly, namely Sunday, •Tednesday and 
Friday, between 1900 and 2200 GMT. 

"We try to Tary our programmes as much as possible and in 
general terms we allocate 30 minutes to chilren, 30 minutes to drama, 
15 minutes to world and local news, 30 minutes to comedy and the re­
maining time between popular and light music. Most o:f our material 
is purchased :from the BBC transcription service whilst a small amount 
is obtained from the South African Broadcasting Corporation. Apart 
from myself there is only one other person who is permanently 
attachdd to the radio s tation and that is our resident Disc Jockey. 

•with a population count of only 320 and everyone ' living within 
one mile of the transmitter, the need to increase our output is 
virtually non-existant and, at present, we have no plans in this 
line. Similarly with our transmitting frequency, although I would 
like to transmit on the medium wave band, we have not applied to do 
so and again have no immediate plans for doing so."

MUST WRTH COST SO .MUCH? 

I was dismayed to see in the ANARC convention report that an 
editor of the Worid Radio and Television Handbook said the book would 
coat t16,95 for the 1981 edition although it will be printed in the 
United States, presumably to reduce distribution and/or printing 
expenses. 

Yes, we have inflation. Yes, coats have skyrocketed. Last year 
the handbook sold for $13,95, so this is a $J jump or 17.7~. 

Maybe you don't think that's excessive. But let's look around 
at s ome other books. In the August 31 Book Section of the New York 
Sunday Times there are 15 non-fiction and 15 fiction selections on 
the Beet Seller list. None coats as much as $16.95, Then, too, they 
are all hard cover books and some would .make fine permanent additions 
to your library. 

By contrast---
WRTH is paperback. I do not have the figures handy but I am 

sure that a hardcover adds at least one third to the cost of a book. 
Except for some of the most intense SW aficionados, WRTH is not 

a permanent addition .to your library, For moat of us its value is 
over by the end of the year of publication. It is ephemeral. In fact, 
I can guarantee you that before WRTH is in the mails some of its 
data will have been outdated by items in Glenn Hauser's Listener's 
Notebook. 

Why does WRTH coat so much? I don't pretend to know its editorial 
workings but its format is similar to an annual yearbook or almanac 
where the data in many cases may be retained or just corrected. 
Then, too, most stations of the world want to be included in the 
handbook and getting data shouldn't be that expensive. It i s true 
WRTH does have oorreepndente, paid I presume. 

It is also true that WRTH does have paid articles, ranging all 
the way from very worthwhile to propaganda for the bigger stations 
and propagation predictiDne that offer little real insight for the 
DXer. 

Many of the articles I would hate to lose but I would cheer­
f'Ully dispense with them if I could get WRTH for $10. When I came 
into the hobby in 1968 WRTH sold for around $4.95, maybe lees, I'm 
not sure, and the articles were published in an excellent annual 
called •How to Listen to the World.• This was given up and a few 
of the articles were then incorporated in WRTH to justify its 
escalating coats. 

As for myself I would like to see a return to the old system. 
I would like to be offered a stripped down lfRTH at a much lower 
price, perhaps even leaving out or offering in a smaller booklet 
the '!'I listings, 

I'm already in the senior citizen's bracket and it distresses 
me to see our hobby, once accessible to every teenager, pricing 
itself out of the younger generation. A handbook that costs $16.95 
is bad news all around •

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A SWIJSR LOOKS AT THE 2001 RECEIVER 

A lot uf cha.nses took place in my household a couple of months ago: 
H,y RF-2800 t>ecaine a gilt to my girlfriend. My ICF-5900;/ was donated to my father. 
And :space was cleared to make way for what is to me the radio of my dreams: The 
Sony ICF- 2001. 

I'm no DX 1 er in the true sense of the term, but I am a professional short wave 
listener, tuning in to hear what tho other guys are saying •• • Radio Moscow, Kol Israel, 
BBC, and the like. The routine i:s fairly simple , as I r ise i n the morning to Radio 
Australia ' s Australia Toilii:llt, catch the latest from Radio South Africa in tne evening, 
and without !ail tUrilng Sc•s Sunday Morning. Those aren't exactly tough short 
wave catche:s. But then, nothing on short-wav.;-r,. FM Stereo, and a good radio must. 
lll8ll3ure up to the task. The ICF- 2001 does. 

If, though, I were to pick the sinele best feature of the 2001, I woul d skip 
over the memory pre-set, auto scan, the small size , the auto shut-off sleep feature, 
or even the direct-entry aigital tuning.

Greetings all! Well, it's red !ace t ime. I'm going to open up the 
Odds and Ends Department for corrections, additions and so on from members 
who have commented on the s tuf f I've printed in th e last year. Onward •• , 

Stu Klein of Gainesville, Florida writes to correct a mistake I made on 
a recent article I wrote rega r ding wavelength, 300 million divided by 
frequency in cytfes yields wavelength in meters (not khz, which I wrote) . 
Be also had men oned that he usee a 120 meter slinky-type dipole, which 
I had inadvertently left out of his contribution. No slight intended, stu! 

Also, both he and DXer Doug HcClure(where•ve you been these days , Doug?) 
sent me similar into regarding the whold number following the fractional 
sizes on the verticlil antenna I wrote about recently. The second number 
represents the number of t hreads per i nch; therefore, a t-20 size bolt 
would be one which bad a diameter of t inch, and 20 threads per inch. 

Finally, both Stu and I would like to remind everyone that vertical 
antennas are natural lightning rods- so use a good lightning arrestor, 
particularly i f you are in an a rea that tends to have thunderstonas often. 
I would like to point out, however, that in a thunderstorm a l ightning 
arrestor is no guarantee of safety- so disconnect that antenna and ground 
both it and the receiver t o bo absolutly safe! 

Al Brinkely of North Carolina is up at bat next. He sends along a neat 
little modification to the Ultima antenna tuner circuit which I duplicated 
(thanbrto Jerry Lineback) for my article in SWC recently. Towit:

II- Iapedance and you-

It is a common thing these days tha t we see an antenna that is suppos­
ed to be tea-,ntb "75 ohm coax"; or for a receiver antenna terminal to be 
rated "Lo-z". What does this gobbledy-gook mean to us, anyway?? 

As most are probably aware, when a radio wave strikes an antenna (any 
antenna), both a voltage and current (miniscule in our case) is set up 

-around and within the aerial. This voltage and errant have a relation­
ship that is most popularly described in Ohm's Law, which is R (resis tance) = E (volts) I I (current). 

There's a hitch for us, though- we can ' t directly measure the current 
and voltage flowing in a n antenna without lab-type gear for the reason 
mentioned above. So we must compromise and es:t that impedance is the ratio 
of current and voltage in an antenna- as long as we understand this, ---
In its broadest sense, we will be OK. .Jn,~
