OVERSE·AS MEMBERS PLEASE NOTE The united states • ostal service 
has announced an increase in internati onal postage r ates which are effect ive 
as of January 1, 1981. To most areas of the world , the i ncrease is a hi ke of 
over 25% for printed matter by airmail . As a result of t h is a nnouncement , we 
must inform our overseas NASWA members o f cer tain i ncreases in membership 
fees which will be effective immediately. 
As noted on this months FRENDX cover, membersh ip , with FRENDX by airmai l for 
those in Central America , the Caribbean , South America , and European areas 
have been increased to $25. 00 U.S . per year , wh ich is an i ncrease of $ J. OO 
per year. For all other areas of the wor l d outside of North America , the fee 
with FRENDX by airmail will be $28 . 00 per year , an increase of $4 .00 per 
year . Membership , with FRENDX by surface mail to all areas of t he world out­
side of North America will be $ 16. 00 per year , an i ncrease of $2 .00 per year . 
The optiona l "Update" will be $6 . oo per yea r , and available by airmail only. 
All current memberships will be completed accord ing to the rates in effect at 
t he time they were accepted, and all renewals at the old r ates that are in 
the mail on or before January 15 . 1981 will be honored according t o the old 
rates . Any mailed after that date will have t o be according to the new r ates .

THE SWC INTERVIEW 1 r.lenn Hauser 
r.1 enn Hauser is a man who evokes strong feelings f rom people. You either 

like the guy, or you don't. One thing that all people agree on however, is 
that the guy has an amazing t alent for gathering , editing and publishing 
material. Indeed, even GH's detractors will admit as much. He is well-known 
throughout the world of broadcasting for his efforts a t LN, Radio Canada ' s 
d.lc program, and his own Review of International Broadcasting, a publication 
that had its founding as a result of a controversy Glenn had a number of years 
back with some of NASWA ' s then hierarchy. With all of the above in mind we 
went to h im in s earch of an int erview . Personal observations r GH was one of 
the first people I had in mind to interview when I took over SWC. Some 
oroblems oresented themselves . We had not communicated with one another since 
about three years ago , when we were both embroiled in a controversy of sorts 
with various people in Frendx, a lthough for d ifferent reasons. Also , GH and 
I had had our disagreements over the years . I orig inally sat down and typed 
up a l i st of questions just aft er t aking over SWC. I eventually threw them 
away, feeling they were much too personal and ar gumentitive. I came up with 
a new list , somewhat l ess harsh than the old one and mail ed them to GH. Some 
time passed and no response was forthcoming. Finall y , I cal l ed him. It was 
typica l of Gl enn that he indi cated to me that it was in the "to-do" basket l 
It took some prodding over the phone , but he finally consented and we got 
things underway. What emerges is a very human pict ure of the man. I was 
most impressed in r.is openess , frankness , and his total ho nesty in answeri~g 
my questions, even the personal ones . His answers were lively , opinionated. 
and to the ooint . tl.ost of a ll, however . we think t hat you will see the real 
GH in this int erview1 an individual that few of us really know. All in all, 
a very interesting and t a l ented man. We started the interview off with 
the obvious • 

