Vee, a rather cont raversial subject , namely the s ubject of noise , which 
in actual f act is not as involved as it may aooear at firs t s i ght. Most 
i mportant of all is that noise should not be confused with interference . 
I ntarfer ence i s related to manmade noi se , i . e . from l ocal domestic appliances 
or interference s uch as jammi.1e; a nd i nt erference from a station operating 
closely or on the same frequency as the s tation beinF monitored. 'ilhile noise 
i s relat ed to noise created by natura l causes , such as , atmosoherics or 
gal actic noise . Atmospherics consist of r andomly occuring pul ses super­
imposed upon a background generated within your receiver. r.al actic noise is 
more Predominant on the higher frequencies 18 to JO rrHz. while atmospheric 
noise is more Predominant on the lower f r equencies , oarticul arl y mediumwave 
and 2 to 3 MHz. 

I n the SINPO code . noise is reported in the same manner as the other 
rat ings . In other words , 5 indica tes nil, 4 s light , J moderate . 2 severe and 
1 extreme . However, most broadcastine; s t a t ions prefer their monitors to omit 
the noise ratinp; because they feel t hat there is nothinP, that the broad­
casting station can do to omprove receotion in t he event of noise being ex­
perienced. This is also true in the instance of propae;ational conditions 
designated by P and to some extent fadine designated by F. The BBC , for 
ins tance , use only the symbols SIO in their receotion reportinp; system as they 
feel that the SIO ratin~s are the only ones whi ch can be cont rolled by the 
broadcasti ng s t ation. 

We, here at Radio RSA on the other hand orefer to use the SIFO code as 
it Fives us a better insight to the actual recention quality as experienced 
by the listener . At this point, you may well ask what i s the use of the 
SI FO code if your report does not reflect noise . Well, the a nswer i s i n the 
overall rating. If for instance, you send along a n SI FO r eoort of 5 5 4 U 
indicatinp; unsatisfactory receotion, then it is quite obvious that noise must 
then be the degrading factor as a ll other catep;ories indicates p;ood reception, 
i . e. signa l strenp;th is good, i nterference nil, fadinp, s low and yet the over­
all r atin,e; indicates unsat isfactory reception. This is the reason why noise 
is omitted from our r ecept ion reports and receotion of many other broad­
casting organisations . 

The most important categories as far as the broadcastinF station is 
concerned, are therefore signal s1!renth s , interference I . fading F and 
overall merit o. The overall merit as the name implies, is a summation of 
the genera l readability of the transmission. The first three oarts of the 
SIFO code ar e used to describe cert ain soec ific observations and the overall 
rating is the combined net result . This is the rating where the listene r can 
give his opinion of quality of the broadcast . Here at Radio RSA we prefer to 
deviate slightly from the standard orocedure in that we use the terms satis ­
factory or unsatisfactory denoted resoectively , by S and 11 , If the trans­
missions overall quality is fair to excell ent i.e. ratinFs J to 5 a nd alt­
hough interference or fading may be present, but is 81f"'-sant to lis t en to , 
and the lis tener can listen to the tra nsmission withJ11.1ndue difficulty then 
t he signal is considered satis f ac tory and desip;nate~ by s . I f however , the 
t ransmi ssion' s overall quality is poor to unusabl e , i . e . 2 t o 1 and the 
lis tener cannot l isten to it without undue difficulty or owinF to l ow s i~nal 
level and/or fadi~or interference , it is not pl easant to lis ten to , then 
the signal is considered unsatisfactory and designated by u. -JO-

r~y mos t-nrized verification is not a beautiful QSL card. It ' s an 8 x 11 
inch sheet of paper with some parts mimeoF,raPhed with soace to type in the 
name and address of the listener, date of reception, etc . With a date of 
reception of ~•arch 11 and 12, 1961 , a little before 0400 (i!'T, it was one of 
my f irs t verifications, but that' s not the r eason I consider it my best. 
It wasn ' t my hardest to obtain as the verification i s dated 2J March 1961. 
It took me 29 letters to obtain a letter of confirmation from La Voz de El 
Ti~re , J255 kcs .. in Venezuela and 19 years to hear from Radio ~usco in Peru. 
The verification is from a station no longer in operation , the Mount Kenya 
Regional ~tation , i n Nyeri, Kenya , but that' s hardly a reason to nrize it 
above my other 8 16 QSL ' s . The s t a tion was heard on my firs t shortwave radio, 
a five-tube oortable Roland receiver that we had ourchased from Aldens, a 
Chicago mailorder house for about $60.

As the new year and new decade get under way and the ?O' s become a fain­
ter memory , I find myself asking the question• What about s hortwave broad­
casting? Hoe is it doi.ng? What is its future? 

