DX PROGRAMS -- TREASURES OR TRASH? 

Jerome S. Berg 

As every s hortwave broadcast enthusiast soon discovers , t hat old hobby regu lar known 
as the DX program comes in many shapM and sizes. About the only thing that a ll such pro­
grams have 1n common i s their intended appe<1l t o s hortwave raaio hobbyists . Beyond that 
there are many dif fe rencee. 

The best way to analyze the a rray ot DX programs i s to distingui sh between those pro­
g rams that offer "DX t1ps "-- 1nform4tio n on the times and lrequcnc i es on whic h difterenc 
s t ations can be logged--and those t hat do not. Among t hose that do , turt he r distinctions 
are possible based on the quality ol the OX informa t ion presented. Some stations compile 
high quality DX information espec ially tor the program, wh ile o thers simply read tips tror.i 
hobby publ ications . Host programs tha l otfer DX tips also carry features that are of in­
terest to radi o hobbyists . To the ser ious Dxer , howeve r , i t is usually the IJX tips that 
determine a program ' s value . 

Those programs that do not carry DX tips ofter a variety ot radio- oriented teotures . 
and t hese , too, vary gr eatly in quality. Some are of direct interest to 5honwave hobby­
i sts; others are of only tangential significance. Although these progrnms arc sometimes 
of interest to t he experienced OXcr, thc.y will inore oft.un appeal to the shortwave listener 
who is interested in improving his knovl edge of the radio hobby in general . 

Some DX programs are as long as a hnlt-hnur, while others may be only f t ve minutes 
l ong (sometimes even less). Programs also vary in pr ofessioualism. Some nrc presented by 
persons who are experienced i n the shortwave hobby; others nrc rend by announcers with no 
special knowledge o f shortwave. 

Over t he year, some DX programs have been discontinued. Old timers will remember one 
of the best of the DX programs , Radio Australia's "DXers Cnlling," along with the DX pro­
grams from Finland and Trans World Radio-Bonaire . Most recently the venemblc BBC "World 
Radio Club" r etired aCtcr thirteen years on the air, ne did "World Music Radio DX Worl d" 
aft er a s hort but successful run . fhc number of programs available is still large , how­
ever, and the programs tend to be broadcast at convenient hours, often on weekends, thus 
making it easier t o tune i n. How to know what is worth Listening to and whnt can be 
skipped? Read on . 

DX programs with DX tips : The Big Three . If you ore a DXer, there arc three pro­
grru:is that should be part of your regular listening. 

"Sweden Colling DXers ." Probably the e l der s t atesman of al 1 DX programs, "Sweden . 
CslJ.ing DXers" has broadcast over 1,600 indiv ldual programs . Now edited and presented by 
George Wood, this twelve minute weekly program concentrates almost exclusively on short­
wave station inforaation sent in by as many as 7~ contributors each week . There ls a good 
mix of i t ems on both large and small stations , and t he editing has improved so that t he 
occasional erroneous item of t he past i s now more carefull y edited out and mistaken in for ­
mation corrected . Regular con tributors can receive printed copies o f the statlons 's DX 
bulletin containing the DX news that is broadcast over the air . Also pr esented ln the 
program a re brie f items on DX c lubs , hobby publ i cations nnd station popularity polls . The 
content of the program, coupled with the s trong s i gnal t hnt can be counted on now f rom 
Radio Sweden' s 500 kw. transmitters, s hould make this program an easy and valued addition 
t o your Tuesday (U.S . J lis tening. 

Radio Canada ln:ermntionol ' s "DX Digest. " Hosted by well kno"'" International s hort ­
wave personality Ian Macfarland, "DX Digest 11 otfers a varied ti ftcen to twenty minutes o f 
s t ation news and shortwave features . Station tips arc contained ln a fast moving , several 
minute segment produced and presented by Glenn Haus er. ·rhe information is usual ly accurate 
and up to t he minut e . This is t he p.1.acc to f ind out what nc1..• DX has developed over tne 
past week . (Tr y to listen to the broadcast on Sa turday at lib GMT , as the tips a r e 
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usually abbreviated to varying aegrees in t he program' s other three airings.) 

