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A VISIT TO THE I CELAND STATE BROAQCASTING SERVICE, by Mike Nikolich 

Iceland is located in the middle of the North Atlantic, ~loser to Green­
land than to Western Eurooe. It is a rugged, largely desolate is land of 
volcanic origin that is inhabited by approximately 220,000 fiercly independent 
ind ividuals. As evidence of Iceland's oroud herita~e, its language has re­
mained virtually unchanged since the 12th century. 

Despite its isolation from the rest of Europe, Iceland has been one of 
the continent's leaders in many resoec t s. For example, it is one of the 
world's first countries to utilize thermal enerizy for heating and electricity. 
Today , the capital city of Reykjavik gets nearly 100~ of its hot water, heat 
and electricity from Iceland ' s many under g round thermal streams . Politically._ 
the country has the distinction of having one of Europe ' s first female 
presidents. And , of course , there is that centuries- old argument about 
whether Co lumbus really discovered America before Icelandic seamen. 

Located in the heart of Reykjavik , at Skulagata 4, is the Iceland State 
Broadcas ting Service, one of my most cher ished DX catches. The JS&~ is 
housed in a white- washed, six story building that overlooks the Atlant ic 
ocean . This past July, I had the chance to visit the station when my flight 
from Luxembourg to Chicago stopped in Iceland for 24hours. 

The Iceland State Broadcasting Service (Rikisutvarpirl) employs 130 per­
sons, including three full-time producers and several free-lance producers. 
The station features five production s tudios and one main news studio . 
All equipment is Norwegian- made , with the exception of their phono cartridges, 
which are manufactured in the U. S. by Shure Brothers Inc. 

~Y host for the three hours I was at the station was a beautiful, 
.friendly woman named Margret Luoviksdottir, a r-epresentative of the foreign 
relations department. Mar~et was most willing to anwer a ny and all of my 
questions , and by the time I left the s tation to deoart to Keflavik Airport, 
I was convinced of one thin~-Rikisutvarpid is proud of what it does and 
wouldn't do things any other way. 

Q. Marl(Tet, coul d you provide me some background information on the station? 
A. The Jceland State Broadcasting service was formed in 1930, followin~ a 
special law granting it the monopoly of broadcating in Iceland. Shortwave 
transmissions began when Icelandic ships began fishing in the North Sea for 
herring--as a means of bringing these sailors a portion of the home service. 
We currently run a 100-kilowatt longwave station in Reykjavik, olus several 
low- powered relay stations throughout the country. We also have 27 smaller 
relay s tations broadcasting on mediumwave and an PM outlet. 
Q. Por years, DXers have heard the ISBS on the r-ather odd shortwave frequency 
of 12175 kHz in sideband. Why is this frequency used? 
A. We use 12175 because that is the frequency used by our I celandic seamen 
for point- to- point transm issions . We have considered using different fre­
quencies , but 12175 is the best right now. 
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Q. In o the r words , the s hortwave broa dcas t s ar e r eall y no t int ende d for a n 
i nternationa l audie nce? 
A. Tha t i s correct. We are simply trying t o provide our fis he rmen wi th a 
portion of our home serv i ce to keeo them i nformed about what is happening 
back home . We are a lways interes ted i n att ract i ng l iste ners from other 
countries , too . ,Judging f rom t he r eceotion reoor ts we rece i ve , I can assure 
you tha t our s t ation is hear d t hr oughout t he world.

