U.A.E. RADIO IN DUBAI - EXTERNAL SERVICES 
submitted by LESLIE BYRON 

The s hortwave transmitting station for the external services of U.A.E. 
Radio is located in the desert 42 kilometers from the modern city of Dubai . 
It is reached along a narrow tarmac road through the rolling sand dunes. 
Sometimes driving out to the site in the early morning through a heavy 
ground mist is counterbalanced by driving back in the late afternoon through 
a blinding sandstorm. 

The three high-frequency transmitters are the Marconi type 806124 with 
a carrie.r output power of 300 kilowatts on the high-frequency broadcast 
bands from 3.95 MHz to 26.1 MHz. The th.ree transmitters, with the offices, 
workshops and stores, are housed i .n a large modern building fully air-con­
di tioned against daytime temperatures as high as 50 degrees Centigrade in 
the summer. They are also protected against the sandstorms that blow uprn 
the desert by oilbath filter . systems. Ringing the building are t he antenna 
curtain arrays fed from a remotely controlled switching matrix to switch any 
transmitter to any array. The whole . installation is controlled from a cen­
"tra1ly scl'eened ·control room using a computer system which remembers all the 
schedule changes -frequency, array, and program source against time- and 
avitches arrays and transmitters accordingly . In fact a transmitter can be 
re1cheduled in less that 30 seconds. 

There 1- a total of 15 Marconi four-band, folded dipole, curtain arrays 
with fixed v.f.re screen reflectors. Each array can operate on four adjacent 
ehol'tvave bend• and the· radiation pattern can be slewed+ or - 30 degrees .

THE BIRTH OP SHORT WAVES 

In examining the uses to which the experimenters have employed 
the redio frequency spectrum, one finds that a general rule app~ies. With 
the exoeption of Edison's work on incandescent lighting, radio experimenters 
have begun with the longer wavelengths and progressed on to the shorter ones 
a. experimental bands were approved. The wavelength of experimentation waa 
shortened in direct proportion to &n inverse of the cube of the years between 
1900 and 1940. This increase of frequency and decrease in wavelength took 
place in much the same 1!18J'Uler as gravity accelerating a falling object. The 
most interesting point of the whole story, though, is t.~at i t was al.l preci• 
pitated by a.oc ident . 

· The general theory of radio propagation was developed b¥ James 
Ma:xwell in 1865. Heinrich Hertz then demonstrated the theory in 1887 by 
sending and receiving a signal with a spark transmitter. '!'he major naval 
and maritime or ganizations immediately siezed upon "wireless" comnrunications 
for their vessels a~ sea. The wireless radios operated on the longwave band. 
Dmnenae antenna> !l'l'l'trys and hi gh power transmitters (for that era) were needed 
to sp111n the oceans; and sp1111 they did. This marine network below SOO kc per ­
mitted ships and shore stations to exchange messages, plot positions, and re­
questr aasistance. 

Interest in radlo transmission was limited to a rather small group 
ot people i n the early plla't of the twentieth century. Scientists, experimen­
tsra and amateurs found their pl aces in the development of this new field. · 
Vlth the naval establishment laying claim to the longwaves, the experimenters 
and amateurs were bumped down to the mediumwave band which was , of course, 
the last uaablo b11ndspace for rad.lo transm1ssion over modest d1s tances. The 
-teura did not li:now it at the time, but this p•trimonious anub was the 
firat stev in a much longer j ourney . 

The ainking of the Titanic .in :1912 gave a big boost to radio in 
general. Wirel!eas tel!egraphy soon bees.me a household word. The t~ 11h.amA 
became either a household word, or a household joke; and, mostly mista:lc.enly, 
the neighb=hood bane. By the and or World War I, mnateur radio was once 
again permitted to operate on mediU111Wave . They were required, however, to 
ahJl!re the bcid with commercial broadcasters. Thi.a bandsharing pl.Jin began to 
tall! epart in the twenties as the broadcasters left their two "assigned" 
frequencies, and beg111n operating e'.lt!awhera to escape interference. The hams, 
of course~ wel"O' the ones to suffer. They had been experimenting on 90 meters 
ainco 1923. Radio engineers had deemed anything. below 200 meters to be just 
•bout vorth2ess. Finally, in 1924, with the bands completely jammed up into 
bedlam, there occurred • series of national and 1hternat1onal conferences to 
divide up the spectrum. 

The oCJlllme'roi•l broadcasters wanted to lay claim. to 100 meters. 
'llhi• -ir th.e band that housed the hams when the big boys had the good turt 
an SO<> matera. But the bo.nd distribution that was finall y allocated, put a 
l.imit an the broadcaatara •t 200 meters. Thlt A.R.R.L. lobbied and received 
plmmisaion to use ~00 meters: but, thlJy also had the foresight to receive 
ll8l0tiona ta uae Bo, 40, 20 and S meters. 

