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Unionville. The entire area to the right-hand side of the map is now in sun­
light. Everything to the wes t is in darkness . By 9: 00 11:111, the dawn line 
vill have progressed to the west coast; and dusk is fast approa-ching the 
Middle East and eastern Europe. As we are preparing to eat our lunch 111t noon; 
F1gian11 are watching the sun rise, and western Europe and western Africa lll."e 
pllunging into night. As 3:00 pm arr1v..-s; it i:i dll_!ll'ling in Sydne'Y and Papua. 
When the dawn has advanced to Sumatra and 1tOutheast Asia, we are sitting down 
to dinner and ellck!ng on our lights. We're on th& gray line again. 

The n~t twelve hours would follow the same geographical proce-sll1on 
in reveraed areas of light and dark. As such, outi EST midnight shows thSJt 
it i• dMm 1n Gel'l11B.lly, France, Libya, Nigeria and A.ngola. Similarly, i t is 
chow- time in Nev Zealand. 

Seasonal var:!.ations can be easily approximated. Since the aunllg!lt 
never penetrates the airtie circle in -inter; and never leaves it 1n sU11111Ull'; 
you can mentally "squish" the circles to c:mform to tho season. In our no:rth­
arn bemiepher~ winter, simply envi31.on one of the circles as a balloon. For 
u:ampla, l a:t • s use noon EST (Jl700 GMI') . It ls December 20th. The eircle or 
dsylight just touches the arctic circle above Hudson's Bsy. It cuts thrQugh 
the Yukon; pBlSses just above H~ii ; circios ju~t west of F1g1 and cute under 
Nev Zeal.and; then it encompa sses all o!' the antarctic end swings out into the 
!outh .A:.tlantio; the path o!' du'Slr cuts between South Afr10111 and Moz.ambique~ 
then through Nigarla , Spain end the southern tip of Greenland. One rule to 
remember is that these circles always cross the equator within seveTal hun­
dred miles o!' ellJCh other regBTdless of the season. For our purposes here, 
you should use the same equatorial intersecti on when you compress a t one or 
the poles. Just imagine our example as a balloon. Put one hand on the nort h­
ees t lobe and one on the nor thwest l obA; press down firmly and you will get 
two bulges on the bottom; much like a radial tire, actuall y . 

One tr ick that I have found to be handy is to color~code the sec­
tions. Take this Frendx t o your local xerox shoppe. Copy the map; or, even 
get several copies and give them to your friends , Then, when you return home 
with the copies , get out some crayons and lightl y shade the different seg­
ments. I recommend the following 11r ainbol•11 effect colors, but any order will 
su!'fice. Color sections 4 and 5 yellow. Col or #3 green; #6 orange; #7 red; 
/12 blue; f/l purple (violet); and, f/8 brown. With thi s type of color scheme, 
i t is'more simpl e to associate pertinent ar eas . The yellow and red combine 
to form orange, f or axample; and, togethor, they form a 1112 hour circle". 

When you era all done , post the mnp i n your shack in plain view. 
You now have a quick r efer ence for both beam headings and pr opagation p&ths. 
Good luck. And, good DXing/SWLi ng. .

Ro tuma? Part of the Fiji r,rouo , 643 km ~orth of ~uva. First visited 
by the H. ~'. . S. Pandora in l 7Q1 as that snio searched for the mutineers of the 
Bounty. The isl and covers some 36 square km. and is peopl ed by Polynesians 
of l ighter skin color than most . Two ~hristia~ sect s vied for supremecy un­
til the island chiefs asked to be taken over by Britain, a request finally 
granted in lRRt. Today there are more Rotumans scattered throughout Fiji 
than there are on the home isl and. ' 

Rotuma i s just one of hundreds of South Seas islands covered in the 
second edition of the South pacific Handbook by David Stanley , publ ished 
by Moon Publications a t $12 . 50. 

Like its sister volume , The Indonesian Handbook , it is about as 
thorough a treatment of an area as one could possibly hope for and very 
readable , unlike some guidebooks. 

