SWC REVIEW: SONY lCF-680~ 

by Ed Inainger, WDX2RVO 

INTRODUCTION -- Conaideroble interest bas been brewing lately over the introduction of 
the Sony lCF-680~ receiver. Earlier versions were no t readily available in the U.S. 
and coat waa prohibitive. Now a new version ia available for 1ale and contains many 
features certain to please the serious SWL. 

In r ecent weeks, l have come in contact with fe llow hobbyists who have purchased the 
6800, and felt my thought and obaervationa were worth sharing with l'RENDX readers at 
large -- especially those considering the purchase of a new receiver with good performance 
at a reasonable price (when discounted) . 

GENERAL OBSERVATIONS -- A.I with any new or used receiver, it ia always helpful to care­
fully read the operating manua l before using che set, despite the natural tendency to 
begin "knob tviddling" as s oon as the carton has been opened. Fortunat e l y the..J/ .S ~vec_ 
sion of the 6800 comes with aaay to follow instructiona -- in English . 

After tuning up and down the SW spectrum, I cilllle across many favorable deaign qualities . 
n.e main tunin& knob waa free of backlash. n.e front panel layout is well-designed, 
with knobs clue tered in proper location to match their frequency of use. The tvo front 
feet adjust to tilt the unit as desired, or level it when placed on an uneven s urface. 
The AC-line cord doesn't have the bulky external power supply found on similar partables, 
and performance using the r equired six 0- cella was equal to AC -- a welcomed feature. 
The LED r eadout can also be turned off to reduce battery drain, end the panel lights 
fade out after 20 seconds to further aid battery life. 'n\e battariaa are cleverly cov­
ered and held in place by a battery-clip, all placed under a lift-up map end SW spectrum 
chart. The audio quality is very good and the S-meter hea cOCllDOn-aenae calibration marks 
along with sensitive response to signal strength. The built-in whip antenna is rugged 
and very effective along the entire SW spectrua. A moat pleasant feature found on the 
6800 1s the accurate and sensible match-up of digital r eadout and drum dial . Careful tun­
ing of the drum diel, enhanced by a thumbwheel scale adjust, is accurate to ±2 kHz, with 
the frequency display off , Thua , the user can turn the frequency display off, take the 
unit outdoors or away from AC power and using internal batteries, enjuy many hours of 
SWL1ng . Bftat results can be obtained by usi>'18 alkaline batteries, which can often be 
found at local drug stores and supermarkets at a di1counted prica . An added bonua found 
on the front panel of the 6800 ia a memo-light, which can be used for nighttime jotting 
down of notes and program detaila. 

I found one feature bothersOIM. The 6800 "features" repeated overloading on strong sig­
nals such aa the VOA, RCl, and AFRTS, all of which I happen to listen to regularly. The 
RF-attenuator on the rear of the receiver helps reduce chit condition, but only functions 
when an external antenna is used. Another feature which needs improvement is the WIDE 
mode filtar chosen by Sony; more on this later. 

One other feature, though less important, ia worth considering here . The carrying handles 
on the 6800 are rather unique in a negative way -- since they are two different s hapes, 
one IDWlt be careful to use only the left-side handle for lifting the unit . The right side 
handle is not designed for placing a hand through it . 'n\ere are, inexplicably, protrud­
ing tabs on the handles; they serve no purpose, s ince the 6800 does not come with carry­
ing straps.

very good aloiig the entire SW spectrum, even with the built-in whip, but 
nicely enhanced by an outdoor aerial when pure DX appears on thoae chal­
lenging tropical bands , 

excellent on AM NARROW, with the added bonus of be ing capable of "off­
tuning" up or down 2 kll.z to further improve signal quality. However, the 
AM liIDE f ilter is far too wide to be useful for shortwave listen.ing . It 
i s listed a t 9 kll.z @ - 6 dB and 18.5 kll.z @ -60 dB, more than doub l e the 
narrow mode values. 

St ability excellent, drift-free performance on AM, where I listen 90'4 oi t be tillle. 

RECEIVER RUGGEDNESS - Tbe 6800 looka a lit tle t oo delicate fo r rough use and handling. 
Tbe main tuning dial cannot take any unnecessary bumpa or kicks, as may occur in port­
able U9e . The unit was built for sensible and careful handling, despite being capabl e 
of portable use . 

