THE llAMMARWND HQ- l80A: A RECEIVER WRITES ITS OWN STORY 

by Daniel A. Robinson 

This is a receiver review, but not the kind of review you would expect to find in 
the pages of FRENDX. In f•ct, this is more of an exercise in ~ostalgia, a personal story 
about what I consider to be the best radio receiver ever made for shorc~ave listening and 
DXing. You will NOT read here a list of technical descriptions and figures about things 
like image rejeccion, sensitivity, and selectivity. And I do not intend, if I can help 
it, to microvolt and dB you to death, because , frankly, I've never been into the numbers 
side of this hobby. What I do want to try to provide is a picture of PERFORMANCE over 
cl.me, my impressions of a receiver that has run head · to- head with some of the b~sc DX 
machines ever made, at a l l hours of the day, and after more than 12 /ears of DXing come 
out on top of the heap in my DX shack . !'m talking, of course, about the H~nnaTlund 
HQ- l80A. this is a receiver, an instrument, that has been used at one ti.me or another by 
every one of the "names" in the DX hobby, the people ••ho have raised DXing to an art, 
those persons whose names have been part of FRENDX and the rest of the DX press for years . 

Now, you' re probably thinking already, after reading the first paragraph: "Robinson 
is going to try to tell me that an HQ- 180 is better than my brand-new shiny R7A, NRD-515, 
or llatkins · Johnson." Well, I suppose I can't in good sense say that! But I have used 
all those receivers, and almost every other model you might be •ble co get your hands on, 
and I will say chat you can't do much more with an R7A than you can with a iind o ld 
HQ-l80A in good .condition . 

In my spare moments, I often enjoy paging through old issues of Communications World 
and Communications Handbook. those were the magazines so many o f us, as young DXers, en­
thusiastically ran down to the corner drugstore t o buy so we could keep up with the lat­
es t news and developments in receivers and the hobby io general. What strikes me as t 
turn the pages of these pub lications , with their photographs of wyl-known and many not­
so-well-knlwn DXers, is how many people used the HQ·l80A. For example, from the 1971 
CoD111unications llorld: Jilmly Hart of the Newark News Radio Club, Gerry Dexter, Bill 
Sparks, (who still uses an HQ- 180), Larry Yamron, Al Sizer, Richard Pistek etc. there 
is no doubt that the HQ- l80A has been an ol d favorite of SWLs for as long as it has been 
around. I don't think thi s is merely because the receiver happened to be popular at any 
particular time. Certain radios have had periods of popularity over the years and then 
faded away . It ' s because the HQ- l80A.was designed and built to perform , to be flexible 
in tough r eception situations , and t o pr ovide the user with a combination of tuning op ­
tions that I ' m not sure has been surpassed since, even i n today ' s world of PLL/synthe­
sized digital readou t wonders. 
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If you ever have a chance , cake a l ook at some of :he o ld issues of FRENDX, back 
to 1970 or so . Another thing that s trikes me is the 3Urpr isingl y few reviews of the 
HQ-180A, despite its popularity as possibly the major receiver of t he decade. No t one 
full review of the l80A! Tilere were quit e a few artic les on other sets, almost every 
one that achieved any degree of popu lari t y . We read James Wilson ' s August 1977 review of 
the Collins 51J4, Ed Shaw' s reviews of the SX- 190, S?- 600 , and R-290A. In his January 
1978 review of the R-390A, Charles Taylor had this to say: "The SPR-4 and HQ-180 have 
better sensitivity than the R-390A . " We even had a report on the Racal 6217A by Bill 
Whitacre in 1979, and also heard about Jim Jones and his ' dream shack' consisting of 
two HQ-180A's. But, alas, no ful l review of the Hammarl und HQ-L80A. Let's see how l 
do here. --

This is about all the technical information l ' m going to provi de to back myself 
up: lbe HQ-180 and l80A was a vacuum-tube circuit, doub le and triple conversion receiver, 
with continuous tuning from 340 kHz to 30 MHz . It has bandspread tuning of 80/75, ~o. 
20, 15, and 10 met er ham bands, four switchable selec tivi t y options including 500, 2000, 
4000 , and 6000 Hz., upper and lower s idebands independently selectab le at l . O, 2.0, and 
3.0 kHz at 6 dB down. Other features: antenna trimmer, AF/RF gain controls, a large, 
clear S-meter (still consider ed by many today t o be the best ever made), series- type 
noise limiter, BFQ/product det ector , phone jack , • l ot filter (notch) plus or minus 3 kHz 
of center frequency , vernier passband tuning plus ~r ~inus 3 kHz, send and receive 
swi tch , built-in 100 kHz ca l ibrator, AGC o ff-slow-medium- fas t . Finall y, the HQ- l80AC 
'las the mode l with the built-in 24- hour clock ·~hich ran as: long as the set "'"s plugged 
int o the wall. Tile HQ-180AX model pr ovided 11 fixed- frequency crystal-controlled receive 
frequencies . Tilis priced a t ~575 in 1970. 

