(I nm going to come up on a space problem in about ten years or so , but I can't bear to 
throw any DX literature away) ; Ed Shaw opines on the Kenwood R-1000 and Panasonic RF- 4900 
compared head-to-head; our own Stu Klein takes the podium of "It Sounds to Me" to respond 
co last month 1 s 11lt Sounds to Me". And now • •• 

I LIST- LOCGrnc / 

LIST-LDCCrnC, (liat-log-i!J), n, the activity o f refusing t o l is ten to a broadcast for an 
ID, but rather l ooking in a list under the specified frequency to determine 
the identity of the s tation. Often engaged in by DXers with overactive 
imaginations. A cure can be obtained only by isolating the DXe r f r om a l l 
lists until he can be trusted to use them wisely. 

Facetious, but true. As an editor for too many y~ars , I can compare editing to walk ­
ing a tightrope. When a logging has been sorted, and you come to it while typing, you 
have a split second to determint 'lhether you can print it or not . lf you e rr too much on 
the side of caution, you have a column filled with everyone's routine DX. If you err 
too much on the side of rermissiveness, you end up with a column filled with figments of 
DXer s' imaginations , Liat - loaging is the major cause of editoria l upset. 

KOii ro TELL IF YOU'RE A LIST-LDCCER 

You 're a list-logger if the first thing you think of when you come across a new s ta­
tion is "llhat does the llRlll say about this frequency? " 

You're a llst- logger if you ignore the possibility of catch ing a good ID because the 
list you use has pinned dO".m the ID. 

You're a lis t-logge r i f you send in a logging as a positive, not a tentative, and say, 
''On that frequency, ac that time, what else c an 1t be?u 

You 're a list-logge r if you send 100 loggings to an editor, Jon't mark the tentative 
ones ' tentative,' and then com.plain bec~use only 3 were printed . 

And , finally, you 're a lis t-logger if you never EvtR question the accur acy of the list 
you use . After all, why would they publish the list if it wasn't totally accurate . 
Your attitude is: "lf it ' s on the lis t, it must be broadcasting." 

List - logging is fo r a DXer what the heartbreak of psoriasis is t o the American public. 
It is also very annoying to DX editors, to the membership, and to my self-image ( I hate 
it when I publish a logging that later turns out to be ques t ionab le .) 

TllE FIRST STEP TO A CURE IS TO ADMIT THAT °IUU HAVE A PROBLEM 

I f you s aw your 9elf in three or more of the five criteria above, you have a problem, 
Once you ' ve admit ted that you sometimes list- log, you can pull your sel f up, dust yourself 
off , and s t art all over again. Usually ; by the time a DXer realizes that he has a list­
logging pr ob lem, it is too late to save his reputation, and he has to take up CB or some­
thing of t he sort. I am always ready to print loggings from anyone, and try not to damage 
anyone's reputa tion by overly questioning his logging . If I have a serious question, I 
eitber c ircu lar- fi le t he logging, or run it withou t attribution and ques t ion it anonymously. 

The cure continues whe n you lis ten to the broadcast for an ID before turning t o the 
llRTK for confirmation. After you have heard an ID , you then rely on your lis t fo r addi­
tional information. When you hear a broadcast, listen for an ID, and don ' t hear one, you 
help your cure along by referring t o lists sparsely, making a reasoned judgment on the ID

based on (l) What has been heard on that frequency recently (after all, that's why you 
are members of NASWA, lsn 't it?) , (2) What your lis t says might be on that frequency, 
(3) The language you heard the broadcast in, (4) The time of reception, and (' ) Any 
program information you can gl ean from that broadcas t (i .e., if you hear an ad for Inca 
Kola, you should be narrowing your search to Peru . If you hear a brpadcas t i n Spanish, 
you~ look in the Brazil section of the l is t .) 

When you mark a logging t entative every t i me you hear a broadcast but don't hear a positive 
ID. you're cured.

ON COLLECTING RADIO LITERATURE 

One of the distinguishing trai~ of A serious history buff is the extent of his library. 
'nlis extends, of course, to those of us who collect and restore vintage radio gear. 
The following article is intended to serve as a primer for those of you who are interested 
in either beginning or expanding your col lection of vintage radio literature. 

The firs t category of literature to be exmnined should be the books of general interest. 
Morgan McMahon has written two books that are virtually indispensable in this r espect. 
Vintage Radio 1887-1929 i s an expanded revision of Harcld Greenwood's radio album. 
Thie fine, well-illustrated book covers the early research and deve lopment of wireless 
communications, and follows through co the first Ar. models and superhecs . A Flick of the 
~is the second McMahon book of particular interest. Picking where Vintage Radio 
left off, "Flick" explores the adole5cence and maturation of radio from 1930 through 
1950. The topics dealt ~1th in this book include a short section on Wor ld War I~military 
radio, a long chapter on 81114teur gear, and approximately 150 pages of photographs devoted 
to {mostly) all-wave wonders . 