c;wc1 l'ow long have you been at this crazy hobby of ours ? 
nH 1 Since 1954, when I was nine years ol d , and discovered the family Philco 
had more than one band on it ; however , it was not until 1957 that I got an S-
38E and really started chasing the DX , and QSLing--the first one I got was 
from CPRX , with t he Toronto skyline . 
SWC1 One might make the observat~on that somewhere a l ong the way , a number 
of years back , you forsook what we would call DXing for listening to the major 
interna tional broadcasters . Do you agree with this opinion? 
GH • Partia lly. As an editor/broadcaster , I get almost as big a kick out of 
being the i ntermedi ary in publicizing other people ' s DX as I would in hearing 
it myself . I st ill enjoy DXing , but decided not to give it first priority. 
I put in_!!La..Il:L .~.ars of l osing sleep and straining thru the noise and 
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i nterference (not onl y on shortwave but TV- DXing) , and final l y r ealized that 
t here are only so many hours in one ' s life, and was al l this really serving any 
worthwhile nurpose? So I began to take mo r e interest in programming , where 
one must listen mainly, but not excl usively , to the major s t at ions. I still 
do a lot of band-scanninP. , which is certainly DXing, looking for new freq . 
and odd stations, but it ' s mostly at hours when I 'm already awake, and on the 
higher bands . The place I live now has a noise problem on t he t ropical bands , 
which is another reason to avoid them. And my receiver wit h t ightest 
sel ectivity, an HQ- 160 with mechanical fi l ter, has nretty wel l deteriorated. 
Almost a l l my r esidences for the past five years have been far f r om ideal 
' DX locations' , but the house I have now is very satisf actory in every other 
respect . I f I wer e to move again for some other reason, I woul d certainly t ry 
t o find a sPOt which would be better for DXing. But DXin£ is not synonymous 
with tronical bands, anyway . When I hear a 2- watt broadcast harmonic on the 
JO ~'Hz band, I ' m amazed that some "DXers ' would say that doesn ' t count-- it 
sur e does for me. 
SWC1 Also , over t he last three years you have concentrated deeply, and were 
one of the ori~inal supporters and developers for the program listening aspect 
that has seemed to dominate the ~ll'L scene of late . What brought you t o this 
point in the hobby? 
GH1 I suppose I underwent a "raif:ing of consciousness" of sorts- -all those 
stations out there are .!!fill.iM things- -maybe we shoul d actuall~r listen to what 
they're saying. That is ceetainly the r eason they are on the air , not to serve 
as DX (or non-DX) target s l Evaluating a station ' s nrogram content invo~ves 
opinion, and so this was naturally creeping into LN. Negative reaction to this 
led to a conspiracy involvi~ Ed Shaw and Dan Ferguson to end my editorship of 
LN. A comnromise I decided t make was to cut down the opinion in LN and turn 
it loos e in a new publication, Review of International BroadcastiJ'll!:. So RIB 
was born out of that unnleasantness of four years ago . 
SWC1 ~any people ask me how you do it. It must take countless hours to nut 
out LN and RIB every month , not to mention your other endeavors related to 
broadcastine, such as the DX Digest and your newsnaper articles . Really, how 
much of your day is devoted t o doing the aforementioned? 
Gl11 ~·o two day!< are the same, since my workin~ hours a re somewhat flexible, 
and I'm always balancing what I have to do right away with ot her activities. 
With writing for publication and taoing for broadcasting, of course, I get 
more into weekly and monthly cycles . The hours are "countless" in the sense 
that I don't count them, not that they are as excessive as ~u might think, 
I would guess that I ' m concerned with SW matters durin~ most of my free time , 
and since my job at WUOT involves c lass ical music, that al so gives me some 
t ime between announcement s to handle SW matters. While I accumulate and 
organize material every day and type a few thiORs in advance, the bult of RIB 
work is done over one weekend per month , and LN is typed entir ely during 
another weekend. This is rather ii.tensive work which could easily amount to 
12 hours a day, but I make up for it by loafinp,--and lovine. it-- on the ' off' 
weekends. However, other SW writing deadlines tend to encroach on this , 
SWC1 And yet you hold down a full time job to boot. What everyday activity do 
you forsake to give yourse~f the time? 
GH1 I try to organize my time efficiently. I rent a house so I don ' t have to 
worry about its upkeep. I live along, as I underntand having a wife and/or 
kids can be quite time consuming . I ' d like t o cook, but figure there ' s a net 
saving of time by dining out, even thou~h it does involve a bit of driving 
around. By the way, this leads me to doing some no-nonsense restaurant reviews 
on \'/1.IOT . I do ~ forsake going out to concerts , plays , watching a l ot of the 
best on TV (mostly PBS of course) . When I'm at hmme , I'm usually doing at least 