I conclude without too much brain cell expendi tur e that the answers come 
fairly quickly . Shortwave broadcasting is doing just fine. And so is DXing. 
The future looks bright. 

By the time this FRENDX appears in your mailbox I will be winding down 
on on lJ years in the hobby. During that time I have read and heard a number 
of gl oomy prognostications about SW but they don't seem to have come true . 
For instance, a few years we heard that all the Indonesian stations save a 
few powerhouses would move off SW. They ' re still there. 

I ' ve been compiling a few statistics. I don ' t guarantee their exactiiUde 
but t hey ' re approximately right. Since I entered the hobby in 1968 a total 
of 2J countries began new operations on SW. Meanwhile 8 countries departed 
and 4 came and went . Quite a favorable positive margin . And Tristan da 
Cunha remains rock solid on J290 kHz where I am logging it the same way I 
did i n 1968 --never. 

Take another criterion--the number of hobbyists and clubs . They indicate 
heal thy growth . I don't have exact figures at hand but I believe the member­
ship of NASWA , now over 2 , 000 , has more than doubled since began to DX and 
other cl ubs are doing well . And although clubs come and go in this hobby, 
there seem to be more than ever . 

Attendance at club conventions and area gettogethers is growing. And 
each ANARC convention seems more successful than the last as witness last 
year's in Southern California . 

G"'wth of membership has brought one development that some hobbyists 
do not like --- the increase in the numbers of SWLs , those who are interes­
ted primarily in program content, as against the DXers , who are looking . to 
log rare , distant and unusual stations and , frequently , seek QSLs . Each 
group has sought elsewhere for specialization of their interests, the SWLo 
to publication' s like Glenn Hauser ' s "Review of International Broadcasting" 
and the DXers to smaller units and private publications , with resulting 
charges of "elitism". 

From my viewpoint there is plenty of room for these groups to operate in 
side- by- side harmony. The shortwave hobby is not large or powerful enough 
that it can afford to split . Let ' s give peace a chance! 

Another hopeful development in the hobby has been the i ncrease in the 
new equipment on the market . There is a wide choice of new receivers and 
accessories to be had although inflation has played havoc with prices . It 
was onl y a few years ago that hobbyists were bemoaning the lack of new equi­
pme.nt and the disappearance of old standbys . 

As for shortwave as a medium for international information , influence and 
propaganda, it has never been so potent . There are few countries in the 
world t hat don ' t see it as a necessity to have powerful representation on 
the shortwave bands . 

Of course , t here is a bad side to the growth of S\·/. The bands have become 
more crowded , sometimes intolerably so as in the 49 m. b. Stations have added 
more and more power , sometimes needlessly. The DXer who frequents t he trop­
ical bands finds a tremendous growth in utility transmissions that make 
listening sometimes impossible to difficul t . To say nothing of t he ris ing 
noise pollution i n our areas from powerlines, CB, furnaces and appliances . 

Adding it all up , however, I must return to my original thesis and reit~ 
erate that des pi te its s hare of problems t here are no grounds for despair . 
Shortwave broadcasting is doing very well and so is the listener whether 
he or she be SWl or DXer . Maybe with all of us having a shade more toleran­
ce for other hobbyists with different interests and objectives , it looks 
like a great decade ahead • .Ehjoy!

Ther e was some good feedback on the QSL co l umn and I' ll have t o sum­
mari ze the high po i nts or el se we ' d monopolize all of S\~C. 

DON !vDORE of Bellefonte , PA agrees that "QSls often prove littl e : ~d 
sayS"heCoITects them pr imarily as souvenirs but he suggests "there is a 
way to prove reception; a readable ID with a few program i terns on tape . " 
He admits the possibil i ty of fakes t hrough use of ID and IS collecti ons on 
tape but points out such tapes normally do not have pr ograma deta i l s . 
"I t is often easier to get a fake QSL " through letter reports , he main tains. 
and concludes " tape recordings are a very positive and not too costl y method 
of verifying stations. For the sake of more accurate records , as well as 
the benefit of DXers who can ' t affor d standard QSls , it is a pity we don ' t 
count tapes as verifications for such things as Scoreboard and DX Awards. " 

MEL HICKMAN of Portland , Oregon , says he has passed thr ough t he stages 
of "get ' em as fast as you can" in his early days of DXing , to total abs­
tention from QSLing to his present practice ---"I try to be selective i n 
the reports I send. If I hear a new station or country or know a station 
ls asking for reports , on a given frequency , I will report. I also mon­
itor some stations on a regular basis and send reports to them. I tryo to 
offer constructive criticism for improving t heir programs and my likes and 
dislikes ." Mel says he still uses his QSLs of the past "to slip into nos­
talgia now and t hen" • He says they are also an important tool in getting 
the i nterest of neophyte listeners . 