The features presented on 11 uX Diges t" are of tne type that will appeal to most short­
wave fans. During the third program ot the mont h, Patrick Humphreys, editor of the Fin­
nish shortwave program publication "Voices,·· presents ''What's On ," a review ot shortwave 
programs of special interest. There is also wide coverage of ANARC (Association of North 
American Radio Clubs) and HAP (Handicapped Aid Program) activities and interviews with 
radio personalities . Examples ot other typical features presented in t he r ecent past in­
clude a several part series on t he BBC Monitoring Service. reviews of the Sony !CF- 20Ul 
and Yaesu FRG-7700 receivers, a report on the BBC relay s tation on Cyprus and a program on 
DXing in Asia. "DX Digest" is definitely a wort hwhile weekend s t op on the shortwave bands. 

Radio Ned_s rland' s "Ox Jukebox." Hosted by Jonathan Ha rks (formerly of t he Austrian 
s hortwave Service), the thirty minut e "DX Jukebox" i s indeed a high quality "weekl y short­
wave communications magazine," as it calls itselt . Host edit ions contain between five and 
ten minutes of DX tips, generally of very good quality. The names ot the presenters ot the 
recorded DX news s egments--experienced OXers Victor Coonetilleke ot Sri Lanka, Arthur 
Cushen o f New Zealand , Richard Ginbey of South Africa, John Campbell of England and nan 
Robinson of Washington , D.C. --speak for themsel ves. Ot her recorded segments include 
Patrick Humphrey 's "Voi ces on t he Air. 11 The program nl so offers many interviews and f ea­
tures, along with some good quality , original hobby humor. Heard recently were talks about 
Bel gian pirate stations . a hospit3l radio station and new U. K. commercial stati ons , a re­
view of n new Panasonic r eceiver, plus news about local DX gatherings, the 1981 Eryxc 
( European DX· Council) conference, a "Media Roundup" .. wit h a potpurri of hobby news items, 
and a few l etters from listeners. The program will be called "1"edia Network" as of May, 
1981. As with Sweden and Canada, you should mal:e " DX Jukebox" part of your regular lis­
tening diet . 

Another one worth trying for. Another DX program that is especially worthy of your 
listening i s "World DX News" Which ls produced by the religious br oadcaster Adventist 
World Radio and presented for about twelve minutes each Sunday at u93U GMl' over %70 l<l!z. 
(via Radio Tr ans Europe , Sines, Portugal) and sometimes als~ over 1)02) kHz. (via Radio 
Andorra). The main attrac t ion of the program i s the four minute segment of DX tips pre­
sented by Finn Krone over a telephone hookup with the D•nish Shortwave Clubs international. 
The information is always tresh and mainly concerned with OX stations. There is also a 
feature each week, examples being t alks on t he Armea Forces Radio and TV Service , the 
Falkland Islands Broadcasting Service and Radio Monte cauo. \If you listen on 9&70 kHz., 
don't be fooled if the 'arrier goes off momentarily just betore 09JO. St ay tuned; t hey ' ll 
be back.) Due to power output and broadcast times, this program is likely to be heara on1y 
in the eastern U. S. 

Other programs offering OX. news. A.lways a triendly voice on the crowded shor twave 
bands is "DX Part y Line" over HCJB , Quito, Ecuador. Three difterent hal t-hour programs are 
presented each week-one on Monday , one on \Jednesday night or Thursday , and one on Saturday 
(U.S . time). The hOst is Clayt on Howard, who has been witn llCJB since 1941. Though t he 
progr am does feature some DX t i ps --usually sent in by l i s teners or read from the bul letins 
of the Nor th American Shortwave Association . SPE~DX, Worldwide Shortwave Club or other or­
gani zation-- you will want to l i sten mainly for some or the other program fea tures . These 
a re of special though not exclusive i nterest to hobby beginners. Clayton present s answers 
to l isteners ' l et ters , news of hobby publi cations ana local club meetings, a week1y inter­
val s igna l from a ditferent stat ion, and 1.nformation on ANUEX , the HCJB "Andes OJ\ Club.·· 
ln addition, there are recoraed reatures f rom u.S. hobby sources , such as 11 1.1ue Pasa" from 
the Association ot Illinois UXers, the .. SPt:EDX Keport" and tne "Miami Valley DI< Club 
Report." 'l'hese segments contain such things as interviews with r.ldio personaiities, 
stati on profiles, propagation 1nfotln3tion, et c . 