Technic i an Bjarni Bj arnas on engi neer s the 1130 GMT broadczs t on the ISES. 
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Q. Has the Iceland State Broadcasting Service ever had an international 
service? 
A. Yes . years ago we did have one, but were forced to eliminate the service 
due to a lack of funds. Talks have resumed regarding the re-establishement 
of such a service, but I can assure you that international broadcastin~ is 
jus t not feasible at this time. 
Q. I notice that a local map lists an English trans miss ion from your station 
at 1800 GMT. Could you tell us about this service? 
A. We do not have any English programs at the present. The map is incorrect. 
All broadcasts are in Icelandic. 
Q. I s that becaus e Iceland is trying tc pres erve its language? 
A. Exactly. English is a very common second languap:e in Iceland, but we 
feel that because virtually 100~ of our population speaks Icelandic, why not 
broadcast exclusively in our national language . 
Q. Let ' s talk about your programming. How many hours per day does the 
station operate. I s there a seperate shortwave program? 
A. Right now, we broadcast 17 hours daily. Our original schedul e i n 19JO 
was just two hours per day. There is no special shortwave program. It is 
merely a relay of our home service. 
Q. Coul d you describe what your typical programming sounds like? 
A. A typical day's programs will incl ude news and weather at 1000 GMT, 
followed by a program about the fishing industry. For the next hour, we 'll 
present church music and also reading f'.rom Grimm. At llJO, we'll play local 
folk music until 1200, Death notices and local announcement begin at 1215. 
At 1220, we broadcast our firs t ma jor newscast of the day. Later on, our 
programming will include popular and classical music , as well as local 
Icelandi c folk songs . We always oresent a play on Thursday nights. 
Occas ionally, we feat ur e live clas sical music fro~ Rikis utvarpid's own 
symohony orches tra . When our s hortwave transmiss i ons begin at lBJO GMT, we 
present local announcements firs t. incl uding death notices . and then a 
comprehensive newscast at 184 5. 
Q. Could you describe the role Rikisutvarpid plays in a n Icelander's life? 
A. In our country , r adio i s t he numbe r one s ource of news, music and 
entertainment. Television i s regarded as more of a l uxury here. In fact, 
during the pas t summer, t here was no televis ion at all during July. By 
necess ity, we a lso do not have television on Thur sdays , as well . We have a 
saying that 'when you want t o get t he wor d out, us e the r adio '.

Icelandic winters are frigid , as these icy Icelandic Post and Telegraph 
radio and t elevisi on antennas indicate . Note 1 thes e are not the antennas 
used for t he s hor twave transmissions. 
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A producer edits a tape recording in preparation of a nopular music 
nrogram that will air l a ter on in the week .

Q, Are there advertis ements on your s tation? I f s o , what do they sound lke? 
A. Yes, we have advertisements . In fact , they account for 50% of our annual 
revenues. Ads a re presented four to five times a day . Our advertisements 
are more l ike announcements. They are read, back-to-back, be~ween programming 
segments, by one person. 
Q, Here in t he States , most of our advertisements are pre- recorded. They 
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also use cat chy music , s logans , . etc. It makes me wonder how. effective 
advert isement s are when they are presented the way your station ?oes the~. 
A. I think you have to realize that the Iceland State Broadcasting Service 
is the only radio station in Iceland. Also , people here listen to commercial s 
much in the same way they would a newscast . When a shop owner bas a shipment 
of scarfs for sa~e . be simply announces it on our station. Most merchants 
report great su~cess with radio . 
Q, In the shortwave hobby, one of the most popular activities is co l lecting 
QSL cards from different stations. I know that one of my favorite cards 
is from your station, How important are listener reception reports to you? 
A. We enjoy receiving renorts from listeners because they give us an 
indication of whether or not our signal is gettin~ out . I e stimate we 
receive several hundred letters per year. r.•os t a re from the Unit ed States 
and South Africa. I check the reports myself. Those that are of extraor­
dinary nature , I forward to our PTT technicians who are in char ge of the 
s hortwave transmissions. 
Q. Could you describe one recent ' extraordinary• report? 
A. I recently received a tape recording of our station from a listener in 
Australia. The quality of the recordinp, was outstanding--it sounded like 
be beard the station in Iceland! I made sure the PTT technicians heard that 
one . They were amazed. 
Q, One final question. Margret , I've beard rumors that you are testing 
different frequencies to possibly replace 12175 kHz . Is this true? If it 
is , what frequencies are your technicians considering? 
A, I'm really not in a position to answer that question , but I believe the 
frequencies may be in the 31 and 19 meter bands. We are having a real 
problem with interference, however, so we may continue our broadcasts on 
12175 kHz.

(Shortwave Center editor ' s note1 It is obvious the ISBS was doing some 
experimenting. As we go to press the ISBS has been noted on 13797 kHz, in 
a move from 12175 kHz, during the period 18)0-2000 GMT daily. It remains to 
be seen whether this change will hold or not.