Tile CISO • s th•t toll owed, espaoially on •20• for dsytime DX, ware 
al1 th-eta. Aa the davalopmanta cm the shorter wave1engths baa- more vel1 
ll:nom, the acientlr1o community begim to take notico. Govermnenta and the 
eduoational arganizationa olimbad Ollbaard. And, by 1940, serious work -• 
bdng 4cme cm recSar •t htgber and higber frequencies. Tb.111 hiatCJl"Y points 
• sr-t tribute to the emo)J -t!JUrll and their dedication. 
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The developments tha t have occurred in t he past would most cer­
tainl:y have come in time. The human mind is too complex to have limited the 
scope ot frequencies to the 2000 metor ares. Rather, a debt is owed to the 
amateur community far their work. their persistenc~, and their inventiveness. 
When they wore given the graveyards, they made them prosper. They reached 
:fll!I'thar on lower power, t'l\an the major conununication~ concerns. And, finally, 
thl!'Y have been on th~ forefront of every major area in telecommunications. 

Today's radio amateur, upon pI'oper qualifications, can operate 
:from 1200 meters (experimental/no licen~ure) down to centimeters (to Q:IO with 
OSCAR am· other satellites). They transmit on am/ssb; voice/code; SSTV/R'ITY. 
Yet. amazingly, it all began so small.

These 
little buggers didn't amplify. They didn't even. have a va>Cuum. Actually, 
Ill bsllast tube (like a 50A1) was nothing more· than a glor·ified power resis­
tor. 

The purpose o:f these ballasts was to drop the AC line· voltage 
1n • series :filament circuit, The 50Al mentioned abovo was more properly 
termed a thermal regulatol!'·· because it was filled with hydrogen gas. The 
gas 1n • regul.ator tube allowed a flexible resistivity V·is-a-vis the· resis­
tanc& wire; as well as showing a constant current s ource. 

Puett Electronics has a· pretty good supply of ballasts. ETCO 
bas them from time to time.also. In 11 pinch• however-, you can wire a power 
resistor into the circuit. Just figure your vo1tsge drop requirement :from 
sdding tho :filament V'a-Jl.tsges at your other tubes and :subtre:cting that figure 
:from the liner voltage'. Then calculate the power :factor in watts for the 
ballast dl"op.

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In the illustration I have depicted various popular cells with 
a scale . Here is how a cell is made, and why it works. Most common is the 
LeLanche carbon-zinc cell, It is comprised of a zinc can (negative elec­
trode), lined inside with an electrolyte gel or catalyst, then filled up 
with a black carbon compound (positive electrode), A solid carbon rod is 
inserted merely as a conductive path from the positive electrode to the 
outside tip - it is not the positive electrode itself, The chemical val­
ences of the elements used in the cell make-up determine the voltage po­
tential, Nearly all popular cells have a potential of li volts more or les s, 
Carbon-zinc provides ltV, th• alkalines are ltV, mercury gives only l.4v, 
and nickel- cadmium (nicad) only about l,25v, However, new lithium buttons 
can provide about JV. They are used in calculators, etc. Physical size of 
cells determines how much amperage can bo extracted. Note that the popular 
9-volt size is a true battery comprised of a stack of six liV cells, Tear 
up an old one someday, 

A word of caution about 9-volt-size nicads. They aren't! Since 
nicads provide only ltV per cell, a stack of six only provides 7,5v. The 
instructions should clearly indicate •tor 9-volt applications," At the 
present state-of-the-art, this size nicad is not a worthwhile value in my 
opinion, You aren't getting a full 9 volts, and they run down rather fast, 
requiring frequent recharging • •• a nuisance. Some nicads are labeled as "D" 
size, but are merely repackaged •c• cells. Compare the ampere-hour rating 
on the side to be sure, If it is the same, you'll know. 

In the case of cells used tor transistor circuits only, the best 
value is the cell marked •for transistor use.". Eveready cells are red and 
have numbers like 1015, 101J5, 1050, or 216. The value comes not in the 
length of service, but in the time versus money. Surely, you'll replace the 
red cells more often, but for less expense. Alkaline cells used for tran­
sis~or circuits will give little or NO additional length of service, You 
can save your money in remembering that. 