Its .560 odd pages include deta i led descriptions of everything from 
history to culture , detailed maps of islands and major towns, hundreds of 
photograph~ and drawings, some in cc l or. The Papua/New Guinea section ls 
quite extensive. 

Shor twave listeners and DX'ers may lament the lack of radio stations 
i n the South Pacific but the South Pacific Handbook does make up for that 
unfortunate situation t~ a de~ee at least. And one can certainl y explore 
further those places which can be heard such as Tahiti, Kiribat i , Vanuatu , 
The Sol omons , r.uam, and the many in ?aoua/New Guinea . So froM e ither aspect 
it oassee the tea: as a worthwhile addition to a shortwave f an ' s library. ' 

Wha t? You didn't pick Rotuma?

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In the continuinii: debate over pirate stations which has occupied our 
hobby for sometime there is one aspect on which I think all dedicated and 
decent hobbyists should agree-- -we should not tolerate the presence on the 
airwaves of anyone who glorifies in obscenity, sexism and bigotry. Such peo­
pl e should be eiven no publicity whatsoever and should be promptly reported 
to the Federal Communications Commission whenever heard. 

My anger has been aroused in the past by reports of such "stations" but 
has been most recently occasioned by publicity ei ven to "Radio Douce". I 
hesitate.. to print the name but it is necessary to identify what I am talking 
about. The fact that t he indecencies are execrable, the "humor" deplorable, 
is something I could live with . The fact that the whole concept is sexist 
and a slur a~inst women is unforgivable . No wonder we don ' t have more women 
in the hobby. 

The fact that an editor added his own attempt at sexist humo r to a re­
port on the station is incredible . 

Reports on an equally objectionable station , 1</KKK , this time because of 
religious and racial biogotry, appeared in the September and October i ssues 
of FRENDX. I had no objection to t he reports - -althaugh I think it is a mis­
take tQ give these perpe trators any free press-- because the DXers r epor ting 
were rigntly irate about the broadcasts .

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SHORTWAVE CENTER RETROSPECT IVE 
DX STATIONS OF YESTERYEAR: SPANISH GUINEA 

by Jer cy Ber g 

If you like places that conjure up images $£ Africa primeval, Spanish Guinea, or 
Equatorial Guinea as it is now know, will qualify. 

The country consists of three s eparate geographical areas. On the mainland, 
surrounded by Cameroun to the north, Gabon to the south· and east, and the Gulf of 
Guinea to the west, is the enclave of Rio Muni, including the three islets of corisco, 
Elobey Chico and Elobey Grande . The capital of Rio Muni i s Bata. About 20 miles from 
theAfrican coast, across from Douala, cameroun and 150 miles northwest of Rio Muni, is 
the island of Fernando Poo, also known as Macias Nguema and, nw::>st recently, Bioko .. 
The capital of this island was traditionally known as Santa Isabel, but is now called 
Malabo. It is a lofty, volcanic island, 25 by 34 miles in size. The rugged mountains 
on the south of the island are said to be virtually inaccesible. Finally, fully 400 

· miles southwest of Fernando Poo is the island of 
Pagalu, formerly known as Annobon. 

These three areas comprise Equatorial Guinea. It is 
10,831 square miles in size and has a population of 
roughly 300,000. It is an agricultural country, the main 
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industries being forestry, cocoa and coffee . It was 
actually founded by Portugal in the late 1400's, but was 
ceded to Spain 300 years later in order to give Spain its 
own source of nlaves in exchange for Spain ' s recognition 
of Portugal ' s rights in Brazil. It is the only modern 
day fragment of Spain's early claims on the African coast 
ranging from tho Niger River (in present day Nigeria) to 
the Ogooue River (Gabon) • For merly a Spanish colony, 

Equatorial Guinea is today an independent republic where, as QSL seekers have discovered, 
communication with the outside ~rld has been restricted and--based on what little news 
trickles out--politics is bloody. Recently, however, there are indications that things 
are improving, albeit slowly, on both coW'lts . 

Whatever may have been the moral o r political shortcomings of the colonial era in 
Africa, it produced some great DX. In that "golden era" of Dl<ing 20 or 25 years ago, 
power was low, QRM was less and stations were friendly. Although Equatorial Guinea is 
a straightforward log today , in the late 1950 's it was a top quality catch . 