CONCLUSIO!tl -- Tbe ICF-6800W is a good-quality SW receiver capable of sat isfying the 
listener concerned with c'lst versus performance. Dollar for dollar, this r eceiver is a 
wise choice for the s erioU9 SWL with leanings toward portability, 

According t o Mr. Kin Ito of Sony Corporation, the 6800 is officially listed as a table 
model rece iver . Hovever, one soon learns that its portable pe rform.~nce makes i t equally 
well- suited for "away-from-the-s hack" DX U9e. Tbua, it is possible to choose the 6800 
aa a main tabletop =eceiver, capable of meeting the discriminating naeda of tho SWL/DX>?r, 

Tbe 6800 can be ourchased at discount electronics dea lie rs for uncl'!r $500. However, it 
ia important (01 che prospective buyer to be sure the receiver be or •he chooses i s the 
version designed for U.S . use. Ask the salesperson t~ show you the warranty card, owner's 
manual, and receiver . The U.S . version of t be 6800 is listed by Underwriters Laborat ories. 
and conteina a small c ircula r s ticker on the back panel. Such safeguards are illlportanc 
ea the buyer s eeking product warrant y, safet y, and related U9eful operating information.

The instruc­
tions, ocher DXers, and materials referred to all said chat the filter ought to be 
connected to the r eceiver . Being a curious sore , however, I tried running the output of 
my tape r ecor der through the audio filter and, of course, it worked juat as well. 

I now !!!Y!!. use the audio f ilt er on my receiver (an R-390-A, for t hose interested ) . 
tape whateve r I am hearing at the widest practicab le bandwidth with the noise lim.iter ~ff 
or at its l owes t setting . I now have a wide spectrum of audio signals which I can null ~ 
or peak or notch. All without forever losing that crucial ID - - because I waa tuning the 
filter. So, disconnect your audi o filter from your receiver and connect it to your tape 
recorder for spectacul ar performance without losing so much as a kiloHertz of audio 
information t9 Murphy's L.v .

Would you like to have directivity t o a particular area of the wnr ld with jua t a "'JUll'l'ter­
vave length of wire? The Perdue Sloper will give it to you. 

Por many years it has been t he general conception that a singlewira antenna, to give any 
observable directivity, needed to be at least 3 wavelength long. This was true, aa1 um­
ing t ha t the wire was in 1 horizontal plane in relation to the ground. 

In bobby use, the sloper firat found recognition aa a directive antenna by a s ... 11 group 
of dedicated 80-meter ham DXera, thos~ who were lucky enough to have the room and the 
high supports needed to string very long slopers needed to work this low band. Then, 
a few year s ago, 40-ID8ter bama s t arted doing SOID8 experimenting with 3/2 and 1/2-wave 
DIPOLE Sl opera. The high end would generally be S0-60 feet up and the low end would be 
as low as 10 feet above ground, using a slope angle of 30-45 degrees. This was simply a 
dipo l e, with one end c lose to ground. When construc ted in this m&nner, it became essen­
tially unidirectionsl off the low end , rarher than bi-directional ~t right angles to the 
plane of the wire as in the case of t lae standar d dipole. Experimenters claimed that 
directivity 1n the favor ed direction waa super ior to t hat of a horizontal dipole. The 
3/2-w ave design gave a bit more galn than did the 1/2-vave model . Then , later experi­
ments included models in which only one 3/4- or 1/2-wave section (half of the antenna) 
s loped, with the coax connector at the top of the grounded tower, and the otber half of 
the antenna was the ground- image, supplied by the connection to the tower, and hence 
to ground. ALL of these designs were considered to be sJperior to the basic dipo le in 
terms of unidirectional directivity for transmitting AND receiving . So , with that back­
ground , the caae dor dir ectivity bad been established. 

One can visualize that with this type of an tenna requiring a coax downlead to the shack, 
pl acement of the shack and the supports is critical unless one wishes to run a lot of 
cpens ive coax with the innerent signal loss . The placement of the various e lements here 
was prohibitive fo r the types of s l opers described, and I had other reasons for wishing

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There are close to 1,000,000 s hortwave listeners in the United States , according to a 
poll taken s everal years ago. There are !!2E_ 1,000,000 members of NASWA. Let' s examine 
this phenomenon. 

People lis ten t o shortwave fo r the following reasons : 

( 1) Ethnic cona lderations . They often waxtt to fi nd out what ls going on l n the country 
from which t hey or their ancestor s came. l believe this i s the moat important 
re ason. 

(2) Information consider ations . Many people fee l, whe ther justifiedly or no t , that their 
acceaa t o news and i nforma t ion is circumscribed by the U.S. media . Some of these 
people t urn to shortwave as an a lternative news/i nformation medium. 