Now that the comp l icated s tuff is ou t of the way, let me give a litt l e history trom 
the pages of FRENDX. In April 1977, the Hammarlund HQ- l80 ranked fifth among the top 
ten receivers used by reporters to FRENDX •• • that's beh ind the DX-150A, SX-190 , DX-160, 
and Orake SPR-4. The 5PR-4 ..,as a very popular receiver from the day it was released, 
although initial editions had some problems which were ironed ~ut by Drake. TI'ie 5PR-4 
was used by many top DXers . But even as the so lid stat e revolution began co exert its 
pull on the SWL community, the c l assic old cube receivers such as the HQ- l80A held their 
ground. In :iarch 1972, Richard E. Wood reviewed the SPR-4 and compared it to the HQ-180A: 

1'The S-mecer is thus use less especially when concrasted ~ich that 
of the HQ-180A. Similarly, the audio qu~lity s uffers in compari~on 
with the Hamnarlund. Another HQ-180 fea t ure missing from the SPR-4 
is selectable sideband choice without automat ic swit ch-in of the BFO. 
Finally, the choice of an audio plug for the antenna socket doesn't 
appeal to me. It is not comparab le co t he HQ-180A's choice of coaxial 
socket o r 2 "A" and l "C" mount ing screws . In addition, the noise 
blanker does not appear co work and is not recona:nended • .. " 

In April 1972, Frank Peters reviewed the Collins 51- S l, cons idered by :nany t o be 
t he fines t receiver manufactured for DX purposes . In Frank ' s "'ords : "Evaluating t he 
performance of the 5151, I used as a standar d the performance of what I consider to be 
the bes t DX receiver on the market -- the HQ- L80. In my opinion, t he 5151 come s fair l y 
c lose when pitted directly against the 180 . Except for one drawback i n the 515 l' s 
perfonnance -- the wide bandwidth -- I feel it compares ~uite favorab l y with the HQ-180 
and with the added luxury of direct freq uency readout, I can't he lp think that if the 
HQ-180 (while r etaining the same basic circuitry , although modernized and miniaturized) 
incorporated a di rect readout, then it coo would fall i n the high price range of the 
Collins 5 lS l." 

Yet another indication of the respect t he HQ-l80A gained ove r t he ye ars as a top­
flight DX receive r was the degree of a ttention it received in the 1973 edition of Cot11Du­
nications Handbook. No pho t ograph of t he l80A ic•elf, but the fo llowing comments by the 
author wer e used co compare other receivers with what the ..,riter obvious l y considered to 
be one of the bes t DX receivers around at the time: 

"In these days of increased band c rowding, variab le se lectivity 
is perhaps the mo•t important (attribute). You • hould look for 
the maximum possibl e variety of options in choice of bandwidth, 
upper and lower sideband , and f iltering. In deciding on a 
receiver it pays to try it ou t on a ll poss ible set tings and 
combinations of set tings • . A highly effective s etting on t he 
Hanmarlund HQ-l80A, in terms of readabili ty of an AM s ignal in a 
crowded band , is the broadest bandwidth (nominally 3 kHz) coupled 
with single sideband (upper generally be•t). This is one. of the 
many options and combinations on the HQ-180 and it is one which is 
not available (wi thou t c"r cuit modificationi Qn those receiver• 
which automat ically switch i n the BFO when a sideband is <electeu. 
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Many listeners will prefer the calibration sys tem found on the 
better tube-type receivers, the RQ-180A and SP-600. And the 
RQ-180A meter is among the best for the Sill. ." 

Need I say more? twill. April 1973, just about the time the HQ-180A was being 
t aken out of production (a dark day fo r the SWL c011101.1nity), Perry Ferrel l of CILFER had 
this comment printed in FRENDX: "The bes t receiver I've eve r used, regard less of cost? 
On the internati onal bands , I still use the Squires Sanders IBS. I think if I were 
primarily interested in Mii, t would gti ll stick with the HQ-180A as t he best receiver on 
t ha t band because of i t s enormous fle.xibility . " 

One more from FRENDX history. In Sep tember 1972, perhaps the bigges t DX event of 
the decade took place . During a ma jor geomagne tic storm, the Falkland Islands Broadcas t­
ing Service waa logged on 3942.5 kHz. I recall the envy t felt as I read t he log r eport 
that mont h! Alvin Sizer and F. Earle Hall were the lucky ~nes. the receive rs? Of 
course, HQ-180s. I think you get t he poi nt, although I may be stretching i t a bit fo r 
the purposes of my nost algic trip. But for me, the truth ls that the HQ-180A has pr oven 
i t self time and time again, in difficult circumstances. The radio is a cons istent per­
former , truly t he fines t piece of s hortwave receiving equipment t've ever used. 