For t hose of you who are intere•ted in the development of thermionics, Tyne'• Saga of the 
Vacuum Tube is an invaluable reference. This tome i• highly recommended for its depth of 
information •• well as the fact that it is simply well-written and interesting. 

Should you feel a yen co more thoroughly understand old battery radios, components, and 
c ircuits, try the Robertson-Cataract Radio Equipment and Supplies catalogue. This cata­
logue - - actually more akin to a book -- was fi r s t published in 1922. This well-done 
reprint covers TRF and regenerative circuits, components that were (at that time ) state­
of-the- art, receivers and kits then available, headphones, and much more. 

All of the above-mentioned titles aay be found in the Vestal Press catalogue. They offer 
18 titles dealing with the collection, restoration, and history of radio, If you are 
interested in other areas, they publish and/or offer vast selections on player pianos, 
juke boxes, organs, music boxes, gambling machines, and many o ther hobbies. The catalogue 
cos ts $2 . 00, but it is we ll worth the price. Write to them 3t Box 97, 320 N. Jensen Rd., 
Ves t al, NY 13850. 

Another book, which I would most heartily recoa111end, would be Han of High Fidelity: Edwin 
Howard Armstrong, by Lawrence Lessing . Ask your local bookstore to t ry to locate it for 
you; it is a Bantam Book paperback. This enthralling story was last published in 1969 
and, hence, is rather hard co find. 

Armstrong's biography is rather well written. It takes the reader on a journey through 
his inventions of regenerative feed-back, superhets, and frequency modulation. Perhaps 
the most interesting point of the book revolves around the titanic battles to, fir st, 
establish the merits of FM radio, and, second, to W'Cest some or the rewards for this 
invention from the aajor electronics companies who denied him the due credit and royalties. 
Thia final clash would lead "the Major" co take his own life. Read the book. 

Should you be unable co locate chis Bantam edition locally, you may be able co receive 
a copy from the Antique Wireless Association. They have a limited supply on hand. 
Contact Bruce Kel l ey, W21CE , Main Street, Holcomb, NY 14469. 
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Puett Electronics offers several booklets and pamphlets on vintage radio topics. Their 
titles deal with various aspects of collection and restoration. While their prices are 
rather high for the quantity of print provided, the printings are nicely done and well 
written. The Puett catalogue costs $1.00 . Their address: Box 28572, Dallas, TX 75228. 

No serious collection of library materials would be complete without a healthy acquisi­
tion of honest-to-goodness, genuine, original books and magazines . 

The grand coup ia to find a complete set of Rider' s Manuals. These encyclopaedic volumes 
of service notes and schematics are, to the radio hobbyist , what a complete se t of 
National Geographic maps would be to a cartographile. 

Other collectable books would include Supreme Publications and Sams service books, as 
well as tha service notes published by the manufacturing companies themselves. These 
types of book are valuable aids to res otrers. 

General interest books on radio are also of interest to collectors. They may describe 
radio from the perspective of s cience or hobby, but in either respect they give much 
historical insight. The photogr aphs and circuit diagrams to be found in these books 
are of particular interest . 

Magazines that dealt with either radio or electronics are also actively sought after . 
The new sets were reviewed and advertised in these copiously i llustrated volumes. 
New .and improved (a modest chuckle 11ay be inserted here) components were widely heralded 
in these pages. DX catches were claimed (and decried at times ). The announceaent of 
new t echnical developments was usually made through the radio magazines . In general, 
the magazines represent your best, all•around value for entertainment, nostalgia, and 
technical information. 

One of the reasons that led me to request the space to wr~te these camblings was an 
affection for history. That is, it is s ometimes eas ier to see where you are going if you 
look back to see where you have been. It tends to place things i n their proper per-

• apective. The function of this co lumn has been t o perform this s ervice, as well as to 
entertain and anchant you with a bit of nostalgia. If you've enjoyed my musings, try 
some of the real thing .

This month's It Sounds to Me begins with a short c O!llllent on l as t month ' s article by 
Russ Lay. I.RA Editor Stu Kle i n gives his views: 

A Log Report Editor' s Vi ew 

Log report is for loggings, not editorials, and I thank Chris for making this space 
available to me to r espond to the opinions expressed l ast month in SWC by Russ Lay. To 
say that I disagree profoundly with many of those opinions would be a gross unders tatement! 
I think that I am in a pos ition t o s peak about the Log Report sections in general , and 
LR- A in particular. 