two things at once , e . g. writing and listening. I've got to cram the most 
productive activity possible into what wakinj>; hours there are. I .llJ2 like the 
comoany of the onoosite sex , but I ' ve yet to meet someone around here who 
shares a genuine interst in SW. I don't want a relationship based on "why 
aren't you paying attention to me instead of that damned radio?" Any eligible 
young , intelligent, beautiful women out there who ' d like to form a DX/SWL 
~ with gh, please write l No evangelists or smokers need apply. 
SWC1 How about RIB? Would you care to tell us how many now subscribe? 
GH1 I guess so. It's around 1100, and steadily rising. I'm pleased with its 
growth, and rate of growth. Since I do all the editing and fulfillment work 
myself, I like to t hink that each copy is really~. so I've not tried to 
pick up s ubscribers at any cost, nor do I have to have a large number just to 
break even. However, the steady upward growth means it eats little by little 
into more and more of my time , and I suppose somethin~ will eventually have 
to give, unless I get heln or figure out a more efficient way to manage it. 
SWC1 Are you happy with the way RIB has develped? Some say that it has turned 
into basically an argumentative bulletin and has not really devoted itself to 
programming as you would hav us all think. What do you have to say about that? 
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CH• Bal oney! Certainly there is argumentativeness--it's an open forum where 
peopl e can say whatever they want. And I am reluctant to edit out comments 
which stray from the topic of proirramming , since this gives the writers more of 
an image as real people, s omething whi c h i s even more l acking in mos t other 
sw publications. But if you just read through RIB, you will find l oads of 
objec tive information on programming, especially in the massive recommended­
programming master weekly schedule I compile in every other i ssue . And the 
incessant f l ow of positive comments I get from new and renewing subscribers 
convi nces me that RIB i s on the right track . 
swc 1 There are those that have met you that say you appear to them to be the 
complete opposite of what they thought . They say you are very quiet and 
r eserved in person, almost to the point of being shy. Some of these same 
people say that put a typewriter in fromt of you and you turn into Ghengis 
Khan . Is there a difference between the GH who edits and the social GH? 
GH1 Of course , we are the same Person. It ' s true I'm basically shy. I'm an 
only child, didn't have much contact with other kids , and have spent most of 
my l ife doing t hings by myself. DXing a nd SWLin~ are solitary activ i ties. 
I wouldn't exactly .characterize myse l f as G.K . • but I don ' t think it ' s any 
deep psycholo{!:ical myotcry why a per.,on such as mysel f would turn to writinp; 
for self-expression. Nat ur ally, in writing there is no immediate and personal 
r eaction, so I supoose one can be more abrupt and inconsiderate than one would 
prefer to be in s ocial relations hips. Actually, I've often been s urprised by 
the strong reaction to some of the thinp,s I ' ve written , but I think I am now 
getting a better grasp of how wha t I say is likely to be received. 
SWC1 Are you still as interested in harmonics as yo u were years ago? Your 
fervor seems to have diminished in recent years. 
CH1 I certainly am, and still l og quite a few in the 2J+ MHz range . 
Unfortunately, a lot of editors see th~s as low-priority material and it get s 
cut, especially if they're running out of space at the end of their freq . list­
ings. ~Y hi~h noise level currently prevents much DX i n the 2- J MHz range , let 
along harmonics --but I dream too of that quiet r ural location with lots of 
antenna space , so when that happens , watch out l 
SWC 1 How about the recent controversy that has develooed over the domestic 
pirates? Exactly what is your position on pirates? Do you consider them 
stations in the countrylist sense , or , would you agree with Ral ph Perry ' s 
recent article in SWC questioning their legitimacy as really bein~ a station 
in the traditional sense of the word? 
GH 1 I certainly diea,e:ree , In the country-list sense , we ought not to be 
concerned with legalit y or l egitimacy--all that s hould matter is the technical 
fact of a program bei~ transmitted from a certain pl ace . But as a listener , 
I don't have mush use for those pirat es which just play around with records 
or rel aying other s tations . ~he ones who put some creatvity into their 
programming I think are serving a useful purpose of providing a r eal alterna­
tive, and I think it ' s a great s hame tht only the big-bucks t ypes can get into 
broadcasting legally in this country. As for coveri ng pir ates in LN, I feel 
obliged as a DX journalist to report what is happening. I f this encourages 
mor e pirate activity, that' s just t oo bad. But I s hould t hink that on t he 
other hand, reports that oira t es are ge t ting busted by the FCC would have 
j ust the opposite effect. So it balances out.