KEVIN MEYER of Pittsburgh, KS has the unusual vantage point of a DXer 
who worked with Alex Dumont of Radio Panamericana in Peru in answering 
some of their QSl reports . "Some job, I tell you :" he relates . "After that 
experience it seems to me that to many people the QSl is not a source of 
personal pride , but something to show off to others. I would say that fully 
40-50% or reports were in ~glish l}nd the program notes consisted of a sin­
gle line such as 'LA pop mx • etc . How is this supposed to be verified?" 
"QSLs can also be discriminatory. There are some people who simply cannot 
afford to pay for return postage . These people were obvious; they had 
elaborate and obviously correct r·eports but no postage . Alex and I gave 
first priority to answering them." 

DIANE S. LEVESQUE of Murpheysboro, IL takes a rather dim view of 
QSLs. "I ' ve never been a QSL chaser and in his anti- Scoreboard article 
Ralph Perry commented a comment that I feel I could have said myself : 
Diane is turned off by the idea "of bidding outrageous amounts of money 
at HAP auctions for for cards, pennants , stickers and collecting every 
card in a series or special occasion cards . How that kind of practice ever 
invaded a communications hobby has always been beyond me." Di ane says 
QSLs are nice to go back to "like a family album" and praises some of the 
side benefits , meeting others, getting interesting letters, stamps, etc . 
"But to make contests of it? I can ' t understand that." 

CHARLES F . BOLLAND of Lakeworth . FL pleads for " BALANCE" in QSling . 
"As DXers we have the responsibility of keeping our QSL requests to a 
minimum and not try to paper our walls with them. Broadcasters should also 
try to be balanced and not prohibit the requesting of QSls and when a 
DXer is overwhelming in his requests, should send a polite letter pointing 
to the need to slow down. " Charles once ¥eried a station on every new freq­
uency but gave that up . "I still send a reception report now and then 
when I hear a new country just for remembrance at a future time. But once 
I ' ve done that I ' ll never send another unless the country shows they would 
like one by including r eception report forms." 

KIRK TRUMMEL of Lane, IL notes 1 "QSL--Confirma ti on of Contact--or so 
stated in most Q signal charts . Does it really mean this to most stations? 
Many will issue a card no matter how incorrect the report is . Others require 
all the details for confirmation. There are in betweens and extremes. Person­
ally, a QSL card to me is a collectible memento from a station . As you say , 
it can prove nothing and there are ways to obtain a card without h~ari.ng a 
station. This really gets me when you see Mr . DXer with a wall full or 
cards and maybe he has heard 75% of the stations himself , taking the res t of 
the credit from John Doe who gets up at 4 a.m. every day for a week and wai ­
ts months for a QSL. Don't get me wrong--QSLs are great i f t hey are looked 
at from the rightperspective . "

(Although t hey are widely available, the Fodor, f rornmrr and 
tll!l:!l. Waldo guidebooks are generally not recommended, They tend to 
be aimed at the Bermuda shorts, flowered shirt, "Oh !!arold, look at 
that wierd nutivcl" tourist crowd, g lossing over the real country 
with tourist literature descriptions, There are e>:ceptions to this, 
but in general the following books offer much more . ) 

~South American Ha ndbook (Edited by John Brooks, yearly editions; 
Trade and Travel Publications Ltd., The Mendip Press, Parsonage Lane, 
Bath Bill lEN, England; distributed in the USI\ by Ra nd McNally; $25) 
This is the Bible of Latin American travelers, an encyclopedic com­
pilation (almost 1300 pages) covering every country south of the Rio 
Grande, If it's more than u village you're looking for information 
on, the Handbook has it. A fascinating book, with e>:cetlent histories 
of the countries, it ls worth the high price, especially if you plan 
to do any traveling in the region. If you just want to take a look

1. NOTHING equals a resonant lene;th of v 're for overall best receootion on 
a P:iven band. !~any dxers hear all kinds of stations on some rather bizarre 
antennas , but for top pe r formance and reliability a res onant antenna will do 
best. One noteable exception to this is that a short antenna in noisy 
conditions will ofte n reduce the noise more than i t wi l l reduce the sir,nal , 
with the net result being better int elliFibil ity.