Western Europe also offers several interesting UX programs . A little known program 
is the eight minute "special message tor radio hams and uxcrs" over the Spanish Foreign 
Ka~io in Madrid. The program nas one to several minutes of ux tips, usual1y taken from 
other hobby publications such as Arbetisgemeinshatt OX (A~DX , Bremen, West ~ermany) , 
1taly's Play DX or the c;anadian Short Wave Listeners International. ln the tirst program 
of the month there is a propagation forecast. Like some of the eastern European s tat ions 
that are mentioned below, KEE attempts to cater to amateur radio operators as we~l as 
shortwave broadcast listeners . Thus recent program items lnclu~ed a review of ~a<lio 3n~ 
electronic equipment shown at an international audio-visual tair in Spain, a two- part 
feature on the early days of ham radio and a teature on the aevelopment or the 16u meter 
band, as w~il as news ot radio clubs and contests. But items of interest to short wave 
broadcast listeners are also presented and, overall, the Pfogram probably deserves a la rger 
following. 

Another Ox program this ls not too well known is "Cal l sign ," broadcast on t he th1.rd 
$a turday ot each month at U84~ GM'1 from Trans World Kadio, Monaco. They present a few DX 
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L1ps sent in bY l i steners , alo ng w1th short t alks on radio t op i rs :1nd religious music ancl 
messages . they have A. bpeciaJ.

11 The "two Bobs" present this 
inform.a!, twenty minute shortwave chat on tne second and fourth Saturdays ot every month. 
Mucn of the program consists of answers to hobby questions sent in by listeners. The suD­
jects range tar and wide ana have includea discussions of such topics as time signal sta­
tions , antennas, frequency aLlocations, pirate stations, noise blankers vs. noi se limiters, 
long pat n ana great circle reception, etc. Tne program ts informative and well done, and 
worth tuning in. 

Anotner nign quality otfering ·is the Austrian Shortwave Service's Sunday "Austrian 
Shortwave Panorama. 11 t:ach week this twe~ve to fifteen minute program features one or more 
presentations of interst to radio hobbyists . Heard on recent programs were talks about 
consumer electronics, media coverage of U.S. political conventions, the free radio campaign 
ana the need for freedom and Dalance in the international intormation f l ow, plus a UN~SCU 
program about Thomas Edison and a program about the Vienna. Technical Museum and the early 
days of raaio in Austri a. 

The Belgian Radio ana Television in Brussels makes its contribution to the DX scene 
with its twe.lve minute '"DX Corner," a.lso broadcast on Sunday (u . S.). Though occasionally 
it will present some DX. intormation ·trom other sources, it i s strongest in the 11teatures" 
department. Recent otferings have inc.luded talks about medium wave broadcasting in 
~ngland, AM stereo in the U.S. and broadbana cable TV, plus excellent presentations on the 
history and development of Droadcasting in places like the Arabian Gu.lf states and Zaire. 

The I s rael Broadcasting Authority aJ.so presents a " DX t:orner," which is actual.Ly the 
las t few minutes of Sllllaay· s "!:al.ling Al.l Listeners" program. Although amateur raaio 
operator-host Ben Da1fen is well versed in broadcasting, little real use i s made at the 
four minutes allotted to hilll. However, IBA dia score a recent first Dy transmitting some 
pictures via slow scan TV over the OX program. There have also been some general discus­
s ions on antennas, batteries and other copies relating to cotr1nunications. 

Final.ly we come to the Soviet bloc countries. ~·rom the Ukraine, Kadio Kiev presents 
its "DX C.lub'" program for roughly tive minutes each week. The content va ries but it tends 
to be very basic--how to tune a shortwave receiver, what QSL cards are, advice to new 
SWL's, etc . . Tne Radio Kiev DX . Club is also discussed, and .letters are acknowleaged. 

Radio Prague ' s weekly .. DX (;hat" is an eight to twelve minute program wnicn tends to be 
rather long on technical discussi ons of sunspot s ana propagation, with some lisreners' 
l etters mi xed in . Likewise with K.adio Berlin International• s by-weekly "KB! uX Club"' pro­
gram, where the emphasis is on propagat ion and solar ana ionospheric ··weather reports, 11 

p.lus other topics tnat are probably t oo technical for most shortwavers. 