New watches on the Market for DXers/SWt,ers • •• by Clarence Wilson 

If you have looked at dual time zone watches which give 24hour a nd 12 
hour notations alternately in different time zones, you know the price on 
such time pi eces can be expensive . In the last three or four years electronic 
technology has advanced to give us an inexpensive version of the same watch. 
There are now available quartz digital al arm/chronoF-raph watches featuring 
both 24hour and 12 hour notation. These watches are not technically dual 
time zone watches. but if the chronograph is started at exactly 00 100 GMT 
i t will cont inue on r.MT indefinitely day after day. The time and chrono­
graph are separate functions therefore in practice you have dual time zones. 
With a press of a button you can switch from one to the other. Since the 
alarm on such watches sets to one mi nute they ar e very useful at s uch things 
as keening one on time for WWV's propagation r eports at 18 minutes past the 
hour or reminding one of his or her favorite program. There are sever a l 
companies offering these watches. I checked the price on a "Nelsonic" 
last week in a local K-Mart store , the price was 29 . 97 plus tax. I consider 
that a real bargain for the dxer or swler.

~TI SOUNDS TI@~~~

I have been doing this column a little over a year now and one of the 
dominant impress i ons is that t he club, and pe rhaps the hobby, is divided in­
to two camps, SWLs and DXers , with distinct differences but overlapping in­
terests. And never the twain Rhall meet v< can they live in harmony as I 
suggested in an earlier column? I still think the latter although I hear 
grumblings from time to time. 

Another interestin~ question has been posed• Assuming you start as a 
SWL or a DXer, do you remain one or tend to move to the other camp? I don't 
know but I ' d like to outline two different case histories. 

Stevan Davies , who is a Ph . D. from Shavertown, Pa ., has written us that 
t here are two groups 1 "Shortwave listening is one thing; shortwave finding 
is really something else again . . . I would define sher twave finding as the 
aspect of the hobby focussing on the location and identification of obscure 
and low-powered broadcasting stations . For me , at least, this initially was 
a lot of fun. With my aged Hammarlund HQ-140-X I could pick up stati ons 
from the Sepik River to Niger to Peru . QSls were something I left to others 
to worry about. However, the e xcitement of hearing through Qfu~ and static 
and various unidentfiable hums and squawks the faint tones of foreign broad­
casters finally has become a bit dull. What I find more enjoyable now is 
shortwave listening. 

"I would define SW listening as the enjoyment of listening to foreign 
broadcasts con ta ining unusual music and/or different points of view regar­
ding international news rather than the point of view heard on U. S. broad­
sasting. S\·/ listening has a different set of values from SW finding. For 
SW listeners the quality of reception is crucual. It is far more enjoyable 
to hear Radio Brazil durin~ their daily English language programs, their 
comments on Brazilian and international affairs, their quite superb music 
than to hear one or another faint Brazilian local station." 

Davies makes a pitch for more space and attention given in FRENDX to 
S~/ listeners and their interests and wants. 

Before I turn to the other s ide of the question let me cite two points 
I am sure SW "finders" will be quick to criticize. The 1£!ck of any interest 
in QSLs almost insures an inevitable decrease in interest in DXing . Also, 
many DXers will dispute Davies' remarks on native music. The best , most ex­
citing native mus ic is found on the "faint locals" whether in Brazil, Peru 
or Indonesia. 

My own experience is just the opposite of Stevan Davies' . In 1968 I had 
some extra money from teaching in a college and I bought the old Radio Shack 
DX-150 so that, as a newsman , I could hear foreign news broadcasts . The rest 
is history• I found an interest in BXing that soon shoved content listeni ng 
into the background. For me th 0 thrill of hearing a pirate like European 
Music Radio has never been equalled by listening to the BBC . 

Don't get me wrong . I still listen to the BBC , AFRTS or any internation­
al broadcaster that suits my purpose. But DXing comes first. 

One of the main r easons is something Davies mentions "the quality of 
reception" . It is jus t not good enough most of the time for sustained list­
ening to the kind of programs I like . For instance , I like classical music. 
There is no wal I am going to prefer SW over m~ FM receiver for good music. 
~~lo~ncidenta ly , I can hear orchestras like adio Nederland's on public 

In a recent interview with Larry Ma@.le on Radio Canada International 
Perry Ferrell of r.ilfer Associates said he did not feel there would ever be 
a "mass " SW audience because propagational characteristics would not ver­
mit the quality and consistency of reception required. I agree with him 
completely. 

But Stevan Davies could be right about the logiaal progression from 
SW finding to listening despite my experience. \'/hat is your experience? 
Which way are you going? I still think t here ' s enough room in NASl·IA for 
both of us and if you think you deserve more attention , speak up and make 

_yourselves heard.