Alkaline cells should be purchased where heavy use for larger 
current is indicated, such as tor flashlights, motor-driven toys, photo­

·graphic equipment, etc. Consider ••• motors means magnetism, and flashlights 
mean bulbs burning. Both uses mean low resistance heavy current draw, Bulbs 
are one of the heaviest demands made on battery cells . When possible, turn 
ott such lamp if you don't need it, Install an external switch if you can, 
You'll get vastly extended lite ot the battery tor other things, 

Mercury cells are expensive, but it you wa nt t o have useful 
power right up to the last few minutes ot lite, then mercury is the answer . 
These cells maintain near full voltage until the end, t hen avalanche sud­
denly to zilch, They are great tor long lite transistor use, have long un­
used shelf life, withstand greater extremes of temperature . One drawback 
is the corrosive salts which occasionally forms on the terminals. Common 
uses for mercury are watch and calculator or hearing aid cells, garage 
door openers, Get them in a wheel of six. It's cheaper than individuals. 

Silver oxide buttons are similar to mercury, and are used for 
many of the same things, The voltage is slightly higher, but they are more 
expensive , Be alert tor buttons of the same size and chemistry selling 
under different numbers, even by the same manufacturer. Eveready JOO types 
have exact duplicates in wheels of six under other numbers. Very often, a 
dealer will sell to you out of the wheel at pro-rated prices. 

Manganese- dioxide buttons are among the newer cells being sold. 
They are rechargeable, though not as many times as nicads. They are used 
in solar-assisted watches, calculators, etc. Shelf-life and individual 
charges life are not as long as a regular cell life. 

On the subject of recharging, let me suggest that ~ cell can 
be rejuvenated to some extent - some more efficiently than otnefs. The 
answer lies importantly in the charging rate, Do it slowly, slowly. If 
done too fast, internal heat causes problems, Recharging circuits can be 
simply made - even tor automobile batteries. Anyone interested can write. 

Here's hoping that you have learned something, Next month's 
section will hopefully contain contributions from FRENDX readers.

With 1982 as neat and shiny as the transceiver Grandma got for Christmas, 
your British re searcher has been gazing at the shortwave papers of fifty 
years back. Old time r adio is very popular in Britain, and I have just 
received tidings from the Vintage Wireless Company of Bristol that the 
acute shortage of real old r adios has provoked the inevitable commercial 
response. 
"It had to happen. With the s hortage of the real thing, there is now 
being produced by the famous Philips Company, a three quarter size 
reproduction of their well-known ' Super i nductance' receiver, Model 634 
made in 1933." Since I worked literally a handful of yards from t he 
Vintage Wireless Company during my years in Bristol , I am naturally 
interested . 
The vintage wireless store , in my years thereabouts , had sturdy all­
valve sets booming on shor twave as hefty as any AM s ignal. Among its 
services today are hire of vintage radios and relative props . to theatre 
companies, sale of restored domestic/automobile radios, radio/tele vision 
~eceivers 1914-1954, and spare parts. 
It could be one of Britain ' s up and coming tourist attractions, a nd in 
the long run more significant than the less t han vintage Concorde, also 
made in that bustling city. All we lack now is the programmes of the 
19308 for the vintage radios on offer . After all, they were the great 
adventurous days of rad io (or 'wireless' as it was more usually called 
in Britain) 

The British radio magazines remain superb examples of journalistic style 
(incidentally, I have a limited suppiy that I can exchange for back 
issues of 'NASWA') ' Modern Wireless ' at the beginning of 1932 paid tribute 
to .Holland - an example to the rest of the world in its shortwave services. 
Today, it has a booming alternative (free) radio fraternity, and a sizeable 
monthly devoted to the subject. 

But there were problems: "Outch broadcasting has several marked peculiar ities 
which render it interest ing. For one thing, the time observed - twenty 
minutes ahead of Greenwich - is unlike that of any other country. So that 
if you hea r a station ' 3 chimes indicating 12 o'clock when our clocks say 
11 ,40, you may be sure it is a Dutch s tation'.' . Also it discourages new CB 
breakers from asking for time checks. 
Although shortwave was obviously alive and kicking in Holla.nd, t he Paria 
scene was not attractive (fr om that po int of view). 
A reporter contrasted the spread o( wireless shops in Britain with the 
situation in the French capital: "It would be difficult to find six radio 
shops of any kind in the whole of central Paris." The only place where you 
could buy components was •under the St . Lazare Station'. Hence, the ' bright 
British youngsters learned he lpful French phrases for their holidays: "Avez 
vous un spare valve?" Also "Mon rig est explodee" and "Je ne sais pas le 
radio store." Of course , whilst the British male of t he 1930s had a 
throughly good time in the back shed with 'The Wireless Constructor Magazine' 
and a box full of radio parts, the French boulevardier had to make do with 
pretty girls, champagne and a touch of the aimez-vous . That the French were 
alwa,ya far too enthusiastic is confirmed by 'Modern Wireless': "The Eiffel 
Tower is generally good enough in quality and range of programne, but its 
power ia far i n excess of Parisian needs. 11 As they say, " If you got it, 
why not show it?" C' est l a vie . They must have been using one heck of a 
lot of Juice for elsewhere the magazine states, "Pa ris P.T.T. breakdowns, 
which have recently been frequent , have been due to hitches at the power 
station supplying it, and not to trouble at the station itself." 