Then, as now, the "main stationlt was Radio Equatorial, Boda, also known then as 
La Voz de Espana. unlike today , however , the station operated with a Hallicrafters 
BC-610 transmitter and emitted only 400 watts of power. It was on the air from 1100 t o 
1345 Gf'fl' and from 1900 to 2200 GMT. The freque ncy was nominally 7850 kHz. , though that 
channel was generally occupied by Tirana , itself a good catch in those days. Bata ended 
up closer to 7846, and was once reported as low as 7794. The signal was often fair 
on ECNA, but the band always suffered from utility interference. It j ust added to the 
thrill of pulling this one out, however. The station was audible from after 2100 GMT 
until sign off, which was around 2205 and marked by a 
shout of "Arriba Espana" followed by the Spanish 
national anthem. Power was long ago i.ncreased to 5 kw . 
Recently a new- 50 kw. transmitter was ins talled, and 
now there are p lans for a foreign service of some 
sort. 

Although a few QSL' s from Radio Ecuatorial have 
been reported over the past few years, the station 
has essentially been a non-verifier since tho country 
was closed to t he outside world. In the old days, 
however, Radio Ecuatorial sent a very nice card 
showing a map of Africa and an antenna in a j ungle 
settin1J- Although these were .. no datll." QSL 1 s, they 
carried a definitive verification text and each QSL 
was numbered . I also have a very nice Christmas 
and New Years card from the station with "'QSL" stamped 
inside, plus a letter thanking me for a taped report 
and sayin9 the station was retur·ning the tape with 
"musica grabada de esta tierra." If it ever arrived, 
it has long since disappeared. 

The other regular station in Spanish Guinea was 
on Fernando Poo, Emisora de Radiodifusion de Santa 
Isabel, later known as

0

Radio Malabo and now IDing as 
Radio Nacional de Guinea Ecuatorial. It operated first 
on 7160 kHz., but then moved to 6240 whore it was 
generally heard over the years. The station operated 
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with a "una potencia en antena de 3 kw. ," 
according to the station and a horizontal 
dipole. At times the station also used 
a 1 kw. transmitter and a vertical antenna 
Accordin9 to an old scedule, they 
broadcast at 0630 to 0730 and 1100 to 
1400 FMT Monday through Saturday, 1700 to 
2100 on Monday, Wednesday and Friday and 
1700 to 2230 on Tuesday, Thursday, and 
Saturday. Sundays they were on from .1200 
to 1430. However, my own notes and 
other logging• of the time show that they 
were actually heard most days until 2200 
GMT, when they closed with an IO and 
anthem. I see a note in one of my old 
logs that they used '"either a single 
yony (liOWlds like an ask can cover) or a · 

music box "is." This one was olso a cord.ial verifier, sendin9 a glossy photo card showing 
four rather fiorce looking ladies on the front1 and all data but fr~quency on the back . 
They also responded to taped reports. 

There was a third station that appeared to be in Spanish Guinea, though I never 
heard it myself. It was Radio Calatrava , said to be located in the town of the same 
name. Although my records from those days are incomplete, it was heard both in Europe 
and the U.S. circa 1958 on 6682 kHz. No one seemed to have any definite information on 
the station, but it was heard by some of the top DXers of the time and there is little 
doubt that it did exist. Perhaps someone el~e who was active back then could provide 
further informat ion on that one . In any event, it added a little extra mystery to what 
was always an exciting experience anyway: logging Spanish Guinea.

I noticod your request in FRENDX f or reviews of ancient DX mach­
in~s . Tho only machine I own, or have ever owned (hence no comparison) , is 
a lfammarlund HQ- J..40- X. Thi s is appartinl.ly somewhat rnro ; as tho only mention 
I've over seen for a sL"Tlll ar machine ls for an ~Q-J..40-XA . 