(3) Adventur e c onei<l.,rationa . These peop le ar e your "moun tain c limbers" of radio . They 
compriae moat of the OXer population, and ar e the smallest group. 

(4) Mi sc e l laneous considerations. Thia group is made up of am3teur r.-iio operators 
s traying f r om their banda, people who have multi- band radios and occas i onally tune 
t he "SW l " band t o see what's up there , and a ll "o ther" lis t eners (inc luding those 
with t rick f ill ings and t he like, hi ! ) 

The above ca(egoriea ar e my read ing of the di vis i on of SWI.s . Anyone who wishes to may 
take exception t o or amplify them . 

If we, for the moment , aeaume t hat my divisions are s ufficient for a ••or ki ng h}pothes i s , 
we can s ee immediate l y that the members of group l a~e bound t'I> be only slightly interest­
ed, if at all, in a shortwave organization such as NASWA. If we leave out gr oup 4, we 
are left with the OXers, many o f whom are a lready members, and the SWI.s, who mal:e up 
most of group 2 , 

--w...-tnrv1! a pOpUlbtiOilO'f'"""it l e as t 1,000,000 potential active hobbyists in the United 
States, but only 5,000- 7, 000 active hobbyists. It sounds to me as if we need an ar.tive 
publicity arm of the hobby to bring our stor y to those potential hobbyists. After all, 
!!!!. enjoy our hobby -- why do we hide our light under a bushel? 

Let's take the example of Mensa, the international high-IQ society. T\lenty years ago, 
there were only 20 members in the United States, while there were several thousands 
overseas (mostly in Britain). Today there are more than 42,000 members in the United 
States.!!!!!!!!., and U.S . membership makes up the bulk of worldwide membership . llhy ha~ 
there been this jump in the last 20 years? Public relations, that ' s why! 

Had the organized hobby in the United States used public relations techniques twenty 
years ago, there might now be more SWLs and OXers than there actually are now . 

We are therefore left with two questions, which I throw out at you for your consideration 
and comments in the months to come. 

(1 ) What kinda of public relations techniques could be profitably and systematically used 
to increase the numbe c of active hobbyists in the Unitad States? 

(2) Do we ~more active hobbyt.ts? 

I 11111 sure that there are PR people in the bobby and in NASWA who could give us some 
hints on effective PR. I also know that there are people out there who have done their 
part in bringing the word to t he unconverted about shortwave listening. 

In addition , it goes without • • ying ~hat there are people out there who don't feel that 
an expansion of the hobby woul~ be to our profit. I welcome their cOlmlents, as well as 
comments from those who are of the opinion tha t a wider awareness of shortwave ""uld be 
to the benefit of the hobby aa we ll as society as a whole. That's how it sounds to~· 
now how does i t sound to you?

Oo the eroding Cape Cod seaahor e near Wellfleet 1 t cnda tha crumbling r emai ns of t he fi rac 
transat lanti c wir eless stat ion . 

Io January 1901 , GuglielJDo Marconi explored Cape Cod and settled oo tbis site near Well­
flee t , Maaaachuaetta, where the Cape narrows to ju1t slightly over a mile. Her e are high 
bluffs, unobatructed sea, and supplies which could be landed f r OG1 ship• on the bay side 
aod haul ed only a shor t diatance overland to the site. 

After dela}'11 and diaasters lo February 1902, work comoeoced on the construction of four 
250-foot timber towera, solidly anchored on concrete bases. At tbe hear t of the rig wea 
a three- foot whirling •park-gap rotor, a spinning disc with 240 metal studs that dis ­
charged their sparks acroaa • stationary gap 240 tlmea a second, produc ing a nearly 
continuouo wave source. lt prov1.ded 2200 volts that were then stepped up to 25,000 
volts by a huge Tesla tranaformer. Tha circuit waa designed to produce a weveleogtb 
in the range of 1500 to 1800 meter• with ~round 30 kW of pover . Until t he tuner could 
be perfected, the broadcast frequency had a tandeocy to wander, causing inte~renee 
with other translllit t era. When the station first vent on the air, a perap iriog oper•c~r 
working • huge key call ed a 'pump handle' could send at the rate of seventeen words ~..r 
minuce 

By December 1902, the station waa ready for operation. Oo January 15th, Marconi arrived 
carryi ng a message in his pock.et t hat waa intended to be traosmit : ed t o a r elay station 
at Gl ace Bay, Mewfouodland, and from t he r e retrill\Sllli tted to the receiving stati on a t 
Poldhu , Cornwall, England . On January 18, 1903, t he meaaage waa cons igned to the e t her. 
To everyone's immense e l ation , confit'lllJltion came back t hat the meaaage had been picked 
up dir ectly at Poldhu in England. For the f irs t time the United States had been linked 
wi t h Eng l and by wir eless. 