Now , even peop le l ike Perry Ferrell and Larry Magne changed their minds about the 
180 as t he marke t started t o change towards solid stat e, stab le, digital r eadou t models, 
without the heat prob lems and s tabilit y drawbacks of t he 180 and other tube se ts . I 
recall Perry saying once that the HaaJDarlund " tended to go down hill" after a while, i . e., 
off frequency and less scab le . ln May 1981, Larry Magne said in FRENDX: "I feel the 
HQ- 180 series, with its poor analog readou t , wide - skirted se lectivity, bassy audio, and 
tendency to overload, ls past its prime .. .. " Well, to be sure , there were problems with 
the HQ- 180A. Aside from the obvious one of stability (and even that isn't• really 
serious problem), the main bandswi tch wou ld become loose over time, and contacts wi.th 
each frequency range would become less definite. Some people used regular type TV tuner 
cleaning fluid or spray to clean up their bandswitches, and later found (to their horror ) 
that the HQ-180 had taken a flying leap into the twilight zone of ~ff-frequency. The 
older model HQ-180, with the big rectifier cube in the back, produced more heat than 
the newer HQ- 180A. But there are those persons , myself included, who almost prefer the 
older 180. It seems to have a smoother SSB capability. And, by the way, the only major 
differ ences between the 180 and !BOA, as Jerry Berg has pointed out in FRENDX artic les 
in the past , ia this : the big ~ectifiaT tube is gone in tho 180A, repl~eed by two si lL­
con diode rectifiers which, according to the manual , were " to provide cooler operat ion and 
bet ter regulation from the power supply ." Also, a three-posi t ion BFO switch is provided, 
enabling the BFO to be in the off posit ion, SSB, ..,here the BFO ls • fixed for op t imum SSll 
aJdio response wi th r eference to the passband. The CW position enables the BFO to be 
adjusted plus or minus 2 kHz, pr oviding the usual pitch adjustment. 

But , •O much fo r the l80's problems. Other than an occos ional sticky clock on mine, 
and a misadjusted s lot filter, I have had absolutely no difficu l ties with the Hammarlund 
sinc e t first traded in my Allied portable for one ln l97 l , I ' d much rather talk about 
the qualities of the HQ-l80A. First, AUDiO. The HQ-l80's audio, t believe, has been 
surpassed by that of very few receivers, It has a c lean, smooth quality to it while at 
the same time a powerful and un- suppressed sound. In my ~orly years, t used to listen 
without headphones (a major mistake! ) , and the fine audio of the receiver always made i t 
easier for me, rather than more difficult (which ls s omething too many receivers nowadays 
tend to do) . With the original HmmMrlund speaker, you can fill a room ••ith I ron or the 
Falklands with no problem. 

Second, the vernier tuning control . This control Joes for the HQ-180 what th~ varia ­
ble phasing controls do for t he Co llins 51J4. ln conjunction with the 180 ' • slo t filter 
(which is a little ~sharp than the one on the SPR-4) you ca n use the verni e r to fine ­
tune ANYTHING, and once the receiver is warmed up and fairly stable, it will not d rift . 
In March 1973, John Callarman reported on how to use the 180 with f requency readout to 
get direct readings to the nearest .1 kHz, i n con j unction with the vernier . 

Third, the selectivity and s idebands. This ls there the overall comblnacion of 
featu r es found on t he 180 begins to make a difference. ~ou have the ability to tune 
regular AM , using both the vernier and slot filte r , and switch in se lectivity and side ­
bands, OR you can use them all on SSB, ln ECSS, exa l ted carrier mode! Now, combine 
t hese with the remaining options: You have a four -position ACC switch, which un like 
some or the modern PLL receivers with simple in-ou t buttons, gives you four choices . 
This does make a differ ence when it comes to d igging the hardest DX ou t of the mud!! 
Finally, you have a nots~ blanker (variable ) and an optional t.F . noise .tlencer. The 
latter , according to the manual, " is introduce.I into the app roximate middle of the receiver 
ci rcuitry to s ilence the receiver Juring short dura t ion of any individual noise pulses ." 
And one thing many DXers fo r ge t -- the Rf gai n contro l . For those who say you shou ld 
always keep the RF at maximum when DXing, I say "humbu g!" In • ume of the most d ifticult 
and ea r-s t raining s ituations, turning the RF down slightly has brought me a r are DX 
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catch. Oh, and I shouldn't forget to mention the 24-hour clock, which can be set to 
turn the HQ-180 on at a certain preset time. 

O.K., fine, you say ••••• what has the HQ-180 done for you over the years, Dan? 
Well, this is really what this review is all about, the proof oi my DX theorem. To 
start, I don't even have to go back ten years to examine my old loggings. What I'd like 
to do is focus on specific examples of difficult reception in which the HQ-180A has 
managed, by using the combinations outlined on the previous pages, to bring a hard-to­
near station in at a listenable level. 

COMORO ISIANDS: Long one of the most s ought after DX catches, this station has a window 
of reception on the East Coast from about 0255-0330 Gl1T, on the seem­
ingly impossible frequency of 3331, just above CHU, I have heard it 

several times since l970, always on the HQ-l80 r a ther than on the SPR-4, R-390, or SX-l90 
(which I used for a short time). Exalted carrier is a must with Comoro. On the 180A, 
I f irst switched to SSB, and zero-beat CHU. 7hen, selecting upper or lower depending on 
which was best, I slowly tuned the vernier until I detected the Comoro carrier, reading 
on this particular night 3330.7. Selectivity in this situation could be at 1 kHz but no 
more as the audio became distorted. Finally, after manipulating the vernier in conjunc­
tion with the sidebands and selectivity, I inserted the slot filter to eliminate the 
serious bet coming from CHU as much as possible. Voila!!! INSTANT COMOROS!!! Well, it 
wasn't that easy, but even without the slot inserted Moroni was there with K\lran chants .. 
In · short, the vernier tuning capability is an amazingly sharp control which allows the 
DXer to feel the frequency. And, as all DXers know, you can't just~ the signal, you 
have to feel it, and feel the interference in order to know what action to take with the 
controls-;f°the receiver. This is something I think the modern receivers lack, especially 
with regard to a notch control. You'll pay Sl,700 for an R7A with a notch; just as much 
for an NRD-515 ~one! 