Carefully reading the previous article r eve als one assumption made by the author: FRENDX 
i s not providing the NASWA membership with what it really wants. To view this as sumption 
in perspective, we should realize that NASWA currently has over 2000 members, and that 

"a very large proportion of t hese members renew their subscriptions . I think that t his 
fact alone gives the lie to the foregoing assumption; if FRENDX were not s atis fying 
its s ubscribers, they would not renew. That they do says that they f ind t he magazine 
worthwhile . No one wi ll say that i t l s perfect , no one will say tha t it cannot be 
improved, but t he fac ts do speak for themse lves . Wi th s o many people s ticking wi th 
NASWA year af t e r year , we mus t be doi ng s omething r ight! Ques t ion i s , what ? 
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I IT SOUNDS TO ME I -- STU KLEIN, continued 

I would like to t hink that what gives FRENDX its s trength and appea l is its diversity . 
Ue have something for everyone, not just the hard-core DXers as implied las t month. 
Articles -- feature, technical, opinion -- in SWC; s chedules , up-to-date corrections, 
station information in LN; and, yes , material for DXers in Upda te and the I.Rs. ' 'The 
poor guy who • • • wants to find RSA' s latest frequencies" can do s o in LN. Glenn does a 
bang-up job of providing such information, as up-to-date as is available. Of course , 
it will not run everv month; s uch material remains va lid for several months, barring 
changes which .!!.!'~promptly reported, and space limitations prevent such repetition. The 
guy who wants to find out how to improve the reception on his portable-wit h- a-whip 
can, through variou~ articles. The DXer who wants ~information on what is appear­
ing on the bands gets it, in LR. I think that it is the treatment of LR in last month's 
article which most s ticks in my craw! 

Log Repo rt is des i gned as a sho~case for members' loggings. It is~ designed to be' 
another \.IRTH . It is to let you see what your fellow members are hearing (at least those 
who bother to contribute); lt is not to constantly remind you, month after month, that 
Reloj is on 4832! 1 could go on,""bUt I think that by now you cat ch my drift. Reading 
between lase month's lines, the prime complaint would seem to be chat editors cut cOtDD'lon 
material to include the l ess comnon , Indeed, I get th~ sense that the author was saying , 
in effect, it is the editor ' s responsibility to print what is sent to him. Up to a point 
I agree with this, but only up to a point . What I say now goes for LR- A specifically , 
but 1 think it applies as well to the other LR sections. 

I co nsider LR-A to be a news medium, As such, the material within it must be accurate, 
as accurate as l can get it . I consider lt to be my responsibility to-;;;;ike s ure that 
inaccurate material does not appear . Many times 1 must make a value judgment on an item, 
usi(lg all of the information at my disposal . If I believe that an item is incorrect, lt 
will :mt run. If I am unsure, it probably will run, but I will insert a questioning 
c0trm1ent to indicate chat the accuracy of the item is uncertain . Lord knows, I am not 
perfect, and some of these j udgments will be in error, one way or the other, but as the 
President said, "The buck stops here.'1 In general 1 though1 un l ess I have serious reser­
vations about a logging, I wil l us e it , • ince I do fee l an obligation to the person •ho 
took the time to write it up and send it in. The only other reason for dropping loggings 
is lack of s pace . 

Oftentimes, I ~111 receive more material than l have rooo for in the column. First I 
w111 cut out any unnecessary editorial matter, then I go through the column compressing 
de tails. If there is s till not enough room to accomodate all loggings, 1 must cut some 
out, although they might be good, solid material, Which ones? Last month' s article would 
have ~e cut uncom:non material in favor of the coDDon, on the grounds that this ls ~hat 
is !requently hear d . That is exactly why I !!2 cut it; people know that the station i s 
there, they know its format and transmiss ion times . They may not be at all familiar with 
a more unusual s tat ion, hear d during an uncOU!lllon opening. By publishing the logg ing, even 
if they do not hear it, at least they will know it is there and £i!.!!. be heard! That is 
exac tly why I ~cut it -- people know that the stat i on is there, they know its format 
and transmisslon times. They may not be at all f.:imiliar with a more unusual s tation, 
heard during an uncommon opening. By publishing the logging, even if they do not hear 
it , at least they will know that it is there and £!!!be heard! That is exactl y the k ind 
of news that l.R is designed for, and that is exactly what was ignored in the colum11. 
Repetition of the s3me facts, :nonth after month, is boring! 