A commercially-sponsored international shortwave station broadcasting 
from the United States! Is that good or bad? And will t he first such outlet 
be soon followed by others? 

Well, we 'll soon have a chance to find out because the first commercial 
station is coming to pass with approval recently by the Federal Communic­
ations Comm.ission of a license to Joseph M. Costello Jd to operate such a 
station from Louisiana . Costello , who already owns five AM and FM outlets 
in that state, intends to beam pro~ams, with commercials, to parts of 
Canada \llld Eu~ope. And, despite skip patterns , he is bound to be heard well 
in sections of the U.S. 

Of cours e, statione with commercials are nothing new to SW but in most 
caies I know the stations are beamed to their own areas on tho tropical 
me er barids to beat a:mospheric interfe:ence or.cover greater distanfes. 

The unusual angl e in the FCC action is that it has grave reservat ons 
about what it has done but says it was obligated to so do by a 1948 law 
which forbids governmental agencies like t he VoA from having a monopoly on 
the shortwave bands. 

At the same time the FCC has also granted Evangelis t Billy Graham per­
m.ission to broadcast on SW from Hawaii. But apparently religious stations, 
for logic not easy to follow, do not worry the FCC and there are , of course 
three such stations in the U.S . already, KGEI , WINB and WYFR. 

Charles D. Ferris , FCC chairman , in explaining t he FCC's r eluctance , 
saids "I think this raises a much deeper issue about whether a private 
entity could broadcast in direct opposition to American foreign policy . " 

I've been thinking over the imminent arrival of a new commercial U.S • 
. shortwave station and my feelings are somewhat m.ixed. On the one hand I'm 
sure the Louisiana outlet is going to QRbl me from something I want to hear 
from abniad and it is probable, al • hough a prejudgment , that I will not 
like the kind of programming it will fill the airwaves with. 

But looking at the matter more objecti vely , I find my objections out­
weighed. Why s houldn't the U.S . have some r epresentation on the s hortwaves 
other than governmental and r eligious? \'/ill this not give listeners a more 
balanced view of our country? Are we really all religious evangelists and 
governmental propagandists? Don ' t we stand to win more friends on the grass 
roots level fnim a station more closely m.irroring actuality in this country 
even though that actuality may not please the idealists? 

I also find the FCC ' s argument about such a station possibly opposing 
American foreign policy slightly ludicrous . Nobody puts such a restriction 
on MW stations and s ome of these can easily be heard in neighbor ing count­
ries . And American newspapers, magazines, books and movies circle the 
globe and often give foreigners a contrary view to what foreign pol icy 
advocates would desire . The Vietnam war is a good case in point. Was there 
any place on earth that did not r ealize there was widespread opposition to 
government policy on t his conflict? 

To pretend that international shortwave stations could have that much 
impact doesn ' t make much sense to me. 

In addition, might it not be a good idea for American advertisers , par­
ticularly t he car and el ectronics makers, to get on the air andtry to 
promote their wares overseas rather than badger Americans for being un­
patriotic in purchasing imported goods? 

Yes, I can see a number of advantages to having American commercial 
broadcasters on SW. So I'm in favor of the move. At least at t he moment. 
I may live to regret it. 

But I'm sure the blance would swing strongly in favor of such operations 
if one would locate in Alaska, Puerto Rico or the Virgin Islands and give 
DXers n ew r adio "countries" to target !

A CONVE!llENT WAY TO INDEX YOUR WRTVH 

Soon the 1981 copies of the WRTVH wi ll be a vo1lob le {see pege 4 of the November 
FRENDX) end this makes a good opportunity to share azy system or mar king the 
pages for easy reference. I use a system of marking the edges of the pages, with 
ink, for each major section of interest , in o staircase fonllDt so that the de­
sired section may be easi ly thumbed to. This is done by locating the start end 
finish page for the section to be II<lrkP.d, holding them rigid vi th f l ush edges , 
and thor olJ8)1J.y inking a rectangle onto the pege edges vi th a fountain pen or 11 