MY interest in both 
bobbies, and 1111 ooai>ining or DXing and COllputing rla the newsletter, as well as the 
l>nglisb broadcast schedules I keep in the computer, John Morih asked .., to relate My 
thoughts on the effect the advent or "affordable" e0111puters would have on the tutu.re or 
DX clubs, Not harlng thou11ht lllleh about , I decided not to think any More about 1t, so I 
wouldn't have to take the time to oriran1se and set forth MY thou![hts. However, John oan 
be rather pers1atent, so I a:ave in and thoua:ht about 1t the other day •• •• ... 
FU-st, 1t l!lllSt be reeopiized that computing has already had a tremendous effect on the DX/ 
SWL bobbies in the fol'lll or relatively 1ne"Jl"nsive d111;1tal frequency display derleea. At 
one time, prior to the coming or such devices, a serious listener spent a considerable 
amount or his time engaged in efforts designed to detel'llline, with s°"8 degree or certainty, 
the trequenoy to which he was tuned, or to tune the receiver to a particular frequenoy to 
which be wanted to listen, That is no longer necessary. The problem vas essent1ally 
•11"'1n&ted by the design or oscillators vhieh tuned a lllll&l.l portion or the spaet"1111 without 
s1gnilioant non-11near1tiear e.g., the R)90A and HR0-500 vhich I now have in lllY radio room, 
the SB)lO whioh I bad for several years and wish I still had, and others, The R)90, 
llR0-500, HR0-600 and others were a rather e"Jl"nsive solution to the problem, but provided 
also features whiob helped in eliminating or minimlling other problems faced by the DXer. 
The real change, howenr, CIJllll with digital frequency counters. These devices could 1n 
maey eases be coupled to 1ne>rpansive receivers, providing accurate (usually) frequency 
determination from nearly the day an 1ndiv1.dual entered the hobby. Whether that has 
reaulted 1n a lack of tU. to absorb and acquire other necessary asrets of the DXer' s 
repertoire of ak1lls 1s a subject !or another tiloe. It 1a su1'!1e1en to note here that, 
though I've been through yaara or lllinp: vithout didtal readout or linear readout deTices, 
and still own receivers o! that type , the four receivers currently in use here are tile 
R)90, HR0500, RF2800, and ICF200l, all with the frequency readout problem solved, by 
mchanical ..,ans in the oaee o! the linear oscillators or the R390 and HR0500, and by 
digital counters in the RF2!100 and ICF2001 , and, given the existence of those devices, 
I would not attempt to do any serious lllin~ without the,., 

The real question, though , coneems the effect the ava1lab1lity of relatively ine"Jl"nsive 
computing equii-nt will have on the hobby in general and hobby clubs in !>'rticular. 
Perhaps one should first get some idea of what is 1!18anl by "relatively inexpensive" in 
terma or micro-computers. Although there are indications that, as it has in recent years, 
technology v1ll oontinue to change rapidly, particularly with regard to memory devices, 
one is not presently going to put together a system which will be or 1111.toh value to the 
DXer abaent the spending or many hundreds or even several thousand dollars. The minimal 
systems tor a few hundred dollars will serve prilllarily. as something vhioh you can expand! 
When you get it expa.>tded you v1ll have, essentially, an electronic card file, and an 
expendve one, But, given the right programming it v1ll be easier to use and maintain 
than is a standard card tile. F\lrther, your computer cam print out a papar copy or the 
til.e, something moat oard file bona will not do ... Nevertheless , I do not believe that, 
abMnt an interest in oom111ting 1tseU, lll&J\Y DXers are going to find the computer, as it 
exists toolay, to be a1'Y great DXing device. The exception lllight be someone interested in 
in autccatio list-logging! 

Will the OO!lputer have an effect on the hobby clubs? I think it will. Certainly in the 
next rev years 1ts effect v1ll be more in the area or bulletin produolion and 111&1\Yo or 
most, readers or the bull.etins are likely to be unaware that they are enjoying the benefits 
of oomputing. As mentioned abOTe, I uae the cOlllpllter to edit a small newsletter by which 
I keep 1n touch with several lllers , Further, I know or at least one editor or a loggings 
Melian in a major North Alllerioan club who, at least on occasion, UMS a word processor 
to prepare his ool\111111, This practice v1ll probably increase in the coming months and years, 
as more people own, or haft aooess to, computing devices. 

As the number ot oompiters available to the general population increases, so also there 
v1ll be an increase in the number or lllers with such access, It is reasonable to expect 
that SOlll9 Of them vUl begin to exchange information between their OOllputers, probabl,y via 
telephone lines, Wb.ile th• - information will almost certainly be, 1n some manner, 
prorlded to the clubs for- publication, the conrputerists will have also served the hobby 
by prOt'iding another- target tor tho• who like to throw epithets and have a sutfioiantly 
poor- understanding or the wo1'd "elitist" that they think it is one.