Tnc programs from Bulgaria and Romania cater to both hams and SWL's. Radio Sofia's 
"DX PrOgram" teatures occasional s tation tips for shortwave broacscast Dxers, but the real 
emphasis i s on amateur radio, with discussions about ham radio in Bulgaria and notes on 
amateurs that are operating tram rare OX locations arouna the world. Raaio liucnarest's 
program is billed as the "spec ial program for radio amateurs," and concentrates on news of 
foreign hams worked by Romanian hams and other news ot the Romanian amateur radio scene, 
plus some occasional technical talks that are of little practical usetulness or interest to 
the shortwave broadcast lis tene r or DXer. There is a " uX Mail Dag·· presented on Thursaay 
(GMT) a t the same time as tne amateur radio program is presented on Tuesday and Saturday 
(GMT) . It t eatures lis teners' .letters ana intormation on the Radio Bucharest Listeners 
C.lub. 

Radio Polonia also offers a UX program every other week and, altnough it recently tea­
tured an interesting series on the nistory of Droadcastlng in Poland, it, like most ot the 
Eastern b.loc stations, nas a long way to go in preparing programs that will appeal to the 
American shortwave nobbyists . 

The followinl!" is a lis t of times a nd freq . for DX pro~-rams discussed in 
this article . Times a nd davs are in r.r.ir : deduct 5 hours fo!' EST. Because 
days corresoond to GMT times , orograms may ac tua lly be heard "' the nie-ht 
before" in f'lorth America , e.g. a prop.:rarr. on r:onday 2.t 0200 ~f.~T will be heard 
in f'lorth America on Sunday at 2100 EST. Though this list in~ i s reasonably 
complete, it does not lis t every DX oroRr am that i~ on the air , or every 
hour or frequency at which the lis ted nroprams are broadcast . It does 
indicate the hours at which the programs are most likely to be heard. 
Freq . are correct as of late February and , in some cases , a s of !•'arch 1. 
Freq . may have changed. Such changes will be no t ed in Frendx. Glenn Hauser

A corny titl e , I admit . But it's not a bad name for a project that 
brings a smi l e to the face of someone who is many miles from home. 
It ' s a project that has st arted in a omall way here in Kalamazoo and 
is one that I hope others will take up elsewhere . 

At Western Michigan University (WMU) , where I am a part-time s tudent , 
there are many student s from overseas . There is t he usual contingent 
from the Middle East, primarily Saudis and Iranians, but t here are 
a lso quite a few from Nigeria , Malaysi a , Japan, Latin America and even 
Rwanda. For the most part these young people a re cut off from the 
culture and traditions with which they are familiar. Those from the 
Third World suffer a particularl y acute form of "culture shock. " They 
do get letters and the occasional phone call from home, but these are 
a far cry from day- to-<iay contact with one's native country. Shortwave 
listeners can help fill t hi s gap and thus my project. 

I record programs for these students via shortwave radio . This tape 
service, provided in conjunction with WMU ' s Office of Internati onal 
Student Services, has become very popul ar ai'ter only a few weeks . It 
may seem like a simple thing to record these programs . It does present 
no problem if you ' re dealing with Saudis or Iranians whose native l a nds 
have the moat powerful transmitters petrodollars can buy. Students 
from some other countries have r eques t s that a re harder to sati s f y. 

The Malaysians and Ni gerians are the two largest groups of non-Middle 
Eastern toreign students at WMU. With some dii'ficul ty I can record 
the Voice of Nigeria on 15 ,119 kHz between 2100 and 2200 GMT. The 
"News of Nigeria" segment at 2145 is quite popular, however if I didn' t 
have a Mizuho AP-M1 audio processor the omnipresent bet would render 
the signal useless. As for Malaysia , it' s an almost hopeless case in 
Michi gan, much to the disappointment of the student s who wanted t o hear 
programs from RTM in Kuala Lumpur. Fortunately, I found a kindred soul 
in San Fr anc i scan George Poppin who kindly vol unt eered to use his mor e 
favorable loca tion to t ape progr ams for the Malaysians here in Kalama­
zoo . Needless t o say, they were delighted. 

The problem is that what a DXer considers a useful signal i s complete­
ly varthleaa in this case. The students want and expect recordings tha t 
a re 90- percent readabl e with a minimum of noise and interference, i.e. 
"armchair copy." Most Third World stations don ' t provide this kind of 
s ignal in North America on a regula r basis . In Michigan this is part­
icularly true of Asi an stations . On the West Coast I understand that 
Africa is tough copy . 

Keeping foreign students i n touch with home i s a very rewarding en­
deavour that I would r ecommend to any NASWA member. I t isn ' t necessary 
to be a student yourself . I ' m sure that any university or college with 
a s ignificant number of overseas students would be delighted to hear 
from someone who could provide a recording service similar to the one 
at WMU . 