I seem to have come through my operation in fine style and am ready for the 
SW finding season , or should that be listening season? In the meantime a 
happy holiday season to you and yours and l ots of good equipment under the 

yule tree. Column mail has been ~cod but keept it coming. I'm going to have 
trouble getting all the letters i nto the next page, I'm afraid . 
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This Is The Way It Sounds To Them! (A potpourri of comments from 
rec ent columns on thP. hobby.) 

Mike Cooper of Atlanta , Ga., writes that "as someone who has been in 
radio professionally for eigh~ years, I have been ast9und~d at ~hP total 
ignorance about shortwave radio by t hose who are work1ne in radio. In all 
my years of working in both music - oriented and news- oriented si tuations I 
have only met one other person working at a radio station who was an avid 
shortwave fan . Like the general popula t ion , people workin~ at commercial 
radio stations display a total ignorance of shortwave and DXing in general. 
If anything, I think it is an unfortunate comment on the caliber of people 
in uroadcasting . I t seems they are motivated byego gratificati on, rather 
than a genuine interest in radio ." 

Mike enlarges on his theme convincingl~ and I wish I had space for 
more. On another subjec t, he thinks there is room for both DXers and list­
eners to co-exist in the hobby as lon~ as both have some ap~reciation of 
the other. He "tends to be a listener' but if he had mor e t ime he ' d prob­
ably spendin~ it "seeking rare stations" . 

As f or promoting t hr hobby, Randall C. Moyle of Pickerine, Ontario , 
belie vP.s that "we may be preparing to jump from the frying pan into the 
fire . Many hobbi es have been ruined when a giant influx of t he masses be­
came involved and the hobby reduced to a fad." Randall cites CB which 12 
years a go was a "respectable hobby". "Wor ds cannot descrive today's dis­
aster." 

Robert L. Woods of Front Royal , Va . , says that he approaches retirement 
SW is defini tely one of thn hobbies he will pursue. He finds expense no 
real obstacle , compared to other hobbies, but mentions one nega tive aspect 
I overlooked• "You are suspected of being some sort of spy when your mail 
contains literature f r om some no t · so friendly nations." 

Further comments on SW as a r eti r ement hobby came f r om William McMahon 
of Oxnard, Ca., three years r etired . He says my negative points on t he 
hobby are not necessarily bad1 lack of physical exercise in very cold weat­
her may not be all that bad . "The 'loner" part you menti on seems to be true 
but I guess that ' s the nature of the beast." 

Bill makes an excellent point when he says don ' t look outward , look 
inward for satisfaction with the hobby. Nobody not a hobbyist will ever 
appreciate it . How tru~~ (Including a few spouses?) 

Other comments on the question of whether tape recordings s hould be 
accepted as just as legitimate a s QSLs brought reaction from Michael Dayen 
of Plymouth , Minn. and Harold Sellers of Scarborough , Ontario. 

Dayen disagrees with the t hes is that tape recordings should be given 
equivalent status wi t h QSls although he agrees a tape coll ection is advis ­
able f or e verY DXer 

" submit-that tapes cannot consti tute a proof of reception ," he argues 
because "patently there are many ways one can obtain or manufacture a tape 
of a r eception that never occurred. Therefore in this r egard a tape i s no 
btte{ than a conventional QSl , In f act, I contend that no thing can unequiv-

er roKi r82Je'ta ~' ;ecordings , Sellers fe els that "if t he al'.'a:rds dl.rec tor 
receive~ a ta e recording which is 0 extremely poor quali"t)( , eitner be­
cause or t he ori~ina signal or r ecording me thod , he may reJec t it whereas 
the DXer and even another ~er3on would be able to ID the station f r om t he 
tape. The po in t is , lis t ening to a bunch of tapes is a job most of us 
wouldn't want." 

I think Harold has a good argumen t there 1 sendinF, i n tapes and listenT 
inR to them is j ust not practical fo r an awards program . 

Harold also disputes the argument, on another topic , mentioned in anot­
her co~umn that some hobbyist f ear that enlargin~ the hobby further might 
spoil i t a s a true hobby. He po ints to stamp collec t ing . It has mill i ons 
of followers. "Can anyone say i t isn't a hobby?" But Harold feels that if 
SWLing g~ts to be an extremel y popular hobby the importance of l ocal 
groups will ~ccome even more evident for thei r soc ial aspect although the 
need for national and international groups will still be strong.