An issue of 'Modern Wireless• later in 1032 did something which no chivalrous 
broadcaster of Paris would even have considered. It stated baldly, " Luxemburg: 
the lady announcer is a German and is aged 24 1 " Even today's permissive BBC 
would not dream of giving a lady ' s age. 
Talking of age, the world's youngest fully qualified radio amateur in 1932 
waa Alan T. Margo (W8FZA) of Porterville, C&lifornia. He was g~ years old 
(positively elderly by co111>arison with some of today's nippers on CB). Other 
helpful notee that undoubtedly convinced yesterday's breakers that all was 
well; in 1g32: 
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* "LENINGRAO . .. the use of loudspeakers in factories is continually 
and recently 32,000 loudspeake r s were ordered for this purpose ." 
we hear - were not all for the same plant. 

growing, 
These -

* "GEORGIC .. • the new White Star liner 'Georg i e ' has its wireless i nstallation 
fitted in the vessel ' s dunvny funnel." Well , that ' s one place to hid the 
over-powered r ig when the FCC man call s. 

* "PARIS .• • Radio LL has been da bbling in auto- s uggestion fo r list ene r s and 
broadcasting "Keep Cool, Calm and Collected" music on 370.4 meters. Wonder 
why we haven't heard that one recently? 

* "RADIO Schaerbeek recently organized a parade of dissathfied radio 
enthusias t s t hrough t he str eets of Brussels" . These days they call that 
kind of thing ' a ma~athon•. 

* "PMY ••• The New Dutch East Indian transmitter , PMY , ·was r ecent ly leased to 
a firm of advertising agents , the money so raised being devoted to relieving 
unemployment ." Mainly among broadcasters and copywriter s l"IO doubt . 

Those hefty , r omantic r adio journals had a t r emendous sense of innocence. 
Stations • very high power tests' (up to 4gg kw) were heralded with great glee. 
However, the enthusiast who penned ' What The Distant Stations Ar e Doing ' for 
'Mode r n Wir eless' said that he doubted that broadcasting stations in the U.S.A . 
would ever be permitted to use more than 100,000 watts on a regular basis 
bec ause of i nterference problems. This remark had been provoked by the tidings 
that the Feder a l Radio Commission was encouraging the building of • giant 
s tations'. Presumably you had to climb up t he beanstalk to reach them. 

The shaggy dog station award in 1932 obviously went to "Villa Acuna, the 
po~erful Mexican Station operating under call XER, is in great disf avour 
because it is said to be ran on a'quack medicine• basis , to adver tise a 
goat-gland specialist. It is just over the borde r f r om the States and 
migrated t he r e when the Federal authorities refused to renew t he licence . " 
Fortunately, commercials for goat-gland treatment are not heard on shortwave 
today. Though the government could try it to help raise cash for industry. 
Since the Honolulu KGU station 'broadcast a volcano' - Mount Halemauman -
with'a movi ng microphone' we assume the chap with the rig had some of that 
•keep cool' music through t he .. :ans. We' re no t s ure what to make of .!!!.!!. 
1932 mountain story : "Radio SWiss Romande recently gave a highly satisfactory 
running commentary from Mount Gooner grat, 10,000 f.eet up. This constitues a 
record for broadcasting." Until t he BBC broadcast that radio epic wi th the 
Goons pushing a piano up Mount Everest , this being a zany and world famous 
radio s how (which starred the late and great Peter Sellers) 

Another shaggy dog story under the 'Great Bloops' heading comes f r om Apr il, 
1g32· 

"Radio Vati can, the Pope's station, was recently put on the air by one of the big 
Alllerican hook-ups , and after an hour' s wor king, somebody phoned and diffidently 
pointed out that the programme i n question was not Radio Vat ican at all, but another 
station on an adjacent wavelengt h . Su r ely , one of the biggest radio mistake s eve r 
Ma.de!!" Actually, some ladies who have a llowed their husbands to turn t he spare 
room into a r a di o s hack think that was ' one of t he ~iggest radio mistakes eve r made ..•• " 

Although Charlie Loudenbloomer will remain a n All Time Great in the NASWA Gall e ry of 
Litera ry Giants, it ' s worth paying a modest tribute t o some characters that crossed 
t he pages of the handsome British monthly, 'The Wireless Constructor•, back i n the 
early 1g30s, A co lumn called 'In Lighter Vein', and written by ' The Wireless Wayfarer' 
- a gipsy of the air-waves - reported t he brave deeds of Professo r Goop, an avuncula r 
gent purs uing per fect radio . He was , in t urn, pursued by Mrs Goop intent on getting 
sotne repairs done around the house. 