I t coat me about $125. oo, es I recall, about 1976 from a hnm 
radio outl et noe-r Phil adelphia . I hnvo no !doe how it ra t.e s compared to some 
other sets . However, it appears to me thot I can pick up en amazing number 

" or stations which s c6l11 to cause more trouble to peoplo with far more oxpon­
sive s ets . For example , T can rely on picking up ono or more !low Ouir.ee sta­
t i ons on the 90 meter hand slmi:>lY by staying up un'.11 6:00am. At sunset or 
midnight , I can usually rel y on picklni; up Maurl.~anle, Benin, C:hano, Ivory 
Coas t , Cameroons and Togo . Last night I picked up >!i.N'"ey , Hlr,er 5020 doing 
the usual Qur 1an chant . For what its worth, tho quality or this radio is 
such that , wi th en absurdly amateurlsh antenna (in effect, c. long wire just 
t!lrown into a tree end lesdinr, d1re-::tly to t!":o receiver), I can rely on re­
ceivi ng Mauri tania 4845 and , occaslonly, lligor 5020. 

Tuni ng l s convenien t when you are used to it. ~ho HQ- 140- X has 
six bands f or gener al coverage from , 540 to 31 Mhz . And, by keying in on 
t i me sta t i ons, I can estima t e f r equonc!es reliably to about 3 to S lchz . The 
antenna- tuner i s a wonder , and causes me.jar variations in carrier l evel when 
ad j us ted . '!he car rier level lndica~.or is proba~ly not accurate , but it gives 
r elative l y accur ate readings , w~ich is all tha t is really necessar~ . 

The noise l imiter is virtually use less ox.capt during major elec­
trical storms . Otherwise , it merely dulls tho high pitches . The crys t al 
selectivity has six positi ons (off and l thru SJ. Positi ons 1, 2 and 3 aro 
rather broad tun1ne and hardly sharper than IF tuning. Positions 4 and 5 
are much more sel ective. Crystal phasing l s very usoful . It is essential 
%'or very l'ai nt s tations end ones with much interference-. ltowover, it ls not 
very effective for stations that ere superimposed upon each other . 

For or dinary purposes , the AVC control is adequate . Manual VC 
i ~ helpful for reception of powerful stations, as well as to cut down on any 
overloadi ng . Unfortunately, of late , overloading seems to persist unless tho 
Manual VC i s t urned very far down end reception thereby seri ousl y diminished. 
Why is thi s ? (This could bo from a misalt511ed RF section ; but probably it is 
due to the fact that there is only one tuned RF section thon three IF amps to 
kaep boos ting whatever got through the one RF stage . I ' m rothor partial to 
t he two RF stage/ose. - mixer/two IF stage sot- up .

The BFO and associated CW tone contr ol are f nnctional, but they 
are virtually us eless for vo ice and music reception . Their drift ls such 
that the CW tone must be readjus ted about every 15 seconds or so . 

On tho whol e , howover, once tho nachino i s warmed up , drift i s 
not m ma j or problem. The radio ha~ a very slight dri ft , such that SWBC sta ­
tions must be slightly r etunod ovory fiv& minutes , mor o or loss . '!'he only 
rea l pr oblem t hat thi s p r esents ts in denlinr; wi th the !1FO , 
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Oddly enoveh, the sound quality is better when the speakers are 
hooked- up through the headphone jack, rather tlum through the rear chassis 
jacks .

RESTORATION TIPS AC POWERED RADIOS 

Whereas the oldor battery opern ted radios are much simpler is de­
sign and operation, one needs mor e technical backcround or euidelinos in the 
restoration and preservation or the early AC sets. In rr.ost instances, how­
ever , !1i simple· VOM is the only pioce of appat•ntus that will be nocossary . 
Signa l generators will help locate specific staee problems (RF, IP, ~F, etc.) 
and oscilloscopes and counters help 1d th precise ali13nment. 

The t:irst rule to observe in working on tho AC riG~ is this: BE 
SURE TO T!iOROUGHLY CI.EAU J\ND Cl!BC!\ OUT '!liE C!'!J\SSIS BEFORE YOU THROW 11\E 
SWITCH. Faulty capacitors in the power supply can fry the set ins number 
ot: seconds . Sad resis tors can do the same; as can mi ce- chewed wire shor ts . 
Be sat:e, not sorry. Please 1•esist the ur r.e to plug it in and try it out. 
Your curiosity could cos t you some valuable parts and time . 