The stati on aectled down to tran1mic~ing news and private me•sages co s hips at s e a . 
News was rec ei ved by direc t t e l egraph l ine f rom the New Yor k Ti.mea via South We llfleet 
and t hence by s aod-duoe line t o the station, There 1:he words were t rans f erred t o tape, 
hand-carried down to the ope rator ' s room , and sent out by automatic apparatus from 10 PM 
to 2 AM EST . Private mess ages could be aend f or 50c a wor d . 

The Marconi spark-gap transmitter opera t ed succesaf ully until 1917 when thr ee unrelated 
factors resulted in dismantling the equipment in about 1920: 

a ) Censors hip imposed t y World War I, 

b) Erosion of the s ea bank endangering the cwo out ermost towers, and 

c) Lee DePorest ' a invention of t he vacuum tube, which made s par k-gap transmission 
obsolete . 

to 1921 the towers were cut down , the machinery scrapped , and the building l e ft 
abandoned . 

All t bat' s leit today are r emains of the transmit ter hous e baae, part of the corridar 
that connected the transmitter wit h the power house , and two tower bases. Two other 
tower bases are now down on the beach, 100 feet below, whe re atorma and wind may occas ­
ionall y remove the oand covering them .

General Instructions : All parts a r e readily available at Radio Shack. If 
you scout around, most should be ava i lable used or scrouged fre e . A bridge 
rectifier can be made from four ordinary diodes ( see diagram at right ) . 

Lay out parts inside your hobby box in a fashim to hook 
up one to another easily. Keep leads short as you can. 
Note that in using an NPN transistor, the ( - ) f r om the 
brid~e attaches to t he Ba se capacitor ( - ) ter minal, the 
( +) from the bridge attaches to t he Col lector , and the 
Emitter is the (+) output. Varying the con t~ol provirles 
a 0-1 8 VDC output . Capacitor s ar e polarized and oust be 
installed to match (+) and ( - ) throughout t he cir cu i t. 
An optional panel meter oay be instal led to monitor the 
out put ao you don't have to keep using your VQM for 
measuring voltages . 

Theory Explanation: The transformer output voltage is changed t o full-wave 
DC by ~he bridge rectifier. 7he transistor accepts the (+) voltage into t he 
Collector and passes : t out the ( + ) Emitter. The Base is somewhat like a 
faucet valve, sampling a little bi t of voltage from the potentiometer. I t 
controls how ~uch voltage goes through the transistor to the Emitter output. 
The 1000 uF cap is a ripple f!lter which helps r educe hum caused by ordinar1 
housepower and transistor switchi ng noise . In doin~ so , it also rai ses t he 
output voltage to something more tha~ the original 12. 6 volts • • • in fact to 
nearly 18 vol ts DC. This is an electr ical phenomenon needing more SP.ace 
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tha n i s availabl e her e to e xpl ain . The sma ller capacitor is als o a rippl e 
f ilter, but does it in a t r ickier way . Each trans i stor ha s a me~it call ed 
Beta or gain. Multiplyi ng thi s gain ti mes the value of t he smal l er capaci ­
tor wi l l yield a l arger ripple -s~oothing ca pa citance value to f urt her aid 
t he lar ge ca pacitor , The higher the cap value, the smoother wil l be the 
out put. Fina l l y, the resistor is to a llow the caps to dr ain ver y quickly 
af t er the power is shut off . The (M) in the schematic is whe r e to install 
a panel meter if des ix-ed. I heartil y recommend this as a permanent a dd- on . 

How To Use I t : Ob serve polar±ty! Positive (+) terminals should be marked 
on every appliance . Wire terminal leads a r e usually r ed for positive and 
bl ack for negative. For saf ety's sake , make some effor t to deter mine which 
is which before attaching to any appliance . 9on't use more voltage than is 
necessary - it could burn out your equipment . Keep your voltage output on 
zero when you first hook up, t hen turn up the control to what is needed by 
using your VOM or panel meter. Do not leave your power supply turned on for 
mor e than a few minutes if you are not using the output . The Base and Col­
lector j unction of ynur transistn~ ls always absorbing the output of the 
bridge rectifier. It will get hot rather quickly if not being used.