ANGOLA, APRIL 23, 1974: I always like co point to this reception, Radio Clube de Halanje, 
to demonstrate how well the HQ-180A perfonos ind tight spot. 
This station, officially listed on 4960 kHz,.was in fact trans­

mitting on 4941 kHz. That's right , one kHz above Ivory Coast. That's probably why so 
few North American DXers heard it ••• they didn't have the equipment or the patience to 
separate the two. But just before 2300 GMl' I detected a slight het on 4940 Abidjan. 
Now I was using the SPR-4 at the time, but without sele~tivity options or independent 
lfide-band I knew I'd have no chance. I turned the - 180 to 4940, zero-beat Ivory Coast, 
and tuned up until I had zeroed the carrier of what I thought was Malanje. Amazingly, 
without much more than two se lectivity positions and upper sideband, a clear ID rang 
out with full s ign-off announcements! There you have it. One kHz •eparation, NO digital 
readout, and a QSL tucked safely away. The same thing happened, by the way, on such 
stations as Radio Clube do Lobito, Angola, on 4937 or Radio Comercial, Angola, on 4794 
which, as I recall , was always ioterfered with by a station on 4795. 

TURKS ISLAND : Let's see if I can remember, perhaps, one of the most difficult tests for 
the 180, and another which it passed with f l ying colors. Back in 1974 
(perhaps it was 1973), Turks and Caicos's shortwave transmitter (with " 500 

watts of golden broadcast power" as they once s tated in a promo) was on 4788. Well, this 
would have been no problem, except that they were smack between South Africa on 4790, and 
what I believe was Radio Ribamar in Brazil. If I can say one thing about the HQ-180A, 
it performed better on many occasions when challenged with £!!£bets rather than one. 
In this case, separating Turks from South Africa was the first obstacle to be overcome. 
But, once that was done, the weaker Brazilian was no problem . Many cont=ols used in tun­
ing this one were the vernier (of course), the L kHz selectivity position, and USB and 
LSB in AM mode. 

I could go on forever, choosing examples ~f fi ne HQ-180A performance. Before I end this 
rather long piece, I will mention some other memorable DX catches snared by the 180 . 
MAURITIUS (on 9709, this has always been hard with co-channel QRM from the Soviet Union 
and·Halaysia, but often separable on the 180) ; ETHIOPIA (the old Radio Ethiopia on 6186 
with QRM co-channel from Libya); HAITI (Radio Citadelle on 6156); CONGO (Pointe Noire on 
4843, which was some times audible in the afternoon); ZAIRE (Radio Kisangani on 6085, and 
Radio Lubumbashi on 11867, both difficult frequencies). 

In conclusion, I should also add that the HQ-180 has (if it's in good shape with a 
recent tune-up) extraordinary sensitivity on the 120 meter band, probably better than 
any receiver I've used. I recall listening to the sign-on of St. Denis, Reunion, on its 
2446 frequency with a beautiful guitar IS, and soft French announcer. In addition, the 
120 meter Zimbabwe (Rhodesia back then) channels, Papuans, 3nd, last ·but not teas t, the 
FIBS which I first heard on the 180 because the SPR-4 couldn't hack it on Z 1'1Hz. 
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Wha t can I possibly say co end this very personal journey through tilDe with my 
HQ- 180? Well, one thing I could say is that last December, after having used a number of 
classic receivers like the SW4, SX- 190, R- 290, and a varie ty of o thers, I ran acr oss 
a true rarity - - a n HQ-180AX in virtually~ condition. Needless to say, I bought it 
to keep my other HQ- 180C company. I still have che SPR- 4 and R- 390, but my thing isn't 
collecting receivers, it ' s collecti ng and using good receivers. After using many of 
the recognized classics, I have concluded that the HQ-180 is the one for me, as long as 
the bandswitch lasts, and the t ubes are available . But, it's mor e than just a very 
deep respect for • fine piece or equipment . I honestly beli~ve manufacturers are not 
putting everything into today's digital high -priced miracle sets that they could . For 
almost a 52,000 investment, I think SWI.s and DXers should be getting more than they are. 
O.K., granted the HQ-180 doesn't have a 96-channel memory like the NRD- 515 . Granted, the 
R7A has passband tuning, a notch filter, five selectivity positions, and RIT. But then, 
the Drake R4B has passband tuning (although it can't quite compare) and didn't cost 
Sl,700 now. The HQ-180, for me. •..1.as a receiver :o learn on. [ loamed tho 11 fccl " of 
the bands, that almost imperceptible something that told me there was a station to be 
searched tor , a heterdyne to be eKamined . People ask me today, in am<1zement, how I can 
distinguish frequencies on a Haamarlund, wi thout a digital outboard att•chment or charts .

When such articloo are pr inted, mo re of­
ten than not the Swt ls ident ified as an amateur radio ope r ator . My question to the 
membe rship ls this: "Can we ge t more media exposure for our hobby such as Ms . Hofmas ter 
got in the 1930 ' s?" If anyone has had an article printed abou t their SWL activities i n 
the local/regional/nationa l medi a, I ' d like co hear about it and, if poss ible, get a 
copy . Remember, publicity i s 99t of the battle!