It was stated that 11 
• • • we are now moving to make the hobby a ' science 111 by dictating t.1hat 

and how to report, Poppyc ock! The hobby was, 1s, and will continue co be more arc than 
sc ience, with all of the imperfections that that implies . As an editor, I do not presume 
to dictate to people what to send . I am grateful fo r the contributions that I do receive, 
since there are far fewer contributors than-members. The details that they provide are 
the details that I print, unless compression for space purposes ls necessary. But, the 
more detail that is provided, the more interesting the logging is t o r ead . You are 
sending the material to showcase it, and it reads better when it isn't just abbreviated 
'mx., TC/ID' or some such. Believe it or not, people !..!.£ interested in what you heard. 
That is t~e reason that editors ask fo r details; it ls certoinly not so that we can enjoy 
having more to type . More details are a l so .of use when a va lue j udgment, as l described 
above, must be made, 

Another criticism leveled at LR was that mistakes are corrected, sometimes in print, as 
though this were some terrible way of humiliating contribu~ors . As it happens, l prefer 
not to do this in print : s ome editors do. It is most assuredl y !!.2!_ to shake a finger and 
say *'shame on you !" as was assumed. As human beings we learn from our mistakes, but to 
do 90, Ye first have to know that a mistake has been made. When I drop someone a line 
to point out ~n error, it is to help that person develop within the hobby ••• I would have 
little reason to bother otherwise . I consider helping members to enjoy the hobby and

develop within it, if that i• their desire, to be part and parcel of my editorial 
responsibilities . The correspondence• which sometime• develop are one of the aspect1 of 
being an editor that I truly enjoy, I may be getting a bit ahead of m}'Belf, but I 
believe that I ' ve juat put my finger on NASWA'• greate•t strength, and the reaaon that it 
cont inues to grnv and to hold on co aev member•. , • people in NASWA~I You aeed 
help in the hobby? It's there for the asking , The attitude shown in laat month'• 
article was that LR editors dictat e; we do aot, we •erve I That: is a major aad fundamental 
difference, and one which I w1ahed to point out.

What a task l l Here I am asked to make a comparison observation between two 
of hobbydom' s most popular receivers. How does one accomplish this and keep 
peace in the fami ly? Well, here goes nothing . Actually, I may have a bias­
ed opinion since I have owned one of the receivers , but if bias has been in­
jected herein it was entirely unintentional ••• ! even had several persons to 
review t his work before releasing it in order to avoid weighted opinions. 

First of all , we will list the standard specifications of each and show the 
illustrations. ReadeTs may note immediately that ~he R- 1000 is a pint- sized 
piece of equipment compared to the Panasonic. Don ' t let that influence you.

OBSERVATIONS : Having owned the RF- 4900 and the earlier RF- 4800, I was more 
accutely aware of some of the drawbacks and limitations of the ?anasonics . 
On the other hand , I had opportunity to tune and use the R- 1000 only over the· 
space of one weekend, but I believe I learned enough to do the receiver 
proper justice . 

As r egards selectiv ity . Despite the specifications which indicate the Pana­
sonic had a s l ightly "tighter" I . F., I could di~cern no appreciable differ­
ence by ear or ' feel ' while tuning over equal strength signals. 
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One of the methods I use to make some judgement about I.F. selectivity is to 
observe S- meter deflection . Here ' s how I did it. First, one must have use 
of a cr ystal calibrator to generate a 100 KHz marker. 

Disconnect the a ntenna lead- in wire, using only the crystal calibrator to 
generate a 100 KHz marker . Dial in a frequency multipl e and center it well 
by obtaining the highest meter reading. Try to stay in the lower range of 
frequencies to avoid reception of strong higher- frequency stations on even 
a short antenna wire like that of the crystal calibrator. Note where the 
S-meter needle points •• take notes. Next , tune down in frequency slowly un­
til the S-meter drops 6 dB. Ob~ery_e how .man·y .. KHz you. have ~uned down. Do 
the same thing now, tuning upwards in frequency . Then tune down, then up 
for a 60 dB meter deflection. With use of graph paper, you can make a 
crude, but serviceable guesstimate of how to rate your i.f . filter. 

I rather preferred the versatile arraignment of separate AF and RF gain con­
trols of the Panasonic. The RF attenuation steps of the Kenwood seemed 
much toosteep to suit me. There is a way to alter these 20 dB steps to 10 
dB steps, 

The selectivity of the Kenwood can be greatly improved by rewi~ing the SSB 
2.7 KHz filter for use in AM mode . 