felt- tip mrking pen. After closing the book flat, you then mark the "title" 
next to the rectangle. I mark 111/1 \IRTVH for the f ollowing categori es: {sequentially 
as they oppeer in the book) Europe, Africa, Aoio, Oceania, Australia North Ame­
rica, Conado, Central America, South America, Time stations (WV etc .~' Television, 
Medium Wove, Letin Medium Wave {these two nre by-frequency l istings), SlortWave 
(by- freq), end if desired , the How t o Listen section may be marked, ond finally 
the list of DX clubs . In the diogram b elow , for brevity, I have abbreviated Aus­
tralia by the ham radio symbol VK end Conado is shown by VE. Note that these 
groupings are inside, and part of, the Oceania and North American sections res­
pectively . Once this is done, each marked secti on is then short enouaJ! that f ur­
ther subdivision into individual countries seems of questio nable added benefit . 
But •.. it' s YOUR \IRTV1i end feel free t o adapt this system to your own needs !

I have been using the McKay Dymek DP-4o RF Preselector in Jizy shack for vell over 
a year nov. I originally acquired it for use vith a single-conversion Hammerlund 
H~l50 tube type receiver vhich is prone to image pickup, especially so vith 6 mHz 
signals appearill8 in the 5 mHz band e.g . RCI appearing on 5055 kHz . 'nlis filter 
does an admirable job of eliminating such "910 kHz 1.meges" due to its double- tuned 
circuitry. While I did mention it 1n a reviev of the NRD-515 le at August, I em not 
able to track dovn any mention of it in Frendx since 1978. (An excellent reviev of 
the DP-40 appears in the Lovdovn, published by the Longvove Club of America on page 
9 of their Feb. 1979 issue, vritten by II . R. Mcintosh). So this might be 11 good ti.me 
ti.me to give the unit o mention. 'nlis is especi11lly so as , contrary to ll1;j first 
impressions in the NRD-515 review, I have now found that it is indeed possib le tc 
hear weak image reception on this receiver from RCI on 5 mllz under certain condi­
tions of unusually high 5960 signal level ond 5050+ low level, and in addition I 
have noted weak mixing products of two local broadcast st11tions in the 2 mllz range. 
All these effects on the NRD1 and on other wideband-RF type receivers, may be com­
pletely tuned out with a DP-40. 'nlis unit is technically o bandpass filter, ond moy 
also be called a preselector. It is not an antenna tuner or impedance matcher, as it 
has constant 50 ohm in and out impedances . It tunes the range from 150 kHz to 30 MHz 
in 7 tunable ranges, plus o 0-150 kHz lowpass filter (8th position) and o wideband 
(non-filtered ) position io sloo available . Some onmple specifications ere as follows: 
At 500 kllz, insettion loss is 4 db, - 3 dB bandwidth is 40 kHz end -20 dB bandwidth is 
170 kHz. At 1 MHz, these figures ere: 4.5 dB, 40 and 260 kHz. At 3 Miiz on band 6, 
6 dB, 18o and 620 kHz. Tuning to 6500 kHz on the same band, insertion loss is 3 . 5 dB, 
end - 3 dB bandvidth i o 430 kHz and - 20 dB Bii is l.6 mllz . At 15 Milz on band 7, the 
figures are 3.8 dB, 750 lllld 3000 kHz Bii's. 

'nlia unit is totally passive and has no power requirements or amplification inside 
the unit . It comes supplied vith tvo pbono connectors on the rear deck for in and 
out connectors. I have modified my unit by replacing the connectors with BNC types 
(a purely personal preference, aiJ!led at standardizing my interconnects in my shack) 
vh.1ch bas no effect on perfoncance, ·and lllOre s1gn1t1cently, edcl1"8 a rotary switch 
to allow ovitching from filter to videbaod (non- filtered) position at any setting of 
the BAND SELECT switch, to more accurately guage filter effectiveness. I used e Cen­
tralab type PA-2004 rotary ovitch , which is a 2 pole (2 separate decks ) and 12 posi­
tion ovi tch on o a tea ti t e baoe. Tvo metal a to pa are removed to allow the switch to 
be aet to 3 positions, which are "off", "wideband" ond "tune". 'nle switch is mounted 
on an angle bracket at the right rear of the unit, and the knob brought out with a 
shaft extender through the :front panel . Leads from the "in" and "out" Jacka are run 
to the center rotating vipers on each switch deck, and the 3 applicable stationary 
lugs on each deck are vired to (1) ground the output, (2) connect input and output 
directly, bypassing the tilter, and (3) connect the input and output to the applicable 
points on the circuit board . Once this switch is added, use of the filter is much 
easier as it is no longer necessary to rotate the Dend Select owitch ell the way around 
to change modes, from filtering t o wideband. Finally a calibration chert may be made 
up and attached to the front ;>11nel, assigning each band a letter (e .g.