I would like to see a network of listeners providing this service at 
all major institutions in North America . A l ittle cooperation s hould 
yield gratifying results : East Coast listener s taping for Africans on 
the West Coast and West Coasters doin~ the same for Asians in the East 
and Midwest. Anyone interested in participatin~ in this scheme is more 
than welcome to write me at the address above .

They can be heard generall;v fairly 
clearly in tbe morning atter 1000, to llOC>+, 

WUely beard is TI.l"C Faro del Caribe, a religious station in San Jose. Try 505.5 kHz 
at 0)00-0400 in English, aaootimea later. Earlier t hey are in Spanish. Or t r y 61?5 kHc 
at sign on a few minutes prior to llOO, They also u:oe 9645 , but with l ess power. 

Radio Raloj, on 48)2 and 6006, Nns 24 hours in Spanish and is well heard, 

&dio Rnai>o, en 60?? klls, also operates 24 hours, and can be heard rather easily, in 
SPflrlilb. 

Radio Noticiae del Continente, 961.5 k!lz, is another widely heard station. A recent note

MINT CONDITION-- One of the most abused expressions in hobby bulletins 

these days is the phr~se "mint condition" when applied to sec?nd hand (or 
more than second hand) equipment being of~ered for. sale. My.dictionary 4e­
fines "mint" as being "new or in its original condition , as if freshly min­
ted " And yet I saw a receiver advertised in FRENDX awhile back as two years 
old• but "in mi.nt condition". Hard to believe . I once had a HQ-180A which I 
bought at least second hand, had it repaired a couple of times, kept it two 
years and then sold it, only to find to myastonishment it being advertized 
as "in mint condition". Let the buyer beware! 

NAMIBIA-- The NASWA Country Committee rightly decided that such "count­
ries" as Transkei , Ciskei, etc. were nothing but South African satellites 
and denied them status on our country list . However , they may have jumped 
the gun by making an exception for Namibia . Namibia is supposed to be an ex­
ception but so far it hasn't happened . In a recent U. N. conference South 
Africa refused to make good on promises to give this area real independence. 
Someday I hope they will but until they do it is hard for me to think of 
Namibia having country status. 

DID HE STUMBLE?-- A logging report editor rec ently admiringly commented 
on a logging by Ontario ' s Ernie Behr1 "Ernie, you seem to stumble on to some 
fine catches , " Behr and other topnotch DXers don't stumble on things---they 
know when and where to DX and they are persistent about it . 

THEROUX-- Pitt McNeil gave an excellent summary in February PRENDX of 
worthwhile Latin American guidebooks and I'm eager to read some of them but 
he was wrong to dismiss Paul Theroux as "laughable". It is true that "The 
Old Patagonian Express" is not particularly simp£tico to South America and 
not as good as "The Great Railway Bazaar" but Theroux is one of the finest 
contemporary author s in English and the very anti thesis of "the tourist tur­
Bd traveller. " His visit with the great Argentinian writer , Jorge Luis 
Borges is worth the price of the book, the NY Times said. 

WRTH '81-- In October I was critical of the World Radio and TV Hand­
book as coating too much . I have had a chance to inspect the new 1981 ver­
sion and I must say that this year's model, printed in the U.S. , is better 
looking, easier to read superior to last year's . However , I must also fault 
WRTH for continuing to print data that are outdated and in some case never 
were correct. 

Here are just a few mistakes I spotted on a quick rundown. I ' m sure 
you'll uncover mor e . 

Tristan da Cunha 1 Future plans call for a "new t r ansmitter of 1 KW . " 
Thia has been running for several years in WRTH and has been debunked several 
times. Forty watts is plenty for Tristan; it has no need for 1 KW , 

Bhutan• Letters from Bhutan have denied ther e are any plans for increased 
power here also . 

Dominican Republic • l'IRTH lists 9 stations • Only three have been logged 
in recent years , R. Clarin (which WRTH lists as inactive) , R. Mil and RTV 
Dominicana and the last two are s"POradic if on at all . 