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The Helically ~!ound Vert.ical Antenna 9y: Neal A. Perdue 

Much has been written about this space-savinp antenna but a tew 
pertinent tacts have not been covered. They will be incorpor­
ated into this text. 

Several models have been used here and the specs tor the latest 
and moat etticient one will be included in this article, but the 
experimenter should certainly teel tre ~ to "roll his own" in acc­
ordance with materials available in r egard to lolll.lth ~nd size or 
poles, wire, etc. The 21 toot model discussed hero is an outdoor 
a ntenna. 

A tew tacts about helical verticals: 
1. SWLa did not dream this one up. It has been in tho ARRL 
Handbook tor years . 
2. For decent all-band reception it MUST be used with a tuner­
it la a very "trequency-conacioua" antenna. 
3. About twice aa much wire is required tor resonance at a given 
frequency aa with a straight wire. Therefore, you would double 
tho normal figures. Thie antenna ls usually used as a quartor­
wave ground-plane antenna, but you would use the halt-wave form­
ula (468 + Ls P in Mhz) to determine resonant trequonoy . Thus, 
tor raaonanwe down to 3.0 Mhz about 156 teat or wire would be 
vound onto tho pole(e ) and tho system would be worked against OND. 
4. Any vertical antenna ot usetul length is a helpful altaM1ato 
antenna at times, and it space ia unavailable tor a "longwiro" 
this antenna can servo well as the MA!N antenna, with generally 
bettor results than a short random wire. 
5. Verticals have a totally llnearnod reputation as being "noisy~. 
I have found t he exact opposite to be true, in: statio. However, 
they may be susceptible to MANMADE n oise such as iirnition noise. 
6. I have run into several situations whore a DX station could 
ba board ONLY on tho vertical, and many situations vhero re­
ception vas bettor on tho vertical than on tho horizonta l antenna. 
It I could have only one antenna, it would be an inverted-V but it 
I oould have two I'd add a vertica1--Bot h wit h tun erR . 

It there is roan tor any outside antenna at all, there is usually 
room tor a vertical . It it can be erected right outside a ground­
tloor shack vindowJ a singlowire leacK.n to a randomwire tuner just 
inside the vindow may be used, with a good ground on the tuner. 
It more than three or tour root or lead-in i s required, R0-58/U 
or ai.milar OO&J[ should be run from tho antenna to a coax tuner 
vith the shield or the ooax grounded directly at the base of the a 
antenna. Ir aingloviro lead-in is used, tho bottom or the antenna 
should be 5-10 teat above GND.

Tba wbola idea la to get a lot of wire wound around a relative-
ly abort non-oonduotivo polo . The top section or the model 
used hero ie a 12 toot bamboo fishing pole with 70 feet or in­
eulated hookup wire woun4 around it. The first ) teot or wire 
are brought down straight rrom the top or the pole and then the 
tulftla start- 1/4• to 3/8" apart. The bottom section ia a 10 reot 
length ot 2" PVC pipa with 100 teat or wire and turns spaced at 
about 1/2" apart. Tho top and bottom sections can be fastened 
together in any number ot ways. I didn't want anything metal 
near the turns ot vire ao I slid tho top section down about a 
foot and a halt onto the outside ot the bottom section and lashed 
them together several places tightly with nyl on cord. It's boon 
up <;> month• or so and hasn't budged. One big advantage or using 
tho bamboo pole tor the top section is weight distribution . What 
little weight there ie,1-e at the bottom and no guying is required. 
The antenna baa survived well in winds that brought my 50 toot 
mast crashing to the ground. It high winds are expected, the 
antenna can be laid on the ground in less than a minute. 

This antenna, with 170 feet ot wire wound helically, is baaioally 
resonant at about 2.9 Mhz. It is•made resonant•at higher freq­
uencies with the tuner. It performs well from 2.0- 15 Mh1. Por 
frequencies above 15 Mhz. I would recomxnend a shorter voraion or 
one with muoh less wire. Insulation ot the wire rrom GND ia im­
portant. I used a oouple ooata ot apar varnish on the poles prio• 
to winding and put 2 more coats on arter winding. Duot tape eTery 
6 inches or ao will hold the wire in place. Do not use anJ tJP• or 
tape with wire imbedded in it, or vith an1 kind ot metallic ooat.