In an i ssue at my elbow, the Professor proposed t he construction of a f ourteen valve 
supsrheterodyne s hortwave radio, free of problems . Well, almost free of problems. 
However, the columnist asked the Professo r how he i ntended to cope with s hortwave 
aplaah, which., as everyone knew in the 1g30s , happened when strong s peech was 
tran .. itted on shortwave s t ations. It was, so they said, very strong in Stuttgart, 
and for t hat reason , good Germans thereabouts had lids on t heir beer mugs . A highly 
.~ .. ic diacuaaion on sideband splash and protection agains t it r eached a cli.,..x, 
u the l'rofessor took a box of onions and prepared to. pee l them whilst tranamitting. 
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At this point, Mrs Goop entered and insis ted that the Professor s e e a t once to the 
leaking faucet, or tap as the objec t is known i n the old c ountry . So the marvellous 
sideband s plas h guard, about t o be revealed by the Professor was never desc ribed . 

well, no doubt Charlie Loudenbloomer knew about it. Maybe if I s earch the pages long 
enough I may find that Charlie and the Professor ac tually met and solved the problem. 

Looking at the magaz i nes o f the 1930s convinces me that s hortwave had an air of the 
unpredictable in thos e days . Today, everyth i ng i s s o certain , s o assured. Howe ver, 
as I am waiting f o r the repairman to come and repai r my new electric t ypewriter, for 
the third time this week, and have s tared down the avenue in vain for his truck, I 
will at this point, close with greetings from the old country. The typewriter may 
look okay but it sure has some sideband splash in i ts margin releas e .

AN INDEX CARD FILE MAY BE JUST WHAT YOU' RE LOOK ING FOR 
by CHARLES BOLLAND 

Apart from a good receiver and antenna s ys tem, the s erious DXer needs a 
number of aids to help him accomplish his/her task of obtaining those hard­
to- hear targets. Of course, one such aid is the World Radio and Television 
Handbook . But in addition to the handbook a good file of station character­
istics is invaluable. The handbook lists only frequencies, times, and some­
times the phrases used for station identification. However, the station 
identification phrases are generally only f or the major shortwave stations 
of the world. You would not find, for example , the stati on identification 
phrase of Radio Nacional Espejo in the handbook . Therefore, developing an 
index file of station characteristics is really essential. 

I have found that 4 x 6 index cards are ideal for keeping notes. They 
are large enough to write a considerable number of notes on, but not too 
large to become cumbersome when space is limited. My file is set up accord­
ing to frequency. I keep data only on those stations which have remained on 
the same frequency for a year or more . If the station is one that I believe 
will remain on the new frequency after I find it, I make a file card for it. 
I enter the station's name in the upper left hand corner of the card, the 
frequency in the upper center, and the country in the upper right corner. I 
next list some of the "modus operandi" of the station like ads, special 
types of music, and time checks . I usually include the time zone following 
tne time check reference . This would be noted as Zulu + 4 or Zulu + S depend­
ing on the country. Knowing the time zone of a station can often help narrow 
down the choices for identification. 

Another very important aid to identification which should be included on 
the index card is popular phrases used by the station. Frequently the announ­
cer gives the time in a certain format and if you have made a note of this 
beforehand, you can be certain which station you are listening to and eit her 
tune away for further searching or remain and catch the identification for 
logging. Each month additional information can be obtained to aid in ident­
ification by scanning the loggings in FRENDX and notating any suitable 
phrases that other DXers may have included with their contr ibutions. 

Above all, the station's i dentification s logan should be included in 
your card file. Knowing what t o expect a head o f time when waiting for the 
station's identification can help imme nsely with those dif ficult-to-hear 
s tations. How many times have you been waiting for an identification when a 
burst of static or interference caused you t o miss it ? If you had know 
what was coming, you might have caught enough words to satisify an identif­
ication. 

Other i tems to consider when developi ng the f i le are t he best a ntenna . 
used, the time of day heard and the quality of the signal. Finally , I usual­
ly list the date and time of t he "firs t time heard" on the bottom of the 
card . Other times can be lis ted i f t hat par ticular target i s readable a t 
different times of the day , night, or year . 

Keeping a good file will help cut down o n the t ime spent on individual 
stations that are of no particular inte res t wh en the t ime is limited f or 
listening to a special target area . It will also make DXing more interest ing 
and more fun. Good listening!

"There probably isn't a newsroom in the country without a radio set to 

monitor police, fire and communications for news leads ._scani:iers are a~ 
common a sight as editors working for the Lou Grant Scowl- Alike Award. 