Cleani ne can be extremely satisfyinh . Several decades of accumu­
l~ted dust and grease can tend to look like black fur covering the entire 
chtlssis and ell of t;he components. Woodtrn cabinets should be b:::-ushed off 
and then a small patch attempted wlt'1 a. da'Tlp cloth . 'l'h.ls is to see if a 
sh0'llac finish was used. Water will mar tho shellac; so try this on the 
rear apron, or some"1here that will remain inconspicuous . T'ne chassis should 
than be remove·d and cleaned. 

Tubes may be cleaned wi th a mild soap solution, Windex, or just 
plain water. Beware: plastic dials may bo damee ed by water c l eaning. Best 
results are obtained if thoy are lirushed only. One munher may be llehtly 
tested to see if water will cause its removal. Under absolutely no condi­
tions should you ever use any typo or chel11ical solvent on these dials !! On 
the m$'taJ!. pa!!' ts, I have ha·d erea.t success with Windex (amnonia), carbon- tat, 
and aerisol carb cleaner. Q- tips are good t:or tigi1t area scrubbing. Old 
tooth brushes do wonders on old cloth covered cord; lleht s oapy water or Win­
dex on the bristl es will usual!:; br1ne; most ot: the color coding back up . Do 
not use silicone sprity cleaner ort the plates or the variable caps. The film 
will begin to accumulate dust. Use only a non- fjlming cleaner. Silicone 
cleaners should be used on all switches and potentiometers . Be caret:ul to 
keep aill solvent type cleaners out. of the coils and transformers , You don 't 
want to dissolve the WS!X. impregnations, or humidity could create tuning prob­
lems later. 

The paper capaci t ot's must be replaced w1 th Mylar caps. These a.re 
to be rated at 600· volts or higher . Some caps will reguira up to a 1600 vdc 
rating. Sprague or l~llory "Orang& DI-ops" (TM Sprague'} are excellent . The 
replacement or ele{ltrclytic caps is to be highly recoJ11111ended. The parameter 
for.· replacemon t is 20-25% ot: the capaci ta.nee, And ( ot: course) the s ame. or 
higher voltage rating. Mica caps can be replaced wi th ceramic ones it: this 
is nec essa:ry . Usually, though, the micas are not prone to J:e>ilure in normal 
ope.ration. 

All wiring should be checked for poor insulation . Frayed cloth or 
cracked and crumbling plastic or rubber should be replaced. Chock any rubber 
grommets in through holes or the chassis, also . Reproduction cloth covered 
Id.re may be acquired t:rom several sources. Write to me if you need some. 

The windings of all coils and transformers should be checked f or 
continuity (no open windings) with a VOl1. If you have an open, it should 
be replaced or rewound . Replacement is easier. 

Test your tubes for quality and replace any or them that are ques­
tionable. Plug the rig into the wall. Throw the switch. And you should now 
be ready t:or your alignment.

My f i r st wor ds for May must be devoted to gr ateful thanks to all the many who 
wrote t o welcome me back to FRENDX , and to those who jumped at t he opportunity 
to correspond in regard to technical subjects . I really did not expect such 
a resounding response - at least this early .

Among the most popular subjects addressed in the ma il wa s the definition of 
and differences between antenna tuners , preselectors , and preamplifiers . Al ­
so, how much they actually aided DXing receivers . Well , in one broad answer 
le t me say that YES , all such devices do work . How well they work is entire­
ly dependen t upon how well-tuned your antenna system and r eceiver fr ont- end 
stages may be . Let ' s discuss these devices one -at - a - time . Keep in mind that 
my explanations may not fit exactly with those you hear or r ead elsewhere .