One Last Observation: Note that when you tur n on your appliance, the sup­
ply voltage will drop and possibly fluctuate according to power drawn (like 
varying loudness of music, etc . ) This is normal. Merely t urn up t he voltage 
control to compensate. Don't forget to turn it back down, though , when you 
start again.

Unfortunatel y, these dogs would rather eat 
coax than dogfood , and have proved it several tilllas. My idea waa to use the basic concept 
of a sloping wir e with the low end towards the desired reception area, but with a single­
wire worked against ground in• groundplane configuration, with the low end of the sin­
glewire in the shack and fed to the receiver via 50 ohm coax. This could be considered 
to be a tilted groundplane vertical 4ntenna, for all practical purposes. To measure the 
effecti venees of the antenna, since no exotic meaauring devic11s are available here , I de­
cided to put two equa l-length wires up at right angles, one favoring South America and 
the other favoring North Africa and Europe . COCDparison of s ignale when switching anten­
nas, and reading the S-meter on : he receiver, would be the only means of measurement 
but would, as it turned out , be more than sufficient to prove the case of directivity of 
the sloper(s), A length of 90 feet for each of the two slopers was chosen because of 
the placement of available supports -- a 50-foot tree and a 50- foot puahup mast. The 
formul a for figuring resonance of a 1/4-wave groundplane system is 234 divided by 
feet equaling frequency in Milz. The 90-foot slopers were resonant at 2 .6 MHz -- and any 
f r equency above that, for 411 practical purposes, with t he •ise of a random wire tuner 
worked against ground. The SST T-1 Randomwire Tuner was chosen and properly grounded, 
The two slopers came into the shack at right ang les and into a two-position switch, and 
then to the tuner. The tuner was then fed to the receiver vi a SO ohms coax. Being of 
equal length and he ight, one position of the tune r's controls resonated both antennas 
simultaneously. This is important, for ease of operation. This arrangement would pro­
vide multiband use on any frequency from 2.6 Miiz on \IP the dial . It should be noted

ance -- e.g., 48 feat or so for the 60-metar band. The single wire would be attached to 
the center conductor of a length of 50 ohm coax and the s hield at thet end would be 
grounded. The other end of the coax would be connected to the appropriate terminalll on 
the receiver. 

Th• strength and quality of reception from the desired area will improve. compared to 
other wires of equal length. Typical gain over other simple antennas will be on the 
order of 1 to 3 S•unita. Reception from the aides will be adequate for general listening, 
but a short rendomvire may well outperform the sloper f rom any direction other than that 
for which the s loper i s pointed. Reception from tha back (the high end) will generally 
be considerably diminiahed. The s loper is shorter, and hence much euiar to keep up in 
the air than multi-wavelength di~ectional wires . tt requires only one tall support. 
If t he lov end is placed in the shack , the coax and switching connections can be made 
close to the operating pos ition of the DXer. This is the ideal situation. Up t o 4 
slopers can be used this way, for vers atility of directivity, but should be brought into 
the shack at right angles to minimize interaction. Construction notes: an insulator 
should be us ed , with a length of nylon rope, to attach the high end of the sloper to 
the high support. Antenna construction should be heavy-duty, if you want it to stay up . 
I.naulated wire will last longer than bare wire . Some slack in tho wire ta permissable, 
and desirable. All with the erection of any antenna, common-sense safe ty precautions

Folks, this is not the cuel According t o a recent 
article in cg Mag•~ine, damage to solid state receivers is one thousand times 1111>re likely 
to occur from nearby Hriku or s t.a tic buildiij), ratherthan a dinct hit. The state· of­
the-art r eceivera that are io abundance now b11ve PET "front enda" and extensive C!llS 
circuitry and are very sensitive t o s tatic charges. A technician I knov who works on 
ccmounicationa gear says that thia stuff ''blova" if you look at it wrong I That is ao 
exaggeration, but not by much. Moat of the components io tbia new gear can aptly be 
described ea eight· or sixt een-legged fuaes. 

You say you alr eady are using a lightning arres tor? Il you were to break it open you 
would be surprised to find what is inside -- nothing. Host arree tora work on • gMp 
principle. There is a small adjustable !!! gap between the ioner conductor and the outer 
ground. I deally, when a l arge vol cage enters the antenna it will "jump" acrou the gap 
and go to ground . These arrestors provide adequate protection to tube radios, but afford 
a lmost no protection to solid state radios . The air-gap arrestors are too erratic and 
unpredictable, since the bre1kdovn voltage cannot be accurately controlled with such a 
primitive device . To address thi s deficiency a new generation of protection devices 
bu been developed.