RETURN WITII US NOW . • • 

The recent passing o f the Newa rk News Radio Club brought with it a sense of great 
loss. This organization wa1 one of the first radio c lubs ever to be formed. Its broad­
based coverage of the radio hobby for all waves began with a loose association of radio 
hobbyists in 1927. With sponsorship by the Newark News paper, this club ~ec111la the 
granddaddy of all open mesr.bership r•dlo clubs. The newapaper fo lded in 1974 or there­
abouts, and now the NNRC has ceased to function after SS years of service and fellowship . 
Per haps some day it will be reactivated - - rumors are making t he circuit that a new club 
will be formed from the ashes of the o ld. Whatever the case may be , the Newark News 
Radio Cl ub was born, lived, and died with class. This •rticle ls dedicated to those of 
you who were members. This is a look at what the clubs were doing during the ienith 
of the radio hobby . 

* * * * • * * * • * 
The labeling of a period of time is a rather difficult task to accomplish with any 

degree of certainty. The 60's, for instance, might have been the decade of the Beatles, 
but they migh t al.so have been the decade of Vietnam . In attempting to label a period oi 
tilne, one muat understand the ultimate name will be a reflection of the author's 
perspective. 

I.n this m.enner • I would like to put forward cbe "thirtie'" as 11The Golden Age of 
Radio." While I cannot claiJD this proposal as o riginally my own, I tJish to c•rry this 
idea to a greater degree. From the state of electronics, rural electrification, quality, 
and diversity of progra ... ing, and the refinement of the art of entertainment, I would 
propose the time span of 1937 to 1941 as the "high water mark" oi radio. Three factors 
combine to support this declaration: a look •t life in America, the publications that 
the hobby spawned, and the cluba that developed to sh•re the excitement and experiences 
of others in the hobby. To quote from one of the more popular serials of the day: "Come 
with us now, as ve return to the days of yesteryear ... ' 1 

America was a rural nation. More people made their living through a~r iculture chan 
through industry. The pace of life was much slO<Jer than that which we find today. 
Television was in its i nfancy , in much the same say that video systems were abouc five 
years ago . The family entertainment cencer was the console radio. It scood about four 
feet tall; it was constructed of valnut and mahogany; in all probability , it covered Che 
medium wave (BCB) , the "police" band (1 . 6-S.5 11c), and the shortwave (or "foreign") 
bends, up to 18 Mc. 

On the standard broadcast band, one would find Amos •nd Andy , the Lone Ranger, the 
Shadow, and many more ilDagination-provoking dramas, serials, and comedies . Tr y tuning in 
to the CBS radio drnmas for a taste of vhat it was like. Another alternative on the dial 
was sports. Especially ln the Midwest, baseball games were carried on v•st necvorks, and 
clear-channel stations reached the entire country . W•lter Winchell and Ed Murrow were 
welcomed into millions of homes on a daily basis with t he respect recentl y accorded to 
cen like Chet Huntley and Walter Cronkite . 

If any of you are ''s canne r freaks" you could have followed the exploits of Eliot 
Ness or Barney Fife o n the second tuning range. You may have worked on your code $peed 
by listening to "brass pounders" on the 80 and 160 meter ham bands. Perhaps you were a 
~ezi spy (out of an old Bowery Boys flick) who eavesdropped on government transmissions. 
This amalgam of ser vices and bands also s hared the Pol ice Band with broadcast~rs, feeders, 
and experimenters . 
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The decade of the t hirties encompassed the year• when s hortwave radio blo•somed. 
There was a steadily expanding contingent of high-frequency s tations coming onto the 
·~ther . ' QSL cards were big game trophies , and even grandma was a DXer . Perhaps grand­
pop wonted to hear music from the old country. Dad sa t transfixed before the s et as 
t he BBC Empire Service told of the latest Nazi rumblings . The "Happy Station" entertained 
mom aiter dinner with light pop music (sound familiar?) . The local priest waited patient­
ly to hear the Pope's mass direct from the Vatican; meanwhile, the nuns gathered around 
their set to hear some Latin music f rom Havana on La Voz de Radio Philco . 
~~-Quite a bit of diverse [are from the family box! It all contributed to t he making of 
a mar ket for journals and magaz ines that printed information on everything from when 
and where to t une :or the latest hog reports (a la WKRP), t o how to align a receiver. 
Interspers ed between these cwo areas were articles on new equipment and receivers , trou ­
bleshooting , SW and BCB station listings , QSL inform•tion, and even some articles on the 
entertainment medium of the future - - television. (Editor's No te : The coronation of 
King Edward in 1938 wa• br oadcas t on BBC Television. While this was ver y limited in 
scope, and television was not co come into its own unti l after the war, the Coronacion 
serves as a good point to signal the beginning of the 'changing of the guard,' so to s peak . ) 

Tiie preeminent public3tion in radio was the Radio News , which was , of course , a 
Gernsback effort. Through the year s the name was altered (Radio News & The Short Waves, 
Radio News & Short Wave Rad io ); by t he time these various changes a [ name and content 
had progressed to ~lectronics World from Radio •nd TV News (May 1959), the magazine had 
taken its final form . The late t hirties saw the publication of no less than eight major 
mon thly magazines devoted to the hobby o i radio. These publications ••ere: Radio, g§_!, 
Radio ~orld, Cotm1unications, Radio Crait, Short Wave & Television/Radio & Television, 
All Wave Radio, and Rad io today . 