The AGC response time for the Kenwood seems a little slow, but this also is 
easily defeated - or restored back to original whenever dedired . 

I am told by other R- 1000 owners that the audio output is not all that great 
because the chip used wasn't the best choice . Q- 28 audio chip HIGHT be re ­
placed by an ECG 1284 . •• no guarantees. The ECG is a slightly more efficient 
chip for the same power drawn . 

T~e R-1000 is AC only as purchased. Any competent technician can wire in a 
means to use l2VDC. Why they didn't put it in to begin with snows ma, unless 
it wae because of the fact that the display unit draws one helluvalotta mA. 

The Panasonic RF-4900 certainly is more impressive looking . The speaker and 
a udio output are excellent. 

The RF-4900 dual - speed main tuning knob is cute. It also has a small finger 
control nearby to calibrate the dial. I appreciate also the separate bass 
and tre ble controls. 

The RF-4900 I.F. selectivity can be modified with one of several replacement 
f ilters. It requires a competent technician to do this, so don't tackle it 
yours elf. 

BFO pitch simply is not stable. I could never get the RF - 4800 or the 4900 
to s tay on pitch or 2eroed for more than a few seconds ••• it begins to climb 
i n fr equency nearly immediately . 

There are more birdies and internal images generated in the Panasonic than 
t he Kenwood. There are several in the 15-19 MHz band. Most annoying. 

The AM sensitivity on the RF-4900, and I used a box loop antenna here, for 
medium wave is excellent. 

I nt ernal battery employment also was useful for field trips . One can turn 
off the readout display to cons:erve power . 
•***** ***************************************•******************•••••******* 
JUDGEMENT DAY: For OX- ability alone, I have to lean to the Kenwood , especi­
ally since the modifications for I . F. , AGC, and portability are simply done . 
The Panasonic, in my opinion, had too many false images and spurs, and could 
not s i t still on SSB. The Kenwood was smaller, therefore easily por~able . 
What' s more , I have some interest in LW - moreso than FM for which I have 
another more sophisticated receiver. 

One last observation. The Kenwood company offers a really heavy metal knob 
to replace the plastic main tuning knob ••• not the calibration ring , just the 
main knob. It provides a firm , professional heft. 
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A SP£CIAL NOTE TO OWNERS • •• OF ALLIED SX-190: Many of you already have the 
technical manual for this remarkable receiver, but others wh o do not may 
wish to have a special comprehensive collection of SX- 190 review notes and 
modification instructions. Eighteen pages with over twenty articles about 
the SX- 19-0. Even if you do not have the technical manual (or even if you 
do) this collection shoald be of interest to you. 

This Super-X 190 opus costs a fair amount to xerox, on long paper no less ! 
I have to ask three dollars ($J.OO) just for costs ·and postage. Ed Shaw

UNDERSTANDING SOME ASPECTS OF YOUR DX RECEIVER: What is AGC? 

Some of you will already understand that AGC stands for Automatic Gain Con­
trol . But , not many understand what it is for, or how it works . To be a good 
DXer, one first has to understand his receiver . This brief explanation of AGC 
may be the first step you need. 

Signals arrive on your receiver antenna in varying stengths , and pass thru 
the different stages of amplification and processing . S·omewhere along the 
way, usually in the last I .F. transformer, a littl e bit of signal is bled 
off by a diode and capaci tor and then smoothed out to rrearly a · pure DC volt ­
age. This voltage is fed back to the RF amplifier at the beginning of your 
rec eiver ' s circuit where it controls how much signal is let into the circuit. 
If a very strong signal blasts in , the bled-off AGC voltage tells the RF 
transistors to shut down a bit . If weak signals eake in, the AGC voltage 
permits the RF section to do its maximum . It's a feedback circuit of sorts . 

In the AGC circuit is a resistor and large capacitor which , together , deter ­
mine just how fast the AGC works. For i nstance , you are DXing on a noisy 
day "with lots of lighning crackle, and slow AGC response time may be useful; 
that is , a loud blast would be absorbed by the resistor/capacitor network , 
and t he receiver Yould go silent fo r ... say, l second , then would recover and 
continue to rec eive normally after the blast was over. A short respcnse tioe 
on less noisy days might not need any more delay than say 200 milliseconds 
or perhaps none at all . Tnus , you can see that more advanced receivers will 
have provision for choosing response times ••• sometimes up to three choices." 
Some modern - day receivers have fixed AGC response times often not to the 
discriminating owner ' s satisfaction . It can be remedied by changing the big 
response capacitor to something larger or smaller in va lue to suit tastes.