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QSLS MY FAVORITE, By Bill SparRs 

(Editor's noter Lonp:time dJcer and QSLer, Bill Sparks, took us up on our 
reouest to him about his favorite QSL. What follows is a very fascinating 
story. How about you out there? What is your favorite QSL? Why not write 
SWC and tell us all about it?) 

When asked to name a favorite QSL, one would normally think of 
the best DX catch to dnte . Determining one•s best DX catch is not as 
simple as it may seem. Years of experience dictates that what is a 
great DX catch today may become just another station a few years from 
now due to changing reception conditions, increases in power of the station 
or changes in station schedu1os making r ocoption much onoior in your 
l ocation. 

I do have two favorite QSLs . Whil e they are both excellent DX, 
that is not the reason they are my favorites. My choice is based on the 
unusual fact that each of them involved personal contact with some 
of the station personnel of a type that you would not usually expect. 

In 1962 I returned to DXing after about 22 years of inactivity. 
At that time one of the more difficult stations to log wa s Radio Fiji, 
VRH5, then broadcasting on 4755. I was fortunate enough to get a logging 
and send out a reception report early in 1962. A few weeks later, our 
office receptionist came into my office one morning and announced that 
a gentleman from the Fiji Broadcasting Commission was in the office 
and asked if I wanted to see him. Did I everl 

The man introduced himself and turned out to be one of the station 
engineers. He explained that he was in San Francisco on vacation and 
on personal business. He reached into his jacket pocket and extracted 
a colorful. Q.SL card and delivered it to me. He said that just before 
he left Suva he noted my r eception report and decided to deliver the 
card in person. After thanking him and expressing my great and unex­
pected pleasure in actually meeting someone from a station so .tar away, 
we had a most interesting discussion of short wave broadcasting in the 
Pacific Islands. The big surprise c8Jlle at the end of our visit. It 
seems that he wanted to l eave his tropical paradise and was going to 
try to find work in radio in California. 

My otht.r favorite is Radio Cook Islands, ZK5 on 5045. This was 
a very difficult station to log in the early 1960•s due to utility 
~. In 1965, however, I was fortunate enough to get several good 
loggings. Only half of the probl em was sol ved at this point since the 
station was a very reluctant verifier at that time . Several reports 
and .tollow-'llps went unanswered over a long period. 

Months later unexpectedly two QSLs arrived at my office just a 
few days apart . A few days later, while I was still excited by my good 
fortune, I reoeived a telephone cal l 1n my office . The caller identified 
hims•l t' as P. F . Henderson the station manager of Radio Cook Islands 
and asked 11' I had received my Q.SL yet. He said that he had left in­
structioDB at the station when be left on his trip to mail the QSL to me. 
I thanked h1m and told h1m that I bad actually received two cards. 

It seems that Mr. Henderson was also an active hen. "perator 
and new from Cook Islands to Peru on vacation 1n order to parti­
cipate in some radio propagation experiments sponsored by radio 
amateur groups during a total eclipse of the sun which took place 
in Peru. After the experiments were over he flew up to sen Francisco 
on personal business and made tta phone call. Once agdn I enjoyed a 
discussion or llhort wave broadcasting activities in the J,'aci.tic 
area with someone actually engaged in it. 

No doubt I Biil f ortuna t e to live and work in one or the main 
ports of entry from the Paci.tic and Asia. It makes possible surprises 
auoh as the two that I have mentioned here . So you see why the Q.SLs 
from Fi j i and Cook Isl ands have an extra meaning to me.