Haiti 1 Couple of no- shows here too, R. Caraibes and La Voix du Nord. 
Venezuela• Radio Coro made a brief appearance in 1974 on 4950 kHz but 

not since although it is listed regularly every year in WRTH . 
MOROCC0 1--This is a curious situation. According to the NASWA Country 

list , Morocco and Tangier count as separate countries . But as far as I can 
make out Tangier is the only country that can be logged currently since all 
the RTV Morocco transmitters on SW are in Tangiers. (Apparently there is no 
longer one in Sebaa-Aouin.) Logging reports listed as "Morocco ", acording to 
my way of thi.nking , are wrong . 

ANARC1-- This column came out pretty negative --nitpicking , did I hear 
someone say?-- so I thought I'd end it with a positive observation . I am 
very impressed by the job that Jeff White is doing in making the ANARC NEWS ­
letter a more reaRble , informative shortwave publication than it used to 
be. It has man~ new featur~s, including a se~tion on the handicapped prog­
ram and if you re not ge~ting it now I heartily recommend a subscription.

go up , I think S\'/Ls (net DXers )--whether er not in any club:- wil 1 be. hurt 
in the long run. For those who spea~ (understand) only F.nBllsh.aP th?1r nat­
ive language , they'll lose out on direc~ sources for cultur&l 1nform1ne, 
news , etc. Thus, the country involved may lose out in the long run unless 
they do not care what impressior. English- speaking persons/countri es have 
of their country .

CON'CERNir«:; the SPA!l'ISH LANGUAGE 
by Thomas J , Cole 

Miami is not cniy an eminently bilingual city IEne,lish/Spanish), but 1o1e find ir it 
different nuances in the usage, or abuse, of ~he Spanish language . .!"irst, " e fine! 
tbst buttressed by half a million iudi vidual~ i n Il8de Ccunty, there is the !anguage 
of the Cubans. And among U!ese, there ~. e difference betveen these "ho came frcm 
the eastern part cf the island and those from the -western part, or the l!ABAllERO. 

It is an ideal accent for matters of commerce - the HAE.Allt:RO, of rapid speech: -which 
goes straightvay to the nitty-gritty , to brnss-tecks. He does not possess the gentil ­
ity or the courtesy of the Colombian from t.he Sierras (Bogota or Mede l lin) in his 
speech, but his writing is something el~e: and we do not refer only to ~Drt!, Guill~n, 
or Cer pentier. It is e Spanish whi ch is compared to the Andalusian, with Ge.lician or 
Afrocuban elements . 
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The Spanish of the eastern Cuban is comparable to the Spanish of the Dominican Rep­
ublic, to the Venezuelan, or the Colombian from the Coast ( especia lly Barranquilla. 
Cartagena and Santa Martaj; 1t 1s also comparable to the Panamanian, and a bit, but 
not too much , to one from Guayaquil. The Habanero says it is a sing- song Spanish -
rightly so, i t is not the staccato of the comnercial Habanero, the o ne vbo cuts 
through the f a t . And it differs in its use of certain nouns . The llabanero ca lls a 
banana, pUtano; but the one frOll the east ca lls it guineo, as it is alao knovn in 
Central America. And if for an l!abanero the word pepeya constitutes profanity, this 
ia not so for a Cuban from the Oriente; nor for other Latin Americans ( in Puerto 
Rico , lechosa). In Havana (or Miami) the nispero is known es zapote {our sapodilla) 
but not so in Oriente, Cuba where the wor d nispero is used (as in Centra l America). 

!lo tvi thstanding, everyone agrees that the prettiest Spanish is employed by the Col­
ombian from the Sierras (Bogota, MedelUn, and to a point, Ca li) . It i s Spanish which 
comes close to Old Castilo, without the uee of the "th'" sounds (z or o before weak 
vowels ) or the guttural "J" or "g" {also before weak vowels) . Others might argue that 
this excellent Spanish is spoken in I.oja, Ecuador. 

And in Miami the Argenti.ne variety of Spanish is nov beard. I t employs the "vos" and 
enJoys certa in modiBlDB vbich di econcert many . This ie also uaed in Nicaragua and Hon­
duras . Since this changes the verbal form it is quite unsettling to English- speaking 
Americans who learned Spanish vi th Usted or even perhaps tu ( "tutoyer"). 

These sligh~ differences are interpreted by some in the United States as denoting 
that Castilian is not spoken in [Btin America, but is rather a series of dialects. 