So wrote Robert C. Diefenbach, an Atlanta- based communications consult­
ant in the January issue of Quill, magazine of Sigina Del ta Chi, the prof­
essional journalists' organization. 

Then Diefenbach went on to rock most editors on their heels al thou/d\ it 
should come as no surprise to you, a shortwave listener. Doing what tney 
are doing is illegal. F.avesdropping on point-to-point conversations viol­
ates federal law and most news people don't seem to be aware of it. 

"The scanners can become tickets to the slammer," wrote Diefenbach. 
Section 6o5 of the Communications Act of 19)4 makes it illegal to mon­

itor radio cQmmunications and divulge their contents without prior consent 
of both parties involved . You can be fined $10,000 and got to jail for a 
year or two if successfully prosecuted. · 

Not only are police, fire and public service communications protected 
but also conversations on the business, marine, amateur , -aaiation bands . 
It's O.K. to listen but not to divulge to another party , The only exception 
is distress signals. 

Newsrooms not only divulge--an editor relaying a communication to a re­
porter, for instance--but make beneficial use of what they hear. They are 
also, Uldirec tly, making a financial gain by selling newspapers. 

The chances of the FCC cracking down on newsrooms is remote. 'llley have 
ano118b trouble on their hands wi tliout tackling that hot potato . But the 
article in Quill P<?inta the finger to what I have always theught to be an 
inane law. It is inane because there is no way on earth it can be enforced. 

I ' 111 wondering if there is a single one of my readers out there who can 
honeftlY ~ay he has never broken the above law? Is there one of us who 
hasn tdsa d to a sPOuaeMor friend, "Itjuat heard two1hama 1talkin£ on the • air an t e guy ou't 1Jl l.nneesta was l!l.l.l.ng some ta -1· ta es aMu-c snow.

In last month's Shortwave Center, I presented an all too general picture of one 
o! . the most controversial periods at the VOA culled from a number of written 
accounts, as well. as !roa ~ own involvement in the events. Last year's period 
o! controversy and media attention, by the Wl;Y, began long before the now-famoll.!I 
Nicolaides maao which was the subject of ~ last report. There were mixed blessings 
from all of this. On one hand, because of the amount of coverage of the VOA and 
the lllajor issues involved by the television networks, news agencies and newspapers 
UJO° .Alnericans were rsdnded (or learned for the first time if they did not know) 
that the United States has a dedicated group of broadcast professionals working to 
beaa our story, and the 110rld1 s news, to millions of people every dl;Y. During the 
first fn weeks of martial lo in Poland, far example, lll&J1Y news reports focused 
on the role of the VOA and other international broadcasters in filling the vaCUIDI 
o! information for the Polish people. Thus, as I explained in last month's article, 
the VOA news operation itself became an exciting story even as it worked to provide 
a daily account of a much more important event. And that, perhaps , is the negative 
blessing. There was a stretch of time, in Noveaber and Decelllber, when the VOA 
nnsrooa s-ed to have been taken over by television lights and cameras. Nns­
peopl:e were writing and ta1lc1ng about other newspeople who were simpl;y doing their 
job. It !!! exciting$ •• but it was also disruptive at times, or at the very 
least, a diztraction, 

In the past six months or so, VOA has had major changes i .n top per s onnel and a 
~t of functions and responsibilities for certain positions. Back i .n 
!kmmber of last year, VOA Director James Conkling announced that tvo long-tillle 
Voice figures would be 1-ving for other pos1t:1ons - CJ.if! Groce and M. Willl.all 
Haratuni.an. Juat t11o da,,ys before the publication of the Was~on Poat article 
on the Nicolaides m~, and &11:1.d oontimdng debate about how w "V61Vis doing 
its job, Ml'. Haratunian addressed a farnell memo t o VOA staff -i>ers. It l.OC\llled 
on ..cH.a reports that VO.A's coverage of international affairs had, at times, been 
unbal.anctkl and possibly unfair to the United States. But it also expressed deep 
concern about the direction of c:harl!;es at the VOA. The - ~. in part: 

The deb9te today is not only about the future of VOA, but about our 
parent organi.r.ation, the International. Communication Agency, as well. 
In the debate, allegations have been published that do damage to the 
good name of VOA. The essence of these charges is that VOA has not 
been sufficiently supportive of our country's interests. To iq know­
ledge, there is no basis in fact for such charges ••• Toda.Y our leader­
ship feels the need to restructure VOA. This raises fundamental issues, 
and I need not tell you it has caused severe apprehension among pro­
fessional. VOA colleagues even in the ranks of those who do not have 
supervisory responsibilities, 