First, the antenna tuner . This is not a 
magical new item. It is pas~iv e , which 
is to say , it is not amplified and does 
nothing in itself to generate mor e sig­
nal voltage . It is comprised basically 
of an inductive coil or choke (L) and a 
variable capacitor or two (C) . These LC 
devices are installed between antenna 
and receiver , and improves reception by 
adjusting the lmpedence of the antenna 
lead - in such that tne signal voltage is 
highest for the frequen cy tuned . For 
another meter band, the tuner must like­
ly be readjusted . Bear in mind , that a 
device such as this works only if your 
existing system is not well - matched to 
your receiver . If it is , the tuner will 
gain you nothing , and perha ps even lose 
some signal by its own insertion loss . 

Next , the pre- selector is a n active device , meaning amplif ied . The incoming 
signal is first tuned in a similar manner as for the above tuner , but the re ­
sult is further amplified before sending it on to the receiver . The similar ­
ity is not really that simple . The inductive coils i n a preselector are like ­
ly to be of more advanced design , yielding a much higher and sharper "Q" 
definition than would a common open- air coil popular in tune r s . This "Q" 
factor is a figure of me r it describing how much signal voltage is passed in 
a very nar row slot on the band . In short, preselectors pass stronger signals 
but must be r etuned , or "t racked" f or even small changes up or down in fre ­
quency . For this reason , preselector s a r e quite effective for reducing in­
terference from adjacent s t ations as compared to tuners . 

Lastly , preamplifiers . These devices cay be tuned or untuned . A tuned pre­
amplifier is the same as an untuned preamplifier except that the former uses 
an antenna tuner ahead of it to a i d in adjacent signal rej ection . The untuned 
amplifier is broadbanded , providing gain to the entire spectrum of s hortwave 
frequencies - signal as well as noise . 

Modern solid - s tate receivers on today ' s marke t need no more preamplification . 
Indeed , some poorly-designed receivers (DX - 302 , f or example ) have an overload 
problem . The dynamic range of th e DX-302 is perhaps the lousiest I have heard . 
Th i s means the. range in decibels between a r ece iver 1 s mini.mum r equirement to 
detect DX and its overload threshol d .

Each chapter 
builds on the'·.next and lays the foundation for the method of prediction 
proposed by the' authors. The first chapter is entitled "Principles of 
Ionospheric Propagation". This chapter includes an historical discussion 
of the early discoveries by Marconi and Briet and Tuve which is 
fascinating. The chapter includes in clear language a description of the 
D, E, Fl, and F2 layers . This analysis describes the basics of radio 
propagation and sets the framework for what follows in the book. The 
chapter concludes with a discussion of the different types of ionospheric 
disturbances and explains a lot of weird noises and signal changes you 
hear while DX'inp,. 

Chapter 1 is entitled "Sunspots and the Sunspot Cycle". There is a 
lot of information here about sunspots, some of it quite surprising. For 
example, the first sunspot was observed in 1611 by the Jesuit Friar 
Joseph Scheiner. A table contains the monthly smoothed Zurich sunspot 
numbers from July 1749 to the present. This table and the historic back­
ground to the collection of the data was very interesting and gives a 
sense of history to those announcements heard on WWV at 18 minutes after 
the hour. 

In addition to the historical information, the chapter analyzes sun­
spot cycle 19 and 20 in some detail and uses the information to explain 
the basic relationship between sunspots and the ionosphere. Chapter 2 
is really the groundwork for Chapter 3 and is entitled "Sunspot Cycle 
Prediction". This chapter analyzes the various theories of sunspot pre­
diction and shows how many of them have not worked. Some of the theories 
are technical and will probably be of interes t to those who enjoy 
statistics and playing with numbers. 

The most important part of this chapter is the tables showing the 
phases and ranges of solar activity. These phases of solar activity are 
the key to understanding the propagation charts that appear in Chapter 4 
of the book. 

Chapter 4 brings it all together and presents the reader with the 
master DX propaga tion charts. These charts al low for predictions of radio 
conditions based of five variables namely, Solar Phase, season, f requency, 
time, and propagation index. There is a lot of information in this 
chapter including time conversion charts and a band by band summary for 
each of the sol ar phases. This information is detailed and of practical 
DX'ing value. The information presented in each monthly issue of CQ in 
the propagation column by the same authors is an update on this material. 
This chapter really gives the big picture of the DX'ing year during the 
different solar phases throu~hout the sol ar cycle. 