If one may assume tha t the number of words pri nted, the amoun t of paper distributed, 
~r the number of titles otfer ed may be used as a direc t l v-proportional indicator of the 
interest generated by a subject, then my or iginal thesis ~ill sure ly stand. ~any enthu­
siasts subsc ribed to severa l , i f not all. o f the above -mentioned ?eriodicals. 

If you find the above l isting of radio magazines to be somewhat amazing, the fo llow­
ing list of radio clubs must surely str ike you as beinR incredible. The clubs and maga­
zines formed a symbiotic relationship. A club member or neighbor may have introduced 
you t o the hobby, following which, you went out and read more articles . Conversely, a 
radio magazine may have caught your eye on a newss tand aad thereby you were led to become · 
dCtive tn a club. 

However the clubs gained their membership is not at issue here -- the fact that there 
were so many active clubs with large rosters is the main point of interest. The Newark 
News Radio Club can be regarded as t he prototypical American club. It popularized radio, 
and especially DXing . 

The following clubs were affiliated with the Radio News "DX Corner" column. The 
"DX Corner" had been formed in 1934 to dissemin ate information on the shortwave spectrum. 
This ~as an outgrowth of the Long Island listening pos t of the Radio News, which had 
begun operation in early 1933 . The Listening Post then expanded by appointing "off lei.al 
observers" from throughout the country and the world. It proved to be so popular that 
a separate "DX Corner" waa established for BC waves less than a year later {the former 
"DX Corner" then being subtitled "for Short Waves" ) . In addit.ion to the NNRC and t he 
Radio News Listening Post, the fo l lowing clubs were active affiliates in 1937: 

Universal DX Club, National Radio Club, Universal Radio DK Club, International 
DXers Alliance , R- 9 Lis teners League, Canadian OX Relay, Society of Wireless 
Pioneer s, Worldwide DX Club , Radio Fellowship, Globe-Circlers DX Club, U.S. 
Radio DX Club, New Zealand DX Radio Association, New Zealand DX Club, Short 
Wave Club of New York , Radio Clube Venezolano, Ch icago SW Club, Mexican League 
of Rad i o Experimenters, Monongahela Radio Club, Radio Club of Brazil, Radio 
SW and TV Experimenters Ass oc iation, the International 6000-12500 ~ile SW Club, 
and the venerable Pe nang Wireless Society . 

In tenns of sheer numbers , the listing above repres ents an awesome amount of inter­
est in radio as a hobby . Yet, perhaps of greater interes t to us, gazing back in retro­
spec tive, were the activi ties of some o f these clubs. 

Most of these organizations cove red both MW and SW bands. The o fficers and mem­
bers of several of these c lubs would contact BCB stations in order to set up •pee l.al DX 
or QRP broadcasts . Tilese 3pecials were usually held on early Monday mornings from 0700 
to 1100 Z, and dedicated to the c lub and "DX Co rner." 

S t rings of these specials were organized by t he UDXC wherein, on a given night, one 
cou ld copy s tations from coast- to- coas t as they signed on and off for thirty minutes at 
a time . These inscnnnia specials were termed "UDXC Frolics." NNRC helped to fos t er 
these specia ls, as di d the IDA, i'IRC, and the CD>CR. The IDA even sponsored a s tew Jf 
special broadcasts from Radio Jerusalem on 668 kc. 

3ame of the clubs oifered contests fo r their members, The NZDXC offered (annually) 
a silver cup for the member with the greatestnumber of veries exclusive oi NZ and Aussie 
stations . A more intriguing ? r ize was offered by the International 6000-12500 Mile SW 
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Club in their "World Champion DX Contest . " In return for conscientio~ DXing from 
January l, 1937 t o January 1, 1939 , one of their members became the p~oud ovner of a 
Silver Masterpiece VI. The ninner-up received a Sky Buddy. 

Even some of the smaller regional clubs were active in these pr ice giveaways. 
The R-9 Listeners League held a SWL Fest in Woodhaven, Long Island and, .J111ong the door 
prizes, gave a brand new all-wave set to a lucky member. 

Alas, enter the television; its popularization in the early fifties ~ut deeply into 
the r3dio hobby. Entertainment was visual, and mosc of the scars migr ated over irom 
the radio studio•. Ceorge and Crac ie, Sid and Cmogene, Mies and Andy (with a few cast 
changes), and, of course, ever yone's favorite uncle -- Miltie. All made the switch. 

With all of these points in mind, I was saddened indeed to see the passing of an 
institution. The NNRC may have fallen victim to being broadbased in an age of special­
ization, or it may have suffered from t he recent economic troubles, ~ith resultant 
strains on the wallets of multi-club members. It is to be hoped that the DX ~eporters 
will be able to revive some of the spirit and history of the ~NRC. The ~ewark News 
Radio Club survived the onslaught of television; it survived the demise of its original 
sponsor ; it survived the Creat Depression. After weathering these •terms, how could 
the club disappear without a trace? Impossible!