Some people maintain that the Spanish of the Americas is even better than the one 
spoken in Spain. The differences of some vords flov from the spate of recent inven­
t i ons. An example ie the word known as goma emong the Cubans . We know that it exists 
af'ter 1900, vhen the automobile was invented. In Spain and Chile, it is known as 
nelllMtico. ("Pneumatique" in French, "tire" in the United States and "tyre" in England). 
And in Ecuador and Colombia , as llanta, a lthough properly speaking this is specifically 
the metal rim. (This occurs also in English; let ' s mention only the "hood" and ''bonnet"· 
of automobiles). No one would say that in the United States English is a dialect in 
view of these differences. 

Despite the territoria l e.xtension covered by the Spanish speaker today, there io l ess 
difference among those who speak that language then among those who speak English. In 
this case we do not refer to the differences among certain nouns (i.e., zapayo­
ca l abaza; batat a- bonia to ; papeya-fruta bombalechose: goma- neumatico- llanta; carro­
automovil-cocbe-maquina), but to the under standing in general. 

I t is not difficult to know vby. The Spanish language is based on the fixed pronun­
ciation of the five vowels. Cama, for example, is alvays cama, vete is alvays vete, 
loco is alvays loco etc. In EngUsh, the vowels change somewhat from one region to 
the other. Besides , in certain sectors the r is r.ot pronounced before a consonant 
(that is to soy, in certain perts of England, the USA' s Northeast or the South); but 
in other places it is pronounced, as i n the rest of the USA a nd in certain English 
areas, Scotland and Ireland. The A vowel undergoes changes . Bath, half, ca lf - are 
pronounced differently depending on one's origin (London, Boston, Nev York, Miami, 
Los Angeles , Atlanta). 

No one bothers to try to under sta nd London's cockney . Also, the chap fran Liverpool 
hardly understands one from Bi1'111ngham, end he who commands an oxford accent is 
extremely proud; in this case even where e word is accented varies. Even in the U.S. 
ask someone to pronounce the word Strawberry, and you can tell whether he comes from 
Boston or Atlant a. 

We suggest that in your trip - or next trip - you take e tape recorder and in your 
walks on the streets of Miami you record the l anguage of the people and l ater try 
to pinpoint their places of origin.

You can call it Namibia or you can call it 5outh West Africa, but 
either way it's shortwave ' es newest country ! 

Colonized by British and German traders in the late 1800 ' s Southwest 
Africa is a land periodically in the news as a result of its efforts to gain 
independence. 

In the bel':inning of the white man ' s .activity there , the British ob­
t~ined an area around Walvis Bay and the German 's the surroundinii; territory. 
South Africa took over Rritish titles to Walvis Bay after the Boer War 
and control of the German-held area followine: World War One. 

South Africa dominates the country today and refers to the olace as 
south West Africa. The United Nations actively seeks an indeoendent state 
under the name Namiba, which comes from the Namib coastal desert , called by 
one source one of the world's most total wastelands. 

The famous Kalahari desert occupies the eastern part of the country. 
In the center one finds a more pleasant climate where temperatures range 
from the 40's to the 85- 90 degree ranii;e . 

Copper. led, zinc, diamonds, fishing and cattle make up the economic 
base. 

The Ovambo are the most populous native group , followed by a number of 
others. Also making up the population are r,ermans, Afrikaaners and English­
spaaking whites. 

Some 18 months ago the Southwest African Broadcasting Corporation bran­
ched off the SABC and took over a 19 station Ft:. network, each "station" 
comprising one to six transmitters varyinp; from 50 watts to Jkw. 

. The shortwave service was commissioned on October 1, 1980 (althoup;h 
some fortunate OXers did log tests prior to this official startart ing date.) 

The shortwave operation consists of two Harris Corporation lOOkw 
transmitters operating both omnidirectionally and , aooarenily at other times , 
bi- directionally north and south. 

Both transmitters carry the same orogramming , a combination of Afrikaans , 
English, German, Herera and OBmara/Jlama. 

Also on October first the all night service was introduced as well as 
the acceptance of commercial advertising. 

The English service carries a SABC relay for about 50% of the time and 
the other half of the broadcast day is oroduced locally. The same applies 
for the Afrikaans service. 

SWABC plans J new medium wave outlets and a further expansion of the 
F'" network as well. Plans for a television station are also in the works, 

Some 280 people operate SWABC with that total including ev~rythine 
from janitors to managers. The technical department has a s taff of about 
ten persons. 

Reception of SWABC , though s potty, has been of fairly good s treng th 
at times on )270 and 4965 during lo cal evenings .