Mr. Haratunian vent on to di.scuss the affair involving VOA 1s broadcast of an 
excerpt from an interview with a top soviet official, Georgi Arbatov, and 
all.egations that VOA had given too 1111ch time to him. Hie !llmK> then continues: 

Even though the basic facb on the "Arbatov affair" were inaccurate, the 
charge itself goes to the heart of an 111portant issues' Does the 
political leadership trust the professional. staff a"t VOA to make illpartial 

.: ·and journal1stioally c011petent editorial decisions? As I leave, I am 
~ trouhled by recent personnel actions, as well. as by others that 
...,- be conteaplated. lialat has been done already is being perceived as 
punitive,· and in turn tarnishes the reputation of VOA. VO.A's reputation, 
and the reputations of all those associated with it, rests on twin 
pillars1 the Charter of v~. and the quality of the professional. staff 
that carries out the role and purposes of that Charter. It rests on 
s-tbillg else too. - mutual ~t. It is ..,- concern that the aheence 
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of mutual trust between political appointees and professional broadcasters 
has created an adverse atmosphere at VOA. 'Ibis risks duaging VOA1 s 
credibility. and therefore its ability to serve as a truly national voice 
of our country. 

In retrospect, that memo really went to the heart of the issue that was on the 
minds of maey VOA employees. lllere have been other ~es (and new faces) at 
VOA. Two professionals fr0111 the co11111ercial networks have joined the team in top 
positions. llle new Director of Programs is Mr. Frank Scott, fol'lllfl?'ly Division 
Vice President of NB:: Radio and General Manager of 'hRC in Washirgton, o.c. And 
NBC Correspondent Gene Pell became Deputy Director of Programs for News and 
CUrrent .Ufairs. Mr. Pell was NOC Correspondent in Moscow, served as Ch:ief 
of West~houae Broadcasting Corporation's fore1gn news service in London. and 
was Anchor and Manag~ Editor at WBZ-TV in Boston &1110ng other things. One 
other development in the VOA newsl'OOlll was the birth. durl.rg the s-er of 1981., 
of an internal nflllsletter which will win no awards for graphics. but does provide 
useful information and even. shall we ss:1. some fantastic "scoops." 

But jou have probably been wonder~ about the title of this pieces Shortwave 
Listeers Lose a Friend at the VOA. I have 11entioned the extensive coverage 
given to the VOA by the 11&jor networks and other news 11edia. It' s enough to say 
that large t>ortions of two of those network specials dealt with the resignation 
of the Chief o:f the VOA News Division, Bernard H. KPenske. I rfllllflllber the 
first tillle I lllflt Bernie Kalllenske. It was at a regional Jllflet~ of the Radio 
Television Hews Director's Association (RTVNDA) at the Uniwrsity of· Maryland. 
At the time (March 1979) I was ~ graduation fl'Olll American University here 
in Was!U.ngton. and had completed tvo internships - one at AB: News, the other 
at a local Fl! station. I had also applied for a f our-llOnth internship at VOA. 
You couldn't lliaa Bernie. A big un. with a cane. he stood at one side of the 
roo111 as the other attendees, a mixture o:f hopeful journaliSlll students and local 
radio and television professionals and educators, Dl&intained the hUlll of conver­
sation. I'll not sure how the conversation got st,arted, but I soon found m;rself 
in enthusiastic discussion about shortwave radio and international broadcasting. 
What do you use at home, I asked! An al.d Collins Dlilitary receiver. a 51-J-4. 
Bernie replied and then proceeded to complain about bis reception. I told hiJI 
I knew the Collins line well. but preferred HUllll&rlunds ••• and the talk turned 
to other things. Well. by the tilllfl I left that afternoon I knew I had gained a 
shortwave listening acquaintance. What I couldn't foresee was how much I would 
come to respect Bernie !CaDlenske as a person. a nnsun. and most important - a 
friend. 

In the ; words of the internal VOA publication. NEWSRocth "On December 21. Bernie 
s-ned the nevarooia staff and announced quite sillply. 1I 11l leaving to go to 
Cable Nevs. 1 Within minutes word spread rapidly through VOA. Qu.iokly the net1a 
reached the aedia. In rapid succession. The Nev York Times, The Washi~ton Poat. 
Rational Pablic Radio. NB:-TV. AFC.-TV. and Broadcaati;i! Magazine came for inter-
viftl!. The lledia attention reached a pinnacle on iilursd-.y, when the Thies pub­
lished an editori&l. paying tribute to Bernie." Again. the issue in al!Of this 
11&11 the reported plans of the adllinistration. through its VOA and USICA manag-nt. 
to give the Voice a harder tone. the iseue of truth/straight news vs . propaganda. 
Bernie r..-ake spent 'Z:l years with the VOA's nna operation. He. along with &Ollll 