Chapter 5 "Ionospheric Forecasts" is really the meat of the book. It 
describes two methods to use in determining day to day propagation 
conditions. The second method analyzed is the focus of the book. It 
relies on the master propagation charts and HWV. It is also the basis for 
CQ's monthly column. 

This chapter explains the relationship between solar flux and the 
degree of ionozation in the earth's atmosphere. Additionally, the chapter 
shows the relationship between the A or K index and the activity of the 
earth's magnetic field. The solar flux and A index numbers are available 
daily from WWV. The relationship between these values can be summarized 
as follows. The higher the value of solar flux and the lower the level 
of geomagnetic activity, the better will be ionospheric conditions. The 
relationship between these numbers will give a short term forecast of 
frequency propagation conditions. Once these short term forecasts are 
known, the book then "marries" these forecasts to the long-term master 
propagation charts. By putting together these approaches, the DX'er and 
SWL'er is able to determine with reasonable accuracy when openings are 
available to different parts of the wor ld . 

I have used this approach for the l ast year in conjunct i on with WWV 
and CQ magazine and it has been successful . I have noticed a definite 
correlation between good DX and the criteria advocated in t he book. 

The last chapter in the book deals with "Unusual HF and VHF 
Ionospheric Propagation" and has, among other items, an excellent subpart 
of Grey line .DX'ing. I have not systematicall y tried this technique but 
will definitely do so as a result of this book. 
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There are some things I did not like about the book. First, the 
tables and charts were often not near the text, thereby causing a lot of 
fl i pping of pages in the book to relate the text with the tables. I 
found this constant shuffling to be really annoying. The type setting of 
the book is irregular and uneven. My book is a first edition and pre­
sumable this has been corrected in the second edition. 

In sum, I really liked the book and r ecollDDend it to the SWL'er and 
DX ' er who is trying to get more sys tematic in hearing and verifying the 
hard-to-get countries. The book is packed with information of relevance to 
our hobby. The book also provides an important background to a fascinating 
approach to Dx'ing. 

Usine Stereo Record inp; i., your DXing ;iob!>y by 11rnitl DeFeyter 

I find that more & more DX'ers are making use of their tape recorders 1n 
their DX'ing hobby. They are either using the tapes fo r their own records or 
are sending the actual t a pes to stations for reception reports. I use my tape 
recorder for typing up the report I am going to send to the station I want to 
verity. I found early in my DX'ing hobby tha t at times i t was extremely diff­
icult to take notes and also keep track of the time. I usually found that I 
either missed something in the program content or forgot to write the time 
down for an ID etc. So I began to record the station program I wanted to re­
port to. This still create d difficulties with the time. I thought there must 
be an easier way. I found it. With my method of recording there i s no need to 
take notes on program content nor do you ha ve to bother with the time. You can 
Just lean back and enjoy the program. Of course you must note the date, time, 
& station details in your log book. You need a stero r eceiver or amplifi er 
with a set of auxiliary Jacks , two short-wave receivers-both with recording 
Jacks, and a stero tape recorder. I use a Pi oneer SX-980 stereo receiver, a 
Pioneer RT-707 stereo recorder, & a FRG-7000 & SX- 190 short-~~ve receivers. 
Connect one short-wave receiver to the left channel of the AUX jack of your 
s tereo receiver or amplifier, and the other short-wave receiver to the right 
channel of the AUX jack. Ke ep the leads as short as poss ible. I ha ve my ster­
eo system rack mounted by my desk. One of the short-wave receivers is then 
tuned to the s tation frequency a nd the other i s tuned to one of the several 
frequencies used by WifV or WWVH. Thus when you have completed your recording, 
you will have the station you want to report to record.~d on one channel & very 
~ccurate time in GMT on the other channel. It i s then very easy, a t your lei­
sure, to listen to the tape taking notes on program content from one channel & 
noting the time on the other channel . This aethod can a lso be used to record 
tvostation programs that happen to be on a t the sa me time. You say you can't 
use the ~UX jacks on your stereo receiver or amplifier because you already are 
using them for something else. There are several units availa.ble that you can 
use to enable you to us e several pieces of equipment, using only the two AUX 
j acks. The one I am us ing is called aPowercom Control Center. Thie unit mea­
s ures about 13t" long by 4 3/4" high, and 1s only a bout 1 t" deep. This unit 
when connected to your AUX j acks provides four separate stereo inputs, two mono 
inputs. Each input is swi tch sel ecta ble for each channel. It also has a mono­
etereo switch and a Lo-Hi level s witch for use with tape r ecorders with the 
automatic l evel control. When I purchased the unit a f ew years ago it sold at 
819.95, shipping prepaid. I would write be fore ordering for t heir current 
pri ce & availability. The address is: ~owerco~ Corp., P. O. Box 454, Troy, NY 
12181, or call 518- 273- 301 I f or orde ring information. There are s everal units 
available tha t accomplishes t he same thing as t he Powercom unit . Some are more 
expensive , some are cheaper. I purchased the Powercom unit as it was much more 
!lexlble f or my needs . The unit has two output connections f or your AUX jacks 
and it also two input connections f or o ther uses . I hope that other DX ' ere can 
make use of the informa t i on provided.