Instead ~f beginning with my thoughts this month, I am going to begin with an almost 
comple te exposition of Russ Lay's on my article last mon th in re publicity and the 
• horcwave hobby. Russ says: 

"I think one ••• needs a working definition of 'hobbyist,' You mention that we have 
1,000,000 potent ial activie hobbyists, yet only about 7,000 members of various c lubs. 
If the vast majority of these 1,000,000 listeners are doing so strictly fo r ethnic or 
informational reasons, then , as you say, there is no need to reach them . With the possi ­
b le exception of expanding their listening op tions for more atations, a c lub like NASWA 
woul d be of no use to them. 
0 Moving from this point, the question then becomes 'Do we as active hobbyists wish co 
promote SW , listening to the general populace, ••• or do we OJish to promote the "hobby" of 
shorcwsve listening, which would en tail DXing, QSl.ing, and the like? ' With this ques ­
tion answered, we can then begin to look at options. 

"Americans by nature seem unconcerned about the world around them until some pare of 
the world one day, • • affects them. Thus, I find it doubtful shortwave listening will 
ever catch on in a big way, j ust as magazines and periodicals that deal with foreign 
affairs (World Press Review, Foreign Policy, et al . ) have never caught on . However, 
some seeps could be taken to increase shortvave listening .1nd s hortwave 0 hobbying". 
11First, I think the ! cations themselves must make an effort co make their presence 
known. It !s beyond me ~hy some of the bigger stations ( BBC, DW, RCI) do not collect ­
ively advertise their existence through •e l ective media •. •. Tha t would be a start. 

"Secondly. the :naker.s of shortwave receivers do a poor job of getting the message across. 
Host of their adve rtising is geared toward people who already are into the •hortwave 
scene , filled with gobs of tech specs . Why don't they use ~nticing ads, ~xplaining the 
existence of English language shortwave and the v3lue to an 11intelligent11 pe rson wish ­
ing to expand his/her horizons? • •. !iedia such as Time, New.week, and the like would 
be good sources .. . . People reading these magazines have ~n lnterest in the world around 
them already, so why not heigh ten it? Running ads in Popular Electron ics or the WRTH 
is like preaching to the conve rted. 

"(Now l e t' s look ac how to inc rease the number of hobbyists.) The shortwave clubs, and 
ANARC in particular, have done a poor job in publicizing the s hortwave hobby. 
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"The mosc glaring miscake has been the lack of cooperation between ANARC and the makers 
of shortwave r3dios and equipment. 1 think one reason why the V'1St major ity ~f t hose 
t, 000,000 potential hobbyists aren't hobbyists is because they do not kn"" how to use 
their radios, and soon gr"" bored wich them. We all kn"" most owner's manuals are 
poorly written in ragard co the shortwave spectrum, with no explanation of t he SW phenom­
enon, poor examples of how to read f r equencies, and idiotic logs of shortwave s t a t ions 
for t he usar to try co find. I should chink chat every time someone buys a <adio, a 
flyer from ANARC would be enclosed. It would explain the radio hobby, explain the f3ct 
that Engl ish transmi ssions ara there for the asking, and point ou t that there are many 
grea t clubs co aid the new lis t ener i n s hortwave as a hobby. This would work co mutual 
advantage -- fo r the receiver makers, they would have a happy cus t omer who would not gee 
bored wi th his or her new coy . By keeping c~e c us tomer happy, the manufacturer can counc 
on further sales ... ant ennas, preselectors , and, later on, better radios . For us, it 
would mean mor e members. Al ong the same lines, 1 rind it interesting tha t no one in 
the hobby has ever published the figures on sales of R-lOOO ' s, DX- 302 ' s , 3nd Panasonic / 
Sonys . These figures would give us a rough indication ~f now many potent ial hobbyis t s 
are 'ouc there.' 

(Russ here presents an argument fo r me rging SW clubs -- we •.,e all hea rd che argument 
before, so I'll leave lt as givan and we ' ll go on. ch ) 

" • . • l think the c lubs must adapt themselves to the times, and co their members. While we 
call vurselves a 'fraternity,' we ace much differently. The hobby is no longer as fun 
as le used to be. While le Jeems obvious co me chat oost of our members are cas ual DXers 
and SWWI, the clubs s till arc ge1red to the hardcore DXer. ~d1cors cue logguigs from 
SWL-cype stations, so a logging from an Angolan regional that was hear d 6 weeks ago on a 
freak opening can be printed . •• a logging of dubious worth to the vast maJOri:y o f mem­
bers, and ??"Obablv #Orthleas co mos t hardcore DXers, since freak openings do not occu r 
ever y day . The ?Oor AUY who paid his 516 . 00 and wanes co find RSA's lacesc frequencies 
~ill have co lea f through 3 back lssu~s in hopes tha t a sked was printed. To make 
matters worse , we are now moving co make che hobby a 'science. ' Send in on ly your BEST 
DX loggings; make sure chat you know what you heard , 3nd give chis many de tails, not 
Jus t ID, mx, time check . And, Cod forb i d, lf someone makes a mi stake or l s just plain 
stupid, we admonish him in public, or, if he' s lucky , ~nonymously. Hell, these people 
are paying us money to have us tel l chem what to report, how to report, and chat (their 
routine loggings) will not be printed •• •• Indeed, 1 have the strange feeling that ' we 
OXers' abuse these ?eople •• . we use their dues and their numbers to print a nice , low- cost 
bul letin, and then "'e exc lude them by printing vhat 11we OXers" want to see. 