other people, was the driving foroe behind so maey of the modernization& that have 
tranaf'or-3 the VOA newsgatheril'lg process over the years. In the words of one of 
his closest oolleaguees 11How can one possibly SUlll up an institution. vhiah Bernie 
i.llT For us. he has tranaf ormed this (newsroom) - his temple - into a place 
11here nftspeople feel inst.inctiTely comfortable." BHI was also the pr1ury forcj 
in eff'-orta to have the VOA Charter (wtdch· began as an Bncutive Order in 19.59) 
ohallged to an Act of Congress. In his introduction to the latest VOA stylebook. 
he 11l'Ote1 "Thia book 1a dedicated to the preeentation of the truth in broad­
oastimg the MWs to all parts of the world. All of us. who work under the 
preoepta of 1h1a guide• are ccmd.tted to an unrelenting pursuit of aocuraoy and 
the aoammlation and disaaid.nation of facts." And in a final interview before 
his departure froa VOA to CNN(Cable News Network) Bernie gave probably the beat 
aplanation ~ hie strongly-held belief in aoouraoy and presentation of the 
straight-etor,y in international broadcastings 

I !Ml todq. u I did years ~o. that an audience knows when you're 
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fak1ng and 11hen yau•re being evasive. They sense when you're do~ it 
even 11hen you're doing it for what you consider to be good reasons. The 
people 11ho listen to us are tremendously politicall,Y sophisticated. They 
don't listen to just us. They shop for nen. They have a choice - not 
just their own domestic r adio or television, which ma.y be terrible: but 
there are other broadcasts coming from free societies. What is unique 
is that the American experience and the American history are such 111&gnets 
to these peep.le that it's ·:important that the American broadcasts represent 
Alllerica 1n the sense of its historic and dl!llDOcratic traditions. 

And 1n bis farwell 1118Ssage to the VOA ne11sro0111 staff, in the 11ake of months of 
controversy surround~ the Reagan administration's intentions for VOA, rumors 
and counter-rumors, and television cameras in tbe newsroom, BHK had this to sa.y: 

'.l'he outpouring in the media is not a reflection of lllY" eminence of 
:importance. It is an 8%pression of the :importance of this place, this 
huge, :important place that reaches around the world into the bOllles of 
1111l.lions. , • I Will never bold a 1110re :important job 1n 113" 11bole life, 
a job that 11111 mean 1110re to me than this one does. I ask you to remember 
that every time you approach a typewriter, every time you edit a piece 
of copy, every time you write a report, raaember one ~1 You all reP­
resent the American peep.le and its free press. 

'What ·was unique about Bernie Kamenske, while he 11as head of VOA's ne11s operation, 
was his treaiendous interest in shortwave radio. Very fw peep.le at VOA are 
avid SWL's (and even fwer DX•ers). At home, Bernie used the old Collins 51..J-4 
(until he sold it to a young colleague), a Mc:Ka.Y Dymek re-JJ and an RF-4800. 
He subscribed to at least one major club bulletin, and kept a close watch on 
VOA's competitors in the area of shortwave ne11s coverage, And BllK frequently 
lamented the fact that so few VOA employees listen to the shortwave bands to 
gai.n Ule added perspective they could get from .hearing how other stations treat 
the news. And if Bernie could send a message to American shortwave listeners, I 
believe be would want it to read s0111etbing like this: GET INVOLVED • • • write 
about shortwave topics and international broadcast~ in your local. newspaper, 
tell other peep.le about what you bear and llhat your opinion of it is, keep up 
With current events, and don't hesitate to write to VOA to comment on its pro­
grams and make suggestions, 

Shortwave listeners have lost a good friend at the VOA, But Bernie Kamenske 
continues to listen to the shortwave bands and I for one a glad he is part of 
ou.r spec1al. fraternit;y.

f My main hobby outside of radio is music . I play the guitar and have a 
growing record collection. A book I have found useful when playing music 

. and listening to it on my radio is the Harvard pictionary of ~usic, edited 
by Willi Apel. I find it especially helpful for sta tions playing traditional 
folk music from their country. For instance, under Colombia there is a long 
discussion of ~olombian Classical and tra ditional music, des cribing the 
background of the various musical forms and instruments used. There i s a 
similar Aection for many other nations, Many popular or very s pecialized 
musical forms/instruments have their own s eperate discussion headings. 
So, if I want to know about the forms of folk mus ic to be heard from Ghana 
or Kenya, I can look under each country hea ding. Then, if there is doubt in 
my mind who I might have on s ay 4915 kHz, J can ~o t o t he book a nd have a 
little better idea by using it as a tool along wi th propagation, reports in 
Frendx, and the language being used. The i mportant t hing to note here is that