Using RG59/U coax, make a set of 6 turns at the end with a diameter or 
about 3t" . Tape or tie the coils together, or mount on cardboard( t he turns 
will be about 3 inches wide) • Strip about 4" of outer insulation from the 
end of the turns, being careful not to damage the braid. CAREFULLY remove 
the center insulation and conductor from the braid, and then twist the 
braid to make a load. Remove about 1" of insulation from the c enter cond­
uctor. Mount 1 coil on a hanger cord (as shown in the block diagram below) 
then the coax turns , t hen the coil ( the other coil ; sorry typo! mja). 
Solder the braid l ead to the end of one coil, and the center conductor to 
the end of the other coil , again using a very hot i r on. Connect the other 
end ot the coax to your receiver.

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CANADA AND THE FORTHCOMING HF BROADCASTING PLANNING CONFERENCE OF THE ITU 

Montreal 
March 15, 1982 

As you may be aware , at t he World Admini s trative Radi o Confe rence of t he Internationa l 
Telecornnun1 cati ons Union ( ITU) in Geneva , Switzerl and i n late 1979, it was not possible 
to actua ll y impl ement most of t he changes aff ecti ng the HF broadcas ting bands . Thi s 
t as k was ass igned to a HF Broadca s ting Pl anning Meeti ng t o be held in two se ssions i n 
l9B3 & 1985. 

The fi rst session has in fact been postponed fo r one year, and will now take place in 
January-February lgs4 a nd wi ll consider the method of pl anning the fr equency bands used 
fo r HF br oadcasting. The second session, which will l ast approximatel y 6-8 weeks, wi l l 
deal with the act ual planning activities - this is to say session two will carry out 
the ac t ual planning of the HF broadcasting bands using the methods decided upon during 
the first session , some 12 to 18 months earlier. 

If you are a regular listener to t he SW Listeners' Digest program on RCI you wi ll have 
heard many of the details of tt.e Canad ian pr oposal which will be put forth at the first 
session of this HF WARC in 1984 . One of the prime architects of th~ Canadian proposal 
is George Jackson, formerly the Head of RCI 's Engineering Services in Montreal, ano now 
the HF Speci a list with the Engineering HQ of the Canadian aroadcasting Corp. Hr. Jackson 
was int er viewed on the SWL Di gest i n March & Apri 1. Also interviewed on this program, 
r egarding t he fo r thcoming HF WARC was Don Fraser of the International Telecommunications 
Branch of the Department of Cornnunications i n Ottawa. As Hr. Fraser mentioned during 
the i nterview, Canada is very interested in obtaining detailed cooments from the SW 
I istening cornnunity generally, and the SWL hobby conrnuni ty in particular. The corrments 
recei ved will be passed al ong to the committee prepari ng for the HF Broadcasting Conf.