"llhac I am saying here is that if we do a good job in publicit y, gee members co join us 
by leaps and bounds - - we will ptobably cum mos t of t hem o( f after they read one or cwo 
bulletins. In all my l ife I 've never seen a 'hobby' where nasty remarks and snobby atti­
tudes abound so. The fac t that you had to bring up the 'maybe we really don 't want more 
hobbyiscs '(chey'tl SW3mp even mote stations with reporcs •.. continuing che swift dec line 
of QSL ' s !) cells much about the hobby. 

''However , ANARC and her c lubs are all we have. Hauder made a good stab with "R[B,' 1 and 
we may gain some lnteresc t hrough Popular COlllllunicacions , but l n the l ong run the eso­
teric ti tl es and flavors of the•e magazines would consign them to the bot t om she lf of the 
rack, a place where on l y r•dio hobbyis t s and the like will find them. 

" •.• I gues s l sound harsh , especlally since I am a DXe r as 'Jell as a SWL . • .• That ls 
how 1 feel, however . I left t he hobby in 1975 because of the inane bickering • • • SWL vs . 
DXer, elitist, and the like . 1 came back 7 year s l3 t er co the same s tuff . Until we 
grow up, we ' ll neve r grO\I 'out."' .. - JO--

Lord , Russ -- I ' m afra i d 1 disagtee with many of your po lncs . Thi s whole t hlng is ~b li­
auelv the SWL vs. DXer argument all over again , and Ye don 't ~ant to stir up ~pot 
again, do we?

1 find t hat mos t of my readers 3nd reporters have no lnt~ncion of being 3nychlng but 
lis teners -- the serious DXers are a minority. However, whe ther one ls a serious DXer 
or a casual listener, accurac:i in logging reports is V3lu3ble both for the reference value 
of the co lumn and for accuracy'• own sake. Ar e you suggesting cha t, as a logging editor , 
I ought to print a report which I know co be i naccura t e , simpl y bec3use it was submit ted 
to be pr i nted? Your r ema rks above lmply this. AS an ed itor , having a limited amount of 
sp3ce, 1 have a responslbllicy co ~ members to print accur ate loggings. I think I 
should end chis he re, but lf a logging edit or wants to respond ac length , by a l l means, 
you arc welcome to do so .

HAMMARLUND HQ - 100 Lot of receiver, lot of perfor mance , but small in price 

During the Hammarlund heyday of rece iver manufacturing, ther e came a period 
when case styles changed and remained the Hammarlund standard until the com­
pany sold out in the mid- 1970 1 s. The 1957 model HQ - 100 was among the first 
to be marketed in the new case style . 

It cover s . 54 to 30 MHz in four bands . Bandspread is calibrated f or the am­
ateu~ bands , but this is a small inconvenience to the dedicated SWL hobbyist 
who knows how to make good SWBC graphs using the logging scale. 

Controls i nclude a Q- multiplier for variable selectivity ; antenna trimmer ; 
noise limi t er ; and var iable BFO . The si ngle - conversion HQ - 100 employes a 
HF osci l lator which is tempe r ature 
compensated for stability • •• and it 
wor ks marvelously. The ten tubes 
a r e still ver y much available on 
the market today. 

HQ-100 measures approximately 16" 
wide, 10" high and 9" deep. One 
option avail able included an elec ­
tric timer c lock. Weight was about 
40 lbs. New pr ice in 1957 was $180 
fo r the clock model. I~ should be 
found toda y for about $85 to $100 
if in clean and in - spec condition. 

Sensitivity compares favorably wi th $500 receivers on today ' s market . The 
I. F. selectivity cannot be matched by most off-the- shelf receivers today 
wit hout fi r st do ing some alter a t ions so in vogue. Audio cleanness was a hall 
mark of Hammar lund engineering . Hy particular HQ-100 is not as sensitive on 
MW as I woul d like, and does not compar e with , for example, the Panasonic 
RF-4900 , which I have owned . Nor does it compare on MW with the Realistic 
DX-160 , or a number of other Hallicrafters oldsters. SW BC is something else . 
There exists some minor internal harmonics due to its single - conversion de­
sign , but those harmonics are suppressed far more eff iciently than those 
generated by the DX-160 and other repu t abl e single -I. F. models . Overall per­
for mance run s rings ar ound the DX - 300 se r ies . I wo'u l d evaluate t his middle ­
weight compar able to the RF-4900 if you do not consider the inconvenience of 
no digital r eadout - which could be added on outboard anyway.

Miniature active antennas have been around for quite sometime. Basically, they 
are comprised of a short brass antenna element about 3 feet in len~th which 
is mounted out of doors along with a small weather-tight box of electronic3, 
t hen fed down a length of coaxial cable to the receiver . The secret of its 
performance is in amplifying the weak aignals heard up at the location of the 
element rather than down at the receiver location. This allows a great deal 
of improved signal level . Otherwi se , signal voltage would drop off bef ore 
getting to the r eceiver area. And , since amplif iers cannot t ell the differ­
ence between what is signal , noise , etc ., it all ge ts amplified . So , the 
obvious answer is to amplify as close to the antenna element as possible to 
avoid also amplifying any noise picked up by the lead- in .
